Petrograd, Sept. 19—Witnesses in the 
trial of General Soukhomlinoff, former 
Russian minister for war, who is facing 
a charge of high treason, having con­
cluded their evidence, the general today 
was Invited to give any explanations he 
might wish to make.

The former minister appeared exhaust­
ed by the long judicial proceedings. 
Speaking in a weak, tired voice, he en­
deavored to prove the necessity of dis­
mantling Russian fortresses, for which 
he had given orders. He declared that,

owing to the conditions of modem war­
fare, the fortresses long had lost all their 
strategic importance, and would have 
been hut traps for the retreating troops.

“At the time of the Russo-Turkish 
campaign,” he said, “I gained the convic­
tion that provisional defensive works, 
constructed while hostilities were in pro­
gress, were or far greater practical utili­
ty.-

Vancouver, BXX, Sept 19.—That It is 
both his purpose and expectation to 
form a union government before the 
general election now imminent, but if 
that should prove Impossible, he will 
certainly do so after the elections, if re- 
tumed to power, is the statement of 
Premier Borden in a letter addressed to 
E. P. Davis, K.C., a prominent Van­
couver Liberal. The letter, which is 
dated Sept. 10, is a reply to a communi­
cation from Mr. Davis In which he 
asked the premier if it is his intention 
to go to the country in the coming elec­
tion on the principle of forming a 
union government if returned to power.

Winnipeg, Sept, 19.—Premier Sifton 
of Alberta yesterday said that he did not 
think much more would be said about 
national government, at least until after 
the house at Ottawa had prorogued.

He knew of no negotiations in pro­
gress at present. He Intimated that 
much of the newspaper talk about na­
tional government negotiations was 
without foundation.

Premier Sifton thought that if the 
Borden government goes , to the country 
as a party government, and makes a 
partisan appeal that there, will be an 
election on strict -party lines. If a na­
tional government Is formed, the Al­
berta premier thought, it will depend on 
who are in the national government.

New Glasgow, N. S., Sept 19—A little 
after seven o’clock this morning, when 
the large plant was filled with a host of 
busy workers, fire a

flame.

The workmen had to intake a hasty re­
treat by the nearest exits and in a short 
time the shop, filled with the finest ma­
chines for finishing shells was a mass 
of ruins.

VICTIM OF GASPosts In Shell-holes.
Meanwhile, the intensity of the artil­

lery bombardments was altering the 
character of the fighting by creating what 
the Germans call the crater area, and the 
enemy began to make increasing use of 
the shell-holes in this area for machine 
gun posts. We intensified our artillery 
fire over still wider areas, and supple­
mented them in turn with machine gun 
barrages, so searching all the open coun­
try, as well as demolishing the establish­
ed trench lines, machine gunners in open 
shell-holes had a poor chance of sur-1 
vival until our infantry attack developed. 
Then—a little last autumn more in the 
winter, but most of all this summer—the 
Germans began using concrete on an im- 

! mensely extended scale. Early this 
spring, during the Arras fighting, the 
Times described the new type 
man machine gun shelter, or “M.E.B.U.,” 
which was built into trenches, in shell- 
holes, in commanding positions on the 
crest of rising ground, and any other lo­
cation which had strategic advantages. 
Many of these were built in advance of 
the trench lines, far enough out into No 
Man’s Land io be presumably in front 
of the area covered by our bombard­
ment. v
Concrete Defences.

The more recent fighting has seen a 
great and general increase of these tactics 
and a tremendous growth in the use of 
concrete. In every despatch dealing with 
the fighting around Ypres correspondents 
speak of scattered concrete strongholds, 
pill-boxes, redoubts, armed with machine 
guns, which form the backbone of the 
German resistance. They are every­
where, especial use being made of the 
cellars of old farmhouses, cross roads, 
estaminets, and other buildings, as well 
as of old gun-pits and any inequality in 
the ground, whether natural or artificial, 
such as quarries or cuttings of any kind. 
The chief feature of these defences is 
that they can be and are disposed in in­
definite depth, so that there is no definite 
line through which, once penetrated, our 
men can proceed over open country. 
There are defences always beyond de­
fences. Where particular lines have to 
be-defended the enemy is more than ever 
trying to push his machine guns out in 
front of the line as well as having them 
in depth behind. We are acquiring a 
large experience of the German con­
struction of defensive lines as one by 
one they fall into our hands.
Limited Objective*.

