INQUEST INTO DEATH OF
NEW BRUNSWICKER IN HALIFAX

WHY BRITISH FIRMS
CAN GET THE ORDERS

United States’ Agent in Panama
Sends Home Sample Letters
From Rival Firms Which Tell
The Story

Washington, Sept. 4—A report to the
department of commerce from Special
Agent Garrard Harris, at Colon, Pana-
ma, commenting on the methods of Am-
erican exporters in dealing with South
and Central American customers, incloses
two letters illustrating the difference be-
tween the way English business houses
treat their patrons and that of manufac-
turers and jobbers in-the United States.

In May there was a large fire in Colon
and many business firms were burn
out. A few weeks afterward one of the
largest business firms there received let-
ters in the same mail from an English
house and a° New York firm¢ The Co-
lon irm had dealt with both of them for
several years and was known to them
as a responsible and safe customer. The
commercial agencies also rated the firm
as having first-class credit.

‘The English letter was most cordial|
&nd in part follows:

“We have many trading friends in the
city of Colon, and we are anxiously
awaiting news to hear that none of them
have suffered from the fire,, We realize
full well that business cannot be very
brisk on the Isthmus and that this fire,
coming along at this time, must indeed
make matters very awkward for people
in the city of Panama. We wish to take
the opportunity of expressing our sincere|
regret at the disaster. Of course the
burdens of the present situation in Eng-
land are falling heavily on all of us, but
we are meeting the situation. Give your-
self no oécasion for worry at the state
of your account. We know how condi-
tions are. Send on your orders and they
will be filled as usual and upon the usual
credit terms.” |

The letter from New York was brief)
and matter-of-fact, and ran like this:
“Dear .Sir,—Owing to war conditions,
we are compelled to curtail our lines of
credit and the terms in future will be,”
ete.

The terms offered were practically
cash. The contrast between the letters
naturally had an effect on the minds
of the Colon merchants, and Mr., Har-
ris says that it is obvious that Ameri-
can trade in that quarter will not be
likely to supplant that of European com-
petitors. !

Then
James began shooting and the third bul-
let went through Harmon’s head. As
his companion fell dead Williams made
a dash through the brush, where he was
found hiding a few minutes later.

One in Ten Enlist

It is estimated, and by military men,
not by civilians, that there are at least
600 Springhill, N.S., men now in khaki.

It also includes
the men on home defence duty at Hali-
fax and elsewhere. Sixteen more Spring-
hill men volunteered this week for home
Gefence service in addition to the nine
who will go overseas.

Close to German Trenches

To hear Germans talking almost daily
but never to see a single Hun during
six weeks of duty in the first line of
British trenches in France has been the
strange experience of Private Henry
Dixon of Sackville.

Private Dixon is a bomb-thrower
with the 14th Canadian Battalion and
bas been stationed in a trench forty
yards from the enemy’s first line, but
ir six wecks before he wrote a letter
received a few days ago by his mother,
Mrs. William Dixon, he has not cast his
c¢yes upon a German. The explanation,
of course, is that both Britishers and
Germans are careful to keep out of sight
except when duty ecalls them to the
charge. It is not healthful to show one’s
self. : “

The Sackville boy also gives assur-
ance to his mother that the trench near-
est the enemy is about as safe as’ any
place at the front since there is little
danger from shells and if one keeps out
of sight there is no danger from bul-
lets. Shells are not apt to fall upon the
first trenches because the artillery of
neither side dare fire upon the enemy’s
first line for fear of killing their own
men, so narrow is the space between
friend and foe. .

AUSTRIANS ATTACK BUT

ARE DRIVEN

BAGK AND

- SUFFER GREAT LOSSES

Also Lose Important Positions ‘Which
They Had Occupied — Little Change
Announced in Russian Report

Rome, Sept. 4—The following state-
ment ‘was issued last night:

“On the upper Rienz, the enemy again
atltempted an attack on our position on
Monte Piana, bui was repulsed with
great losses. .

