This year he went with a friend to a . 
treeless deer forest in Scotland and | 
managed to erect a “hide” on the face ; 
of a cliff within 14. feet of a golden j 
eagle’s eyrie. There he watched the 
eaglets grow up, the mother feeding i 

j them, and studied their habits. For­
tunately, the old eagle took no notice 
whatever of the whirr of the cinema 

, and he used 400 feet of film. 
He filmed a tragic squabble between 

the female and the male eaglet, which ; 
ended with the smaller eaglet, the male, 
being thrown out of the eyrie and 
dashed to death on the rocks at the foot 
of the cliff while the mother bird non­
chalantly looked on.

CARRIED WASTE AWAY
In the eyrie at one time he saw the 

remains of ten grouse, six hares, and 
four rabbits, but when any waste food 
went bad the old eagle would carry it 
away. Their habit was to gorge them­
selves with food and then sit and think 
about it. None would eat till they had 
cast out indigestible food, such as 
grouse feathers.

A heavy rainstorm dislodged 
eyrie and* it fell from its perch and 
caught in some trees at the foot of the 
cliff.

NEWSPAPER CONSOLIDATION (Y. Y. in the New Statesman)

A GOOD case can be piade out for the view that 
A this is the most comfortable age In English 
history. If Dickens .returned to earth he would, it 
Is conceivable, rub hl% eyes to find things, not so 
bad as they are, but so good as they are. Macaulay, 
if he returned, would see In the general condition 
of the people a new reason for believing in the 
law of progress—a belief that has so often been 
assailed as smug. It would be interesting to bring 
back to earth a great Conservative and a great 
reformer of a hundred years ago—say, the Duke 
of Wellington and Francis Place—and to see which 
of them took the view that the world had gone 
to the dogs since his time. I fancy that of the two 
it would be the Duke of Wellington who was the 
greater pessimist. Certainly he would find among 
the conservatively-minded of the prseent day plenty 
of witnesses to support him in his pessimism.

Dean Inge, I am sure, is 'more confident that 
England has gone backwards In recent years than 
is any Socialist of the same standing. There are, 
it is true, pessimists of a more liberal kind who 
believe that England lias gone backwards in this or 
that particular—in the approach to the Servile 
State, in the decline of faith, in sexual morality, 
or in literary genius. But it would be difficult for 
any liberal-minded man to paint a picture of con­
temporary England, showing that there is now­
adays, on the whole, less comfort and more cruelty 
than in the days of Dickens. It would be possible 
to paint a melancholy picture of England that 
would be true, but it would be a picture In which 
the England of today was seen against a back­
ground, not of the England of Dickens, but of the 
England of dreams.

The Premier’s statement follows:
“I have information that the opposi­

tion have a special committee planning 
their whole campaign against the gov­
ernment upon the ‘beer parlor* issue.

“I will not permit such perversion 
of the real Issue, which is the con­
trolled sale of liquor as against the 
uncontrolled sale of liquor.

“I have therefore, this morning, de­
cided entirely to abandon beer sale by 
the glass or by the bottle in public 
houses of all descriptions restricting 
the power of sale only, as in the case 
of spiritons liquors, to government 
agencies. It will be sold at cost, and 
every bottle must be accounted for on 
the purchaser’s permit card.

“The opposition will have to meet 
us on the real issue. Under our scheme 
of personal permits, with all purchases 
of liquor endorsed on it, I propose to 
send to jail all persons found with 
liquor not bought from ue. I know 
of no more effective way of stopping 
importation, whether the Doherty Act 
applies or not,” said the Premier.

“At the present a man must prove 
that liquor in his possession was Im­
ported legally. Under our scheme it 
must be proven that all liquor in his 
possession was bought from us.”

Veniot’s seat in Gloucester, and that 
caused by the death of Mayor Foots ,, _ 
in Saint John, but it is not thought 
likely that Hon. Mr. Jones would 
stand in either of these constituencies.

Asked this morning regarding by- 
elections to fill these vacancies, Prem­
ier Baxter said that the matter had 
not yet been considered.

WAS SOLICITOR-GENERAL

Hon. Wendall P. ‘Jones was bom on 
November 25, 1966, a son of Randolph 
K. and Gertrude H. Jones, Wood- 
stock. He was educated at the Wood- 
stock Grammar School and at Dai- 
housie University. Later he gradu­
ated in law from the Boston Univer­
sity Law School and was admitted as 
an attorney in the Province of New t 
Brunswick in 1996 and sworn in as 
barrister the following year. In 1908 
he was elected member of the Legisla­
tive Assembly of New Brunswick end 
remained in the House until 1908.

From 1905,until 1909 he was Solici­
tor-General of the province under the 
premiership of Hon. L. J. Tweedle, 
Hon. William Pugsiey and Hon. C. W. 
Robinson. He was also appointed a 
King’s Counsellor in 1905. For two 
years, 1913 and 1914, Hon. Mr. Jones 
was Mayor of Woodstock and on the 
incorporation of the Saint John and 
Quebec (Valley) Railway he was 
elected president of the board of direc­
tors.

for participation in a disturbance at 
Edenthorpe, and to secure his release 
from Armley Jail, Leeds, so that he 
could visit his little girl, seemed out 
of the question.

Her cries were so pathetic that ulti­
mately it was decided to attempt 
what looked like the impossible, and an

appeal was made to the prison authori­
ties. It was even more successful than 
had been hoped; for, not only was 
Rowe at once released to go to the 
bedside of his little daughter, but the 
two weeks of his sentence that he still 
had to serve were remitted in order 
that he might be near her until she re­
covered.

As soon as he reached the Infirmary, 
he was hurried to the word where she 
lay, crying herself Into a state of dan­
gerous exhaustion. He tiptoed to the 
bedside, and as soon as he spoke her 
cries ceased.

With a tiny sigh, she clutched his 
hand and almost immediately fell into 
a deep healing sleep.

From that moment, her condition be­
gan to improve. For hours the father 
sat at her beside, his rough hand 
clutched by her tiny fingers, and when 
finally she awoke, It was evident that 
her father’s presence had done more 
than all the medicine and cleverest 
surgery in the world could do.

The little patient is doing extremely 
well, and there is now no doubt that 
she will fully recover from the effects 
of her accident
