VARIETY TODAY IN
THE POLICE COURT

Michael Driscoll, Charles - Thomas,
Douglas Conway, and William Ryan,
pleaded guilty to a charge of being drunk
and creating disturbances last night on
the C. G. M. M. ship, Canadian Voyaguer,
to which they belong.

the Kiao-Chow leasehold.

The question, however, which will be

taken up at another session- of.the Shan—
tung conference today, is not regarded by
other delegates as. likely to prove a cause
of serious delay in the negotiations.
. A counter proposal of China for the
purchase of the Kiao Chow Tsinan Fu
Railway from Japan in Shantung prov-
ince has been cabled to /Tokio by the
Japanese arms conference delegation. .

Washington, Dec. 13—In anticipation
of a naval limitation agreement, tem
rear-admirals of the Japanese navy have
received honorable discharges, according
to advices to Japanese delegation head-
quarters. Some 3.000 employes of a
company which supplies great quantities
of steel to the shipbuilding plant of the
Japanese navy also have been discharged,
so the despatches added.

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THE ELECTIONS
~ AND THE TARIFF

at Result of the Vote in
Canada. .

Washington, Dec. 14—(By Canadian
Press.)—The victory of Hon. W. L. Mac-
kenzie King and his Liberal following 1n
the recent general elections in Canada
is construed here as meéaning that the
dominion is now committed to a liberal -
tariff policy with the United States. The
fact that the Liberal election manifesto
spoke in sympathetic terms of recipro-!
city, and the further fact that the sec<
ond largest group in the new par.llament,
the Progressives, favor reciprocity, are
other considerations that have made h
“election result of the greatest interest in
the United States capital.

For these reasons, those who profess
to be in touch with the trend of con-
gressional affairs declare that this session
of Congress will likely hear a great dealt
about the whole subject of Canadian-|
United States tariff relations. It is ex-'
pected that when the permarent tariff
bill is taken up by the Senate the matter
will be freely discussed. Now that)
President Harding is insisting on passage
of the tariff bill without needless delay,
the Senate will take the bill up and make
an effort to get it through, though this |
cannot be done before late in the winterl
or next spring.

Looking at the question from “the
Washington. standpoint, the observer
might sum up the international tariff
question as follows: :

The question whether it will be pos-
gible to bring about a reign of low tariffs
between the United States and Canada
has a number of interesting angles. On.
the face of it, it is going to be extreme-,
ly dificult. A _yiew frequently expressed '

here and in Canada is that mutual-

‘fow tariffs or any form of reciprocity

| be almost impossible for the reason .
U. S. farmers are insisting on high
duties, and, this being so, it is difficult ’
to see where a process of trading oﬂ(

duties, so to speak, can begin.

Hewever, there is another side to it,
and ‘this phase will come in for more
attention than it has yet received If a

uine effort is made by the new ‘Cana-
.government to bring about closer
tariff relations with the U. S.

The U. S. consuming public would
heartily weleome lowering the tariff bar-
rier between here and Canada or a policy
of reciprocity. No one knows just how
forceful the U. S. consumer is going to;
be between now and the 1922 congres-
sional elections in this country, but he is
Hkely to be extremely vigorous and de-
monstrative. In short, the great bulk
of U. S. public.sentiment is no doubt for
close tariff relations with Canada, and if
this sentiment is mustered /and mobil-
fwed, it will be of more weight than the
desire of protected interests here to be
shielded. It is not to be overlooked,
that Canada has “itrading stock” in the
form of-pulpwood, lumber, fisheries and
other resources, These will have to be,
taken account of in any negotiations.

Another phase of the situation is that
while the high tariff men are strong here,

—4there are powerful elements in Congress

and in the adniinistration thoroughly r
convinced that the time has come when
high duties must give way before moder-,
ate ones. or, otherwise. U. S. commerce
and busfness will gradually dwindle.

