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- TAX REFORML :

Is Nova Scotia to lead New Bruns-
wick in tax-reform as it ha8 in so many
other matters of legislation?

A bill for local option in taxation
passed the house of assembly last year
but failed in the legislative council. It
will be re-introduced and doubtless be-
come law at an early date. :

Mr, James R. Brown, an authority on
tax-reform, who is laboring under the
auspices of the Tax Reform League of
Canada, with headquarters in Toronto,
has been holding a very successful series

. of meetings in Nova Scotia, and arrange-

ments have been made for a meeting at
an early date in St. John, at which he
will discuss the subject of taxation
from the standpoint of those who believe
that the burden of taxation should gtg.d—
ua.liy be lifted from improvements, and
especially that vacant land in populous
centres, held for speculative purposes
and for the advance in price for which
it is indebted to the activities of the
community around it, should bear a fair
share of the burden of taxation.

The Times recently quoted an article
from the Manchester, England, Guard-
ian, one ofgthe most influential newspa-
pers in the mother country, pointing out
that a necessary part of the new land
scheme of Lloyd George would be a
shifting of some of the burden of tax-
ation from improvements. This shows
that the trend of feeling in England is
in that direction, and we know how
heartily and with what success the
western provinces of Canada are adopt-
ing the new system.

New Brunswick, and especially the
city of St. John should not be behind
the western provinces, at least so far as
the  adoption of the local option prin-
ciple in taxation is concerned. Ontario

_ is steadily moving in that direction, and

only the persunal prestige of Sir James
Whitney, who is very strongly opposed
to it, has prevented its adoption. As a
number of influential newspapers which
support his general policy are calling

_ upon him to pass the measure, it can

only be a question of time when he
must yield or suffer defeat on the issue.
Nova Scotia may even lead Ontario in
this reforfn, but there is no sound rea-
son why New Brunswick should not

- lead both. 3

“._RELIGIOUS LIBERTY

A copy of the magazine entitled Peru
Today tells of the adoption of an im-
portant measure affecting religious lib-
erty in that country. One article of the
constitution of Peru reads as follows:—
The nation professes the Catholic re-
ligion, Apostolic and Roman, and the
state protects it, and does not permit

_the public exercise of any other”

At the last session of the congress of
Pern a bill was introduced which pro-
vided for the annulment of the last
clause of this- article. It was sent to
the constitutional committee and came
back with a favorasble report, and the
senate adopted it by the overwhelming
majority of 86 to 8. The bill was then

sent to the chamber of deputies, where|

a strong effort was made fo have it
shelved, but it passed by another enorm-
ous majority, only four members voting
agginst it. It will be necessary. to pass
the bill at the next session of congress,
as it is an amendment to the constitu-
tion, after which it goes to the president
for signature. Commenting on the sub-
ect, Peru Today says:—
“The president’s signature would re-
1ce the religious tolerance which now
sts in the republic with full religious
berty. The church has stronglyop-
posed the bill but so far without effect.
The foremost newspapers of the republic
almost withcut exception are in favor of
the measure, and the university students
have made a number of demonstrations
in its favor. In spite of the strong’ feel-
ing aroused on both sides by the gues-

tion, however, there has been,no dis- |

turbance of the public peace”

As a matter of fact religious toleration
has been practiced in Peru and the spir-
it which prompted the article in the con-
stitution, refusing to permit the exercise
of any other than the'one religion, is so
foreign to that of the present day that
ary attempt to make it effective must
prove a failure.
