This is the first of a series of de-
monstrations which will- culminate on U.ls-
ter Day, when the members of the unionist
community will bind themselves by a sgl-
emn league and covenant to refuse submis-
sion to a nationalist parliament.

One of the most disquieting features of
the present situation is the increase in the
number of persons who own fire arms.

cess to the mastery of the German langu-
age, that the new king retained him in of-
fice. Understanding no English and be-
ing dreadfully bored by the length of the
divine service, George used to talk in Ger-
man with the bishop from beginning to
end. This indecorous conduct excited of-
fense so much so, as to call for the inter-
ference of the government, and Lord
Townshend, who was one of the secretaries
of state, finding that all / remonstrances
vere useless, took upon himself to send
to the prelate a positive order to repair
immediately to his Bishopric of Salisbury,
without presenting himself again in the
royal presence, and never to show his face
again at court, or to presume to address
the king.

Doctor Younger, believing that the in-
junction proceeded from the sovereign,
obeyed without remonstrance or delay; and
Lord Townshend, thereupon waiting upon
George I., informed him that the bishop
had received a kick from a horse, which
had fractured his skull, and to which he
had succumbed.

The king expressed the deepest concern
at the bishop’s death, and never enter-
tained the remotest idea -of the deception
practiced upon him, until a number of
years afterwards, when Lord Townshend,
Laving meanwhile retired from' office, a
royal review took place of some regiments
that were encamped on Salisbury Plain.
The attendance of the bishop and chapter
of the Cathedral of Salisbury was demand-
ed, and George 1 was naturally surprised
when his hand was kissed by a divine
whom he had believed to be in his grave
for years, and whom he had mourned as
dead. ,

After the ceremony was over he sent
for the bishop and an explanation took
place. The king conscious of the rectitude
and propriety of the motives that had ac-
tuated Lord Townshend in organizing this
pious fraud, never expressed any resent;
ment, but contented himself with promis-
ing Doctor Younger the translation to a
more lucrative see, and had nominated him
for a vacancy which occurred soon after-

 wards, when the bishop died suddenly, in

real earnecst.

Dr. Boyd Carpenter the present clerk of
the closet was appointed to the office by
King Edward in 1903; just about the time
when he was in the United States to de-
liver a series of lectures at Harvard Uni-
versity. But he had been connected with
the royal household as chaplain to Queen
Victoria ever since 1880; and throughout
that period, until the present day he ha§
prepared the younger members of the
reigning family for confirmation, and has
ministered to the older ones, including
Queen Victoria, Empress Frederick and
King Edward, on their deathbeds. This
has naturally brought him inte very close
intimacy with the reigning house.

But the bishop is nothing of a courtier,
and once, when Canon of Windeor, and as
such was frequently selected/ to preach
before Queen Victoria, who was very fond
of his sermons, on being asked: “Don’t
you feel mervous when preaching before
the queen?” replied: I never address the
queen.

household, and the servants, down to the
ecuilery maid—and I preach to the scullery
maid.”

As clerk of the closet, it falls to his task
to select those divines who are to preach
on Sunday before the king and queen, in
the royal chapels of Buckingham Palace
and of Windsor. A few months ago he
resigned the Bishopric of Ripon, with its
salary of $20,000 a year and a palace, in
order to accept in lieu thereof a canorry
of Westminster Abbey, with a residence
within the abbey precincts, and a stipend
of $5,000 a year.

Dr. Boyd Carpenter—and this is import-
ant to note as indicating the religious
views of King George and Queen Mary—
is very broad-minded. He usually wears
trousens in lieu of knee breeches and gait-
ers, and a turned down collar and white
tie, in preference to the usual stiff clerical
stock. In short, he has rightly been de-
scribed as “a bishop without starch.”

