in their places and bowed gracefully. 
Little Winnie was right on hand with 
the return compliment, her famous 
smile and big liquid eyes performed 
their most alluring functions. “Now fob 
a good square meal,” whispered Miss 
Canada to her chaperon for during the 
week the langorous luxury of whole- 
hour dining was not the happy privil­
ege of the busy queens.

After that it was a continual surg­
ing about Miss Canada and party 
wherever she happened to go. Manager 
Cardy of the hotel insisted that her 
pictures and congratulatory telegrams 
—whicli arrived at the rate of ten a 
minute—be bulletined in the main lob­
by. Ex-St. John people on their way 
home from church gathered in knots 
and paid their respects. In fact It was 
a regular down-cast convention which 
prompted President Dudley and Vice- 
President General Kincade of the Un­
ited Hotels Corporation, who happened 
to be in Montreal, to remark that St. 
J6hn and the Maritime Provinces must 
be a very clanish country, an observa­
tion heavily freighted with a wonder­
ful meaining to the newspaper ears of 
one of Miss Canada’s party.

St. John today extended its welcome 
to Its second queen within the lost

London, Feb. 13.—The Ruhr ques­

tion was stressed in the address from 
the throne at the opening of the par­
liament today. The address declared 
that although the British government 
was unable to concur or participate in 
the Ruhr operations, it was acting in 
such a way as not to add to the diffi­
culties of Great Britain’s allies.

The speech disposed of the U. S. 
debt question in one sentence, saying 
that His Majesty welcomed the settle­
ment “which reflects the determination 
of our people to meet their obliga­
tions.”

The remainder of the speech was de­
voted largely to an expression of the 
hope that the Turkish question might 
yet be settled. It also touched upofi do­
mestic problems, particularly unem­
ployment. The session was opened with 
the usual ceremonies of state.

A small procession of the unemploy­
ed paraded the Strand and Whitehall, 
with sandwich boards reading: “Out 
of work,” and “we are determined to 
see Bonar Law.” i

The British position in Pile:
’< Mesopotamia has a prominent place 

among Labor’s criticisms. A4 regards 
the evacuation of Mesopotamia the La­
borites are not alone, for such a step 
is being insistently demanded by many 
other politicians.

The attitude of the Liberals#—both 
the Independents, led by Mr. Asquith 
and the National-Liberals whose lead­
er is David Lloyd George, is regarded 
as one of the burning topics of the 
day. The Liberal position is somewhat 
less clear than that of Labor, for it 
is somewhat overshadowed for the mo­
ment by the question of a reunion of 
the two wings. There are many Lib­
erals under both leaders who are eager 
to rennite, but the difficulties have not 
yet been overcome.

Lloyd George is credited with a keen 
desire to fuse with his old colleagues. 
However, many of the latter are rather 
afraid of the liability of the former 
premier’s recent political past for many 
do regard it as a liability and are 
doubtful how he would use his posi­
tion iq an united party. Nevertheless, 
the general tendency seems to be fn the 
direction of reunion. This has already 
been virtually accomplished in the 
House of Lords, where the Liberal 
peers have agreed to serve unitedly un­
der the leadership of Viscount Grey.

The Ruhr situation is becoming par­
ticularly difficult, involving as It does 
the question of relations with France. 
The Laborites and the Lloyd George 
faction are already insistently demand­
ing the withdrawal of the British 
troops from the Cologne area, and 
would have Britain removed from any 
responsibility in the French action.

France’s policy in the Ruhr Is not 
being well received by the country as 
a whole, and it is therefore believed 
that Great Britain’s position of benev­
olent neutrality will be subjected to 
vigorous attacks. - ,

New York, Feb. 13. — Mrs. Edith 
Kingdom Gould, wife of George J. 
Gould, who died suddenly on Novem­
ber 13, 1921, on the golf course of the 
Gould estate, Georgian Court, at 
Lakewood, N. J., left a gross taxable 
estate in New York of $1,690,020. The 
net estate here amounts to $1,583,705. 
Of this amount, more than $800,000 
represented the value of Mrs.- Gould’s 
collection of jewelry. The valuation 
shown in the transfer tax appraisal of 
the estate filed for the Surrogates’ 
Court represents about sixty-five per 
cent, of all the property left by Mrs. 
Gould.

Mr. and Mrs. George Gould had two 
residences in New York, one at 867 
Fifth avenue, which they seldom oc­
cupied, and the other at 177 East Sixty- 
fourth street. Mrs. Gould was the 
owner of both these properties, which 
were valued at $783,000. In her will 
Mrs. Gould devised these properties to 
her husband for life or until he should 
remarry. Mr. Gould relinquished his 
interest a long time before his re­
marriage.

