Some idea of the international im-
portance attaching to Miss Blair’s
selection as Miss Canada can be glean-
ed in chatting with those who handled
her affairs at Montreal. While during
the beauty test locul press writers
and photographers were constantly in-
terviewing and “shooting” her it was
not until her cononation as queen of
the land the big drive of notoriety be-
gan, It was six o'clock on Sunday
morning before Her Majesty could
tumble into bed due to press of insis-
tent callers at her suite in the Mount
Royal Hotel.

Joseph, the Monte Carlo head waiter
in the grand dining hall, who had been
making amorous eyes to Miss St. John
for a week, honored her orders and
volunteered enchanting descriptions of
the dessert lists whenever she quizzed
him about the formidable food card,
rushed out to meet her as she ap-
proached and a table irr the very centre
of the big hall was already in waiting,
hezped with orchids. 'The orchestra
struck up “O You Beautiful Doll” and
those who observed the situation rose
in their places and bowed gracefully.
Little Winnie was right on hand with
the return compliment, her famous
smile and big liquid eyes performed
their most alluring functions. “Now fot
a good square meal,” whispered Miss
Canada to her chaperon for during the
week the langorous luxury of whole-
hour dining was not the happy privil-
ege of the busy queens.

After that it was a continual surg-
ing about Miss Canada and party
wherever she happened to go.

In
fact the Mount Royal Hotel staff had
e regular betting pool sold .containing
hundreds of dollars, the ,winners of
which held a little celebration in the
servants’ quarters early Sunday morn:
ing that for a few hours somewhat dis-
organized the otherwise perfect work-
ing of that greatest hotel in the Brit-
ish’ Empire.

Then came the plunging-into trunks
and their frenzied packing, a duty in
which the deft handling of filmy cloth-
ing was done by trained maids. The
porter staff were erect at attention in
the halls like any royal guard and a
full hour before train time, in spite
of the shortness of the remaining time
everything was ready for Miss Canada
boarding her train.

Invited to New York,

The last call made by the St. John
girl, her chaperon and staff was made
upon Manager Cardy and the United
Hotels visiting officials in the hotel’s

-executive suite. They were most grac-

icus hosts and General Kincade on be-
half of the corporation extended an
Invitation to Miss Canada to visit New
York as the guest of their hostelries.
To observing members of the St. John
party this little meeting of hotel mag-
nates and Miss Canada was a happy
augury in the. development of plans
that will place St. John even more
conspicuously on the map in a sur-
prisingly short time from now.

At the Windsor station a gru;t
crowd of St, John people and others
were on hand to bid our queen fond
adieus, there were the usual lusty
cheers, heaps of flowers, boxes’ of can-
dy and all that sort of tribute-bearing.
Cameras clicked, newspapermen edged
in for some more of those marrying,
movie-star questions and even when
Miss Canada threaded her way down
the aisle of the pullman between the
cheering groups of McGill basketball
players and skaters the ubiquitous par-
agraphers would not 'let go. When the
train started Her Majesty Miss Can-
ada pulled off her hat, threw it up in
a rack and throwing her arms around
her chaperon’s neck shouted with girl-
ish glee: “Now for degr old St. John
and mother.”

Here Are Traffic

Regulations For
Races at Park

The matter of trafic at Lily Lake
and its approaches is one' of import-
ance. H. Mont. Jones, chiarman of the
transportation committee, said this
morning very emphatically that no
vehicles would be allowed past the top
of the toboggan slide at the crest of
the hill leading down to the lake. He
strongly urged people not to attempt
to take motor vehicles out there.

All vehicular traffic to the lake will
be routed along Mount  Pleasant ave-
nue and will leave via the public gar-
dens. No parking will be allowed.
Owing to the depth of snow it is al-
most impossible to turn an automobile
between the top of Burpee avenue and
the end of Mount Pleasant avenue,
and Mr. Jones said that motorists go-
ing to the lake should not attempt to
take their cars beyond Burpee avenue.
If one car became stalled in the snow
it ‘'would hold up the whole thing.
Two automobiles were stuck in the
snow on Sunday, one near the toboggan
slide and the other in Mount Pleasant
avenue,| and considerable snow has
fallen since then. Once a car got off
the beaten track the least bit it would
stick, and the track is so narrow that
nothing else could get by.

It is earnestly requested that motor-
ists bear these things in mind and do
not try to motor to the lake. Traffic
policemen will be on hand to see that
regulations are obgerved. .

London, Feb. 13—The Ruhr ques-
tion was stressed in the address from
the throne at the opening of the par-
liament today. The address declared
that although the British government
was unable to concur or participate in
the Ruhr operations, it was acting in
such a way as not to add to the diffi-
culties of Great Britain’s allies.

The speech disposed of the U. 8.
debt question in one sentence, saying
that His Majesty welcomed the settle-
ment “which reflects the determination
of our people to meet their obliga-
tions.”

The remainder of the speech was de-
voted largely to an expression of the
hepe that the Turkish question might
vet be settled. It also touched upoh do-
mestic problems, = particularly - unem-
ployment. The session was opened with
the usual ceremonies of state. ~ " °

A small procession of the unemploy~
ed paraded the Strand and Whitehall,
with sandwich boards reading: “Out
of work,” and “we are deterniined to
see Bonar Law.” \

Hard Work For Government,

It is generally conceded that the gov-
ernment faces an exacting task. Its ma-
jority is only about 70 and its whips
will need special vigilance in view of
the' energetic attacks to which it will
be subjected by the strong Labor par-
ty, to say nothing of the Liberals.

The - Laborites make no attempt te
ccnceal that they are entering the ses:
sion in a spirit of aggression, determin-
ed to force the pace and arcuse parlia-
ment. in an unprecedented manner.

The British position in

Mesopotamia has a prominent place
among' Labor’s criticisms. Ag regards
the evacuation of Mesopotamia the La-
borites are not alone, for such a step
is being insistently demanded by many
other politicians.
° The attitude of the Liberals,—both
the Independents, led by Mr. Asquith
and the National-Liberals whose lead-
er is David Lloyd George, is regarded
as one of the burning topics of the
day. The Liberal position is somewhat
less clear than that of Labor, for it
is somewhat overshadowed for the mo-
ment by the question of a reunion of
the two wings, There are many Lib-
erals under both leaders who are eager
to reunite, but the ‘difficulties have not
yet been overcome.

