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The correspondence of M. de Presse osé contains specific

1 Three years have now elapsed since, whilst travel­
ling in the omnibus, from B------- to B------ -, I fell in
with a French professor, who had some employment in 
Spain. After having insulted me before our travelling 
companions, by telling them that I was connected with a 
mysterious Society, which under cover of the mantle of 
Christian philanthropy, was engaged in smuggling into Spain 
what its agents designated the Word of God, but which he 
as a man of learning had detected to be simply a parody of 
the true Bible, be advised them, one and all, to turn a deaf 
ea^ to the offers and solicitations of the vender of such a 
detestable book.

The Meoklenburgers were especially eager to 
buy./ Every man -wished to have a copy. We had brought 
U95fcomes with us, and by nine o’clock every copy was gone. 
We werdsdelighted, but sad, as wo stood with nothing more 
that we_cpuld do, and with yet so much to be done. At last 

t to the Depot of the Central Bible Society, and they 
gave us fresh stock. In this one day we sold 1,400 copies.”

The work in Austria has increased in a remarkable degree, 
no less than 156,896 copies having been distributed during 
the year.

The great empire of Russia is said to be making rapid 

advances in all that pertains to effective civilisation. In past
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(inclusive of the Bishop) purchased for the book shop, esta­
blished a short time since for the sale of religious books, no 
less than 300 New Testaments at one time. The senior 
priest, more than any other, manifested real interest in my 
work.

And now the Society have a fairer field open for their 
operations than they have had before in any portion of the 
Peninsula.

Of Italy the Parent Committee speak in terms of gratitude 
that the whole country is ney accessible to the Agency of 
their Colporteurs, with the exception of the very limited ter 
ritory still subject to the rule of the Sovereign Pontiff. The 
accession of the Venetian provinces has afforded aa opportu­
nity of circulating tbe Scriptures in regions hitherto closed, 
and tbe year’s result shoWs a larger dissemination of the 
Word God tljan in any previous years, amounting to 43,618 
volumes, being in excess of any previous year.

Interesting details connected with the labours of the Col- 
porteurs and agente in the Venetian territories, are given in 
the Report :—
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Truth,” to the pages of this Report, as more than justifying 
the above remarks.

there we determined to go ; but with all our searching we 
were unable to procure one, and so commissioned a bookseller 
to get a copy. A length we received it ; and no day passed 
without our readin the Word of Qod. By degrees our eyes

Turkky has always been an interesting field for the So­
ciety’» operations, and it b pleasing to observe from the 
report, that the distribution of Scriptures during the past 
year has amounted to 20,838 copies. These have been dis­
seminated among the varied populations of thb extensive 
country—among the bigoted Mahometans as well as the 
ignorant Christians.

In Stria and Palbstin* there is ground for much encour­
agement. In Jerusalem, the dépôt of Scriptures is étill en 
Mount Zion, and many incidents of great interest occur 
within its walls, revealing either a yearning desire to know 
the Word of God, or to diffuse it. Mr. Bruce, when in Jeru­
salem wrote as follows :—

* Mr. Shapira showed me a coat which has an interesting 
bbtory connected with it. About a twelvemonth ago, an 
Armenian came to the book-shop, and purchased some 
Russian Testaments to give away to his fellow-countrymen. 
He returned again and again, until at last hb stock of money 
was exhausted. Then be determined to part with his large 
great-coat, which was lined throughout With fur. ‘ It was 
purchased by a Jewish prosolyte, and again the Armenian 
returned to the book-store and laid out the whole of the 
money in New Testaments, which he distributed, as before, 
among hb countrymen. It b ueèdless to say that hé was a 
pious, earnest man, who was anxious to do good ’

At Beyrout, Mrs. Thom peon, whose efforts for the CbristUn 
odacatioa of the people, are so well worthy of encouragement, 
has been furnished with supplies of Scriptures on several 
occasions.

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1 directions there is a growing disposition to receive the
Scriptures with respect, and those who have borne the sacred 
volume far into tbè interior, havb been enabled, not only to 
prosecute their labors free from molestation, but in some 
instances have been surrounded by thronging multitudes, who 
became eager purchasers of the Word of God. There has 
been no year in which leas of outward hostility has been 
manifested to the work, nor. one in which that work carried a 
brighter promise of success and usefulness.

The Society’s agent, Mr. Wylie, has the assistance of two 
Europeans, who act as Colporteurs, in addition to several' 
converted natives, employed in the same oepacity. By this 
staff of laborers, 68,664 copies of the Scripture were dis­
posed of .during the year, being more by 16,370, than 
circulated in the previous year.

