GOVERNMENT VQOI?OL,. OF TELEGRAPH
UJ_S.

The Telegraph Age, which is the tele-
graphic edition -of the Elecrical Age,
and is devoted to all the' branches and
departments of telegraphy,has been pub-
lishing a series of Jletters and  articles
on the question of placing all the wires
in the United States imder governmental
control. Some correspendents of the Age
have been very violently opposed to a
measure of this kind, on the ground
that it is monarchical, that' it
is mot consistent with ~“American
institutions, that it would be class legis-
lation, and thatit would not be so advan-
tageous to the telegraph operators as the
presentsystem of lines owned hy private

* companies. The editor of the Ageis an
advocate of giving the control of the
telegraph- lines ‘of theiUnited States
to the government, and- in his articles
good reasons are offered in favor of this
proposal. He states, what is an interest-
ing fact, that the government can
duplicate the system of the West-
ern Union Telegraph Company as
it exists today, for one-fourth the
amount that that company is now paying
dividends on. It follows from this that
telegraph systems controlled by the gov-
ernment can do the work at a much
Jower rate than the present companies,
and tuat if an equal rate was charged
the benefit would accrue to the revenu-s
of the country, 8o that the public would-
be relieved in one way or another. The
tendency of the tune certainly is in the
d rection of the goyernment controlling
the telegraph wires in the same way
as they do the post . office.
Eqnally good arguments could be
offered againstthe control of the post
office by the government as those put
forth to show that thegovernment ought
not to control the telegraph system. Al
the reasons that could be urged against
the one could be uryed against
the other. Yet what man “possessed of
common sense would aver that the gov-
ernment should.abandon the post office
and band over the work it now does to
private companies. As- for the
idea that there is  ‘anything
unfavorable to liberty or to demo-
cratic principles in the “eontrol-
ling of the telegraph wires by the
government, the idea is absurd to the
last degree. What people want both
here and in the United Stales is a
system that will combine efficiency and
economy, which will give a cheap ser-
vice,and one which is'also rapid and
satisfactory. 1f this can best be effected
by. the ernment taking hold of the
telegraph "wires, then it ought“to be
done.  The Telegraph Age naturally
looks at this matter from the operators’
stand point, its ides being that operators
would be better paid and better treated
if the service was a government one,
than they are at present. In. England
it is said that this result has, followed
the assumption of the telegraph wires
by the geygrnment, apd probably the
same end would be attained here.

LOOKING FORWARD.

Turning from the grist of pessimistic
trash that is ground ount daily -by the
Telegraphgand Globe for no other pure
pose, apparently, than to dishearten and
disgust their readers, it,is refreshing to
find among newspapers which are not
supposed to be -especially interested in
the welfare of Canada such paragraphs
as the [following, which is clipped from
the Chicago Inter-Ocean:—"T'o have gain-
ed a population of nearly 5,000,000, to
have built up & merchant marine that
is exceeded in tonnage but by two—or
possibly three—aof the ,great -nations of
the world, to have developedjagriculture
in despite of a somewhat inhospitable
climate, and to have made a good star:
towards maoufacturing prosperity, as
Canada has done, are achievements of

. which any people in @& colonial stage

may be proud.” We thank the Inter-
Ocean for these sensible words and for
the rebuke they convey to the men
among us who, unfortunately for the
country, do not choose tojoin the exodus
in which, they claim,the salvation of our
people is centered. We will not speak
of the unexampled and wonderful pos-
sibilities of the Northwest which are be-
ing slowly but steadily developed, of On-
tario which as a grain and grazing
country has no superior on the continents
and with the growth of intelligence is
growing richer and more thickly settled
every year, nor of Quebec, which but for
the miserable ignorance of its rural pop-
ulation might become a garden from end
toend ; it is enough for us to contem-
plate the present condition and possibili-
ties of these maritime provinces the fut-
ure of which, we firmly believe, will sur-
pass man’s most optimistic drears. The
fisheries around our coasts, which can
never be exhausted, have no parallel in
the world ; elsewhere on this side of the
the Atlantic, except in British Columbia,
to catch a salmon is the privilege of the
sportsman; here ‘the fish is a
soarce of wealth and forms a large item
in our table of exports; with proper
fishery laws properly enforced, this king
of fish will grow more plentiful from
year to year and so will the lobster and
the oyster. Thereare better grounds for
oyster culture in the Bras d’Or than at
Prince Edward Island or Shemogue,
where they thrive and multiply in spite
of neglect. Then these provinces are so
cut up by navigable water courses that
all ouf territory has ready commuaica-
tion with the sea. Were we not 80 en-

i» { grossed in the present, we would like to

fall asleep to wake a century hence.
What should we see? Neariy as large an
area of timber as we have now, notwith-
standing the continuous operation of our
milis for fifty years or more. After fifty
years we shall export little lamber in
the form of deals and boards ; it will be
exported almost exclusively in the form
of tarnitare, doors, sashes, mautels, cas-
ings, flooring ready to be laid down,
box shooks, ‘barrel staves and
heads, lasts, . spools,  bobbins,
carriages and carriage material and all
 kinds of implements that are made of

