A Blind Hymn Writer

Fanny Jane Crosby was born in
Southeast, N.Y., Marech 24, 1820.
While an infant she was deprived of
her eyasight by the misfortune of hav-
ing a hot poultice applied to hereyes
when suffering from a slight cold. The
optic nerve was thus destroyed, and
she never saw earth's eternal beauties
again. But she did see the inmer
beauties of life and character, refusing
to have her happy dispesition clouded
by a physial calamity. When fifteen
years of age she voiced her determina-
tion in this poetic phrase:

*Oh, what a happy soul am I,
Although I cannot see

[ am resolved that in this world
Centented I will be,

How many blessings I enjoy

That other people don’t;

To weep and sigh because I'm blind
I cannot and I won’t.”

educated im an institution for the
blindjat Bridgeport, Conn. ‘So rapid
was her progress that she soon qualifi-
ed as a teacher ard remained right
there eleven years thus engaged.
Then she was married to Alexander
Van Alystyne, a blind musie teacher,
who died im in 1902, Miss Crosby was
of a long-lived ancestry. Her mother
had lived to be 102, and her grand-
mother 106. She herself retained to
the last all of her faculties except-
ing eyesight. Her memory Wwag
especially acute. Large portions ef the
Bible and quotations from favoriteau-
thors were at her tengue’s end. Her
gense ef feeling was also keen, She
could distinguish her intimate friends
by a touch of the hand.

Six years after her marriage she be
gan to wri‘e hymns and turned out
8,000 of them before her death. Only
five of her compositions are to be
found in the Methcdist Hymnal, bat
others will get there in the course
of time.

One of her hymns, “Safe in the Arms
of Jesus,” was written in a hurry in
1868. , The story is told as follows:

W. H. Deane, who wrote the musie
for many of her verses, had called one
morning at her home in New York.

« +[ must take a train to Cincinnati-
in 40 minutes, apd I want some words
written for this musie,” I wrote the
words, taking only fifteen minutes.

4 Triumphantly I carried it down to Mr.

Doane. The musie be played the
and.the words T had hurriedly wril
were those of “Safe in!the Arms

«It was my most successful hymn,
and I believe it was dictated by the
Spirit of the Lord, and that it was
born for a mssion.” .

Miss Crosby wrote many popular
songs, not a few of them appearigyg un-
der various noms de plame, such as
«[here’s’ Music in the Air,” “Proud
Werld, Goed-bye, I'm Going Heme,”
«Hagzel Dell,” *“The Honeysuckle Glen”
and *Never Forget the Dear Ones.”

No one since the days of Charles
Wesley or Isaac Watts has made any-
where near as large a eontribution to
the gospel somng book as did the blind
writer. One of her best known byans
reads:

Pass me not, O gentle S8aviour,
Hear my humble ery;

While en ethers theu art ealling,
Do mot pass me by.

Hnpdreds of religious songs came
from her pen, and every one of them
breathed the very atmosphere of the
Scriptures, They have beer sung
around the world, and in theusands of
homes brought light and cheer. Wo-
men at their householdsduties, men at
the tail of the plough, ard workers in
ard shop have sung and
hummed them, uotil their hearts and
minds have been filled with the haunt-
ing meledies of grace. Fanny Crosby,
by her songs, has made burden-bear-
ing easier, and thousands of Fearts
bave been turned by them to the paths
of consecration and trust. Her light
shene all the more clearly because of
her affliction, which has already work-
ed out for her a far more exceeding
and eternal weight of glory. God
shaded her eyes with His hand, that
she might walk more completely by
faith.

Fanny Crosby died in 1915 after
nearly 95 years of delightful sojourn
on earth.

Leaves France

Turbauned Troops Tra.nsi’oirid
to Another Field of Operations -
Thanked by King. |

London. — A British Indian
Army €orps has left France for an-
other field of operation, it is officially
announced.

“At the headquarters-of the Indian
Army Corps, béfore it let France, the
following address from their King and
Emperor was delievered to the men by
the Prince of Wales: ‘

““More than a year ago I summoned
you from India to fight for the safety
of my Empire and the honor of my
pledged word -on the battls field of
Belgium and France. The confidence
which I then expressed in your sense
of duty, your  courage and your
chivalry, you since bave nobly justi-

ed,
“] now require your services in an-

other field of action, but before you
leave France I send my dear gallant
son, the Prince of Wales, who hasshar
ed with my armies the kardships of
the campaign, to thank you in my
name for your seivices, and to express
to you my satisfaction.”

Fall Was Expected

Petrograd, Feb. 17.—The fall of
Erzerum, which has been confidently
awaited sinee the news of the taking
by the Russians of nine of the eighteen
foerts guarding the gateway to Asia
Minor, is the cause of great elation at
Petrograd.

Controlling the roads tbrough Are
menia with access to Trebigond, Tabris,
Mesopetamia, the capture of Hrzerum
is calculated to  have an immense
stratgetic importance in the Russian
campaign in the Caucasus and will
‘indirectly affect the Balkan campaiga
by relieving pressure on the Allies at
Salonika.

The conviction was entertained by
all Russian military observers that
Erzerum would be forced to eapitulate
and was basec on the fact the remain-
ing nine forts were considered of less
importange than those already in
Russian bands and could be readily
‘flanked or even ignored, forcing evac-
uation of the Turkish stronghold.

_The taking gf the first forts is be-
Jieved te haveudestroyed the plan of

Ko impregln.bi!ity of
Rrazerum rested on the assumption by
Geriman engineers : who constructed
fortifications that the pesition was safe
against assault from the south.

