Canada’s Revenue.
Ottawa, Aug. 3.—The recent an-

nouncement that the trade of Canada
had, during the fiscal year of 1898,
increased by $44,00,0000, is followed
by a statement of phenomenal increase
in the customs revenue for July. Re-
turns so far received place the receipts
at $2,436,491 as against $1,386,167
for the corresponding month of 1897.
A number of remote outports are yet
to be heard from and it is estimated
that when all the returns are in the
July revenue from customs will be
$2,60,0000, an incease over July 1897
of $1,218,833. This is to some extent
attributable to the rush of importation
under the reciprocal *tariff from Bel-
gium, Germany and other of the most
favored nations, but the general trade
expansion, as shown by- last years
figures, accounts largely for it.
