in Victoria West and Thetis Lake.

This decision, it was announced- this
morning, was reached at a private
meeting of the council last night. W,
J. Taylor, K. C., the city’s counsel, was
present and advised the council that
the city had power under the legisla-
tion obtained last session to expropri-
ate the whole of the company’s pro-
perty, The same view was entertained
by E. P. Dayis, K. C., of Vancouver,
whoe was consulted at the suggestion
of the city solicitor,

While it was agreed to proceed to ex-
propriation, on motion of Ald. Stewart,
seconded by Ald. Raymond, there were
four members of council whé§ thought
that the city should .carry out the
wishes of the ratepayers, as expressed
by the vote in 1908, and-go to Sooke for
!a water supply. These four were Ald.
i{einderson, Ross, Fullerton and Hum-
The steps now to be takén are under
the recent legislation, The value of the
company’s. undertaking, estimated on
the scale laid down in the act, is said
by city authorities to  be $858,000. A
short time. ago the company. turned
down an offer of $900,000, Theéy have
two months in which to accept or re-
Ject .this latest pffer. Should they turn
it down also the city will then go on to
arbitration.

ADVOCATES BIG
NAVY INCREASE

ADMIRAL BERESFORD
OUTLINES SCHEME

His Plan Includes Ten New
Dreadnoughts and Many -
Cruisers.

(Times Leased Wire.)

.London, June  80.—Advocating a Dlaw
of naval expanision glready’ submitted
to the admiralty, which practically pro-
vides the doubling of Great Britain's
immense sea force, Admiral Lord
Charles Beresford to-ddy declared that
this nation’s situation is more serious
than is generally known. He sald that
there was no use in precipitating . a
panic, but that it wag best to be on
the safe side.

The admiral’'s address, which was
made before the Chamber of Commerce
to-day, aroused the greatest enthus-
iasm among his hearers,

Ten Dreadnoughts in addition to the
four provisional ships already provided
for ‘will be built before March 318t 1944,
under the admiral’s plan. The: schemie
alse included . sixteen second ' class
cruisers, eighteen commerce Mctluz
cruisers and twenty ships of a new
type similar to torpedo boat destréyers,
but larger, The sdmiral also advocated
the enlistment of 16,000 men - for the
proposed new ships,

His estimate of the cost of tlﬁs plan
is about $2800,000,000,

For their occupants show-
er baths are conveniently arranged.

The lighting, heating and ventilation
arrangements ~proposed are all thor-
oughly modern.

Ledbetter was a resident of this vi-
cinity for years,’and was promineiit in
county affairs; Smith had been iu his
employ for several months.

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DOMINION DAY.

To-morrow Canadians from the
shores of the turbulent Atlantic to the
rock-bound coast 6 the Pacific will
cejebrate the forty-second dnniversary
of the birth of the New Dominion of
the North. As befitting the occasion,
the day will be honored not by -the
roar of cannhon or the boom of the
giant fire¢racker, but in a less bois-
ierous, and we believe more becoming,
manner—in c¢omplete cessation from
all ordinary business and pursuits and
in the relaxations towhich the hearts
of the people naturally ineline. For,
be it remembered, Confederation was
net brought forth in conflict and in
viglence, but by a process of peaceful
avblution. It wad the work of a band
pf men of gréat mental prescience
who, séeing that the futuré contained
no promise for the territorial ‘frag-
ments cemprising Uppeér and Lower
Caneda and the Maritime divisions of
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia, “felt
that something must be done to weld
the sparsely-populated pelitical en-
Yties of British North America into a
connfederation whi¢h must ultimately
inelude the whele of the nofthern
portion of the continent. Owing teé
jealousiés and  misunderstandings
which in the light of history dppéar
petty. the legislative union of Ontario
&nd Quebec,: known- as Upper - and
Lower Canaday had proved a complete
falluyre. There wére continsous bick-
gfings . and misunderstandings—but
these véty. things taught the statesmen
of the day a lesson, which was that
if union were to prove successful, -it
must be based upon complete 1local
gutonony. .

