BVSXHBSS 270TZ0S. used to inoculate healthy animals, will 
reproduce the disease as effectively as 
the saliva. Again, one of the great 
difficulties in research on rabies arises 
from the uncertainty of the evil after 
inoculation or a bite, and the long time 
of incubation. M. Pasteur is now able 
to communicate the disease surely, and 
to shorten considerably the time of in­
cubation. His method is to inoculate 
directly the surface of the brain, having 
recourse to trepanation, and using as 
inoculating matter the célébrai substance 
of a mad dog as pure as possible. In 
that case the first symptoms of rabies 
infallibly appear in a week or two, and 
death ensues in less than three weeks. 
The results of Pasteur’s further investi­
gations will be awaited with unusual 
interest, in the hope that they may lead 
to the pointing out of some means of 
alleviating the sufferings of humanity 
from this terrible disease, of the nature 
of which so little is thus far known.

In the account of his African explo­
rations just published, Major Serpa 
Pinto refers at considerable length to 
the ants encountered in the course of 
his journeyings.

In all narratives of the the Crusades, 
mention is made of the mace—a powerful 
oaken staff, heavily weighted with iron, 
in the shape of a spiked metal ball, at one 
extremity—with which Richard the Lion- 
hearted used to crack the sculls of his 
enemies in battle.

Long after Richard’s time, the mace, in 
a strong hand, was a destructive war- 
weapon, which none but very strong 
armor could resist

After the introduction of gunpowder 
into European war, in the early part of 
the fourteenth century, the mace fell into 
disuse as a weapon of battle. As a symbol 
of authority, however, it continues in 
partial use, being borne before civil magis­
trates, in some countries, as an emblem of 
power.

In the British House of Commons, for a 
long time past, the custom has been, when 
the speaker enters, as presiding officer, to 
carry before him a richly-ornamented mace 
of silver gilt, and, until that official has 
taken his seat and the mace has been 
placed on the table before him, the House 
(as it is called) cannot proceed to business.

Many of my reader* will recollect, I 
doubt not, the historical passage, in the 
middle of the seventeenth century, when 
Oliver Cromwell, resolved to have his own 
way, entered the House of Commons, 
heading an armed force, and, calling on 
his followers to “ take away that bauble” 
(as he called the mace), thereby summarily 
dissolving the Long Parliament

That direction 
was almost towards the earth. Had the 
direction or apparent motion beeu, so to 
speak, athwart the sky, more accurate 
predictions would have been possible.— 
The development of the tail before peri­
helion is in this comet greater than that 
of the great comet of 1858. On last 
Thursday night the comet, for the first 
time, kept above the horizon all night, or, 
technically speaking, entered the circle of 
p»rpe*«ftl apparition. The European cir­
cular announcing the elements and ephem- 
eris of the comet has just been received in 
course of mail, and its contents are 
another confirmation of the reliability of 
the new telegraphic code devised by 
Messrs. Chandler and Ritchie. Communi­
cations have been received from Dr. B. A. 
Gould, director of the astromical observa­
tory of Cardoba in the Argentine repub 
lie, by which it appears that the comet B, 
or as it is popularly known, the old comet, 
was first discovered by him in going from 
his house to the observatory on the even­
ing of May 25. This is the earliest date 
yet named. His statement in regard to 
it is of great professional interest, for he 
is one of the ablest astronomers in the 
western hemisphere, and was formerly, as 
is well known, connected with the Har­
vard University observatory.

CANADA HOUSE.Steamship Wrecked in Halifax 
Harbor. where we are prepared to take

Halifax, N. S., Aug. 7.—The Crom­
well Line steamer Cortes, Captain Henry, 
from New York via Halifax, for St. John’s. 
Nfld., which left this port at half-past 4 
o'clock this morning, struck on Thrum 
Cap, at the entrance of the harbor, an 
hour later and became a total wreck. 
Passengers, crew, mails and baggage were 
all saved and brought to the city. The 
Cortes was a vessel of 1,200 tons, built at 
Medford, Mass., in 1862, and overhauled 
in 1877 and again in 1881, at an expense 
of $20,000. She left New York on Tues­
day evening, Aug. 2nd, with about thirty 
one passengers, a crew of thirty men, and 
a heavy general cargo, equal to 7,000 
barrels in bulk. Heavy fog was encoun­
tered all the way on the voyage to Halifax, 
ami the vessel was some thirty hours late 
in arriving here. She took on a small 
cargo here and 12 passengers, and sailed 
at half past four o'clock this (Sunday) 
morning. There had been a heavy wind 
during the night, but it was comparative­
ly calm at that hour, though with fog. It 
is not unusual for the Cromwell Line to 
take pilots, and Captain Henry, although 
he has only been on the ship four trips» 
took her out himself. At twenty minutes' 
past five she struck on “ Tribune ’’ Beach, 
Thrum Cap Shoals.

