Particulars reapecting the leading feature» 

of Senator Barns' career are given in the 
St. John Sun, as follows

Kennedy F. Burns was born on January 
8th, 1842, at Thomas town, in the county 
ofTipperery, Ireland. His mother waa a 
native of Ireland, but hie father was born 
at St. John, the future senator's grand­
father being at that time in the British 
service here. The education of Kennedy 
F. Burns Waa begun in Ireland, and on 
bis being brooght to this country waa cod- 
tinned at St. Mary's College, Halifax, and 
at the Roman Catholic schools in this city. 
The young man . began hie business career 
as a clerk in St. John and afterwards with 
Burke & Noonan in Chatham. In 1861 
he removed to Bathurst to open up a branch 
of the establishment of Burke & Noonan 
in that place. Two years later he bought 
it out. In 1864 he married Harriet, daughter 
of John MoKenna of Bathurst.

In 1878 be and his brother P. J . Borne, 
and his brother-in-law.

Astronomers conceive it to be possible 
for the earth, under certain ciroumstances, 
to capture as satellites some of the roving 
meteors known to be numeroni in space| 
instead of bringing them to the surface as 
aerolites. As these bodies are too small to 
be seen—a mass of 100 tons being invisible 
at 800 or 1000 milee when brightly lighted 
—the earth may actually be attended by 
hundreds of invisible moons. Sir J. Her- 
eohel was even of opinion that such moons 
not obly do exist, bat that they may be 
large enough to be visible for brief intervals 
when beyend the earth’s shadow; and 
Sir John Lubbock bae supposed formulae for 
calculating the distances from observations 
of this kind. M. Petit, director of the 
observatory ef Toulouse, haa been led by 
observation and calculation to conclude that 
the earth is attended by at least one 
meteoric stone of considerable size. It is 
about 26 time* nearer than the moon, its 
orbit being about 500u miles from' the earth's 
surface or 9000 from the centre ; and the 
tiny moon revolves around the earth in 3 
hours 30 minutes.

Milk u a Diet

A.G. McLean Chatham. To the Editor ofthe Scientific American 
I recently tried the experiment of 

living thirty days with only sweet milk 
as a nourishment. At the beginning I 
had no difficulty in changing my diet 
from solid to liquid. During the thirty 
days of my experiment I lost five and 
one-half pounds in weight, bat I lost no 
strength. I think that f lost the weight 
because the weather was warm, and 
because I took so much exercise. I rode 
s bicycle considerably during the time, 
and used 16 ponnd dumb bells and other 
heavy weights every day (except Sun­
days). I took much more exercise than I 
usually take, aa I was determined to test 
the thing fairly. On the seventh day of 
the experiment I ran aeveral foot races 
with a skillful runner, and was beaten in 
each race. On the thirtieth day I ran 
some more races with the same person, 
bnt did better than in the first races. 
This fact proves that I lost no strength. 
I took four pints of milk daily for the 
first three weeks of the experiment, and 
five pints daily for the last week. I think 
that a healthy person should take about 
five pints of milk daily when no other 
food is being taken. I drank milk after 
intervals of two hours during the day, 
commencing at seren o’clock in the 
morning and continning till ten o’clock at 
night. Then I would take no mere till 
the next morning.

Itis impossible for a public man, however 
honorable in intent, to see with dear far 
sighted vision, when an election and » 
possible angry oonatitnanoy looms in the 
foreground. Self-preservation ia an instinct 
with all men, and there are few politicians 
courageous enough to brave the disfavor ox 
their eonstitneaoiea. Indeed it in perhepe 
en open queetien whether they are not 
justified in sacrificing their pereoeel con­
viction# in the into resta of the same.

But the Senate Chamber contains states­
men rather than politicians, The majority 
are men hqving the experience of long 
pnhiio eerviee behind them, who in the late 
afternoon of their lives are aMo to sympa­
thise with the presion end energy of the 
morning yet to legislate beyond it.
