Mr. Robert: Cruikshank, chairman of
the Harbor Improvement committee of the
Board of Trade, has been calling the at-
tention of Mr. Ilaz:n, M. P., to some
things which St. John needs in the interests
of the people and the rapidly increasing
trade.

The
paper should be in the custody of the
prothonotary or some other authority, and
how 1t came into the hands of O'Leary is
a mystery. 'The inquisition was not held
betore & cononer but before W. O. Smith
and John McGrath, justices of the peace.
The verdict arrived at by the twelve per-
sons is set forth in this wise:

The
long straight bair is brushed straight back
from the high, broad forchead, aund the
face—in every lineament—is said to be the
image of Wilkes Booth as he would have
appeared at the time. The resemblance is
most remarkable—the deep, black eyes,
the shape of chin, mouth, cheeks, forabead,
eyebrows, and nose, and, moreover, here
is a subtle similarity to members of the
Booth family that defies description.

This wan was the Riv. Joha G. Arm-
strong, reotor of the church from 1878 to
1884. But even to this day strange rumors
of the final end of Wilkes Booth ara to be
heard in places where his friends and intim-
ates lived and talked long after the assas-
sinaticn of President Lincola hid passed
into history. There are tales of a myster-
ious grave, of a body that tallied in some
of 1ts marka with those of Wilkes Baoth
and differed materially in others, and an
intangible fabrio of supposition built about
a series of gossiped incidents. IHowever
valueles: thesa may be historically, they
showan undercurrent that fouid an out-
break in the romance of Mr. Armstrong of
Monumental Chuech.

The likeness ot Mr. Armnroag to
Wilkes Booth was so startling that some
people who had seen both men found it
bard to believe that they wera not the
same. The preacher's manner might be
called dramatic. His mivements and ges.
tures had the repose and breath that most
actors acquire in following their art and
living and working constantly before an
audience. He was, moreover, slightly

lame, as \Vilkes Booth would probably
have been in codsequences of" the injury to
his leg sustained in jumping from P’resident
Lincoln's box. Amde from this fact, Mr.
Armstrong’s manner, voice, and tempera-
ment led to the conviction that were he not
a prieat he would have been a great actor.
It is eaid that his daughter did subsequent-
ly go upon the stage and met with great
success.

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PARTIES IN CLVIC POLITICS.

The idea of carrying party politics into
municipsl elections is one that has never
received any encouragement in this part of
the world, nor is it likely to prevail in view
of the resuits in cities in the United States.
In New B-unswick, in particulr, fedcral
politics are kept just where they belong, in
federal matters, and do not even extend
to the provincial legislature, despite the
efforts of & few to vring about a different
state of affairs and bave the local elections
1un on purely party lines. The result isa
composite local government which bas good
men of bath parties in the administration,
and it is probab’y a very much better gov-
ernment thnnwn were chosen for tte
color of their coats indtead of for their per-
sonal ability. It may te that, in time, the
party line will be more clearly drawn jp
local politizs, but the time does not seem
near at hand, nor is there any reason why
it should be hastened. \Whatever may
happen, th2 party live should never be
drawn in municipal affairs, and it it ever is
there will be another and very undesirable
condition of things in civic government.

In Boston, for instance, a civiz election,
which puts & new party in power means &
general overturn in municipal government,
the mayorand alderman are elected be-
cause of their political belief rather than
with rzspect to their individual fitness, and
thus it happens that all sorts of men get at
the board, many of whom in the past have
shown in their presence there the evils
of such a system. There is a general
{urn over, too, in civic affawrs, and no mat-
ter how eminently fitted the holder of a
position msy be to best serve the citizens
he has to vacate his place for some hustler
who has worked for the successful party.
We want nothing ot the kind here. When
offizes are held by good men, they should
not be disturbed to give place to untried
men, nor should public office be a reward
for's man who has no better claim than
that ot being & ward beeler. The latter
class of man is usuaily just the kind who
ought not to be put in & position of public
trust, though in party politics he is gener-
ally the man who gets there.

The idea followed out n the municipal
elections 1n St. John is a good one. Men
are elected because they are believed to be
competent, and wholly irrespective of .their
political affiliations. When there is &
ticket it has reference to purely local issues,
and when the end is attained the party goes
to pieces. Thus it was that when the Tax
Raductioa Association took up the plat-
form which ProGREss had time and again
pointed out to the people, the ticket was
elected with & rush. The Association, how-
ever, attracted too many cranks within its
circle, and when it tried to make itself into
a party to control  elections &
gecond time it was snuffcd nearly out
of existence. -The abolition of ward elec-
tions has given the council & good class of
men, but each of them stands on his
merits in the eyes of the citizens, and thus
no party cry can have the effect of carry-
ing chaff along with the wheat in any elec-
tion. Each man, including the mayor, is
chosen because of his presumed fitness for
the place, and as long as this principle is
followed we are likely to have & good aver-
age of civic rules. Certain it is we would
have a much worse class of men were the

guccessful candidates merely picked up to
serve the interests of a party.

