The foregoing incidents raise questions which will 
doubtless be the subject of much animated debate, even 
If there be no definite outcome. They lack, howeVer, 
the humor which surrounds the "flag incident” ln Mon­
treal during the week of the congress, which is to be 
the subject of a civic Investigation. "The banner joke 
of the season” Is the way the Ottawa Citizen puts it, 
and proceeds to tell the story of what actually happened.

“When the Montreal city hall was considered dress­
ed for the festivities,” says the Citizen, the building was 
principally draped in the papal colors, plus a number 
of French tricolors. Irish flags, etc. It ie also said 
that there was a British flag or two, enough to show that 
it had not been entirely forgotten. But a distinguished 
foreign ecclesiastic In the retinue of the cardinal, Arch­
bishop Touchet, took strong objection te the plentltude 
of French tricolor, denounced It as the emblem of revolu­
tion against the church, and declared that the French 
flags should be taken down, especially from the churches. 
Obedient to this the French tricolors were removed from 
the front of the city hall, but allowed to remain up on 
the back. When the question arose as to what flags 
should be substituted in the decorations, apparently no­
body seemed to think of the poor old British flag, under 
the protection of which so much freedom and special 
right» were being enjoyed, eo it was decided to fill ln the 
vacancies with Irish flags.

"When the French-Canadians discovered that Irish 
flags had been substituted for the tricolor there were 
wigs on the green. Immediate notice was given that an 
investigation would be demanded before the city council, 
and the two factions, neither of which apparently cared 
a hoot for the one flag which should be moat respected 
by them, were at once ready to lock horns ee to what 
other flags should be preferred to the British colors.

Viscount Sene was appointed in 
1899 minister of agriculture and com­
merce under the Yamagata cabinet 
and when Marquis (then Viscount) 
Katsura succeeded Prince Yamagata 
and formed his cabinet in 1901. Vis­
count. Sone was appointed to the Im­
portant portfolio of minister of fl- ! 
nance. He held this office during the 
Russo-Japanese war. When the Ang­
lo-Japanese alliance was concluded in 
1902, he was created a baron. The Kat­
sura cabinet resigned ln 1905 and 
Sone was appointed a privy councillor, 
and in the year following he was 
created viscount in reward for his 
services during the war. In Septem­
ber, 1907, he was appointed deputy 
resident general of Korea.

During his incumbency he was per­
haps the most outspoken opponent of 
annexation among all those who gave 
public utterance to their opinions on 
this subject, and In an interview 
shortly before he gave up his office In 
Korea, he said: 'The decision now 
rests with the Koreans. II they make 
it impossible for Japan to accomplish 
her plans, and within the neyt few 
years bring about complete order for 
the benefit of the Korean people, a 
change will be Inevitable, but other­
wise notwithstanding the outcry, there 
will be no annexation, no absorption 
tea » amalgamation."

New Brunswick Council Selected, After Hearing Addresses by Col. G. Carle- 
ton Jones and CapL Birdwhistle, at Largely Attended Meeting in Board 
of Trade Rooms Yesterday ~ Lieut. Governor Tweedie Patron - Col. 
George West Jones President -- Details of the Work Explained.

“Is not the teaching of persons the 

ways and means of rendering first aid 
in time of accidents and emergencies 
practical? We do not purpose to at­
tempt to make skilled medical at­
tendants, but we do purpose to give 
to the people that knowledge which is 
so essential to bridge over that awful 
time between the accident and the ar­
rival of expert aid and assistance. The 
careful and sensible. In Its true sense, 

i management of the patient during 
that time—it may be minutes, it may­
be hours and In some cases days, may 
Just make the differente between re­
covery and loss. Is not this practical?

"One of the great movements at the 
present in Canada Is for the conser­
vation of our resources. Is not the in­
dividual out greatest resource? And 
everything that aids in the conserv­
ing of the individual must aid in the 
conserving of our natural resources.

Another practical use being made 
of this association Is by the marine 
authorities. The regulations of the 
marine department of the board of 
trade in England, and adopted by the 
department of marine in Canada, 
makes it compulsory for masters and 
mates to hold a first aid certificate 
of the St, John Ambulance Associa­
tion. From this you see that it be­
comes absolutely necessary that first 
aid instruction should be given in our 
sea ports to enable candidates to ful­
fil the above requirements.

