President Wilson's address in the
genate has received its first official
notice from Andrew Bonar Law, the
British chancellor’ of the exchequer.
The chancellor, in a speech, said the
president’s peace aims were shared
by the Entente Allies, but, that in
view of Germany's manner of con-
ducting the war, and the fact that the
neutral nations had failed to protest
against her methods, other steps than
those outlined by the president were
necessary to obtain peace.

An unofficlal despatch from Berlin
gays the American ambassador_ to
Germany has conferred with the rm-
perial chancellor respecting the presi-
dent’s address, and that later the am-
bassador,” “at the urgent request of
the German government,” sent a long
wireless despatch to Washington.

German Raids Fail.

TLondon, Jan. 24.—The official report
British headquarters in France
t ht reads:

A number of dead and
wounded Germans were left in our
hands. Our casualties were very
slight.

London, Jan. 24—The American
.ambassador at Berlin, James W. Ger-

In parliamentary circles, says the
correspondent, President Wilson's
speech is generally considered a last
move for peace, and that if it is un-
suocessful the president will be oblig-
ed to side finally with one of the bel-
ligerent groups.

WOULD EXTEND THE
SOLDIERS™ FRANGHISE

Ottawa, Jan. 24.—(By Leased Wire.)
—Dr. Steele (South Perth), hag given
notice of resolution in the commons
providing for legislation this session
to extend the franchise to every Bri-
tish citizen who enlisted with the
Canadian forces for overseas service
and who was a resident of Canada at
the time of enlistment.

The passing of the resolution would
mean the extension of the soldiers’
vote bill passed in 1915 to include not
only soldiers whose names are on the
voters’ list in their respective consti-
tuencies but also every member of the
overseas forces.

DUTGOME OF THE WAR
DEPENDS ON DRAFTS

ambitions led them there. In Eng-
land, too, it was said that political
favoritism was rampant as regards
Canadian military appointments and
that the waste of money involved was
enormous,

Col. George H. Bradbury, Conser-
vative, Selkirk, contradicted this
statement. General Turner and other
higher officers in the overseas Cane-
dian forces, he stated, were Liberals,
and it was thelp recommendation to
Sir Geonge Perley which led to pro-
motion.

Mr, Nesbitt sald Sir George Perley
was a partizan. He continued that if
battalions were to be broken up in
England they should not be enlisted
as complete units in Canada, thus cre-
ating an injustice to their officers. He
volced the complaint of many privates
that officers could obtain leave of ab-
sence while furloughs were refused to
them and concluded with the state-
ment that nothing could have injured
recruiting in his district to such an
extent as the establishment of Camp
Borden. s

Mr, Cockshutt Follows.

The features of the speech of W, F,
Cockshutt, Con., of Brantford, who
followed were his appeal to French-
Canadians for recruits and his eriti-
cisms of President \Vilson's peace
plan. After defending Camp Borden

Surely
French-Canadians had not forgotten
from whence they sprung and the cry
of their great mother country would
l'not resound unheard in the hills and
valleys of Quebec.

Are they any less brave? I don't think
go and T am glad to see the leader
of the opposition nod his head to that.

Messrs. Blondin, Sev-
igny and Patenaude had also been one
and all strongly identified with the
Nationalist cause. If recruiting were
at a standstill in Quebec Mr. Marcil
wanted Ontario Britishers to know
whom to blame. Without the union
o! Nationalists and Conservatives the
present administration would never
have been in power nor would Nation-
alism ever have been able to boast of
a disciple in office. Henrl Bourassa
had permitted such an alliance be-
cause he was dissatisfied with the too-
English policy of Sir Wilfrid Laurier
in extending Canada's aid to Great
Eritain in the South African war.

The Bonaventure member said it
made his blood boil to hear misinform-
ed men charge the Liberals of Quebee
with disloyalty. Messrs, Blondin,
Sevigny and Patenayde, he stated,
were now trying to undo the work
they had done six years ago, Mr. Sev-
igny likening his change of heart to
that of Lloyd George in opposing the
South African war and favoring the
present one, and thereby having earn-
ed for himself in Quebec the title of
“Lloyd George Sevigny.”

Mr. Marcil read the declaration
which Mr, Lucien Cannon had made
after the publication of the report ot
hig speech which had caused so much

iscussion. Mr. Cannon asserted that
Le - believed Canada should give the
mother country all she needed of men
and money but that, like Lord Shaugh-
nessy he did not think the country
should be drained of all its men and
resources. Mr. Marcil said that the
rrovince of Quebec was not to be
blamed. It had done well since the
war began, all things considered. On-
tario, he said, had a population a mil-
lion larger than that of Quebec. More-
cver, a large number of Americans
had come to Ontario and enlisted and
a still larger number of men of Brit-
ish birth had joined the colors. Mr,
Marcil said that Sir Wilfrid Laurfer,

feux and other statesmen and the
hierarchy of Quebec led by the Vener-
able Cardinal Archbishop Begin, had
all assisted in the work of recruiting.
Had not mistakes been made by the
government and in particular by the
Prime Minister who had taken into
his cabinet representatives of an ele-
ment which did not command the con-
fidence of the people of Quebec? *It
we are to be treated as fellow coun-
trymen, if we are to be treated as
pariahs, if we are to be held respon-
sible for the mistakes,” continued Mr.

REJUVENATED BARK.

