"Currie's homor tonight at the Country
Club, Sir General 8. C. Mewburn,
Minister of Militia, amnounced that
the Corps Commander had been ele-
vated to the rank of Tull General, ap-
pointed Inspector General for the
whole of Canada, and made military
counsellor, a posftion that means he
will be chief miltiary adviser to the
Minister of Militia.

Adverse Trade Balance.

The premier asserted that the
changing from war to peace condi-

The first
outstanding fact of the present situa-
tion was the alarming adverse trade
balance. -

ued, had givey British manufacturers
an opportunity of making and dealing
in goods which otherwise would have
been hurried here from foreign coun-

o premier ‘sald that before the
Bal

w:-.' fmports had exceeded exports
from the United Kingdom by £150,
000,000. Receipts from foreigen in-
yestments at present were down to
£100,000,000, while Great Britain has
to pay, back an adverse trade balance
of £800,000,000. =5

Labor conditions in the TUnited
Kingdom, he added, have improved.
Of the 3,600,000 men demobilized, only
850,000 have not been absorbed in
industries,

The national debt, the premier de-
clared, has grown frgm £641,000,000
to £7,800,000,000,

Pensfons  cost the government
£10,000,000 yearly. Private expendi-
tures in the aggregate, the premier
sald, were more formidable than pub-
lic. expenditure. One way of meeting
the increase in expenditure was to in-
crease production, but the output was
less in everything except agriculture.

The premier declared that if the
country continued in the way in which
it is going, the adverse trade balance
would reach £1,000,000,000 compared
to £150,000,000 before the war.

“We cannot prosper,” he said, “we
cannot even exist without recovering
and maintaining our international
trade. We must bring up the trade
balance, adding to our exports and
lessening our imports>

Have Advance Billions.

“We have advanced some féur bil-
lion pounds to the world from which
we arg getting something like £200,
000,000 yearly in interest. We have
sold £1,000,,000,000 of foreign securi-
ties to pay for war material for our-
selves and our allies. We have bor-
rowed £1,200,000,000 from. America
and Canada for the same purpose.
Our allies including Russia, owe us
£1,000,000,000.

“At the present moment our ad-
verse trade balance is £800,000,000.

“We must bridge that chasm omjat
the bottom of it 1s. ruin. We are
building a temporary bridge, by bor-
rowing, not state borrowing, but
traders’ borrowing for raw material,
food and so forth. That will oply add
to the catastrophe.

“In every direction we are spend-
ing more. We are earning less. We
are consuming more and we are pro
ducing less. These are facts. It can-
not last.”

The production of coal this year,
the premier continued, would be
200,000,000 tons compared with 287,
000,000 before the war, although 30,-
000 more miners are employed at pres-
ent than in 1914. Aton of coal which

Coal Chlef Factor In Industry.

Premier Lolyd George declared that
coal was the chief factor in the in-
dustrial situation. He said that the
outiook was indeed dark unless the
conditions which he stated were
changed. The premier continued: '

“In America the wages are higher,
hours of labor are no longer, and the
labor cost in proportion to thearticles
produced is less. This being the case
competition 1s impossible, and no
tarift wil] remedy this.”

After pointing out that the British
pound at present wag worth in the
United States only 17 1-2 shillings,
the ‘premier sald:

“We shall never improve matters
untll we increase production, or we
will be driven later to reduce even
lower the standard of living in this
country. There is no other glum&

Suffering 8hell Shock. s

*“The world ig suffiering from shell
shock on a big scale, but all of this
will pass away.”

One of the arguments in favor on
reducing the number of working
hours, ,the premier said, was that
the reduction in time would not in-
volve a reduction in output. There
has, he said, been & substantial re-
duction in the hours oflabor ,and it
has been found that the output has
been reduced almost in same mathe-
matical proportion.

Labor has made tremendous gains
during the last two or three years, the
premier adds, but, Be said, these
could not be maintained if production
did not increase

During the gession of the,House of
Oommons today, there were intro,
duced a bil that represented an
agreement between employers and em-
ployes. The bill cals for a 48 hour
week ang what are considered living
wages,

The Premier sald he thought there
was evidence of international closing
down of production, and that it is
mecessary not only for the workmen,
but the managers and foremen to put
theit shoulders to the task of increas-
ing producion. He said it was.a dan-
gerous fallacy the less men Wworked
tthe more work there would be for
others, and that it is highly important
for those having 1 nes with  the
workers to do thefr ntmost to explode
this fallacy.

