DEAF AND DUMB
INSTITUTION

Treasurer Chestnut Examined
Before Commission at
Fredericton.

THIS TOOK ALL DAY.

Statement Satisfactory As to Funds
Handled by Him—Payments Were
Made on Orders from Superin-
tendent Woodbridge—The Pro-
ceedings in Detail.

Fredevicton, July 3.—(Special)—The in-
vestigation into the affairs of the Deaf
and Dumb Institution was continued to-
day, The whole day was taken up by
tHenry Chestout, treasurer, in giving his
testimony. His books, which cover only
the expenditure of the monies received
from the government and county grants,
were found in splendid order and the
vouchers, etc., connected therewith were
in order. Mr. Chestnut does not receive
the monies subscribed throughout the
provinces, these are received by Mr.
Woodbridge and disbursed by him. At
various times during the inquiry today ‘be-
side the counsel and parties interested,
the following gentlemen were present:
Justice Gregory, G. T. Whelpley, Have-
fock Coy, H. C. Creed, G. Ernest Pow-
ers and Abel C. Clark, of Hartford
(Conn.), the interpreter employed by the
crown.

J. D. Phinney, Q. C., handed in ordeérs
in council of 21 Decambur, 1388, and 14
May, 1889, referring to management . of
the institution.

Decides Against Mr. Gregory.
A. J. Gregory, K. C., asked the com-
missioner for his decision in ordering the

partioulars regarding the immoral charges. |

Commissioner Barry said hc could not see
that he had any power over the persons
making the chargés and if he made an order
he had no power to compel them to obey.
He could see no good reason for having
the particulars supplied and he had no
power or authority over the people making
the charges to the government.

Mr. Chestaut Called.

J. D. Phinney called Heury Chestnut,
On exathination he stated that he has
been treasurer of the Deaf and Dumb In-
etitution since 1887. G. A. Perley was
this predecessor and on his death thought
that upon the suggestion and at the re-
quest of Hon. A. G. Blair he accepted
the position of treasurer. Have attended
the meotings of the managing committee
with fair regularity. Mook part in dis-
cussion of the committee when present.
Upon taking office had no knowledge of
the financial position of the institution,
but got some information of a general
character at Jlater meetings. The only
funds controlled by the witness were the
government and county grants. The be-
quests came to him indirectly. Some do-
mations cagae to him directly from Rev.
Isaac Ba?:? through Rev. Mr. Mowatt in
1888 and 1889. Received also a checque
from B. Levin & Co. for $10. During
1887, 1838 and 1891 the rents for houses
and pasturage were paid to witness by
Mr. Woodbridge. Know mo reason why
the payment of rents ceased. lad no
knowledge of the source of the rents paid
by Mr. Woodbridge. The board of man-
agement never informed him the source
of the rents nor had he any information
as to the propenty belonging to the in-
stitution. The building was destroyed in
1897. The insurance on the furniture of
$1,000, was paid to him by Mr. ‘Wood-
bridge. Received also $840 from insur-

ance on ‘the bwlding, ' -bing bal-
ance after paying the morigage.
The $1,000 and $0 passed to cuwr-

rent account and the $800 was placed on
deposit. Do not know if $1,000 from in-
surance was employed for repurchase of
furniture. Paid out money on the order
of A. ¥. Woodbridge, and had np know-
Jedge of the details, etc., of the accounts,
as never saw them and never investigated
them. The expenditure of the funds was
made enitirely on the order of Mr. Wood-
bridge. When Mr. Woodbridge wanted
money he would make an order in his
own name and witness gave him a cheque
for amount. Never had any accounts or
pilis rendered the institution and they
never were presented to him. The orders
were all made in Woodbridge’s name and
were never _countersigned by any, membgr
of the committee. July 2nd, 1889, paid
A. F. Woodbridge on his personal order
$500 and the same sum in 1337, 1338, 18¢0.
In 1896, $200 was paid Woodbridge person-
ally and the same sum again in 1898 and
1809. In 1901 $110 was paid to the prin-
cipal for purchase of fuel. M_»n'r:h 25,
1901, paid Mr. Woodbridge $154.83. In
August, 1901, $204.08. Have _received

hing for rents of house anl pastures

Baak on interest at 3} per cent, is $2,-
610.02 and was derived from the lockin
bequest of 1896 of §1,000, and Ketchum
bequest of $800 in 1897. The balance of
$800 from the fire insurance formed a por-
tion of the money of the deposit. It is
in the name of the Deaf and Dumb Insti-
tution. Know no reason why the pay-
ment of remts nvas discontinued, mor of
own knowledge that the ments were ever
accounted for afterwards. Never handled
any of the subscription collected and was
in no way responsible for the collections
made by the agents of the institution.
The government grant for ‘building pur-
poses did not go through the treasurer’s
hands. Witness did. not prepare the an-
nual statement which appeared in the re-
ponts from year to year. Messrs. Spur-
den and Creed were the auditors. The
taxes ‘contained in the eatry for $35.62
were paid on the order of A. I. Wood-
bridge. Do mnot know whose taxes these
were: Never paid any taxes before or
aftenwards. The account of James Howie,
tailor, for $39.10 was paid on order of
Mr. Woodbridge; in like manner the ac-
counts of Oliver Burden and William
Burditt & Co., agricultural implement
dealers, for $56.75 and $12.75 respectively.
The latter was paid on a draft accepted
by Mr. Woodbridge. Mr. Woodbridge
has no private account with my firm as far
as known. Have supplied goods to the
institution. Mr. Woodbridge veceived the
bill for the goods. He also received all
the bills and vouchers for the amounts
paid on his onder. In 1887 Doctor Brown
was paid $80.00 for medical services., It
was Woodbridge’s note in favor of Doc-
tor Brown. Have no knowledge why ths
payment was made; merely paid it be-
cause Mr. Woodbridge ordered me to do
80. Have no recond, entry or knowledge,
official or personal, of any property which
the institution possesses. Do mot know
whather the institution owns any farm,
building or any other property. Receiye
no remuneration. Was not paid even the
postage bills.

To Mr. Gregory.
In reply to A. J. Gregory, K. C., wit-
ness said he did not know of any one be-

stitution except it be Mr. Woodbridge.
Never thought anything about the enter-
prise being property of Woodbridge.
Do not kndw that Woodbridge has ae-
counted for rents, but believe they are n
the reports. Presume the institution
owned the Botsford property. It is more
than a building. Do not know how it is
utilized. Mr: Woodbridge was principal
of the institution and on his order tae
money was paid. Woodbridge kept a
separate set of books and ac.ounts and
made up the annual statement.’ In doing
so he examined the books of witness.
The managing commititee do mot accept
the responsibility for the debts contract-
ed. G. T. Whelpley was ithe chief man
who disposed of ithe ibuild'mg fund and
took charge of the operations. ¢ The
checques for expenses were signed by the
late Chief Justice Allen, €. T. ‘W helpley,
and witness. The cheques and bank
 books show all the expenditure ia con-
nection with the building of.;the institu-
tion. ‘The annual reports prcpared by
Principal Woodbridge were susmitted to
the managing committee before printing.

To Mr. Slipp.

Mr. Chestnut, in reply to A. R. SLpp,
stated he had beén a member of com-
mittees. which appeared before the gov-
ernment asking for financial - assistance.
He bhad never visited the institution. Dul
not make up the county grants. Did mot
know if they came before the board.
Never knew Mr. Woodbridze cperated a
farm, oor knew the source of the vege-
tables supplied the imstitution. Did mnot
know the condtions of the Hockin nor
of the Ketchum bequests. Never asked
Mr. Woodbridge for rents. They were
not paid and asked no questions. Have
no other entry referring to taxes, but the
one mentioned to Mr. Phinney. Was
never consulted in selection of teachers.
Believed Mr. Woodbridge did that work.
Do not kumow of any case in which Mr.
Woodbridge gave an order on him ex-
cept for the purposes of the institution.
Know mothing of the developmeat of the
institution.

Re-examined.

Re-examined by J. D. Phinney, K. C.,
Don’t know who selected the members ot
the managing committiee. The name would
eome up at a meectiag and would be talk-
ed over among the members. Each pro-
postant denomination is represented on
the board. There was a difficulty fre-
quently of obtaining a quorum. Do not
know of any by-laws or regulations gov-
erning the institution or its management.
Always looked to Mr. Woodbridge for
funds when there was any deficiency.
Know he obtained the funds wcollected by
the agents of the institution. Knew of
no accounting of the rents since 1891, the
last time any record appears in trea-urer’s
book. Could not say that the goods pur-
chased in the name of the institution were
not for its sole use. Believed them to be
for such parposes otherwise would mnot
have paid the orders, but have no know-
ledge megarding them.

The commission adjournéd at 6 o’clock,
to resume at 10 o’clock tomorrow morn-
ing.

CAPTURE TOWN
\FTER FIRAT
OF FOUR DAY

The Venezuelan Revolutionists
Triumph Against President
Castro’s Forces.

LED BY MENDOZA.

Government Troops Nearly All Gap-
tured—Body of 4,500 Insurgents
Now to March Upon Valencia—
Planning Also Attack Upon Porto
Cabello.

Port of 8pain, Trinidad, B. W. 1., July
3.—News has reached here that after four
days’ fighting the town of Barquisimeto in
the state of Lara, Venezuela, has been
captured by revolutionists under General
Luciano Mendoza.

General Mendoza; who reappeared in
active operations, was assisted by Gen-
erals Solagnie, Pancho, Batalla and Au-
Jaer. The government troops were near-
ly all captured. One hundred of them,
however, escaped with Gonzales Pacheco,
igovernor of Lara, in the direction of Tra-
jillo. Xour Venezuelan officers and Gen.
Lakela, the chief in command at Bar-
quisimeto, escaped to the seaport of Tucas.

Gen. Jacinto Lara has been appointed
govérnor of Barquisimeto by the revolu-
tionists.

This new victory is believed to prove
once again the vitality of the revolution
against President Castro. Revolutionists,
who are estimated to mumber 4,500 men,
are now marching on Valencia, in the
state of Carabobo, which is 40 miles away.
Valenecia will probably be attacked within
ten days. The whereabouts of General
Matos, the leader of the revolution, is
absolutely unknown to the Venezuclan
government.

