Has Bonded Debt of $8,000000 and Has Guar-
‘ amed Bonds of More Than $6,000,000, Much

Business Men---Some

of Which the Province Has Been Compelled 1
Pay the Interest On--Routing of Valley Rail-
road Should Be of Live Interest to Provincial

Staggering Figures from

Auditor-General’s Report.

seven or eight years. Formerly it was a
cash subsidy of ‘$2,600 per mile and in
this way  construction of all the branch
railways was assisted to the extent of
$2,314,000, which, of course, became a
part of the provincial bonded debt.

Instead of a cash subsidy  in ‘these
later years the province made itself liable
for the principal and interest of guar-
anteed bonds from $8,000 to $35,000 per
mile, The International was assisted by
the former government by an §$8,000 a
mile guarantee, an obligation -which New
Brunswick is about to ‘be relieved of
since’ the dominion government has pur-
chased this railway.

About six years; ago the province
guaranteed $297,000 of bonds to assist
the . construction ‘of the N. B. and 'Sea-
board Railway -in conneétion with ‘the
development ‘of the iron mines in Glou-
cester. . The company has since gone in-
10 Hquidation and the province will be
called upon to pay the interest upon
this" very large ‘amount.

Another - disastrous 'bond = guarantee
was for the Southampton railway, $1565,~
000. The company defaulted in the in-
terest on the bonds last year and the
province had to foot the bill, $6,200.

The Big Mortgage.
The staggering bond guarantee, how-

'ever, is that in comnection with the Val-

ley railway. Although only those ‘coun-
ties along'the St. John river are vitaly
interested in the benefits from this rail-
way, the whole province is responsible
for the immense liability. The proposi-
tion as submitted to the electors was for
a railway from Grand Falls to St. John
with transcontinental connection. In-
tercolonial operation was a part of the
agreement.  The people felt that with
such safeguards as transcontinental con-
nection; an outlet at East St. John and
Intercolonial operation that the risk to
the provinee was minimized, but since
then the feasibihty of  building bridges
across the rivers St. John and Kenne-
beceasis hu been guestioned and there
seems’ much doubt as to whether the
promised assistance of $8,000,000 for this
construction will be forthcoming.

The provinee has already incurred a
llnbmty of over $4,200,000 in the con-
struction  of 120 miles of the railway
from Gagetown to Ccntreville " Connec~
tion with the Intercolonial is made at
Fredericton, and a mixed freight and
pasenger train makes one trip each way
daily between that city and Centreville.
There is a train once a week to Gage-
town and return.

Interest to the amount of $85,000 on
the bonds fell duie last December and the
province had to provide over $70,000 of
the amount: “No construction work’ ‘be-
tween Gagetown and St. John, or be-
tween Centreville and Andover, has been
done this. year.

The situation is one that must call for

the gravest. consideration of every bhysi-
ness' man in the province. New Brun.-
wick is face to face with enormous
terest charges and will be fort
indeed if in time she is not called

to pay the principal. But the province
as_endorser upon huge bond gudr»tntm
is in the same position as the merct
who endorses his friend’s notes. | ‘h
must bé a reckoning some day. The
only security the province has is tle
Valley railway and that must come y)
to the requirements, and be a connecting
link between the Transcontinental
St.. John.

The auditor-general’s report to Oct
31 of-last year, gives a list of the bonds
guaranteed by the province for railway
and other purposes. Up to that date the
yearly  interest "to ‘be paid upon those
bonds  ampunted to $217,645.86. Since
then there have been nearly a million
dollars worth = of guaranteed second
mortgage bonds in addition to the $269-
000 at four and a half per cent. interest,
on something over $42,000 of annual in-
terest, so that the total interest charge
will be about $260,000.

New Brunswiek at the end of October
last had an ‘actiial bonded debt of over
$8,000,000 and ‘had guaranteed bonds for
more than $6,000,000. 'Of these guaran-
teed bonds she had” paid interest upon
the Southampton issue of $155,000 and
the Woodstock Cold "Storage, $10,000,
and contributed over $70,000,000 to the
8t. John & Quebec railway.to meet its
interest. This year the intgrest upon
the N, 'B. & Seaboard railway bonds
{207,000) amounting to $11,880 will
have to be met by the province.

The situation is grave—so grave that
it should call for the attention of busi-
ness men, boards of trade and munici-
pal bodies who are interested in the
welfare of New Brunswick.
