Ottawa, May 21.
Yesterday the resolution assuming the 

debt of Old Canada were carried ; also 
the resolution to increase the salaries of 
the Lt. Governors, Judges and Ministers.

§ Sir John moved that Sir George Car- 
tier should have a public funeral, the ex­
penses to be defrayed by the country. 
Carried.

Laborers’ Society Laws.
There is a great deal of dissatisfaction 

expressed amongst the merchants of St. 
John about some of the laws of the La­
borers Society. The merchants have no 
objection to paying high wages to the 
laborers if they will work when wanted. 
The practice of every laborer in the city 
stopping work for half a day when one 
of their number dies, is getting to be 
a serious tax on the pnblic patience An 
effort is to be made by the principal 
shippers, to have this rule and some 
others of the. society repealed. Faiftng 
to do so the merchants in their own de­
fence will be obliged to secure a differ­
ent class of laborers, It is hoped, how­
ever, "that the laborers will themselves 
see the great inconvenience ahd loss to 
which merchants are subjected by this 
stoppage of work, and repeal the law. 
It would be much better to give the 
widow and orphans the proceeds of the 
half day’s labor than to quit work and 
go to the funeral. The amount in each 
case would not be less than from $400 
to $600-, which would be more consoling 
to the bereaved than the hoaorof a large 
funeral procession. _ Perhaps the 
bers of the association never looked at 
the matter in this light. They have, 
with a laudable desire to honor their 
dead, adopted a role that occasions most 
serious inconvenience to their employers. 
Can they not" adopt a role that will 
honor the dead witiioat injury to the 
living? Suppose one of their number 
should die daily. Their present role of 
action would prevent a single ship’s 
loading or discharging. A delay of even 
half a day is a great loss to ships and 
steamers, and a much greater loss than 
idleness is to the ' laborers themselves 
If the Laborers’ Benevolent Association 
will not consult their own interests by 
making roles in accordance with the in­
terests of their employers—if they per­
sist in obstructing the busiaess of the 
port in the way they arc now doing— 
they will wake up somre day to find that 
other men have been procured from 
abroad and put in their places.

Are.

Digestions Fire at the Straight Shore. ^ 
A fire broke out this morning about 6 

o’clock In Mr. Andrew Anderson’s saw 
mill, at the Straight Shore, which com­
pletely destroyed the mill. It is not 
known how the mill took fire, as no one 
was in the building at the time except the 
nightwatchman ; but It la thought it 
might have been from the breaking of a 
lamp in the engine room. Mr. Anderson 

, himself visited the mill about 10 o’clock 
tost night and saw that everything was in 
proper shape, and the sawdust all swept 
away from near the fires. It was the 
watchman’s duty to get up steam In time 
for the men In the morning, and he had 
been in the engine room looking after the 
fires a short time before the fire caught. 
The alarm was given, and hose which Mr. 
Anderson had in the mill was attached to 
the hydrant. The hose hurst in several 
places and was quite useless. The Portland 
steam engine was soon throwing water 
on the burning building and lumber piles. 
The fire had, however, too much head­
way. The mill was very dry, and in a 
short time it was completely destroyed. 
The lumber piled round was all saved, 
except a pile of boards, which was not 
very valuable. This was one of the finest 
mills round St. John, and had never been 
in such good working order as when it 
was burned. During the past winter it 
had undergone very extensive repairs, 
the shafting and a great deal of the 
machinery being renewed. This mill 
would cut about six millions of lumber 
of all kinds during the year. The loss 
will foot up about $20,000, to cover which 
there is an insurance of only $6,000, in 
the Liverpool, London and Globe Com­
pany, represented by W. M. Jarvis, Esq.
It is consequently a very serious loss for 
Mr. Anderson, who has been running the 
mill for only four years. Several work­
men belonging to the mill have also suf­
fered severe losses, their tools being all 
destroyed.

The unfortunate part of the matter to 
that the contractors have not opened the 
road out more than half way through 
the Stonehaven district, the whole settle­
ment as allotted extending a distance of 
thirteen miles, while, when the colonists 
arrived not more than six miles were 
opened up.

We do not spetik of the fact that the 
road was only suitable for waggons lor 
about two miles—after which sleds had 
to be used to carry the women and child­
ren and their luggage. The roads, If pas­
sable at all, could very Soon be improved.
Indeedit could not have been expected, 
that they would have been any better.1 
To haveattempted to make them so in the 
dead of winter, with such -4 great depth 
of snow would have been a useless waste 
of mom y.

