DEATH ofcANADA’S
OLDEST MAN.

James Ross, of St- Martin’s, N. B., the 
oldest man in Canada, died suddenly early 
on Saturday morning, June 0th, at the 
residence of his son. Mr. Ross retired as 
usual on Friday evening, and was, on Satur­
day, found dead in bed. The deceased was 
born in Scotland on lune 18th, 1790, and 
was therefore 111 years, 10 months and 23 
days old. He came to this country iu 1812 
in a vessel called the Rover, landing at 
Pictou, N. 8., where he worked for about 
•ix and a half years, being at that place 
when the battle of Waterloo was fought. 
He lived a short time at Truro and P;ctoii, 
and finally, about 1820, he went to St. 
Martins, where he live resided continually 
ever since.

In 1837 he msriied Phoebe Amelia 
Brown, who died in 1888 They had nine 
children. Of these four are still lining, 
two sons and two daughters. There are 
twenty-three grandchildren and three 
great-grandchildren. Mr. Ross was a 
member of tho Presbyterian church. Ho 
was a very active man until a year or two 
ago, and was a groat smoker. A little over

year sgo the Municipal Council of St. 
John county presented him with a chair. 
The deceased spoke Gaelic quite fluently, 
never having forgotten his native tengue.

A meeting of the 
national representatives dissolved 
by the proclamation of March is 
summoned to meet at Belgrade, 
June 15th.

Servi* 
is governed by the king, with the 
assistance of a council of eight 
ministère, who are responsible to 
the people The legislature con­
sists of the National Assembly and 
the Senate, both of which must 
assent to any measuse to make it 
legal. The commerce of the
country is backward, the chief
trade being carried on with
Austria.

French Flgliting Men Sent Over to Canada
In 1605.

Mr. F. D. Monk, K. C., M. P., re­
cently delivered the closing lecture 
of this year s series of the Lindsay 
Collegiate Institute lecture course 
Ilis subject was "'A Page of Old 
French-Canadian History," the story 
of the regiment of Carfgnan Salières. 
After a graphic description of the 
Champlain and Richelieu valley, Mr. 
Monk sketched the origin of the regi­
ment of Carignan Salieres in France 
about 1650, noted their many deeds 
of daring and their last fight 
Europe against the Turks in 1664. 
The danger of the French colony 
from the Iroquois was so great that 
Louis XIV. sent out a regiment of 
regulars for protection ia 1665. and 
the Carignan Salieree were chosen. 
Their work was to fortify the Riche­
lieu valley, drive back the hated Iro­
quois and hunt them away from 
borders of New France. This they 
did at great cost to themselves. 
Their work done, the regiment was 
disbanded, and the majority of sur­
viving officers and men settled in the 
Richelieu. Their descendants are 
there and throughout Quebec still, 
farmers most of them, but with a 
military spirit that flamed oUt on 
the Plains of Abraham and has since 
1763 shown itself many times in 
Dritair/s couse.
