Hamburg, Sept. 30.—The Hamburg-
American Line steamer Pennsylvania,
from New York, Sept. 16, for Ham-
burg, which x‘cadxcd Plymouth last
b‘}'id&}' and landed the crew of the
Norwegian bark Bothnia. which had
been abandoned in a sinking condition
Sept. 24, and which was set on I1ire
previous to being deserted, arrived
here today. The captain reports that
the crew of the Bothnia were rescued
in an exhausted condition after hav-
ing worked at the pumps for seven-
teen days and nights. The bark was
on the verge of sinking when the
Pennsylvania sighted her. Capt. Han-
sen, her commander, decided to set fire
to the vessel before leaving her, to
avoid the possibility of the Bothnia in-
terfering with navigation.

The Bothnia sailed from Bridgewa-
ter, N. 8., Aug. 27, for Swansea. She
was formerly named the Markland.
She was built at St. Martin’s, N. B,
in 1871, and owned by L. Rafin.

THE SYRIAN GIRL'S STORY

To Go Before the U. S. Secretary
of the Treasury.

History of the Case in Affidavits—
Evidence Being Gathered.

Detroit, Sept. 30.—The story of the
little Syrian girl, Alexandra Youssef,
who recently lost her life while being
deported from this city, will be told in
the form of affidavits to Secretary of
the Treasury Shaw as soon as the
| testimony can *be Tollected. Attorney
' A, C. Stellwagen has undertaken the
preparation of the case. George Yous-
| sef will be sworn. As soon as all the
! aflidavits have been prepared they will
be sent forward. Mr. Stellwagen says
| his services will be rendered free
charge.

It is expected to show that the offi-
cers were negligent in the discharge
| of their duties towards the girl; that
{ she was detained in jail for a period
| of over six weeks, entirely contrary to
{law and the necessities of the case;
| that her friends were not communi-
lcated with as they should have been;
{ that she was not sufficiently informed
|as to her rights in the matter of her
| detention; that she was 1tot told that
{she was entitled to be examined by a
| board of physicians; that her rights of
appeal were not disclosed to her, nor
the means and form thereof, and that
she was treated with neglect, deprived
of her legal remedies, and then hast-
ened away from her family and friends
| just as aid was coming to her, in a
lmummr and under such circumstances
as to infiict great hardship upon her,
amounting to oppression and injus-
tice.

The story of the dead Syrian girl,
Alexandra Youssef, is stirring public
indignation from one end of the coun-
try to the other, and it will probably
become of international importance.
A. F. Dahrange, of Cleveland, one of
the most prominent Syrians of the
country, and formerly Syrian consul,
is* now in Detroit, accompanied by
Selim Caraboolad, a merchant of
Cleveland, both resolute to push their
inquiry to the end. Mr. Dahrange will
make application by letter to President
Roosevelt for a thorough investiga-
tion and the punishment of the per-
sons to blame. o

Mr. Dahrange is sure that Alexandra
Youssef never had the proper medical
examination.

Mzr., Youssef Yazback, spiritual
head of the Syrian branch of the Ro-
man Catholic Church in this country,
reached Detroit yesterday, and will be
asked to take the matter up. Mr.
Dahrange expects the aid of Senator
Hanna, and will call upon Gen. Alger
to get him interested in the case and
the punishment of the persons to
blame.

MORGAN DEFIED |
BY ROOSEVELT

—

A Shock Received by the Big
Financier.

WAS COMPARED TO A STRIKER

Said To Be Holding Up Settlement
of Ooal Strike to Injure the
President.

Chicago, Sept. 29.—A Washington
special to the Inter-Ocean says: *I
am neither a bull nor a bear on Morgan
I am President of the United
States and sworn to execute the law.
I will proceed against you or any of
your combinations as quickly as I
would against a striker, not because I
am opposed to either capital or labor,
except as either of them ig a violator

| of the laws of the country.”

This is the exact language used by
President Roosevelt in reply to the

protests of J. Pierpont Morgan against
tho_a action of the attorney-general in
brn_xg_iug suit against the Northern Se-
curities Company.

