N. Milukoff, the minister of foreign affairs, his resignation being
demanded.

Professor Milukoff is considered one of the strongest men In the new
Russian regime, a true friend of the Entente cause as a whole, and
thoroughly in favor of an energetic prosecution of the war by Russia.
The radical elements opposed to him appear to have been excited to
action by the provislonal government’s communication to the Allled
nations, made public yesterday, which committed the Government to
continuation of the war without a slackening. They declare they should
have been consulted.

publie library, have now been complet-
ed, and that section of the city is now
well provided for along library lines.
With the increased accommodation in
the town hall that was granted by the
council it has been possible to provide
separate reading rooms for the adults
and the boys and girls. The juvenile
reading room and book shelves occupy
the older portion of the rooms, thus
providing greater quiet for adult read-
ers, The books at the branch now
number over 3,000 volumes, an addition
of about 200 velumes in all branches
of literature having been added this
week. The library board is endeavoring
to provide the books that are needed
by the people of this section and the
continually growing patronage indicates
that the branch library is popular. The
circulation of books last month amount-
ed to over 4,000 volumes, according to
the report presented at the library
board meeting last night, the total for
the library system of the city being over
20,000 during April.

This was suggested at the
recent meeting of the Ontario Library
Association as a fitting way in which
the libraries of the province might mark
semi-centennial of confederation.

| Currants are usually started from
| cuttings, the best cuttings being from
| six to eight inches long. The base .of
{ these cuttings should be cut straight
across, just below a bud, while the
tupper cut is made about half an inch
above the top bud. If the cuttings are
Started in the nursery row directly after
they are made in the fall, they should
be covered with a strong mulch dur-
ing the winter. They are set from six
| to eight inches apart in furrows three
feet apart. Merely the top bud or two
is permitted above ground, so that a
number of strong roots may be sent
out. However, the next spring growth
| begins in earnest, and by the end of the
season sturdy one-year-old plants . are

{ the best way of treating the cuttings, is
| to procure them in the late winter and
| store them in a cellar, covering them
{ with damp sawdust. A great number of
| rootlets will then start before they are
set out in the nursery row, early in the
spring.
. After the plants have been growing
| in the nursery row for one season they
lare ready to set out in the plantation.
This setting out is done preferably in
the fall, sometimes as early as Sep-
tember. It may also be done very early
| in the spring. Before setting out the
young plants, prune the roots. Then
{set a little deeper than they were in
the nursery row. They are placed four
feet apart in rows six feet apart, or,
| better still, six feet by six feet. Black
{ currants may be given even more room.
| Dig the hole big enough so that the
roots may be spread out. Then firm the
| soll closely about them, but leave a thin
{ layer of loose soll on top to preserve
{ the moisture.

HINDENBURG LINE IS

Fresnoy Taken by Cangd’ians,;
and Other Points Gained. |

———

STUBBORN DEFENCE MADE

German Losses in Men Are
Reported as Very
; Large.

London, May 3.—The British troops '
have reached Cherisy, crossed the Hin-
denburg line toward Reincourt and are
reported to have taken Bullecourt, says
Reuter’'s correspondent at British head-
quarters The Canadian troops took
Fresnoy farther north today.

The taking of Fresnoy and the re-
ported capture of Bullecourt indicates
that the British have smashed their
way through the Hindenburg line at
two points twelve miles apart on the
Arras battlefront. Fresnoy is near the
northern end and Buliecourt near the
southern end of the Arras section of the
Hindenburg line.

Fighting of Terrible Intensity.

Fighting of terrible intensity raged
throughout the day at the main points
of the British attack, says the corre-
spondent.

“The battling,” he adds, ‘has been
in many places of ding-dong order,
which renders it extremely difficult to
define the situation, but I think it may
certainly be claimed as a successiul
day for our gallant troops. The most
conspicuous gains have been on the
flanks of the long front, while towards
the centre, up the valley of the Scarpe,
we have made less progress owing to
the intensity of concealed machine gun
fire.

Canadians Capture Fresnoy.

“Despite the opposition of “massed
German forces, the Canadian troops
took Fresnoy. Oppy, however, still
proved too strongly held to attempt to
carry it by direct frontal attack with-

| out courting a heavier casualty list than

the enterprise warranted. The wood
in front of the ruined village literally
was infested with machine guns.
