A FINL OLD IRISH GENTLEMAN.

The Earidom of Llandafl, now an extinct
Trish peerage, was held by the Trish family of
Mathew. 'The late Fatl:er Theobald Mathew,
known in both bewispheres as the Apostie of
"Temperance, was a cadel of this bovse. The
carldom was created in 1697, and became ex-
tinct, for tbe want of a direct male heir to suc-
ceed to the lionors, about thirty years ago.

When Dean Swift resided in lreland, about 2.
century aud a full since, the head of the family,
theu a simple country gentleman, was Thowas
Mathew, of Thomastown, w the county of Tip-
perary. His estates mainly ran across that rich-
est part of Ireland, still called the Golden Vein,
and not owing a shilling to any one, not having
ratsed any mones by mortgage, Tam Mathew, as
he was fwmibiarly called, bad a clear rental of
40,000 o year, which, at the rate of living in
Ireland at that period, would go as far as 60,000
dollars st the present time.

His howse, we are told by Sheridan, had
been chiefly contrived to answer the noble pur-
pose of that constant hospitahty which he in-
t-nded to mamtain there.

Each'apart-
went was completely furnished - with every con-
venivpee’ thal could he wanted, even to the
simutest article. ~ When a guest arrived he
showed Lim fus apartment, saying, ¢ This 1s your

~catle § you are to command here as’ absolutely
as tn your own house ; you way breakfast, dine;
aud sup here, whenever you please, and invite
surh ol the guest to accompany you as may be
most ugreeable to you.” - He then showed him
tie common parlor, “ where” he said, “ a daily
ordinary wus kept, at which be might dine when
it Was more agreeuble-to bim to mix in society,
but from tus moment you are never to know me
as fgaster bf the hovse, and only to consider me
as one of the guests.” .

In order to put an end fo all ceremony at meal
tune, he took his-place at random at the table ;
and thus;, all ideas “of precedence bewg laid
asidle; the ‘guests seated themselves promiscuous-
ly, without any regard to rank or quality. There
was a large room fitted up exactly like a coffee-
_house, where a bar-maid and waiters atlended to
furish refresiments at all times of the day.—

Iere
a waiter, in a blue apron, attended (as was the
fashion then,)'and all things. in the room were
contrived §o asito humor theiiHusion. ;Here
every one calléd for what liquor he liked, with

‘}-ag-little restraint-as if le swere really in a public

hiouse, and to pay his share of the reckoning.—
Here, too, the miduight orgies of Bacehis'ivere
often celebrated, with the same noisy mirth as is
customary in" his city temples, without . in the
least disturbing .the repose of the more sober
part of the family. Games of, al} sorts were al-
lowed,.but under such- restrition as ‘to prevent
gambling ; and so as to.answer their true end,
that of amusement, withiout injury to the purse
of the players. There were two billiard tables
aod a large bowhng-green ; ample provision was
made ‘for such as delighted o country sports;
fishing tackle of all sorts, a variety, of guns, with.
proper ammunition, a pack of buck- hounds; an-.
other of fox houuds, and a third of harriers. For
the convenience. of. such guests as were nol pro-
perly mounted. : there were tweniy. choice hunt-
ers 1o bis-stalls. Dr. Sheridan adds that, though
all this expense might seem to be scarcely within

the limit of 40,000 dollars a_year, the value of
the money was greatly larger.  Also, Mr. Ma-

thews’ demnesne, being some of the richest soil in

Ireland, furnished the house almost everything,

except groceries and wine, and that a strict,

though not ostensible economy, ruled over that

housebold. Mr. Mathews minded his owa affairs
arded by faithful stewards, and larceny could be

scarcely commtted in his cellar or Jarder with-

out detection. He rose at five o’clock every

morning, and devoted three hours 1o butiness.—

Yet he seemed the idlest and most disengaged

man in the house. :

In order that his guests should uot consider

him other than one.of themselves, he ruled that

nobody should treat him as the host. Some-

times, without giving any untice, he would leave

Thomastown for several days, all things going

on as usual in his absence,and no one taking no-

tice of his absence or lus return.

At Thomastown was first introduced the plan

of having a variety of cells, each marked with a

number, and communicating with a particular

apartment, marked with a similar pumber.- "Thus,

the guests’ servauts occupying a large hall where

-they were generally to be found when not upon

duty, and the bells ranged along the wallsin
numerical order, each servant whena bell sound-
ed, could immediately see which of them was
wanted. :

Tt was the custom in those days, when Queen
Anne reigued, to give small wages to the ser-
vants, the guests bestowing money upon them,
on leaving, which gratuities were called zails.—
At ‘Thomastown the servants were paid large
wages, and were forbidden to accept any gratui-
ties, the guests been informed that Mr. Mathew
would consier it the bighest affront if any offer
of the sort were made.

Such 1s an accurate description of the manner
in whica the ancestor of the noble house of
Liandaff exercised Irsh hospitality in the early
part of the last century. Change bas swept
over the place, and oo person named Mathew
now resides at Thowastown, which is rented, we
believe, to the Viscount de Chabot.— Press.

That by the genersl approval with which those
speeches and writings have been received in Eog-
land, and more especiaily by the course of policy
puraued by your Majesty’s Government, in reference
to the late political events in Central Italy, the So-
vereign, the Ministey, the press, and people of Eng-
land bave, in the most distinct and public maunuer,
declared their approval of the principle, that every
people who believe themselves to be ill-governed
have & right to change the system of government
which is digpleasing to them, and to substitute for it
one of their own choice, which choice may be de-
clared by a majority of the votes, which shall be
given on submitting the question to an univeraal
suffrage,

That, a3 i3 well known tn your Majesty, [rom Peti-
tions emanating from meetings at which millions of
your Majesty's subjects attended, us well az from
other events at various times, which Petitioners deem
it unnecessary to specify—a very strong desire exists
amongst the Irish people to obtain, in place "of the
present syatem of government in Ireland, a restora-
tion of their native Parlinment, and their legislative
independence. That Petitioners are confident the
overwhelming majority of the Irisk people ardently
desive this restoration of their national constitution,
of which they believe they were unjustly deprived ;
yet, a3 your Majesty’s advisers may have led you to
believe that this desire for a domestic legislature is
entertained by only a minority of the populntion,

nerally immoral reputntion.  When the Revival
excilement broke out in that part of the North of
[retund, M‘Beth came Iargely under its influence,
procinimed limself as counverted, convicted, and
‘“slruck,” us the phrase went. He was welcomed
with enthusiasm by the most extravagant aiders and
sbettors in the movement, and procliimed aga sig-
val exampte ot reformation produced by whe ¢ Reviv-
al! He was paraded throogh the country ns an ob-
ject of the specinl fuvour of the Almighty, and ex-
travagantly culogized in the ! Revital' publications,
All the religicus tourists who arrived in Coleraine
were tuken to see M‘Beth, #s & person to whom spe-
ciul revelations of Divine grace had beern commani-
ented. He was encoursped to preach in the strects
aud when he haraogued crowds attended to hear
bim - tetling his experiences.! He attended all I'ro-
testant and Presbyterian churches iundiscriminately,
aud oo one occusion took the sacrament twice in
the same day at two different places of worship of
different denominations. At this period he was in
the habit of roing about exhibiting aslip of paper
ou which the word * Accepted’ was printed, alleging
that it wus a speciul message from God to him, ns
be had foand iv attached to his coat. No check ap-
pears ta huve been applied to the extravagant aad
blusphemous proceedings by any of the miniaters oy
laity who encouraged the ' Revival movement. Now
we wsre informed, after he has destroyed himself,
some of those who fluitered and encouraged. him
most declure that M‘Beth was insane at thip part of
his eareer, bat ne opinion of that kind was exprees-
ed while the *Revival' fever was raging; but, on
the contrary, the unfortunate man was fooled to the
top ot his beat, and pointed out with exultation ag a
glorious ingiwmce of the truth and the great moral
influcuce of ‘revivalism.! On Saturday last, he
presclied in his usual style, to the people; ana, after
bis laat harangue, he went down to the river Bann
#nd dehiberately drowned himself. A coroner's in-
quest waa held oo the body, on Saturday evening,
bafure Mr. Daoiel Gailey, coroner, and a respectable
jury. EBvidence was given by some boss, who saw
M:Beth throw himself into the river, aind by his wife
whose testimugy, ns we read our informant's notes
wug to the cffect that sbe considered her husband to
have been out of his wind for some time pust, The

Jjury returned a verdict that * The deceased drowned
hiwself in the river Bann, while in & state of insan-
ity "

FILIBUSTERS AND SYMPATHIZERS.

