Gazetk of the receipt of the return to the writ of election,

by the Clerk ofý the Crown in Chancery, unIess it ques-
tiorS the return or election, upon an allegation of corrupt

pracgcS, &c., in which, case it may be presented. at any
time Wiihin 30 days after the day of payment. At the
time of presentatiou of cà ppfltion, a deposit of $1000 in
gold or Dominion notes, is to be made with the Clerk of
the Court, by those presenting it, as security for pay-
ment of all cSts, charges and expenses, that may become
payable by the petitioner.

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NOTICM OF MOTION.-The notice of an intended mo-
tion must, as a rule, appýar on the Business Paper of the
House on the day when A is to be moved.

0ATHS OF 'ý1EmBms.-New members may take and
subscribe the oath, at any time during the sitting of the

House before the orders of the day and notices of motion
have 1xýen entered upon, or after they have been disposed
of, but no debate nor business may be interrupted for
that purpose.

ORD19R.-By this, word is meant obedience to certain
rules and regulations intended to facilitat3 the despatch
of business, and preserve that decorum. necessary in all

deliberative assemblies. TIW rules by which the business
of Parliament is conducted are of two kinds; oiae kind
the House possesses in common with all deliberative as-

semblie8-another is peculiar to its own existence and
pol%-ers. For the proper application of all these rules, the
Speaker or Chairman's decision is had, and to this deci-
sion due deference is at all times paid. . The Speaker,
while in the Chaýr, tokes no part in the debate, it being
hie duty to regulate the manner in which business shall

be transacted; to confine those membèrs who address
the House to the ýubJect under consideration ; to, give his
opinion in all things whieh relate to oTdt>p,- to put the
matter in dispute into the form of a question, àý0n whieh

the votes of the members are taken, an,,d to declare the
majority as soon as it is communicated to him. by the
Clerk. It is also hie duty to, state when the business of

the House ý is elosed, and to see that its transactions are
correctly and properly recorded. After routine, he calls
upon the member whose motion stands first on the paper
of notices, or who is otherwise entitled to precedence. A
motion must be seconded or falis to the ground; I.-*ing
seconded, the motion is -handed in writing to . the
Speaker, who has to read it before debate can be had

upon it; liaving beeri read, objections may be urged.
There are several ways by which a motion may be ol-)c-

posed; it may . be met by a direct negative, or by an
amendment, or by a motion to postpone, or by proceed-

ing to the next order of the ' day, or by moving the pre-
vious question, or by the simple motion of adjournment.
A motion once read cannot be withdrawn without the
permission of the House. - - Unless a speech is made ob-
Jecting tc'a motion, neither mover nor seconder can speak
a secbnd time exèept in explanation. If, however, a de-

bate does arise, in which opposition is offered to the
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mover of a motion, lie lias the rignit to rel)l,.%, -Y but this
privilege does not bAong to the mover of an amendment.
All are permitted to explain. The debate being encled,
the Speaker or Chairman puts the question, and eaMs
upon those in favour to say " Yea," and those of a con-
trary disposition to, say " :N-av."' He tlien declares tliat

in his opinion the " Yeas " or the " Nays" (as the case
may be) have it. If his decision is questioneil, the House

divides, the " Yeas ri.sincr and their nanies being tak-gii
down', the " Nayis followin(r, the numbers are coulitéd
from the record and declared. Should a member, when
the voice of the House is called forý say " Yea," and

ishould he afterwards, on division, vote 1' Nay," and atten-
tion is called to the fact, his vote will be recorded 1' Yea."
The simply calling for a détieicn, when the Speaker bas
declared that 1' the Yeas have it," would not, however, re-

quire the record of his vote adversely as 1' Nay," the
Canadian rule differing herein from the English. WLen

an amendment bas been moved, the vote is taken on the
amendment, and thon on the original question. Should

the amendment be adopted, it then becomes the substan-
tive motion, and may be amended in the same'way that
the original motion was amended. Thus a number of
successive amendinents to the original motion mav be

disposed of. Any meinber is at liberty to interrupt an-
other by " riving to, order," whieh means that lie rises in
his place and calls the attention of the Chair and the

House to a breach of order then being committed. In de-
bate it is contrary to order to mention any member ' by

name; the came rule prevails in Committee of the W bole,
excelpt as reganis the Chairman, who is sometimes called
by his name, and ilot Mr. Chairman.

ORDMS OF Tui@ DAY, TIIE.-Are the bills set clown for
consideration on a particular day.

PARLIAMEN-T, the name of the Supreme 1-egislature of
Great Britain, was first used in the reign of Henry III. It
wu first applied in Canada by the B. N. A. Act.

