HEREAS Louis Comte, of the City reambic.
Montreal, master mason and contrac- Recital.

tor, did, on the eleventh day of April, one
thousand eight hundred and forty-three, ob-

for the District of Montreal, against Michel
Lussier, Augustin Arcouet, Joseph Gauthier
dit St. Germain, and Vital Coupal, being the
only survivors of the Trustees elected and ap-

10 pointed for erecting the Church, Sacristy
and Parsonage House of the Parish of St.
Edouard in the District aforesaid—for the
sum of two hundred and twenty-seven pounds
twelve shillings and ten pence currency, be-
15 ing the balance due to the said Louis Comte of
the cost of erection of the buildings aforesaid,
with interest from the twenty-eighth day of
January one thousand eight hundred and
forty-three, until payment, and costs since
20 taxed at twelve pounds, fourteen shillings and
six-pence currency ; And whereas by an
instrument made and passed in the said Pa-
rish of St. Edouard on the tenth day of
March one thousand eight hundred and forty,

the Fabrique of the said Parish was put in
possession thereof by the said Trustees, em-
ployed for the use and service of the Cathe- 15
lic inhabitants of the said Parish, and are
now so employed ; And whereas it is expe-
dient to provide means for enabling the said
Louis Comté to obtain payment of the sum
due to him as aforesaid, -amounting. in prin- 20
cipal, interest and costs to the sum of: three
hundred and seventy-nine pounds. seventeen
shillings and eight pence curreacy: Be. it
therefore enacted, &c.

350f three hundred and seventy nine pounds,
seventeen shillings and eight pence currency,
with interest from the date of the passing of
this-Act, and that in satisfaction of the judg-
ment to be obtained by him in such action,

And be it enacted, That this Act shall
be ‘deemed a Public Act, and as such shall
be judicially noticed by all Courts and
Judges without being specially pleaded.
