HeRBERT SPENCER.

A —
Evolutio: Philosopher and Author of
the Principles of Sociology.”

HERBERT SPENCER.

One of the great minds of England is pass-
ing away fromamong men. Herbert Spencer
has been troupiéd for years with persistent
insomnia and nervousness. ‘When he visited
America in 1882 he.carried a hop pillow with
him everywhere to produce sleep. But the
obstinate trouble seems to he getting the bet-
ter of him at last. Herbert Spencer is not a
very old man, ag we count age now. He was
born in Derby, England, in 1820. He is not
as old as ne by ‘eléven years, nor has
his life been 'passed amid anything like the
wear and tear through whith the great pre-
mier has lightly carried ‘his 76 years.

Mr. Spencer was educated by his father,
who was a teacher in Derby. He early
showed great fondness for mathematics and
natural history.

He was intendell for a civil engineer, and
engaged in that profession ¥ first. But so
many other young men crowded into it that
the field was overstocked. Young Spencer
abandoned it to try literatare. - If be had had
his beginning in our time he would have
found the journalistic and literary field
crowded to such a degree that the civil engi-
neer's protesnign would be emptiness in com-

rison.

Next to Charles Darwin, Herbert Spencer

has had influence on the scientific thought of |,

his time. The twe minds were similar, ex-
cept that Darwin’s ran rathep to the field of
active experiment and research among ani-
mals and things, Spencer’s more to develop-
ing philosophical thought in the study and
library. Spencer was asardent an evolution-
ist as Darwin, but he was .more interested in
evolution as ‘dpplied to government and
scciety. When only 22 years old he published
a series of papers on the proper sphere of gov-
ernment. He took the humane and enlight-
ened ground that too much government was
worse than none at all.

His first important work was published in
1850, when he was 30 yearsold. It was “Social
Statics; or the Conditions Essential to Human
Happiness Specified, and the First of Them
Developed.”  Itisa striking fact in the career
of this great thinker that that first book of
his has never been excelled, ifj indeed, it bhas
been equaled, by anything he wrote later.

Little is known of his private life; at least
it seems as if there was little to know. Heis
a quiet, elderly bachelor, and has dwelt ina
London lodging house time out of maind.

THE PEACEMAKER UNDER A VESSEL.
This boat is aptly called *‘the Peacemaker,”
from the fact that its possibilities of destruc-
tion are so that it penders it a question
whether it will_pay the powers to go on con-
structing great ironclads costing millions of
dollars apiece, that cdn'be demolished in an
instant by a little vessel like this, costing but
a few thousands. Ths larger and heavier the
ironclad the better and surer would she fall a
prey to a destroyer that would steal on her
from underneath. When war is earried on
with ‘such wholesale destructivencss the great
powers will call a halt, so-that inventions like
this boati ténd toward a moré general peace.
_The Peacemaker is 30 feet long, with &
abreadth of beam: of Sxmtfa:fidapthof
714 feet.

THE TORPEDOES ATTACHED,
‘When nsed in warfare the Peacemaker will
sail away from its place in hiding on shore,
sail under water and medt an approaching
vessel: The_ pilot removes the domes and
stands in a diver’s suit in a well with half of
his body projecting above the boat. . He re-
leases two torpedoes attached together with a
chain and fastened to corked magnets, which
will attach themselves tenacionsly to the iron
or steel bottom of the vessel; The torpedo
boat is then steered away to a safe distance,
and the torpedoes fired by electricity.

In some recent experiments the Peacemaker
sailed for a couple of miles under the Hudsbn
river; coming to the surface and diving under
vessels at will. She was then sunk in fifty
feat of water, and the crew left her and came
to the surface to demonstrate how easily they
could abandon in case of accident or hide her
on the bottom in a war emergency.

The Romance of the Great Admiral's Career
=—A Woman Who Dared Everything for
Nelson and for England—A Sad Ending.
From the London Times.

Another Life of Nelson is'not necessarily
another contribution to the country’s waste-
paper basket. Much as we have heard of the
hation's darling hero, there still remains
something to be told. Southey, in his short
b}é& perfect biography, satisfied our patriotism
and did homage to & people’s love. Sir Harris
Nicolas, in his more voluminous collection of
the despatches and letters, made due provision
for the graver requirements of posterity ; but
neither the one nor the - other, possessed the
key that could carry us very far into the re-
cesses of Nelson’s history—hidden retreats,
possessing to many minds attractions not to
be found in the more open and dazzling field
of his glorious public career: For every one

