foet on an idol . beside me. Seeing
which, a young man said  with some
anger: “Will you kiek our god! What
if we should, kick your God?” I an-
swered him by sayimg: “What am 1
that I should kick your god, the maker
of all things, the one who gave you eyes
to see and ears to hear! True, I wiped
my feet o that idol: but if it is a god
will it not defend itseif¥  Why should
