THE WILL OF GOD.
By Rev. John Watson, D.D.

Among many incidents which have ar
rested my attention and excited my im-
agination during a ministry of thirty
years, the four following are the most
convincing, because they were all con-
firmed by evidence outsidle of my own
experience,

My colleagne in Glasgow was a man of
very noble character and great loyalty.
He showed me much kindness, and after
T eame to Livernonl we were in freanent
communication. When he was laid down
hv 1 dangerons illness T was in a state
of (onstant anxiety, and was readv at
anv moment tn oo ta Qlasoaw, One Can.
day morning T received a letter infor n
me that the erisis had nassed. and o at
he was ont of daneer. This gave me mu-h
courage for the morning service, but dur
ine the afternoon the satiefantion ooved
awav, and T heeame deenondent. A
shadow foll aver me, and T heoan ta fear,
in enite of testimonv, that he was not re.
covering hut that he was dvine. Pring
evenine serviee mv gnirite  sank lower,
and on veturnine home T folt  witerly
wrotchad Tt wae Iaid nnan me that al.
thaneh T had snonsements on Mandav T
ehonld make haste and g0 un by the mid-
nioht train to (laseow. As  the train
olimhed Shan in the hreakine of the Aday,
T avid tn mveslf haw fonlish da thia thine,
that. with the letter in mv nasket eaving
that he ia hatter, T shanld he horrving
to him as if he were dvine. Ae T drove
to his honse T arranced what T shawld
rav, hnt it was not nececaarv to offer
anv evnlanation after T had seen the ser.
vant’a face, She wae weonine. and told
me that he wae then dvine. T went wn.
staire, and tonk hia hand, Fa eanld nat
enenk, bt was nleased to see me, and T
was with him when he entered into rest,
They had wished to summon me but the
ehance had taken nlace snddenlv., he-
ginning on the Sunday afternoon. and
thev considered that in the cireumstances
it wonld he imnossihle for me to come,
But T had been :mn'mn.ned.

Tt was my dnty one Sundav evening to
nreach in a chureh in the North Fnd of
Livernool. and, as is mv custom, T had
determined to nreach amain  the sermon
of the morning service, because, as a rule,
the message is more living than that of
some former day. Driving to the church
and going over the subject in my mind,
T found it had lost interest, and that
even its reasoning was slipping away. On
arriving at the church T had ahsolutely
nothing to sav, and T asked the minister
to take the service, which T had intended
to take. in order that T might recall some
other discourse. No sooner had the ser-
vice begun that a sermon of months ago
began to rise in my memory and to take
nossession of mv heart. The subject was
more or less, “The Departed,” and the
voint of the sermon was the comfort of
faith to those who were left. When 1
rose to preach T felt the spiritual power
which comes to a man who has a mes
sage, and T was thankful that my subject
had been changed for me. Tn the vestry
the minister remarked that no doubt
there was some good reason for this oth-
er sermon, and that moment the reason
entered the room. A minister who had
lost a young wife to whom he was tender-
ly attached, and had fallen into a state
of despair. read in a Manchester paper
that T would preach that evening in Liver-
nool: so he eame from Manchester, he
hardly knew why—more in restlessness
than anvthing else—and heard that ser-
mon. When the text was given out he
knew whv he had come. and also that
the word was intended for him. Tt
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wrought deliverance for his soul and for
his life. We had both been helpless in
a higher hand. el

