Top1sT MAGAZINE” ; all of which, we have
reason to believe, were, in their respective
-days, the means of doing no little good.

The latter work was saspended with the
intention of publishing a weekly religious pe-
riodical under Wesleyan management ; this
more frequent mode of communication, hav-
ing been thought to be more suitable to the
times in which we live, and better adapted
to meet the wants of our people and of the
-ecammunity. For reasons, which need not
now be mentioned, the publication of a weck-
"Iy paper has been'kept in abeyance ; but the

AGRICULTURAL.

Cultore and memllomf Potatoes.

In the January number of the * Agriculturist,” of
New York, a communication from the pen of Mr.
John Wilkinson, of ** The Mount Airv Agricultural
Institute,” on the above subject, has heen read hy
us with much interest. The average vield through-
out the field was 2350 bushels per acre. The prin-
ciples embadied in the practice of cultivating and
preserving potatoes, at the above institution, are al-
| most precisely such as have been frequenily uryed
upon fhe consideration of the Canadian farmers by
the editor of this paper. The mode of cultivation we
can confidently recomme nd, having tested it repeat-
edly on a largescale. A potato crop,managed in the
manner described would cost but a trifte more than
making a naked summey-fallow, and with very dif-
ferent results in the pocket. Spring wheat, barlev,
and flax, umy be made to follow the potato crop
with most nerfect success in nine cases out of ten ;
and with those crops, the land may be sown with
claver with much advantage and profit.

The great point, after all, since the prevalence of
the potato epidemic, i« the saving of the crop after
they are grown. Until more light ba-thrown upon
this difficult subfect, it would be unwise to culti-
vate the potato to any great extent. Without fur-
ther comment, we give the following extract from
the letter in question : —

* About the first of May, I planted five acres in
the following manner: the soil was a dry, micace-
ous, sandy loam, gradually rolling with a southern
exposure ; the seed used was both white and pur-
ple Mercers, principally large ones. cut into* three
pieces, and rolled in gypsum, and allowed to lie but
a few hours after cutting.—The field was an old
sward, chiefly. of mosg and garlics ; the manure
employed was entirely from the yards, made from
the cow and hcrse stables and the styes, about
twenty-five two-horse loads per acre, spread broad-
cast before the plough—the land having been hea.
vily limed sevaral years previous. The planting
process commenced with the tillage, hy dropping
the pieces of the tabers (prepared as above)
‘shout one foot apart in the bottom of every
other furrow, which was five inches in depth and
ten inchgs wide, strewing them with ashes and
fine charcoal (from a locomotive, in which pine
wood was consumed), about twenty bushels per
acre. The ploughing was perfcrmed in the usual
manner, in the lands of twenty-five yards each.

* Immediately after planting, the ground was
thoroughly rolled. After it had lain a few days, it
