KING EDWARD
15 WORRIED

Election Results Did
Not Suit Him

TOO CLOSE

His Méjeéty Has Certainly
‘ Ample Cause to
Worry

LONDON, Feb. 212—Probably there
is no more worried man in EpsLand to-
day than King BEdward and no one
who knows the situation in which he
finds “himself can deny that he has
ample cause for worry. Things have
not been going right with him at all
and he is really in a most difficult
position.’

To begin with there is the result of
the election, The King was very angry
at the Liords when they threw out tne
budget some months ago and- so pre-
cipitated a constitutional crisis. XEd-
ward, who is a very sensible man, has
laid down for himself the rule that he
must never betray in the slightest de-
gree any predilection he may have n
secret for one or the other of the great
English political parties. His theory
is that he is King of the whole' Eng-
lish people and not of any faction. For
that reason he has always refrained
sedulously from mixing in home poli-
tics ‘while he has at the same time
taken a keen interest and a very ac-
tive part in foreign affairs.

Now, however, it begins to look as
if he would have to take a hand in
home affairs and what displeases him
most about this is that the country has
given him no decided lead. The two
great parties in the state, excluding for
the moment the Irish Nationalists and
the labor party, have come back just
about equal. Edward would have pre-
ferred greatly to see either party inan
overwhelming majority, It would not
have mattered to him which party won
so long ~as the preponderance was
great enough, for then he could have
taken the position that the people had
shown him clearly what they wanted.

The reason he is compelled to maks
the choice now is the fact that one of
the great questions on which the elec«
tion turned is the position of the House
of Lords, and the final word in regard
to its future rests with the King, On'y
he can effectively clip their wings and
he must make the choice within a few
weeks. If Prime Minister Asquith ds.-
mands from him a guarantee that hs
will create enough new peers to swamp
the present house and create a Libsaral
majority pledged to make it com nit

IS A SOURCE OF WONDER

(By Joseph T. Clark.)

When a Canadian lands in England
and leaves the boat to take train for
London he can seé no sign of a train
‘afiywheére. What he does gee is a long
row of bob-tail street cars, and when
gomeboy tells him that this is hig train
he suspects that somebody is putting
up a joke on him. It seems to be a toy
train, and, in fact, the toy trains of
the nursery aré modelléed on sonde such’
pattern. The rolling stock on an Eng-
lish railway seems lght and little to
one accustomed to the Mogul engines,
long and ‘high passenger coaches, and
huge freight cars used in Canada. One
is not: guite, sure that it will: beisafe
to trayel in a coaclr sa }ackmt”fn size
and wetght, but wheh he remembers
that more passengers are injured in a.
week /in. America than in a yedr in the
United Kingdom, he decides that while
he may despise, yet he will trust, the
train service that is offered him. And
before he leayes for home it is prob-
able.that he has learned to hold the
English rafiway service in high re=.
spect, because of its singular efficiency
as regards the comfort of the passen-

er and the machine:like regularity
with which all trajns run on schedile
time.- It is possihle that & train will
sometimes be late for eauses that
could mot be provided against; but the
chances are that a*visitor can knock
about England for a. few weeks and
never megei with an imstance of a train
being flvé minntes late. It is only in
an exceptional ‘case that a train fails
to pull in at the precise moment at
whieh its arrival is pr¢ mised

————

But if the passenger, coaches. surprise
the. visitor, there. 1; a_greater surprise
in the freight ears. That the enormous
traffic of England can be carrfed in
these  little boxes. 'Seems hnposs;ble
They are absurdly small Iow; Arst
impression is that these puny cars are
put to some special and excluslve use,
and that the real freight cars will be
seen elsewheére. They seem to be about
one-third the size, of a_  fuli-grown
frelght car as we see them in Can-
ada. They ride, npt on.the  massive
wheels that we are familiar with, but
on. high spindly wheels, that remind
you of a buggy wheel, or, perhaps, the
wheel of ‘a lorry. But they carry the
traffic of the greatest industrial. na-
tion in the world. These ‘cars were
made this iy at firsl, and they can-
not  be ‘ehanged. They - cannot. be
‘changed for substanilal K reasors,. As
there are few level crpssings, it fol-
lows ihat tliere are many bridges to
pags under, and many subways and
tunnels to run through It would en-
tail- an enormous cost to prepare an
English raillway- for the passage of
‘such high coaches qrl great engines
as are used in Amerjca. The interrup-.
tion of traffic that _such 8 changé
would causge, could not be thought of,
nor could ane railway company: afford
to introduce rolllng stock unsuited for
transmission over other lines.  Nor
could . you ' convince ,an Engllshman'
that ' our  passenger . coaches and
freight cars would serve them begter
than they are seryed. 1t is an easier
matter to shunt off a small car with
it ‘Togd &t 4 way statlon than (it
would be to side-track a. .huge freight
car, unload one-third of its. centents,
‘and haul the rest of the load to a sec<
'ond and again ‘to a third pomt on the
line. There is another advantdge in
the faet that at no glven moment is
there any@such strain on a rail, cul=
vert, “or bridge, that; thera is when a

