A Treasure Ship That Arrived With $1,100,=
ooo—It is Anticipated That Betweem 40,
occ or 50,000 Will Go to the New Eldor-
ado in the Spring.

Mr. Hector McRae, while in San Fran-
¢isco met from 75 to 100 miners and pros-
sectors, who came in on the steam-
ihip Roanoake from Cape Nome. “Some
of- them,” he said, “Were formerly of
Kootenay and were old friends of Mr.
McRae’s. They stated on this steamer
there was brought down about $1,100,000
i gold and drafts. Lindeberg, a Norwe-
gian, who came out with the reindeer for
fhe United States government from Lap-
Jand two years ago, acknowledged to have
the best claims on the five principal creeks
Mr. Lindeberg brought down .in dust and
drafts close to $600,000. His secretary,
Frank Sanders, told me some marvelous
sories about the country. ‘Lmdeberg took
out in Glacier creek with six men working
16 days, $36,000. Fral

«. D. Lane, a well known California
mining man who spent the season there,
and invested about $300,000 in 1'uimng
grospects, took out 400 pounds of gold.
The population of Nome during the sum-
mer season, ranged from 4,000 to 4,‘500
people.

HON. WM. PATERSON IN THE CITY
DOMINION MIN_I—E-;‘};I_{ OF CUSTOMS
ON A VISIT OF INSPECTION.

A Meeting of Loeal Liberals Meet H.m
and Discuss Public Questions—Leaves
Today for Nelson and the East.

Hon. William Paterson, Dominion
minister of customs, accompanied by his
secretary, Mr. John Bain, arrived in the
city Friday and spent the day in look-
ing over the customs department here and
visiting some of the points of interest.
His coming was not heralded and there-
fore operations for his reception had mot
been made; otherwise it is.likely a move-
ment would have been set on foot to give
his presence in the city some public' re-
cognition to the end that he might have
been induced to deliver a public address.
Mr. Paterson is one of the most capable
arﬁ most trusted of the cabinet ministers
an® a speech from him would certainly
have crowded the largest hall in the city.
During the afternoon Mr. Alfred Mmec-
Millan, Dr. A. J. Sinclair and several
other leading Liberals drove Mr. Paterson
and Mr. Bain to some of the points of in-
terest and the minister then made an in-
spection of the customs department. In
the evening a wel lattended meeting of
lozal Liberals was held in the parlors of
th Allan hotel to meet- him and to discuss
witn him various maters of public inter-
esk.

Mr. Anthony J. McMillan, who pres.id-
ed, expressed his great regret that owing
to the fact that Mr. Paterson’s visit had
not been known in advance,”it had been
impossible to make arrangements. for him
to meet the members of the Board_‘oi;
Trade, or to get together a Jarge meeting
of representative business men. He nad,
hewever, been able to meet the presi-
dent of the Board of Trade, Mr. Fraser,
and Mayor Goodeve and discuss public
matters with them.

A number of matters of public impor-
tance were discussed with the Minister of
Customs, who promised to bring these
to the attention of his colleagues on his
retufn to Ottawa. :

Hon. Mr. Paterson, replying to the
various speakers; expressed his agreeable
surprise at the marvellous growth of
Rossland, and the evidence of perman-
ency and prosperity to be met with on all
hands. During the afternoon- he had
visited the mines, and was very much
struck with the development going on
there. Until he visited the city, he had
no idea that Rossland was a city of auph
importance, but he felt certain that its
permanency and prosperity were assured.
Mr. Paterson said that he felt the im-
portance of immediate steps being taken
to secure a Dominion public building for
Rossland, and that without delay, and he
would bring the matter to the attention
of Mr. Tarte on his return to wu.tawa.
The minister leaves for the east this
morning via Nelson and the Crow’s Ivest
Pass.

PENDER VS. WAR EAGLE.

After Two Years of Litigation the Plain-
tiff Gets His Damages.

and the best icfn 127 mining men claim
that. it averages at least 30 per cent cheap-
er than.steam. in some cases it 1s 'iis
than this an in others it is more. Where
steam-is used there had to be three eight-
hour shifts, with an engineer and stoker
on each shift. With electric power there
are two 12-hour shifts, and one man can
do all the work on each shift because it
is so light. There is no, stoking, and all
that is required is to keep the machinery
oiled; eool;, and clean.” The work, there-
fore, is much easier when a plant is oper-
ated by electricity than it is by steam.
Fuel is dear here, and the cost of the
electric power is much less  than fuel,
In localities which are hard to reach, like
the New St. Elmo mine, the cost of trans-
porting fuel to such & height would be
considerable, w::ile the cort of getting the.
electric power to it is-inconsiderable. It
is thought in places nhke the St. Elmo
that the difference in favor of electrical
power is about 40 or 45 per cent. The'
first cost of machinery, if anything, is in
favor of the electric plant. Then, too, thée
life of the electric plant is greater than a'
steam plant. A steam’ boiler will last'
about eight years, while an electric motor’
will last 20 years With ‘slight repairs toi
the Learings. This will be the case unless
it is burned out through neglect, careless-
ness or lightning. Even lightning can
be guarded against by the use of proper
Jightning arresters.
,The electric plant has an advantage,. too,
which is of much importance in a country
where the means of transportation are
limited, and that is, it is much less bulky
than is a steam plant. It is usually only
a sixth of the weight of boilers and steamn
engine, This is a most important consd-
eration at the inception of a mining en-
terprise. Usually a mining property, when
it is first operated, is difficult of access,
and if the expense of transporting a steam
n'ant is too great it will not bz incurred.
Mine owners realize how much more
cheaply an electric plant can be transport-
ed and this often causes mining ventures,
which otherwise, would not be undertaken,
to materalize, and in this way is of great
benefit to the industry.

Inquiry as to why the electrie drill. was|.

not used, elicited the fact'that it is not a
complete success underground, but is a|
partial success on the surface. They are
used to a considerable extent in hydraulic
mines. An order was placed a few days
since for-a number of electric drills to be
used in a Cariboo hydraulic mine. The
advantage of the electric drill is its light-
ness and the facility, therefore, with which
it can be shifted around without the neces-
sity of connecting it with air pipe lines.
It iz only a matter of time when the elec-
tric drill will be made so that it-can be
used to advantage anywhere. The main
“=inediment to its being used sueccessfully
in subterranean workings is owing to the
greater density and heat of the atmos-
phere there. This causes the magnets to
become overheated, and the result is that
either the, drill sticks or the insulation of
the magnet winding burns out. The
trevtble will in time be obviated, to the
great advantage of mining, for the reason
that it will do away with the use of the
air compressor and the connecting air
pipe. It will be more easily handled and
more pliable, and greater speed will be
made with it in sinking shafts and driv-
ing tunnels, and in working winzes ‘and
upraises.