What, of course, the German would 
like would be for us to advance in dense 
masses across country protected in this 
way without artillery preparation. We 
have shown no desire to oblige him; 
though, as has been remarked before, he 
sometimes sees visions of such masses in 
his communiques. Instead, we strike al­
ways at limited objectives behind the 
protecting barrage of our guns, with not 
the remotest intention of being taunted 
into an effort at that wonderful man­
oeuvre which the enemy calls “breaking 
through.” We eat up the German de­
fences a mile or half a’ mile or three 
miles at a time.

Paris, Sept. 19—The procurator general 
of the appeal courts has addressed a 
communication to parliament asking for 
the suspension of immunity in the case
of Deputy Louis Turmel. He says thatj 
Deputy Turmel gave three explanations 
concerning the origin of money found in ■ 
his locker and further remarked that 
Magistrate Gilbert, charged with inves­
tigation of the case, twice served a sub­
poena on Thurmel on Monday, but the 
latter ignored the summons “under cir­
cumstances from which it is permissable 
to presume that Turmel’s dealings in 
Switzerland, given by him as the source 
from which he drew the money that was 
found, were of a fradulent nature, coming 
under the law prohibiting French citi­
zens carrying on economic relations with 
enemy subjects.”

A committee elected to report on the 
demand for the authorization of legal 
proceedings against Turmel, met yester­
day -and voted unanimously in favor of 
authorizing legal proceedings.

It was stated last night that the judicial 
authorities contemplate charging him 
with treasonable dealings with the enemy 
which is punishable bÿ death.

Berne, Sept 19—The Swiss telegraphic 
ajrency has received a telegram from 
/aArich relative to a statement made by 
tnW French Deputy Turmel that he re­
ceived a sum of money from the Swiss 
Federal Bonk for advice. The directors 
of the Swiss Federal Bank, according to 
the telegram, declared formally that they 
never made any such mysterious pay­
ments and have never had any dealings 
with TurmeL

An official statement issued from the 
French chamber of deputies on Septem­
ber 2 stated that an envelope containing 
25,000 francs in Swiss bank bills had 
been found in the part of the locker room 
assigned Turmel.

Photographs Tell No Lies.
“The photographs of"dead and muti­

lated girls, children and old men tell 
no lies. Jurists rank high two forms of 
testimony—the testimony of mature men 
who have seen and heard, and the testi­
mony of children too innocent to invent 
their statements, but old enough to tell 
what they saw.

“For the first time in history, the 
German has reduced savagery to a 
science, therefore, this great war for peace 
must go on until the German cancer is 
cut clean out of the body politic.”

Dr. Hillis asserted that more than 10,- 
000 separate atrocities committed by the 
.German armies had been documented 
and were on file in the chancelleries of 
the allied nations, for use when the terms 
of peace are to be discussed.

“When the German army in Lorraine 
was defeated by one-half its number,” 
he went on, “it fell back northward, pass­
ing through French towns and villages 
where there were no Frenchmen, no guns, 
and where no shots were fired. During 
July and August, we went slowly from 
one ruined village to another, talking 
with the women and children, and com­
paring the photographs and the full of­
ficial records made at the time with the 
statements of the poor wretched sur­
vivors, who lived in cellars where once 
there had been beautiful houses, orchards, 
vineyerds—but now was only desolation.

At Hecht I calves purchased by the men in the 
movement here. The farm covers 150 
acres, and provision has been made for 
the caring of 500 calves.