“In the zone of Paralbad, the upper
Piave, the enemy occupied the rugged
range of Monte Chiadenis and Monte
Avanza. A series of operations was con-
certed between our troops on the upper
Piave and those in the Degano Valley,
with the object of driving the enemy
from this important position, The ac-
tion, skilfully prepared and carried out,
with boldness and tenacity, assured us
of possessicn of the entire range, not-
withstanding the determined resistance
at certain points by the enemy, who had
moved from summit to summit and fin-
ally from two steep peaks of Chiadenis,
upon which small detachments were
strongly entrenched. On the evening of
September 1, enemy countingents with
the help of searchlights, tried to attack
the lost positions and were completely
repulsed.

“On the Carso, in the Seibusi zone, the
skilfull manoeuvring of one of our de~
tachments enabled us to occupy, al-
most without resistance, several enemy
trenches,

“One of our aeroplanes effectively bom-
barded Austrian encampments along the
road from Kostanjevice to Vouscica.”

Russian Report

Petrograd, Sept. 4—A Russian official
communication made public last night
says: ;

“On the Riga-Dvinsk front, in the

region of the Village of Linden, our
troops, after a stubborn fight, retired
on the morning of September 2 to tha
right bank of the river, after setting tha
bridge ' afire. = The fighting continues.
Our positions near Freidrichstadl were
bombarded on the first and second by
the enemy’s heavy artillery.

“Between the Sventa and Viliya rivers
our offensive met with fierce resistance.
Nevertheless we continued to advance
and have captured, during the last two
days, thirteen . machine guns and 300
prisoners, including officers. :

“Between the Viliya and the Niemen
and farther to the right as far as Crodno,
the situation is unchanged. Near Crod-
no, toward the evening of the second,
the enemy succeeded in throwing a por-
tion of his forces om the right bank of
the Niemen. ‘ Desperate fighting ensucd
in the northern and western suburbs.

“In the region between Grodno and
the Pripet river no material change has
been reported. Stubborn rear guard
fighting occurred.only in the region south
of Indura, near Brestovitz and south of
Gorodetz. . . :

“In the ‘direction of Lutsk, toward
Klevan and Targovitza, on the first thére
were only minor engagements, which
were without appreciable recults for
efther side.

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LAST NIGHT'S MEETING.

Why were the bands playing and the
flags flying and the crowds assembled at
King Square last evening?

Because men are wanted to prevent the
British flag from being replaced by that
of Germany.

That is the issue, and it does not re-
quire anything more than ordinary in-
telligence to understand what such a
change would mean to Canada/ and the
world.‘ :

We must fight, and fight to win. Itis
not merely the sorrow of parting and of
separation that we must consider in this
hour, but the future of our families, our
country, and the world. The responsi-
bility rests upon every man and woman
' in this world-crisis; and they who re-
fuse to face their duty, in whatever di-
rectfon it may lie, are not true to them-
selves or to their country. :

Last night’s speakers presented the is-
sues squarely, and left no room - for
doubt or hesitation, so far as the urg-
ency of the need for men and for uni-
versal sacrifice and yervice are concern-
ed. It is for each to determine in what
manner he or she will sacrifice and
gerve, but to the young and fit and un-
encumbered men the finger of duty
points straight toward the  trenches,
where their brothers are now holding at
bay a powerful and ruthless enemy of
all that British citizenship and British
civilization stands for in the world.

We are inspired by the crowds, the
bands, the enthusiasm of such meetings,

but if we do not also hear the call that
. comes from our brothers in the trenches,
and if we do not heed the silent monitor
within our own souls, we fail to get the
inspiration of the true patriot and the
true champion of human liberty.