U. S. EATS A TON
‘ PER PERSON PER YEAR

Mooseheart, Ill, Dec. 14—Too much
living may have something to do with
the high cost of living, Secretary of
Labor intimated here today,-in; making
public Bureau of Labor stdtistics show-
ing that the average American ‘eats
more than a ton of food a year.

“The exact amount,” he said, “Is 2,«
664 pounds per man per annum. In foot-
ing up the cost of  living there’s- one

i thing we’ve got to remember—we cert-

ainly don’t stint ourselves.

“Is such an appetite any better for
the body than for the pocketbook? I
notice by these same statistics that the
average American wage earner manages
to keep the spark of life in ‘his body on
1,775 pounds of food a year, and, if I
reeollect rightly, the American soldier
did some pretty fair work on that al-.
lowance.

“The medical suthorities may make
what they please of these figures,”
Secretary Davis added, “but I notice
that the average Japanese consumes 905
pounds of food per year and the average
Japanese adult gets only thirty pounds
of fruit, as against 250 pounds average
for us.

“What these figures may mean I
don’t know, except as something for
appropriate reflection on Thanksgiving.”

POSTAL SAVINGS DEPNSITORS
ALL TO BE FINGERPRINTED’

Washington, Dec. 14—Beginning Dec.l
15, a system of fingerprints will be used
for identification of postal savings de-|
positors. Instructions for inaugurating
th~ evctem have heen sent to postmas- |
ters in most of the principal cities, it
wne s'ated at the Post Office Depart-
ment today.

The system will be used to supple-
ment rather than replace the present
method of identification by means of the
personal history of a depositor, it was
explained, and postmasters were warned
that care must be taken not to associate
it with criminology.

Two main purposes of the system, it
is explained, are the protection of pay-
ing postmasters and clerks on the one
hand and the depositors on the other.
Fingerprints must be taken when an ac-
count is opened and whenever interest or
principal is paid for comparison of im-
' pressions. Fingerprints of all present de-
positors will be taken when they make
 their first deposit after the installation of

.An Improvement in Industrial
Conditions Over Last Year
is Noted. '

Boston, December 14—Industrial con-
ditions have greatly improved in New
England over last year according to un-
official reports made public here sup-
plarting advices to the Federal Employ-
meént Survey.

Figures gathered by the Lawrence
Chamber_ bf Commerce show that the 85,-
000 workers there never have been so
prosperous—except, perhaps during the
closing days of the war.

There has been but one wage cut in
the Lawrence textile industry, of 12-1-2
per cent. and today every mill is work-
ing almost 100 per cent. capacity. 4
year &go, with one or two exceptions,
the textile mills were running three and
four days a week, and then employing
only small working ferces.

The chamber’s figures, corrected to
Dec. 1, showed also that the paper mills,

.employing fewer than 1,000 were work-
* ing at 75 to 80 per cent. of capaaty,
. but the metal trades at only 50 per
"~ cent.

‘At the end of October 1920, savings
deposits in Lawrence banks totalled ap-
proximately $3,000,000.

Maxim Gorky”é Estimate of
Russian Famine’s Toll in

Human Life. ‘o

Stockholm, Nov. 19—(By mail) Max-
fm Gorky, Russian novelist and formerly
head of the Russian Relief Comimnission,
told the Associated Press correspondent
when he passed through this city on his

deaths from starvation in Russia would
aggregate 85,000,000, ..

H heartily praised the support which
the American people wepe giving to the
starving people-of Russia, but said the
only way out of the serious situation
would be through the establishment of
international telief founded on the Am-
erican ' plan, broad, efficlent, complete
and well-controlled.

Heé doubted, however, whether the ne-
cessary relief would arrive in'time to
avert disaster.

He expressed the opinion, that Mr.
Hoover's relief was somewhat imper-
fect and lacked . organiszation, because
sufficient safeguards were not taken to
prevent the stealing of food by gangs or
Soviet officials, from the time the com-
modities arrived in Petrograd until they
are consumed.