Lord Rossmore, the appearance of wnose
book of reminiscences entitled “Things 1
cannot tell,” occurred in London on @he
very day of the death of his octogcnarian
mother, the Dowager Lady Rossmore, suc:
ceeded to the earldom through the tragic
death of his elder brother, who was kill-
ed some thirty years ago, under the very
eyes of Queen Vietoria, by a crushing fall
while riding .for the Guards’ Cup in the
Windsor military steeplechase. The queen
was so ehocked that at her request the
continuance of the race-meeting was aban-
doned. During the following winter the
present Lord Rossmore became the sub-
ject of a most impudent impersonation cn
the part of an extremely dashing and good-
assuming the
name and title of Lord Rossmore, “vas re-
ceived ‘everywhere in Rome, welzomed
with open arme by the late Sir Augusius
and Lady Paget at the British smbassy,
and presented to both King Humbert and
Leo XIII. One evening there was a sen-
sational exposure at the British embassy,
brought about by the presence of a guest
newly arrived from England that day, who
had spent the previous week shooting w ith
the real Lord Rossmore at the latter’s
place in County Monaghan, and who de-
nounced the bogus peer as a fraud, when
the latter was introduced to him.

Lord Rossmore, although a rabid Tory,
is one of those Irish landlords who lad the
good sense to realize some years ago that
there was room for improvement in the
conditions governing the relations hetween
landlord and tenant in Ireland. So “Der-
ry,” as he is nicknamed by his friends,
severed his connection with the Orange so-
ciety, of which he had been one of the
pillars, and became am enthusiastic sup-
porter of Lord Dunraven’s devoluiion
seheme.

Rossmore Castle, his principal “ome in
County Monaghan, commands a beautiful
view of lake, of woodland, and of the
Sleive Beagh mountains. It was known for
many years as Mount Maria, and waus in
those days a convent. Then for a few
centuries it was known as Cortilvin Hill,
and then it had its name changed for the
third time to Rossmore Park.

ONTARIO CROPS

The Ontario Crop Bulletin for August
gives interesting information regarding the
barvests in the province. Fall wheat is
not up to the standard of recent years in
yield, but the bulk of the grain is of fair
quality. A good average yield of spring
wheat is reported, but comparatively lit-
- tle is now raised in Ontario. There is a
fair yield of barley, a first class crop of
oats and a good yield of rye. Peas were
reported to be doing better than for sev-
eral seasons. There was a fair yield of
hay ‘of good quality and a good yield of
alfalfa. The corn crop is the poorest for
years. Tobacco is also a poor crop. Pota-

toes promised a good yield and éeld roots
fairly good. Fall apples were a good ¢rop,
but the better class of winter varieties are
scarce. Pears and peaches range from
poor to fair and plums were a fair
crop. Live stock was reported in a healthy
condition, with cattle in btisk demand at
good prices. Farm labor was scarce and
unsatisfactory, and famem were compelled
to meet the shortagé by using more ma-
chinery interchanging labor with neighbors
and doing more grazing.

R. track at Haymarket Square involves an
agreement under which the street railway
company will deliver freight over their line
to such merchants as have sidings install-
ed, but this has not been ratified by the
common council. The company expects to
be able to deliver electricity for light and
power at Rothesay within gsix weeks and
will start next week to set out poles for
an extension of the electric service around |
Courtenay Bay. |

Another important matter dealt with at
the meeting was the application of the |
motormen and conductors for an increase
in pay The members of the executive
decided to meet the request of the men
and grant the increase asked. The new
schedule of wages will mean an advance
of 212 cents an hour for each man. Un-
der present arrangements men who had!
been in the service of the company several |
years were getting twenty-one cents an@
hour. With the new schedule in force the,
pay will range as follows: i

First six months, 1812 cents; second |
six months, 20 1-2 cents; second year, 2112
cents; third year and after, 23 1-2 cents. |

For work on Sunday the men are to re-|
ceive an extra four cents an hour, making:
the older men receive 27 1-2 cents. |

There are about 112 men employed on |
the street cars as motormen and conduc-
tors. This includes the spare men, who|
are given employment practically all the!
time, either ‘on night shift or in place of |
men who are away on vacations.

The street railway employes were great-
ly pleased when they heard of the action
of the company, and were loud in their
praise of the prompt manner in which
their request had been granted. The men
gimply drew up a statement of what they
thought the amount of the increase should
be and the company took the desired ac-
tion without any further discussion.