Included in the record of the trans­
fer tax proceeding is a statement by 
Jay Gould, a son of Mrs. Gould and 
one of the executors of her will, in 
which he tells of the necessity of dis­
posing at sale of his mother’s great col­
lection of jewelry, which was part of 
the residuary estate left to' her chil­
dren.

These children, besides Jay Gould, 
are Mrs. Marjorie Gould Drexel, Lady 
Vivian Decies, Mrs. Edith Gould Wain- 
wright, Miss Gloria Gould, Kingdon 
Gould and George J. Gould, jr.

In telling of the need of the sale of 
the jewelry Jay Gould said that the 
brokerage fees for this sale would 
amount to $50,000, and lie asked that 
that amount be deducted from the tax­
able value of the estate. This request 

held in abeyançe by the Transfer 
Tax Appraiser.

After trying to 
cheer her daughter, Mrs. Held finished 
the breakfast preparations, and bearing 
a tray entered the girl’s room.

The bed was empty and Mrs. Held 
quickly found that Clara had fled to 
the bathroom.

District Attorney Dana Wallace of 
Queens yesterday after he had conclud­
ed his examination of Robert Brinkley, 
negro towerman at the crossing, and of 
Joseph Rubin, the railroad’s director of 
traffic there.

It i£^al- 
most incredible that a railroad com­
pany would place an inexperienced man 
at such a dangerous crossing. Rubin 
and Brinkley have tried to shift the 
blame to the motorman of the train, 
Herman Nelson.

Lesson No. 281.
COIL ANTENNA CONSTRUCTION.

Several factors have combined to cause a decided increase in the employ­
ment of the coil antenna as an important feature of radio receiving circuits. 
The rapid and successful advancement in the design of apparatus used in 
radio-frequency amplification—the development by Armstrong of super-regene­
rative circuits which permit amplification of radio signals to a degree hereto­
fore u’lrapproached-and finally, the disadvantages attendant upon the erection 
of an outdoor antenna, either from lack of space in congested districts or danger 
from lightning discharges-these are a few of the causes which have served to 
greatly increase the adoption of an antenna having small physical dimensions.

The outdoor type of antenna acts primarily as an electrical condenser, the 
wires forming one plate of the condenser, the conducing surface of the ground 
the other plate, while the air between serves as a dielectric. The coil antenna, 
on the other hand, consisting of one or more turns of wire wound on a frame, 
constitutes a simple inductance coll.

The coil antenna possesses valuable directional characteristics due to the 
fact that the strongest signals are received in the direction of the plane of the 
coll while signals coming from a direction at right angles to the plane of the coil 
have little or no effect upon the receiving apparatus. By suspending or pivoting 
the coil so that it may be rotated about a vertical axis in a particular direction, 
it is a comparatively easy matter to eliminate the interference of signals from 
unwanted stations and at the same time receive signals from a desired station 
by simply pointing the loop in the direction of the wanted station and adjust­
ing the variable tuning condenser connected across the terminals of the loop.

The Turk knew 
only too well how to exploit/ the dif­
ferences between the Balkan nations 
and thereby effect his dramatic return 
to the comity of European nations.

Meanwhile, Jugoslavia and Greece 
have awakened to a realization of the 
strategic Importance of Bulgaria’s po­
sition, and now the statesmen of all 
three of these countries and at Leus- 
sanne are hurriedly reviving the old 
Balkan Confederation, at the same time 
Greece and Bulgaria are asking to be 
admitted to the Little Entente.

Building is Trapped in an 
Elevator Shaft as Water 
Pours In.
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New York, Feb. 13.—William Drude, 

sixty-three, of 184 McDougal street, 
Brooklyn, first saved himself from 
roasting alive and then from drowning 
when he was trapped in a building at 
59 and 61 Liberty avenue, East New 
York, when the building, where he 
was on duty as watchman, was de­
stroyed by fire. Although three alarms 
were turned in, the watchman never 
left the building while the fire swept 
from floor to floor.

Drude sought escape by an elevator 
shaft when he found the building In 
flames.

IThe cotton industry of the United 

States continues to operate, on the 
whole, at about a normal rate. Curtail­
ment in some sections, notably in the 
combed yard divisions, is fully offset 
by overtime in other sections. The rise 
in the price of raw cotton to new high 
levels has forced goods higher and has 
led cloth and yarn buyers to place a 
large volume of business with the mills, 
according to the monthly summary of 
the cottçn industry by the Merchants’ 
National Bank of Boston.

“Mills statistics,” says the review, 
“show that spindles were operated 6,- 
228,000,000 hours. Normal full time 
running called tor only 7,977,509,000 
hours.