Lloyd George is credited with a keen
desire to fuse with his old colleagues.
Howevet, many of the latter are rather
afraid of the liability of the former
premier’s recent political past for many
do regard it as a. liability and are
doubtful how he would use his posi-
tion in an united party. Nevertheless,
the general tendency seems to be tn the
direction of reunion. This has already
been virtually accomplished in the
House of Lords, where the Liberal
peers have agreed to serve unitedly un-
der the leadership of Viscount Grey.

The Ruhr situation is becoming par-
ticularly ‘difficult, involving as it does
the question of relations with France.
The Laborites and the Lloyd George
faction are already insistently demand-
ing the withdrawal of the British
troops from the Cologne area, and
would have Britain removed from any
responsibility in the French action.

France’s policy in the Rubr is nol
being well received by the country as
a whole, and it is thercfore believed
that Great-Britain’s position.of benev-
olent necutrality will be subjected to
vigorous attacks. .

TAYABLE ESTATE

Collection of Jewels Val-

Were Bequeathed to He
Children. : :

New York, Feb. 18. — Mrs, Edith
Kingdom Gould, wife of George J.
Gould, who died suddenly on Novem-
ber 138, 1921, on the golf course of the
‘Gould estate, Georgian Court, at
Lakewood, N. J., left a gross taxable
estate in New York of $1,690,020. The
net estate here ameunts to $1,5683,705.
Of this amount, more than §$800,000
represented the value of Mrs.. Gould’s
collection of jewelry. The valuation
shown in the transfer tax appraisal of
the estate filed i the Surrogates’
Court represents about sixty-five per
cent. of all the property ieft by Mrs.
Gould. : v

Mr. and Mrs. George Gould had two
residences in New York, one at 857
Fifth avenue, which they seldom o¢-
cupied, and the other at 177 East Sixty-
fourth street., Mrs. Gould was the
owner of both these propgrties, which
were valued at $788,000. In her will
Mrs. Gould devised' these properties to
her husband for life or until he should
remarry. Mr, Gould relinquished his
interest a long time before his re-
marriage.

Included in the record of the trans-
fer tax proceeding is a statement by
Jay Gould, a son of Mrs. Gould and
one of the executors of her will, in
which he tells of the mecessity of dis-
posing at sale of his mother’s great col-
lection of jewelry, which was part of
the residuary estate left to her chil-
dren.

These children, besides Jay Gould.
are Mrs. Marjorie Gould Drexel, Lady
Vivian Decles, Mrs. Edith Gould Wain-
wright, Miss Gloria Gould, Kingdon
Gould and George J. Gould, jr.

In telling of the meed of the sale of
the jewelry, Jay Gould said that the
brokerage fees for this sale would
amount to $50,000, and he asked that
that amount be deducted from the tax-
able value of the estate. This request
was held in abeyance by the Transfer
Tax_Appraiser.

The principal pieces of jewelry

District Attorney Dana Wallace of
Queens yesterday after he had conclud-

ed his examination of Robert Brinkley,
negro towerman at the crossing, and of
Joseph Rubin, the railroad’s director of
trafic there. Rubin and Brinkley, ar-
rested on charges of homicide after
the accident, were released in $1,000
bail yesterday.

“The stories of the men arrested,”
Mr. Wallace continued, “convince me
that neither man was qualified for his
job. The Director of Traffic Rubin had
been on the job only one day, and be-
fore that, according to his statement,
he had never directed traffic. It is al-
most incredible that a railroad com-
pany would place an inexperienced man
at such a dangerous crossing. Rubin
and Brinkley have tried to shift the
blame to the motorman of the train,
Herman Nelson. Their whole attitude
is to try to blame some one else.

“I intend to find out if the railroad
places incompetent men in places of
great responsibility—positions where
the safety of hundreds of people de-
pend upon their prompt and accurate
action.”

Several high officials of the railroad,
it was said, would be summoned as
witnesses at the inquest. Brinkley, the
District Attorney said, declared he did
not know whether the bell signal for
him to raise the crossing gates had
sounded in his tower or not. But he
insisted that he had received a signal
from Rubin to raise the gates. Rubin
said he heard no warning bell and ad-
mitted that he gave the towerman the
signal to raise the gates.

Ottawa, Feb. 13—(Canadian Press)—
In the House of Commons yesterday,
Hon. Charles Stewart, Minister of the
Interior, stated that the government
was not taking steps to import fuel
from the U. S. or eleswhere, “but in-
vestigations are being carried on to
further develop our domestic fuel re-
sources, especially in those parts of the
country where fuel shortages ocecur.”

William Irvine, Labor member for
East Calgary, moved his resolution de-
claring that
measure shéuld not be considered as
sufficient reason for the resignation of
the government unless followed by a
vote of want of confldence.

The resolution = was
Premier King who declared that
“ministerial responsibility was the
corner stone of democracy.” He be-
lieved that parliament should approach
with considerable caution any innova-
tion which might tend to upset con-
stitutional practice.

Hon. Arthur Meighen, Opposition
leader, also opposed the resolution, al-
though remarking that he could not
equal the Toryism of the Premier.
The course of years had shown that
the principle involved in the resolution
was not to the advantage of democracy.

Robert Forke, Progressive leader, re-
marked that he would have been glad
if the Premier had again assumed the
stand which he took last year and
agreed to consult with him on ques-
tions involving a difference of opinion.

The vote on the resolution resulted
in its defeat by a majority of 51.
Liberal and Conservatives were solid in
opposition to it. Progressives with the
exception of J. F. Johnson, chief whip
of that party, and member for I.ast
Mountain, supported it. Mr. Johnson
voted with the government.