The agent was engaged in several journics into the interior 
of the country, during the year, to which he refers in the fol­
lowing observations :—

“ I cannot but recognize the good band of God in bringing 

us thus safely through a long journey, certainly not without 
considerable hazard, from the proximity of ruthless hordes of 
barbarian banditti, our intercourse with a rude and unrestrain­
ed soldiery, and an ignorant and lawless populace, besides 
casual ides, constantly incident to travelling in China. Our 
reception everywhere, with trifling exceptions, has been of a 
most friendly character, not çnly by the people, but by the 
mandarins, who havo shown every disposition to assist us. 
We havo come in contact with people of nil classes, literary 
And mercantile, who all readily express their approbation of 
the object of our journey ; and of the many people we have 
met with having already received and read the New Testa­
ment, all I think havo invariably spoken favourably of the 
doctririe Of course all this is far short of what we desire, 
but we are thankful for the favourable predisposition, and 
long for the complete answer to the prayers of the Church,

Seven years have now almost elapsed since first I engaged 
in this work. Irt looking back over these years and contrast­
ing the state of matters then, and now, notwithstanding all 
failures, we have reason “ to thank God and take courage.” 
During a portion of these years I was the only colporteur 
employed in this Province. Now there are ééverol. There 
were far' more families then than there aro now destitute of 
tho Word of Life. There were Darts of Nova Scotia then, 
that,'an individual wishing to purchase a copy of God’s word 
would have to go fifty miles to purchase it. Now, owing to 
the increased number of depots, I venture to say that there 
is not a family (unless a very exceptional case) that would 
require -to go half the distance to procure a copy of the Word 
of Life.

Although I have done lees directly in the circulation of 
tho Scriptures both in 1865 and 1866, the work is as really 
and successfully bfeihg carried on from the multiplication of 
these depots.

To the Committeet of the Halifax Ladies' Bible Association, 
and ths Nova Scotia Auxiliary Bible Society

A During the time of resting at borne, after last quarterly 
meeting, I took tbe opportunity of going to LowwnStowiaokc, 
and addressing the Branch there. Rev. Mr. Hare, President, 
in the chair, who with tho Rev. Mr. MoLane, rendered me 
good assistance. Observing that tho writors of the former
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amounting to some hundred pounds, to the Bible Society.

Next 
meeting was bald in Annapolis Roysl. Fair attendance, sad 
good interest.
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The labours of the week were waded by 
addressing a small meeting in Clements, on Saturday night.

The following week, meetings were held in Digby, Hilleburg, 
Sandy Cove, Westport, and in Weymouth.. In Hilleburg 
there was oonsiderablo interest manifested. Some subscrip­
tions were paid, and collectors appointed to obtain mom. The 
attendanoe is Digby was highly encouraging. Here I obtained 
about $40, which had been ooUeoted, and collectors were 
appointed to go round in the fall to solicit more. Kindly 
taken by Rev. Mr. Hueetis part of the way to Sandy Cove, 
I engaged a conveyance to take me the remaining dstanoe. 
The branch here is in a. weakly state. The piece is somewhat 
difficult of access. It was years since I bad visited it. 
Although general notice bad been given of my coming and 
meeting, the attendance was limited. Next day taken by Rev. 
Mr. Deinetedt to Petite Ferny. I crossed, end there'being
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meeting the Rev. Mr. Clarke took me to Shelburne, wbero 
meetings were held. Assisted greatly by Wm Crews, Esq., 

v went round and obtained above $32 of' subscriptions. Early' 
on Monday morning, ( June-lTth.) left Sherburne for*8able 
River. After1 arranging for a meeting the following evening, 
was taken down by-James Allen, Esq., to Looko’s Island. 
That same evening addressed a meeting in the Baptist Church, 
pressing the importance of forming a Branch Society. One 
was organised, —office bearers elected, and arrangements made 
to collect subscriptions, which were signed at the meeting, and 
t6 bavs a depot opened. i Went on next day to Liverpool. I 
had written to the Président of my coming, and appointing a 
meeting.• He was from- home. No notice had been given. 
Deeply regretted this; inasmuch as this is the third disappoint­
ment of this kind in Liverpool. ; Nothing has been forwarded 
to Halifax for years. Went to Milton, where a fair meeting 
was hold injtbe Congregational Church. Next day, accom­
panied by-Mr. Freeman, obtained about $20. Went on to 
North District Queens County, where in Caledonia and 
Brookfield, meetings were held. The one in Caledonia was 
highly encouraging. The one in Brookfield unsatisfactory. 
In the former place $14.50 was obtained ; in Jbe latter $1.44.- 
Kindly taken by Rev. Mr. Parker to Middlefield p walked 
from tbenoe (five miles) to Greenfield, a small village I bad 
never visited. ;Went to the School bouse, acd gave notice of 

meeting. In the evening a considerable number assembled. 
Spoke to them on the work of the Bible Society. It was 
resolved that a meeting should be held a fortnight hence, to 
consider the propriety of forming a Branch. Walked down 
by the banks of tbe Port Medway River, (thirteen miles 

tartoe,) to Mills Village, where a gdod meeting was held 
tfio Wesleyan church. Returned through Lunenburg to

Some 
subscriptions were received at the meeting. Eflbrts will be 
made to have these subscriptions extended. The “dull 
times ” in connection with mining operations at Lower Maooan, 
has operated, and will I fear for some time operate against our 
small branch there. I was gratified with the Nappan meeting. 
It was the first I had held there. To many the subject was 
new. About $8 were subscribed Collectors were appointed 
to gather it up, and as much more as possible.