$10 for 1000 feet of lumber we ‘shall “get
from $20 to $200 and employment. will
be furnished to thousands of laborets.
Liooking forward we see the valleys:of
the Saint John and the Kennebeccasis
great froft orchards and vegetable ‘gar-
dens for which they areas well adapted
as tha Anuapolis valley, with great ean-
neries in every village, and along the
shore from Canso to Campbellton, pre-
paring their products and the products
of the sea for export to every part of the
world. Then, there are our mines. The
gold minesof Nova Scotia have only
been worked in a primitive fashion yet
they are paying better than was
ever paid by the richest mines in Cali-
fornia. Who can estimate their
possibilities  or  the  possibilities
of . our vast coal areas, and
deposits of iron, lead, manganese,
gypsum, granite, marble, silver, nickel,
etc, their value to the world and the
employment they will give to our people,
It is agrand thing to live today, but it
will be a thousand times grander to live
a hundred years hence. And @ hundred
years is but a little time. The average of
human life is constantly growing greater,
and there may be a dozen children in
this city to-day who will be alive when
the Christmas bells ring in 1991,

THE NEW YORK DYMANITE EXPLOSION.

When dymanite was first introduced
it was sometimes used by crazy and
malicious people, for the purpose of in-
flicting damage on life or propeérty, but
less has been heard of it in recent years,
except in the mining districts. where it
has been sometimes applied to the pur-
poses of murder. The attempt to kill
Russell Sage with a dymanite bomb will
probably cause a renswal of activity
among those weak intellects which are
prone to imitate the evil deeds of others.
It will algo invest life with new terrors
for capitalists who may not all
bé so lucky as to escape the bomb that
is intended for their destruction. Itap-
pears that while Mr. Sage, who was in-
tended to be killed, escaped, his would
be murderer lost his own life. The next
attack may reverse this state of affairs,
and in.any case the possibility of having
‘o pass through such an ordeal is not &
pleasant thing for great capitalists to
contemplate. Certainly dynamite has
a capacity . for bringing matters
to a crisis suddenly ‘which hard-
ly any other compeund known
to man possesses. A dynamite bomb
would break up a government much
more rapidly than the most succeesful
attack that could be made upon them by
the opposition. No argument would avail
to counteract the effects of dropping one
of these scientific toys through the ceil-
ing of & council chamber, or a parlia-
ment house, and therefore dynamiteis a
thing to be respected if not to be beloved.
Still we trust that the use of dynamite
for the future will be confined to its
legitimate purposes or to cranks and
lunatics such as the attempted murderer
of Russell Sage appears to have been.

The Hon. J. W. Longley, Attorney
General of Nova Scotia, has been making
a speech in Williams Hall, Cambridge-
port, Mass.; on the political and social
trade relations of the United States and
Canada, and the ultimate destinies of
both countries. Mr. Longley stated that
the time was not far distant when Can-
ada will be ready and willing to assume
the powers and responsibilities . of ‘ nat-
ional life. He was opposed to
imperial . federation. . He said that
the sentiment of Canadian _indep-
endence was cheered on every platform
Mr. Longley said that the sentiments of
the Canadian people were distinctly
opposed to political union with the
United States but that every one in
Canada was in favor of the most free
trade relations between Canada and the
United States. Manufacturers in Can-
ada wilt please take notice that Mr.
Longley was good enough to say that if
we had free trade, almost every article
we require would come from the
United States, and at the same time
we -would be able to furnish
the raw material to New Evogland
that would enable 1t to compete with
the south and west. ‘This is a distinct
admission of what the Gazerre has al-
ways claimed, that unrestricted reci-
procity would make us mere * hewers of
wood and drawers of water” for the peo-
ple of the United States, while it would
destroy all our manufacturing indust-
ries.

Tom Callaghan’s Career in the Ring,
And What He Thinks of Kenny.

Whether the
anecdote is atrue one or not does not

¢ | matter much ; but vertainly the bewitch-

ing Pauline posed for the Canova statue
in a state of nudity. It represents her
as Venus Victrix; holding -in— her ~hand
the golden apple as the prize of victory.
When I went to look at it I found -her
cax_rggs_ingty reposing on a bed; ensconced
in drapery, ostensibly as a cover of her
nakedness, and yet so arranged as to ex-
pose her . symmetrical form in all its

beauty.