Despite intense cold and the deep
snow, the Russian artillery broke
through. and flanked the other posi-
tions, which went like a house of
cards, the result of the Russian on-
slaught exceeding all expectations,

The report demonstrate
how large has been the transfer of fish-
ing vesseis previously ¢perating from
Seattle and Ketchikau to the Canadian
port of Prince Rupert, where the op-
erators now sell their catch, obtain

Great Russian
Victory

Petrogard, Feb. 21.—The Russians
are pressing the advantage gained at
Erzerum on both flanks—on the right
along the Black Sea coast Ly the co-
operation with sea and land forces,
thev are driving the Turks from one
position after another te the east cf
Trebizond, and it is expected their
activity against that important sea-
port will not be long deferred.  In the
last two days the Russians have oc-
eupied Widje and préssed forward ten
or Lwelve miles westward. Their fleet
has destroyed in succession several
shore “batteries, which wmight have
been of assistance to the Turks. By
keeping well advanced land forees and
by destroying the biidges over several
streams in thLe path of the retreat-
ing Turks, jthey have rendered their
retreat more difficult. The fleet has
b:en working so close to the shore
that warships have been reached by
rifle fire from the Turkish troops. On
the other hand they have spread con
fusien in the ranks of the Turks by
dropping shells among them.

On the left flank, after the eceupa-
tion of Koph the Russians pushed on
for Mush and Acklat, the latter on
the morth shore of Lake Van. Frem
Koph to Mush, 60 miles over mount-
ain roads, they fought several battles
and “occupied Mush by +storm. The
Turks fled southward toward Diar-
beke, The next objective of the Rus-
sian Army is the possessien of Diar-
beke: It is only a day’s march to the

| Bagdad railway and is the last remain-

ing communication into Syria,

The rapid Russian offensive beyond
Eizerum is believed here to make a re-
treat improbable of the Turkish forces
operating along the Black Sea coast
and those troops which were active ia
the Mush district before the occupa-
tion will be entirely eut off from the
main Turkish aimies and surronnded.
This fate has already overtaken the
Thirty fourth Division of the Tenth
Corps, which was ordered from Orti
to Brzerum before the fall of that
fortress. As telephonic communica
tion between this group of Turkish
forces and the garrison at Erzerum bad
been entirely destroyed by the
Russians the Thirty fourth Divisien
marched serenely inte Frzeram with
out eny suspicion that the fortress
was then on the point of surrender.
These troops reached Eizerum from
the north west at the very moment
the Deve Beina line of forts fell into
the Russians’ hands and the army
which they had ccme to assist was in
full retreat, The road over which
they had passed was instantly occupi
ed by Russian cavalry and they were
sompletely surrourded and there was
no alternative but to surrender with
arms, equipment and artillery. Itis
regarded as almost nevitable that the
Turkish corps retiring along the Black
Sea coast, under the destrnctive fire of
the Russian fleet and the pressure of
the Russian armies, may be caught in
the same sort of a trap as the Turkish
troops falling back from Widge to
Muash Khansh, They have a greater
distance to go tkan the Russiantroops
which are advancing ficm Erzerum to
cut them off. - i
On the Turkish right flank, where the
Ninth corps is operating, the Turks
find themselves in the same preearious

position; since all the'roads in their re
treat north are gradually falling un
der Russian control. The retreat
of the Turkish armies everywhere is
is impe.de‘d by decp snow and they
are without food and lack war sup
plies, There seems to bo little possi
bility of their offeding even ‘a tem
porary resistance of any strength to
the Russian advancp,

! London, Jan. 20th, 1916.

My Dear Mother,—Just a few
lines to let you know that I am
well, hoping this will reach you
and all the family enjoying the
same blessing. I haven’t anything
strange to write you at present,
We will be leaving hear in two or
three days’ time for Swansea in
South Wales. I suppoae I will see
a few more things there, but I
wish we were at sea again. We
woula have a chance to see a U
boat. 1 have seen about all there
is on the !and to see, now I want
to see the U beats. 1 will try this
trip and if I don’t have better luck
I think I will try and get some-
where else. ‘

It might seem strange, but every
time we go through the
Mediterranean ‘hoth outward and
homeward, there are two or three
ships sunk around ue and we
haven't seea the sign of anything
yet. It is hard when they are
within a few miles and we can’t
get & shot at them. But there is
ouly one chance in a thousand
with the merehant ships now
against the latest submarines, but
I suppose my chance will come
yet.

We have a lomg way to go yet
wnless two or three more nations
deelares _war om us, and then- we
wili soon finish 1t up.  We would
have been farther ahead now if we
kad more to fight againit, beeause
they would net get angthing into
Germany: We are going too easy
all long.

You said that there were some
of our fellows eoming home but
it is better for them to stay over
here, because everyoumes help is
needed at the present time Don’s
worry abous me. If I can get one
U boat I am sasisfied to go under.

I am expeeting a letter soon, I
don’t. know how much [ have
written home since I cama here,
baut you ean’t eay what yeu would
lixe to sy, for I don't know how
these letters are hanmdled before
you gets them. But I ean tell you
shat you don’s get all the mews in
the papers. When you write let
me know whete our beys arethat
is over here: I would like to come
across some of them. I am think-
ing that the war will not
trouble us much. In faet, it
is ‘eome day go day” with me all
the time. . I take everything quite
cool. .