David Lloyd» eorge, who has suc-
ceeded Mr Asquith as Chancalior .of
the Exclieguer in the Brltlsh govern-
ment, . according ~to-. popular accepta-
tion. may in ‘time prove that he is
worthy to-wear the shoes of that great
popular tribune, the . late  William
Ewart @Gladstone. Mr. “Lloyd-George
is not only a ‘Anished speaker, inspiring
and convincing. endowed with the
‘flery temperament of the Ceit, but he
possesses an  advantage which Mr.
Gladstone lacked the “saving gtace of
humor:¥ "His reputation is already ' so
well established that, when he is re-
ported “on 'his ‘feet” 'the House is al-
ways crowded, the members hanging
upon every word, and vigorously ap-
plauding every thrust ang sally at the
expense: of his opponents, and every.
point made in favér of the policy of
a govérnment which has made the
first determined attempt at socigl re-
form and equalization of conditions.
The young Chancellor has yet, it is
true, to bow his acknowledgments
to  the ~mature judgment of the
times; but he has achiéved the dis-
tinction of delivering the only epoch-
making ‘Budget speech in a geneération.

LET BRITON‘S BEWARE

The United States Sénate has deen
engaged for seventy days.in discussing
the schedules of the tariff. Now it is
going to také up an améndmeént to the
federal ¢onstitution which will clear
the way for thé imppsition of an in-
come tax, Outr treaders will remeniber
that thé Supreme Court deéided a few
years ago that it was not within the
powera of the réepublic to tax incomes.
We do_ not remembeér exactly how
many days the Represeéntatives in the
othet brahéh of Congress dévoted to
the tariff schedules, but it was a good
many, thé whole going to prove the
cumbersomeness of the system of rais-
ing revenue by the imposition of duties
on everything in daily use by thé péo-
ple, rot to &peak of hundreds of thirgs
the gréat majority of the peéople Hard-
ly know as having an existence, The
demiands of manufacturers, dealers and
growers of Various commodities for
protectionn against the cheap products
of other countries add to the compli-
cations and confusion, so that it is no
wonder the legislators are reduced to
& dreadful state of econdmiic perplex-
ity. Weé suppose, However, that the
statesmien at Washington @il manage

Y

to complete their business before sums
mer passes into winter, and that before
Christmas the country will be relieved
from the condition of doubt and per-
plexity which is said to be the only
thing standing in the way of a return
to normal commercial and industrial
activity,

The Conservative party of Great Bri-
tain, which is reported to be strongly
in favor of “broadening the basis of
taxation” as a means of raising more
revenue and raising it more equitably,
ought to take note of what hag beén
going on at Washington for the past
three months, The Britxsh Parliament
practically sits all the year round at
present, with short intervals for shoof-
ing and other pleasures and. recrea-
tiors, Even at that it never catches up
with its business, Many most important
measures have to be shelved until a

more convenient season. What would_

the state of that legislative body be if
in addition to its ordinary work it were
called upon to deal with a complicated
and elaborate system of duties such-as
Congress has upon its hand when it
undertakes to ‘“‘revise the tariff down-
wards?”’ Such a spectacle as is wit-
nessed in the United States houses at
intervals when the members are keyed
up to the point of taking the wild tariff
buil by the horns should constitute a
warning to all nations against the in-
conveniences, if not the dangeérs, of the
protectionist system.

THE KAISER AND HIBE ADVISERS.

The reported intention. of Chancel-
lor von Bulow to resign his post recalls
Punch’s celebrated cartoon, “Dropping
the Pilot.” The Kaiser hag an unfortu-
nate faculty for getting rid of his
stronig. men at the wrong time, Von
Bulow proved himself a worthy suc-
cesgor to. Bfmarck; but it may not
prové an easy matter to select a suit-
able succégsor to von Bulow: It seems
to be a matteér of considerable difficulty
to reconile the Kaiser's concgeption of
his position and the popular idea of
constitutional, if not precisély responsi-
ble, government. If the German cab-
inet were diréctly responsible to' the
people for its acts’ and its poliey in-
stead of answerable to and chosen by
the sovereign, the ship of state miight
sdll along. more smoothly. Under the
constitutional system at prekent pres
vailing it is possible fof a strong, stub-
born and unyielding ruler such as the
present Kaiser to impose his will upon
the government, notwithstanding. that
that will may not be acceptable to a
Reichstag elected by the people and
responsible to the people, Such an
anomalous state of affairs unguestion-
ably is accountable for the decision of
von Bulow to lay down the héavy bur-
den of state affairs.  The Chancellor
occupies a4 position equivalent to that
of Prime Minister under the British sys-
tem, but is practically a buffer between
the sovereign and the elected repre-
sentatives of the people. The resigna-
tion first of von Bismarck, then of von
Bulow, accentuateées the anomalies of
the German system, The Kaiser will
resist to the limit any amendments
curtailing the powers of the Crown.
But the time will come when the Qer-
mdn people, among the leaders of the
world’s thought and action, will de-
mand a change, If the sovéreign be
wise, Wwhether that sovei'eign be
‘Wilhelm or his successor; he' will yield
with grace to.the popular demands, It
is impossible in thése days of progress
to stem the tide of political evolution.