Mr. Howard B. Walker, of BéeÇnn.'^hd- 
was one of the passengers, makes the fol­
lowing statement : When passing the 
lighthouse we entered very heavy fog. 
Captain Henry was/ making the buoy 
when, all of a sudden, the vessel struck 
We were not going very fast, and the 
shock was slight, indeed so much so that 
the passengers hardly realized the fact 
when it was announced. Captain Henry 
ordered the engines reversed, but the ma­
chinery was all out of gear, and the ship 
swung a ground on the rocks. In ten 
minutes boats were lowered, but the tide 
was running too strong to use them. By 
this time the passengers were all on deck 
and manifested great anxiety, but became 
quited on finding they were not out of the 
harbor and ia no danger. The vessel con­
tinued to bump and roll heavily for some 
time and finally settled down abaft with 
the bow afloat. It was feared that the 
masts would fall, and the passengers were 
ordered abaft. Some fishing boats soon 
arrived, and Captain Henry accepted offers 
of assistance. Mr. Heyer, chief officer, 
was sent to the city to notify the agent, 
Mr. J. T. Wood, and obtain assistance. 
At half-past eight o’clock it was reported 
that the vessel was free of water, but on 
the return of the first officer at half-past 
eleven five feet of water was reported.

All recognised authorities agree that 

Salmon (Salmo Salar) leave the salt 
water for breeding purposes, and the 
fact that they lie, for months, in the 
freeji water pools while the ova-ripening 
process is going on, is established be­
yond a doubt. Thousands of men have 
also seen these fish depositing their 
and milt in the gravelly runs of our rivers. 
According to Mr. Wilmot, however, 
this has all been a mistake on the part 
of the salmon. They have gone to a 
great deal of unnecessary trouble, for 
they have made the voyage up-r 
every spring, swimming for miles and 
miles, (they go a good deal 
hundred miles up the Miramichi) when 
they might, by consulting the great 
pisiculturist, have obtained such in­
formation as would enable them to re­
main in the cool, salt sea at all times. 
It is quite clear that if salmon ova and 
milt will ripen in the salt water the 
same is true uf those of all the migratory 
fishes. 5 What need has there been, 
therefore, in all the years since the 
Creation, for the poor, weak smelt 
(Osmirus Viredescens) to ascend 
rivers under the impression that the 
journey was necessary at the spawning 
season, when they might have gone 
through all the necessaiy processes of 
reproduction in a Wilmotian paradise, 
contiguous to the “ ever sounding sea” 
and thus escaped the dip-net of the enter­
prising up-river agriculturist, the bag 
net of the fisherman and the pin-honk 
of the urchin. By parity of reasoning 
we may assume that our beautiful sea 
trout (Trutta Marina) have always been 
victims of misdirected instinct which 
has prompted them to ascend the rivers 
rnd live there every year, when they 
might just as well have played about in 
our bays and harbors with the eels, 
sculpins, flounders and “ tommy-cods."