This, it s true, may be a delphic oracle
and “palter to us in a double sense.”
There are two winters in each calendar
year, whatever kind of weather there may
be on the second ct February. One is tke
winter which the year finds on hand on
the first of Jauvuary, and the other is the
pext winter which is likely to start about
the middle of the next November. As
commonly interpreted, however, the adsge
means thit whatever the winter may have
been like up to Csnilemas day, there will
be enough cold and smow to bs
the equivalent of anmother winter
before the springtme comes. This
is plain enough to understand, and it is
likewice important if true.

There is ancther method of propkecy,
which puts the matter more d: finitely and
affords an excellent opportunity for study-
ing animal nature and testing the supposed
ability of certain creatures to foretell the
character of the seasons, a work in which
even the traditional old Indian and the
weather-wise WiGGINs do not always meet
with success. The theory is that at noon, sol-
ar time, on Candlemas day, the ground-hog,
who has been asleep in his burrow during ttie
last month or two, comes out of his hole
and looks around. If the sun is shining so
that he can see his shadow, he knows that
a great deal more cold weather is to come,
and he therefore gnes back into the hole
and goes to sieep again. If he cannot sce
his shadow, he knows that the worst of the
winter is over, and accordingly starts out
to take advantage of any bargains in pro-
visions that may come in the early spring
trade, much as the ladies abandon their
homes a month or two latcr to attend tke
auctions of household effects around town.
Now ProGress bas no authority beyond
tradition for this statement in regard to
the habit of the ground-hog, and is not
even quite certain that the ground-hog is
realiy the right animal to be named in this
connection.  Other burrowing animals
bave been mentioned by writers on tle
subject, but the ground-hog or woodchuck—
the Arctomys Monax of commerce—seems
as likely a creature as any of them. It is
undoubtedly more likely to get out of a
hole at this season than are some who are
esteemed wiserbut are also in a hole
—Mackexzie Bower. and his cabinet,
for instance. Be that s&s it may. the
ground-hog will be well worth watch.
ing tomorrow, which bappens to be a leis-
ure day with many who would have no
time for scientific observation were Candle-
mas on another day of the week.

The experiment is & simple one. First
find a hole with a ground-hog in it, and
then go there at the right time and watch.
If the creature does not come out at noon,
there has either been a mistake about the
hole or the tradition. If he does come out
and look for his shadow, it is safe to say
that the weether for the next two months
may be pretty clearly foretold by his
conduct. Care should be taken to geta
hele where the growth is not so thick as to
prevent a shadow from being thrown. A
bole in an open field gives the best kind of
a chance accurate observation.

Should residents in the rural districts
avail themselves of this opportunity for an
experiment, the value of the tradition in re-
gard to the ground-hog, will be fully set-
tled, and the relation of (hat animal to the
climatology of the county will form a new
topic for the comsideration of scientists.

WELL KENCWN ERGLISH PLAYERS
HAVE OPINIONS.

Healihy Reaction in the Taste of New
Xork F Sarah asd
Her Collie Dog as a Critic of her Work
—Latest Noteg of the Drama-

Nxw York, Jan. 81.—Perbaps there
has been no more cheering indication this
season of the public desire for good healthy
plays than the remarkable success which
Jobn Hare met with in ““A Pair of Spec-
tacles during the last fortnight of his en-

t here. For two weeks this most
admirable actor had been playing to empty
benches in *‘ The Notorious Mrs. Ebb-
smith,” a play which New York wculd not
accept on any grounds. Then came the
charming performance of Benjamin Gold-
finch, and on the final nizht of his engage-
ment dozens of persons were turned away
from Abbeys nuable to buy even admission
to the theatre.