"It is commercial. The saving of 
life has a commercial side. The teach­
ing of nursing and sanitation must 
result in n certain reduction of mortal­
ity. The reduction of this mortality af­
fects commercially many organiza­
tions. notably the life assurance as­
sociations. We therefore look for aid 
and assistance from the representa­
tives of the great life insurance com­
panies. All employers of labor are in­
terested In this movement and any aid 
and help they may give will be a 
sound business Investment, 
no higher plane.

Dr. J. M. McKay:

Dear Sir:—Many reliable men, 
priests, monks and laymen, have of 
ten spoken to me of the splendid work 
you are performing with your treat 
ment I congratulate you on that

"It Is philanthropic. We have seen 
that one of the objects of the associa­
tion is the carrying out of works of 
relief for the suffering of the sick 
and injured in time of peace. The ter­
rible experience at t'auipbellton has 
recently brought boni- to our minds 
the imperative necessity not only of 
aid. but immediate organized aid. An 
organization that 1s at once ready to 
bring its relief system to bear upon 
the stricken community must be doub­
ly useful and welcome to the suffer­
ers. In such a position our provincial 
hoard would Vie ready, willing and 
able to at once take charge of relief 
work, and bring its whole organization 
into working exist-nee. Here we have 
a practical philanthropic use for the 
association of St.. John.

"It is patriotic : we have seen that 
the object is to relieve suffering In 
war. Another is u augment the medi­
cal service by the formation of volun­
tary aid centres and detachments. I 
take it that every individual, male or 
female, realizes 
from one and all a certain sacrifice 
and a certain duty in aid of our coun­
try. but it is difficult for the average 
Individual to recnuitse that war is a 
potential possibility. It may affect 
other countries but not our own—so 
they say—but until the time when uni­
versal peace we are always In danger 
of war.

"All ages, and a’i conditions can con 
tribute their mit- of personal service 
towards the end - f serving their Do­
minion, Empire a d King by helping 
the Association ot St. John of Jerusa­
lem.

In some Instances this is also the 
case in Canada, notably In Toronto 
and Vancouver. Although this asso­
ciation has for nearly 20 years been 
doing work in Canada, it has never 
been organized on a satisfactory 
working basis. Branches were orgau- 

ln various places throughout the 
country, but the growth was. only 

smodic, and rapidly died when in 
interest ceased to he active.

"About a year ago it was decided by 
those interested, to organize the St. 
John Ambulauue work In Canada on 
a practical working basis. His Ex­
cellency the Governor General was 
asked to give his aid and help, to 
which he readily agreed. Leading 
men were Interested and the whole 
movement was launched, and estab­
lished in a most satisfactory manner. 
The object of this meeting today is to 
extend the good work to this province, 
and to organize a provincial branqh, 
which will, by the formation of work­
ing centres throughout the province, 
enable this organization to extend its 
practical and philanthropic purposes.

In the full view of hundreds of peo­
ple as they passed along Charlotte 
street yesterday afternoon about 5.46 
o'clock, John Carney was seized with 
hemorrhage and bled to death on 
King Square.

The deceased w as a man of about 45 
years of age. and a coachman by oc­
cupation. Early this spring he was 
forced to give up his work on account 
of illness, and for some weeks he was 
treated at the General Public Hospital 
He was discharged from the inetitu 
tlon about six weeks ago, and while 
looking somewhat 111 was able to be 
about, but not able to work. His 
lungs were weak, and he was con­
stantly taking medicine. He had re­
marked on a number of occasions that 
he expected that ho would have a 
hemorrhage and that his death would 
be rather sudden.

“Brutaf and demoralizing,” was the 
verdict pronounced upon the fight pic­
tures exhibited in Queen's rltik last 
evening by Rev. Wilfred Gaetz, of 
Queens Square Methodist church. Mr. 
Gaetz attended the show in order, as 
he said, to be able to give a person­
al opinion.

"What did I think of the pictures?"

When interviewed he declined to 
make any statement.

"Did you think it demoralizing?" 
he was asked.

"I inn not making a statement," 
was the reply. "I’ll express my opin­
ion at the proper time and place. The 
association is taking legal proceed­
ings against those responsible for the 
exhibition."