The rejuvenated bark Harvard,
looking as spic and span as when
new, is anchored in Boston harbor
ready to start on her first voyage in
years as a square rigger. More than
$45,000 was spent in restoring the
vessel from a coal barge. The Har
vard was recently sold for $125,000
to the Federal Transportation Com-
pany of New York, who will get back
nearly four-fifths of the purchase
money on her first trip. She has been
chartered to load 00 tons of acid
phosphate at Houston, Tex., for Rot-
terdam, at $40 a ton, which means a
total freight revenue of $92,000. The
Harvard was buflt as a ship at Bruns-
wick, Me,, in 1883, Then she was con-
verted into a bark. Eight years ago
she was sold to the New England Coal
and Coke Company and was changed
to a barge. Several months ago Rich-
ard T. Green bought the vessel for
$30,000 and the work of restoration
was begun.

NIGHT AFTER

Which More Than Filled

What was characterized as the best
congress which has yet been held in
the Dominion was brought to a close
last night at Centenary church. The
large auditorium was completely filled
and many had to stand.

At the close of the afternoon ses-
sion in the K. of C. hall, the delegates
et in Stone church and organized a
strong provincial council.

The resolutions’ committee present-
ed their report which was adopted
and the prospects are exceedingly
bright for useful work.

Morning Session.

The morning session was opened at
ten o'clock with Rev. Thomas Hicks,
president of the Methodist Corference,
in the chair. Hon. J. A. Murray was
to have presided but was unable to
come.

The first subject taken up was *“In-
dustrial Life,” and this was discussed

the worker and his right and duty to
work; J. L. Sugrue, the worker and
his wage, and Rev. T. Albert Moore
the worker and his time. This was
followed by papers on “Care of De-
pendents, Defectives and Delin
quents."”

Rev. W. R. Robinson told what the
province was now doing and A. M
Belding of what needs to be done,
and these were followed by an address
by Dr. Hastings Hart on the general
subject of the care of these classes.

At the noon luncheon Dr. Pidgeon
brought the message of the West to
the, East and pointed out that the
West set the pace for social service
and was much ahead along these
lines.

Afternoon Session.

The chairman for the afternoon was
A. A. Wilson, K.C,, president of the
Maritime United Baptist Convention.
In his openini remarks the chairman
emphasized the necessity for law en-
fecrcement and claimed that it was the
duty of every citizen to get behind
the laws and see that the officials en-
forced them.

The degrading and uplifting ten
dencies of Urban and Rural Life were
ciscussed by Dr. T. Albert Moore and
Rev. 8. J. McArthur.

Dr. Moore dealt with the urban side
of the question and pointed out some
of the uplifting tendencies; first he
placed the church, then the public
school, law well enforced and the
newspapers The moving picture
houses and theatres might be uplift-
ing or otherwise as they were con-
ducted and in this connection he
urged the careful censorship of ali
films.

Rev. Mr. McArthur dealt with the
rural problems. Some of the degrad-
ing tendencies were the monotony of
the life, the lack of money, lack of
amusement and the low standard of
cocial life.

Among the uplifting tendencies was
the fact that the economic conditions
were improving and the government
were educating the farmers in better
methods of working. The consolidat-
ed schools and the Women's Insti-
tutes had resulted in better social
conditions and the growth of the com-
n:unity spirit was one of the brightest
spots.

The Returned Soldier and the Land.

Dr. Peter Bryce dealt with the sub-
ject of land settlement for the re-
turned soldier in a general way and
James Gilchrist told of what the gov-
ernment of New Brunswick had al-
ready done in this connection.

Dr. Bryce said that within the next
two years there would in all probabil
ity be between two and three hundred
thousand men returning te Canada
and they must be cared for in some
uanner. The province of New Bruns-
wick was the only province so far
which had adopted any definite pro-
gramme of dealing with the problem
and he asked Mr. Gilchrist, provin-
cial superintendent of immigration, to
tell what that programme was.

What New Brunswick Will Do.

Mr. Gilchrist said the New Bruns-
wick government had taken an early
grip on the situation and looked
around for a workable policy of land
settlement. They had selected tracts
of land and would select others
and settle colonies on these tracts
around a central government farm,
where would be located a man who
would instrust the settlers in good
farming and where they would also
have for hire teams and implements
for the use of the settlers.

If the settlements were made on
Crown lands no charge would be made
for the land, 1f on land which the gov-
ernment had purchased the purchase
price would be charged. Arrange-
ments would he made whereby the
payments could be spread over a per-
iod of 20 years.

Battalion to Reinforce 26th and 104th—Latter_ Reigi-
ment G-ing to Front as Unit—News of Other Maritime,

From authoritative sources it 1s
learned that in future New Brunswick
recruits will be used to reinforce units
from this province at the fromt, while
recruits from other povinces will be
used to reinforce the units from their
respective provinces.

The announcement of this new pol-
icy on the part of the militia depart-
‘mem will be received with very genu-
ine satisfaction. In the past the sys-
tem was in vogue of sending the men
to whatever units men were required
at the moment, irrespective of what
provinces they c¢ame from. In the
past there were certain reserve bat-
talions in England which supplied re-
inforcements for umits at the, fromt.
The formation of these battalions has
now been changed, and in place of the
few battalions in the past, there will
now be twenty-six reserve battalions
in England, numbered from 1 to 26.
The 12th Battalion from this province
which crossed the Atlantic as part
of the first contingent was later a
reserve battalion, and for a time con-
tained the New Brumswick men, but
under the new system which has just
been introduced the New Brunswick
Reserve Battalion will be known as
the 13th Reserve Battalion.