Dealing with coal, Mr. Lloyd Georze
said the governmment docepted the poli-
cy of state purchase of mineral rights,
on which all the reports of the coal
commission were unanimous, but that
the government would be unable to
give its assent to accept any of the
principles of the Sankey report.

No State Ownership.

The premier contended there was
no evidence that harmony would pre-
vail with the workers under state own-
ership... He instanced the recent min-
ers 'strike in Yorkshire, which, he de-
clared, was a strike against the gov-
grnment, and the experiences of the
railways under government control.
Therefore, he thought the whole basis
of the Sankey report that state own-
ership would promote harmony had
been falsified.

The government, the premier -con-
tinued, had accepted the principle of
unification and re-organization and
there undoubtedly was cause for giv-
ing the miners greater interest and
better working conditions; and in or-
der to organize the mmes and reduce
working expenses to a minimum, the
country would be divided into areas,
in each of which amalgamation of la-
bor in the mines should be under-
taken for a limited period. The work:
ers should have directors represent-
ing them on the body controlling the
policy of the area, he added.

Mr. Lloyd George said the move-
ment would prepare measures at the
speediest moment possible so that min-
eral rights could be purchased by the
state, and that a fund would be raised
for the promotion of the social welfare
of the miners, but that the government
would not purchase or operate mines.

Summing up, the premier said:

“We saw the country imperilled by
under-production and proposed to deal
therewith by bringing the facts home
to labor; by dealing with the question
of extended hours and & minimum
wage, and giving workers & voice in
control and a share in the prosperity
of the industry.”

Turning to trade conditions, Mr.
Lloyd George said:

“We must forget pre-war conditions
and deal with actualities.”

He declared that he regarded the ad-
verse American exchange rate as in
itself protection against the importa-
tion of manufactured goods

“With regard to protection mgainst
unfair competition,” the premier con-
tinued, “there will remain obstacles to
imports in the shape of low exchange
rates and high freights. These wili re-
main, because we have decided that
we cannot longer keep up exchanges.
It is better we realize that it may
have the effect of raising prices ot
food and raw materials, especially
those from America.

‘That is the result of underproduc-
tion and it is needful that it should
be brought home to everyone, other-
‘wise it will never be cured.

Dealing with the difficulties of eco-
nomizing of defences, the premier as.
serted that notwithstanding the fact
that the great menace to Europe was
gone, and it was under that idea that
the government was prosecuting its ex-
amination into army estimates where
it was belleved it couyld effect con-
siderable reductions, in this matter it
'was essential that the great nations
which "have promptea tme League of
Nations should show their confidence
in it and trust it. If they increased
their armament the league would be
a4 sham and a mere sorap of paper.

Allies Will Not Make Seri-
ous Attempt to Bring Him
to Trial.

Amerongen, Saturday, Aug. 16.—(By
the Associlated Press.)—Although it
has been known in Amerongen that
former Emperor William, in the hope
of settling down to the life of a
country gentleman in Holland, had
been negotiating for the purchase of
the Castle of Doorn, the correspond-
ent, today, was unable to definitely
coufirm a despatch from Utrecht that
the deal had been completed. The
Castle is owned by Baromess Van
Heimstra De Beaufort and is sltuated
near Doorn.

“Nothing has been settled,” was the
reply of those close to Herr Hohen-
zollern when questioned, but they add-
©d that they could not deny the re.
port.

Despite official announcements of tha
intention of the Allies to try the for-
mer Emperor, it 1 the general beiic
among the advisers of Her Hohen-

zoilern, it is said, that the Allies will
nol make & serious attempt to bring
him to trial.

‘While &0s#ip in the village is to the
effect that the former Emperor is
short of ready money, or he otherwice
would have bought the Doorn estate
long ago, it is believed there is no
serious financial difficulty in the way
of purchase.

SURVEYING ROUTE
OF AERIAL LINE
SYDNEY-LONDON

. 8ydney, Australa, July 9.—{(Corre-
spondence of The Assoctated Press,)—
Burvey of the route of the first section
of the projected aeriar service between
8ydney and London was recently com-
pleted. The section extends from Syd-
ney to Darwin, which is on the mnrth
coast of Australia and relatively near
the Malayan Archipelago. The sen
vice will be carried on by a Sydney
company

From Darwin the route will cross
the sea to the island of Timor, pro-
ceed along the Malayan Archipalago to
India and thence run to Bagdad cr
Port Said—probably the latter. From
Port Said it will cross Burope to Lon-
don. The survey of the second sec-
tion of the route, from Darwin through
Malaya to Delhi, is now going on.