According to the [latest reperts from'
Porto Cabello, the itelephone and tele-
graph lines connecting that port with
Valencia, were ocut eight days ago and
traffic on the Inglish railroad between
these points has been interrupted [or the
last three days. Tt is believed that the
revolutionists will shortly attack and cap-
ture Porto Cabello.

FOUND EXPLORERS
N SORE STRAITS

DeWitt and Companion Going Ovar-
land Across Asia in Distress on
Bering Sea Shore.

e

Nome, Alaska, June 19—Via San Fran-
July 3.—.Captcin Cottle of the
whaler William Baylies, who arrived from
the north ‘today, reports succoring Harry
De Windt and his companion, George
Harding, who were in distress on the
shore of Bering Sea. Dewindt and Hard-
ing left Paris last December, intending to
make an overland journey across Asia to
Amerida via Bering Stmits. They travel-
ed to Yatusk in Siberia and proceeded

| thence by reindeer team to Mijni Koly-

minsk, the two most nonthern settlements
in Russia, and from there they traveled
more than 1,500 miles.

Captain Cottle found the explorers at
Whadyiuk, an uninhabited country, visit-
ed occasionally by passing whalers. De-
windt and Harding were in a sorry plight.
Their provisions were almost gone ‘and
they had reached the coast only to find
fthat the ice had gone out of the straits
and that it was impossible to accomplish
the perilouy feat of crossing Bering Stwait
on the ice. The Captain supplied them
with provisions and’ dtates that he he-
lieves they will make their way across in a
native skin boat.

Betting Cannot Be Suppressed.

London, July 3—The select commi:lce
of the house of lords, which was appo nt-
ed last January to deal with the evils of
betting, and which included +<he Bar! of
Durham, the Earl of Harzv.od, the ¥l
of Derby, the Earl of Aberle:n, Viscornt
Peel and the Bishop of IHzr:iyrd awceng
its members, has just issuzd its vep.rt.
The committee has airive® at the con-
clusion that betting cannot be a wogether
suppressed, but in view of the fact itat
while the practice has declined amopg the
higher classes and horse owners, it bhas
taken an increasingly stroager ho'l on
the working classes. It recommends that
betting should be confined by legislation
to the actual scenes of recing and
athletics.

BRITISH PUBLIC REGRE1 DEPARTURE

Sir Wilfrid Laurier at Gorden Party Given
by Baroness - Burdett-Coutts - Special
Theatrical Performances in Honor of the
Premiers--Temps Predicts Failure of Im-
perial Conference.

Montreal, July 3—(Special)—A London
cable to the Star says: “Much to the dis-
appointment of many troopers and the
general British public, who have seen far
too little of them, Lieutenant-Colonel
Pellatt and most of the Canadian conting-
ent left Alexandra Palace this morning to
embark on the Tunisian for Quebec. The
return of the troops is explained by the
business engagements of many members
of the contingent.

“ILieutenant Turner,who was thrown from
his horse at the queen’s review, had a
narrow escape, but i$ now recovered, and
sails on the Tunisian.

“The Canadian mounted men are much

chagrined because so few of them are
allowed. to appear on horseback.

Coutt’s garden party today.

“The leading theatres are arranging speci-
al performances in honor of the premiers.

“Tt is generally believed that Hon. Mr.

Toronto, July 8—(Special)—The Tele-
gram’s cables from London say: “ The
Temps of Paris predicts failure of the
imperial conference. It regards as danger--
ous the experiment of zollverein, federa-
tion or even permanent council.

“New Zealand has determined to ap-
point commercial agents in Britain and
other parts of Europe and also in South
Africa.

AMNESTY TO  FILIPINOS,

PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT FORMALLY
DECLARES RESTORATION
OF PEACE.

Places the lIslands Under Civil Control,

Extends General Amnesty to Those Who
Have Been in Rebellion —Three Orders
and Proclamations lssued.

Washington, July 3—The presdent has
formally declared the restoration of peace
in the Philippine Archipelago. He has
placed the islands under civil control and
hag extemded general amnesty te the
Filipinos who - have been in  rebeliion.
These three things, marking one of- the
most important chapters in the Philip-
pines’ histony, :were accomplished through
the issue of three orders and procl:ma-
tions, one by the president over his own
signature, extending amaesty; one through
Secretary Root, by the president’s order,
relieving General Chaffee from his duties
a3 military governor, and a third which
tokes the shape of a general order ad-
dressed to the entire army of the United
States in which Secretary Root takes oc-
casion to express the president’s high
appreciation of the work it has- accom-
plished both in Cuba and in the Philip-
pines.

WRECKED N TR

BAD INCIDENT ATTENDS CANADIAN
NORTHERN STRIKE.

Somebody Cut Wires and When Train Left
to Make Repairs it Ran Into an Open
Switch—Rewards Offered by Company and
Strikers' Committee.

Winnipeg, July 3—(Special)--All the
wires on the Canadian Northern Railway
were cut last night, supposedly by sirik-
ers or sympathizers.” The trains which
left this morning with linemen to repair
the wires ran into an open switch a few
miles from this city and was wrecked.
The engineer, fireman, brakeman and a
lineman were all more or less injured.

Superintendentt Hanna has offered $500
and the strikers’ committee offered $50 for
apprehension of the train wreckers. The
road is still tied up and no freigat was
handled today.

CRITICIZING
FOREIGN POLICY
OF BRITAIN

Lord Cranborne Replies to
Questions of Sir Charles
Ditke and Others.

FRENCH SHORE MATTER.

Government Would Be Glad to
Settle Newfoundland Question—
Britain Not to Blame for Want
of Understanding With Russia—
Pelicy In China.

London, July 3—When the vote for the
foreign office came up in the house of com-
mons this afternoon the government’s
foreign policy came in for considerable
criticism. Sir Charles Dilke (Advanced
Radical), said he wanted to know if there
had been any real negotiations with
Yrance looking to the scttlement of the
French Shore (Newfoundland) dispute,
and declared that British recognition of
French rights to the Hinterland of Tri-
poli endangered the traditional friendship
of Great Britain and Italy. The new ar-
rangements between France and Italy, he
further asserted, had entirely upset the
British situation in the Mediterranean and
Eastern Europe. They had been made in
order to put the screws on Great Britain.
The feebleness of the government’s policy
in China showed the absence of a presid-
ing mind. :

Sir Charles aleo referred to the hos-
tility to Russia involved in the Japanese
alliance and he advocated that a clear
definition of the respective interests of
Great Britain and Russia could possibly be
secured by some sort of an arrangement
with the Czar himself.

He asked if there was any secret under-
standing with Germany regardng . her
access to the Persian Gulf, urged the
fostering of friendship with France, and
concluded with moving a reduction of the
salary of the foreign secretary, Lord
Lansdowne. <

Thomas Gibson Bowles (Conservative),
seconded the motion. He regretted the
subserviency of the foreign office towards
Germany, declaring she was the disturbing
influence in China and that Xmperor
William’s telegram to Mr. Kruger was
largely responsible for the feeling which
produced the Boer war.

Henry Norman (Liberal) wanted to
know if the government realized that
Germany had practically secured exclusive
rights in the Shan Tung peninsula and
Russia had a complete monopoly of the
enormously valuable mines of Mongolia. °

During a general reply, the under secre-
tary for the foreign office, Lord Cran-
borne, ' declared that the great questions
affecting Newfoundland were mnot being
allowed to sleep. They were penpetually
before the foreign offices of both countries.
The government would be exceedingly
glad to settle the Newfoundland question
but it was very difficult because of a com-
plexity of interests over which the Brit-
ish government had no control.

Regarding Russia, Lord Cranborne said
it was not the fault of Great Britain that
an understanding between them had not
been reached. The question of the relations
between Great Britain and Italy was very
important. Great Britain had no designs
on Tripoli. She was .only anxious to
maintain the status quo and intended to
adhere to treaty obligations concerning
Tripoli as well as other matters. The
agreement with Japan. was founded on
mutral interests. Therefore it has been
a strong foundation.

T.ord Cranborne further remarked he
did not believe China was likely to be
misled by the advances of various powers.
She knew it was the true policy of Great
Britain to maintain the integrity of China
and increase her resources.

Lord Cranborne quoted the denial of
the German imperial chanecellor, Count
Von Buelow, that Germany had exclusive
rights in Shan Tung, and claimed there-
fore that the door remained open. As to
a Russian concession in the Pei Ho Val-
ey the government,  said Lord Cranborne,
was not in a position to say Russia was not
entitled to a concession, but, when it came
to the question of the site and area there-
of, Great Britain had a deal to say and
said it with considerable effect.

As to the Chinese indemnity being a
gold debt, the govenrment could not re-
cede from its position but sympathized
with China and some ameliorations might
be granted. It was hopeless to expect the
total abolition of the Likin stations in
China, but it was confidently hoped to
be able, by a fiscal arrangement, to relieve
foreign trade of this enormous burden.

The war secretary, Mr. Brodrick, in-
formed Jasper Tully (Nationalist) that he
was not aware that a number of Irish-
Americans were made prisoners of war,
but, he added, if such was the case, their
release will proceed on the same - lines
as “other prisoners similarly situated.

GREAT DAMAGE DONE
BY RAIN DOWNPOUR,

Lives Lost, Property Wrecked, Crops
Destroyed.

Detroit, Mich., July 3—A rain storm
of torreatial proportions swept over the
lower peninsula of Michigan last night
and early today, doing tremendous dam-
age. Cropy suffered severely and Ghere

are numerous washouts on the railroads,
ome resulting seriously. At Rochester a
Michigan Central fréight was ditched,
two people killed and three injured.
Traing were late on all roads. In the
southwestern part of the state the storm
assumed the proportions of a cyclone and
several . persons were fatally injured in
the wrecks of houses. Great damage Was
dome the western Michigan fruit crop.

At Flint the rainfall caused Swartz
and Thread creeks to overflow and the
southern pontion of the city is flooded.
Several factories are submerged. 'Ihe
Fliat river is also out of its banks and
the Lewis paper mill is under water and
in danger of being swept away. Two
bridges across the river are in danger. T'he
total loss will aggregate mearly $100,000.
Port Huron is without means of trans-
portation, the mailways and inter-urban
lines being tied up. The southern por-
tion of Owosso is flooded.

Tn Detroit 2.28 inches of rain fell last
night, but comparatively little damage was
done.