We think, however,that it 1s very much 
to be regretted that the Government had 
not made sure, before thi arrival 
of the colonto’s tlatsone sort of a road 
had been made to the farthest farm which 
had been allotted.

To see one’s luggage lying in tl:e road 
marked “lot 96,” when between its des­
tination and lot 38 a distance of five or 
six miles was an unbroken forest, was 
certainly calculated to discourage the 
stoutest heart.

A few more men, the expenditure of a 
few hundreds of dollars "more, a little 
more energy at the commencement, would 
have made a great difference In the re­
sult. And we think it a great pity that 
the present attempt at peopling our 
province from abroad,—an attempt on 
the successful issue of which the Govern­
ment seem to have counted so much—in 
which they have been backed by the pub­
lic sentiment of the people, and by the 
whole press of the country—that its en- 
tire success should be Interfered with by 
any error that might have been quite 
easily avoided.

The Surveyor General is doing every­
thing in his power to satisfy the colonists 
and make them comfortable. To all who 
wish it he gives work on the roads—their 
own roads, for they lead to their own 
dwellings and will enhance the value of 
their farms—at the rate of from a dollar 
to a dollar and ten Cents a day. And 
there is not a man in the colony who, if 
he goes to work with a heart, cannot 
make himself and Ills wife and little ones 
comfortable and happy, and in the course 
of a few years become quite independent.

But the difficulty is the disappointment 
at the start. We have mentioned the 
matter of the roads. We might add also 
the houses not built of which there are 
yet some fourteen. Then the remaining 
families whose passages were assisted 
and who aid not expect their houses to 
be ready, were promised accommodation 
in a temporary building until tbeir dwell­
ings could be built. But, as the colonists 
say with very good reason, this did not 
mean that they were to be placed around 
in difl'erent farm houses, or that two or 
three families were to be lodged together 
in a school house, as is the case at pre­
sent.

We might add to the list of grievances, 
but will only mention two more. The 
first to that in some of the houses on the 
first lots the doors and windows had not 
been inserted before the colonists ar­
rived.

Iu one case our reporter was informed 
by a colonist that he and his family and 
another ftimily as well had slept in a 
house which had neither stove, door, 
windows or floor!

Tile last grievance is that, through 
some mistake or other in the old country 
in more than one instance two individuals 
received the same location ticket, or ra­
ther tickets of the same number.

OUR SCOTCH COLONY.

New Stonehaven — The Sail—I* 
Adaptability for Settlement—Con­
dition of the Colonists.

This paper having had a special cor­
respondent at New Stonehaven since the 
arrival of the colonists at their destina­
tion, is enabled to lay before its readers 
his account of theland selected by Messrs. 
Brown and Stewart on behalf of the 
colonists.

Its location has been so often told, and 
is probably so well known, that it may 
seem superfluous to say that New Stone­
haven to in the lower part of the Parish 
of Perth, In the county of Victoria, and 
within a very short distance of the Carle- 
ton County line.

The feeding place for the up river 
steamers is at Kilbnm’s, about six miles 
above the mouth of the Muniac stream. 
Here, also, will probably be a station of 
the River du Loup Railway, which is to 
run along the valley of the St. John at 
this place.

On both sides of the river the land to 
all granted, and for the most part con­
sists of well cultivated forms, on which 
the large barns and neat dwellings give 
evidence of considerable ease and com­
fort enjoyed by their possessors. From 
the river itself the view to not attractive, 
as the banks rise with quite a steep as­
cent, and the mere voyager would be dis­
posed to shun the place as being rather a 
rocky mountainous country. The mo­
ment yon ascend the bank of the river, 
however, a table land stretches out be­
fore you, in some parts of a gentle slope, 
in others being quite level.

That the, soil here to capable of being 
successfully cultivated, two facts may be 
mentioned. First, the Kilburn farm,now 
divided into three parts, one part re­
served as the homestead, and the rest 
divided equally between the two 
who are enthusiastic farmers, and who, 
while they vie with the rest of the family 
in their unremitting attentions to the new 
comers, are also confident, fl-om the re 
suits they themselves have achieved, that 
a few years of foithfel toil will in the new 
colony produce the most splendid and 
gratifying results.

Kilburn’s, to the farm of Mr. Baird, tlie 
first settler on that side the river. Twenty- 
three years ago, he and his family landed

Board of Trade.