RECEI\’IQD A SHOCK,

When he said this to Morgan the
great financier was shocked. No other
man had ever talked to him with such
fz'a.nkness. comparing him with g
striker who breaks the law. He went
back to New York convinced that
Theodore TRoosevelt was not qualified
fqr the presidency, and he began plan-
ning to prevent the nocwmination of
loosevelt in 1904. He has been at
work on these plans ever since. He
wants a conservative president, who
can 1_1ave the confidence of the “busi-
ness interests” of the country. Morgan
regards himself and his combination
as the greatcst factors in the business
interests, and,. if allowed to have his
way, he would increase their import-
ance before .the election in 1804,

President Roosevelt has not sought
to interfere with Morgan because of
business, or personal, or political rea-
sons. The offense he has given Morgan
is purely incidental, due to the en-
forcement of a United States statue.

MORGAN’'S OPPOSITION.

Morgan has done a number of things
to show his displeasure with the Presi-
dent. At his bidding, it is claimed, a
number of newspapers In the East
have waged a campalgn against the
President’s policy regarding the trusts.
It is regarded as a singular coincidence
that the papers which have most
criticised the President are the same
papers that discovered that Secretary
Shaw s no longer satisfactory to the
President as a financial adviser. It is
asserted on good authority that both
campaigns against Roosevelt and
against Shaw originated in Wall
street, and not far freun the office of
Morgan.

COULD HE DO IT?

There 1{s a strong impression in
Washington that this campaign has
extended to the coal strike for the
burpose of embarrassing the Repub-
lican party and the President. The
men, who from their knowledge of
Morgan’s relations to the coal roads,
believed he would settle the coal
strike, still believe that he can settle
the strike, but that he does not want
to. They also believe that Morgan has
a purpose in allowing the coal strike
to continue. They believe that he is
willing to create another such condi-
tion as that at Homestead ten years
ago, when the strife between labor and
capital in the Carnegie mills was, in
a large measure, responsible for the
defeat of the Republicans and the
election of Grover Cleveland President
of the United States,

Morgan regards Grover Cleveland as
a conservative man, whom the ‘“busi-
ness interests’” can support.

| schools. That being so, the bill pro-
| vided the only way of meeting the
difficulty, namely the extension of ele-
mentary education. The former chan-
cellor of the exchequer said the bill
fmight need some alteration, but if the
matter was to be settied peaceably
| there must be no more threats of re-
sistance to the will of Parliaent by
local authorities or by ratepayers to
the payment of rates.

| Michael, Parliament would intrust
! their work to others, “and the courts
| know how to deal with those who by

Sir Michael criticised the War Office
! as chiefly responsible for the increase
in national expenditure. He said the
| South African war did not compare
| to the war in the Soudan in economy

| rather than on the civil side. He de-
olared he had told his colleagues as
iimuch, and that he intended to continue
| his warnings. They would never re-
forrm the War Office until they made
| the great mass of military officers pay
' some attention to the duties of their
| profession, as naval officers did, and
{ until they removed all outside influ-
| ences now interfering with the man-
| agement of the army, as well as selec-
tions, appointments and promotions,
which never would be tolerated in the
civil service.

Sir Michael said that he thought he
could honorably relinquish his former
oflice now that the finances of the
| country were in a more flourishing
! condition, and that there was a pros-
| pect of reduction in taxation. He said,
however, that he infénded to continue
a while as member of Parliament for
West Bristol.

GOLE ON BRITISH LINKS

| medal, the club gold medal and the
| George Glennie meda! for the best ag-
gregate score at the spring and autumn
| meetings were competed for.

l Last year the King William IV.
medal was won by Mr. Robert Maxwell
| with a score of 79 strokes, and the
| club medal by Mr. A. G. Tait with 80.
{ This year there were 146 entries, in-
i cluding most of the foremost players
i of the club and many previous medal-
ists.

Mr., Tait spoiled his chances by
| weakness on the greens. Mr. Max-
well was in excellent form again, go-
ing round in 79 strokes. He won_ the
club gold medal and the Glennie ag-
gregate medal, but he lost the King
William IV. medal, which went to
Leslie Balfour Melville. who handed
in the splendid score of 77,

The next best scores were as follows:
Mr. S. Mure Ferguson, 81; Mr. W.
Norman Boase, 82; Mr. Ernley Black-
well, 83; Mr. T. Mansfield Hunter, 83;
Mr. Edward Blackwell, 84; Hon. H.
Finch Hatton, 84, and Mr. C. Mait-
land, 84.