Tor “ filibusters” and “sympathizers”’ the
Great Briton entertains a profound aversion—so
long as the piratical expeditions of the former
are not aitmed at British possessions, or the sym-
pathies of the latter are with the victims of
British misrule, and of Protestant Ascendency.
An expedition from Cherbourg for the national

emaacipation of Ireland would find few apolo-
gists amongst the most ardent of Garibaldi’s ad-
mirers, and sympathy with the Popish subjects

of Great Britain, if expressed by Russians in the

form of minie musquets and rifled cannon, would

excite a storm of indignation in the breasts of
those who profess the liveliest sympathies with

the insurgent people of Sicily. What kind of
treatment ¢ filibusters” and “ sympathrzers”

may expect from British bands, when Briush in-

terests are concerned, was strikingly exempli-

fied during the Canadian insurrections of *37 and

’38, and n the destruction of a ¢ filibustering”

and “sympathising® Yankee steamer near Nia-

gara.

Now this is all right and proper ; but the pity

is that the Great Briton will still be so inconsist-

ent; that he will ever persist in asserfing one
rule of right and wrong for himself, and another,
and directly opposite rule, for his neighbors. If
it were wrong, a violation of international law —

as no doubt it was—for the Yankees to aid Bri-
tish subjects in armed rebelhon against their le-

gitimate sovereign, 1t must, by all the laws of
logic, be equally wrang, equally in violation of
all international law, for British subjects to aid,
by men or money, the subjects of the King of
Naples in armed rebellion agamnst their legiti-
mate sovereign. This howerer the Great Briton
is loth to admit ; and at the actual moment we
see the press of the British Empire pursuing a
conduct towards the subjects of a foreign Prince
with whom their Sovereign is at peace, which
they would denotnce as a flagrant iniquity, if
pursued by the French press towards the sub-
jects of Queen Victoria in Ireland. What
would be said, what would be done in England,
if, in case of an outbreak in Ireland, the leading
Parisian journals were ostentatiously to publish
advertisements for raising money to aid the Irish
insurgents ?—and yet this is precisely the course
that the London Z%mes, the leading journal of
the Brutish Empire, is actually pursuing with re-
spect to the insurgents in Sicily.

The subject was brought under the notice of
the Solicitor (General, and the House of Com-
mons on the 17th ult., by Mr. Hennessy, and
provoked a long and aninated discussion, which
ended, as such debates usually do, in a bottle of
smoke. Yet was the discussion most valuable,
both on account of 1its bringing into strong relief
the inconsistencies of the British Government as
towards Foreign Powers; and as affording its
originator an excellent opportunity for display-
ing 1 their true colors the characters, and ob-
Jects of the leading Italian revolutionists.

The advertisement in the T%¥mes, which pro-
voked the discussion, announced thatata meeting
held in St. Martin’s Hall, oo the 4th of May,a
subscription to aid the Sicilians in their insur-
rection against a sovereign with whom Great
Britain professes to be at peace, had been open-
ed ; and called upon all persons nclined actively
to sywpathise with the isurgents, to send in
| ¢heir contributions, in order that they might be
| forwarded as speedily as possible, to the central
| committee in Genoa, presided over by Garibaldi.
The fact of the publication of this advertisement
was notorious ; and Mr. Hennessy 1n calling the
attention to it of the Solicitor General, request-
ed to beinformed by that official, whether the
publication of such an advertisement was not an
offence against a friendly power 1—and whether
the law officers of the Crown intended to take
any steps n the premises? In the course of his
speech the honerable gentleman quoted some
very important documents bearing upen the ob-
jects of the party with whom the Protestants of
Great DBritain, and -wholesale distributors of
tracts and bibles, so warmly sympathise, and to
forward whose success they have recourse to such
illegal means.

Here, for instance, is an extract from
the manifesto, or political programme, of the
Ttalian revalutionary party, put forward by Rie-
ciardi, the friend, companion in arms, and com-
patriot of Garibaldi :—

“ Independence reguires revolution and war. All
considerations ag to progress of knowledge, civiliza-
tion, industry, viches, and public property must be
set aside.”

Whilst such is the attitude of the Italian re-
volutionary party towards progress, civilization,
the nights of property, and the rights of the indi-
vidual, their. attitude towards Chnstianity s
equally worthy of attention. Of Christianity,
the Laberal Italians—the objects of evangelieal
sympathy—in their public documents sprak n
‘the following terms:—

“The fatal plant born in Judea—that error whieh
bas taken root among men—has only reached its
high point of growth because it wns invigorated with
waves of bloo2. Buta new era will soon begin for
men, the glorious ern of A redemption very different
from that of Christ.”

Here is certainly one of the not least amusing
illustrations of the cant and hypocrisy of British
« Tract and Bible distributors” The men
whom they hail as the champions of Protestant-
ism, and of the Ioly Protesting Taith, openly
avow and boast that their designs is to inaugu-
rate an era which shall repudiate the redemption
of Christ, and which shall account His bloed an
unholy thing. And yet we are forsooth to be-
lieve that 1t is by the love of Christ, zeal for
His glory, and the extension of His Kingdom,
that the evangelical sympathizers with the writ-
ers of the foregoing effusion, are entirely animat-
ed. A drunkardis a loathsome sight, and 15 a
spectacle cerlainly calculated to inspire one with
a low and humiliating opinion of human nature.
But there 1s a spectacle infinitely more loth-
some, there is an aspect of luman nature
far lower, far more degrading than that afforded
by the drunken brute sprawling and vomiting in
the gutter, or anon, with foul caths, crushing the
life out of his helpless child. That spectacle is
the spectacle of a lot of evangelical Great Bri-
tons 1 Anniversary Meeting assembled profess-
ing themselves disciples of Christ, and disciples
of Garibaldi ; that low degrading aspect of hu-
man nature 15 afiorded by your miserable Ne-
Popery Maw-worms, your sanctified stigginses,
who from evangehcal platforms, profess them-
selves * Ministers of the Gospel of Christ,”
and blasphemously offer a prayer for the exten-
sion of Hiis Kingdom with ardent aspirations for
the success of Italian Protestant Reformers, and
their anti-Christian efforts. to inaugurate a new
era when the cursed plant born in Judea shall be
rooted up, and cast to the dogs.

But then it will be urged that these Italian
Protestant Reformers are patriots, lovers of li-
berty ; and that patriotism like charity can cover
a multitude of sins. What manner ol liberty it
is of which these Italian patriots and Italian Pro-
testing Reformers are enamoured, may be gath-
ered from the following paragraph from the pa-
triot Ricciardi’s address :—

#We do not want o popular assembly, fluctuating,
uncertain, and slow to deliberate ; we want o hand

of iron to rule a people hitherto accustomed to dif-
ferences of opinion, and enervated by slavery.”