PARLIAMENTARY Ac,B-.%-Ts.-In England all the business
for private corporations and individuils is transacted by

Parliamentarý- Agents, who conduce to, the interests of.
their clients 7 as well as to the convenience of Corrimittees
and Members through thoir familiarity with Parliamen-

tary Practice. Their eniployinent is sanctionied in Can-
ada, every agent being ýRu1e 72) personally respansible

to, the House and to the Speaker for the observance of the
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rules, orders and practice of Parliament, and for the pay-
ment of all fées and charges; and all agents must have

recoived the express sanction and authority of the
Speaker. As a rule they are professional gQntlemen.

. 10. PErITION&-The following rules respecting.Peti-
tions should be, carefully observed, as deviation thorefrom
will involve rejection:

(1.) Petitions invo ving publie expenditure, such as
grants of mone or lands, claims for arrears of pay or for
remuneration, 7r publie service rendered, or other de-

mande impo8in r a burthen upon the people, cannot be
received by the ý1ouse, which has not the power of initia-
ting such imposition.

Petitions of this nature should be adàreesed to «'His
Excellency the Governor-General in Council." The cor-

rect form. is to forward them to the Secretary of Statee
who will tben, " by command," rofer them to the Minis-

ters of the Crown to whoee Department thoir subjects
respectively relate; and they will thereafter be dealt with
Departmentally, in the same manner as any official letter
or communication received direct from, the parties inter-
ested. In point of fact, however, the forwarding of such

petitions by members of Parliament, with covering letter,
direct to the Department concerned,, at any tinw and with-
out waiting for the session, is practically the best course.
In this way, petitions may be, brought before the execu-
tive in ample time for consideration before the meeting of
Parliament, when the representatives can, if desired, bring
on a discussion upon the merits of the case.

Although such peVitionà may not bé presented to the
House, whieh ha8 not the power of granting them, it is

quite in order (after proceeding as above) to bring thom.
under. the cognizance of Parliament by moving an address
to His Excellency for them, and any other papers con-

nocted with them in the Departments, to bý brought
down; and the , Government, upon its reaponsibility to

Parliament, can then be brought to account for the exor-
cise or non-exercise of the power vested in it of granting
the pecuniary or other relief prayed for.

(2.) It hm been docided that aliens, non-residents of
the Dominion of Canada, have not the right of petitioning
this Parliament. An exception to, this rale was made
during session of 1878.
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(3.) Petitionsmay be either written or printed; pro
vided always, that the signatures of at least three peti-

tioners are subscribed on the sheet containing the prayer
of the petition.

.(4.) Signatures to, Petitions must be original; no
agent should sign a petition to Parliament for any pur-
pose. No chairman can sign fora pýublic meeting, but the

common seal of a corporation is remived as the petition of
the whole body.

(5.) All petitions must be in respectfül and tomper-
ate language, and must not contain any matter in broach
of the privilêges of the House, such as animadveràion
upon the coiqduct of the Parliament, or-reference to, any sub-
ject under debate, or to a motion in course of preparation.

(6.) Petitions to the House of Commons should be
addressed: " To the Honorable the Commons of Canada, in
Parliament amembled ; the statement of grievance or cause

of complaint should be clearly and succinctly set forth,
and they must close with aspecific prayer, thus:

" llqie-refore your pètiti&ner prays that," &c., setting forth
the redress and relief that is sought.

(7.) The member presenting a petition should en-
dorse bis name thereon, and present it in bis place in the

House, confining himself, when doing so, to the statement
of the parties from whom it comes> the number of signa-
tures attached to -it, and the material allegations it con-
tains. He is responsible that it doe8 not contain imperti-
nent or impréper matter.

(S.) After a lapse of two days for scrutiny by the
Speaker and Clerk of the House, every petition which
proves to, be properly receivable is (Rule 86) " brought to
the Table by direction of the Speaker, who cannot allow

anydebate, or any member to speak, upon or in relation
to, sffeh petition; but it may be read by the Clerk at the

Table, if required; or if it complain of some present per-
sonal grievance, requiring an immediate remady, the
matter contained therein may be, brought into immediate
discussion. In ordinary course, it may, upon motion, be
referred to a committee, or resolutions may be based

upon it," etc.

-. ýPmmiER, TH&-ls the head of Her Majesty's Govern-
ment in Canada-ie the connecting link between Her
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Majestv's representative, and her Privy Couneil for
Canada; selects his colleagues in the Ministry, and is
virtually responsible for the entire patronage of the
Crown.

IýREVIOUS QUESTION, TiiB.-Is a mode of attempting to
avoid a direct expression of opinion upon a motion. It is

effected by proposing, in lieu -of the original motion, a
motion lé That this uestion be, now put." A vote is
taken on this, and iý negatived, the original motion is

practically rejected, although the motion may be proposed
again at a subsequent isitting.

PRiviLtGE, A QujwrioN OF, is founded on a matter
directly concerning the privileges of the House, recently
arisen, and calling for its1mmediate interposition. Such
a matter may be considered without notice, and takes

precedence of all other business.