. who prefers a visit to the state apartments of

Windsor Castle, there are a thousand who
wauld willingly “desertthe magnificent halls
toJinger for a moment in the guieter rooms
duly inhabited by & Queen. That which is
nearest to us touches us most, and hence it is
something more than vulgar curicsity that
renders us so eager to ascertain the domestic
movements of the great. Humanity. loses
sight of itself in soaring to the cont¢mplation
of a demigod. It meets itself again, and is
contented and instructed when tracking the
deity upon the earth, and watching his im-
pulses upon the path of passion common to all.
According to our notions, Nelson realized
the ideal of a hero as completely as any wor-
shipped at any time in any land. His piety
was of the simplest; his love of countray was
fervent and self-subjugating; his gentleness
was equalled only by his valor; and his energy,
which has perhaps never been rivaled, corres-
ponded with the genius that inspired it.
Delicate in body, and insignificant in appear*
ance, he electrified all within' his atmosphere,
and secured love and devotion that could ac-
complish any thing, b in his pr
they could recognize no difficulty or check.

But Nelson was not a complete man. Dazzling H

as was his moral nature, the bright sun had
still its disfiguring spot. Humility, the essen-
tial lesson in our passage through time to eter-
nity, is never so effectually taught as when
the most illustrious present themselves to the
most abject stained and degraded by pitiable
sin. It is the blotted page of Nelson’s history

to which our ‘attention is now chiefly called.,

‘We must take courage and survey it.

Romance has been beaten in its own domain,
by the surpassingly  romantic history of Lady
Hamilton. Before no other woman, perhaps,
could Nelson have so completely fallen; upon
no other woman of her time were fascinations
of every kind so lavishly bestowed. Her life
reads like a fable. She was the daughteér of
Henry Lyon, or Lyons, a laboring man, living
at Preston, in Lancashire.® He dying whilst
she was still achild, the motherremoved to Ha-
warden, in Flintshire, and there supported her-
self as best shecould. Astobestowing education
upon her offspring, tg talk of it is absurd. The
family belonged to the dragged-up class of the
community,-and when, by dint of instruction,
perseverance and uncommon tact in later
years' Lady Hamilton contrived to correspond
with the most notable people of her day, thé
difficulty with which she managed to spell
correctly testified to the meagreness of ther
earliest acquisitions. It is presumed she was
born in the year 1764. and the first years of
her life after quitting home was spent in or-
dinary servitude. }{ler first engagement was
as nursery-maid in the family o .gdr. Thomas
of Hawarden, the brother-in-law of Mr. Alder-
man Boydell ; but she afterwards went to
London and held the same situation in the
house of Dr. Budd, who then resided in Chat-
ham Place, Blackfriars, and was one
of the physicians of St. Bartholomew’s
Hospital. Her fellow-servant here—the house-
maid—singularly enough became Mrs, Powell,
the celebrated actress of DPrury Lane Theatre.
Years afterwards, when Lady Hamilton was
in the meridian of her glory and had won re-
nown by her achievements and beauty, she
visited Drury Lane Theatre with her hus-
band, and Mrs. Powell performed upon the
occasion. “The admiration of the house was
divided between the accomplished actress and
the still more famous visitor. You may search
the history of domestic servitude 1h vain for a
parallel coincidence.

Leaving the service of Dr. Budd, Fmma
Lyon descended a step ortwo, and became the
servant of a dealer in St. James’ market.
Here she attracted the attention of a lady of
quality, and she was’ invited .to what, for
want of a better expression, we may call a
“higher sphere.” With much lejisure, in- the
house of a fashionable lady, h an ardent
temperament, an extraordinary : capacity, and
a strong will, she took up such books as
fell in her way, and grew into a desperate
novel reader. It is but fair to the
memory . of Lady Hamilton, who will
bave but little of our reader's sympathy
after the next dozen lines are read, to state
her difficulties and temptations at the outset
of her career, and to show how far circum-
stances and society itself were guilty of her
many offenses. The trash of a circulating
library was not the only poison that crept into
her sonl. She was already a lovely woman,
full of energy and animation, endowed with
great powers of mimicry, an exquisite ear,and
gan incomparable voice. - Without education
and surrounded by flattery and vice, we must
not wonder if the servant yielded to solicita-
tions against which the well-born and the well
informed are not always proof.