Recently T was asked to preach their
annual sermon to a conference of fellow-
Christians of another denomination, and
as 1 journeyed to th: tm:n lf-pe:n:rmtﬁl::
time in going over the notes of a '.
dealing more or less with biblical eriti-
cism, which T judged suitable. At a
junction T had to change carriages, and
between that junction and the town of
my destination the eritical sermon was
blotted from my mind as when a sponge
passes over the face of a slate, and T knew
that, whatever was to be my l“bj«‘.tv. it
would have nothing to do with eriticism.
Then my mind turned back upon a sermon
dealing with Christian unity. Whe.n the
time came T rose to speak with mingled
feelings of selfishness because the word
had been taken from me that was my own
and of confidence hecause another had
been given me which was not mine. The
sermon had a visihle effeet unon the an-
dience—a bodv of thoughtful and religions
peonle—and in the vestry afterwards,
many thanked me for its seasonable char-
acter. hecanse, as thev ~eaid. nothine
conld have heen so zood a nreparation for
the dehate on nnien which wae comine
on that evenina. Thev thought that T
had selected the theme with a knowledge
of the cirenmetances. Fad T known, T
shonld rather hava avaided the snhieet
lest T micht seem guilty of nresumntion
and T ecartainle noaver eonld have enolen
with sueh freedom. T was only a month-
nicce—the humhblest of the nrophets,
earrvine a messaze whoee exact force he
did not himself annreciate.

e

Unon those three occasions T was not
disohedient to the heavenly vigion. hnt
T mav not omit another when, throuch
willfslnesa and inesnsihilite. T failed  to
render timely  gerviee One afternoon
ae T wae visitine acenrdine to a fixed nlan,
and making mv painful wav from hanen
ty honse throneh a long list. it wae laid
unon me to go to a home in a neichhor-
ing district which was not in that after-
noon's work. To this suggestion, quite
faint at first, 1 paid no attention, for I
had my work to do and my time to keep;
but the touch, light as a feather at first,
grew more exacting, as if one had gripped
your arm with his hand, and at last,
under & compulsign, 1 went some distance
to the house according to the number in
my book. 1 rang the bell, but the family
had changed their residence, and the ser-
vant could not give me the new address.
1 went hither and thither among the
neighbors, till at last a sense of foolish-
ness came over me. People were waiting
for me in amother district, so I returned
to my routine, but in doing so I had to
throw aside that hand, and I was not at
rest in my mind. Next morning a man
entered my study, and 1 knew from his

died suddenly. She was in a terrible
state of sorrow and weakness, and we
wished from our hearts that you had been
there to speak a word of comfort. We
had no mesenger at hand to send for you,
and T have called today to ask you to go
to my wife. She wishes to see you now;
but I would have given anything if you
had been there yesterday.”

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NEHEMIAH REBUILDS THE
WALLS OF JERUSALEM.

Nehemiah's rebuilding of the walls like
other enterprises of faith, was “net, at
first, with illnatured sarcasm and glumuy
jeers. But when it looked like Igemg a
success, the contempt darkened into ac-
tive opposition. Tobiah the Ammonite
no doubt thought himself very witty when
he talked about a jackal's tnpd bgms en-
ough to break down the hastily-built mas-
onry, but when the gaps in the fortifica-
tions were filled and the circle was com-
pleted to half the height of the ‘nld walls
something more than witty sayings was
called for. The enemies of God’s cause
make jests on his servants’ feeble efforts,
for they are too blind to the protency
Jodged in these, and in their blindness
cannot but despise the “day of small
{hings.” But they change their tune be-
fore very long. and see it to be necessary
to muster their forces for a sorious ficht.
“Consecrated cohblers,”  Sidney Smith
called Carey and his helpers, but nobody
now thinks that Christian missions can
he killed by ridienle or nicknames.

8 our lesson hegins bv telling of the
ceonsviraey to ston the hmilding, and how
Nehemiah met this. Common hatred is
a strong cement of a sort of alliance. And
Sanballat the Samaritan and Tobiah the
Ammonite and Arabians and Philistines.
who were all ready to ent each others’
throats, were fog the moment drawn to-
gether. They were a very hetero geneons
rabhle, but they all hated and feared the
Jews more than they hated or feared
each other. Birds of all sorts flock to-
gether to attack a “speckled bird” that is
unfortunate enough to get among them,
and, as a prophet says, Israel was such
a speckled bird among the nations. Dis-
like of Christ's consistent followers makes