That a rail could
either break or spread on an English
line seems impossible, when you con-
gider the way in which they are laid
The rails are laid in full consciousness
that life afld property are dependent
on their absolute trustworthiness In-
stead of holding the radl in place by
driving a spike to right and left of it
down through the the underneath,
there is -on eadh tfé a metal casting
in which the rail’ is set. The casting
is securely bolted to the tie and the
rail is grooved and bolted into the
metal support.

Travelling third class, as most peo-
ple do, the fare is two cents per mile.
The passenger gets more for his money
than he does in this continent at three

1 cents pér mile. One great thing is that

he gets there so precisély on time that
his wife can consult the timetabls,
and put his eggs on to boil three min-
utes before he is due. Of course, they
do not have our winters to: contend
with—our intense frosts which disturb
tracks and all that—but even our win-
ters do not explain it all. The right
of the individual passeger to the space
he requires for comfort in travel is

conceded him. When a compartment °

has its rightful number of passengers
nobody  else enters—as a rule nobody
else is allowed to enter, nor’ will he
consent to do so. He has his ticket,
and the officials of the railway answer
the ‘question as to where he is to sit.
What they do with & man who comes
along like ‘that the visitor does not
know, but he does know that the man
is not thrust in to:sit on his lap or
stand on his toes. They put on an-
other car, or-they run up another train
on the next track. The square foot
space that a.two cent passenger gets
on a train is much greater than with
us.

The President of the St. John Valley’
Railway Company brings from Ottawa
the assurance that if the provincial
government will carry out Mr., Hazen’s
prgmile and guarantee the Company’s
bonds to the extent of $25,000 per mile,
the work of constructitng the road will
pegin in the wvery near future, prob-
ably within the year. He is confident
that with this guarantee and the w0~
minion subsidies already granted a
road of the required standard can he
and will be built, In the circumstancss
‘the people of the province will look for
prompt and fayorable action at Fred-
ericton. In the public interest and -3
a matter of politieal honor the provin-.
cial government has no ‘other course
than to. implement the Premier's. as-
surances, upon which the Company has
“been acting, with immediate legisin-~
tion. :
The situation, in brief, is this: Last
year Mr, Hazen, in response to a re-
quest for provincial aid for this im-
portant enterprise, offered to guar
antee the company’s bonas to, the
amount of $25,000 per mile, provided the
Dominion government would take over
and operate the road inm connection
with the Intercolonial, paying in rental
40 per cent. of the gross recelpts. .ir
wWilfrid Lauriér, speaking for the Do-
minion government, has agreed to this
proposition,” with ‘the condition that
the road must come up to fhe require-
ments laid down for the Grand Trunk
Pacific, with which the Valley Railway
will connect at Grand Falls. The 'Com-
pany is prepared to construct the raii-
way under these conditions.

Obviously the burden of prompt ac-
tidn lies upon the provincial govern-
ment., It is no excuse to -urge, as has
been urged, that the construction con-
ditions laid’ down by ‘the’ Dominim
governgent are impossible = for the
Company .to meet with the amount of
financial aid proposed.

An authoritative leading
article in the London HEconomist, an-
alyzing the recently issued voluminous
Forei Office réport on the finances
of the German empire, shows, in the
cold light of the figures of Gerfan
taxation and reventie, that the idea of
that country entering upon’ a deliber-
ate struggle ‘with Great Britain for
naval supremacy, is becoming less and
less ‘tenable. - The only possible -dan-
der of an Anglo-German conflict whizh
the Etonomist can see is the¢ one that
may . He in aceidental explosion -aris-
ing from the friction which .the con-
stant prediction of an ‘inevitable con-
flict” eannot but maintain and aggra-
vate.