The Buy a Calf movement began when 
Mrj Hoover asked the representatives of 
the restaurant and hotel men from all 
parts of the country to help out the 
present food emergency. They adopted 
calf buying as part of food conservation 
and each one pledged himself to buy 
and raise a calf to stimulate interest 
in cattle raising. The plan called for 
the purehase of 10,000 calves to be kept 
two years, during which time each will 
have increased in weight about 1,000 
pounds.

John McE. Bowman, now a member 
of the United States food' administra- 
tioit, was head of the committee that 
worked out the details of the campaign 
and the Calf Owners’ Club. He hopes 
that 1,000,000 calves will have been raised 
by hotel and restaurant men of the 
country when this campaign is finished. 
The idea, he explained, was not one of 
profit, but to bring about an increase in 
the country’s beef supply.

Among the charter members of the 
Calf Owners’ Club are Thomas D. 
Green of the Hotel Woodward and 
president of the Hotel Association of 
New York city; Fred Sterry of the 
Plaza; George C. Brown of the Park

Are the German soldiers Bars 
in writing to brothers at home, or keep­
ing the records of events in their diaries, 
thus leaving on their bodies the indubit­
able evidence of the highest order of 
truth?

“Standing in the village of Herimenil, 
a boy of sixteen and his mother showed 
me twelve bullet marks against the stone 
wall where a young mother, aged twenty-; 
three, with a babe on he» breast, with 
her young sister and sister-in-law of six­
teen and seventeen, wpre shot by twelve 
German soldiers—four brave and heroic 
Germans shooting at each girl.

“On a little board in one ruined vil­
lage, I read these words:—‘Marie, aged 
sixteen. Dead August 24, 1915. Ven­
geance is mine, I will repay, saith the 
Lord.’

“The hundreds of atrocities personally 
investigated only serve to interpret Am­
bassador Morgenthau’s statement as to 
Armenia, that the Turkish soldiers and 
German officers massacred in Armenia a 
half mUlion people, that they might move 
into their farmhouses and little shops 
and stores.”

Germany’s philosophy, the pastor con­
cluded, had dehumanized her officers and 
men. He said the Kaiser was the son 
of diseased parents and had schemed to 
conquer the world. The Kaiser and not 
the rest of the world, he said, had coined 
the word “Hun” and had applied it to 
his own people.

On Thursday The Financial Post was 
informed by A. Dawson, vice-president 
and general manager of Canadian Cot­
tons, that he had just secured an order 
for 2,000,000 yards of shelter tent khaki 
duck, worth approximately $700,000. 
The delivery of this will commence at 
once, and it so happens that this order 
will enable the firm to keep a section of 
its huge plant going that might other­
wise have run slack. The order that 
was accepted was as much as Canadian 
Cottons could handle, and was not by 
any means the total amount that is open 
to Canadian mills.

Indeed a statement was made to the 
writer also on Thursday of last week by 
H. F. Nuzum, a leading cotton mer­
chant of New York, that orders for from 
7,000,000 to >101,000,000 yards of duck 
were at the disposal of the mills in Can­
ada if they could accept and handle this 
quantity.

“It is not that the American mills 
are unequal to the demands of the gov­
ernment, but amply a matter of speed. 
At the present time we have not nearly 
enough of the heavier lines to clothe and 
house our soldiers for the winter, and 
Canadian manufacturers can have practi­
cally all that they can turn out for us 
in the way of duck, underwear, blankets, 
woollen mitts and other necessary lines 
for our troops in training. Our aim is, 
if possible, to have 600,000 men across 
the ocean by the first of the year.”

It is understood that another order 
for duck has been taken by the Imperial 
Cotton Co., and one for tape by the 
Hamilton Cotton Co. Penman’s, Limit­
ed, have a considerable order on hand 
for underwear, and further ones are ex­
pected.

is an adroit manoeuvre engineered by 
Dr. Von Kuehlmann, the German for- 
eign secretary.”

Zurich, via London, Sept. 18.—(Mon­
treal Gazette cable)—Herr Erzberger 
delivered an important speech yesterday 
at Biherach.