HEROES ALL

" All honor to the men who last night
made their decision to join the colors.
They have set an example worthy of
emulation by hundreds upon hundreds
of young men in this city and province.
Many who did not decide last evening
are thinking hard today, and asking
themselves whether they are doing their
duty to their kindred and their country
while they hesitate to strike a blow for
the cause whose defeat would Germanize
Canada. That is what this struggle
means, and it was a consciousness of the
fuct which held the vast assemblage
on King Square while the men who have
offered the forfeit of their own lives
appealed to other men to rally to the
cause of liberty and righteousness. The
more men think during the days of this
campaign for recruits the more deeply
they will feel the responsibility resting
upon each one of them. One heard here
and there in the crowd a flippant re-
mark that stirred a feeling of indigna-
tion, but it is a part of the burden of
true manhood and womanhood to suffer
even for the unworthy, and to make sac-
rifices for those who deserve it not. Even
the clackers must be tolerated, but they
do not point the way to be followed
by those who would live worthily or die
a hero’s death. The young men who
give up good positions, part from their
loved ones and go to fight for those
principles which have been upheld by
British courage and devotion and sac-
rifice for centuries are worthy of all
‘honor, and are worthy successors of the
men who made possible the liberties and
the very prosperity which we today
enjoy.

FUNDS AND SAVINGS.

The Times prints today a thoughtful
article from the Maritime Merchant on
the subject of contributions to the vari-
ous funds which are being raised in
connection with the war. The view of
the Merchant is that the provision of
machine .guns, aeroplanes and other
things which the government ought to
provide is unwise, and may effect the
Red Cross, Patriotic; Belgian and other
funds which must be left to private gen-
erosity. There is a good deal to be said
in favor of this view, but since the mili-
tia department has endorsed the machine
gun fund and is thankful to receive it,
and there is no doubt at all that ma-
chine guns are needed, the contributions
for this purpose do not seem to be
open to objection, if it is known that
they will be devoted to that purpose and
no other. In view of some’doubts that
have been expressed, it might perhaps
be well at this stage to get an assurance
-on that point. If any portion of that
fund were diverted to any other purpose,
however desirable, it would not be car-
rying out the wishes of the people.

So far as the Patriotic and Red Cross
and Soldiers’ Comforts Funds are con-
rerned, and that for the relief of pris-

" oners in Germany, these certainly should
not be starved, and at the present time
the Patriotic Fund in New Brunswick
needs an additional $150,000 to provide
for the demands of the next year. It
would be a fine thing if that amount
could be provided without delay, even
f some others received less attention for

the time being. We must make up our
minds that continuous demands will be
made and must be met, to keep the var-
ious funds in a healthy state, and the
Merchant’s plea for saving and making
ready for such demands is both timely
and ‘well-based. There is a tendency,

| and the dominion government to protect
the consumer, the system, to an ordi-
nary observer, seems perfect.

The Fruit Train makes its trip every
day during the fruit season. It is run
i by the Canadian Express Company, and
Mr. Hickey, express superintendent, is
on hand to see that the packages are
carefully handled, so that the “ultimate
consumer” shall get one hundred cents’
worth of fresh, undamaged fruit for his
dollar.

Rev. M. E. Conron,

Rev. M. E. Conron, of the Portland
Methodist church, who wore the khaki
uniform of the 55th battalion, was greet-
ed with three cheers as he rose to speak.
He gave three reasons why he had not
entered the service of king and country
before. First was his-home. “I' believe
there is no man stepping out of a hap-
pier home than I am now; I love my
wife and babe as few men do.””

“And Mr, Conron quoted, without
there being anythifig®ombastic or out
of pldce in the words, ‘Burns’ stirring
lines, “Scots Wha Hae,” ending so finely,
“Freeman stand or freemen fall, let
him follow me”* Rev. Mr. Conron’s
address made a splendid impression and
for a frank outspoken statement of why
he had volunteered to serve in the
stretcher bearer company could not have
been outdone.

Lieutenant Brooks.

Lieutenant Brooks, of the 56th. Bat-
talion, followed in a happy speech in
which  he said he was proud to serve in
the 55th. at is was a New Brunswick
battalion.

SHARP RECOVERY
N FOREIGH
EXCHANGE  RATES

"'Yall Street Hears That Britain
Has Raised a Temporarv
Loan and a Larger One is
Being Negotiated.

(Associated Press.)