M. Gorky said Mg, Hoover had placed
too much confidence in the Soviet.

He deplored the passivity of France
and excused Germany for not coming
to the support of Russia. Sweden’s
contribution to the famine he thought
was but a drop in the ocean.

On the question of Russian interior
policies, Gorky said, “unreSt is as com-
mon as dinner is here, but nobody takes
any notice. Quite recently there was a
fierce riof in Petragrad which was only
qdelled after much bloodshed.”

SURPLUS OF SUGAR
IS MENACE IN U. S,

Million and Half Tons in

Added to.

President Harding discussed with the
cabinet the other day the propriety of
the administration taking steps to relieve
the sugar industry from a threatening
situation, caused by an alarming surplus
in storage in excess of normal demand.
Although no concrete plan was consid-
ered, the situation was regarded as seri-
ous enough to warrant the government
keeping in close touch with develop-
ments.

It was brought to the cabinet’s atten-
tion that, while the normal sugar con-
sumption -of this country is estimated at
eight million tons annually, there are
now 1,500,000 tons in storage, for which
there is no market either at home or
abroad. ‘

This surplus, which represents more
than eighteen per cent. of this country’s
needs, is growing, according to informa-
tion that the administration has, and it
is of such formidable proportions as to
menace the entire world’s sugar indus-
try.

The police believe the murderer hid in
the rear of the hall on the ground floor

According to Detective Sergeants Ca-
setta and Marion of“the KEast Fifth
street station, Riccobono several months
ago, with his, wife, Tessie, opened a
blanket and embroidery store at 190.
First avenue. He had been in the im-
porting business at the Bast Thirteenth
street tenement with Salvatore Florio,
who later opened a shoe store at 266
Avenue D. b

About 10 a. m. Prohibition Enforce-
ment Agents Klein and. Reager arrested
Florio at his store on a charge of selling
them two drinks of whiskey. Ten min-
utes after the arrest the detectives said
Riccobeno was called to the telephone in
his place of ‘business, and, after a friend-
ly conversation with somebody on the
other end of the line, was heard by his
wife to say: “All right, Tll be right
around.”

Then: he hurried out of the store, say-
ing that some friends wanted to see him
on a business:matter and that he would
retirn shorfly. Riccobono was seen by
neighbors to hurry east on East Thir-
teenth street and turn into the tenants’

and Florio formerly had an importing
business in the cellar,

A woman tenant in the house came
along a few minutes later and found
Riccobono dying in the vestibule of the
tenement. On the way to the hospital
Detective Sergeant Casetta” agked him if
he knew who shot him.

“Yes, I know who siiot me,” the dying
man was reported to have replied, “but
Tll attend to him myself. I don’t want
the aid of the police in this thing.”

When the detective went back to the
station he found Florio being questioned
by Detective Sergeant Marion, Florio as-
serted he was unable to offer any ex-,
planation for the shooting. .

He said that when he und Riccobopo
severed their partnership they were on
friendly terms and fréquently were in
each other’s company thereafter.

The detectives learned that Riccobono
was released from a fedeéral prison on
Oct. 19, 1919, after serving a four-year
term for counterfeiting. They added
that since his release Riceobono had ac-
cumulated a small fortune in the illicit
sale of liguor.

It is hoped as a
result of the campaign for funds whith
was $nangurated this last autumn that
the School for the Blind and the work

It is admitted that many of the pro-
visions of the act are said to be drastic;
but the laudable object sought to be at-
tained by such legislation may have
called for-—may indeed justify—the far-
reaching phraseology of the enactment.
Anent such legislation as the act under
consideration, I have for years been im-
pressed with the remarks'of Sir Jas.
Fitzjames Stevens in delivering a judg-
ment some thirfy-five years ago in the
Queen’s Bench Division, Mr. Justice
Stevens said: / ®