VOTE Y LAST YEARS
HLECTON ANALYZED

Ottawa, Sept. 17—Only seventy per cent.
of the qualified electors exercised their
franchise in the federal elections of ‘last
September. Out of a total of over 1,850,000
electors, whose names were on the voter's
lists, 1,307,528 cast their ballots. Of these
669,567 voted for Conservative candidates,
625,006 voted Liberal, and 12,865 voted. for
irdependent labor and socialist candidates.

The Conservatives polled 44,461 votes
more than the Liberals or only a little over
two per cent. of the total electorate, de-
spite a majority of 47, or®l per cent. in
the commons. -

The Conservative popular majority is due
entirely to the city vote, the rural polls
giving popular Liberal majority of upwards
of 30,000.

New Wharf at Sackville
(Sackville Post.)

Sackville’s new wharf has been complet-
ed. The new structure is nearly 400 feet
leng and some thirty feet wide. A well
known Sackville captain speaking of the
new wharf, yesterday, declared that it was
undoubtedly the best wharf at the head of
the bay. Continuing, he said: “The gov-
ernment should lose no time in having it
connected up with the I. C. R. for as soon
as the shipping men learn of the wharf ac-
commodation to be had at this port they
will come here in preference to Ambherst
or Dorchester. It will take some little
time, perhaps, for Sackville to get back
all its lost trade, but:this is all the more
reason why the I. C. R. people should act
promptly in extending the line to the new
stracture. It should be all ready for next
season.”

The wharf will accommodate three
schooners of a hundred tons or so on the
side next the river, and two vessels of
five or six hundred tons may easily be dis-
charged here at the same time. A special
bed has been built which extends out some
twenty-five feet beyond each end of the
wharf. A small schooner may also be
docked at the end of the wharf.

RECENT DEATHS

Montreal, Sept. 17—The Most Rev. Ron-
ald MacDonald, Archbishop of K Gortyna,

formerly bishop of Harbor Grace (Nfid.),
died at the infirmary of the Grey Nunnery
here today.

The late archbishop was born at Mary-
vale, Antigonish, in 1835. He was ordpin-
ed to the priesthood in 1859, and was pro-
fessor of St. Francis Xaxier College for
two years.

LOGAL bODGE. OF MOOSE

Headgquarters Fer St. John Opened
and Active Work Begun

The Loyal Order of Moose, an interna-
tional fraternal and social order will insti-
tute a lodge in St. John during Septem-
ber and October. Headquartérs have
been opened in office 41, Royal Bank build-
ing. St. Jobn is the first city in New
Brunswick to be organized. A. J. King
and T. D. Martin, deputy supreme direc-
tors, are here and will start an active cam-
paign.

Every city and town west of Montreal
have been strongly organized, and that
city and Halifax are now being attended
to. The total membership for Canada is
estimated at 35,000. Winnipeg alone boasts
of 3,275 members. The total membership
for the world is something more than 40,
000, representing 1,154 lodges. In Winni-
peg the order is erecting a 10-story build-
ing.

The Loyal Order of Moose is purely a
fraternal organization, carrying no insur-
ance, but paying a sick, accident and fun-
eral benefit. Every Moose lodge has its
home and gymnasium, and at the annual
convention, which was held in Kansas

City, Mo.,, more than $7,500 was given
away in cash prizes to Moose athletes.
College buildings, valued at $300,000, locat-
ed at Anderson, Ind., have been given to
the lodge, and in these a business and in-
dustrial course will be taught, as well as
a four years’ college course. Orphans and
children of the poorer members will have
the preference as free students.

The Moose were first organized in Louis-
ville, Kentucky, on April 12, 1888. A
dominion charter was granted for Canada
on April 4, 1912. Club rooms and gymna-
sium will be established in the c¢ity in
the near future.

Needless to say this order has nothing
to do with Colonel Roosevelt’s Bull Moose
campaign. The order is non-political and
non-sectarian. .

STORY OF JAKE
STAHL, HEAD
OF RED X

Garland Stahl was born in Elkhart, Ill,
on April 13, 1880. ‘His parents, both of
whom are living, were American born, his
father of German and his mother of
Scotch-Irish extraction.