New York, JOF-Not only are the 
present New York Giants two times 
world’s champions, but McGraw’s pow­
erful Manhattan club also is the life­
time champion of the National League. 
Despite years of second division ball 
during the Friedman regime, the Giants 
have the highest percentage of any 
team In the National League. Over a 
span of forty seasons, the Giants won 
2,692 games and lost 2,089, while they 
hold a winning margin over every team 
invtiteir league.

It was forty years ago when the New 
York Nationals played their first 
championship game on Manhattan soil. 
This was on May 1. 1888, the strong 
Bostons being New York’s opponents.
It was fitting that the Giants should 
Start off with a victory, as they won 
the game from the “Red Stockings" by 
a score of 7 to 6.

A crowd estimated at more than 15,- 
000 saw the game, among them being 
General U. S. Grant, who “pulled" con­
tinuously at a long black cigar and ap­
plauded generously whenever the oc­
casion demanded. So great was the 
crowd that some of the players sole* 
their stools to standees for fifty cents. 
There were no $16,000 a year players 
in those days. x

As a result of the then record-smash­
ing crowd it was necessary to lock 
the gates and the players were compell­
ed to climb the fence to get Into the 
grounds. Pat Gillespie tore the seat 
Out of bis trousers on a fence nail, but 
John Ward obligingly pinned them to­
gether.

Many of the foremost players of that 
early era took part in that first Giant 
game. William “Buck” Ewing, the fa­
mous catcher, led off for New York, 
followed by Roger Conner, the slugging 
first basemap. John Montgomery 
Ward, now practising law in New York, 
batted third. “Smiling Mickey” Welch 
pitched New York to its first National 
Lfcague victory. Welch still is a fre­
quent visitor at the Polo Grounds and 
likes to chat about the old days.

One Gty Spends $8 a Year for Each 
Child, Says Report

School budgets in 132 cities provide 
money for remedying children’s phy­
sical defects by dental care, school 
lunches, removal of adenoids and ton­
sils, furnishing eyeglasses, etc. In 153 
cities no money is provided for this 
purpose. However, most schools re­
ceive assistance from outside agencies 
caring for pupils’ health. Boards of 
health and various private agencies 
assist in 202 cities. Only siyty-eighl 
cities report that no outside-' agencies 
help to pay the expense of health care 
of school children.

Health teaching is given in all grades 
in 226 cities, and in many cities it is 
correlated with other subjects. One- 
third of the cities reporting correlate 
health teaching with physical training. 
Daily inspection for health habits is a 
practice in 219 cities, while ninety-nine 
cities report that they do not have such 
inspection. Of the cities which have 
daily inspection, 119 report that the 
results of inspection of pupils are 
checked on individual cards. Ail the 
grades of the elementary schools are 
inspected in seventy cities. Teachers 
inspect and check the health habits of 
pupils in nearly all the cities report- 

In a few cities the school nurse,

To show typical conditions in health 
work done by city schools, the joint 
comnfittee on health education of the 
National Educational Association and 
the American Medical Association has 
published a report on various phases 
of school health service in cities and 
towns of more than 2,500 population. 
Of 341 school superintendents answer­
ing the - questionnaire issued by the 
committee, more than half represents 
cities of between 10,000 and 25,000 
people. Thirteen answered for towns 
smaller than 10,000 and the rest, 155^ 
for cities larger than 25,000. Forty-six 
of these cities have populations larger 
than 100,000.

Two hundred and seventy-one cities 
report an appropriation for health su­
pervision and physical ' education, only 
eleven cities reporting that nothing is 
spent for this work, 
amount spent annually for each child 
is $8, paid by a Western city of a pop­
ulation between 60,000 and 100,000. 
The median sum paid annually for 
each thild is $1-37 and about onerthird 
of the cities reporting pay more than 
$2. Cities having a population less than 
10,000 and cities between 60,000 and 
100,000 pay a median of $1.74 for this 
service.

The money paid for health supervis­
ion and physical education represents 
approximately 2 per cent of the total 
expenditure for education in the 265 
cities reporting both items. Two cities 
having populations between 25,000 and 
60,000 spend 8 per cent, of their total 
education budget for health work, and 
thirty-three, most df them between 
10,000 and 25,000, spend less than 1 per 
cent. More than half of the cities re­
porting spend from 1 to 8 per cent, of 
their education money for health pur­
poses. The highest percentage is paid 
in cities of the Great Lakes region, 
where 2.56 per cent, of the school; 
money is devoted to health supervision 
and physical education, and the low­
est percentage is paid in cities of the 
South, where only 1.93 per cent, of the 
school money goes for healtK educa­
tion.