The House then approved a resolu-
tion moved by Hon. Arthur Meighen
calling for a return of civil service ap-
pointments since January 1, 1922.

blind man. Thus it was suspected
that his affliction was much exagger-
ated and speclalists were called in.
They discovered he could see any eat-
ables placed upon the table and several
other niceties;, Now Putkerwitz must
serve out his life sentence at a more
unfelling warehouse, Clinton Prison at
Dannemora, N. Y. The public sym-

\

OUR OPPORTUNITIES.

(Toronto Globe.)

It has been said that the dissolution
of the whole fabric of civilization can
be prevented only by the friendly co-
operation of the peoples of the Brit-
ish Commonwealth of Nations and the
United States. Fortunately ‘there is
very little difficulty in the way of spch
co-operation, If there is still same anti-
British feeling in the United States
and some anti-American feeling in Can-
ada and Great Britain it is dying out
for want of fuel. The actors in the
war of independence and the war of
1812, and their descendants for several
generations, are all dead, and the quar-
rels and mistakes of those bygone days
may be buried with them. Irish-Am-
ericans no longer have any grievance
against England. The quarrel in Ire-
land is now between Irishmen. Any
anti-British or anti-American talk that
is now heard is the result merely of
habit.

It may be said that the improve-
ment is only negative, and that there is
not enough active co-operation. This,
however, is due not so much to Am-
erican distrust of Great Britain as to
lack of American interest in European
affairs, especially by American com=
unities living far from the Atlantic
coast. Many Americans do not under-
stand European affairs, but because
they have not studied them, and they
are perplexed and irritated as they ob-
serve the tangled web of European in-
ternational relations. But leading Am-
ericans, including Mr. Cox, Democratic
candidate for president in 1920, and
Mr. Clarke, who resigned from the Su-
preme Court in order to work for the
League of Nations, are trying to lead
the United States away from the idea
of isolation. -

The influence of the British and Am-
erican peoples exerted on the side of
peace and civilization would be enorm-
ous. Great Britain and the United
States lead the world in wealth, indus-
try and commerce. The British Is-
lands, Canada and the United States
have nearly twice the area of continent-
al Europe. Canada is only at the begin-
ning of a process of expansion which
will give it a population at least equal
to that of the United Kingdom. Aus-
tralia and New Zealand, with an area
of about three million square miles,
are also only in the infancy of develop-
ment. South Africa is another British
country with large possibilities of ex-
pansion.

Europe at one time held the leader-
ship of the world; a hundred years ago
it was regarded as comprising almost
the whole of the civilized world. It
has lost that position and will probably
never regain it. Great Britain has been
described as in Europe, but not of it,
and it is part of another great aggre-
gation of peoples to whom the leader-
ship of the world has passed, linked to-
gether by similarity of race, language
and ideas. Leadership, not dominance,
should be the common aim. There
should be sympathy with the distressed
and struggling peoples of Europe, with
the growing Latin-American nations,
and with the awakening millions of
Asia. Those advantages which 'people
of the British races enjoy should be
regarded not as grounds for vanity, but
as opportunities and responsibilities for
gervice for the hiiman race.

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MAKE SEARCH FOR
BBLICAL RECORS

Brookline Woman Financ-
ing a Fund for Work in
Egypt and Palestine.

(The Associated Press.) .

Brookline, Mass., Feb. 183—Explora-
tions in Egypt and Palestine in search
of long lost manuscripts that may have
fmportant bearings on the history of
the Hebrew religion are to be financed
wholly or in part by a trust fund es-
tablished by Mrs. Abby Beecher Long-
year of this town.

Already one expedition, largely sup-
ported by the Zion Research Founda-
tion, as thc endowment has been
named, is seeking original manuscripts
in the Nitrian desert of Egypt and at
the site of the ancient monastery on
Mt. Sinai. Valuable papyrus has been
secured through Professor Francis Kel-
sey, of the University of Michigan, act-
ing for the foundation. The American
School of Archaeology in Jerusalem al-
so is a beneficiary of the Longyear
trust.

The study of the beginnings of re-
ligion, especially the Hebrew belief, and

its development has been pursued fof{
many years by Mrs. Longyear, and the
subject engrossed the attention of her!

husband, John Munro Longyear, for
several years before his death.

Both came to believe that the keys to
some of the apparent mysteries of the‘
past concerning the Hebrews were to
be fotind in Egypt and its ancient
monuments, as well as in the land be-
vond the Red Sea, the Jordan, the Tig-
ris and the Caucasus.

Three of the five trustees of the
| Foundation have beep selected. They
lare Mrs. John M. Longyear, Frederick |
P. Burall and James F. Lord. A state- |
ment issued by the trustees says:

“The primary purpose of this trust|
| foundation, which already has been|
' provided with large resources, is to fac-
rilitate and advance research into the
origin of the Hebrew religion and to
promote more general study of that
subject and its application to human|
needs. The means which are being|
adopted for carrying out the general
purposes of the trist ihclude the col-
lection of source books, translated man-
uscripts and other material bearing up-
on the origin and development of religi-
cus thought based upon the Bible.

“One of the objects of this founda-
tion is to have important source books
in foreign languages, bearing on the%
subject of the Holy Scriptures, trans- |
lated into English, and also to assist in|
the translation into English of what- |
ever is available of the writings of the |
early Christian Fathers.

GOING TO LAW
'IN LONDON

London, Jan, 22—(A. P. By Mail).—

IN THE D.3.C.R

Cost of Administration and
the Number of Employes
Gradually Being Reduced.

(Special to The Times)

Ottawa, Feb. 13—As the great war
recedes in time economy or reduction
of expenditure in the Department of
Re-establishment con-
tinues to increase,” acagrding to the
annual report of the department tabled
in the House of Commons by Hon.
Dr. H. S. Beland. The cost of general
administration has been reduced irom
6.65 per cent, of gross expenditures, a5
of December 31, 1921, to 5.1 per cent
of gross expenditures for the calendar
year of 1922. The staff was reduced
from 4,886 at December 381, 1921, ic
3,823 at December 31, 1922, a total
reduction of 1,063 or about 21 per cent.
At the end of 1922 there were 4,307
patients, as compared with 5,930 at the
end of 1921; and 4,173 clinical treat-
ments per week, as compared with
5,786 at the end of 1921.