Going on to Pietow, I took the steamer for Port Hood, from 
which place went on to Margaree, where I had several meet­
ings. \ I was ably assisted by Rev. Messrs. Burpee and 
Kemptoe. No falling off in the interest taken, but owing to 
the failure in the bay orope, I hardly expect as much will be 
realised as in former years. Obtained, partly of old, pertly 
of new subscriptions. $15.14. 1 had arranged to give an 
address at Middle River on my way to Baddeck, and had 
written friends to that effect. Uunfortunately, (owing to poet
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dressed a small meeting in the School-house. A fire which 
occurred in Mr. Archibald’s dwelling-house and store last 
winter, had burned all the Bibles and Testaments on hand.
I received payment for what had been sold, and arranged to 
send on more.

Prom Cow Bay, was taken by Mr. Archibald to Mira Bay,
' and addressed a very excellent meeting in the Baptist 
Church, i- $22,121, partly old and partly new subscriptions, 
were received. Next day took the steamer for Sydney. 
From North Sydney, the same evening, I was taken by Mr. 
Dobson to the School-house in Little Bras d’Or, where I 
addressed an interesting meeting, and at the close formed a 
Branch Society. Rev. T. H. Porter was elected President, 
and John Moffatt Secretary and Treasurer. '<A collection of 
$3.45 was taken, and some ladies appointed' to gather up 
subscriptions. Next day took the steamer to Whyeoeomah, 
in which place the same evening addressed a small meeting 
in the School-house. $9 of subscriptions were pakL1' Hero 
nlsb wo had the pleasure of forming a Branch, of whiehpJohn

Secretary and Treasurer. > t- >■

'* Next day was taken to Mabou, where in the evening 1 had 
opportunity of addressing the Branch. The attettdahee, con­
sidering the busy season of the year, was most encouraging. 
Collectors were appointed to go round. At Pert Hood, bad - 
an opportunity, before a pretty large Audience, of presenting 
the claims of the Society. A’small collection was made, and 
afterwards the Branch here, which had been dormant many 
yfears, was revived; SHeriff Lawrencc was elected President, 
Lewis Tremain, Esq., Secretary And Treasurer.

Went on to Hawkesbury, where, owing to- my letter not * 
having reached in time, only a'abort notice bad beén given. 
Addressed a small meeting in the Bethel. Bet. Messrs.
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. / meeting was held in East River, St. Mary’s, a district I bad 
not before visited, although contributions had been forwarded. 
Went on to Antigooish, where I addressed an excellent meet­
ing. At the elose a collection of upwards of $20 was taken 
and handed roe, - Left Antigeeiebe, September 28rd, and 
returned to Truro, where I had an opportunity of attending 
and addressing the annual meeting, which, owing to the 
stormy night, Tuesday, October 1st, was small. Came to 
Halifax on my way to St. John; Monday October 7th.

During the past quarter, in prosecution of my work, I 
have travelled by rail, coach, or private conveyance, (Î16 
miles; sailed 287, walked 107. Addressed 40 meetings, 
and obtained of subscriptions, collections, and payments for 
boohs, $405.05. This sum is larger than the receipts of any 
«previous quarter Considering the pressure of the times, and 
the general scarcity of money, it manifests the cheering fact 
that the -cause of the Bible Society is every year taking a 
firmer hold ou the hearts of the Christian people of this Pro 
vinee. It is most pleasing to notice the cheerfulness with 
which contributions are given. Love to Christ is the great 
motive which I try to bring to bear on my hearers, when 
urging them to aid the Bible Society. And love to Christ, 
1 believe induces many to «entribute. And whât is thus 
given wiU on a coming day be acknowledged as “ done to
Him’’

The opposition to the British and Foreign Bible Society, 
to which I have bad oocasiôn in my last two reports to refer, 
still manifests itself tn a small way. It is not increasing. 
Bye nod bye, if I mistake net, it will subside. At several 
meetings (indeed wherever it wm deemed necessary,) the 
fullest explanations were given regarding the venions which 
the Society circulates on the continent of Europe. So far as 
his corné under my own notice, no one, at any meeting held, 
has had any misgivings as to the wisdom of the course which 
the parent Society has pursued.