Pauline was the loyeliest of Napoleon’s
‘With the
hot blood of the South runming through
her veins she ‘ripened to maturity long
before she was out of her teens and attr-
acted numerous admirers. Mme. Ducrest
writing of her, says she was the loveliest
woman 1 ever beheld; there was not the
slightest imperfection -in her delicious
face, to which was joined an elegant
figure and the mest seductive grace. She
was an incomparable beauty, but she had
little or no instruction, noconversational
powers and her manners were exceed-
ingly dissolute.” It seems only too pro-
bable that there was truth in the terrible
)| assusations laid to the charge of this
lovely but profligate woman, but fortuna-
tely she had redeeming qualities. With
all her frailties she was not a misehief-

g maker ; she might put out_her tangue to

her smlar-m-law behind her back and
cry. because Josephire had finér jewels
than shé had, but'she never tortured her
like her brother and sisters did, and
never allowed her to be swayed by poli-
tical motives to do a bad act.
In 1797, when Napoleon .was .at the
chateau of Montebello, already playing
the sovereign, he sent Joseph to Mar-
mont with the proposal that he should
marry Pauline. Marmsont -deelined,
and the offer which he refused was ac-
cepted by Gen. Leclerc, & brilliant young
officer of no great stamina, who may
have been ignorant of Pauline’s liaisons,
though that with the actor Lafont,
of the Theatre Francaise, had made
noise enough. Gen, Leclerc died in St.
Domingo of yellow fever, and Pauline
returned to Paris. Having little confi-
dence in her and anxionsthatshe should
conduct herself decently at all events
during the time she would have. to pass
in mourning, Napoleon confided her to
the care of his brother Joseph and his
worthy- wife,  but she soon became as
profligate as she was before her marriage,
in spite of the threats and remonstrances
of Napoleon. Then came the chance to
marry Prince Borghese, the liaison be-
tween them having become so pub-
lic that a wedding was necegsury. The
wedding caused quite a flutter among
the old families of the Faubourg St. Ger-
main, who felt themselves suddenly
brought into contact with the Bonaparies.
Strange to say, no official notifications
were made of this marriage. The cere-
mony was celebrated without any pomp
at Joseph’s ‘country residence of Mort-
fontaine, in the absence of Napoleon
who was at the camp of Boulogne.
It was the statue of this Princess that
Canova esteemed as one of his best
works, and.if I refer to it today it is  be-
cause it came very near being thrown on
the market a few days ago, -something
that was only prevented by the Italian
Government. Fancy a prince of one of
the most patrician families that Rome
has ever known finding himself hard up,
but that is what ails the Borghese. He
owes $5,000,000 and wants to sell his
celebrated gallery of pictures and statu-
ary, but as the Government of Italy op-
posed his doing so, family relatives have
managed to raise 13,000,000 francs or so
with which he may “stand off” a few of
those who are pushing him too closely.

THE PRETTY STORE. A RIVER STEANER BURNED.

The Acadin ‘ofthe. Star Line TFotally
Destroyed by Fire.
Thomas McDdde, watchman in Harris
& Co's rolling mills, and Fred Leathan,
watchman of Hilyard’s saw mill Strait
shore, noticed flames bursting out of the
steamer Acadia about a quarter to three
o’clock this morning as she lay in the
pond about midway between the iwo
mills, and they immediately gave
the alarm by starting the whistles of the
milis blowing. Officer Semple at the
North end station, on seeing the big re-
flection of the fire and hearing the whist-
les struck box 143 and called the firemen
to the scene. The tide was up at the
time, which prevented the firemen from
getting near enough to. the steamer fo
play any water on the fire so they dir-
ected their efforts at first to keeping Hil-
yard’s mill well wet down 80 that
the heat from . the . burning
steamer would not set it on fire. For-
tunately the wind did not blow the fire
towards the mill, 8o it was easily saved.

Ten or fifteen minutes after the first
blaze was seen the steamer was wrap-
ped in flames from bow to stern. Every
window glowed, the boards and frame
work of the saloons -and cabins became
a translucent red, and soon the whole of
the light wood work above the main
deck tumbled in and the flames
licked up the ruinsiand flourished in fan-
tastic figures about the smoke stack
which looked lofty as it boomed up alone.
As the tide receded the firemen reached
the steamer some by . wading and others
by paddling in & . boat.. Just as they
boarded her the deck beams gave way,
and the hull spread out throwing the
burning paddle boxes on each side out
towards the water like flaming wings.

A large crowd of people had been at~
tracted to the scene of the fire by the
bright reflection which it cast and by
the blowing of the mill whistle, and
many of them got. drenched to the skin
by the heavy rain which set in about
twenty minutes after the fire was discov-
ered.

The steamer was totally destroyed, as
she burned down to the water's edge,|.
and had many of the timbers in her bot«
tom burned out. The cilinder of the
engine burst, and therest of the machins
ery was warped and twisted up by the
heat, so that it.will be fit. for little else
than old junk. i

How the fire originated is a mysterys
There was no one on board the steamer
at the time, but fire had been left in the
furnaces yesterday, and it is thought
that the fiames first came from the fur-
nace room.

The sieamer was built. at Carleton in
1867, at a cost of about $36,000, for the
old Hatheway & Small line, and was
named thé Fawn. She was considered a
very finé boat when she first went on
the route between St. Jobn and Freder-
icton. Some years ago she sank at her
wharf at Indiantown, and on being
raised was thoroughly overbauled—in
fact she was practically rebuilt and the