It was suggested that Bare Island,
Triangle Island, Bird Islang and Mit-
tlenech Island shuld be 8et aside as
bird preserves, and that more effectual
meéans should be taken to see that the
nests of the birds are not robbed of
their egegs.

Dr. Young expressed hlS sympathy
with the movement, and sald that he
had alréeady taken the matter up with
Hon. F. J. Fulton, undeér whose de-
partment it came. He promised to
further inquire into the matter and to
take immediate steps to see that the
birds were properly protected.

City.

The coldést winter he remembers—sd

cold that even the Esquitog had to rustie
for food to keéep them from starvatidn,
owing to the fact that the whaling steam-
ers were unable to get into Herschel Isl-
and on account of the ice—is the informa-
tion brought from the North by D. Cad-
zow, of Rampart House, who is on his
annual supply purchasing trip.
- Mr. Cadzow is a guest at the Dominion
hotel again after a year’s absence. He
lives farthest north of any white man
through the winter, and once a yeay
comes out.” He is down for suppli¢s, and
will leave to-morrow for Edmonton. The
fur catch this winter, he says; is. smaller
than ever, and when-last year the lynx
passed through the north they ¢leaned up
practically everything. Neéxt year, how-
éver, he considers therée will be an ia-
creased supply, &s there were signs of it
¢oming at the time he started south.

There are twelve prospectors in the
Rampart House distriet working with
varying fortune, but nothifig big Has yet
Peerf struck. These have been.prospect-
ing on the Arcti¢ divide, about the last
point of land on the North Ameérican con«
tinent. A-small preliminary survey out-
fit went in recently for making preparas
tions to survey the boundary next sume
mer, They are now.arranging for camps
and locations. Phe full party is expected
to go in after next fall. They are now
looking over the country and seeing about
getting supplies in, The winter this year
was the longest in Mr. Cadzow’s experi-
ence, and considerable hardship was ex-
perienced all through the north. At Her-
gchel Island the Ksquimos were hard
pressed, and in other parts he heard the
Indians were starving part of the winter.
The ice did not stop driving before May
28th, which had never been heard of be-
fore.

In spite of the loneliness of spending
three-quarters of the year In the far
north, Mr. Cadzow says heé is always glad
to get back again. He has bécome one of
the “settlad. landmarks in the last five
years, and upon him now depends the get-
ting of supplies for the Indians for the
winter. If his traitr broke down or was

‘THE HOSPITAL

ANNUAL MEETING
OF SUBSCRIBERS

New Directors Elected at the
Meeting Held Yesterday
Afternoon.

‘At. the annual meeting of - the -sub-

scribers and dcenors to the Royal Jub-’

dlee hospital held yesterday, F. B.
Pemberton presided. Four directors
were ‘elected: A. C. Flumerfelt, Alex.
Wilsor, H. E. Newton and Mrs.
Rhodes. The annual reports were pre-

sented.
g DIRECTORS’ REPORT.

The directors’ report was as follows:

“The directors of the Provincial
Royal Jubilee hospital have much
pleasure in presenting their report upon
the working of the institution during
the 19th year of its existence.

*“The nurses’ home, the ¢ontract for
which was reported a year ago, has
deen completed and was formally
opened on January 5th last., The home,
with stone foundation and slate roof,
is substantially built and has cost,
furnished, $18,750.58. Shingles have
been removed from the roofs of all
the hospital premises and replaced
with P. & B. at a cost of $1,875.93. A
thoroughly modern X-ray apparatus
has been purchased at a cost _of
$663.80, but it is not yet in use for need
of a suitable room. It was not deemed
wise ‘to utilize a private room from
which revenue is derived and no funds
are available for the construction of
another,

Requirements,

‘“For: the same reason the painting of
the exterior of the buildings has been
postponed, ‘and many other- improve-
ments have likewise been deferred. Nor
does it appear probable that these
necessary improvements can ‘be: ¢ar-
ried-out under present conditions, for
in consequence of the opening of the
children’s ward and basement of that
wing, providing about 20 additional
Yeds from which very little revenue is
recefved, with only one additional pri-
wate room from which revénue is pro-
¢curable to meet the Jargely increasing
operating expenses, it is at present
very difficult to make ends meet, and
the hon. treasurer’s financial ' state-
ment for the past twelve months shows
that the expenses have exceeded .rev-
enue by about $1,800. This matter has
been receiving the attention of a special
committee of the directors,

v Chapel.