On Monday noon, яя Patrick E. Crowe, 
inventor of the infernal machines that 
were recently shipped to England, and 
which caused such a commotion through­
out the country, was walking up Mine 
sLreet in Peoria, Ill., he was arrested by 
United S:ates Marshal on an order from 
Mr. McVeagh, U. S., Attorney-General. 
The news quickly spread throughout the 
city and created the greatest excitement. 
A number of leading citizens gathered, 
and hail in the sum of $10,000 was tend­
ered, but the Marshal simply replied to 
all enquiries that he could take no bail, 
ami that he must go with him to Chicago, 
where he was taken, Crowe has taken 
the affair very coolly. He has disposed 
ot his business, aud has avowed his in­
tention of raising an army as soon as he is 
liberated, and to continue the manufacture 
of infernal machines. He says he sees in 
this the only possible way to right Ire­
land’s wrongs. Mr. Crowe is a sober, 
quiet citizen, but on this subject he is 
quite an enthusiast. One of the infernal 
machines designed to blow up England 
has been taken to the “Journal ” office in 
I’euvia, fiom the boiler shop where they 
weie to l>e fitted np. They were cast in 
the foundry of O'Rourke Brothers and 
from there thirteen of them were taken 
to the boiler shop of J. Moore, near by, 
to have a short cap of boiler iron put over 
the top. The machine resembles a shell 
in shape. It' is ten inches long aud six 
thick, with a two inch thick band around 
it. There is an inch hole in the centre of 
one end. The other end is conical in 
shape, so that when standing on its end 
it looks like a shell. Over the hole in the 
level end is a stout cap of boiler iron, fitted 
carefully. The explosive material is 
p]aced inside this shell, the top closed 
with screws and the boiler-iron cap, and 
the whole left to do its work. Even if 
discovered, it could hardly be deferred 
from executing its purposes, for the set 
screws are so made that it is with difficulty 
that they can be removed, and it would he 
almost certain death to tamper with it 
after it was set and ready for use, as the 
slightest jar would release the clock work 
and ignite the charge. It is computed 
that one of those machines would destroy 
a whole block of the largest buildings in 
the world, no matter how well built. 
Each machine contains a pound and a half 
of dynamite and an ounce and a half of 
fulminate of mercury.—Ex.

Marine and Fisheries, are to the effect 
that he is now confined to bis bed in a 
very low condition, and that the prospects 
of his ultimate recovery are very poor. ”— 
Montreal HeraAd.

We are pleased to state that the above 
paragraph is wholly incorrect. Hon. Mr. 
Pope is, his physician says, almost as 
well at present as he ever was ; and in­
stead of being confined to bed he is lodily 
as strong as any one.—Ch'tovm Examiner.

A short time ago we stated, in sub­
stance, about what the Herald has done. 
Our authority was a personal one which» 
we considered next to the very highest, 
and we do not think we were mistaken.
What does the Examiner mean by its 
special reference to Mr. Pope’s bodily 
health. Our information was to the 
effect that a member of the Dominion 
Cabinet, who visited Mr. Pope, found 
him lying ill in bed, that he addressed 
him in encouraging terms on the subject 
of his departmental duties. (Marine 
and Fisheries) assuring him that his 
ministerial substitute was still accepta­
bly acting as his deputy, and that lie 
need not give himself official uneasiness. 
This Minister said that Mr. Pope lay in 
his bed while this, and more of similar 
import, was being said to him, but gave 
no sign that he heard or understood a 
word of it. If this is untrue we would 
be glad to know it. If Mr. Pope is 
really recovered in body and mind, we 
are quite sure that no party feeling will 
mar the general pleasure everybody will 
experience on being assured of the 
fact. As Minister of Marine and Fish­
eries Mr. Pope has not been able to do 
himself justice and the country has suf­
fered in consequence. If he is well in 
body and mind, and if the statements 
respecting his health are “ wholly in­
correct,” as the Examiner would have 
the public infer, then, in the interest of 
the country, let him return to Ottawa,

raises and lavy a strong hand on the 
reckless conduct of his subordinates.

Aa Astounding Proposition.
Superintendent Wilmot has returned 

from his visit to the St. John river fiah 
hatchery at Rapids des Femmes. He was 
unable to make any arrangements for 
stocking the hatchery with salmon eggs 
this year, aa there were no salmon to be 
obtained for love or money in the vicinity 
of the place.