Y day, in speaking of his engag
ment, Mr. Hare said: ‘1 am delighted for
this reason : I wasdreadfully afraid of my
cngagement here, You sve, Americans
have had all the great foreign artists, and
after all, you know, I am only & character
actor. When ‘Mrs. Ebbsmith’® was pro-
duced the critics were most kind, but I saw
that neither they nor the public liked the
play, and then, too, I saw the empty seats.
1 was disheartened, 1 must admit; but I
began to think that afte: all my jodgment
had not been at fault. From the first 1 had
been opening in ‘¢ drs. Ebbsmith.’ Bat
my managers explained to me that ths very
novelty of a new play by Pinero would
draw for a fortnight at teast. Well, never
mind, thera’s no use talking about it now.
“The Pair of Spectacles’ has been a great
saccess, and I am thankfal. T assure you
I would much rather play in it than most
of those old roues roles which I so oftan
have to assume. 1 have written to Pinero
about the state of theatrical sentim=nt, and
I think you will find before long that our
greatest Eoghsh playwright will hark back
to his more simple of plays. 1 am per-
fectly sure ot one thing. Pinero would be
only too delighted to drop the problem
play. In England, asin this covntry, both
it and the stage lady with g past have been
worked to death. It was not Pinero’s
fault that he took to this style of work
The public drove himty it. Do you re-
member his Lady Bountiful ? [ believe
Dame! Frohman produced it here at the
Lyceum some four years ago. To my
mind it was one of the purest and sweetest
plays that Pinero had ever written. He
was vastly in love with it hiwselt. If you
remember, he styled iton the play bills, ‘a
simple tale.” Well, we produced it at my
theatre, the Garrick. What was the re-
sult ? Aftgr a comparatively short run, it
had to be wiladrawn. The public was not
looking for simple tales just then. They

It will be noticed that, notwithstanding
the wealth offered in dowers, the advertis-
ers save money by using abbreviations.
The advertisement fiiled out reads: *'Rich
Marriages. Young girls and widows.
Dowers from 10,000 fraucs up to 5 millione.
Guarantees. = Discretion absolute. No
connection with agencies.” The phrase
**no connection with agencies” is evidently
put there only to reassure the clients and
avoid wounding their vanity. Their are
houses in Paris devoted to this kind of
well org d and equipped
They possess quite a stock of registers,
upon which are the names of a large num-
ber of young people who seldom bave the
faintest idea that they figure there or that
anybody has busied himself to bring about
a marriage for them. For it by no means
tollows that in every case where a marriage
is brought about by one of these agencies
the tuture couple are necessarily aware of
the situation, or that they know that they
have been introduced to each other by an
interested intermediary. It  frequently
bappens that they baven't the slightest no-
tion ot how the tbing was brought about,
and they attribute it all to chance. For
example the father of a family visits one ot
these establishments and talks with the
manager.

“Mousieur,” he says, *'I bave a daugh-
ter 23 years old that [ want to establish.
Unfortur atelv, we do not go into society ;

BIOGRAPHIES OF SOME THAT ARE
IN COMMON USE.

Disputed Origins in Regard to Many, While
mmumumdo&nluo the
English Language s Well Known—Some
Common Instances.

Mention bas been recently made of the
disputed origin of the word "Mohl:"
aimel bytwo imentors, oms living in

“Evgland and the other in America, and

each of whom may have hit upon the word

independently and tor the different reasons

i To such cariousminded per-

sons s like to know the whys, whens, and

wherefores of everything, the origin of
populsr catchwords and figarcs of speech

is an interesting subject. o

The word ““machine,” as we use it politi-
cally, is another which, like ‘‘teetotal,” is
of doubtful parentage. In the days of the
old volunteer fire companies, which in
large cities were potent factors in local
politics, ths phbrase “‘to run with the
machine’ came info commcn use, and it
meant that a man so spoken of was iden-
tified with the political coterie of the fire
company with which he trained. The fa-
mous Boss Tweed began his career in New
York ‘‘runping with the machine” as a
volunteer fireman. Yet thy term as we
volunteer fireman. Yet the term 28 we
now employ it was used in Eogland long
before. The Duke.of Wellington in a
Jetter to a friend in 1815, deploring the in-
creasing ifluence of popular agitation on
the action of the House of Pariiment, said :
«Such is the operation of the machine ss
now established that no individual, be bis
haracter, duct in £ t circu u-
stances, and his abilities what they may,
can have any personal it fluence in general.
We have derived our term “‘the machine’
from our old volunteer fire company days,
but in Wellington's time there were no fire
companies exerting any political influence.

That much overworked word ‘‘crank”

first guined universal vogue in connection
with Guiteau's assassination of Presidert
Garfield, but it was long before that ap-
plied by the late Don Piatt, who claimed
to be its inventor, to Horace Greelev, the
purpose ot it being to liken the famous
editor to the crank of a hand organ, which
is forever grinding out the ame old tunes.
The word, as we have now come to apply
it, means much more and woree; it im-
plies a condition of mind vergirg upon in-
anity, and this bas givea rise to ths er-
roneous notion that it has its origin in the
German word *‘krank.” The word *‘Dago,”
now commonly applied to Italians all over
the country, came orginally from Louisiana,
where it at first referred only to people of
Spanish origin, but was later apphed to
Italians and Portuguese as well. The word
is & corruption of ‘‘Diego” (Jamer), a
common Spanish name.