It is expected that the first flight
will be made within the next rew
months, and it is planned to have the
proposed passenger and
services in full operation in about two
vears. If the company succeeds Lon-
don will be reached regularly from
here in 6 12 days. p

“l am in favor of having a plebis-
cite as soon as possible,” said the
Commsisioner of Harbors “I don’t
think the offer made by the-govern-
ment is fair to St. John, but it is the
business of the citizens to decide.
“Costs of maintenance are going up,
and at present prices of oil it costs a
small fortune to do any painting. We

already in compemion with the gov:
ernment here. The Canadian National
Railways have issued ordérs to abolish |
top wharfage on tile ‘Long = whart,
which will puf that part of the harbor.
on a similar basis to Halifax, where
the railway absorbs the top wharfage.
But that may tend to attract ships
from the city wharves.

“We have been trying to induce the
governmeént to get. busy, and build
grain conveyors to the berths 14 and
15 on the west side,” added Commijs.
sioner Bullock. “This. winter  the
Canadian grain crop will 'evidently
have to be shipped through Canadian |
ports, and there will be more grain |
than we can handle. Unless the grain
conveyors are.bullt we will have the
same gitudtion as last winter. The
city berths will have to be largely re:
served for the grain ships, while the
general cargo ships will go to the gov-
ernment berths. . That is no good to
us. The city depends for, its harbor
revenues mainly on the general cargo
ships. The revenue from the grain
ships is very small, and it would not
worry us very much if they all went to
Portland.”

Dominion Trade
Commussioner Here

D. K. Ross, Commissioner at
Melbourne, Australia, Talks
Interestingly of Prospects
for Future Trade Between
That Country and Canada.

D. K. Ross, Dominion Trade Com-
missioner at Melbourne, Australia,
who has been spending a few days in
the city, when seen last night at the
Foyal by a Standard representative,
talked interestingly of his work in the
Commonwealth and the prospects for
future trade between that country and
Canada.

He said it was the policy of the De-
partment of Trade and Commerce of
Canada to temporarily recall their
trade commissioners in various parts
of the world to the Dominien in order
that they might become familiar with
industrial advances by clese personal
investigation. During the war it had
ibeen impossible for the commissioners
to come home and as a matter of fact
he himself had not been in St. John
since 1908. Now, that the war had
ended, however, they were once more
resuming their periodical visits, and
smong those 0 had recently come
to Canada, were H. J. Egan, of South
Africa; Mr. Webb, of the Argentine
Kepublic, both of whom have been in
St. John, and W.'A. Beddoe, of New
Zealand, who is shortly due here.

Mr. Ross said he had found quite a
number of manufacturers in the Mari-
time Proviuces, including several in
St. John, taking a great iInterest in
the development of trade with both

Service Between Montreal

and Havre — Managers
Seeking Information and
Expected ‘Ships Will Be
Here Next Winter.

St. John will probably be the winter
port of the Canada-France line, whicy
is now operating a fortnightly service
between Montreal and Havre. The
managers have been seeking informa-
tion about the Insurance rates to the
Bay of ¥undy, and the harbor facili-
ties here, and Com. Bullotk said yes:
terday that he thought' the line would
come to St. John this winter. The
Canada-France service was established
this spring with cargo boats of about
4,000 tons, and has evidently been suc-
cessful; ateany rate two passenger
boats have recently been added to the
service, and there Is a report that the
big French liner La Touraine will be
diverted from the New York to the
Canadian route, The service is operat
ed by the Compagnie Generale Trans-
atlantique, probably the most impor
tant shipping company of ' France, in
co-operation with the Canada Steam-
ships Lines, Ltd., the biggesit shipping
company in Canada. If, a8 seems prob-
able, the boats of this lige come to
St. John, it will mean considerable
business for the port, and the boats
will probably coal here for the round
trip as they are now doing in Mont-
real.

Another indication of the increasing
interest in St. John as shipping port
was furnished yestérday by a report
that the Head Line were contemplat-
4ng opening an office of their own
here. This company’s service between
Montreal and Belfast this summer has
been doing well, and it is said to be
planning for a conslderqble expansion
of its Canadian business. During the
war the Head Line lost a large num-
ber of ships through enemy action,
but it is replacing its lost boats with
ships of larger tonnage.