Mitchell Back at Headquarters---Rowdyism
in Places.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., July 3.—President
Mitchell arrived here late this afternoon.
He said he thought there was no change
in the anthracite strike. In Illinois he
brought the operators and miners togethef
in one of the bituminous districts. and
now peace reigns there. At Saginaw
(Mich.), he said he arranged matters so
that an early settlement of the differ-
ences bdtween the operators and miners
will in all probability take place:

It is reported in coal circles that as
doon as the strike was over, Coxe &
Bros., at Drifton, intended to give their
employes a ten per cent. voluntary in-

crease.

Harrisburg, Pa., July 3.—T'wenty strik-
' ers were arrested at Williamstown today
for interfering with non-unign men at
work, Serious trouble is threatened in
the region.

Shamokin, Pa., July 3—A mob of un-
known men stormed the Greenough col-
liery today, hurled stones and clubs
through the windows. Watchman William
Rhoades opened fire at them with a re-
volver and they fled.

UNITED STATES AND SPAIN.

Treaty of Amity Sigﬁed. but Text With-
held.

Chicago, July 3—Maddened and half in-
toxicated from alcohol used-in “distillery
slop” fed to them, a big herd of cattle
stampeded in the stock yards today. More
than a score of the animals met death mn
the rush.

A closed gate caused the trouble, aad
before it was.over 21 animals lay in a
heap, some impaled on horas, others w,ih
necks broken and others iraa%ically climb-
ing over the squirming mass, while seme
of the survivors leaped ‘ences and escap:d
to various parts of the yards.

London, July 3—Bverything points to
a satisfactory if somewhat prolonged eoa-
valescence of the king. It is expected
that the bulletins regarding his condition
will soon be reduced to one.a day. Small
crowds now haunt the bulletin boards at
Buckingham Palace throughout the nignt
and all his majesty’s doctors are now able
to attend to the more pressing portiom
of their private practices, Sir Frederick
Treves absented himself from the palace
today to attend the wedding of his only
daughter to Major Radcliff.

A number of coronation guests left Lon:
don today, including the Crown Priace
of Norway and Prince Komatsu, of Japan.
Both were seen off by gatherings of dis-
tinguished persons at the station.

A striking scene was witnessed today; &
big brake loaded with Fijian soldiers drew
up in front of the palace. The men were
bare-legged and bareheaded; their frizzy,
hair was long and dyed, and with their
white cotton skirts amd quaint tunics,
they presented a strange spectacle,’ -lIn
fromt of the palace the Fijians in their
native tongue solamnly intoned a hymn of
intercession ocomposed for the occasiom.

Jand to take part in the coromation:fes-
tivities is returning home on the Altan
steamer Tunisian, whi¢h seils for Mont-
reall boday. The soldiers were accorded
an enthusiastic reception here this after-
noon and were entertained at luncheon
by the lord mayor in the town hali.

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SNOD OF NEW BRUNSWICK DOES
~ MUCH BUSINESS ON OPENING DAY

Address by Bishop Kingdon, With Sohe Suggestions —
Decided to Have Meetings Biennial Instead of Every
- Year —Reports and Motions, and Action Taken.

The 34th session of the Diocesan Synod
of Fredericton opened Tuesday morning
with celebration of holy communion by
the bishop at 8 o'clock. The firet business
meeting opened at 10 o'clock, and the last
session of the day closed at 10 o’clock
ldst night. The sessions were remarkable
for the amount of business transacted,
comparatively little time being consumed
in discussion.
vThe Bishop of Fredericton presided and
the morning session was opened with
prayer by the Lord Bishop and the calling
of the roll by Rev. Canon Newnham.

On motion of Very Rev. Dean Partridge
the minutes of the last session as printed
were taken as read and confirmed.

The bishop then appointed the follow-
ing mominating committee composed ot
one clerical and oae lay meémber from
each. deanery:

Bishop Kingdon's Address.

The bishop then read his annual ad-
dress as follows:

Brethren' of the Clergy and Laity:

It bas pleased God to spare me to ad-
dress you once more in synod. The sick-
ness with which I was struck down on
the second Sunday in March was very
severe and has made me realize if I had
not done so before how near I am as we
all are to death at every moment of our
lives.

Tt has pleased God of His infinite mercy
to spare my life at this time as I hope
He has more work for me to do and He
has granted me opportunity to do more
faithful and more earnest work for Him.
May He of His mercy grant that as He
hias given me a longer time upom earth so
may He give me grace to serve Him
better than I have done, and grant that
His grace may not be given in vain.

“To you, brethern, I wou'd also offer my
thanks for your thoughtful generosity
which enabled me to take a trip to Eng-
land in' an endeavor to recover health
and strength for the work. I am. grateful

‘But while I have been spared to be
with you several of our older clergy have
gone to their rest. William Quinlard Ket-
chum was among
Bishop Medley, being ordained in' Sep-
tember, 1845. He became and continued
#0 be one of his most trusted clergy, work-
ing first under the bishop’s eye in Fred-
ematon he was deputed by him to visit
the parishes on the other side of the

river St. John between St. Mary’s and |

Quebec, but the anxieties connected with
the consecration of the cathedral pre-
vented full attention being given to his
repont. ~

It needs not for me to tell of his work
in connection with‘the Diocesan Church
Society as its secretary for more than 40
years. We @ll know how the work of the
society grew and maultiplied and how faith-
fully he kept pace with the work. As
rector of St. Andrew’s he has left ma-
terial proof of his earnestmess in the two
churches at St. Andrews and (hameook
and the respect and affection borne him
by his people bear testimony to the faith-
fulness of his ministration amengst them-
‘MWhen Elisha asked his generous enter-
tainer how he could return her kindmess,
avhat temporal advancement she sought,
ber answer was that she sought none. “I
live among mine own people.” Such
would have been the answer 'of Donald
Macquean Bliss. He lived amongst his
own people and seldom left them. Quietly,
simply, = faithfully he served them and
never asked them for anything but re-
spedt and love in return. As he grew
old in service, while he hoped to make
up 50 yeans in his rectory, he only wished
to do what was pointed out as his duty
and voluntarily and unselfishly gave up all
emolment he derived from his preferment
that his people might have the benefit of
the more active services of a younger man.
He has gone to his rest greatly respected
by all to whom he ministered.

William Jaffrey was ordained in 1847.
Before ordination he had learned methodi-
cal business habits which were of #iudh
advantége to him, as they woul be to
every clergyman. I was much struck

_with this when, soon after my arrival, 1
was speaking to him about a part of the
diocese where he had worked many years
before. He showed me a list of all the
church people in the district with the
particulars of their families. By his care
a sum of money was raised for the 1);1&\!.16[
endowment of St. Mary’s and was 1n-
vested so that_ it has not been lost by
anisappropriati By his care the beau-
tiful -little ohurcl? was built which was
consecrated two days after my own con-
gecration. Thus three of our oldest clergy
bave gone to their rest ]eaving.cxa‘nuplcs
of quiet earnest love in their several
ways. :

“One more would I mention of bright
intellect and original thought who indeed
bad left the diocese for a while but was
anxious to return. Rev. ‘Thomas Dick-
epson was stricken down with serious
gickness and sought help in the Hospital
of St. Luke, New York. My sickness
prevented my writing to him or #ceing
to him and he died in the hospital on
March 20 and was buried in a portion of

consecrated ground appropriated to the
hospital. )
Thank God we have peace. It would

have jarred terribly upon ones’ feelings,
so much so as to seem almost a mockery,
to ask men to rejoice at the coronation
of our. sovereign while the guerilla war
was continuing. 4 most dtriking sight
was it when the King surrounded by the
yepresentative men of his empire returned
wolemn thanks in St. Paul's cathedral for
{he restoration of peace in answer to our
prayers. It was a most solemn service
rendered as grand as possible with all the

the first ordained 'by

cempwniwl accompaniment of glorious
music of exquisitely trained voices and
military bands and organ and gorgeous
pomp of procession, of laity in striking
uniforms and robes and the clergy; the
Bishop of London in rich mitre and hand-
some cope and the dean and canons in
their splendid copes procured to add dig-
nity to the Diamond Jubilee. It was a
striking occurrence that when the king
had reached the dhair placed for him a
pigeon flew in at the west door and flew
up the nave to settle somewhere in the
cathedral. This was the nearest approach
to a dove that can be found there. When
at the beginning of the war intercession
was made for our anmies it was a remark-
able fact that without consultation the
bishops of the province of Canada ap-
pointed the same day as that appointed
in England and as you will remember
from that day the tide of war turned. The
full answer to our prayers in the procla-
mation of peace was announced from the
pulpit of the cathedral in Fredericton the
same evening that I heard it announced
from the pulpit of the cathedral of St.
Paul in London. There at once the vast
congrégation arose and sang a hymn of
thanksgiving with heart as well as voice.

As 1 wished to be present here today'

T could not stop in London for June 26.
But T took with me on beard the steamer
100 copies of the service appoinited to be
said throughout the empire and these I
used on the day appointed for the coron-
ation. It ovas not until we arrived at
Rimouski that ave learned the sad news
that the illness of our king prevented his
being crowned. We all pray that it may
please God to raise our king from his bed
of sickness to health and strength once
more.

As the synod is mow in full working
order by committees and otherwise, I am
of opinion that it should have charge of
all church funds to be administered ac-
cording to the various trusts under which
they are held. As the bishop has several
little trusts which he camnot hand over
without legal authovity he has prepared
a bill to enable him to vest these trusts
in the synod, a copy of which is laid be-
fore the symod and I ask the synod to
pass a resolution in favor of the bill and
to authorize the secretary to affix the
seal of the synod to a petition to the
legislature to pass such bill. '

The position of rector is a legal posi-
tion: recognized by law and protected by
law. No one can act legally as rector
until he has been admitited by a well as-
centained process of law-

as by death and removal. There is per-
‘haps one requisite to resignation and ‘that
is its acceptance by the bishop. Just as
a bishop’s resignation of his work is not

allowed to take effect umtil it has been

accepted by the majority of his brother
bishops, so a rector’s resignation re-

quires the acceptance of the bishop. The .

bishops may say “we do not allow this
resignation because we require you to
stand trial for heresy or some other ill-
doing.” The bishop may say, “I refuse
your resignation and require you to stand
trial under the canon.” This is as I un-
derstand the law.®

But when a resignation has been ac-
cepted by the bishop it takes effedt  leg-
ally and the redtor ceases to be rector
and cannot act as such and has no longer
any right to the rectory when the resig-
nation takes effeat. The resignation so
accepted, cannot be withdrawn. In order
that the same clergyman can go on acting
legally as rector the same process of law
has to be undergone as before when he
was admitted rector. Some years ago 1
had to give this decision and I .was glad
to find that the court of appeal in Eng-
land gave the same verdict in 1898 and
this has been recognized within the past
year in our own supreme court. After a
resignation has been received and ac-
cepted the bishop has no power wo allow
it to be withdrawn so as to give lezal
status to the one who resigned.