At the North Berwick lines the
premier was in evidence several after-
noons. On Wednesday Mr. Balfour
and Mr. J. E. Laidlaw, former amateur
champion, opposed the Bishop of Lon-
don and the Rev. Mr. Sutherlang Gill.
Despite a handicap of half g stroke,
the political representatives played too
gtrong a game for their clerical
friends, who were beaten by 8 up and
2 to play. The bye was played and
Messrs. Balfour and Laidlaw secured
that also.

At the eighteenth hole His Royal
Highness the Duke of Cambridge, who
had been out on horseback, waited
with His Serene Highness Prince Ed-
ward of Saxe-Weimar to see the end
of the game, after whifh they chatted
for a short time with Mr. Balfour.
Prince and Princess Edward frequent-
ly drive round the golf course and
evince great interest in the matches
of the Prime Minister.

So popular is the golf course that it
sometimes is inconveniently crowded.
There is no discrimination among per-
sons. On Wednesday the premier and
the Bishop of London had to wait their
turn at each of the crowded driving
tees. As they were held back at least
five minutes at each tee, they spent an
hour and a half in this way going
round the eighteen holes.

POST-CORONATION PARADE.

Great preparations are making for
the King's postponed coronation pro-
cession through the city on OQOct. 25.
Southsiders are specially jubilant, for
with the exception of the late Queen
Victoria’s diamond jubilee visit, such
an event cannot be remembered, by the
present generation, at any rate. Poo-
as they are—those inhabitants of the
streets of the south side, through
which the royal cavalcade will pass—
they are making an effort at decora-
tion, which already looks like rivaling
Coronation Day in the West End. At
a meeting of the city council, the lord
mayor announced that the King and
Queen and other members of the royal
family would break their journey
through the city to take luncheon with
the lord mayor and the imembers of
the corporation at Guildhall, and that
the sum of $50,000 would be spent by
the corporation to celebrate the event,
of which $32,600 would be spent on the
luncheon alone, at which between 700
and 800 guests are expected to git
down.

Lodz, Russian Poland, Sept. 30.—One
hundred and twenty houses out of 129,
comprising the village of Voshnik,
Russian Poland, have been burned to
the ground. The fire was caused by
children playing with fire.

RAVAGES OF CHOLERA.

Manmila, Sept. 29.—Cholera. threatens
to depopulate the Island of Samar.
The populations of many of the towns
have been rapidly reduced through
death and the flight of panic-stricken
people. Many of the dead are un-
buried and the Government is sending
surgeons and medicine to fight the
disease. The epidemic alsg continues
%ts ravages at Iloilo. It is reported
that the totals for the islands are 70,-
222 cases and 48,402 deaths, but the
actual total of cases is estimated to
be about 100,000, with deaths in pro-
portion.

FIGHTING IN COLOMBIA.

News has been received from Colon
that a small Government force defeat-
ed a band of guerillas at Santa Cata-
lina, near Carthagena, killing the two
leaders. An impertant engagement is
probably being fought now at La
Cienaga, where Gen. Cactillo, with a
large army, has for some time past
been harassing the Government forces.
La Cienaga is near Santa Marta. In-
formation has also been received here
to the effect that 1,000 Government
troops have safely decended the Maga-
lena River and reached Zambrana,
whence they made an overland march,
eventually joining the Government
river force assembled to attack Gen.
Uribe-Uribe, at Teneriffe. It is re-
ported that Gen. Perdomo is momen-
tarily expected at Panama, and that
he will have the same power as the
Secretary of State at Bogota, the
capital.

KAISER'S NEW ARTICLES

WAR.

London, Sept. 2).—Emperor Wil-
liam’s new articles of war, 8says a
Berlin correspondent, tell soldiers that
the path to the highest military ranks
is open to ability and Knowledge. The
correspondent says that so far as he
is aware there has up to now been no
instance in the Prussian army of the
common soldier rising to high com-
mand, while a large section of re-
cruits, which consists of educated
Jews, finds it impossible to obtain any
commissions at all.

They will
have a further interview with the
French minister of foreign affairs re-
garding the placing of trade relations
between Canada and France on a sat-
isfactory basis.

NOT SO BAD.

Constantinople, Sept. 30. — Diplomat-
ic circles here do not regard the situ-
ation in Macedonia as being so serious
as would appear from the Turkish
Government’s military preparations in
calling out 40,000 men of the militia re-
serves. The porte’s alarm is partially
attributed to the maneuvers and othar
incidents of the Shipka Pass, fetes, the
political importance of which, how-
ever, is considered to have been great-
ly exaggerated, in view of the ap-
proach of the winter, when the move-
ments will necessarily be stopped. It
is not thought that the threats of thre
Macedonian committee will prevent a
general revolution or develop into any-
thing very serious.