Such were ke openly avowed opinions of the
Ttalian liberal party in 1848, and such are their
sentiments to~day.  'What manner of men they
must be who sympathise with them ; and who,
boasting themselves Christians—yea, moved to
compassion at the sight of the Popish idolatry —
contribute to the funds for promoting their de-
signs—we leave our readers to determine.

Mr. Hennessy, in the course of lus long and
able speech, made some further most damaging,
but unimpeachable révelations, as to the charac-
ters and objects of the ¢ filibusters” with whom
British evangelicals sympathise. He reminded
the House that prominent amongst Garibaldr’s
brethren in arms stood the blood-stained Zam-
bianchi, a beast whom it would be impossible to
compare even to the filthiest brutes of the Re-
volulion of 792, without gross injustice to the
{atter :—

«“The other companion of Garibaldi was Zam-
bianchi, of whom Some account wonld be found in
& work with which a right bon. gentleman opposite
(3Mr. Gladstone) was well acquainted—Farini's Slato
Romano. In that work it was recorded that in
1849 Zambianchi had gathered together all the
priests in San Oalisto, and there slaughtered them.
He was well known in Italy by the title of the
¢ Priest Slaughterer,’ and #as a8 prominent member
of the society known as the *League of Blood.! A
correapondence took place last summer between two
noble lords as to Gieneral Garibaldi, In communi-
cating with one of them on this subject he (3Mr. Hen-
nessy) called his attention to the character of the
secres soniety of which Garibaldi, as a member, had
taken tho onths, and his letter was published in some
of the contineatal papers. It attracted the attention
of a distinguished diplomatist employed by Her Ma-
jesty, who wrote to him to say he was very much
struck by the rules of that society, as they com-
pletoly confirmed the impression he had previously
formed, and to ask permission to make use of his
authority on the subject. He would read to the
House aome of the rules of the society in question:

i Members who will not obey the orders of the
secret society, or. who unveil the mysteries, shall be
poniarded without remission.’ ‘ Each secret tribunal
ia competent not only to judge guilty adepts, but to
put to denth all persons whom it shall devote to
death. ‘If the victim succeed in escaping he shall
be pursued incessantly in every place, and the
guilty shall be struck, were he sheltered on the
bosom of his mother, or in the tabernacle of Christ.’”

Again we ask—what title to the name of
Christian can they shew, who' sympathise with
Garbaldi? And yet the tnost ardent and the
‘most achive amongst those who sympathise with
him, are the evangelical gentry who frequent
Exeter Hall, and a2t May meetings blaspheme
Pope and Popery through the nose. Is it—we
ask again—possible 1o conceive even a viler phase
of human nature 7

‘peal to history, and adduce -often the same facts
in support of their respective theories, their con-
clusions from those premiscs are in direct con-
tradiction to one another, and strange ‘to say,
both are right. o

The explanation of this apparent paradox is
to be found 1n the fact' that, in the mouth of
Protestants, the words “ religious liberty,” mean
the direct opposite, or contradictory, of that
which they mean when employed by Catlolics ;
the ¢ religious liberty” of the one, is the * reli-
gious thraldom® of (ne other., With Protest-
ants, * religious liberty” means the subjection of
the Church to the State, or the supremacy ot
the civil magistrale in things spiritval. With
Catholics, on the other hand, “ religious liberty”
consists essentially in the total emancipation of
rehigion from all State control; and in the inde-
pendence of the Church in things rehgious or
spiritual. |

Now, in the Protestant sense of the words,
Protestantism is eminently favorable to the de-
velopment of “religious liberty.” The ten-
dency of Protestantism since its origin has ever
been to make the Church the servant of the
State, to reduce her to subjection, and to pre-
scribe how, and in what fashion, God is to be
worshipped. With Catholicity, on the contrary,
the tendency ever has been, and still s, to eman-
cipate religion {rom the control of the civil ma-
gistrate ; and one of its fundamental axioms is,
that the Church is an autonomy, owing no ac-
count to man of her faith, ar of her teachings.
In a word, Protestantisin claims for the civil
magistrate exactly what Paganism claimed for
Cesar, aud recognises in him the Pontifex
Mazimus. Catholicity, on the other hand, in
the XIX. century, as in the IV., from the Va-
tican, as from tbe Catacombs, refuses to burn
mcense to Cesar, and proclaims aloud the—to
civil rulers unpalatable — doctrine—*¢ Render
unto Cesar the things that are Camsar’s, but uato
God the things that are God’s.”

1n one form or another this siruggle for su-
premacy betwixt Church and Slate, betwixt
Christ and Cesar, has raged since the origin of
Christianity ; and, to all appearance, it is destined
to accompany 1t to the conswnination of all
things. We find to-day the same arrogant pre-
tensions to spiritual jurisdiction put forward by
kings and emperors, as were put forward by a
Nero and a Diocletian ; and, on the other hand,
we find on the part of the Catholic Church the
same heroic resistance to these impious and anti-
Christian pretensions, Nota grain of mcense
would the Christian mar(yrs of old, burn before
the image of Czsar; not a note in the Ambro-
sian Idyma will the Bishops and Archbishops of
the Catholic Church to-day entone in hounor of a
usurper, and excommunicated Prince. The
latter bas no longer the rack or the Ampitheatre
at his command ; he cannot, indeed, sentence the
recusant Catholic Prelales to the lions ; but he
does what he can, and he drags them before lus
tribunals at Turin, to answer for thewr refusal to
prostitute the sacred functions of the Priesthood
at his bidding. '

Noble is the spectacle thus presented to Chris-
tendoin—noble, instructive, aud consoling. By
their beroic reswstance to the edicts of the ty-
rants, the captive Prelates inspire the Catholic
world with a firmer determination than ever, 10
resist, at all hazards, the slighest appearance of
encroachment of the civil magistrate on the do-
mains of the Church. By thewr Christian en-
durance of unmerited persecution, they teach us
how we should demean ourselves towards our
enemies—in patience and in fortitude possessing
our souls. And by the identity of their cause
with that of the noble army of martyrs, aow
singing canticles of praise to the Lamb Who hath
given then power to overcome the world, the
flesh, aud the devil — we are assured of the per-
fect identity of our holy faith with that of the
faith which inspired so many tender virgins and
children even with courage to defy the ut-
raost cruelties of Cesar, and his savage cohorts;
and of the identity of the Church of the Vali-
can, with the Church of the Catacombs. «It
is belter to serve God than man,” was the an-
swer of the Christian captive to the Pagan ma-
gistrate, when the latter claimed from hm the
performance of the cnstomary, and by law pre-
scribed, homage 1o Casar. *It is better to
obey God than man,” 1s the reply of the Jtahan
Prelates to the impertinent understrappers of
the excommunicated King of Sardinia.

Almost equally instructive and profitable are
the comments of the Protestant champions of civil
and religious liberty upon tbe conduct of the
Sardinian Government towards these Bishops
and clergy, who bave refused to recognise its
nght to prescribe to them how, when, and in
what terms, they should address themselves to Al-
wighty God. In things temporal, these Prelates
have offered no shadow even of opposition to the
intfusive Government; not an act kave they
been guilty of, nota word have they uttered,
upon which their enemies can base an accusation
agamst them—tlus only they have done: that in
things purely spiritual, they bave refused to yield
obedience to the dictates of the civil magis-
trates; and they have claimed the right to sing
and not to sing, the Ambrosian Hymn according
as to them it seemed right. Hereupon the Sar-
dintap Government has assigned to the recusant
Prelates the treatment of felops ; and the Pro-
testant press, with one accord, proclaim tlus ac-
lion as a noble and salutary assertion of the
principles of  civil and religious liberty.”