PIRIVILMES OF MiEmzpRs.-Under Rev. Stat. of Can.,
cap. 2,sec. 3, every member of the Senate and House of

Commons enjoys the like privilýges, Immunities and
powers as at the time of the pasging of the B. N. A. Act)

1867, were enjoyed by the British House of Commons,
and such rivileges as are, froin. time to, time, definea by
any Act 0 the Parliament of Canada. Theffl privileges
include freedom of speech and person, and freedom. from.

legal arrest and seizure under process from. the Courts of
Law and Equity. This does not extebd to indictable

offences, or to, actual contem tus of the Court of Justim
They are exempt from all Suties. the performance of

whieh migbt interfère with their prompt atiendance to,
their Parliamentary calis.

PRIVILEGES OF PARLIAMENT.-Amongst the privileges
which the Commons claim, are:

The power of committing individuals to, prison; the
power of publishing matters which, if not is8uing from.
such high authority, might. become the subject of proeeed-
ings in a court of law; the power of 'directing the Law
Officem of the Crown to, prosecute, persons accused of

offences against the laws -or affecting the privileges of
Parliament; and finally, of doin anytbing not directly
contravening an existing Act of farliament which. may

be, neceÉsary for the vindication and protection -of its own
rights, in the exercise of its constitutional fanctions.
Privilege of Parliament, such as it is, continues for a
convenient time after prorogation and dissolution.
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PROPMTY QUALIFICATION of members of the Cotrirnons
la not now necessary. A Senator must be possessed of
$40M real and personal estate over and above all liabilities.

PROROGATION OF PARLIAMENT, i a an interruption of its
sittings by Royal authority. AU unfinislied business ter-
minates and dies with a prorogation. Prorogation never

extends beyQnd forty days, but it may be repeated from
time to time, by proclamation, and continue to be re-

newed until it is intended that Parliament shall meet for
the despatch of business. The Crown can summon Par-
liament to meet at any time by giving fourteen days'
notice. By the British North America Act, 30 Sec., it is
provided that "there shall be a Session of the Canadian

Parliament once, at least, every year, so that twelve
months shall not intervene botwoon the last sitting," etc.

PUBMC WORKS. MINISTER OF, has the charge of dams,
hydraulic works, the construction and repýir of harbours,
piers and works for improving the navigation of any
water, woi ks for facilitating transmission of timber, roads
and bridges, publie buildings, vessels, dredges, scows and
machinery for the improvement; of ation, telegraph

linos and all other property which b= to Canada.

QUALIFICATION OF ELWrOP.S.-A VOteT in a Commons
election must be of the full age of twenty-one years, a
British subject, and otherwise qualified as shewn in the
table on page 84.

QÙ'BEN'i; - PMNTM, is head of the Department of Pub-
lie Printing and Stationery, and subject to the Secretary
of State.

QUIRN 8 PRIVY (ý0'UNCIL FOR CANADA, Tiii@, is the Coun-
cil to aid and advise in the Government of Canada.

RAILWAYS AND CANALS, MINNISTER OF,' has the charge

SroRGEANT AT Ap-ms.-This officer although in attend-
ance on the House of Commons, is appointed by the

Crown. It is bis duty to obey the commands of the
House, to, apprehend and take iýto -custody all those who

are committed for any offence by the, House. All the
messengers and servantis of the House, except the Clerks,

are under his orders. He bas a seat within the Bar, and
directs all arrangements for the maintenance of order in
the appýoMbes thereto, and in the galleries. He is, of
course, in immediate attendance upon the "Speaker, from
whom he takes all orders in connection with his duties.
He is assisted by a Deputy.

SpruAxEg.-He is the presiding officer of the House.
He reads all communications which come from. the
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Queen's Represontative or the Senate to the Commons;
he bas to present and read such addresses and petitions
as are carried up to the Governor-General by the whole

House, and to deli -ver the usual speeches, on tlieifart of
the Commons, when presenting the, Supply B 1 . and
other Bi Ils calling for peculiar note and remark. -Througli
him all witnesses and prisoners at the Bar of the House
are examined, and he directs all arrangements whon the
House, is to be addressed by counsel. It is bis duty to do-
liver the reprimand of the House to any one who bas in-
eurred the penalty of receivirig it; it is also his duty to
issue warrants of committal or rélease for breach of privi-
loge; to communicate with any parties, when so in-

structed by tbe House. It is his duty to closely examine
the provisions of Private Bills so as to protect the publie

e nst any surprise, or undue encroachment or injury.
è%icontrols and rogulatm the conduct of subordinate

officers of the House, and enforces the Rules of the House;
he cannot join in any debate unless in Committee of the

Whole House. As the presiding officer of the House, ho
bas aU the duties attached to, such an office. The Sfflker
is chosen by tbe members of Parliament, and hofcls his

office until the Parliament in which he is elected is dis-
solved.