We are told that she first became the mis-
tress of Captain, afterwards Rear-Admiral
John Willett Payne, but that she soon de-
serted this gentleman for the protection of Sir
Harry Fe.’xﬁxersmnauzh, Bart., of Up Park,
Sussex. The baronet was fond of field sports;
Emma Lyon, who excelled in whatever she at-
tempted, took to riding in conse-
querice, - aud rendered herself one of
the most remarkable horse-women of
the period. Up - Park, bowever, under
der the influence of its new mistress. became a
scene of headlong dissipation ; the Protector
was‘soon ruined, and the “‘protected” - thrown
apon the world, into which she went dishon-
ored. Friendless and without a home, it was
perhaps creditable to the discarded woman to
garn her livelihood by any honest means that
offered. One Dr. Graham was delivering lec-
tures at the time in the Adelphi, upon health
eud beauty, and Emma Lyon engaged herself
bo the“quack as an illustration. Whatever
may have been the merit of the lectures, there
sould be no doubt respecting the form that
threw life and light upon them. Romney, the
Royal Academican, pronounced it perfect, and
took it for the subject®f his most celebrated

ictures. Hayley, the friend of Cowper, in

iz Life of Romney, tells us that the talents
which nature bestowed upon this person, led
her to delight *in the two kindred arts of
music and painting ; 1n the first she acquired
great practical ability ; for the second she had
exquisite taste, and such expressive power as
oould furnish to an historical painter an in-
spiring model for the -various characters,
either delicate or sublime, that he might have
pecasion to represent 37’ from which statement
we may conclude that the intellectual ability
s well as physical beauty of the model, was
pppreciated and admired by Romney. The

We have said above that the existence of
Lady Hamilton reads like a fable. * Every step
we take leads us further from what we are
accustomed to-regard as real life, and - deeper
Into the realms of fiction, 'We have seen the
laborer’s daughter, a poor servant girl, a rich
man’s mistress, the painter’s hired model.

Society welcomed the
bride with open arms, and adulation followed
her steps. ‘There was but one drawback to a
perfect triumph, but it was serious enough in
its way. The fastidious court of Queen Char-
lotte refused to receive the renowned court-
ezan, though she came endorsed with the
name of the king’s representative. e happy
couple returned to Naples with the lamenta-
tions of fashionable life, which, we are in-
formed, ‘‘was greatly relieved by Lady Ham-
ilton’s displays as a singer and an actress,”
but with a rebuke in bestowing which it is to
be regretted that society as well as royalty
did not have a share,

Upon the reappearance of Sir William Ham-
ilton at the court of Naples it became a ques
tion how far the Queen of that country could
condescend fowards an English lady who had
been refused by her own sovereign; but Maria
Caroline of Nag:les was far too shrewd a wo-
man, and much too daring in the use of her
instruments, to suffer a small matter of eti-

uette to stand between her and the friend-
ship of a rare ally. Lady Hamilton was not
only received at the court of the Queen of
Naples, but to allintents and purposes became
the prime councillor and chief adviser of the
Queen, who having a fool for a husband, herself
usurped all the authority of an independent
sovereign. It is not too much to say that

these two women, the sister of the unhappy | Peerag

Marie Anftoinetté, and the nursery ‘maid of
Dr. Budd, for years wielded the destinies of
Naples, and seriously affected the character of
the wars that ended with the peace of Europe
in 18156 when both were dead. - No account of
celebrated women can be perfect which shall
omit the history of this pair. Both were en-
dowed with powers of mind fargeyond the
average of their sex; both exhibited energy
and understanding that inspired them to bold
and decisive, if not always laudable, deeds;
both were as remarkable for their personal
beauty as for their self-reltance, their knowl-
edge of men, and their determination to make
the most of their information. To say that
Maria Caroline loved Lady Hamilton is to
misstate a fact; there was no love in the royal
composition; but her ungovernable and undy-
ing hatred of the Freach inclined her, no
doubt, in the first instance towards the wife of
the English Ambassador, and the subsequent
devotion of the favorite secured an attachment
that is confessed and reiterated through whole
pages of a vehement and over-strained corres-
pondence,

In the year 1793, two years after the mar-
riage of Lady Hamilton, Nelson being then
thirty-five years old, was appointed to tge Ag-
gmemnon. He had himself married in 1787,
and from that time until 1793 had tresided,
with his wife, chiefly at Burnham Thorpe, the
place of his birth. ;‘n June, 1798, he sailed in
the Agamemnon for the Mediterranean, under
Lord Hood. It will be remembered that
when Lord Hood reached the Mediterranean
art this juncture of affairs he took his station
off Toulon, and opened a negotiation with the
French for the surrender of the town, graenal,
forts, &c., to the British forces acting on be-
half of Louis XVIIL. Toulon surrendering,
Nelson was ordered to carry the despatches to
the minister at Turin, and afterwards to pro-
ceed to Naples with despatches forSir William
Hamilton.

On the 21st day of October, 1805, and on
board the Victory, “‘then in sight of the com-
bined fleets. of .

He re-
corded the services performed by Lady Hamil-
ton (the reader is acquainted with them), and
then wrote as follows : ;