the world sink ite diffences and unite
its forees against them.
Nehemiah's of def are in-

troduced by one of the significant “buts”
of the Old Testament. The ring of ene-
mies was numerous and formidable, and
the little group which they surrounded,
bent on mischief, was small and weak.
The situation was like that of some small
domestic animal encompassed by beasts
of prey; it was so small and they were so
many, that there would not be a morsel
apiece for each. But there was an un-
scen Helper whose presence redressed the
disproportion.  As another Jewish hero
once said to hearten his servant, “They
that are with us are more than they that
are with them.” So Nehemiah was in-
tensely “practical,” and immensely right,
in the order in which he went to work
for defence. He set the people to pray
first and to wateh afterwards. “We
prayed unto our God”—there is the most
Dlessed froit of being put to straits, a
renewed tightened clutch of God’s hand,
a firmer realization of our personal pos-
gession of him. Tf our enemies drive us
to him, they have been our best friends.
“Well blows the storm™ that blows us to
His breast. And to pray first stimulates
us to “set a watch against” perils. Tne
man who prays and does nothing is pre-
anmptuous, and his “faith” is spurions:
the man who takes all human precantions
and does not pray is more presumptuons
«Hll_and his nrecantions will be in vain.
We next hear of the many voices that
encke dissonracingly, and of what Nehe-
minh did to silence them. Three sets of
arenkerk are mentioned, each having a
desronding or threatening word to say.
There are always snch who eriticise and
clog the wheels of every great enterprise.

First come the faint-hearted people, who
see the workers' weakness and are fright-
ened by the tremendous task, and come
at once to the conclusion that it cannot
be done. To measure sanely our strength
and to see plainly the difficulties before
we put our hands to any task for God or
man, is not only permissible but neces-
sary, and he is a fool who neglects to do
both. But it is one thing to say “diffi-
cult,” and quite another to say ‘“‘impos-
sible.” “We are not able to build the
wall” is no doubt true, but is it true that
God is not able to build it through our
means?

Another voice came from  whispering
enemies, which probably, Nehemiah heard
of through spies, who kept him aware of
what was going on outside. Those ene-
mies were as sure of success as the faint-
hearted Jews were of failure. And both
the Jews and they were making the same
mistake, that of leaving God quite out of
the reckoning, Tf he was with the
builders, they might say “Not that we are
sufficient of ourselves to account any-
thing as from ourselves, but our suffi-
ciency is from God.” TIf God were with
the assailed, the assailants reckoned with-
out their host when they expected to
“slay them, and cause the work to cease.”
God’s help upsets enemies’ aleulations
and rebukes faithless fears.

A third voice was that of Jews scatter-
ed in the outlying country, who were
afraid of their own safety, and demanded
that instead of building the walls and
leaving them undefended, their safety
should be first secured and the walls left
alone till that was done. How many of
their children are in our churches today!
“What folly it is to send missionaries to
the heathen. while thousands at home are
non-Christian!” Charity begins at home,”
ete, ete. 'We have all heard that voice.

Nehemiah heard all the babble of these
various carpers, and, like a wise man,
said no word and slacked no work. Al
his answer was to make more thorough
preparations for defense. Fe mustered
the people and posted them behind the
wall all around the circuit, where they
were sheltered from assault and at hand
for defense if an attack was suddenly
made. And he spurred their courage by
a grand laconic word, which contains the
essence of all inducements to brave con-
flict. He bids them not to be afraid of
the enemies, and he points them to tne
one thought that justifies their not being
s0. 1f we remember (od, we shall no,
fear what man or devil, or “any othér
creature,” can do to us. If we forget
Him, we shall not be able to cast out
fear, and we shall do well to be afraid.

To show that we are ready for assaults
olten prevents their being delivered.
The enemy saw that their plans were
known, and being foiled in their expecta-
tion of catching Nehemiah unawares (v.