Taxation in Germany has been in-
ecreased, year by year, until it is be-
coming an insupportable burden to the
German péople; and the resultant re-
venue, as is always the case with ex-
cessive taxation, is falling short of the
estimates, - Every year the deficiency
has to -be made up by loans, which
add to the huge national debt, VA
country in thig position,” says the
Eeonomist, . “cannot deliberately set
out on a long European war.”  But if
Germany were to think seriously of
such a desperate course, how does her
naval strength c¢ompare ' with ' Great
Britain’s? Mr. Macnamara, the First
Lord of the ‘Admiralty, said in a re-
cent address at Hastings, 'as reported
in the London Times: .

“In Dreadnoughts, we have at pres-
ent seven, as against Germany's: two,
and, in addition, three more. were rap-
idly approaching ‘completion. In April,
11913, the so-called point of danger, wc
should have twenty Dreadnoughts to
Germany’s thirteen.

“At the same time we should have
forty  pre-Dreadnought battleships
under twenty yedrs of agé, with an

| aggregate displacement of 585,000 tons,

pounting 656 guns, from 6-inch to i2-
inch, including 152 12-inch guns, At

twenty pre-Dreadnoughts  under twen-
1y years of age,with an aggregate dis-
placement of 241,000 tons, and meunt-
ing 384 guns, from 5-inch ‘to 11-inch.

“In the matter of cruisers, and leav-
ing out the Invincibles, which "I have
counted with the Dreadnoughts, we
should have in April’ 1912, thirty-five
cruisers of an aggregate displacement
of 78B4 o, AinA U3 20 SN of 5 9-incn
to 9.4-inch.

The Canadian Forestry Association
has issued an- interesting bulletin on
the progress of thé survey of  Nova
Scotia's forest lands indugurated by
the government of that province last
summer under the direction of Dr. B.
B. Fernow of the University of 'Tor-
qoto. . Of necessity the survey, which
has already covered the south-western
portion of the province from Hants
county westward, was rough' and . in
the nature of a reconnaissamce.:Seve-
ral-trained foresters, along with ‘the
‘Ohief Fite Warden of the ' province,
were emplbyed on the survey, and un-
der the plan of operations adopted
each of these was assigned a certain
Cigtrict and  allowed ' eonsiderable
li¥erty in his' choice of the method of
covering this to the best advantage.
Hxisting records and other - informa-
tion secured - from well-informed per-
sons was utilized as far as possible
and advisable, with a view of saving
time ‘and expense; the .ﬁeldwork con-
sisted largely in checking: the informa-
tional stady of forest types, etc.

The cost of the survey is a point of
.considerable : note, as.-it ayeraged less
than twenty cents Igen ;square mile.
The total area of the country covered
was about 8300 square miles.

The future of the forest is the point
of greatest interest to.the forester, and
‘in  this regard: Dr. Feérnow. has. some
interesting observations to make. He
says:— Although_ithe gata on repro-

- When
sthe cruigers, . destroyers, and ‘sub-
marines are added at a capital cost of
£3,750,000 and an annual outlay for
upkeep ‘and " ginking fund of £1785,000,
the "admiralty ‘will for a time contri-
bute £250,000 a year, or £50,000. more
than we have been paying them to-
wards a much feebler naval force.”

I'rigon life in Switzerland is a luxury
instead. of a ‘punishment, =ays the
London Express. The comic opera jail
at Thornburg, where the inmates did
as they pleased, - has - only ' recently
Been suppressed by the Berné authori-
ties, yetl details are published today of
a similar institution at Sarnen, in’ the
Canton of Oswald,

A correspondent of a Lausanne pa-
per states that he was passing
through Sarnen, when he saw-a num=
ber ‘of men, dressed in dark blue
clothes with white stripes, walking
about the village, smoking and joking.
Others were seated in a cafe, and
some were working in a leisurely man-
ner, carrying bricks for the construc-
tion ¢f a4 new building. To his aston-~
ishiment the correspondent found that
the men’ were convicts from the can-
tonal prigon close-by,

These convicts are permitted to leave
the prisonearly In the morning and
find work around Sarnen, or ‘walk
about 'the couniry until nightfall,
when they return of their own accord
to 'the prison.’ They aré unaccompan-

to prevent their escaping; but they are
far. too comfortable to .think of relin-
quishing thelr quarters, for they have
as much liberty as other men,  and
are, moreover, fed and lodged for
nothing.

The money earned by thoae convicts
who choose to work can be spent as
they like. Ome.convict, who is employ-
ed as a gardener by a  local magis-
trate, sends his monthly, salary to his
wife and childrén. Two or three con-
victs “escdped’’’ some weeks ago, but
they eventually returned to the prison
in a half famished condition, and af-
ter being severely reprimanded they
were allowed to refurn to their apart-
ments,