.New York, Sept. 8—All indications to-
day tended to confirm a report current
in Wall street that Great Britain has
borrowed from $50,000,000 to $100,000,-
800 temporarily in this market to correct
the exchange rate on sterling until such
time as her commission shall reach New,
York and consummate negotiations look-;
ing toward the flotation of a much larger

credit loan ‘here,

According to the report the collateral
on which this preliminary loan was is-
sued was brought to New York in four
lots, and aggregated the approximate fig-
ures of the'sum borrowed. Two of the
shipments of collateral, totalling about
$55,000,000, were brought from Great
Britain to Halifax aboard British men-
of-war, and shipped thence to New York
with about $40,000,000 in gold within
the past thirty days. The two. other
bundles of securities were said to have
liners
Adriatic and St. Paul which reached
New York yesterday.

This loan, if made, was regarded as
but a makeshift to clarify the sur-
charged atmosphere of the foreign ex-
change markets. Spurred by an unseen
stimulant, rates' rallied in spectacular
manner today, stcrling soaring ten cents
or more at the opening of the market.
They fell back later, but on the day’s
transactions a substantial gain of three
and one-half cents was recorded. Sterl-
ing closed at $4.66.

Conservative estimates of Great Brit-
tain’s needs here in the form. of credit
placed the sum today at a minimum of
half a billion dollars, with twice that
sum mentioned as an outside total. A.
billion dollars credit loan if ﬂoated..
would not, it was thought, be raised on|
one huge issue. Such a sum would be
too great for rapid digestion, in the
opinion of some authorities. But a half
billion dollars loan, it was thought,
might be floated.

To furnish this staggering sum, it
was said, the bankers’ of all the chief
cities of the country would be ecalled
on to participate. Boston, Philadelphia,
Chicago, Pittsburg, Atlanta—in fact all
reserve centres, and some cities . where
there are no. reserve banks—would Be
represented in conference with New Yorx
either by delegates or by correspondence.
The situation would then be placed be-
fore them and they would be asked to
contribute  their share to insure unin-
terrupted contmmmce of America’s ex-
port trade.

Whether Grebt\ Britain could furnish
sufficient Ameriean ‘securities at present
to serve as collateral for this big loan
was another question considered. It
was thought that should she not be
able to raise this sum, Canadian and
South Ameican securities—government
bonds and even high class railway bonds
—would be thought sufficiently stable
to serve as collateral for a part of the
loan provided the comptroller of the cur-
rency would sanction such collateral,

Today’s ‘recoveries in rates were at-
tributed by leading bankers here chief-
ly to a normal return to real value from
fictitious low prices resulting from spec-
ulation. Once steady, the exchange mar-
ket today showed few changes. Clos-
ing quotations on sterling were 4.66; on
francs 5.95; on reichmarks, 80% and on
lires 6.46.

Death of Playwright.

Paul Armstrong, the playwright, who
died in New York of heart disease this
week, was forty-six years old. He was
stricken while riding in an automobile
with his wife and son, whom he had met
at a railroad station on their return
from Baltimore. He died soon after
reaching his home.

Mr. Armstrong had been one of the
prominent figures of the American stage
during the last ten years.

Biggest Man in Russia; Bigger
Than Czar

HAS METHODS ALL HIS OWN

The Real Ruler, With Army Be-
hind Him, and He Will Fight
Untit Germany is Crushed and
Breken

At a time when such tremendous is-
sues hang upon the leadership of the
Russian armies it is cheering to have
Samuel Blythe's impressions of the
Grand Duke Nicholas, which he con-

tributes to the Saturday Evening Post.’

Mr. Bi&th‘e says that the Grand Duke
is easily the biggest man in Russia to-
day, a bigger man than the Czar, whose
wislies the has disregarded on more than

one occasion. It is said that some time|
ago the Czar appeared at the front i ||

a special train loaded with certain gen-
erals whom he designed to give posi-
tions to. He was met at the station by
the Grand Duke, and a momeént later
was astonished to see soldiers closing the
doors of the railroad carriages and the
train move away. The Grand Duke
gently explained to him that the gener-
als were not needed at the front, and had

. consequently been sent back to Petro-

grad. The Czar did not maist.
No Separate Peace.