An older brother is engaged in the hard-
ware and- agricultural implement business
in his old home. He has two sisters. One
is married and lives in Chicago.

First, where did Stahl get the nickname
“Jake?”’ That story has no connection
with baseball. In Ejkhart lived a hermit
known as “Old Uncle Jake,” a eimple-
minded but harmless and likable character.
He took a fancy to the boy, and they were
so(;(n known as “Old_Jake” and ‘“Young
ake.”

When Stahl went to the University of
Illionis, although he did not know a ecul
there ,the name followed. It has siuck ever
since. 2

Stahl attended the Flkhardt public and
high schools, from which he graduated in
1897. He played on the town team as the
regular pitcher. When Stahl was graduat-
ed from the high schaol his father offered
him a college education or a place in the
store. Jake chose the latter.

In less than two years he was cuared and
-asked his- father if the other offer “still
went.” It did. So Jake entered the Uni-
vergity of Illinois in the Fall ‘of 1808.
There he played four years of varsity base-
ball and four years of football.

When Stahl began his college career ke
weighed only 148 pou#ids, but played guard
and tackle on the freshman football eleven,
The next epring he went out for the base-
ball nine. Carl Lundgren, Fred Faulken-
burg and Jimmy Cooy‘ were freshmen at
the same time.  None of them made the
varsity, which was composed of veferans
in the first year. . ‘ .
Walter Thornton was coaching the pitch-
erg and devoted much time to Stahl, but
finally advised him to-give up pitching be-
cauee of lack of conmtrol.

Stahl’'s first varsity game, the following
vear, shaped his early baseball career. In
the ninth inning of a contest against Mich-
igan, with the bases full and Illinois lead-
ing, 9 to 6, a Michigan bateman hit a long

He wished to join his old
battery partner, Lundgren, at Chicago, but
Henry Killilea, then owngr of the Boston
team, had seen him play in a college game
and offered him a salary of $500 & month.
Chicago did not meet the figure, so Stahl
went to Boston. He took part in thirty-
eight 5&1&&, owing to injuries to “Duke”

Farrell ayd Lou Criger, and batted .299.{

Stahl was sent to Washington the follow-
ing season and became a first baseman. He
took part in 144 games and batted .261.

In 1905 and 1906 Stahl acted as manager
of the Senators. Their poor showing af-
fected his own batting, and he was suc-
ceeded as manager by Joe Cantillon in
1907. Stahl then was sold to the Chicago
White Sox, but chose to cast his lot wita
the semi-pro games which were flourish-
ing in Chicago at that time.

He became owner of the South Chicago
club. The earnings were not as regular as
major league pay days, and he applied for
and secured reinstatement from the Na-
tional Commission in the fall, figuring in
a three-cornered deal by which he wént to
New York, Laporte to Boston and Parent

to Chicago. <

Stahl reported to New York in the
spring of 1808 and played left field, but was
sold to Boston in July for a cash consid-
eration. He fulfilled a three-year contract,
which expired with the season of 1910,
and then entered the banking business. He
did not play last season.

Stahl married in 1906 Miss Jenie Mahan,
who had been a classmate at the Univer-
sity of Illinois. His father-in-law, Henry
W. Mahan, is president of the bank,

which allows him to divide his activities ||

between a mahogany desk and a baseball
diamond.

The material is soft and
crumbly and crushes readily into a smooth
velvety powder. In the ground it was al-
most silver white in appearance, but when
exposed to the air and dried it becomes a
very pretty ‘purplish violet.

It has been pronounced'by experts as of
great value as a basis for paints and metal
polish. Thefe ‘appeara to'be a very large
deposit of the mineral around New River.
Mr. Lomax made the discovery on his own
property, where he found a vein five inches
thick and’ also traegd‘ ‘the outcroppings of
the vein all over an mrea of at least a
square mile, ter the first analysis was
made and his' opinion: of its value was
confirmed, Mr. Lomax took steps to pro-
tect his interests by mecuring the mineral
rights for, the adjoining properties as well
as on his own. He has already been offer-
ed a substantial sum for his rights but is
holding out for something m six figures.