ESCAPES BLAZE;
FACES DRQWNING

Watchman in a Burning
Building is Trapped in an
Elevator Shaft as Water
Pours In.

New York, Feb. 13.—William Drude,
sixty-three, of 184 McDougal street,
Brooklyn, first saved himself from
roasting alive and then from drowning
when he was trapped in a building at
59 and 61 Liberty avenue, East New
York, when the building, where he
was on duty as watchman, was de-
stroyed by fire.

CZECHO-SLOVAKIA

Preferential Treatment Giv-|
en Service Men and Many
Keptl with Colors Unti
Work is Found for Them:

Prague, Jan, 15—(by mail).—Czecho-
Slovakia has been successful in solving
a scrious problem—that of disbanding
her armies and at the same time re-
turning her soldiers to normal life, but
with the preferential treatment it wa¥
universally felt these men should enjoy.
Co-operation betwéen the soldiers them-
selves and the government was the key-
note to the happy outceme.

After the revolution of October, 1918,
the new-born republic had of its hands
%n army consisting of two groups of
fighters, One came from the old Aus-
tro-Hungarian army, called the inter-
nal group, and the other was composed
of the Caecho-Slovak legions which had
fought against the Central Powers in
France, Italy, Russia*and Serbia, call-
ed the external group. The latter was
recruited from Crechs and Slovak war
prisoners and from Czechs and Slovaks
who resided abroad at the outbreak of
the war, including the element in the
United States who came home to fight.

The policy of demobilization was to
disband each unit as it came home, The
internal men, opce free of the army,
went back: to their old occupations.
Those who could not find work at once
werc permitted to stay with the ycolors
until some opportunity offered. When,
acwever, the time came for final and
complete demobilisation of all those
who had not been absorbed into the
chennels of industry, unions were creat-
ed to find men work in government en-
terprises. Similar methods were ap-
pliea later to the legionaries from
abroad. A special bank was organized
to finance returning legionaries and op-
erated with notable success. This in-
stitution contr{buted largely toward
kecping. the former soldiers contented,
and today it occupies an ‘important po-
sition among the banks of Czecho-Slo-
vrkia,

War invalids have been cared for
partly by the state and partly by their
cwn organizations, which take the forin
of agricultural and commercial unions.

Another. helpful factor has been the
land reform program of the Qovern-
ment, according to which legionaries
and ex-soldiers are granted special con-
sideratipn in the distribution of parcels
of land which have become available
through the division of large estates by
expropriation.

WIDOW OF GUIDE -

Mrs. Otis A. Bean Charged
with Killing Husband at
Haine’s Landing.

Farmington, Me., Feb, 13. — Mrs.
Ethel Bean, widow of Otis Bean, guide
and mail carrier at Pleasant Island
Sporting Camps at Rangéley Lakes,
was arrested here on the charge of
murder, for the killing of her husband
at Haines’ Landing, Rangeley, on the
night of Oct. 6, last.

Her arrest foillowed within twenty
minutes of the return of an indictment
against her by the grand jury in the
Supreme Court for Franklin County. It
came as a surprise provided by the of-
ficers in their investigation of this
apparently baffling case. .

No indictfents were reported against
Norman Mawson of Methuen, Mass.,
and Jeremiah W. Wheaton of Elmira,
N. Y, the “Jumberjacks,” who have
been held in jail here without bail on
the charge of murder since the shoot-
ing of Bean. 2 -

Mrs. Bean was taken to the county
jail to await arraignment. She had
been here as one of the witnesses be-
fore the grand jurd. Previously she
had not figured in the case, as far as
was known to the public. She was
supposed to have been in their camp
about 800 feet from the scene of the
murder at the time. :

The county officials withheld infor-
mation, except to say they had found
sufficient evidence to cause an indict-
ment* to be reported. It was under-
stood, however, that a life insurance
policy on Bean’s life and domestic
troubles furnished possible motives for
her alleged action.

Wheaton and Mawson, who were
arrested within an hour after Bean had
been shot down in front of his garage
wit two bullets in the back of the
head and one in the hip, had protested
their innocence. They are expected to
be detained as witnesses.

They had been at the' lakes only two
days, having been sent in to the lum-
ber camps by a Portland employment
agency, and happened to be on tt:
wharf at Haines' Landing when Be
arrived in his boat a few minutes after
six o'clock that night. Bean was shot
twenty minutes later as he was getting
out his mail truck, and they were ar-
rested as they were walking along the
road about a mile away.

It was at first supposed that rob-
pery of the mail whi¢h: Bean had
brought from the camps was the mo-
tive. A revolver found near the body
and believed to have been the one used
to kill him was identified as one be-
longing to a neighbor who was in Bos-
ton at the time. It hung in a holster
near a window through which it could
be reached from the outside.

The Dreadnought Passes.

After being built sixteen years ago
at a' cost of a million and three-quar-
ters, the famous battleship Dread-
nought has been sold for about 40,000
to the shipbreakers, and is now being
broken up. She was hopelessly out-
classed by her giant progeny when the
war broke out, but even so she sank
an enemy ship in action, which was
more than any other battleship of her
standing could boast. It was when she
was flagship of the “wobbly oight,”
that strange collection of obsolescent
battleships at Sheerness, and was fly-
ing the flag of Sir Doveton Sturdee,
the victor of the Falkland Islands, that
the Dreadnought was leading the line
up Channel one winter’s day. A sub-
mariine hunting for unarmed mer-
chantmen blundered into the squadron
of ancient battleships out of the thick
weather, and, before it could dive, the
ponderous mass of the Dreadnought
swung round and cut the pirate U-boat
in half. After a due interval a de-
stroyer was dispatched to look for sur-
vivors, but there was none.