“Through, the thoughtful -kindness
and generobity of Mrs, J. D, Pember-
ton, of ‘Gonzales,” a chapel for the
yse of all Christian denominations has
been added to the hospital. It is well
mnd solidly built and space has been
found in the basement 'for a much
needed work.and meeting room for the
‘Women’s Auxiliary. The chapel will be
completely furnished, including a fine
organ. The warm thanks of the board
are :gratefully tendered to Mrs, Pem-
berton ‘for this useful gift.

New Wing,

“The building committee have under
consideration the construction of a
new wing to contain about 50 private
rooms complete with all necessary ap-
pointments. This undertaking will' be
submitted to the ratepayers of Vic-
toria for their approval and assist-
ance..

Méaternity Home,

“The need of a maternity home in
connection with this hospital was long
since recognized, and the sum of about
$12,000 - is now available towards its
construction and equipment. It is con-
sidered that a further sum of at least

“On- the 15th of May, Dr. E.- A, Wal-
lace completed his engagement at this
hospital as assistant medical officer
and was succeeded by Dr, Norman J.

Dr. Wallace performed the vari-
ous duties assigned to him with great
satisfaction to all concerned, and left
the hospital with the directors’ best

CASE IS T-AK'EN:.

PREVIOUS DEC.ISIONS
COVER CROSS CASE

Praintiff Will Appeal From the
Ruling to Full :
Court.

The E. & N. Railway Company was
successful in ‘the ' legal / contentions
made on its behalf in.the case of Cross
vs. BE. & N, and-the case was taken
from the jury yesterday aftérnoon by
Mr. ‘Justice Martin and dismissed. The
plaintiff sued for damages for the loss
of- a leg; -having been- run- over- by an
engine while walking /along -the line
from Victoria West .into.the city, as
people have been ‘doing Since the line
was opened. The chief line of defence:
was that plaintiff was at-best there by
bare license and that the company was
hot liable for any injury he suffered.

Fred Peters, K. C., who appeared
with W. C. Moresbhy for the plaintift.
made 'a strong . argument, fortified
with décisions, as to the responsibility
of a defendant for injuries arising from
its negligence even where a plaintift
was a bare licensee.

damages on the ground that on the
prairies  there was no obligation cast

on ‘the company to fence its track from
trepass. The full court upheld this.
Mr. Justice (now C. J.) Wetmore, dis-
senting, and the supreme court of Can-
ada adopted his reasons, reversing the
trial judge, on the ground that -the
horses were trepassers and there was
no duty cast on the company to look
out for -them.

Another English case cited was that
a lodger who used -a.ledge on the roof
for drying clothes, andfell':through a
defective fence.

Lord Collins said that the facts showed
there was not merely license to go onm
the company’s property, but an invitation
to do so. '

Taking up the case of Harrison.vs.
Northeastern . Rallway, cited by E. P.
Davis, K. C., in which the company was
held not liable for an accident which oec-
curred at a polnt where the public had
habitually been crossing the track, Mr.
Peters said the law 'laid down there had
been over-ruled. He cited -an Irish case
in which'a man who was doing what the
public had constantly been doing, e¢ross-
ing the . tracks to purchase.a ticket, was
killed. One of the .defences was that he
'was a trespasser, but the courts held, up
to the House of Lords,\that being on the
line by tacit leave of the defendants he
must be considered as lawfully there and
entitied to have reasonable care exercised
towards him by the compauny. Several
other cases were cited to show that even
where a2 man was a bare licensee there
waa a labllity to exercise care towards
him. One of these was an American case,
where the Delaware, Lackawanna &

SURFACE DRAINAG

City Will Try to Overcome Ob-
jections of Local Gov-
ernment-

At  Monday’s council meeting the
report of the streets, bridges ang sew-
ers committee was adopted as follows:

“l. Re communication from the pub-
lie works engineer, with reference to
the removal of electric wires and peles
and the construction of a conduit on
Bellevilie street. Recommended that
inasmuch as the city is doing the work
and not the B.'C. Telephone Company,
the government be asked to pay the
amount of their contribution te the
work, $800, to the.city and not to the
telephone company.*