He has hit upon a new plan which he 
thinks will secure for the uses of the 
hatchery in the future a never failing 
supply of parent fish. He proposes, as he 
expresses it, to take the bull by the horns. 
In other words, it is intended to get the 
quantity of parent fish required at the 
mouth of the river. For this purpose he 
has secured the attention of Mayor Jones 
in considering the idea of obtaining a lease 
from the Corporation of the salt water lake 
at Carleton. In the spring the salmon 
will be bought from the fishermen here 
immediately after being taken from the 
nets, and placed alive in this great reser- 

A place will be fitted up for the 
accommodation of the fish at low tide, and 
a grating will be placed across the entrance 
to the lake to prevent the fish escaping. 
In the fall—or period of incubation—tlTe 
female salmon will be taken from the 
water, their ova extracted and the fish let 
go. By this means Mr. Wilmot is confi­
dent of obtaining a large and never-failing 
supply of eggs for the hatchery. The 
theory is often advanced that the salmon 
cannot thrive in a salt water reservoir,
but Mr. Wilmot entertains no difficulty on 
this score as the system has been found to 
work well at the Saguenay hatchery. It 
is intended to procure next year about a 
million ova in this way.— St. John News of 
Aug. 2nd.

Superintendent Wilmot’s scheme for 
securing in the future a nevei-failing sup­
ply of salmon eggs for the St. John river 
hatchery has aroused a good deal of atten­
tion. Harbor Master O’Brien has placed 
in Inspector Venning’s hands a plan of the 
harbor and bay coast with location of nets, 
weirs, etc., containing a good deal of in­
formation on the subject. A gentleman 
well acquainted with the harbor and the 
fisheries opposes Mr. Wilmot’s plan of 
using the salt pond at Carleton as a salmon 
reservoir on the grounds that the place is 
rapidly filling up. He points out that no 
grating could be put across the entrance, 
as Mr. Wilmot proposes, because of the 
vast amount of ballast, which is taken 
through there every year to be deposited, 
from vessels lying on the west side ; that 
the pond is gradually filling up by reason 
of the rubbish that is placed in it, and the 
sediment brought in by the spring tides ; 
and that no salmon couM live in the water 
made impure by the sewers of the entire 
highlands of Carleton, and by tons and 
tons of old copper strippings taken from 
vessels on the blocks and deposited there. 
These points appear to be reasonably ami 
are backed up by others which would 
seem to show that Mr. Wilmot’s scheme is 
visionary and unfeasible.— Si. John News 
of Aug. 5th.

This new proposition of Mr. Wilmot 
is as reckless and unnatural as the whole 
salmon-hatching business is abortive and 
unnecessary in this, Province and it 
is time the Government stepped 
put a stop to the waste of public money 
and depletion of our fisheries which 
are involved in such destructive experi­
ments. We do not know whether this 
hatchery business has been as badly 
conducted in the other provinces 
this, but if it has Mr. Wilmot should 
confe& his fish-culture theories great 
failures, and abandon them like an | 
honest man. A fish-culturist of that 1 
gentleman’s experience—an experience 
that has cost the people of Canada a 
large amount of money—ought to know 
better than to locate a Hatchery at 
Rapids des Femmes. His experiences 
in connection with the Northwest Mir­
amichi Hatchery ought to have auggeet-

judge by looks the sturgeon with a form 
as terribie and a body as large as a shark, 
would be a deadly foe to the smaller fishes 
in the river. But in reality it is incapable 
and unwilling to injure others and flies 
from the smallest fishes. The sturgeon,in 
its general iorm,resembles the fresh water 
pike. The mx,e is long; the mouth is 
small and round without jaw bones or 
teeth and situate beneath. The body із 
long, pentagonal, and covered with five 
rows of large bony knobs, one row on the 
back and two on each side and a number 
of fins to give it greater expedition 
All the varieties grow a great size, some 
having been taken from the St. John over 
thirteen feet long. Sturgeon being natur­
ally timid, travel in shoals and are remark­
ably temperate in their habits of life, 
living near the bottom of rivers and sub­
sisting on the vegetable matter. So tem­
perate are they that there is an old Ger­
man proverb applied to a man of extreme­
ly abstemious habits, when they say he is 
as moderate as a sturgeon. Some author­
ities say that the sturgeuu is attracted by 
sound, and shoals of them have been 
known to gather at the sound of a trumpet.

HOW THEY ARE CAUGHT.
The sturgeon being a harmless fish and 

in no way voracious, it is never caught by 
a bait but always by a net, and from the 
size of its mouth it could not swallow any 
hook capable of holding so large a bulk 
and so strong a swimmer. Regarding the* 
size of the nets and the manner prescribed 
for catching sturgeon in the Province of 
New Brunswick the Marine and Fisheries 
Department have issued the following 
orders :—

The close time for sturgeon shall be 
from the 31st August until the 1st May 
following.