Another word of incessant employment
in American specch is ‘‘dude,” with 1ts
femini pliment ‘‘dudine.” "This may
have ccme to us {rom the old English word
for clothes—*‘duds” in earlier times spelled
«:dudes.” Thackeray writes of one of his
characters: *Her dresses were wonderfu'.
her bonnets ma- vellous. Few womcn could
boast such dudes.” Shakespeare, in **The
Merry Wives of Windsor,” writes of a
¢thbucke of dudes”—meaning & baskettul of
clothes ready for washing. Its present day
literary currency dates from February,
1876, when the word appeared in ’atnam’s
Magezine. But a famous New York club
man, Mr. Herman Oclrichs, claims the
credit of first ttarting it as a popular term
of contempt or ridicule for an ovar-dressed
person. He claims that a youth ot this
type, who passed by the Union Club win-
dows with a mincing step, provoked himself
and another club man to hum together an
accompariment to the youth’s walk, thus:
«‘Du da, de, du du, du de,” and that he re-
marked. ¢ Good enough. Dude is the
proper name for it,” and that thus the word
was born.

The words *Jingo” and ‘‘Jingoism,”
just now at the end of cverybody's tongue
and pen, are also of disputed derivation.
We all know about the English music hall
song which set tte word goirg with a new
meaning in 1877, but the original coinage
of the term, **By Jingo !" is quite doubtful.
In the Baeque language the word Jingo
means God, and is widely belicved that
“By Jingo!" wasa form of oath with
which the Baeque sailors familiarized the
Foglish tailors, and, through them. all
English-speaking people. But others be-
lieve the word is a corruption of St. Gin-

oulph. Itis one of the oddities of popular

word-making that tha term *‘Jingoism,” a8
nowused, is a complete travesty of the
sentiment of the song from which it was
taken. A Jingo, either in Kngland or
America, is now set down as a man spoil-
ng for a fight, eager for war at any cost.
But the original music hall song, with the
Jingo chorus, expressed exactly the op-
posite sentiment—a desire for peave. It
began with “We don’t want to fight,” and
its fiercest war note was struck in the de-
claration that if they had to do what they
would rather not, they had plenty of men,
shipr, and money. o

“'John Bull,” the mythical personage
supposed to represent the English people,
and now figuring largely in our editorial
writing and in cartoons, was the invention
.of Dr. Arbuthnot, in one of his eatirical
sketches ridiculing the great Duke of Marl-
boroygh. In the opinion of Dr. Johnson,

Arbuthnot was “‘the first man among the
eminent writers in Queen Amne’s time.”
He drew Jobn Bull as the typical English-
man—a stout, red-faced old farmer, far too
corpulent for comfort, choleric, but withal
an honest and well-meaning fellow. He
clothed him in leather breeches and top
boots, but a stout oak n cudgel in bis band
a bull-dog at his heels, and e set him up
for all time to serve as the representative
Eoglishman. Hemsy have bcen not so
bad a caricature in the days of Queen Anne.
But today certainly thereis much force in
Leslie Stephens’ remark that ‘‘he com-
pletely hides the Englishman of real life.”
The average Englishman ot 1896 is physi-
cally no stouter than, probably not so
stoutas, the aversge American, snd the
stout cudgel and the bulldog are no longer
apt symbols of the modern Bntisher's dis-

position. He has lost the excessive pugna-
city of his forefathers, and, as we bave
lately seen, is above all snxious to kerp
the peace with his Uncle Samuel.
Speaking of *‘Uncle Sam” and *‘Brother
Jonathan,” whose names are beirg freely
used, too, in the passing international
flurry, there is no doubt about their origin.
When Gen. Washington went into Mas-
husetts to take d of the Revolu-
tionary army, he fcund a great lack of
ition and other suppl He turned
for aid to Gov. Jonathan Trumbull of Con-
pecticut, and got it, and iz many emer-
gencics of that period he used the phbrase.
““We n:ust concult Brother Jonathan on
the subject.” The expression became
paturally current, and it stands as the
American parallel to “*Jobn Bull.” Uncle
Sam was not invented until the war of 1812
Two inspectors of war supplies at Troy, N.
Y., were named Ebenczer and Samuel
Wilson. A workman in their employ was
markiog a lot ol casks received from one
Elbert Anderson, a New York contractor,
and which were thus stamped: “E. A.—
U S™ A bystander asked the workman
whet these marks meant, and he replied
that they probably meant ¢‘Elbert Ander-
son and Uncle Sam,” alluding to Inspector
Samuel Wilson, who was focnlly called
Uncle Sam. Thus the initials of the
United States were transformed by a local
joke into a national sobricquet, which [will
doubtless last as long as cur republic.
But who first undertook to give the por-
trait of Uncle Sam or Brother Jonathan as
a long, lean, slab-sided, lantern-jawed in-
dividual is not known. Whoever he was
be libelled us. There is strong reason for
believing that the average American of to-
day is heavier in the ecales, broader be-
tween the ahoulders, deeper in the chest,
and of nore generous waist girth than any
gl his civilized contemporaries.—Baltimore
un.