I would therefore repeat to the clergy
the advice given to his colleague by the
great English statesman George Canning,
“Cave de Resignationibus.”” (Beware of
resignations.)

A scheme will be Jaid before you for
your consideration by which King's Col-
lege, Windsor, may be amalgamated with
Dalhousie -College, Halifax. It is hoped
by this means to give greater effect to
higher education in ants and secular sub-
jects generally and also to give oppor-
tunity for better theological study. I
have only just seen a copy of the scheme
and have not had time to read it so carc-
fully as to be able to expross approval
without hesitation, but I have been long
convinced that some sudh action would
be of very great advantage to King’s Col-
lege: The docuwment is somewhat long
and I would suggest that it be handed to
a committee early in this session that
they may, before the synod rises, repont
on the solvent points of the scheme that
the synod may be able to express an in-
telligent opinion without much waste of
time.

"lhe synod really opens with the celebra-
tion of the Holy Communion and it would
be well that all who expect to take part
in the deliberations of the synod should
attend that service and communicate. 1
hope that if this were understood we
should have a larger attendance. In order
to draw particular attention to this it
awere well if there were a special collect
epistle and gospel to be used at such time.

And now, brethren, I would pray that
(tod’s blessing .may attend our deliber-
ations that they may tend to His greater
glory and the advancement of His church.

The address was received with prolong-
ed applause.

Rev. John de Soyres moved that a com-
mittee be appointed to receive the bishop’s
address and prepare a reply. This was
seconded by Very [Rev. Dean Partridge
and carried unanimously.

The ‘secretary read a memorial from St.
Martins in ‘the woods, Shediac, -asking
%50 to assist in religious instructions in
the schools.

The bishop reported that such a gran®
could mnot lbe legally made.

Various Reports.

Rev. W. 0. Raymond reported for the
executive committea dealing with the}
work of the year and with the disposition
of the matters coming before it. The re-
port was received and adopted.

presented by W. M. Jarvis, deputy chair-
man. It showed that ‘the treasurer had
been instructed to so invest the capital
balance to the credit of the widows and
orphans and incapaciated clergy fund, as
to increase such funds by $500 or multi-
ples thereof and to in future add capital
balances to invested capital as soon as
they shall amount to $500 independent of
accruing claims. Investmfents ia deben-
tures and mortgages amounting to $4,700
were reported made during the year.

The mortgage on the Ellen Dunlop pro-
perties in Fredericton had becn foreclosed
and ¢he properties bid in for the synod
for $6,531, the amount of the claim. Ar-
raagements are now pending for the sale
of these properties.

On motion the report was received and
adooted.

J. Roy Campbell, as treasurer of the
board of church literature, submitted his
report which showed a ‘cash balance to the
credit of the hoard of $476.06 and surplus
assets of £549.06.

The board of church literature report-
ed through T. B. Robinson, deputy chair-
man. The report showed the value of
the stock on hand to be at selling prices,
i2,114.73, and the sales for the year from
the board’s own stock to be $845.45. This
was slightly less than Jast year but a large
increase in commission/ sales made total
sales in excess of previous years. il'he
board had arranged that a discount of
10 per cent. would be given off all books
sold from its stock to Sunday schools. Lhe
report was received.

Deceased Members.

Very Rev. Dean Partridge read the re-
port of the committee on memorials to
deceased members and moved that the
rules of order be suspended to allow the
passage of resolutions recording the deep
Joss sustained by the @«ynod in the decease
of centain of its members during the year.

When this had been done the dean re-
ported that duri.g the year the synod
ranks had been broken by the death of
Canon Ketchum,' Rev. Donald M. Bliss,
and Rev. Wm. Jaffrey.As each name was
reported, the dean read a brief biography
of each and members of the synod, who
had been brought into personal touch
with the deceased clergymen paid touching
tribute to their memory.

The resolutions expressing the symod’s

grief and sense of loss were then put and
carried by a standing vote.
- 7. B. Robinson said he desired to move
a resolution upon the death of a promin-
ent working layman member of the synod,
Sheriff H. Lawrance Sturdee. He referred
to Sheriff Sturdee’s career as a man and a
churchman.

Rev. Canon -Richardson also referred to
the late sheniff’s connection with Trinity
churcii.

The resolution was carried by standing
vote.

Rev. J. R. deWolfe Cowie, secretary of
the board of diocessan missions, submit-
ted the report and moved that it be re-
ceived. The roport showed that the grants
to Canning had (been increased; that Sals-
bury and Havelock, which had been wa-
cant for four months, had been reopened
and the grant resumed ;, that. McAdam had
been formed into a separate mission ani
a grant of $500 made, on condition that
they contribute $150; a resident clergy-
man was appointed to Douglas and Bright
and a grant of $700 made on condition
$300 be contributed; Aberdeen had been
reopened and services held; $900 had been
raised for a church; a special grant of
$100 had been allowed Rev. A. W. Smith-
ers of Albert. Other mission fields had
been administered with ordinary success.

Grants for 1903

The schedule of grants for the year
1903 showed grants to be made to 44 mis-
«ions amounting in all to $27,910 and $15,-
203 is expected in contributions from the
misvions. The board recommended that
the schedule committee be =o coastituted
as to include a representative from each
deanery and that a meeting of rectors be
held to congider the adoption of a system
of apportiomment so as to stimulate vol-
mntary contributions. These Hecommen-
dations will be dealt with by the synod.

The standiag comimittee on Sunday
schools reported having carried on the
avork on the usual lines.

King's College.

Veéry Rev. Dean Partridge read the re-
port of the synod's representatives on the
oard of governors of King's College as
follows:

Having been appointed by the Diocesan
Nynod of Fredericton your repiesentatives
on the board of governors of King's Col-

lege, Windsor, for the years 1901 and 1902,

we submit ‘our report. Your lay repie-
sentative attended the December meet-
ing of the governors held at Halifax (the
clerical representative being prevented
from attending by illnexs) where various
matters nyere brought before the board
for discussion, the most important ques-
tion lheing that of the federation of the
colleges of the maritime provinces of the
dominion of Canada. At this meeting of
governors a commitice of 14 was ap-
pointed to take the «whole question into
consideration and to coafer with all the
colleges of the maritime provinces as 1o
their views in relation to the principle
involved. This committee of 14 after ma-
ture deliberation, prepared a report ap-
proving the federation wof the colleges and
a draft- bill to be sent to the provincial
legislature to enable such federation to
be accomplished. Both representatives at-
tended the meeting at Windsor in June,
where the report of this committee was
received. A copy of this report was ap-
pended and the synod representatives
stated that other data would be fomward-
ed to the synod. They avere of apinion
that the recommendations of the com-
mittee report presented at Wind=or «hould
be wcarried into effect and they had so
voted.

The report was signed by Dean Par-,
tridge and A. C. Fairweather and was rve-

ceived.
Mission Matters.

The corresponding committee of the
Doard of management of the Domestic
and Foreign Mission Society of Canada
submitted a lengthy report showing the
amount collected in the symod for the
mission departments to be $1,061.89, which
was remitted to the several gemreral treas-
urers.

The secretary. Rev. Canon Newnham,
reported concerning the occasions on which
the seal of the synod had been aflixed to
documents. The report was received.

An exhaustive and interesting report
dealing in detail with the 16th annual
meeating of the Women’s Aid Assoc:ation,
awas read by Dean Partridge and received.
The report covered the work of the as-o-
ciation in the different parts of the prov-
inces.

Parish Reports.

Very Rev. Dean Partridge then brougit
up the question of the reading of the re-
ports from the different parishex by mov-
ing that these reports be read at the even-

“for alternate

ing session. This was seconded by Rev..
L. A. Hoyt. 3

Rev. C. P. Hanington' moved in amend-
ment, seconded by Rev. Mr. Smithers,
that the reports from the parishes be
taken as if read and printed.

T. B. Robinson objected as he thought
that much good came from the reading
of parish’ reports and after the clergymen
had gone to the trouble of preparing them
they should be read in open syned.

A. H. Hanington and Rev. C. D. Scho-
field upheld the amendment and W. M.
Jarvis opposed ift.

Rev. J. deWolfe Cowie, Rev. Mr. Cody
and Rev. Dr. Campbell participated in
the discussion and fthe bishop announced
that he would be sorry if the synod
should not require the reports to be read.

The amendment was lost

The secretary stated that nearly all the
parishes had reported.

Dean Partridge reported for the com-
mittee on biennial meetings of synod. The
matter had been referred to this synod
and a resolution will be brought in.

The committee on fire proof storage re-
ported progress and asked to be contin-
ued, as did also the committee on print-
ing constitutions and canons.

Rev. J. de Soyres reported for the com-
mittee for the encouragement of theolo-
gical study in the diocese. The report
was received.

The committee on the expenses of
synod reported they had been unable to
make a detailed examination and recom-
mended that a committee of the synod be
appointed to consider the maiter and re-
port to the exeoutive. This was agreed
and synod adjourned for lundheon.

Afternoon Session.

The synod resumed at 3 o'clock. Rev.
J. R. de Wolfe Cowic presented the
registrar’s report. During the year three
appointments were made, three clergymen
ordained and five resignations accepted,
six institutions and two collations made,
12 licenses issued, one transfer made and
three new churdhes 'consecrated.

Rev. J. deWolfe Cowie for the board
of diocesan mpssions, moved that inasmuch
as $1,267 was taken in-1901 from the in-
come of the mission board and as a bal-
ance stands of $1,010 to the credit of the
same, that $1,000 be transferred back to
the diocesan mission account.

Rev. Canon Richardson, after mudh dis-
cussion, moved in amendment that any
surplus remaining to- the contingent fund
after the subtraction of annual expenses
should be given t¢ home mmissions under
the direation of the_executive.