The big hotels have no stock on
hand, and the school board has but
a limited quantity. The mayor has
called a public meeting for Wednesday
night to discuss the situation.

TEMISKAMING RAILWAY

R

Tenders for Preliminary Work Laid
Before the Commissioners.

Toronto, Sept. 30. — The commission
appointed by the Ontario Govern-
ment to construct and manage the
Temiscaming Northern Ontario Rail-
way, held a special meeting for the
purpose of considering tenders for the
construction of the railway. The ten-
ders are for clearing the right of way,
bridging, grading, ballasting and
track laying from a point at or near
North Bay to a point on Lake Temis-
kaming, a distance of 110 miles.

The commissioners are to purchase
and furnish the contractor the steel
Superstructure for the bridge over
the Montreal River, the steel ralils,
which are to be-80 pounds to the vard,
and the fastenings for the same, and
the contractor is to manufacture the
ties, trestles and culverts, telegraph
poles, fence posts, etc., from timber
found along the right of way.

The first 60 miles of the railway are
to be completed on or hefore Dec.
31, 1903, and the whole distance on or
before the same date in the following
vear. The tenders, which were four-
teen in number, were, with one ex-
ception from railroad contractors of
prominen:e and sound financial
standing, whoee ability to perform the
work in a satisfactory manner {s be-
yond question.

No final decision, however, was ar-
rived at by the commissioners., who
are to meet again tomorrow for the
purpose of awarding the contract, if
everything is found to be in order.

NEW MANITOBA WHEAT

One of the New Turret Boats Takes a
Load to Midiand.

Midianu, Sept. 30. — The steamer
Turret Chief, of the Canada Ocean
and Lake Navigation Company,arrived
in port Sunday night, and is now being
unloaded at the Midland Elevator
Company’s eievator No. 1. g£he is lad-
en with 105,094 bushels of new Mani-
toba wheat. It is about one-half No. 1
hard and the other half of northern.

This is one of the new turret boats
which have been brought on the lakes
this season, and it ig her first trip. They
are intended to run from Fort William
to Midland with grain all fall, and will
be fully employed in handling grain
until navigation closes. These boats
will be a welcome addition to the
Canadian fleets on the lakes, and
in particular will add to the volume of
trade at this port.

The grain trade hag been very favor-
able all season, and with the immense
crop of this year yet to be handled,
there ought to be a greater quantity of
grain going through Midland than
ever before. Already nearly ten mil-
lion bushels have been handled througa
this port, and it is expected that con-
siderably over fifteen million bushels
will be handled before the close of
navigation.

A small party of old-time swordsmen,
gentlemen of the code, all of whom had

appeared on the field a number of times |

during their lives, chanced to meet the
other night, says the New Orleans Pica-
yune,

neret, who is remembered by the old
school for a duel at Burthe's plantation
with short swords. The talk naturally

tured to some of the famousg duels of
other days.

“For originality of cause and origin the
Montiague-Lalluet duel deserves first
place among my personal recollections,”
remarked Mr. Tanneret, leading the con-
versation. ‘““Omne was a barber; the other
a duelist of rare skill. Although a bar-
ber, Montiague was one of the most orig-
inal fellows on earth, and he was ever
doing what he wasn't expected to do. He
had a shop on Royal street, and his place
was frequented by the best of the down-
town population. ILalluet was a duelist
who had been on the field many times.
Both were brave men.

““One morning Lalluet walked into Mon-
tiague’s shop to get shaved. He took the
chair in the best humor, and the shave
was progressing when he suddenly took
offenss at something Montiague did. A
quarrel was picked and the challenge
was passed before Lalluet had left the
chair. It was the talk of the street.

‘“The situation was unt but the
fight went. Colichmardes w chosen
as weapons. They &re the small trian-
gular swords which havs the shape of
a bayonet.

tiague had no money to pay for a car-
riage, and he was plucky enough to walk
to the fleld.

A VETERAN DUELIST'S FATE.

“I remember the Nora-Dauphin duel,”
said one of Mr. Tanneret’s companicns.

A quarrel between Nora and
Dauphin took place at the old Orleans