Had a Catholic GGovernment behaved thus to-
wards its Prolestant subjects; had the Emperor
of Austria ordered the pastors of the Protestant
congregations of his Empire, to recite the Sta-
tat Mater, or to repeat the Angelus twice a
day ; and upon their refusal had cast them into
gaol—his conduct would, in every “feature, have

been the exact counterpart of the conduct of the

- Te Deum shall be sung whenever he pleases, he

bas just as good a right to prescribe that every

{ Romish Priest shall thrice a day, from the front

of the altar, recite aloud the Mahomedan con-~
fession . of - faith. There is no medium; either
the right of the Civil Magistrate to enjoin forms
of worship is absolute, or it isnothing. If, at
his command, his subjects are not bound to burn
mncense befere his itage, then® neither are they
bound to pay the slightest heed to ought that he
may enact on the subject of religion, or of the
worship of Gad. '

Protestants themselves, have before now felt
this truth, and in therr own interests, Lave often
proclaimed it, and sometimes asserted it with
arms in thewr hands. Whea Charles the Tirst
enjoined the reading of the Anglican Liturgy in
the Scotch churches, a rebellion was the immedi-
ate consequence ; when the Covenanters rose in
arms against the son of Charles, they asserted a
thoroughly Romish principle—that the Church
is an autonomy, a spiritual kingdom, m which the
Civil Magistrate has no lawful jurisdiction. The
Covenanters of Scotland, the Pilgrim Fathers of
New Ingland i their hatred of Erastianism,
were the Ultramontanese of Protestantism, as-
serting in their own behalf, the great distinguish-
ing principle of Ultramontanism, viz, :—that the
Civil Magistrate has no authority over the
Church or in things spiritual. Unfortunately,
the Covenanters and Puritans made a bad use of
this good princsple 5 firstly, by applying the de-
signation Chureh to themnselves, and secondly by
limiting the principle thus incorrectly applied to
their several sects, yet thaugh materially in er-
ror, the Corenanters and Puritans were, n many
respects, formally right.  ‘Chey had hold of one
end at least of a great and vital Christiau trath
and even for this we hounour them.

But for their descendants, we cannot but en-
tertain sentiments of profound contempt and
aversion. With one breath, they applaud the
armed Covenanter who refused to yield even
temporal allegiance to a Stuart King, and pre-
ferred death even to acknowledging in the “son
of the man” any right to dictate how or in what
form of words he should worship the God of lus
fatbers ; znd with the same breath, they applaud
the King of Sardinia for thar, in the plenitude of
his power, he has cast into gaol old blameless
men, unarmed men, against whose morals not
even caluinny dare ulter an insinuation, merely
because they have declined taking any part in
certain spiritual acts which he had ordered.—
This Protestants deseribe as a vindication of re-
ligious hberty; and the Montreal Herald al-
ludes toit, as placing ecclesiasties “ in the posi-
tion they hold before the law in all well ordered
States.” From whence we conelude that, in
the opinwn of Protestants, a < well ordered
State,” is one in which the Ciril Magistrate
even though a notorious immoral persou, al-
though 2 drunkard, 2 libertine, and a “debauchee,
—prescribes the forms of prayer to be addressed
to God, and regulates the religion of his subjects,
even as he regulates the uniform of his soldiers,
or prescribes the official cut for the full dress
coat of * Jack-in-Office.”

Differing then essentially as to the meaning of
words « religious liberty®—the * religious hiber-
ty” of the one being the * religious thraldon” of
the other—how is it posuble that the contro-
versy betwixt Protestants and Catholics as to the
effects of their respective systems upon ¢ religi-
ous liberty” can ever be brought to a conclu-
sion 1

“ The insurrection in Swily is a conmmend-
able effort of the Swclian population to.obtain
a better sort of Government.”” So at least said
Lord John Russeli at his place in the Imperial
Parliament, and the congregated representatives
of the British people applanded his words, By
the friends and admirers of British representative
Government, the representatives of the English
nation are said to be that nation itsell. ZTThedr
will is 2ts will ; their voice is its voice. Ac-
cepting tlue hypothesis for the nonce, that the
voice of ke assembled lawyers, nulitary wmen,
and lordlings is the voice of manufacturing and
shop-keeping England, we must consider ther
that wheo Lord John Russell uttered those
words, and Britain’s representative applauded its
sentiments, that it was the expression of the sen-.
timents of the British nation too. Now, Catho-.
lics, and especially Irish Catbolics, are accused
of the utmost disloyalty (and God knows they:
bave lttle reason to be loyal) to the British.
throne ; but never did Trish Catholic utter words
half as disloyal as those Liord John Russell ut-
tered ; never did Irish Catbolic applaud words
more discourteous and disloyal than did England’s
representatives when they applauded those words.
England’s awmiable and gracious Queen, when at
her breakfast-table next day, she heard her be-
loved Consort read those words in the morning’s.
Times, must indeed have felt the deep humilia-
tion of her position. Her heart must have sunk
as low as did that of Maria Antoiuette wheu she
lieard the Revolutionary rabble enter the palace
gates—to bear such sentinents falling from the
mouth of Lngland’s Premier. What are IKings
and Queens then, and herself amongst the rest,
but the puppets of the peoples’ stinking breath 7
Was she not Queen in her own right and not @
bauble? Was she not Queen ol England tue
mast powerful natian ol the world? What 7—
Are Kings and Queens to be so only at the will
and nod of the profinum vulgus?

Kings
had been.made and unmade in a day, by mob and
revolutionary law ; a- faction:had- called ber an-
cestor over from amongst the Dutchmen, and
had -made him King ; A faction could unmake
what they had made, and instal anotber i her
place. Could it be possible — ob terrible
thought { — that a. change wds coming over the
spirit of the people with regard to monarchial in-
stitutions ; and that the revolutionary Red Re-
publican spirit of Europe had spread even to my
Lord ,of Russell—the flower of Enghsh chi-
valry? Could it be (and she shuddered at the
thought) that the nation was becoming Chartist ;
that Queens and Queen Consorts, and a bost of
little Princes and Princesses, were beginning to
be looked upon as expensive luxuries rather than
necessities of State, and only like expensive
wives—as pegs to hang expensive dresses and
jewelson?  Could it be ; but our loyalty—Ca-
tholics though we be—will not allow us to trace
the picture further. We will leave to my Lord
Russell to fill out the etching he has drawn. His
bigotry has surely out-stripped his loyalty.

BeauTies oF Angricanism.—The Govern-
ment Bishop of London, as we learn from our
English fyles, has suspended two of the Angli-
can clergymen of his Diocess.—One, the Rev.
Mr. Bonwell of Stepney for impurity, and child
murder ; the other, the Rev. Bryan King, one
of the most hardworking, and pamstaking of the
clergy of the Church of England—one too who
bas done more than all the rest of kis brethren to
reclaim the degraded wretches of his parish from

a career of filth and debauchery—for what are
called Puseyite or High Church practices, and
for teaching that, in the Eucharist are given
verily and indeed the Body and Blood of Christ,
and that by the Sacrament of Baptism children
are regenerated and made living members of
Christ’s Church. Tor their sin¢, and for, in
defiance of A swinish rabhle obeying the rubric
of the Anglican Churck which prescribes that
« that such ornaments of the Churcl: and of the
mmisters thereof, at all times of their munistra-
tion shell be retained, and be in use, as were in
this Church of England, by the autlority of
Parliament, in the second year of the Reign of
King Edward the sixth;” has the Rev. Mr.
King been suspended. Thus we see that Angli-
camsm visits with the same penalty the crime of
extreme zeal, and the crime of seduction and
child-murder. ¢« Above all things, no zeal,” is
the advice of the Bishops of the Auglican sect to
their clergy ; and this rule is no doubt an excellent
one for those whose maimn duty seems to be, not
to teach, exhort, and direct, but to follow, and
to submit to all the whims of their several flocks
or parishioners. The Rev. Mr. King, poor
man, has evidently formed to himseif an ideal
Christianity ; but as by this time he must have
made the discovery that tlis idea cannot be real-
ised in the Church by Act of Parliament estab-
lished, or indeed m any Protestant sect, it is to
be hoped that he will turn his attention to that
Church where all his aspirations after truth and
sanctity, will be more than satisfied.