A1), -they dropped their notion of a sur-

prise attack. But notice that Nehemiah
does not say that (v. 15), but goes on to
tell that “we returned all of us to the
work.” That is a grand example of
noble persistence in God's service, which
it would change many a Christian life to
imitate. As soon as the pressure of some
opnosition, danger or trial is slackened,
back to service—is that our practise? Do
we use times of ease when we are not
hampered by trials, in  order to throw
ourselves with fresh zeal into Christian
work?

Verses 1620 tell us how the two things
prepared or i e and diligence
in building, went side by side. Both
forms of serviee are inenmbent on Christ-
ians still, and will he till the end. And
in the realities of the Christian life, we
may even sav that the work of the indi-
vidoal Christian in regard to  his own
growth partakes of hoth characters,

Christian progress is, in one respect, a
being built up, and in another it is a con
flict. We are God's building and we are
Gods builders, too, and “let each man
take heed how he buildeth.” But we are
also God's soldiers. In  regard to the
work of the church in the world, the
same union of constructive and militant
activities should have place. It is true
that times when the church has had to
fight for its existence have seldom been
epochs of growth, but they have been
epochs of intensive advance, and if in
them the church has not been built wid-
er, it has been built higher, But the
lesson taught by Nehemiah's unidn of the
two kinds of activity is that we must
never let the controversiai side of the
church’s activity absorb its energies, but
blend that side with the other. The
church militant is to be the building
church. This is to be our uniform, and
this our work: “Every one had his sword
girded by his side, and so builded.”

ANOTHER VIEW OF
SCIENCE

The “Interior” tells of a new phase of
Christian Science that has made its ap-
pearance in Chicago. Its preacher seems
to be duly dited as a rep ive
of the cult, but his teachings are a re-
markable divergence from Mrs. Eddy’s
official teaching. That takes as its mu-
jor premipe the unrenlity of matter. We
quote from the “Interior”:

“Mrs. Eddy tells her disciples that
“there is no disease’ (p. 186, ed. 1883),
and that hemorrhage from the lungs is
only ‘thought’ (p. 188, ed. 1883) But
the new Christian Science, which Mr.
Kimball came to Chicago to proelaim,
says that ‘Jesus wud his disciples healed
the sick by invoking the supreme power
of God' (Chicago *Evening Post,” Sept.
20, p. 5.) The two teachings do not be-
long_to the same category; and we arc
glad to see that followers of this teaching
are directed to ‘the supreme power ol
God’ for healing, and not to any mere
repetition of the formula ‘There is no
disease’ (p. 186, ed. 1883.)

"A_aain, the new Christian Science says
by its representative, Mr. Kimball, that
‘sin is an utter abowination,—destruc-
tive, inexcusable, intolerable, unlawfiul,’
—even ‘abhorrent and fatal’ But Mrs.
Eddy tells her disciples that ‘sin exists
only so long as the belief in matter exists’
(p. 28, ed. 1883), and further adds that
asking God to pardon sin’ is itself ‘vain,’
—in truth, a heathen practice (p. 127, ed.
1883.) Mr. Kimball seemy to have read
his Bible to more purpose than his instruc-
tor. His teaching as to sin might be
preached in evangelical pulpits. Hers cer-
tainly could not.

“How wide the chasm which separates
the new Christian Science from the old
is still more evident when we come to
their definitions of God. Mrs. Eddy says:
“There is neither a personal deity, a per-
scnal devil mor a personal man’ (p. 140,
2d vol.; ed. 1883). ‘Jehovah is mot a
person,’ is the first answer to the firsl
question in her catechism. She seems con-
tent to affirm ‘God js all,’ whatever that
may mean. But the lecturer who now
represents this cult to a Chicago audience
tells us from the platform and in print
thet ‘God is one supreme, infinite, self-

all-inclusive, spirf individ-
ual, self-conscious Being’ Good. That
sounds more like the Westminster Con
fession of Faith than like ‘Science and
Health. Jugt before giving this defini-
tion the speaker had said that God was
‘limitless in volition.' Certainly nobody
who knows anything of psychology would

say that a supreme, individual, self-con-,

scious and volitional Being lacks person-
ality!”