There is another story to the effect
that when at the front the Grand Duke
had heard rumors that pro-German in-
fluences round the Imperial court were
trying to have him deposed, and the
supreme command of the Russian armies
handed over to someone who was not so
determined an enemy of the Germans.
The Grand Duke thereupon returned to
Petrograd and appeared before the
Czar. “I hear constant talk of peace,”
he said. “I hear story after story that
the pro-German influences at this court
are having their effect on you. I want
to know if these reports are true. There
will be no peace till Russia and her Al-
lies have won this war. If there should
be any move for peace in this court, if
there should be any negotiations for
peace without the full assent and co-
operation of our Allies, there will be
another Czar. You are the head of the
government, ‘but: I am the head of the
troops, and the army will follow me
wherever I choose to lead it.” Both,

these stories are probably dpochryphal, | '

but even apochryphal stgries are import-’
ant. They show what things might well
be true of the people whom they con-
cern.

Idolized by the Army.,

If the Grand Duke said that the Rus-
sian armies would follow him anywhere
he but spoke the truth. Says Mr.
Blythe: “The army is with him to_the
newest recruits in the ranks. They look
upon him ag a sort of supernaturalper-
son, a demi-god, far more than as a
commander-in-chief. The Czar is the
Little Father. Yes, but this man, Nich-
olai Nicholaivitch, is almost the Great
Father . . . This tall ,stern, beard-
»d man is the idol of his soldiers, and
the hope of his countrymen. He drives
them to death.: He holds them in iron
check. He exacts the utmost obedience,
He knbws no mercy or compassion. But
they love him, they respect him, they
tear him. Should there come a crisis
between the army and the state, the
army to a man would stand behind
Nicholai Nicholaivitch and with him,
and take his command and do his will.”
The Grand Duke plays no favorites. A
generdl is no more to him than a priv-
ate. He regards his own comfort no
more than he regards the comfort of a
raw recruit. If he is a slave-driver,
then his body too is a slave of his in-
domitable will,

The Shortage of Munitions,

It is too early for even military crit-
ics to-definitely assign the Generalissimo
of the Russian armies his place as a gen-
eral. In the early days of the war, when
he had only the Austrians to oppose, he
drove them before him like chatf. Later
on, when he was faced with the Ger-
mans, his armies lost more than 'they
had won. If the Russians had the muni-
tions that were at the command of the
sermans it would be fair to assume, as
they were not outnumbered, either thal
the Russian soldiers were inferior fight-
ing men to the Germans or that they
were not so well led; but it is well
known that munitions and other vital
supplies were lacking in Russia, and per-
haps are lacking now, though a report
in The Mail and Empirc yesterday in-
dicated that the munitions crisis had

tic critics may be regarding the military
gifts of the Grand Duke, his own of-
ficers and men have the utmost confid-
ence in him. They ought to know the
qualities of their own leader.

Pro-German Influences,

We know that much of Russia’s short-
age of ammunition was due to the Ger-
man conspirators in Russian factories,
who blew up the plants they were em-
ployed in a few days before war was
declared. - German influences in Russia
extend from the highest to the lowest
circles. The Czarina herself is a Ger-
man. Many of the camarilla, the unof-
ficial government, are Germans. In the
Baltic provinces the aristocracy is sus-

of German sympathies. But all
the German influences in Russia are no-
thing compared to the will of the Grand
Duke. He is the absolute Czar of the
army, and there is not in the Russian
army or in the army of any of the Al-
lies a man who is more determined than
Nicholas to fight until Germany’s pow-
er is utterly crushed and broken.

He and Mathewson were ranked as
the two greatest money pitchers of the
game.” Both could be figured at their
best under the final test, yet their tem-

Both were possessed with extreme
edolness, rare judgment and abiding
courage. But where Matty was tense,
watchful, alert, Bender carried a care-
less ease that no other slabman ever
had.

The most momentous occasion of the
season failed to produce any thrill in his
unfluttered breast. No one who saw
the series will ever forget the manner
he displayed toward the -Giants back
in 1911, -

In that first game Matty beat him
in the hardest sort of a battle by the
margin of 2 to 1. But even in that
close fight, where he was beaten, the
Chippewa chief finished the game with
that careless grin intact.