LONDON GAINS 500,000,
Population Incrle)a:cs to 7,480,201 in a

The London correspondent of The

‘Nation’s Health says that it is shown

in the Register General’s Blue Book is-
sued a short time ago embodying the
results of last year’s census that in
Greater London area there are more
than 500,000 more inhabitants than

there were ten years ago, the presentq

figure being 7,480,201. The most re-
markable feature is the preponder:nce
of women, the numerical excess over
males now being 341,365, an increase of
72,362 over 1911. Of course, this is
partly due to war losses among the
male population,

Ineidence in sex proportions, how-
ever, lies mainly in their incidence on
the marriageable population. The ratio
of unmarried females per one thousand
unmarried males has increased from
1,188 to 1,287 in the age group twenty-
nine, and from 1,418 t4 1,886 in the age
group thirty to thirty-nine.

In regard to housing, the average
number of families per occupied dwel-
ling has decreased from 1.51 in 1911 to
1.50 in 1921. Whereas the number of

private families has increased by 9.5
per cent, in that peried, the growth in
the number of occupied dwellings has
been only 16.1 per cent.

DROP IN' IDLE
SHIPS OF WORLD

American Merchant Vessels
Fail to Share in Gains in
‘Ocean Transportation —
More Boats are Tied Up.

During the last six months of 1922
the idle steam tonnage of the world
declined approximately 750,000 gross
tons, and on January 1, 1923 stood at
around 9,000,000 gross tons, as shown
by figures complied by the transporta-
tion division of the U, S. Department
0f Commerce. ' During the whole ot
1922 idle tonnage dropped nearly 2,000,-
000 gross tons. The idle fleet of the
United States Shipping Board increas-
ed over 400,000 tons and nearly 200,-
000 more tons of privately-owned Am-
erican vessels were out of employment
on January 1,1Y25, than on July I,
1922, ‘

Idle tonnage in British ports, which
was 1,961,000 tons on January 1, 1922,
and 1,667,000 tons on July 1, 1922,
dropped to 1,010,000 tons on January 1,
1923. The tied-yp tonnage in French
ports, which increased from 1,085,000
to 1,200,000 tons during the first half
of the year, declined to 730,000 tons at
the end of '1922. Italian and Norwe-
gian idle tonnage also decreased. Jap-
anese and Greek vessels had less em-
ployment on January 1, 1923, than on
July 1 last,

FREDERIC HARRISON,

(New York. Iribune)
Though perhaps most commonly
known as the “High Priest of Positi-
vism,” Frederic Harrison was much
more than merely the chief exponent
of that cult, .He was the foremost of
Comte’s disciples as a jurist, a historian,
a literary critic and a political and so-
cial reformer; while the length of his
active and productive career was so
great, and the quality of his work so
well sustained to the last, as to make
his personality almost unigue.

One of the “great Victorians,” he was
born before Victoria’s reign began, and
years before our Civil* War he ranked
among the eminent essayists and critics
of his time; and he lived to be one of
the most virile and vigorous writers
during and after the World War. The
span of his published writings was
greater than that prescribed by the
Psalmist for the whole life of man.

He had the fine and too rare quality
of being able to dissociate his predilec-
tions from his judgments. Thus while

* |he wag in politics one of the most ag-

gressive and vehement of radicals his
numerous hisborical*writings were mark-
ed with eminent fairness and catholicit
ty, and he could do justic alike to
Chatham and to Ruskin, to William the
Silent and to Oliver .Cromwell. Simi-
larly clear and sparkling stream of let-
and the Classics or of his British and
French contemporaries, were sane and
generous, always with a readier inclina-
tion to praise than to blame. His pro-
fuse “Novissima Verba,” published per-
iodically during the last four years,
have displayed these same admirable

IRON, STEEL, METAL
AND MACHINERY

In its summary of the iron, ‘steel,
metal and machinery - markets, Cana-
dian Machinery and Manufacturing
News, Toronto, makes the following
comment in its February 8 issue:—

That the buying movement in the
steel market has about come to an end
is_the opinion from Pittsburgh. This
movement extended over two months,
December and January, and it is re-
ported that the steel mills booked, in
that time, more' tonnage than they
shipped. An analysis of the movement
reveals, first, that it was unseasonable,
since December is usually a dull steel
month; second, it had a curious rela-
tion to the preceding movement, since
it received an impetus from low price
and was stimulated by successive price
advances; and, third, the demand was
particularly for early deliveries. It
found the Steel Corporation well sold
up; and hence the independents booked
more tonnage than the leading interest.

Mills have acquired a momentum,
and it is predicted that there will be
active mill operation to mid-year as
as heavy a rate as labor, transportation
and other conditions warrant.

The "price situation is decidedly
strong. Independent pipe mills have
advanced all merchant pipe three
points, or $6 a ton, and it is likely that
the Steel Corporation will follow suit.
This may point to an advance by Cana-
dian mills, but as yet there is no inti-
nation of any action from that quar-
ter. Steel Co. of Canada have advanced
$2 per ton or ten cents per cwt. on
merchant bars, and, in line with this,
jobbers have adopted $3.40 as the net
price, with small sizes at $3.50. Boiler
tubes are slated for an advance of five
per cent. Toronto warehouses have
taken nd action in this direction during
the past week, but the Montreal lists
show certain -adjustments and ad-
vances.

Pittsburgh reports the following not-
able advances in manufactured steel:
Chain, from $6 to $6.25; cold-finished
steel bars, $2.50 to $2.65; ground shaft-
ing, $2.90 to $3.05; standard railroad
spikes from $2.75 to $2.90; small spikes
and boat and marge spikes, from $8.25
to $5.50.

Montreal reports improved demand,
with black and galvanized sheets quite
active. Our correspondent points out
that development of the Ruhr situation
is having its effect upon the Canadian
steel products market. Elimination of
continental competition in the DBritish
and American markets is tending to-
ward increased values. Cables from
British markets this week indicated ad-
vances from ten to twenty shillings
per ton on structural steel and plates,
galvanized and black sheets, and of-
fers are subject to immediate accept-
ance. Pig iron and ferro-manganese
are also reaching higher levels.

Economy Has Put Nation
in Position of the Least
Bankrupt of Any Europ-
ean Country in Conflict.