Sturgeon nets shall not be less than 
thirteen inches in the mesh, extension 
measure, from knot to knot when the net

No sturgeon net shall be used un­
til a license has been obtained from the 
Department of Marine and Fisheries, the 
fee for which shall be $5 for the season.

All sturgeon nets must be plainly mark­
ed with the owner’s name ; non-comp4ance 
with this regulation will render the net 
liable to confiscation, and the cancelling of 
the license.

Sturgeon are caught mostly at nigl ts 
In line days the waters of the River St. 
John are clear and the fish see the net and 
swim round it. On dark days, when the 
atmosphere is thick, fish are sometimes 
taken, but by far the greater catch is at 
night. In fact the business of catching 
the sturgeon may be said to be done at 
night. It is an exceedingly pretty sight 
of a night when the moon is clouded to see 
a dozen or more boats with their small but 
bright ligl t bobbing up and down on the 
light swell of the river. The l>oats 
their fishing ground at dusk, taking with 
them a net about 100 fathoms long. Each 
boat contains two men. The boats are 
cheaply bu It, having flat bottoms that 
they may nut capsize easily, when a heavy 
fish is drawn from the water into them. 
The men engaged in catching the fish fur­
nish only their time, the packers and 
shippers supplying the nets, boats and all 
other appliances. When the nets have 
been set all the men have to do is to watch 
them. And should they Lee the corks 
siuk they know something has struck the 
net. A peculiarity of the sturgeon is that 
as soon as it finds itself fast in a net it 
immediately cornea to the surface and the 
fishermen draw the nose out of the water. 
The fish is very still and it does not take 
but a minute to put a small lasso round 
under the tins, and by this means the huge 
creature is drawn into the boat with no 
more resistance than from the same weight 
of lumber. But it requires care to handle 
the animal when it is being taken from 
the water and it has been found prudent 
not to abuse it, as in that case it uses its 
tail very freely and with great effect. So 
powerful is the tail that when struck fairly 
a man is easily knocked down. In Ger 
many and Russia the fish are usually 
towed ashore and landed on the beach, 
but the St. John is so wide where stur­
geons are most abundant that this process 
has been found impracticable.

HOW THEY ARE KILLED.

When the season first opened the fish 
were allowed to die a natural death in the 
boats. This takes a long time, and fre­
quently fish caught at 11 o’clock in the 
morning would be brought to the steam 
boats half alive. The secretary of the 
Society for the Prevention of CrueUy to 
Animals took charge of the matter and 
determined that the fish should be killed 
as soon as they left the water. The man­
ner prescribed was by cutting off the tail 
and breaking in the skull. For a week or 
two this was carried out, but the amount 
of blood in the boat was so great that it 
rotted the nets much quicker than former­
ly. The society was appealed to and it 
was decided that the blow on the head is 
sufficie it to cause death, and thus the dis­
gusting spectacles of fish half dead being 
dragged from a small boat to the steamer 
or of the fish with their tail off and the 
blood streaming out on the deck are both 
avoided.

Another and an entirely different plan 
is pursued by Mr. Peter Federsen, the 
gentleman to whom New Brunswickers are 
mainly indebted for the development of 
the sturgeon fishery. His establishment 
is located at Oak Point, about a half mile 
above Flexveiling’s wharf. Instead of 
killing the fish as soon as they come out 
of the watt they are brought in boats to 
his landing, where a large pen has been 
provided for keeping them in. The pen is 
about 100 yards from the shore, and is 
made by <i iving scantling into the soft 
bottom and securely fastening in around 
the tops. The tops are about five feet out 
of the water, being sufficiently high to 
prevent the fish from getting out. In this 
place the fish are kept alive until such 
time as the number is sufficient to make a 
shipment. The commercial advantages of 
such a plan are at once apparent. For 
instance just at present the market in New 
York for sturgeon is very low. Large 
numbers have been caught in the great 
lakes and shipped by refrigerator cars at a 
less expense than the fish can be exported 
from St. John for and the large supplies 
have sent prices down about 50 per cent., or 
from 6 cents abound to 3 cents, 
such an arrangement as that possessed by 
Mr. Federsen he is not obliged to sacrifice 
his fish, but can hold until the market ad­
vances. Besides this, the fish are better 
when killed directly after being taken from 
the water, the roe being ot no use what­
ever when the fish has been dead two or 
three hours before it is taken out, the egg 
decreasing in size in proportion to the 
time the fish is kept out of the water.