FOR THE WAX FIGURES.

HOW MAYERIAL IS OBTAINED r0
BE TRUR TO LIFE.

Tussaud's Studio one of the Queer Places
of London—Interview with the Present
Head of this Fameus House—Stories of
Noted Men and their Figures.

One of the queerest places in the woild
is Mr. Tussaud’s stugio, within ths famous
exhibition in the Maryleboneroad. Around
the room are hundreds of plaster casts and
mclds, while ina corner I preceived the
bay Prince Edward of Yorkin his cot,
which, by the way, is an exact replica of
the family cradle used for the Prince of |
Wales, and which was recently presented )
by the Queen to the Duchess ot York.

It is impoasible to interview a more ic-
teresting man than Mr. Tussaud, and, this l
being the case, I must at once come to the
story ot bis life, as given by himself.

«I was born at Kensington in 1859,”
commenced Mr. Tussaud, resignedly, *‘and
after having completed my education at ths

the Duke of Devonshire's maguificent

palace at 2
Mr. Tussaud tells me he has modeled
from lite Mr. and Mra. 3

I had a little trouble with Jobn Burns,”
remarked Mr. Tuseaud, meditatively: *he
is such an energetic man that he found it

'hi{ahovu expounding to me his ideal
labors laws.”

The artist considers Tennyson his best
model; and when the great poet heard
that his counterfeit L was about
to be placed on the exhibition, he express-
ed a bope that Mr. Tussaud would not re-
present him with even a single gray bair.

Another interesting fact [ gleaned was
that tke jewelry on the various figures in
Mme.

It consists fr the most part of fine cld
paste, set in gold and silver. Queen
Elizabeth's dress and general outfit, by the
way, is worth £300; but the costliest dress
on reoogl in thre eﬁhibiﬁon was that made
for the Empress Eugenie some years ago.
This was a maguificent robe of (ienoese
velvet. studded all over wijh bullion bees,
and it actually cost a little over £650.
Another extraordinary fact is that in the
d king rooms at Mme. Tuseaud's

tered my father's stadio, which was then

established at the back of some private

houses 1n the Marylebone road. Of course,

you know that 1 am the great grandson of

that historic parsonage, Madame Tussaud,

who, all through the terrible rvolution of

1789, remtined in Paris, and frequently

modeled in wax the newely-severed heads

of the victims of the guillotine. 1 always

had & taste for drawing, and at the age of
14 [ modeled my first figure, that of Prince

Milan of Servia (the eternal Eastern ques-

tion being very much to the fore just then),

and thismy father considered good enough

to place on exhibition.”

«Now, Mr. Tussaud.” I irtzrrupted, I

perceive my opportunity for procuring de-

tails of the entire story of new figurcs trom

the beginning "

Wi, then,” replied the famous artist

in wax, the heads are first of all modelled

in clay, either from life, from photos, or

from sketckes. To get an accurate portrait

I have to model the heads with the bair,

which when I em saticficd with the portrait,

is removed. A coating of plaster of Paris

is then placed over the clay head, and this

forms a mold, whereupon the wax head

is subsequently cast. The hair is then

carcfully put in with sharp instraments,

one hair at a time.

«“Then follows the coloring of the taces,

the glass eye has been previously inserted.

The bodics are also completely set up in

clay, from which a mold is taken; and the

actual figure is cast in a special composi-

tion. As regards the hands, I should say

that quite as much care is taken in their

production as m the case of the heade.

Tha mold for a pair of hands is sometimes

made up of as many s thirty pieces; and

all these moulds are then labelled and care-

fully stored 1n snch a way asto avoid the

possibility of an awkward blunder, such as
the figure ot Lord Rosebery getting the
bands of a political opponen*.

Here Mr. Tussaud showed me into a
minor s‘udio, containing over 1,000 molds
of hands.

+:Every figure,” continued the artist,
“undergoes a general renovation once in
six week, and it is wholly renewed about
every seven years. Altogether there are
between 4C0 and 500 figuresat present in
the exhibition, and, strangely enough,
their ‘life’ varies according to the.r posi-
tion in the gallerics. For example, Vol-
taire was modeled by the gre:t Madame
Tussaud hersell; and there the figure
stands to this day exactly as it was a hund-
red years ago. On the other hand, the
Prince of Wales gives lots of trouble. In
the first place, he is diflicult to reproduce,
and he has to be removed to my studio at
frequent intervals to undergo various little
artistic touchings.