W. M. Jarvis moved in amendment to
the amendment that the executive coum-
miltee may from time to time transfer
such amount as they may deem proper
from ‘the contingent fund to the diocesan
mission fund after current expenses had
been provided for.

The amendmentt to ihe amendment was
defeated on division by a vote of 29 to.
90. (anon Ridhardson's amendment ca¥-
ried.

Biennial Synod Meetings.

Dean Partridge for the commitiiee on
biennial meetings of the synod moved
that in future the regular meetings of the
synod be held every two years instead
of annually and that the constitution be
so amended as to permit of this dhange.

In support of his motion, Dean Parit-
nidge made an eloqueni plea for more at-
tention to spiritual matiters. . The ssnod
had other functions besides revising can-
ons and regulating funds and trusts.
Tlicre was “a deener significance in the
wotk ‘of the churdh tham finances. He
instanced ‘the success which tf:tended the
Nova' Scotia synod in i¥s hiennial ses-
‘sions. -

A. H. Hawngton also spoke in favor
of the motion and seconded it. - He said:
that the spiritual life of the church was
being utterly negleated.

Tev. A. G. H. Dicker favored the plan
of hiennial sessions whidh in Quebec and
Nova Scotia ad worked vell.

Rev. Mr. White spoke of the ditficuitios
which would meet the inception of such
a change-

Hon. Judge Tlanington argued vigor-
ously against biennial sessions, stating
that their introduction would tend

to lower the standard of spirituality in
the synod. The synod would make a great
mistake in departing from ithe prevailing
system. :

Rev. (. F. Wiggine, of Sadkville, spoke
in favor of the biennial session.

Rev. C. P. Hanington spoke favoring
the discussion of praatical matters such
as Sunday sdhools and examinations of
teachers. If time for these things could
not be found in annual scssions then there
might be biennial meetings of the synod
with missionary conferences in alternate
years.

Rev. A. D. Dewdney said the only away
in which he would be in favor of a bicn-
nial synod was if conferences be arranged
yeavs. Such conferences
would be produdtive of much good.

Rev. Mr. Spencer, who worked for 14
vears in the diocese of Nova Scolia, where
biennial synods arve held, said the mis-
sion conferences held in the alternate years
had proved a lasting biessing. He would
welcome the establishment of such a pro-
cedure in this diocese.

Rev. Canon Richardson asked ®hat the
synod experiment with the plan of bien-
nial sessions and if they did not ipwove
successful a return could be made to the
o'd system. Under the present system
there was iJittle time for anything but
Dbusiness mectings and while the business
had its incepition in rr;)ir-i;t'ualit)' it was not
alwiays such as to tend to the individual
uplifting of those who participated.

Rev. Mi. Wilkinson, of Bay du Vin, op-
posed the resolution. .

Hurd Peters moved for the closure of
the debate but the motion wus defeated-

Rev. H. A. Cody, of Greenwidh, spoke

| briefly, after which Dean Partridge asked

his lordship for his opinion.

The bishop spoke guardedly. He
not altogether in favor of it but would
not oppose the decision or the desive of
the synod. He looked with disfavor upon
the quoting of Nova Secofia as an ex-

was

ample. The question shonld be -discussed
and decided upon its own merits.

Yn closing the debate Dean Partridge
referred to the growith of spirivuality in
the symod sessioms. e -could remember
the days of acrimonious debates and bit-
ter feelings but the synod had anged
and the debates had partaken of more
spirituality and gentleness. He strongly
favored the biennial sessions with -alter-
nate missionary conferences, the time of
wihich conferences would be occupied sale-
ly in discussion and elucidation of spirit-
ual matters. Great advantages would ac-
crue from such arrangements. He closed
with an urgent appeal for biennial ses-
sions.

The motion to hold bienmial sessions
was then put and carried amid much ap-
plause.

Nominsting Committee.

On motion of Ven. Anchdeacon Neales
dhe rules of order svere suspended to per-
mit of the imtrodudtion of the report of
the nominating committece. It was de-
cided on motion to have the mominations
printed and submitted to the symod -to-
morrow morning.

A draft of a Dbill to enable the bishop
to hand over to the synod ceutain church
trusls (as oullined in his address) was re-
ferred to a committee of Chancellor Allan,
G. 0. D. Oty and W. M. Jarvis.

The motions of which notice was given
carlier in the session were taken up and
considered. Nos. 1 and 2 were passed,
with some slight amendments in the
wording of the secord one. No. 3 was
withdrawn as unnéc sary, as the point
in question is already covered by the con-

| stitution.

The next motion which advocated the
appointment of a committee to consider
and repont upon the report of the gov-
ernors of King's College regarding the
federation of Kings and Dalhousie col-
leges, was taken up. ‘

Justice ! Hanington claimed the wefer-
ning of the repont to a committce involved
the principle that the comunititee must ap-
prove or disapprove of it. If it was un-
derstood that the commititee was to re-
port only upon what the scheme means
he would nct oppose it.

The motion passed and the committee
named was Very Rev. Dean Partridge
Rev. John de Soyres, Rev. Canoh Rich-
_ardson, Rev. C. D. Schofield and J. Roy
Campbell.

Synod rose at 6 o’clock.

Evening Session.

The evening session of the synod opened
at 8 oclock and was occupied with the
reading of the parochial reports by the
ministers in charge. In the absence of
the bishop, Very Rev. Dean Partridge
presided over the synod’s deliberations.

Matter of Purchase of Rothesay College
for Boys Goes to Committee

At the morning session an address was
presented to Bishop Kinzdon, throuzh
tev. Archdeason Neales and A. C. Fair-
weather. It was from the clergy and lay
representatives of the diocese welcoming
him and congratulating him on the 2Ist
anniversary of his consecration. The read-
ing was followed by general congratula-
tions and hearty dheers.

His lordship made a brief reply. The
address was  beautifnlly  engvossed in
parchment by David Willet, and hand-
somely hound in blue morocco by J. & A
McMillan.

The educational report read by Rev.
Canon Righardson showed seven meetings

at the first of which the late Sheriff
Sgurdee  wais  appointed  secretary-treas-
urer; that G. O. D. Otty, A. C. Fair-

weather and F. J. (i.- Knowlton resigned
because of the refusal to grant $8,000 for
a sdhool in Nt. John. The committee re-
commended ghat it be allowed to enter
into negotiations with James . Robeit-
son for acquiring the Rothesay school for
boys, and that the property be taken
over by the synod provided satisfacetory
terms can be obtained, and that they be
given full power in the matter. The re-
port was received.

The finandial statement
port showed expenses of
receipts of %3,156.58.

Yishop Kingdon reported that the prizes
for the Giris’ Sdhool, Windsor, that should

have come from London, went to his
home in Fredericton, and so did not
reach the school.

Considering the e®wational report, the
first two clauses were adopted. The third,
that the board had not felt warranted in
giving $100 to the teacher of the Nhediac
sdhools for religious instruction, called
forth discussion. Judge Hanington deplor-
ed the fact thut no religious instruction
is now ziven in schoo's except that at
KFredericton. He evplained that it is per-
witted to teach religions instruction in
the Shediae sdhool after 3.30 p. m.

F. J. G. Knowlton, an ex-member
of the board of education, stated that in
his opinion the board had given ‘the synod
the fullest information possible under the

Rev. Scovil Neales, in a srong argument
stated that the boand of education, by

W. . Wallace contended that the synod
should be given more informiation and
moved that the matter be referred to tiwe
board of education for future considera-
ticn, and it satisfadtiory terms van be ob-
taimed from James K. Robertson, that the
board of education be given full power
to act, providing the pproval of the ex-
scutive committee can\be obtained.

Rev. A. F. Burt saidif the power was
granted it would mean large respocsibiil-
ties and questioned what the syod would
do nvith the iproperty nvhen once pui-
chased. If as a schooi of education Mz,
Burt trusted that the present fund would
e but the nucleus of a fund, which 1u
the future ‘would mean similar Gperations
on a much arger scale, and that in the
prosecuition of <uch, the concurrence and
sympathy of the chureh people would be

obtained. ;
Rev. J. deSoyres spoke of hix long con-
nection with Rothesay s¢hool and was

glad to be abie to state that the institution
was in possession of many walun friends.
The school was now ‘the property of Jas.

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purchase of the property it would be
well for the synod ‘to consider well and
wively, before spending for it the bulk
of the large sum of between $30,000 and
$40,000, which was then in trust.

T. B. Robinson expressed the view that
centralized effort should be applied tO
education, dnsiancing certain cases at
Woodstock and elsewhere.

He also referred to the edtablishment of
schools on small bases, and felt that in
the matter of the Rothesay purchase the
synod could trust its board of education.

Judge Hanington, in a strong speech,
protested against the outlay of the synod
fund for the establishment of the Rothe-
say school. Rather should the money D2
devoted to the giving of weligious educa-
tion 'to those whose parents could not af-
ford the expenditure of sums, which 2
course ‘at the Rothesay school made im-
rerative.

Rev. A. D. 'Dewdney expressed himself
as amazed at the purpose for which the
synod were contamplating the outlay of
trust fund. Me félt that there should be
adherence to the principles iavolved in
the trust and that the money, if expend-
ed, should be spent for the advantage of
those who could not afford paying what
board and tuition at Rothesay would re-
quire. He would support any amendment
which would tend ito defeat the project.

Rev. Cancn Richardson stated that since
the original text had been worded, a
change had come in the conditions of th:
children of New Brunswick. MHe felt that
there was scarce any reason why the pur-
chase should not be made.

The amendment by Mr. Wallace was
carried.

Dean Partridge submitted the report of
the committee which dealt with the pro-
posed ‘amalgamation of Kings College and
Dalhousic University. He moved the foi-
lowing resolution: .

“That the proposed union of the wuni-
versities of Kings and Dalhousi¢, as set
forth in the submitted communication,
would be in the best interests of higher
education in the maritime provinces and
that fthe teaching to candidates four holy
orders in the maritime diocese would
thereby be rendered more thorough and
cffective.”

Dean Partridge then sketched the early
history of Kings and Dalhousie colleges.
In 1885 an cffort was made to unite the
twio colleges, but the project was defeated
by the attitude of the younger students
and facully of King's College.