Is not their unit of admeasurement, in the case of
non-material things, often even more arbitrary ?—
To take an example. The Englishman whe from the
necensity of his nature—an insatiable desire of gain
and innumerable wants—coupled with the physical
necessity of hie position—an ioferior climate and
goil—is ever plodding, from day-dawn to night-fall,
to supply bis wants, lovks down with pity and con-
tempt upon the inhabitants of the sunny south as
idle, 1azy, and ignorant of their true interest, because
forsooth by a happy combination of natural advan-
tages—few wante and a wonderful freility in so fer-
tile s couniry of supplying them—bhe is able, after

working half the day, 1o devote the remainder to a
quiet “ siestn,” followed by an evening of innocent
mirtk and dancing ; though not, by the way, amongst
hoops and low dreases. Now here is a case ‘of fulse
measurement, though more perhaps through igno-
rance than fraud. It is not that the Englishman is
any fonder of toil and labor, for toil and labor's
gake, than is the Italian, Greek, or Spaniard—that is
to say, that he is any more industrious; but because
he himself thirsts with an insatiable desire of gain,
end deems that bis summum bonum, he thinks tbat
all others must do 8o too; aund if be doez not find
them laboring as he is accustomed to labor, to obtain
the object of his desires, he judges them, or rather to
speak more correctly, he mis-judges them for it —
Now this i3 what may be termed ** measuring with
your own bushel weasure,” nad may be convenient,
but is often unjust. And yet something very like
this has taken place in the judgmeat pronounced
againstithe Middle Ages, and has helped to render the
verdict of ¥ Durk” against them. Ia point of fact, it
is alinost impossible for & Protestant to pass an equit-
able judgment on these ages, from the siwple fact of
their being Catholic ages. He views them through
Protestant fspectacles. Tbe man who wenars green
spectacles cannot be expected ta proneuace & corroct
judgment on the shades ot blue, because the combina-
tion of colors will produce only an intenser green ; nor
can the Protestant, viewing these Catholic ages
through Protestant crystals, for wmany but an iocor-
rect and distorted judgment of them. It isinfacta
species of mental polansation of light.” Iu was the
acknowledgment of this principle that inid the foun-
dation in Catholic agea of what the Englishmuan
deems one of the bulwarks of British liberty,—the
right of triul by his compeers; that noble should be
tried by nobles ;—that the commoner be tried by
commioners ;—ecclesiastics by ecclesinstics ;—Eng-
lishmen by Englishmen ;—Spaniards by Spaniards ;—
white mas by white men. And if this principle is to
be admitted in runi; and nationality—it muost surely
lrold in religion also. When then a Protestant gives an
opinion upon these Catholic ages, it is valuable asa
Protestant view of a Catbolic subject, but nothing
more. Asa correct opinion it cannot be valuable,
except in proportion as he has endeavored to divest
himself of his Protestant prejudices, and to view
them in a Catholic light; justus the man with green
spectacles may perhaps pronounce upon the different
ghades of blue by correcting the false jmpressions of
his green glasses. It is not that the Protestant drawa
false conclusions from bis premises. 11is conclusions
are, for the most part, correct on the premises, but his
premises are false. An example of this may be found
in & Protestant’s condemnation of the use of the
Latin language ic the Gatholic liturgy. An English
Protestant eoters & Catholjc church, and hears
the service * conducted,” as he would call it,
in what to him is an unknown tongue, and
he goes home firmly convinced of what his school-
master und parvents had always sedulously en-
deavored to instil into him—the mummery of
the Catholic Church. Now are his conclusions
wrong? From an English Protestant’s point of
view, most decidedly not, His Church is the English
Church—the Church of the English nation, and be-
yond that he bas no idea ; and consequently be ex-
pects everything in it to be Euglish. English par-
son, English clerk, English sexton, and English pray-
ers—everything English ; and so far his conclusions
are correct; because, if a Church is & Church of o
nation, it should surely talk the language of that
nation. But it is his first principle that ia wrong, in
thus circumscribing the functicns of a Church, and
judging of the Catholic (universal) Church by his
own nafronel Church. He forgets that the Oatholic
Chureh i3 not the Church of any one nation, but of
all the nations of the world—Parthians and Medes,
and inkabitants of Mesopotamia, Judea, and Cappa-
docia ; Pontis, and Asia ; Phrygia, and Pamphilia ;
Egypt and the parts of Lybis about Cyrene; and
strangers of Rome; Jews also, and Proaseiytes,
Cretes, and Arabians; and that to give it the lan-
guage of any one nation would be to circumscribe it
to that nation. But the most astonisking part of the
matter is, that he admits this principle in the aris
and sciences, but will not allow of it in religion.—
Sciexco and pbilosophy are Catholic; they belong to
all nations ; and therefors require a language of their
own which will be the same in all places and times.
This they ficd in the dead languages—the Greekand
Latin—and these consequently, they have adopted
ag their own ; and the Englishman has received them
as guch. Butin religion he will not admit of this,
and why 7 Because his ideas of religion are circum-
scribed arnd insular. And 8o it is with his judgment
of the Middle Ages. He condemns them for the
most part logically on Protestant principles ; and if
Protestantism be the truth, then his condemnations
are just ; but if Proteatantism be untrue, then are
his conclugions unjust. But you most acknowledge
that these ages are Dark, that is ignoranl. Iguo-
rant? JIgporantof what? Of spinning jennies,and
consols. Most lamentably so, donbtless. But are
these the perfection, or only legitimate field of know-
ledge ? But they were ignorant of secular learning.
Supposing it granted for a movement, what then 7—
Though they were ignorant that two and two make
four, did they not know that there wasa God? Tho'
they might not know that the Jetter A preceded B,
were they ignorant, think you, of the procession of
the second and Third Divine Persons of the Divine
and Holy Trinity? Though they knew not the rules
of grammar, and the thearetical values of the parts
of speech, did they not know, think you, the laws of
morality, and the necessity of their observance.—
Though they could not repeat the algns of the Zo-
dinc, bad they not the Pater and Ave at their fingers'
ends? The werld must not be supposed to be ex-
clusively composed of ¥ zounter-skippers” or banker’s
clerks ; and therefore, it is folly to requive of all the
exelusive knowledge of such gentry. Each <lass
has its peculiar learning; the only learning that
should be common to all is Catholicily ; and of this
no ene will deny them to have had the knowledge.
To require any one thing else of all classes, is to fail
into the error of the lawyer and the sailor. The
lawyer ridiculed the ignorance of the sailor because
he did not know what a “wril of replevin” was,
until the sailor turned the laugh, by asking his law-
yership what was a * msrlinspike.” Our friends
who condemn the Middle Ages for ignorance of the
learning of cotton-bobbins, and Oanadian cloth, are
equally ridiculous, and .should learn to bear in
mind, that o ¢ writ of replevin” will not bring the
‘! Polly Jane” into port, nora * marlinspike” stay a
“ writ of replevin.” '