A young btank cierk
in a new town hall in the Similkameen
country sends word that their missionary
is obliged to return to the Esst on ac-
count of ill-health; speaks of the rapid
development that is likely to take p.nce
and says, “If you can stir up the pro-
per parties to investigate the nceds of
this district and see that we soon wet
another missionary, a lot of Presbyter
ians here will be greatly obliged.” Thi-
is a field that requires a live, strong,
manly, large-hearted missicnary, but
there is no one in sight. Tlcre are at
least two other fields for ordained wen
and three students’ field, lying vacant
in the Synod of B.C. and Alberta.

In the Synod of Manitoba snd Saskat-
chewan 3 students and 1 ordained m¢n
are needed.

Mr. Binnie, H. M. Conveser of the
Kingston Presbytery writes *'at he has
been unable to secure men for tiree of
Wis fields in North Hastings, one of
which is specially promising, and in
which no other church i3 giving service.

Dr. Findlay urges that a stucent be
secured at once for the ‘mportant field
of Massey in the Presbytery «f Algoma.

Mr. Childerhose writes that there are
ten fields lying vacant in the Preshyrery
of North Bay. Six of these fields are
specially needy, and it wiil be little short
of a Msgrace if they have to le left
without supply.  Most of them contain
lumber and railway-construction campe,
and the missionaries would have the vp~
portunity of ministering; ‘n ‘ne case to
200, in a second case to 1,07, anu in
a third  case to no less than 2,000 men.

work in 1900. Two meetings were held
in 1901, 1902, 1903, 1904, and one meel-
ing was held in 1905 Each meeting
usually occupied eight or nine days.
Three meetings were held in New York,
two in Philadelphia. One in Asbury
Park, one in Alleghany, one each at To-
ronto and Montreal, and two at Silver Day.
Much labor was devoted to the work not
only during the meetings but during the
intervals between meetings. The gener-
ous reader will find numerous instances
in which the thought of the original is
more accurately expressed tham in any
previous version known to the Committee.
The Committee, by the way, had access
to fifty versions, perhaps more, while
usually following the revised versions,
the original was freely consulted. It will
be found an advantage that many metres
have been adopted—twenty three in all.
In not a few instances the new version
i# a vast improvement on the version hith-
erto in use among ourselves.

That this proof should be read and
freely discussed and amended is very de-
sirable. Blemishes will be di d,
and where discovered they ought to be
frankly pointed out. Some of the
American churches have already adoepted
the new version. There is no expecta-
tion of its being adopted by our own
church for some years. Ample time for
censideration will be given and the
merits of the work will be carefully
weighed. Copies can be obtained from
the Rev. W. J. Dey, Simooe, Ontario.

Every plant begins from a seed; every
animal, from the elephant to the wouse.
from the whale to the minnow, from the
ostrich to the gunat, begins with an egg.

An egg is made up of several parts. The
dhell is composed of me. Through this,
air and water, in the shape _uf moisture,
can pass in slowly. Directly inside of l,‘hc
shell is a thin, tough skin (x'nc-.mhrnue)
This prevents the moisture in the egs
. from getting out through the dme shell,
If there was nothing but the shell, the egg
would dry up.

The white of an egg, as it is called, is
a substance called albumen (al-bu-men),
1t surrounds the yellow yolk, which 1
also largely albumen. On the outside of
the yolk, fastened to it, you will often
notice & white jelly like speck.  Lhis
contains the germ. The germ is 80 swall
that it cannot be seen without the aid
of a powerful mieroscope. Until the hen
sits upon the egg, or it is placed in an in-
cubator to hateh, the white and yolk pro-
tect the germ—keep it floating so that
it will not be jarred or fastened to the
shell, or be injured in any way. The
air space at the large end of the egg acts
as an air cushion. An egg without o
live germ in it will not hatch. There
would be mothing from which the chicken
couid grow. Neither wild a weed grow it
the germ is destroyed.