Bender was among the greatest all-
round sportsmen of the pastime.

Ban Johnson, president of the league;
President Lannin of Baston, Vice-Presi-
dent Huston of the New York Ameri-
cans and President Shibe of the Athle-
tics were in conference all afternoon and
the transfer is expected to be made to-
morrow. The sale was outright and the
price is believed to be $15,000.

The sale of Baker is part of the plan
devised by American League magnates
to boost the game in New York, where
interest in baseball has taken a big fall
owing to the poor showing of the Giants
and the tumbling fortunes of. the Yan-
kees. 'More than one American League
club will contribute to the : upbuilding
of the Yankees, but Baker is the only
player known to have been settled upon
for transfer so far. : :

Ban Johnson stopped off in New York
yesterday and came here today accom-
panied by Capt. Huston of the Yankees,
the tip being given out that Johnson’s’
trip east was for the purpose of start-
ing a crusade against gambling at the
ball parks.

As soon as the magnates got together,
however, Johnson proposed the Baker
deal and Huston expressed his willing-
ness to pay a liberal price for the
“fence buster.” There is little doubt that
New York paid dearly for Baker, be-
cause Connie Mack repeatédly declared
he would not allow Baker to go.to any
other major league club.

But the government can' raise all the
money it wants for instruments of war
iand it would be far beter if people were
ito confine their giving to the purely
charitable objects in connection with the
war, which, unlike ‘the government, will
have plenty of difficulty in getting all
the money they need.

The Red Cross fills a very important
place as an auxiliary to a large extent,
along lines that the government confin-
ing its attention to the absolute neces-
sities of hospital work, cannot very well
undertake, and it is therefore quite prop-
er to help the society. Then there is the
Patriotic Fund, which will wo doubt re-
quire some considerable enlargement.be-
fore the war is @ver. And in the mail to-
day we have an appeal written by G. K.
Chesterton for still more interest in the
Belgian sufferers. Nor are these the only
funds that will require support because
'of the war. Many who ordinarily con-
tribute to the upkeep of institutions of
one sort or other are going to the war,
leaving that much support to be made
up by those who remain. Inevitably
there will be larger calls on the generos-
ity of the public by these instotutions
that will have to be met. It seems to us
then that it is only impoverishing the
givers to get up these schemes for which
there is no real need.

With all the facilities for patriotic giv-
ing that exist there is enough to tax the
purses of the people without introducing
others unnecessarily. We do not wish to
be thought unsympathetic with the spirit
which prompted the promoters of the
gun fund or the aeroplane fund, but
please do not get up any others that the
government can and will handle without
gratuitous help. What the government
wants is for people to save their money
so that when they have to go into-the
market to borrow there will be an ample
supply. Saving up to buy a thousand dol-
lars war loan bond is more patriotic than
contributing five dollars to the machine
gun fund. There is a danger that the
multiplicity of patriotic objects ~will
Jeopardise the success ‘of those funds
which are really necessary and we think
that no fund should be started that has
not some official sanction. ;

The following report of a recruiting
meeting at Halifax is full of interest:

son of W. G. Knight, the George street
tobacconist, and Private E. G. Stairs of
the 55th Battalion, The speakers were
introduced by Lieutenant Micklewright,
and the 66th P. L. F. band discoursed
patriotic music,

Private Knight received a most en-
thusiastic welcome and his remarks were
impressed on the minds of all who heard,
him in his appeal for men to serve the
empire.

Private Knight is a Gordon Highland-
er who has seen a lot of service at the!
front in Serbia, and has sustained sev-
eral bayonet wounds, from which he has
not yet entirely recovered. He has ex~
perienced the worst pha/ses of the war:
and had a narrow escape from death at'
the hands of the Germans. He declares
he will go back to the firing line as soon
as he recovers his health and the full use
of his limbs. He was a member of a
battalion which went into the fight 1,800}
strong and came out of it with but a
mere handful,

Private Knight said in part: “I am
here to speak plainly to the young men
of Halifax of the responsibility that!
rests upon them as citizens of no mean
city.