Paris, Jan, 22—(By Mail) — Turkey

“|is the least bankrupt of any Furopean

nation that has taken an active part
in the World War, according to infor-
wation reaching here, not excepting
England or France. The chief reason
is that apparently she has conducted
her wars since 1914 with the strictest
economy. The present Angora or Na~
tionalist Government, which has been
fighting the Greeks and holding off the
Allied powers since 1919, has resisted
the temptation to print up any new
money.

The total pre-war and war debt of
Turkey, including the charges that
may be set against her at Lausanne or
in any treaty of peace to pay damages
to foreign nationals, is estimated to
run barely above $1,000,000,444, This
sum js regarded as ridiculoguly low
wkhen it it remembered that, by way of
comparison, France owes the United
States a war debt of $8,400,000,000 and
Germany owes the Allies approximate-
ly $34,000,000,000.

From a European point of view the
interest in Turkey is partly political,
especially in war times, and largely
financial in peace times. American in-
terest also has been directed toward
Turkey in the last few years, with her
tobacco crops, if nothing else, being
bought up by American firms.

‘An alalysis of Turkey’s finances
shows she became bankrupt in 1874,
after foolish Sultans and their corrupt
ministers had contracted unproductive
foreign loans, In 1881 Abdul Hamid,
in order to satisfy these loans, turned
over the salt and other monopolies to
an institution known as the Public
Debt, to be directed by foreigners until
their debts should be paid.

In one way or another Turkey owed
abroad in 1914, 165,000,000 Turkish
pounds: This unit had a pre-war value
of $4.46. Also she had a funded debt
of 152,000,000 Turkish pounds, Of the
foreign debt, roughly the equivalent
of $800,000,000, France held 60 per cent.,
Germany 21 per cent., and Great Brit-
ain, Holland and Belgium about 19 per
cent. .

Turkey’s war debt expenses have
been described as “the most amazing
thing in the history of the world war
finance.” She ran her war on a shoe-
stringg When the army needed any-
thing, it seems to have been either
requisitioned from the civil popula-
tion, or else the army simply went
without it. And this army often num-
bered. 1,000,000 men. i

According to one American financial
expert. 'who has traveled all through
Turkey, as rarely do the majority of
foreign visitors, if Turkey secures a
stable political government and if she
frees herself from foreign control
there is no reason why she cannot in-
tensify her agriculture and prosper.

Strange as it may seem to the casual
obsérver of the course of post-war
nations, this expert asserted that Tur-
key- needs but little foreign morey or
loans. Hers is a problém rather of a
sound domestic policy; encouraging
the creation of domestic capital
through better banks; the opportunity
for proper land mortgages, and pro-
gressive agriculture.

The Turks of Angora have repeated-
ly declared they understand clearly
their future prosperity depended ‘on
agriculture, on the surface of the land,
and the application of modern farm-
ing methods. There are mines and
forests in Asia Minor of considerable
prospective value, but these they feel
can wait,

THE CANADIAN PRESS.

“The basic instruction to writers for
the Canadian Press is: ‘The whole
truth and nothing but the truth, to
which the general manager has paren-
thetically added: ‘or God help you.’ So
when you see ‘Canadian Press’ at the
head of a dispatch you know that you
are reading something as near the
truth as conscientious human agency
can make it.”

*Thus declared George MacDonald,
eastern superintendent of the Cana-
dian Press, in an address he delivered
recently before members of the Monc-
ton Rotary Club at their luncheon, as
reported by the Montreal Gazette. He
explained how the Canadian Press was
an organization of newspapers that co-
operated to present to their readers a
complete and representative survey of
the world’s news, there being no pro-
fits and the total cost of operating be-

‘ing divided among the newspapers on

a basis determined by the population
in the place of publication.

The Canadian Press represented all
the newspapers in the Dominion, but
none of them individually. It had no
politics and no creed. Certainly it
had no color and enfphatically it was
not yellow. Its stock in trade was the
truth, and when something happened
about which several versions must be
considered the Canadian Press gave all
impartially. FEach newspaper in the
organization was under the obligation
to provide the mews of its district for
the common benefit of other sharehold-
ers throughout the country, special
men being employed to collect and put
into dispatch form news as jt came into
divided zones which handle the news
output. News from other parts of the
world was obtained by the organiza-
tion. being linked up with the Associ-
ated Press of the United States,
Reuter's and other famous news

- | agencies.

It was by such free exchange of
news made possible by the Canadian
Press that much was done in the Do-
minion toward keeping a homogeneous
and perfectly welded people.

Mr. MacDonald gave an illuminating
account of the many thrilling experi-
ences of Canadian Press telegraphers
during the war when the instruments
ticked out the fateful news that came
through from time to time, and con-
cluded his address by remarking that
the Canadian Press was playing a very
real and varied part in Canadian af-
fairs, “It is a great artery through
which flows matter forming the susten-

ance of many thousands of minds—the
only sustenance in many cases — of
Canadians.”

Detroit, Feb. 18—The incorporation
of the Fordson Coal Company, an-
nounced at Dover, Delk, was a step hy
the Ford Motor Company to centralize
its coal properties in a single unit, offi-
cials of the motor company were quot-
ed as saying here.

The new aorporation, with a gapitali-
zation of $15,000,000, is to operate coal
properties purchased by Henry Ford in
Kentucky and West Virginia.

The organization of the coal company
may result, it was saild, in Mr, Ford
selling coal to the public. This depends
upon the quantity of fuel produced and
tl;e requirements of the Ford industrial
ants.

The Ford Motor Company has for
some time, been selling fuel to its em-
ployes here at prices considerably low-
er than those asked by retailers, the
present price for bituminous being $8.50
a ton,

Statements by Mr. Ford during last
year’s mine strike indicated that the
public might expect a cut rate if the
Ford fields yield a surplus. |

During the strike Mr, Ford criticised
the retailers as well as the operators
and mine union thiefs, declaring that
a conspiracy existed for the purpose of
retarding production and inflating
prices. “Coal could be sold at a profit
to all handlers, he said, at prices con-
siderably lower than were tnen de-
man

A charter has been filed for the
Fordson Coal Company authorized to
mine and sell coal and coke. The in-
corporations include Douglas Brown, of
Huntington, W, Va. The State depart-
ment announced that the capitalization
is $15,000,000 for taxation purposes.