PREPARING THE FISH FOR MARKET.
The principal points for shipping stur­

geon are from Indiantown, where Mr. F. 
P. Noble has an establishment: at Oak 
Point where Mr. Federsen operates and at 
Golding’s landing, where Mr. C. Dolbo 
has a packing house, are all very similar. 
Mr. Federsen’s is directly on the bank of 
the river and consists of two large re­
frigerators and a large vat for offal. The 
fish are brought in boats to a scow anchor­
ed on the brink of the river and here the 
head and tail are first severed from the 
body and the fish is cut open and the 
entrails taken out. The roe or caverie is 
placed in a keg, water is then thrown over

and the flesh cut in long strips and placed 
in the refrigerator. The next process is 
packing, the flesh being put in with 
alternate layers of ice. Each box holds 
from 300 to 500 pounds ami they are 
shipped on the river steamers and go either 
to Boston or New York by rail or steamer. 
After the arrival there the fish are either 
smoked or pickled. The cavarie is pre* 
pared and shipped in kegs. The offal from 
the fish is then boiled and the oil extracted» 
about one barrel of oil being obtained from 
100 fish. The refuse, after the oil is ob­
tained, is an excellent fertilizer, and is 
given to the fanners, who use it for that 
purpose.

Lightning—Fire-
THE EXTENT OF THE BUSINESSA terrific squall of wind, accompanied 

by lightning, thunder, rain and hail visited 
Chatham on last Saturday forenoon. The 
rain fell in torrents for a few minutes, 
followed by the hail stones аЩ a sudden 
burst of brilliant lightning with a crash 
of thunder, almost instantaneously follow­
ing it. The whole effect was grand to 
those who admire nature in her fiercest 
moods, but terrifying to the timid. The 
hail-stones averaged four to the ounce by 
actual weight.

Only an approximate estimate of the 
business can yet be given, as the season 
will not be ended until the last of August. 
But that it has reached astonishing pro­
portions cannot be doubted. Last year 
less than 2,000 sturgeons were caught and 
shipped. This year the number will be 
considerably over 5,000, which is a great 
deal more than double the figures of the 
first year and a remarkable development 
for a new business. Then last year only 
$1 each was paid by the shippers to the 
fishermen for the fish. This year compe­
tition has advanced the price to 51.25 and 
51.50. There are over 100 nets worked 
nightly, and from 250 to COO men em­
ployed. .An average catch to я net is 
about 4 fish, but as many as 16 have been 
taken by one boat. The circulation of so 
much ready money iu a portion of the 
Province where in many places the soil is 
by no means productive, must be of in­
calculable value.

A question has arisen as to whether the 
fishery will not be easily exhausted.— 
Some persons incline to the opinion 
that it will, while others argue it will 
not. Most of the fish caught are of tl e 
female sex, though often a male and a 
female will be caught not five feet apart in 
the net, and both sexes are caught head­
ing up stream. Well informed fishermen 
are of the opinion that the fish are on 
their way from the sea up stream in search 
of a good spawning ground, and that when 
done spawning they make their wax* back 
to the sea again. Thatgthey do spawn is 
a settled question, as young sturgeon are 
often found in tlid herring nets in the 
spring, apparently on their way to the 
sea. Iu Russia and Germany the fishery 
has been carried on for years without any 
apparent diminv'ion in numbers, and 
there appears no reasonable doubt that the 
sturgeon fishery of the St. John will be­
come equally profitable with that of the 
United States, Russia and Germany.

Those who first worked at them 
thought they contained explosive oil and 
some abandoned the task, but Mr. Bren­
nan stuck to them until the danger was 
over, burning his hands in the plucky 
work.