«Another troublesome model was that
of Prince Leopold ot Belgium. The only
photograph of him I could procure was
taken many years ago, for he, like the
Marchioness of Lorne and many other dis-

inguished has a rooted ob-

biow of the ruler on the table d
silence. We rushed behind the screen,
but there was nothing there except the
ventriloguist, his table, his chair, and bis
ruler.—London Household Words.

We Were All of Us Meant to Work and to
Take an Interest in Our Tasks.

At atime when the labor question ia g0
continually before the public, tke thought
cannot but suggest itself, how strange itis
that so many of us grumble at baving to
work !

‘We appear to look upon work as a hard-
ship ; some of us vven as & degradation.
Do we ‘possibly entertain this erroneous
view in recollection of work having been
imposed upon man after the Fall? and are
we utterly unmindful of the fact that God,
in His mercy, has endowed us with capa-
bilities both of mind and body, in order
that he might use them in His service, and

for our own happiness and advantage
Remarkable 1t is that when we are

children, the very same occupations which
ata riper age becomes distasteful to us
interest and amuse us. If, for example, a
mother asks her child to fetch a sweeping-
brush, and help her to sweep tho room or
the doorstep, the little girl is quite delizht-
ed and prond to be able to help in keepi
the boumidy ; yet, later on, P;I:eu lhep::
comes & domestic servant, she thinks it
bard indeed that she has to gain her liveli-
hood by the like employment.

Take a little boy whose father may bea
carpenter. He often begs bard to be al-
lowed to use the plane and the chisel, yet
when grown up, although well paid for his
work, be finds tut little pleasure in it.—
often, inde2d, it becomes irksome to him.
He hurries over it, frequently not doing it
as well as he might, and taking precious
good care te leaveoffas soon as the clock
strikes the hour for his release.

We were all meant to work, and to take
an interest in 8o doing. The Creator gave
us brains to think with and limbs to make
use of, and the neglect of either scon en-
feebles them, whilst their active employ-
ment strengthens us and prolongs our lives.

With regard to our limbs, in a cold
climate like our own, for example, we find
it necessary to keep our feet covered and
cramped up in shoes, but in hot countries
like India the natives either wear no shoes
at all, or thp on sandals. Owing to his
fact, their feet become strengthened and
active, the toes being almost like another
set of fingers. We notice them with sur-
prise pick up a piece of wood with a foot
instead of a hand, and hold it firmly be-
tween their toes, thus gaining a third band
in doing their work.

We often hear the complaint, ‘“We are
obliged to work.” This is a strange man-
ner of expression, if we but look at it in
the nght way. We should be thankful,
deeply thankful, for being able to labour
either mentally or manually, and should
take a real interest in whatever duty we
way be called upon to pérform.

Why should not a shoemaker, for in-
stance, take pleasure in turning out a
thoroughly well-finished pair of shoes or
boots? In shaping his leather, making
the tops or ‘‘uppers,” fitting it all well on
to the last, sewing on the soles, or pegging
them together with bright little brads
driven in in regular rows ? When this is
done, is there no interest in putting on the
heel, then giving it a final polish, and hold-
ing up the pair, being able to say to him-
self, *I have done all that! My own hands
have made it, and my own head has helped
me to think it out?” And may not every
man or woman employed in trade look

. upon his or her labour in the same light?

Is it not a pleasant thing to earn money,
to feel the capability of supporting a wite
or children, & mother or a sister, and to be
independent of the help or charity of
others ?

CRIPPLED GENIUS.
Early Mi
Splendid Triumph Over It.
‘When blindness comes in youth, before
the work of life is scarcety begun, it must
require unusual courage to make life a suc-
cess.
Such a misfortune early befell England's
d P ter G 1, Henry Faw-
cett. The son of a draper, with a love of
study rather than of play, he used to de-
clare, when a boy, that he meant to be a
ber of Parl t. This his p
ions used to laugh at, as his father had
limited means and he had no distinguished
friends to help him.
He longed to go to college, so the one
which gave the largest fellowships, Peter-
house, at Cambridge Univermty, was
h The college boys thought the
new student was probably a young farmer,
trom his country ways and diess. He soon
drew around him a little circle of those
who loved mathematics and reading, and
became & bright member of his class.
Finding that there weze many competitors
ik ps, be entered anoth lleg
at Cambridge, Trinity Hall.
Some scholarships helped him to pay
his way in college. Poverty had not been
a great obstacle to young Fawcett, because
he had energy and will power; but now
his eyes began to trouble him, from over-
use. He gave up law for a time, took a
pupil in mathematics and 10 French, and,
after & while, recovered his usual sight.
He was still thinking of the House of Com-
mons, for he wrote to a friend :
The realization of these hopes has be-
come something even more than the grati-
fication of ambition. I feel that I ought
to make any sacrifice, to endure any
amount of labor, to obtain this position,
because every day I become more deeply
impressed with the powerful conviction that
this is the position in which I could be of
the greatest use to my fellow men.”
When Fawcett was 25, and seemingly on
the right road to win his desired position,
one September day he went with his father
to shoot partridges. Ihe birds flew to-
wards the son, and thefather.for a moment
forgetting where his son stood, fired and
two shots entered the young man's eves,
one passing through each glass of his
spectacles remained permanently behind
the eyes. The student was blind for life.
The father was heartbroken at what he had
done, but the son kept his cheerfulness,
and said years later that ten minutes after
the accident, he had determined to carry
out his plans of trying for Parliament.