Bishop Courtenay was dexirous of amal-
gamaltion of ‘the two wcolleges, stating his
belief that it would represent a higher and
more advanced - system of education.
Bishop Courtenay believed ‘that if the
union nvas made it would be fthe initial
step toward the establishmenit in the mar-
itime provinces, of one central university.
Dalhousie College was a sound and flour-
ishing institution, and it nvas felt that
should Kings College unite there would
be felt a very appreciative degree of im-
provement. For years King’s College had
fought against debt, and all the money
which had been raised toward 'the amal-
gamation fund bad been absorbed in cui-
rent expenses. Three tourses were open:

1st—To close the college and permit the
funds to accumulate.

-~ 2nd—To continue ‘and
forced to close its doors.

3 To amalgamate with Dalhousie, lhe
terms of union saving to Kings college of
the present available funds, which could
be devoted to ‘the maintenance of 'a divin-
ity school which avould be kaown -as
iIKing’s College, thus retaining the institu-
tion’s name as an educational factor.

At this point the synod adjowrned.

Evening Service.

“'Mie evening synod was devoted to a
service "with a large congregation in at-
tendance. Rev. Canon Newnham, of St.
Stephen, preached. The musical service
was full choral, comprising the proces-
sional, Onward Christian Sold ers, Service
Morley in F, anthem, recitatiorr, Rev. A.
G. H. Dicker; duet, Rev. A. 'G. H. Dicker
and George ‘Hood; chorus, How Lovely
are the Messengers (Mendelssohn); hymn
509; offertory; Ponder My Words, Doc-
tor Sawyer; Recessional, The God of Ab-
raham Praise. Rev. ICanon Richardson
was precentor. The lessons were read by
Rev. Archdeacon Forsyth and by .diev.
Dean Partridge.

48, xii—13: “Walk about Zion, and go

(anon Nhwnham, in words elqgueat and
poweriul, went on to explain the mean-
ing of ‘the word Zion and pointed out its
position in Biblical history. From the
exhortation of the text differeat meanings
could be drawn. Many of the acts record-
ed in connection avith the hill of Zion
were as propheeies of God and of dimal
dispensation. The 'text spoke of , going
around and about Zioa as if to make an
inspection of its towers and bulwarks.
From this could be drawn the synod ses-
sion, the applicability of themselves taking
the opportunity of ascertaining just whit
their strength was and of building up
where weakaess showed  itself—in short
to repair and mend in the most expedient
manner their spiritual Zion. - Commenting
on the return wf the government census
the speaker referred to the decrease of
1.328 church population in this diocese.
This was not due to deliberate abandon-
ment of church, but fargely because of
removal to the Umted States, or else-
where, a fat much to be deplored. There
were also decreases in this parish of 300
communicants: in Canterbuny parish, 15;
in New Denmark, 32; and at Richmond,
13. Quoting at different dates from 1862,
Canon Newnham, to offwet the ‘foregoing
figures, showed ‘wherein there had been
@ steady increase i church membership
for the dominion.

J{cgarding the finaaces he pointed out
that in the diocese, December 1 last, there
was a deficit of $2.000, and reason to ap-
prehend a deficit of $4,000 by next De-
cember. He made a strong *pl(‘a foy con-
tributions to lift ‘the obligation which
hung over the diocese. 1n ‘conclusion ne
spoke of several matters affecting the
churches” finances, and fidished with an
exhortation to look beyond immediate
surroundings and take inspiration tiom
the grand position held in the world body
by the church militant, and with this,
coupled with hearts full of God’s grace
and Jove. and holding iwplicit faith in
His guidance the life here wiould be but
one of delight at the knowledge of living
in <His service.

Synod  Discusses  Amalgamation  of
Dalhousie ard King's Institutions.
At the morning session reports from

the ministers of work in their parishes
were read.

If Kings and Dalhousie began the
movement they wouid have a centre to-
ward which all the other colleges must
eventually come. Speaking of the divinity
course at King’s College he stated it was
not endorsed in, the diocese because it was
recog“m'zed mow that one man could gm)t
train -a studeat in theology.

Was
the synod to be recreant in duty and
sacrifice the college when vigorous action
in its ‘behalf would again build it up to
have it & bylwark of church strength and
influence?

The justice reviewed the late expenses
of the college and claimed that the eharge
of $20,000 capital being absorbed in cur-
rent expenses was' false.

JESSE JAMES REBURIED,

Body of the Missouri Bandit King Placed
in Family Lot After Twenty Years,

e

Kearney, Mo., July 1.—The body - of
Jesse  James, Missouri’s bandit king, was
b}u’ied today for the last time in the Bap-
tist graveyard here. The body, which had
vested since his tragic death at the hands
of “Bob” Ford, in St. Joseph, in 1882,
was disinterred this morning, placed in
a new black casket and was buried by the
side of his wife and little brother in the
family lot in the cemetery on the edge of’
‘the town. J 3

Fraak James came here three days ego,
but had.gone to bed at the hotel, ill with
grip, and was -not at the station to meet
the funeral party. Neither was Jesse
James, jr. He had come down from Kan-
sas City the night” before. o

The little crowd waded through the mud
and held a levee, with l'rank proppel up
in bed on pillows. ¥Frank did not gaze
o his dead brother, nor did the aged
mother. Only young Jesse looked on his
father when the seal of the grave was
Ibreken. Jesse and his helpers tock the
long drive out to the old home, and with *
no ceremony opened the grave and dug”
down to the casket.

This, at the time of the burial 20 years
ago, was supposed to be one of the finest
made, a solid metallic affair, air tight and
indestructible. The casket, however, was
merely a sheet iron box riveted lcosely
together and had rusted to pieces years
ago. The body was supposed to have been
embalmed, but the indications are that
no embalming fluid had ever touched it,
for the body has resolved itself into dust.

‘AN EXAMPLE IN PORT IMPROVEMENT,

All who. are striving for the better de-
velopment ‘of the port of St. John ought
to feel encouraged by the example of those
mosit divectly " interested in the greatest
port i the world, that of London. So
e}khn\'q ‘been the development and
increased. demands .of modern commerce
in Loridon that a royal commission was
appointed two years ago to inquire into
ihe exigting administration of the port and
its water approaches; the adeguacy of the
aceomhodation forr vessels and the load-
ing and unloading thereof; the system of
charge for such accommodation and the
ni'ruligmﬂents for warehousing dutiabie
goods; and to report whether any changes
or improvements in regard to any sucu
matters were necessary for -the promotion
of the trade of the port and the public¢
interest. i i

dncidentally it might perhaps be advan
1ngeou;_;if St. John had the benefit -of a
commission to eover such a comprehensive
investigation of this port, as it is a work
concerning which the full details and solu
tion of all the problems have not possibly
as yet ~been: investigated with sufficient
care and -patience and thoroughness. To
show however with what skill the work of
the London commission has been accom
plisheds. it may be of interest to glance
at the®exhaustive report which has just
been prezented. The commission com-
prised seven most eminent and practical
gentlemen with Earl Egerton as first chair-
man and Lord Revelstoke succeeding him.
They carefully examined into local condi-
tions, held many meetings and took a
mass of evidence, then visited the, other
principal ports in the kingdom and several
foreign ports to study the various admin-
istrative “systems on the spot.

The elaborate conclusions ' and recom-
mendations of the commission are charac-
terized particularly by two sentences which

force apply lo the pont of St. John. One
of these is: “The deficiencies of London
as a pout are not due to any physical cir-
cumdtances, but to causes which may
easily be removed by a better organization
of administrative and financial powers.”
Tihe other is: *If energy and courage be
shown, there is no reason to fear that
the welfare of the port of London will be
permanently impaired.” Now let us see
what are the recommendations which the
commission makes in order to adapt the
great port of London to the requirements
of modern commerce with an enterprising
outlook, and judge whether any or all of
them might not be\desirable for imitation
by St. John. Briefly
tions are as follows:—

It is proposed, in the first place, to
astablish a single dock authority, which
shall acquire the existing undertakings
with a view to their future administra-
tion, with the important etception that
t‘he warehouses are to be sold or leased.
To develop and add to the dock accommo-
dation of the port, so that it may be ade-
quate for future needs, it is suggested that
there ought to be a capital expenditure
of £4,500,000 in the course of ten years.
In the second place, it is proposed that
this new authority shall also make itself
responsible for the control and improve-
ment of the River Thames, thus absorbir y
powers now vested in several existin,
bodies, -and that in the ten year period it
shall expend a sum of £2,500,000 on the
widening and deepening of the channels.

Of course these are rather magnificent
figures, but they apply to a magnificent
project on a magnificent scale. Enough
has been stated however to show that

energy and courage are deemed advisable
even in London at this date to bring:the
port up to what it ought to be in com:
parison with modern commerce, and if 80
in London qirite relatively so in St. John.

AGRICULTURAL COLLEGE NEEDED.

The resolutions adopted at the Bridge-
town (N.S.) picnic in favor of the im-
media‘te 9sta.blishment of an agricultural
“colfege for tlie benelit of the Maritime
1’rovin(~c~.=, are ,gnch as should. influence
the governmeﬁt of Nova Scotia to lose
no time in proceeding with ‘this most ex-
cellent 'work. If there were any question
as to the desirability of the college, or
any opposition to the movement, there
might be pardonable delay. But ‘the -way
seems to be so very plain, the project so
eminently commendable and so popularly
desirable, as well as enterprisingly
patriotic, that the announcement of such
a college being equipped for instruction
next year could not fail to meet with
hearty public approval. The advice of
Jhe avisest.man: .Get wisdom,, and with
all thy getting get understanding,” 1is
surely a. text upon which the authorities
can make no. mistake in acting for the
benefit' of the people. And with agricul-
Hure as the basis of solid prosperity in any
country, it certainly behooves a wise gov-
ernment to provide the best .fae;i,lities',for
,‘enublixu its- people to léarn all they can
about agricultural work.