GovERNMENT BuiLpings.—The progress of the work
on the Parliamentary aad Departmental buildings is
very rapid and satisfactory. There are now near
1,000 men of all classes employed, and cousidernble
activity is displayed in the various operstions con-
nected with the construction of those national edifices,
Large quantities of Obio stone are arriving daily, and
u considerable amount of the beautirul blue limestone
of the ueighbourhood is gradually making its nppens-
ance in the amooth and well-set faces of the walls. A
very beautiful specimens of sandstone from the quar-
ries of A. Keefer, has been built into a model wall in
the random rock, ashlar style, with u picked and boun-
charded quoins, also specimens of sandstene from
Brockrville, the whole crowned with n plnin cornice of
Obio sandetone. The difference in colour, texture,
aud applicability, is strikingly developed by the clear
white of the Potsdam sundstone, and the Broclrille
sample as contrasted with the dull clay colour of
the Obio stone. The oxide of irun has jmparted to
some of the Potsdam stone n light yellow tinge, the
effect of which i very rich, for quoin facings; but-
tresses, or, indeed, goad and beautiful well fucing,
no better stone could not be found than that furnish-
ed by the Nepenn quarries, or the Brockville stone,
especially in such o gorgeous mnss of building as the
Parlinment house will be. The library, for instance
with its variety of light and shade, buttress, cornice,
and moulding, nust positively have light stone facing
toshow its elaboratc outlines toadvantage, 4 mag:-
nificent model of the Library, in plasier is in process
of copstruction under the direction of the superintend-

The Emperor of the French is said to be
more and more dissatisfied with the Piedinontese,
who, His Majesty seems fo believe, are (to use
a vulgar pbrase) “ coming the old soldier over
him.” When Savay was to be handed over to
France it is clear 1t that it was oot the Savoy-
ards who have been converted into French citi-
.zens that were meant, but something quite as
valuable —namely, the. land that bore them.—
Now, it is very well to fight for an idea, but, af-
ter al}, a bargain is a bargain. The Piedmont-
ese do not appear to have as good a notion of
-this elementary maxim as people at the Tuileries,
and the former have employed the interval before
‘the ratification of the treaty in selling, as fast as
they can, and to the highest bidder, not nerely
the personal property of Victor Emmanuel, but
the Crown, lands which should revert to Irance.
Thus is rather sharp practice. - France, doubt-
less, glories n ber new subjects, but if they
oring nothing with them there will be matter for
-complaint. )

The Constitutrinnel says:—

The
departure of our troops will permit the Italian revo-
Intionista to mareh without fear; nud the third act of
the tragedy will be plaved. The encmies of order
and of religion uo longer deuin of success; We are
digposed to believe that their hopes are well found-
ed ; they will go to the vml,—* Jadremo al fondo,' us
Victar Emmanuel lately said, Jut when arrived
there whet witl they do?  When all the legitimate
Guvernvmems shall have been overthrowa in [taly ;
when weeans nf blood shall have been shed ; when
all the ambitions desired which huve been exeited
and «li the passions’ which bave been influmed shall
no loager find any Government 1o overthrow, any
more ruins to make, any more disasters to accumu-
late, what will they do? Wiil the conflugration die
away in the place where it hns broken out, or will
jt extend beyond? We cannot say; but what we
du not doubt, is that the Ttalians will neither have
liberty, in the nawme of which they are uow rouged to
insurrectivn, nor order, which they overthraw with
such blind fury.

% Notwithstanding the very serious turn which the
latest complications appear to have suddenly as-
sumed, it appears that the Emperor would, for the
sake of his own policy, have wisbed that the preseat
year should elapse in peace.

“Those who are hostile to the policy of the Cabi-
net of the Tuileries favor the notion that the Em-
peror has himself been jockeyed by the policy he has
pursued in Italy—that be has always been carried
far beyond the gaol ke aimed at, and that 10 reality
the ideas fuvored by English policy have triumphed
hitherto in the provisionsl organisation of Italy, and
which are likely to obtain a finsl victory by the for-
mation of a free and independent kingdom, embrac-
ing the whole of Italy.

“ Truth ond ervor are combined iu these various
apprecistions.

“ After the peace of Villafranca the Cabinet of the
Tuileries openly pronounced itself against the an-
nexution of Tuscany and the Romagnas to Pied-
mont. The Cabinet of St. James's, on the contrary,
showed itself ready to favor the wishes of the popu-
lation, and supported the Sardinian Government in
its attempts at forming that unnamed kingdom which
provisionally bears 1be uppellation of Piedmont.

@ The Bnglish system wuy, therefore, be said to
have defeated in Iialy the plan laid down by the
Cabiuet then represented by M. Walewski. The fact
ia beyonl question ; but if the [talian policy of the
Cabinet uf the Tuileries sutfsred a check on this oc-
cusian the Napoleonic policy obtained a great tri-
unph with veference to esseatially Freoch tenden-
cies. Snvoy und the county of Nice were the price
poid to Napoleon [11. for the condescension be dis-
played with regard to tbe aggrandising tendencies
of the [lause of Savoy, supported by England.

“The skilful conduct of the Emperor, which
changed into deep humiliation the short-lived sem-
blance of a triumph obtained by the policy of Fag-
land, reminds me of a mot of the present Emperor of
the French to M. de Rayneval—‘N'oubliez pas que
le monde appartient nux flegmat ques intelligents.

“The skilful gamester who revived for Lis own
benefit & stipulution which the abundonment of Ve-
netia had caused to be annulled in the secret com-
pret which preceded the murriage of Prince Napo-
leon with Princess Clotildo, continues to cast over
the Buropenn chessboard the game quiet and phleg-
matic glance.

“The Cabinet of St. James’s fancied it wag play-
ing a musterstroke by speculating on the popularity
of Caribaldi's name, and affording facilities to the
celebrated chief o land in the midst of the Sicilian
insargents. 11 was imagined in London that the
Italian crisis would suffice to interfere with and de-
lay the execution of the Franco-Russian plans re-
garding the East, and that it might probably create a
difference between the two Emperors, by making the
sympathies of Iussia for Naples clash with the a&n-
tipathy ot France. Englund appears to me to have
mzde a mistake. The eastern crisis, which she
wished to avert, or at least to delay for v while, she
bns but precipitated.” .

The writer then proceeds to state that a treaty o
allinee between France und Russia has been drawn
up, and will soou receive * angust signatures,” and
that in exchange for the complinnce of France with
her wishes regarding Turkey, ‘the great northeru
Power” will shuw “ remarkably kindly feeling” for
the fumily or allies of “our Imperinl dynasty, if per-
chancee it hecame necessary to find an occupant of
the vacant throne of Naples.”

his surprise that the noble lord should have mnde
such a statement, as he (the correspondent) isin o
podition o eonfiom the story which the noble lord
has coutrpdicted.  Considering the source from
whence this <ttement proceeds it is certainly re-
markuhie.

The group of Isles on the French coast opposite
aml within an hour’s sail from Jersey, are to he
strongly fortified, and rendered capable of gheltering
« fleet which might be kept ready for sny emergency,
while o flotille of small stenmers, shooting out from
every nook of this archipeingo of 300 isles, wonld
harass the merchant navy of the enemy, while it
pratecied that of France. The Council of State
have been oceupied with o plan for the improvement
of the merchant navy of France.

The 12,000 seamen ensployed in the fisheries cost
the State between three and four million francs, and
the rjuestion the Council of State haa to cunsider is,
whether it would Le more advantageons to the
finances of the couutry to employ these men in
ships of war.