The Albumen from eggs is used .o give
the gloss to photographs, and largely in
the printing of the colors and figures on
calicoes. It clears edifee by getting
thick (coagulating) in the hot = water,
sinking, and carrying down the fine purt:
icles of coffee (grounds) with it. In
cakes—vou know how it is used in cakes.

By the tenth day veins full of vwhol
can be seen  ramning  and  branching
through the white of the egg. In darker
places the liead and parts of the booy
will be taking shape. Each day will
show a change. The air space at the
large end of the egg grows larger. By
the cighteenth dav the chick is nearly
finighed. Between the twenty-first and
twenty-third day the ehiek breaks a small
hole in the shell. This is called “nip-
ping.”  Tue egg is said to be “pepped.”
Through this hole, which is at the
chick's beak, it breathes. After practis-
‘ng for a while, it kicks and stroggles
until it breaks the shell into two halves,
aronnd its middle. Then it rolls out—
a wenk, jerky, wet chick. Very soon
it dries, pokes its head out from under
the hen’s feathers, and takes its firsi
look at the world. The old hen tulks
to it, —hen talk,—and no donbt tells it
about hreakfast to be had—after a while,
and a mueh larger world, with worms,
for it to look at when she takes it off
the nest.

Think of it! In twenty-one days what
wonld have made gool cake, or pudding,
or omelette, turns into a pretty, active,
live chicken, with ideas of its own;
and heat brings this wonderful change.

The #gg which hatches never makes
a mistake. If it is a hen's egg, a chicken
comes forth, if a humming bird's, a hum-
ming bird is hatched from it; if an os-
trich’s, an eagle's, a duck's, it produces
young after its kind. Eyen the shape
and color of the feathers is imitated,

A humming bird’s egg is not much
larger than a filbert. An ostrich egg
Lolds three pints, The eggs of a shad
are the size of a pin head. The ezgs
of turtles and snakes are covered with
a tongh skin, They do not have a
hard shell, The sun's heat hatches them
1 often find turtle and snake eggs in
my potato pateh, when the gronnd is
soft, and the rows stand where the sun
has a good chance at them. When
the young are hatched, they hide under
stones and roots until they get used to
things.

WIVES AND MOTHERS OF JAPAN.

Favey uny woman in our own or any
other enlighiened country marying ouly
W becowe e drudge and Lomekeeper
ot ber parents-in-law. Disagreeable as
this may seem, tue Japau®se wonan is
expected, alter ber warriage, to consider
the father and mother of her husband as
Ler first responsibility and duty. She
takes the plice oi a servaut to thewm,
waiting upon thew, seeing that they are
served properly at their weals, and mak-
ing their comtort lier first care, She is
Dol wistress of the home, but  simply
housekeeper and subject to the will of
ber wether-in-luw, who does not fail to
exact that the house be kept to her
sutisiaction, although wiling o be re
lieved of the detaits of the housekeep-
ing. 1t she is unfortunately the first
duughter-in-law to enter the family, she
becomes the couvenience of every one in
the house, and is expected to perform
such oilices cheerfully and  willingly.
Not even her husband, should he care
to, can relieve n Japanese woman from
this custom. Next to her parents-in-law,
u Japuuese wite's duty is to her hus-
band. She renders to him the services
a European would sect of his valet,
Never has she an idea of companionship
with her husband on terms of equality
with him. 1In every detail the husband
is first, the wife second. He is served
first; if he drops anything, she stoops
to pick it up. 1t is exactly the opposite
of our ecustoms. The servants respect
the woman, as she is their mistre: @ and
the one who is nearest to the master,
but not by any means, his equal. Even
the Empress must give her husband the
little personal attentions of all the women
of Japan. il