' COTTON TRADE IS BUSY.
Textiles at High Prices Following Rise
in Ro‘.w Commodity.

The cotton industry of the United
States continues to operate, on the
whole, at about a normal rate.: Curtail-
ment in some sections, notably in the
combed yard divisions, is fully offset
by overtime in other sections. The rise
in the price of raw cotton to new high
levels has forced goods highér and has
led cloth and yarn buyers to place a
large volume of business with the mills,
according to the monthly summary of
the cotton industry by the Merchants’
National Bank of Boston. :
“Mills statistics,” says the review,
“show that spindles were operated §,-
228,000,000 hours. Normal full time
running called for only 7,977,509,000
hours. This woild indicate that the
industry ran at 108 per cent of single
shift normal. The Northern mills ran
at 88 per cent. and the Southern mills
at about 122 per cent. Domestic con-
sumption is running about 16 per cent.
more than before the war, but exports
are 46 per cent. less. Total exports
and consumption together gre about 28
per cent. less. Stocks in the United
States at the end of December were
7,829,000 bales, as compared with 9,590,-
000 bales in 1921.

Total Capacity of Grounds
Will be Increased 98,000
for 1928 Season.

New York, Feb., 12—With the open-
ing of the Yankee’s gigantic new sta-
dium in April and the enlarging of the
Polo Grounds in New York and the
Clubs’ field in Chicago, the combined
seating capacity of all i major league
aseball parks will be “ncreased to ap-
proximately 461,000 for the coming sea-
son. This is an increase of the various
stadiums last year. When the Yankees’
ncw field is thrown open it will ac-
commodate about 65,000 persons, while
the capanity of the Polo Grounds will
be enlarged from 38,000 to 54,000 and
the Clubs’ Patk from 18,000 to about
82, ;
The building of the Yankee stadium
has increased the number of major
league parks to fifteen, one less than
the number of teams in the tworcir-
cuits. During the coming season the
only one of the five cities supporting
“two major league teams that will have
only one field is St.' Louis, where both
the Browns and Cardinals play their
home games at Sportsman’s Park., Of
the four other cities in the group Jjust
mentioned, New York easily leads in
the combined seating capacity of its
two stadiums with a total of 119,000
for the Yankee Stadium and the Polo
Grounds. Boston with its Braves ‘Field
and Fenway Park, 'ranks next with a
total of 75,000. Chicago, with Cuabs’
Park and Comiskey Park, is third with
67,000 and Philadelphia follows with
only 41,000 :

Yaoks’ Park Largest.

Of the fifteen parks the Yankees’ is
by far the largest with & seating capa-
city of 65,000 which can be increased
if the occasion, such as a world eeries,
warrants such a move. The Polo
Grounds, with 54,000 ranks second,
while Braves Field, the National
League Park in Boston, which had
been the largest ball park in the coun-
try from the time of its opening in
1915 until last year, is now in third
place with a capacity of 45,000. The
three fields just mentioned are the only
ones which will be able to accommo-
date more than 40,000 persons.

Comiskey Park in Chicago ranks
fourth with 85,000, while the renovated
Cubs’ Park, which had hitherto been
one of the smallest major league en-
closures in the country, will rank fifth
during the approaching campaign. The
only other field that can ordinarily seat
at least 80,000 spectators is Fenway
Park in Boston. Ebbets Field in Brook-
lyn, Forbes Field in Pittsburgh and
Navin Field in Detroit each can ac-
ccmmodate about 25,000 while Red-
land Field in Cincinnati is close behind
with 24,000. Shibe Park in Philadelphia
can seat 23,000 fans and Dunn Field in
Cleveland has room for about 22,000.
American League Park in Washington
comes next with 20,000. The only two
major league parks. that hold less than
20,000 are Sportsman’s Park in St
Louis and the National League Park
in Philadelphia, each of which has a
capacity of approximately 18,000.
First Since 1915,

The Yankees' new stadium is the
first major league park to be construct-
ed since Braves Field was opened in
1915. The next youngest park is that
prepared for the Federal League team
of that city in 1914. Ebbets Field was
opcned in 1918 after Washington Park
was abandoned. The stands at ‘the
Polo Grounds were built in 1911 after
the old structure had been destroyed
by fire. Fenway Park was opened in
1912, Navin Field in the same year,
Shibe Park and Forbes Field in 1909
and Redland Field in 1902.

Ring Critics Say Five Cham-
pions are Likely to be De-
throned.

New York, Feb. 18—Five of the
eight wuniversally recognized boxing
champions are likely te be dethroned
this -year, in the opinion of ring
critics, while. titleholders in the other
three divisions probably also will face
strenuous opposition in an effort to re-
tain their laurels. The general out-
look is for one of the most interesting
fistic programmes in many years,

Pugilistic kings considered to be in
imminent danger of losing their world
crowns are: Jimmy Wilde of Eng-
land, flyweight; Joe Lynch of New
York, bantamweight; Johnny Kilbane
of Cleveland, featherweight; Johnny
Wilson of Boston, middleweight; and
Battling Siki of France and Senegal,
light heavyweight.

The other tittleholders—Benny Leon-
ard of New York, lightweight;
Mickey. Walker of Elizabeth, N. J
welterweight, . and ' Jack empsey,
heavyweight—are favered to stay at
the top, but while the opposition in
their respective ranks is not considered
more than threatening, there is always
the chance that any of them will re-
ceive a fatal tap on the chin.

Chief interest promises to ecentre
upon Dempsey, who plans an active
outdoor campaign after a lapse of
nearly two years since his memorable
fight with Georges” Carpentier. Sev-
eral of his challengers may make it
more than interesting for the champion,
but the present prospect is that be will
successfully retain his laurels.