Benedict and Ambrose of the Chatham 
Branch of the Bank, who went into the race 
with many disadvantages. Mr. Ambrose 
had gone to Halifax on Thursday night, 
but Mr. Benedict did not leave here until 
Friday night, reaching Halifax on the day 
of the race. He took with him the boat 
in which he and Mr. Ambrose rowed in 
the recent Newcastle race. Iu hurriedly 
getting her around to the Arm in 
tow of a private steam yacht, the water 
being very rougfi, she was run under 
and upset, the oars going adrift, 
together with a valise containig their row. 
i îg costumes, etc. In recovering the boat, 
oars and valise, Messrs. Benedict and 
Ambrose got very wet. A plank of the 
boat was also cracked, causing a serious 
leak, and one of the oars was split. The 
start was delayed, however, and when 
they reached the judges’ boat they were 
obliged to get into line at once, having 
time only to throw theii coats and vests 
off. The race was one of about a mile 
and for the first hundred yards the Mer­
chant’s Bank men led the Miramichi re­
presentatives, but the staying powers of 
the latter told from that to the end of the 
race. They came in easy winners of the 
first prize—two silver cups. Their vic­
tory, under the circumstances, is a very 
creditable one. Mr. Benedict has return­
ed to Chatham, but Mr. Ambrose is spend­
ing his holidays at home in Digby, N. S. 
The Haligonians interested in the Regatta 
treated our men very handsomely all 
through, and accorded them the credit 
they were entitled to, although some of 
the papers of that city seemed disposed to 
be less generous and intelligent in their 
references to the result of this race.

A Sad Case :—Last Thursday evening 
Policeman John Ring removed a woman 
named Kate Battle, who was violently in­
sane, from James XYhitenect’s saloon on 
Brussels street, under a certificate of lun­
acy from Dr. T. J. O. Earle, and placed 
her in the Provincial Lunatic Asylum.— 
The unfortunate woman’s case is a sad 
one. Belonging to Campbellton, she 
eame to this city a couple of years or more 
ago. Getting into trouble here she went 
from bad to worse, and finally became 
violently insane from a hard life and 
drink. She had been insane for about 
twelve days, and confined in a room for 
two or three days before her removal, and 
when Policeman Ring went to remove her, 
he found her lying on the floor stark 
naked in a litter of straw, which she had 
pulled from the mattress, and filth. It 
was only after a severe struggle that Police­
man Ring and XVhitenect succeeded in 
getting any clothes on her, as she resisted 
violently, and had to be carried into the 
vehicle. She was eventually lodged safe­
ly in the Asylum. The matron there 
says that her’s is one of the most violent 
cases she has ever seen.—Globe.

Sturgeon Fishery.
deals, D. & J.

It appears that quite a thriving business 
is being done in the sturgeon fishery busi­
ness on the St. John River and as this ex­
cellent fish is plentiful in the Miramichi 
also would it not be well for our up-river 
fishermen to turn their attention towards 
it ? The following article on the subject 
from the St. John Telegraph will be read 
with interest

“ The despised sturgeon,” said a gen­
tleman well informed on the fishing inter­
ests of the Province, to a Telegraph re­
porter, “ promises to become one of our 
most valuable articles of fish exports, and 
to be worth more than the St. John 
harbor fisheries. In former years river 
fishermen looked with disgust on the un­
wieldy sturgeon, and but few of them 
were taken, as their only value was in the 
oil they contained. But w ithin the last 
two years a most remarkable change h^s 
taken place, and now the sturgeon is 
looked on as a most valuable fish, and is 
eagerly sought for by the fishermen.— 
Large numbers of these fish are daily 
taken from the St. John rix-er, at various 
points between the Boar’s Head and Fred­
ericton.”

Acting on the suggestions of this gen­
tleman, the reporter made a trip up the 
St. John river for the purpose of ascer­
taining the extent of the business and the 
number of sturgeon taken.
Indiantown in the steamer “ David XX'es- 
ton,” the trip to XX'estfield was without 
note. A few miles further up about a 
dozeu sturgeon-fishermen were seen out 
in their boats, waiting for the steamer to 
take the result of their night’s labor to 
the packer of the fish. The boats came 
alongside the steamer and the deck hands, 
armed with long handled iron hooks, soon 
dragged the fish from the small boats to 
the deck of the steamer, where they were 
piled away. At one time there were 
three boats alongside the steamer, each 
having from three to ten sturgeon on 
board. The passengers appeared to be 
very much struck by the novelty of the