He attempted to go on with law, but
that seemed impossible. He tried to write
with bis own band, but soon gave it up.
Sometimes he became depressed, but
resolution finally overcame this, and he
was cheerful as long as he lived. He
thought that it was a duty, both for his
own sake and for those about him, to bear
all things with courage.

Fawcett went back to Cambridgs

University, and hired & young man to resd
to him and write for him. He was partic-
ularly interested in political economy, and
soon dictated essays on immigration,
strikes, etc.
.| A friend ot Fawcett'sa rising publisher
at Cambridge, Mr. McMillan, made a
hippy suggestion, that the blind yowmg
student of 27 should write a popular manual
of political economy. Fawcett worked
two years on the book—hard years, as
they must needs be for one who must get
all his knowledge through the eyes of an-
other.

When the book was published it met
with a cordial reception, and was soon used
in schools and colleges. The same year
in which the book was published, the pro-
fessorship of political economy at the
university became vacant. Fawcett and
three others were candidates. Fawcett was
opposed because it was said that he could
not keep order in his classes, and was,
in all respects at a great disadvantage
through his blind To the delight of
his parants and himself he won the honor,
with a salary of £300. This and his fellow-
ship gave hin a good support.

He received great honors from the Uni-
versity ot Oxtord, from Cambridge, from
Glasgow, from Germany, and from suienti-
fic and learned societies of France.

TH® BROKEN HEARTED.

What the Phrase Means When itis Used in
the Psalms of Davld.

A reader in Nebrasks writes: *‘Will
you please give us an explanation of Psa.
xxxvi. 18: ‘The Lord is nigh unto them
that are of a broken heart'? Who are the
broken-hearted P Are they those who are
just awakened to a sense of their lost con-
dition, and have not reached that stage

ing the q ; and yet only s few
realize how much poetry in the Bible has
been coverad up, smothered, so to speak,
by the form of printing sdopted in the so-
called authorized version.

However justifiable, from the standpoint
of i (and ig also) may
bave been the method adopted by the early
printers of King James’ version and follow-
ed for the most part by all since their day,
surely from a literary standpoint the method
was wholly wrong and even absurd. To
print prose and poetry exactly alike may
do some good in exercising the ingenuity of
students in examination to distinguish the
one from the other, but it certaly tends
to cover up beauty of comstruction and
thus lessens interest and injoyment. This
may be due to the accident of familiarized
form ; still, the appeal ‘o the eye confessed-
ly adds to the pleasure and the understand-
ing of reading poetry.

That the songs and other lyrics of the
Bible, together with the d: tic portions,
should have gained and retained their hold
over the imagination aund taste of the
people in spite of the lack, abeolute lack,
of any literary presentation to the eye is a
striking proof of their essential worth.
One wonders how much of secular poetry,
so-called, would have survived similar
treatment.

Imagine Shakep songs, and
all, printed in double columns as prose, with
llmout nothing to mark transitions, or

which the Bible calls ‘peace is believing * ?
David says in the thirty-third Psalm:
‘Rejoice in the Lord, ye righteous.’ But
can the broken in heart be expected to
rejoice P

Commenting on the verse referred to,
Dr. Butler says: ‘“The fact that even good
men fell into sin, and that the best of them
have the sins of their impenitent life to re-
pent of, make a broken heart and a con-
trite spirit constituent elements of a pious
man’s character, and standing conditions of
God's favor. **To this man will I look.
even to him that is poor, and of a contrite
spirit, and {rembleth at my word' (Isa.
Ixvi, 2). No state of mind other than this
can be right 1n one who has ever sinned.”