Now Brundgwick has a conspicuous in-
terest in this project because it is recog
(ized that one such 'college fcr all three
provinces could be made more efficient
than one for each, and it would be satis-
fied, under present circumstances at
least, to patronize and support one in
Nova Scotia. Qur own provincial govern-
ment has abundantly evidenced its inter-
est in agriculture by its many deeds of
practical encouragement for our people in
that line. The farmers’ institutes, the
improvement of live stock and horse-
flesh by importations and by the compe-
tition afforded at exhibitions, all testify
to the excelltnt work the Fredericton
government has accomplished and has yet
earnestly in hand. But there is mo jeal-
ousy of Nova Scotia in such matters and
only a desire that cach and every prov-
ince shall do lthe best it can, even by
combination, as in a wollege, when gener-
.ally. desirable. The Telegraph, however,
speaks not only for New Brunswick, but
for a' considerable constituency reached
by it in western Nova Scolia, and has
therefore the less hesitation in commend-
ing the resolutions above referred to to
ithe hearty attention of the Nova Scotia

ministration of the War Office is in the
hands of such an absolutely stupid, un-
enterprising and incapable crowd of of-
ficials that it is impossible to have the
spirit or intention of the orders of their
superiors decently carried out. Such of-
ficials may be able to manage and direct
a review at Aldershot upon stereotyped
principles with mechanical success, but
their treatment of the Canadian corona-
tion contingent amply bears aut the com-
plaints made-long ago by the early forces
in South Africa, that the War Office
affains are not managed by men who have
the best interests of the service and of
the country at heart. The evidence is
rather that the War Office funciionaries
would become conspicuous and dismal
failures  if their success depended upon
the interpretation of and satisfactory
catering to popular sentiment or the cen-
duct of business in the ordinary werld
upon modern principles. They arve nat at
all such shrewd or brainy gentlemen as
would be capable of assisting the master
of an establishment who has to denend for
success so largely upon his rub rdinates
being dn touch with him and eager to
carry out his wishes whather spexficaliy
expressed or not.

It is very certain that
Roberts nor any of the
nor any of the imperial
have become within the past few years
cognizant of the advancing importance
and valuable independence of Canada, had
anything to do with the deta'ls which
characterized the unsatisfactory treatment
of the Canadians-treatment which Las,
through the ability of the understrappers
to exercise their red-tape and ignorant
officialism, made the visit so unpleasant
and inhospitable.

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any wonder if Englishmen were snubbed
a little more by Canadians as a consc-
quence when the occasion offered. And
if those in authority in England wish to
ascertain whether therg is any way to
alienate the affections of Canada from the
mother country and make her become more
than ever absolutely independent, they
have only to proceed upon the same ig-
norant lines as those which. characterized
the management of the programme for
our coronation contingent. Canadians are
not beggars or slaves or circus exhibits,
and the sooner those in authority in Eng-
land impress such facts upon the under-
ling executives, the better it will be for
the lubricating of the Canadian connec-
tion.

Arthur Holms Get Additional Six Months
for Cutting Policeman Rankine--- Briggs
Free on His Own Recognizance--- De-
fendant Wins in Galbraith vs. McGillyray.

Galbraith vs. MeGillvray was conelud-
ed before Judge McLeod Wednesday in the
Circuit court. Peter Richards, formerly
proprietor of the Ben lomoud House,
was examined.

" COLONIALS REVIEWED.

CHEERS FOR KING SUCH AS LONDON
NEVER BEFORE HEARD.

A Grand Spectacle—Queen Alexandra Pre-
sent—Canadian Contingent by Far the
Largest—Representation of Other Colo-
nies. ;

' London, July 1.—Queen Alexandra at-
tended the review of the colonial troops
by the Prince of Wales today and greatly
increased public enthusiasm over what in
itself was a picturesque and interesting
event. Upwards of 2,500 colonials were
brought in from the various encampments
and marched through great crowds down
Constitution Hill, which was lined with
troops, past Buckingham Palace, which
for a week has been the eentre of such
bupreme interest, and along the mall of
the Horse Guards’ parade. The contin-
gont represented all parts of India, whose
troops will be separately reviewed tomor-
row. The Canadian detachment number-
ed 600 men, and was far the largest body
on parade. The smallest detachment con-
sisted of three natives of the Island of St.
Lucia. Borneo, Ceylon, Fiji, Gold Coast,
Nigeria, Uganda and other remote col-
onies were represented by native troops,
in clothing of a striking variety, while
straight from the fighting line in South
Afrvica, were details from the Canadian
scouts, Kitchener’s horse, and comtingents
from a number of local levies raised dur-
ing the war.

The queen’s appearance while on her
wway from the palace to the Horse Guards
. was greeted with salvoes of cheers, which
increased in strength as the spectators
noticed that the ordeal of the past week
had but little effect on her majesty’s
health, and noted the absence of any sign
of anxiety as she cheerily -acknowledged
‘the congratulations of the public at the
uninterrupted progress of the king.

_The queen was seated in an open car-
riage, beside her the Princess of Wales,
and opposite her majésty were the Prin-
cess Vietoria ‘and Princess Charles of Den-
mark. ' Several carriages. coataining ‘the
Duke of, Cambridge, the Dugchess of Con-
naught and others followed.

he Prince of Whales was accompanied
by the Crown Prince of Denmark, Prince
Frederick, Prince.Charles of Denmark and
itheir suites, and by the foreign attaches.

The troops quickly marched past the
queen’s carriage, the Prince of Wales
receiving the salutes. The queen then
drove slawly in and out of the lines and
ithe Prince of Wales closely inspected. the
troops and dismounted and conferred
medals and crosses on those who had
merifed the honor, shaking hands with
ithe recipients of the Victoria cross.

Then followed the most picturesque fea-
ture of the day. The Duke of Connaught,
ut the head of the troops and facing the
Prince of Wales, in clear tones gave the
command, “The parade will give three
cheers for the king,” and himself start-
ed the “hip,” “hip.” In a second the re-
frain was taken up and there rose cheers
such as London geldom hears, the sound
of which must have reached almost‘to the
royal sick room, half a mile away. Hel-
mets, caps and campaign hats rose in
waving confusion at the bayonets’ point
and the assembled crowds joined in with
equal vigor. A man in the Canadian ranks
wshouted, “and a tiger,” at which the
froops and crowd -once more yelled them-
selves hoarse. It was the first “occasion
gince the announcement of the king’s ‘ll-
mess that the general public had an op-
portunity to vent their feelings and the

After this the Life Guards rode up to
the queen’s carriage to the accompani-
mment of “God Save the King” and cheers,
wot unmingled with tears of the women,
tnany of whom were deeply affected. The
queen drove slowly past the troops, to
Buckingham Palace, constantly bowing and
pmiling acknowledgments of the peoples’
greetings, the Prince of Wales and the
other memhers of the royal family follow-,
ed, the Colonials reformed in columns,
pnd, amidst hearty cheers from the
growds, returned to their encampments

I forgot to mention that among
the many curious sights I have seen in
my time was, perhaps, the last man in
these countries who wore the old pig-tail
with a bit of black ribbon at the end,
and who even wore the black silk knge
breeches and the silk stockings of the
18th century. I forgot the old gzentleman’s
name, though I remember his face very
well, and I equally remember the pro-
found courtesy with which he used to
treat the young journalists whorg he met.
He was a member of the North Dublin
Board of Guardians, the body ‘nat con-
trolled one of the two large workhouses
in Dublin. I don’t think he ever spoke a
word; but he was always there in his
place—and always in the black silk
stockings, the short clothes, and the long
knot of his beautiful silver-white hair
tied up in the kmot of black ribbon. He
looked almost as if he had stepped out of
the “School for Scandal” or the old Irish
parliament.

I suppose I will surpnise my young
readers when I tell them that: I remember
the time when a man who wore a beard was
regarded as something of a phenomenon
and, indeed; as scarcely “gentlemanly”
but so it was. At the bar a young bar-
rister who wore a beard or a moustache
would so outrage the etiquette of the
profession that he would be refused a
hearing by some judges, and by others be
go sneered at as to make solicitors ua-
willing to employ him.

A judge who has only just left the
bench professed one day, while he was
listening to junior, not to understand what
he was saying, and when at last the un-
fortunate jumior began to shout the judge
aweetly remarked that it was very dif-
ficult to understand any gentleman who
insisted on putting a hair screen on his
upper lip..

I pemember the late Sir Henry Peck,
the great tea merchant, as a member of
the house of commons; he always apbear-
ed there with a perfectly clean-shaven
face and I have hcard that, not satisfied
with keeping up the old ‘tradition himseif,
he would not allow any clerk in his em-
ploy to wear a moustache or beard.

The late Sir John Gray, once a well-
kaown Irish politician, and proprietor of
the Freeman’s Journal,” was a gentleman
of the old school and not only always
went bear-cheeked, but was quite “pre-
judiced against anyone who didn’t follow
his example. He would chaff or snub any
young clerk who turned up with a beard
and, in short, do his very best fo get him
to shave.

Ia the house of commons of the twentixs
to the forties there was a wellknown
politician named Colonel Sibthorpe. He
was an ultra-strong Protestant—somewhat
of ‘the same stamp as Mr. Newdegate of
our own times, or of Mr. Johnson, of
Ballykilbeg, the representative of the
Orange party in the house today. He and
Daniel O’Connell, the great Irish leader,
were always coming into collision but I
never could understand why it was that
O'Connell was constantly girding at™ the
eolonel’s beard. Mr. Gladstone who, of
course, was a fellow-member of the two,
explained it to me. It was that, at the
time, Oolonel Sibthorpe was one of two
or three men in the whole house who
wore a beard. And this. simple fact of
wearing a beard made him a butt to every
political opponent he had.

I wonder how many young people today
known the real reason why the beard has
become so common in our modern life
that everybody now can wear one—the
bishop, the judge, the cabinet minister,
even the sovereign? The reason is the
Crimean war. Officens had perforce to wear
beards in the terrible trenches; and when
they returned they set the fashion; aand
so the beard gradually became almost
universal.

PLANNED HIS OWN COFFIN.

A New York State Man Has Made His Nar-
row Bed.

Richard B. Light, of Dunkirk (N. Y.),
who will be 88 years old next July, has
for several months been planning and
building his coffin, not, however, on ac-
count of amy presentiment of approach-
ing death, but merely because he has
taken a fancy to have it exactly as he
wished, and to have it made by his own
hamnds.

The coffin is an oblong bex made of
white pine of a very fine quality. The
sides are an inch and a quarter thick.
The bottom board is of another kind of
pine not easily penetraved by water. A
false bottom of matched pine boards is
placed inside so as to leave a space of
an inch and a half between it and the
real bottom.

The sides are lined with thin pine
boards a quarter of an inch thick in a
manner that leaves the inside opening
for the body shaped like the old-fash-
ioned diamond form of coffin.