The coustry edition of the Constitutionnel, the

With regard to the foray into Sicily, we bave had
very contradictory reports. The last official accounts
seem to convey an impression highly favorable to
the Neapolitan Government, while from other sources
1t i3 stated as positive that Garibaldi has sncceeded
in thoroughly routing the Royal troops. A Tory
contemporary aays:—* The latest reliable news
from Sicily is that Garibaldi i3 making rapd pro-
gress in every way ; thousands of people are flocking
to his standard. The telegraph is in the hands of
the insurgents, so it will be well not to believe any
Government reports” This is highly amusing. Uf
coutse, by the same rule, wherever the Government
have the control of the telegraph, no faith can be
placed in any announcement coming from the insur-
gents,

The proclamation of General Lanza, offering con-
cessiong, seems to have produced no effect upon the
Sicilians. With regard to the alleged defeat of the
Neapolitan army at Palermo, the Times says:—"1f
this news holda true, Sicily i3 lost to the House of
Bourbon. Neither Palermo nor Messina i3 fortified
with the view to defence from an enemy coming
from the interior. If Palermo is loat, Messina must
follow, and thers is not much chaace of re-conquest
by the present King of Naplea.”

There can be no question of the complicity of Sar-
dinia in the invagion of Sicily. Indeed it i3 knowa
that when in reply to the complainta of the Russian
Minister, Count Cavour denied all knowledge of the
schewe that functionary exhibited to the discomfited
plotter, incontestable proofs in the shape of an order,
benring the signatures of two Ministers, enjoining to
the Commander of the Fort of Orbitello, in Tuscany,
to deliver to Colosel Turr, Chief of Guribaldi's
ptafl, the cannons, and ammunitivn in his fortress.

It seems that the Tuscans are getting tired of
their new tyrants, and many of the noblest families,
we are told, do not disguise the fact that they are
conspiring to nccomplish the restoration of the
Grand Duke. Additional importance is attached to
this gircumstance, owiog to the belief that Austrin
kas intimated, that resting on the stipulations of the
treaty of Zurich, she will insist ou the Piedmont sut-
rendering Tuscany sod the Romagna.

A letter from Rome, of the 15th, says:—/! We are
all on a sudden in the widat of warlike preparations
here, and Generat de Lamoriciere, who only return-
ed 10 Rome the day befora yesterday, has to start
immediately for the Tuscan frontier, where a threat-
ening clond of hostility to the Papal Government
has collected. The unexpected departure, on Fridny.
night, ot the Piedmontese regiments forming the
garrison at Florence, Leghorn, nud other Tuscan
cities, and the direction taken by them towards tke
confines of the Roman States, bas aroused the sus-
picion of the Government of His Holiness, in conse-
quence of which it has been considered necessary to
take immediate precautions -for the defonce of the
patrimony of St Peter, by forwarding to the fron-
tiers all the disposable troops in Rome. In addition
to the danpers inferred from the vicinity of the Pied-
montese forces, nlarm bas been excited here by the
intelligence of a ferfmas (one of the small sriling
vessels atinched to Garibaldi's expedition) baving
disembn:ked 250 of the General's followers in the-
neighborhood of Montalto, o frontier town in the
Mavemma. It i3 reported that that these invaders
have proceeded inland towards the province of Or-
vieto, by Coraeto and Toscanella, with the inteation
of forming a nucleus of insurrection in those hilly
districts.

“ To connleract any such intentions, a force was
seat off from the capitul in great huste yezterdsy af-
ternoon, consisting of the 2nd Regimernt of Roman.
Infantry, a detachment of artillerymen, wilh two
pieces of cannon, and a company of Swiss infantry,
ameounting altogether to about 1,400 men, who were
sent down to Civita Vecchia, by the ordinary four
o'clock train, and another special troin, ordered for
the purpose subsequently. This force will march
from Civita Yecchia, by Cornetn, towards the fron-
tier of Tuscany, to oppoese any bostile attack whe-
ther from Garibaldi’s irregulars or from the Pied-
montese troops, Another, but smaller, foree, con-
sisting of eighty mounted geudarmes, left Rome last
night by the Porta del Popolo for Vilerbo, whence,
with the half-battalioz of Roman chasseurs in pgar-
rison in that town, it will form a conjunction with
the colamn of infantry marching inland from Civita
Yecchia.

Rose.—A conflict took place yesterday near Moo-
tefingcone between the Pontifical gendarres and 350
insurgents coming from Tuscaay ; twenty-five of the
rebela were wounded and fifty-six killed, among
whom was the brother of QOrsini, who attempted the
assassination of ti : Ewmperor Napoleon. The gen-
darmes had three killed and two wounded. ‘

Toris, May 21.—A telegram dated ® Rome, May
20," has been received here, anvouncing that sixty
(other sccounts say eighiy) Pontifical gendarmes
had encountered 350 Garibrldiar = on the evening of
the 19th instant, in o grutto nea: Yontefiagcone, A
severa contest epsued, in whic!. 1ue Garibaldians
had six killed, smong whom was the brother of
Orsini, and sbout twenty-five wounded. The gen.
darmes had three killed. The band had been dia-
persed and driven back into Tuscany.

ManssiLLes, May 21,—Advices from Rome state
thnt General Lamoriciere entered that city on the
13th inst. On the following day he despatched the
20d Regiment of Infantry, two canuouns, acd de-
tachments of mounted geadarmes. The cause of the
movement was the march of Gnribaldians on Orbi-
tollo, the news of which caused great agitation at
Rome. The Papul Goverament was arganising an
Urban Guard, and was making every provision to
maintnin order in Rome.

It was said that the departure of the Freneh
troops had been decided on, but the belief was that
it would be postponed.

RUSSIA.

Tae Easteny QuesTion.—The Courricr du Di.
manche publishes = letter from St Petersbargh,
which gives an analysis of the points which would
be brought forward by Prince Gortschakofl, at the
projected Conference :—*' The rince takes as his
starting point the traditional solivitude of Russia
for tho Christians in the Ottoman empire. He calls
to mind the stipulations iu the treaty of Paris, and
especially dwells on the firman of the Sultan, an-
nouncing reforms and smeliorations in favor of his
Christiac subjects. He brings forwnrd proofs of the

sbsolute non-execulion of this firman, and the entire
forgetfuloess of the Porle of its engagements made

SPAIN.

Tee Treary wirw MoprocCo—THE Spasisu ARMY.
—The Madrid journals of the 15th’ ult. announce
that the Queen had signed the definitive treaty of
peace with Morocco, and that & functionary of the
departent of Foreign Affairs had been despatched
to Tetusn to transmit it to the Emperor of Morocco.
The copy of the tresty bearing the signature of the
latter was expected in Madrid in the course of about
ten days.. Some of the journals remark with' pride
that though the army 1n Africa was 51,000 rtrong,
and though it remained there several weeks, the
goldiers conducted themselves so admirably that not
a single court-martial had to be summoned.

Goneral Concha has been elected President of the
Senate.

' CHINA.

The news from China is serious. Juformation hus
been received to the effect that, the ultimatum pre-
gented by England and France bas been absolutely
rejected by the Emperor of China ; consequently the
ports of the Empire bave been blockaded by the Al-
lied Fleet. . Grea’ Britain, then, appears, to be defi-
nitively committed to another Chinese war, with its
accompanying sacrifice of men and mouney, without
ag far ag we can at present see, any corresponding
advantsges.

Hostility to the Church ou the part of the revolu-
tionary Italinn factionm is daily more apparent The
antagonism of the present Piedmontese government
has alceady deprived twenty-two dioceses of their
Bishops through vacancy or exile. At the same
time that we learu the death of Cardinal Viale
Prela, Archhishop of Bologna, we receive intelli-
gence of the imprisonment of his Vicar-General.—
The Oardinsl Archbishop of Ferrara, and the Bishop
of Facnza have also been arrested. The Cardinal
Archbishop of Pisa has boen summoned to Turin,
and taken thereto by force on big refusal to proceed
thither ; other Bishops are also threatemed with
punishment. At the same time the Bishop of Guas-
talla is exiled. Two dioceses of the Romagnaarc
without Biehops, aithough they were appointed in
the last Consistory. The Archbishop of Bfilan,
Mgre. Ballerini, cannot take possession of his See.
Another Lombard diocese is deprived of its chief
Pastor. Bishops are also wanting at Annecy, Aosts,
Alba, Asti, Fossano, Alessandria, Sarzana, Nnoro,
Ogtiastro, Tempio, Bosa, and Bisarcio. For the last
ten years the Archbbishops of Turin aond of Cagliari
are io exile. The Bishop ot Piacenza has been
cempelled toleave hie diocese, and other Prclates
have been dencunced for refusing o take part in any
religions observance in honour of the Sardiniau
robbery.