A Japanese woman unever asks mer
and 1o have any of the care of his
children, In private and public the
mother has the entive charge and train-
ing of them, She showers on ‘hem
all her Jove and tenderness, The sev
erest scolding is given with a smiling
face. No matter how many servauts are
employed, the mother's intluence is dir-
ect and personal, and in this way she
wins their complete love and confidence,
They never think of going out without
first going to her room and making the
customary bows and  repeating the
words used on these oceasions,  On re
turning the same form is observed. The
mother's entire control  and  influence
over her children is one of the most
beantiful and interesting parts in the
study of Japanese life. The wives sel-
dom appears with their hushands in pub-
lie.  Oceasionally a dinner party is given,
when the wife is expected to aet as
hostess and entertain with her hushand.
On February 11, 1889, the Emperor for
the first time, in an imperial progress
through the streets of Tokyo, raised his
wife to his own level, by riding with her
in the imperial coach, DPreviously the
Fmperor had driven first with his goards,
the Empress and her attendants follow-
ing at a distance.

It is not the sex of a woman s hich
counts for her position in Japan, but
her dependence upon her hnsband, Be-
eause the men are edueated gud-self-
reliant, because they have the right of
inheritance and sare the bread winners,
they are the masters and not the com-
panions of their wives, This is shown
to be true in cases where there is no
heir born in a family, and the father
marries his oldest daughter to a man
who is willing to give up his family and
the name to take the name of his wife
and become the heir of her father, In
this ense, he is dependent, and the rela-
tions are reversed. The young people
live with the bride’s parents, and it is
the man's turn to dread his mother-in-
law. Although the woman in these
enses is obedient in all respects to her
hushand, it is not an ohedience demand-
ed by him asx under other cizenumstanees,

The wife of the peasant is much near-
er to being her husband's equal than the
wife of the Ewmperor. Jach step iu
the social scale seews to be a little higher
for the wan (bhan the womun, & story
is told of a working man who was ridi-
culed because be spent . his leisure mo-
ments in drawing water from a well
some distance away and carrying the
lieavy buckets to the house to save the
health of his delicate little wife. This
man had the true chivalrous spirit of
a strong wan for a weak woman, but
the people of Japan have little respect
for this spirit. e

Japan is so steadily growing in civili-
zation and Christianity that 1 think we
may look forward to a better education
for the women of Japan, and a dif-
ferent idea of the people in general as

“to what the duties and privileges of the

Japanese wives and mothers should be.—

When Rev. Armstrong Black resigned
the pastorate of St. Andrew’s church, To-
ronto, and returned to England last
June, the outlook for the congregation was
not particularly cheering. Condi..ons have
changed so much within .the past few
years, und railways, factories and ware-
houses have so far encroached on what
was formerly a residential district, that
8t. Andrew’s has become distinctively
a downtown church, far removed from
ils congregation, and without any immed-
iate constituency to draw from. But it
has a history, and many families so warm-
ly attached to it that it would require
a very strong temptation to induce them
to go elsewhere. After due inquiry, Rev.
T. C. Brown, M.A., a graduate of
Queen’s University, Kingston, who after
completing his course, had gone abroad
for post graduate work, and was doing
duty as an assistant at St. Giles Cathe-
dral, Fdinburgh, was invited to fake
charge for three months, and entered up-
on the work the Sabbath after Dr.

HEALTH AND HOME HINTS,

A chemist calls gelatine, milk, sad oni-
ons scavengers of the air, 1t is a wise plan
never to leave them uncovered for the at-
traction of germs,

A good thing for cleaning brass or cop-
per is sweet oil and putty powder. After-
ward wash in hot water and soap, then
polish,

Baked sweet potatoes—Scrape them care-
fully and eut them through lengthwise.
Boil them until nearly done. Then drain
them and pnt in a baking dish placing a
lump of butter on each piece. Sprinkle
with salt, pepper and a little sugar. Bake
in‘the oven a nice hrown. Sauash prepar-
ed in this manner is also very fine.