Wilde, who has been inactive for
some time, has been challenged for a
title match by Pancho. Villa, the
scrappy Filipino who took the Ameri-
can flyweight title away from Johnny
Buff last year. Villa not only has
taken the measure of the best American
flyweights, but he has frequently, gone
out of his class with decisive success.

{The Filipina is ambitious to dupli-
cate Buff’s feat in holding both the
fiyweight and bantamweight belts, and
has a following which would be ready
to back him strongly in a' title bout
with Joe Lynch. The latter faces two
other formidable challengers in Carl
Tremaine, hard-hitting Clevelander,
amd Irish Johnny Curtin of Jersey
City, N. J.

Kilbane has to stake his
featherweight title against the French-
man, Fugene Criqui, holder of the
European championship, in a match at
the Polo Grounds on Decoration Day.
Criqui, young and aggressive, will have
much in his favor against deanc, who
has slowed up as a result of a long
period of inactivity. .

Wilson, another inactive champion,
will have difficulty retaining his title
i he accepts the challenges of several
formidable 160-pound boxers, includ-
ing Tommy Loughran of Philadelphia,
Harry Greb of Pittsburgh, who also
holds the American light heavyweight
title, and Bryan Downey of Cleveland.
Wilson is not recognized as champion
in a number of States because of his
tactics in avolding championship
matches.

Experts believe either Greb, Gene
Tunney, or Tom Gibbons, the leading
American light heavyweights, capable
of lifting the world’s title held by
Battling Siki, who acquired it by
knocking out Carpentier. The Senega-
lese is still recognized in this country
as the champion despite the ruling of
French authorities depriving him of
the title because of alleged improper
conduct. Reports have been current
that he intends to seek several bouts
in the United States during the sum-
mer.

Benny Leonard faces several strong
contenders in the lightweight ranks,
including Lew Tendler of Philadel-
phia, Sailor Freedman and Charley
White, both of Chicago. But! the fact
that he has previously conquered all
three inclines critics to the opinion
that. he will continue to remain
supreme.

The suggestion has been made fre-
quently that Leonard, however, may
find difficulty keeping inside the light-
weight limit of 136 pounds, and
eventually be compeiled to seek honors
in the welterweight division.  Al-
though he failed last summer in an
attempt to take this title from Jack
Britton, losing to the veteran on a foul,
Leonard would be a formidable oppo-
nent for Walker, who captured the
championship from Britton. Dave
Shade’ of California and Andy Thomas
of New York are other top-ranking
welterweights.

Since
that time, however, the present cham-
pion hag greatly improved—saq much
8o, in fdct, that there is but one player
who seems to have a chance with him,
and that is Taberski. Since winning
the championship in the tournament of
1919 Greenleaf has defeated all of the
leading professionals now in competi-
tion at least once each, and most of his
victories have been scored by decisive
margins.

It is known that Greenleaf is anxious
to wipe out the three defeats inflicted
upon him by Taberski. The latter, on
the other hand, seems confident that if
he can attain his true form he can
again humble Ralph.

To show typical conditions in health
work done by, city schools, the joint
comniittee on health education of the
National Educational Association and
the American Medical Association has
published a report on various phases

of school health service in cities and
towns of more than 2,500 population.
Of 341 school superintendents answer-

B | ing the \ questionnaire issued by the

committee, more than half represents
cities of between 10,000 and 25,000
people. Thirteen answered for towns
smaller than 10,000 ‘and the rest, 155,_
for cities larger than 25,000. Forty-six

money for remedying children’s phy-
sical defects by dental care, school
lunches, removal. of adenoids and ton-
sils, furnishing eyeglasses, etc. In 133
cities no money is provided for this
purpose. However, most schools re-
ceive assistance from outside agencies
caring for pupils’ health., Boards of
health and various private agencies
assist in 202 cities. Only siyty-eight
cities report that no outside’agencies
help to pay the expense of health care
of school children.

Health teaching is given in all grades
in 226 cities, and in many cities it is
correlated with other subjects. One-
third of the cities reporting correlate
health teaching with physical training.

Two cities
having populations between 25,000 and
50,000 spend 8 per cent. of their total
education budget for health work, and
thirty-three, most of them between
10,000 and 25,000, spend less than 1 per
cent. More than half of the cities re-
porting spend from 1 to 8 per cent. of
their education money for health pur-
\poses. The highest percentage is paid
in cities of the Great Lakes ' region.
where 2.56 per cent. of the school)
money is devoted to health supervision
and physical education, and the low-
est percentage is paid in cities of the
South, where only 1.93 per cent. of the
school money goes for health educa-
tion.

For the control of communicable and
other acute diseases, 821 citiés inspect
pupils daily. In more than half of these
cities the teacher is responsible to the
principal for this work. The principal
reports to the school nurse, and the
nurse to the school physician. To dis-
cover physical defects 197 cities give a
physical examination once a year to
every pupil in the schools. Fifty-six
citles give such examinations twice a

ear.

Hospital and clinic facilities for. the
correction of defects among school
children are generally insufficient, ac-
cording to the answers from more than
300 cities. Nearly half of the cities re-
porting have insufficient cénic facili-
ties or none for the correction of visual

defects and removal of tomsils and
adenoids, and more than half are lack-

grades of the elementary schools are
inspected in seventy citles. Teachers
inspect and check the health habits of
pupils in nearly all the cities report-
ing. In a few cities the school nurse,
the parents, the school nutrition
worker, and other pupils assist in the
work,

Pupils are weighed by the school au-
thorities in 271 cities. Nearly half of
the cities reporting state that the
weighing is done monthly. In sixty-
two cities it is done once a year; in
thirty-nine twice a year. The school
nurse and the regular teacher gener-
ally do the work of weighing the
pupils, Underweight pupils are placed
in nurtition classes in 167 cities, more
than half of the cities reporting on
this question.

New Electric Light Signs Attached to
Officer’s ﬁand is Tested.

New York, Feb. 13—A new signa.
light, known as the “Red-eye Police
Auto Hand,” was demonstrated recent=
ly at Fourth avenue and Ninth street
for Inspector- William Davis of the
traffic squad ‘and Lieutenant Martin,
Newman of the Safety Division.