Sir Richard Baker wrote, more than two
centuries ago : **Though other things may
be the worse for breaking, yeta heart is
nevér at the best till it be broken ; for till
it be broken it can not send forth its sweet-
est odor. And, therefore, though God
loves a whole heart in affection, yet he
loves a broken heart in sacrifice. Ani no
marvel, since it is he himselt that breaks
it. Theretore, accept, O God, my broken
heart, which I offer thee with a whole
heart, seeing thou canst neither except
ageinet that for being whole which thou
bast broken, nor except against that for
being broken which is whole in affection.”

God says
in Iss, lvit. 15: ‘I dwell with him that is of
a contrite and humble spirlt.”

This lyric,—which is in tone and sen-
timent “‘pura wemanly,”— finds its approp-
riate settiog as an interlude in her recent
volume, ‘A Woman’s Love Letters” by
Sophie M. Almon-iHensley, in the ¢'I'he
Fleur de Lis Poets"” series, J. Selwin Tait
ard Sons, 65 Fif.h Avenue. N, Y. ; which
we understand is a prelude to a larger vol-
ume to be published during the present
year.

Mrs. Browning disguised some of the
most exquisite outpourings of her heart
under the misleading title, “*Sonnets From
The Portuguese ;” but the initial descrip-
tion of these papers is most appropriately
given. They are the love letters cf intell-
ectual and spiritual quality, without gush,
mawkiskness, silliness, or any impropriety
of manner or utterance ; such as may ex-
press the writer's keart to the selzcted one,
and yet be unprofaned by the confidence
of the general public,—or, at least, of souls
ardent and generous as her own. Here
are a series of musings, in which the hopes
and fears, the doubts tnl shadows, as well
asthe more cheerful and joyous experien-
ces, with the expressions ot a gentle and
corfiding spirit are put before the eye of
the lover or husband in language of much
delicacy and te:iuly. The captions of
these mcditations, such as, “Dream,”
“I)oubt,““Anlicpatinn." ““Misunderstand-
ing,” ¢ Revulsion,” “*Weariness,” “Con-
tent,” “Gratitude,” “Loneliness,” etc.,
will give some general conception of the
varying mood ot the author. Interspersed
between these so-called letters—uniform
in their metrical s'ructure,—are some
exquisite songs in different keys, harmor-
izing in their tone with the entire design,
and giving agrecable variety. A Song of
Dawn” is casily quotable by its brevity :

laid on procelain, where roses and lilies
are wreathed around some snatch of lands-
cape, some glimpse of sea and shore. The
quotab e lines and passages are so numer-
ous we must abandon the idea of random
citation, and coutent ouraelf with one or
two representative parts. The opening
poem is a sort of apologue, very excellent
indeed ; but we incline rather, to the one
styled -‘Content :"

Remove the skin, sprinkls with pepper and
allspica. Brown in a quick oven.

Bolled Ham,—No. 2.

Soak the ham over night; drain and set
on ths fire with enough water to cover it
completely ; add some rosemary. When
done, skin, sprinkle with sugzar, and [burn
with a salamander.

IeNoraxce.—St. John—1I am sorry to
say that I have not the slighteet recollection
of the recipe you mention, and I am quite
sure you are to humane too wish me to turn
up the files of “‘over two years ago.”  But
let me tell you, quite between ourzclves you
know, since I have recommended 80 many
different *‘lubricants” for the hand, that I
have never found anything do mine so
much good as either plain mutton tallow
nicely melted into a cake, and perfumed,
it ore likes, with a few drops of tincture
of berzoin, and simply rubbed over the
hande, on going to bed ; orelse equal parts
of r and glycerine, applied in the

deep baking dish, put in the chicken meat
with sufficent broth in which it was boiled
to make it moist, but not run over. Then
'put on the top crust, wet tbte edges and
press them together, and make a large hole
n the centre of top crust to let out the
steam. For a large pie use double the
amount of crust.

Oyster Dressing for Roast Turkey,
One quart of bread crumbs, ' one cup of
butter and water; add to this two dozen
oysters and pepper and salt to taste. Mix
all and stuff the turkey.

Chestnut Dressing.

Stuffod Ham,

Soak the ham over night; putin cold
water and boil slowly and steadily,{ until
thoroughly done; when done remove the
skin. Make a Jressing as follows: 1 cup
of bread crumbs moistened with milk ; sea-
son with allspice and cloves, powdered, a
teaspoontul of thyme, the same of marjor-
am and savory, a tablespoontul of butter,
and a raw egg; mix well. Make incisions
all over the bam, and fill them with the
above mixture ; rub the ham well with the
yolk of an egg and cover ' with bread
crumbs. - Bake in a slow oven for an hour.

Baked Ham,
Soak the ham in cold water over night;
trim, wipe dry, covér it with a paste made
of flour and water, and bake in aslow
oven. When done, take off the crust and

peel off the skin ; allow to cool, glaze, and