At the head is a wooden frame which
will support a sling of strong cloth for a
head rest. This sling and a little black
cloth to cover the wooden part of the
head rest will be the only pieces of cloth

“used-

The inside is painted a soft shade of
drab. The outside is stained to appear
like black walnut. The cover is a singie
thick. board and will have no opening
in it for glass or any other purpose.
There are six handles of bronze.

To show what an exact fit ‘he has se-
cured, Mr. Light mounted a chair which
stood beside the coffin the other day,
stepped into it with the agility of a boy
and lay down in the position in which
he expects to lie in his last sleep. Look-
ing up smilingly, he asked: “Isn’t that
all right?”

Mr. Light, who has lived in Dunkirk
since 1853, was born in England. Ile
was once armorer on the British war-
shp Cornwallis.

FEEING 0 WARAGEMENT,

MODERATE WORK GOOD FOR MARES
IN FOAL.

The Way in Which the Dam Should Be
« Looked After--Let the Mare Work as Sh
Has Been Accustemed to Do.

Many people think that a mare should
rest from work for several weeks before
foaling, This is not so. If a brood mare
has been accustomed to farm work, let her
continue at such work until a few days
before she is due to foal. Moderate work
is mot only harmless, but beneficial to
gares in fpal, provided proper care be
taken not to overload them. It is cer-
tainly better than keeping them tied up
in the stable, or permitting them to run
at large in the fields with other horses.
In the former case they suffer from wand
of exercise, and in the latter they are
very liable to accidents from racing, play-
ing or fighting with one another. After
the foal is dropped the mare should have
a few days rest, mot only for her own
sake, but for that of the foal as well.
When the time of foaling approaches the
dam should be turned loose in a large box
stall, of if the weather be mild in a pad-
dock. When the mare is a valuable one,
and the prospeetive foal is looked for with
@ good deal of interest, it ig well to wateh
her ¢losely, as many valuable animals have
been. lost, which by a little attention at
the right moment might have been saved.
Abodut the best time for foaling is the lat-
ter part of May, as 'there is then an
abundance. of grass, and the heat is not
excessive. 'Autumn colty will do well if
carefully wintered. 'Colts born in mid-
gummer—fly time—should be housed "dur-
ing the day, and the mare fed green feed.
These extra cares are an objection to this
fime of breeding, For a considerable
periad before foaling the mare should be
fed on soft food, so as to keep her bowels
open and stimulate the flow of milk, The
foody that have been found useful in in-
eréasitig the flow of milk in the cowy will
have .Bhe same effect wupon the mare.
Whest bran is particularly desirable, fed
in the form of a mash; oats, clover hay
and carrots, but plenty of good, fresh
grass i§ probably the best aid to healthy
and gbundant nutrition, for both mare
and foal.

It is of the highest importance that the
young horse should start life in full health
and vigor, and to this end he should very
soon after birth take a good draught of
the colostrum or first milk of the dam.
Colostrum _ has a purgative effect which
is necessary in order to cause the bowels
to assume their natural functions. If
a
gentle purgative of castor oil should be
given.

If the foal is born in. the foetal mem-
branes, it must be liberated at once, or
it will suffocate. If the naval cord is not
tuptured, it may be tied tightly in two
places near together and cut between the
eordings, or it may be severed by serap-
ing it with a dull knife about two inchee
from the navel. (Colts will bleed to death
if the umbilical cord is severed too close
to the body, and too soon after the colt
is born; careful watching is better than
Foals are very sub-
ject to a disease called joint evil, which
is almost «fatal, and when not actually
fatal, renders the foal not worth raising.
Recent investigations. have = shown that
this disease i3 caused by blood poisoning,
the poisonous matter entering  through
the newly severed navel cord, from the
litter or some other injurious substance
touching the wound, and that by careful-
ly disinfecting the navel the disease can
be avoided in- most cases. A weak solu-
tion of carbolic acid is very good for the
purpose, Among the other common trou-
bles of young colts, are diarrhoea and
gonstipation. ‘The former is usually
caused by overfeeding, or exposure to
inclement weather, and should be checked
at once by the use of such correctives as
parched flour, rice meal gruel, and boiled
milk. ‘Constipation, on the other hand,
may be relieved by the use of castor oil,
and by injection of warm water to which
goap has been added. In all cases of
derangement, it is well to at once lessen
the amount of feed of both dam and foal,
thus assisting nature to restore. the.-di-
gestive tract to its proper condition.

{ ‘At two or three months old the foal
will begin to nibble grain from the moth-
er's feeéd box, and by the time it has
reached the age of five or six months it
ghould be accustomed to eat all sorts of
food. The weaning of the foal should be
done gradually and when it had grown
used to eating it should be confined in

loose box where there is nothing in
which it can become entangled and fed
on soft feed. The dam shouid then be
put on dry feed and given moderate
work. The milk must be removed occa-
sionally, but it is better not to milk dry,
as the secretion will cease sooner. As
goon as the foal is properly weaned, he
should have the run of a good pasture, &8
there is no food better than grass; mno
medicine as good as fresh air and sun-
light. As the weather grows colder the
foal should be put in the stable at nizht,
and fed a little cats or bran. As soon as
the winter sets in he should, if possible,
have a loose box and be let out every
day for an hour or two for exercise, feed-
ing a little bran mash, a few carrots and
clover hay. "With such care he will come
out in good shape in the spring.

Whenever it is practicable the colt
should be broken to halter whil2 yet a
suckling, and the earlier in life this pro-
cess is commenced the more casily it will
be accomplished. He may soon be led
by the side of the dam without difficulty,
and when once accustomed to being guid-
ed by the halter it will be an easy matter
$o lead him anywhere. By the time he
is weaned, he will lead like an old norse,
and when the time comes to break him
to harness he will give little trouble; in
fact he is already broken. When a cclt
is two and one-half years old hitch him
alongside of a steady, aged horse, and he
will become accustomed to work., Use
him to do light work the first winter end
go prepare him to take a share of the
spring seeding in the farm. Always be
careful mot to put him to the hardest
work until he is fully developed and cap-
able of taking his side at anything that
is to be done on a farm.

. STRANGE MAINE VILLAGE.

e

Place at the River St. John Headwaters
Where the Citizens Have No Politics, Re-
ligion or Post Office.

Among the strange and primitive com-
munities of people who live in the deep
woods of northern Maine, none is more
worthy of note ghan the farming and lum-
bering settlemer@ywhich has been in ex-
istence at the junktion of St. John river
land, equal to fou} full townships of 66
village is in the paft of Aroostook county
which is known on the map as township
16, range 12. -

Nearly a century ago a few families in
Scotland came to northern - Maine, and
took up meadow lands along the Allegash,
having a patent from the King of Eng-
land to hold as much territory as they
could enclose inside the span of a big
moose hide, cut into thin strips and fast-
ened end to end. They killed a huge bull
moose, and all of one winter the women
spent their leisure time in paring and
stretching the strips of skin, so.as to
make them reach as far as possible. Then
the men went out on the crust, in March,
to survey the land.to which the deed of
gift entitled them. They made the shred-
ded moose skin encompass 96,000 acres of
land, equal to four full townships of 66
square miles, Then they built’a village
of logs, cleared up land, and began farm-
ing. ‘

All went we!l until 1840, when Edward
Kent, the Whig candidate, was chosen
governor of Maine, to succeed Reuben
Fairfield, the Democratie incumbeng of
the office. A hot presidential fight was in
progress at the time, and the Democrats,
wishing to redeem their state in Novem-
ber, called a special session of the legis-
lature, and organized a new form of mwuni-
cipality, to which they gave the name of
plantations, every one of which was given
the right to vote in state and national
elections, It was hoped that, ag the in-
habitants of these plantations were strong-
ly Democratic, their vote, added to the
regular party vote in the towns and cities,
would, stem the tide of Whiggery, 'and
redeem the state; but when the Novem-
ben;returns came in; and Maine was. found
to, have cast its electoral vote for Harrison
nearly every Democrat in: Allegash resolv-
ed to become a Whig, out of spite, and
those who weuld not change their politics
were: compelled to emigate from the plan-
tation.

Three families packed up their goods
and moved west to township 16, range 12;
where they have resided until now.
Though they cannot vote under a town-
ship form of government, every man of
voting age is a Democrat, while at the
election held at Allegash two  years ago
the entire vote of 53 was cast for the Re-
publican nominee.

Allegash has a stage-irne, a post office,
and a root and herb doctor to give a
semblance of civilization to its acts; but
township. 16, -range 12, is still in primitive
innocence. The.mearest doctor, lawyer, or
clergyman lives, at Fort Kent, 60 miles to
the east. There is no church, post office,
or store of any kind within the town., A
two-acre plot on a warm hillside serves as
a common burying place for the village
dead, whose graves are surrounded by a
strong stump fence. Every resident is a
farmer or lumperman. The crops grown
are hay, oats and potatoes, all of which
are sold at high prices to the lumbering
brm_s who send crews into the woods.
During six months after April and three
months in midwinter gqods for the use of
the families are brought from Fort Kent
by cance or sleds.. In the other three
months the place is as inaccessible as the
moon,

’.}‘he ruler and. supreme dictator of town-
ship 16 is Alexander Castleton, who is the
richest man in the vllage, and who, among
other propoerty, owns a farm of 1,500
acres, wheh yelds 2,000 tons of hay every
year. This is sold to the lumbermen, from
the stacks, for $18 a ton. “King Castle-
ton,”” as he is called, fixes the amount of
money or labor every resident must pay
for roads, schools and contingent expenscs“
He makes the assessments, and his sub-
Jects pay ‘without questioning his decis-
ions.

Jean Boyer, who is of French origin and
who does a large business in cutting tim-
bers and putting them into drives for the
F_ort; Kent mills, having no sons to assist
h{.m, has trained his three daughtérs to
thq calling, and takes them to camp every
winter, where they have charge of differ-
ent crews. They are skilled in waklking on
snowshoes and can handle an axe or a
cant dog better than most men.

The company which has bought the
land, instead of objecting to having the
squatters clear up farms and cut off such
wood .as. they need, is pleased to favor
the villagers and do everything possible to
make them econtented -with their Ilot.
Their presence is not only a safeguard
against forest fires, which frequently do
great damage, but, by nraising food for
horses and men, the community enables
the company to save many thousands of
dollars in transportation expenses every
year. Hence it is the policy of the com-
pany to keep the queer little village as
much isolated from the outside world as
possible.—Boston Herald.