Not only is the antagonism of the revolutionists
shown towsrds the Episcopsate, bat in other pretty
ways. A convent of Nups at Parma has been
broken up, and the inmates sent back to France. In
Milan, the Nuns of the Sacred Heart have been com-
pelled to break up their establishment in conse-
quence of their having declined to illuminate their
house in hononr of the Piedmontese annexation of
the Romagna. The Episcopal Seminary of Pincenza
hag also been sappressed by an arbitrary decree of
the Piedmontese Minister. These, among many others
are sampies of the manner in which the Italian
lovers of liberty wage war against the Church.—
Weekly Register.

If we were required to specify the country in which,
at every epoch of its annals, the forcunes and social
condition of persons and families bave undergone
the most startling reverses, we should unhesitating-
ly name Ireland, The frequency and wholesale cha-
racter of the confiscations to which this devoted
Innd has beea subjected, arc without a parallelin
history, and ench renewed sentence of forfeitare bas
involved the degradation or extinguishment of names
und races embulmed by tradition or famous iu song.
To say nuthing of English or Normaa apprapriations
under Strongbow, enormous tracts in the south were
made over to Euglish adventurers by Elizabeth or Ler
Lieutenanta ; eight hundred thousand acres in the
north, compricing nearly all Ulster, were seized atone
fell awvoup by Jumes ; aud Cromwell, not contest with
reducing the Irish contemners of his authority into
hewera of wood and drawers of water, compelled
whele septs to drop their patronymica and adopt
English surnames. Thus O'Neen becume Green;—
0'Duoin, Duun; O’Cahan. Keene or Kane; De la
Poer, Power; M'Shalley, Foley; O"Tuohy, Ouway;
M‘Laghlen, Macklin ; O'Sionach, Fox. We have al-
ready mentioned two remarkabte changes in an onp-
poaite direction. originuting ia the desire of English
settlers tu be thoroughly Hibernicised; and from the
same motive the FitzUrsulas became Mucmalions,
-and the de St. Aubyns, Dobbyn or Tobyn. The con-
version of ‘D¢ Burgh into Bourke or Burk, may have
been brought about by a common and casy process ;
yet it was inthe capacity of an Irizh chiefian trent-
ing with the Crown, and voder the title of ¢ Capiain
of the country of De Burgh, that the first Karl of
Clanricarde condescended to accept o peerage in
1643. A Iarge district in Kilkenny, 8till known as
t Grace’s Country,’ ' was held by the Le Gros, temp.
Henry 11.; and the Walls, who were  sold ap, under
the Encumbered Hstates Qourt in 1854, &na are de-
scended from a follower of Strongbow, numed Du
Val, Ttus Court will probably do more for the mix-
ture of races, and the separation of ancient de-
gcent from property, than Elizabeth, James, or
Orowmwell, and ils records are already replete
with touching appeals to aympathy and rich wate-
rirls for romsuece. Wher through its instumentality
the vaet catates of the Murtins of Galway were trans-
ferred 1o the Liuw Life Assurance Society, no one can
well doubt that the graird object of enlightened
legislntion—1he greatest good of the greatest num-
ber— wasg promoted by the decree.

Alme-
ricug, the twenty-third Baroe, having exercised this
privilege soon ‘after the arrival of William 111, that
monarch angrily inquired the meaning of the free-
dom, and, ov its beiug proudly explained to him, re-
marked, ¢ Your Lordship may put on your hat be-
fore me, if you ¢hoose, but I bope you will take it off
befora the Queen. - o

The most powerful of tlie Anglo-Norman settlers
were the Fitzgeralds and the Butlers, At one pe-
riod the Butlers hed noless than eight peerages,
held by separate nsembers of their honse; and the
time bag been when the Fitzgeralds, with one root
in the centro nod another in the south, were de-
geribed as overshadewing half the island with their
branches. The history of the Earls of Kildare bas
been recently given to the world'under the most fa-
vorable circumstances and in an eminently attrac-
tive shape, We trust that similar justica will be
doue by the eame or an egually accomplished pea to
the Fitzgeralds, Earls of Desmond, whose lives are
crowded with romauntic incidenis ; as when the sixth
Ear] wag dispossesscd by his unele for marryiog a
beautiful damsel of low degree ; or when the Great
Ear], lying bound and wounded across the shoulders
of his captors, followers of Ormaond, was tauntingly
asked, ¢ Where 18 the mighty Desmond, now 7' and
replied, ‘ Where he should be—on the necks of the
Butlers”” A little later, we find the last recognised
bearer of the title, after possessing estates computed
to yield him forty thousand gold pieces of annual
revenue, risking and losing all in a hopeless rebol-
lion, nnd perishing in a hovel. .

Alarge share of his spoils were secured by *the
great Barl of Cork,’ whose career as detailed it his
autobiography, is an instructive example of the
mapaoer in which frish property had charged hands,
On lis first arrival io Dublin in June, 1588, he saya,
¢ All my weslth was £27 3s.in money,s dmmond
ring, a bracelet of gold, u taffety doublet, o pair of
black velvet breeches luced, a new Milan fustain sait
Iaced, and cut upun taffety, two cloaks, competent
linen and necessaries, with my rapier and dagger.'—
Just before the Munster rebeilion broke out, com-
plaint was made by the Chief Justice of the King's
Bench and Oommon Pleas, and other formidable ac-
cusers, that ¢ I came over & young man, without any
estate or fortune ; that { had made so wany pur-
chases as it wag not possible to do it without some
foreign Prince's purae to supply me with money:
that [ bad acquired divers castles and abbies upon
the sea-side fit to receive and entertain Spaniards,
&c., &o. Tbe greatest of his subsequent acquisitions
was io December, 1603, when * he (the Lord Presi-
dent of Munster) propounded unto me the purchase
of all Sir Walter Ruwleigh's lands, in Munster, which
by hig assistance, and tho mediction of Sir Robert
Cecil, was perfected, and this was & third addition
and rise to my cstatee” The purchasc-money was
£1,500. Lismore Castle and its dependencies, now
the property of the Dukes of Devonshire, sud valued
at more than £30,000 a year, formed part of the par-
chase. Carved in sione, and still legible ou the
shield over the gate-house, is the Earl's motto, ¢ God's
Providence is our Inheritance ;' though, judging from
his conduct, he might have been expected to mako
his selection between ‘.Jide loi, et Dicw L'uulera; or
‘Put your trustin Providence and keep your pow-
der dry.’ In 1641, two years hefore his death, ke
computes his revenue, ‘besides houses, demesnes,
parks, and other royalties,” at £50 u day. .

The beautiful valley of the Dargle, ineluding the
domaing and plessure-grounds of Powerscourt,
Charlerille, and Tinnehinch, (the favorable abode of
Grattan) in the county of Wicklow, formed part of
the O'Toele country, which was granted by Queen
Elibabeth to Marshal Wingfield, the ancestor of the
Viscounts Powerscourt. When he was about to
take his leave, after- thanking her Majesty tor thia
munificent donation, she inguired if there was any-
thing else she could do to gratify him. ! Yes,' was
the ndreit repty ; if your Majesty would greciously
add the acarf which you have on, [ should prize it
mare thao all the bonors and lunds you have be-
stowed.