A Nice Breakfast Dish.—For rice griddle
eakes and honev hoil a enpful of rice,
When it is cold. mix thoroughly with one
rint of sweet milk, the volks of four egge
and enough flour to make a still hatter,
Add one tablespoonful of melted butter.
one teaspoonful of soda. two of eream of
tartar and a little slt. Fold in the heaten
whites of the egge and hake on a hot erid-
dle.  As fast as baked, butter and epread
with honev. roll up and serve,

Rice Cheese Cakes.—Boil 9 ounces of rice
in one-half gallon of water. Dry it well,
then put into another saucepan and add 8
ounces of butter, a breakfast-cup full of
cream, and one table spoonful of orange-
flower water, a small quantity of finely-
chopned lemon peel, and one-half pound
powdered sugar. Form into a paste hy
tlnldinz a half-dozen well-beaten eggs.  Stir
it over the fire until the mixture is thick.
'rhen remove the pan from the fire and Jet
it cool. Have in readiness some patty-pans
lined with puff-naste. Fill them to three-
fourths their height with the rice mixture,
and hake in *a slack oven for fifteen or
twenty minutes.  Remove them when
cooked from the pans, and serve either hot
or cold.

SUGGESTIONS TO THE WAKEFUL.

* THE SALT OF THE OCEAN,

If the ocean did not have salt it
would freeze somewhat more readily than
it does now, bhut there wonld he no vary
marked difference. The ocean is pre-
vented from freezing not g0 much by its
salt as by its size and hy its commotion.
On acconnt of its size. large portions of
it extend into warm climates at all sea-
aons, and hy reason of ite great denth
it is a vast storehonse of heat. Tts

HOMESTBAD DUTIES,

A sottler wiio has been vranted an entry for a homestend Is requived
by the provisions of the Dominfon Lands Act and the amendmeuts
thereto, to perform the conditlons connected therewlth, under oue of
the following plans:—

(1) At least six months’ resldence upon- and enltifation of the land
In each year during the term of three years.

(2) If the father (or mother, If the father Is deceaged) of any person
who 1s eligible to make a homestend entry under the provislons of
this Act, resides upn a farm In the vielnity of the land entered for hy
such person as a homestead, the requirements of this Act as fo resi-
dence prior to obtaluing patentmay be satisfied by such person residing
whth the father or mother, o

(@) If a wettler was entitle] to and has obtalned entry for @ second
homestead, the requirements of this Act as to residence prior to obtala-
Ing patent may be satisfied by residence npon the first homestead, if
the gecond homestead s In the vielnity of the first homestead.

(4) It the settler has Lis permanent resldence upon farming land
owned by him in the vieluity of his homestend, the requirements of this
Act as to resldence may he satisfied by residence upon the sald land.

The term “vielnity" unsad above is meant to Indicate the same town,
township or an adfoining or cornering township.

A settler who avalls hlmslf of the provisions of Clauses (2), (3) or
() must cultivate 30 acres of his homestead, or substitute 20 head of
stock, with bulldings for their accommodation, and have besides S0
acres substantially fenced.

The privilege of a gecond entry Is restricted by law to those settlcrs
only who completed the dutles upon their first homesteads to entitle
them to patent on or before the 2nd June, 1880,

Every homesteader who falls to comply with the requirements of the
tead law Is liable to ave his entry cancelled, and the land may
be agaln thrown open for entry.

APPLICATION FOR PATENT
should be mc.de at the end of three years, before the Local Agent, Suh-
Agent, or the Homestead Inspector. Before making application ‘or
patent, the settler mugt give six months' notlce in writing to the Com-
missloner of Dominlon Lands, at Ottawa, of his Intentlon to 0 so.
