PRUSSIA STILL
HOPES FOR PEACE

Fateful Hour of German Em-
pire Approaching, Says
Statesman

London, Jan. 24.—The President
of the Prussian upper house, in a
sp/ech at the opening of the session,
expressed the hope that the present
year, “despite its disappointing begin-
ning,” might bring peace, according
to a Berlin despatch to Reuter’s by
way of Amsterdam. After comment-
ing on the rejection of Germany’s
peace proposal by the Entente, the
president said:

CANADIAN TRADE

Figure of $1,700,563,269 Is
Reached for Past Nine
Months

Ottawa, Ont., Jan. 24.—Canadian
trade for the nine months of the
present fiscal year reached the en-
‘ormous total of $1,700,563,269; ac-
cording to the monthly'sta.tement is-
sued to-day. For the corresponding
months of 1915, the total Canadian
trade was /$1,012,486,000. <

The total exports of Canadian:pro»
ducts for the nine months ‘ended
December 31, were $861,629,000 as
against $511,534,000 for the corre-
sponding period of the previous year.

The imports, exclusive -of.. comn
and bullion, for the past 9 months
were $602,866,000, made up of
$530,791,000 dutiable goods ' and
$222,075,000 free goods. . The im-
ports for the same period of 1915
were: $197,950,000 dutiable goods
and $145,972,000 free goods, .a .to-
tal of $343,923,000. Duty collected
was $106,378,000 as against $71,-
305,000. ¥

For the month of December last,
the. exports exclusive of coin and
bullion were $130,037,000 and the
imports $68,014,000. For December,
1915 the exports were $92,171,000
and the imports $45,690,000.

is & “shed” revival, which frequently
does more harm than good, accord-
ing to0 Bishop Joseph F. Bérry, of
Philadelphia. Dr. Berry, who is now
sefiior Bishop of the Methodist Epis-
éopal ‘ehurch, and who is the son of
the 1ite Rev. Francis Berry, of St.
Thomas, Ont., was stationed in Phil-
adelphla when Billy Sunday con-
ducted his campaign there. His vigz-
orous attack on-present-day evangel-
ilttc éfforts came to the New York

gymen as a shock on the eve of
tﬁe appearance of hundreds of Biliy
Siind4y’s Philadelphia concerts in
that city, says Percival H. Baker in
the New York Tribune.

Dr. Charles L. Goodeil, - of St.
Paul’'s Methodist Episcopal church,
New Yeork, who has recently been ap-
pointed Professor of Evangelism in
Boston University, came out with an
enthusiastic defence of the new evan-
gelism.

“Shaking the evangelist’s hand or
sighing a card does not make you &
convert,”” said Bishop Berry. “My
eriticism against many revivals of to-
day is that the human element pre-
domibates, Machinery
Committees trample upon the heels
of committees. .The Christian for-
c¢es move out of the churches into 2
shed. In that way the church as the
normal centre of evangelism for the
community suffers a heavy discount.

Regular Activities Cease

“The regular activities of the
church cease. The evangelist and his
‘party’ go to the frost. The minis-
ters go to the rear. The evangelist
is usually a remarkable man —ori-
ginal, witty, flamboyant. The more
grotesque his words and methods the
gréater the sensation and the higgeér
thé crowds. The multitudes sine rag-
time song. Conviction of sin as de-
fined by the Seriptures and known
by the fathers is praecticallv un-
known. The papers keep tab of the
‘coftverts’ and daily proclaimm witn
headlines, big and black,  the mar-
velous results.

“Tinally the campaign comes to a
cloge. The spontaneous free-will of-
fering, systematically worked up foc
days in advance is tucked away in
the evangelist’s pocket. It is pro-
bably more than the average pastur
would receive in a lifetime. The ev-
angelist bids the people a tearful
farewell. . Crowds follow the ‘party’
to' the depot, and sing sadly as the
train moves off. Then things settle
back into normal grooves. The tah-
ernacle is torn down. The churches
are re-opened. The people are in-
vited back. The pastors try to re-
sufme their former spiritual evangel-
istic leadership. But they have a
dificult task. The memory of th2
eager multitudes, the big choir, the
raplurous singing, the character istics
of the preached, the wave of enthu-
siagsm—these make the ordinary pas-
tor more :than ordinarily ordinary
and the regular ser\ ices of the tedi-
ously commonplace.”
" 1n his reply, Dr. Goodell said,
“It has been said: that the modern
fevival is a matter of machinery.
But think of the good to the Christ-
jan Church that is to be found in
all this organization and commitiee
work., Already we are feeling the
blessedness of it in New York.

Stirred by Great Cause

Last week there was held in onc
of .our churches a meeting of more
than 600 mem who are to give them-
selves to personal religious work dur-
ing the Sunday meetings. They ware
from all the churches. Denomina-
tional lines were forgotten in 2 great
common purpose. The pettiness of
the little church and the little round
of activity were forgotten. A great
cauge stirred them; an opportunity
numbered by tens of thousands chal-
lenged them.

‘““Think ef the inspiration that will
come to the Christian work of New
York City when 5,000 prayer meet-

ings are held twice a week—a thing|,
utterly impossible under any other |

plan than one connected with a great
revival meeting centred around some
strong personality. Nearly 4,000
men will give their time as ushers.
They will be doing personal work
and will be under the influence of
spiritual thoughts for three months.

‘“We have only little choirs and
choruses im the individual churen,
and much good may come from them.
But think of the broadening of
Christian fellowship and the deepen-
ing of Christian conviction when
four choruses of 3,000 voices each
are enlisted for continuous service!
And then there ig the gathering of
15,000 or 20,000 people twice a day
to hear the great themes of morality
and religion presented by lips that
are aflame with an overmastering
conviction. Such gatherings appeal
to the man of the street. There is
something contagious about the very
congregation of listeners. Tens of
thousands who never go into th:
church are interested by the un-

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THE SITUATION

The British navy has once more
emphatically demonstrated that it is
on the job. On Tuesday German
torpedo vessels attempted to leave
Zecbrugge in order to avoid trouble
with ice which was becoming very
thick. They were speedily attack-
ed by British Light naval foreces.
One German destroyer was sunk,
and one report has it that seven
Hun destroyers also met with a like
fate, but this is not confirmed by
the British admiralty statement,
which says that “darkness prevent-
ed the full results of the outcome
from being observed.” 1In another
engagement off 8Schouwen bank
with patrols, a British destroyer
was torpedoed and tkree officers
and forty four men killed. The
crippled vessel was later sunk by
her consorts. Both incidents show
how closely the ships of the Kaiser
are kept within bounds. The mo-
ment they attempt to venture out
they run into immediate trouble
with the ever watehful ships of
John Bull.

A report from Petrograd statecs
that in spite of reverses in Rou-
mania, the Russian authorities re-
gard the miltary situation there as
satisfactory on the whole.

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A thrilling story of the adventures
of a Croydon lady of Scottish birth,
who enlisted in the Serbian Army
and was wounded in the fighting in
Macedonia, is forwarded by. .a
special correspondent from Saloniki.

I'n a clean and comfortable bed, he
writes, amidst comfortable and quiet
surroundings,, lies a comely, moth-
erly-looking little lady. Though her
s:hm‘t-cropped hair is grey, her un-
furrowed face is young and fresh.
with a peachy .bloom in the rounded
cheeks that tells of perfect health.
But her bed is in the nurses’ ward
of, Military Hospital Camp, No. 41,
and the little lady is a patient—the
only patient of her sex for 1,600
sick or wounded Serbian men.

|A few days ago a royal aide-de-
camp came to her bedside and, on
behalf of the Prince Regent of
Serbia, pianed to her breast, with
much ceremonial, the gold and
silver Cross of Xara-George, a rare
badge that is only given for conspi-
cuous bravery on the field of battle.

In the Offensive.

Her right hand and arm are
strapped in bandages. Bandages, she
tells us, also protect her right side
and right leg; the whole of that side
of her body from the shoulder to the
knee was lately a mass of torn flesh
and shattered bone—thé work of a
Bulgarian hand bomb that chanced
upon her as she was helping the
Serbs to elear out '~-1 ewemy trench,
but now it is healing as satisfactor-
ly as any surgeon could wish.

Miss Flora Sandes—that is the
little lady’s name—is a Scotswoman.
Working in Serbia as a hospital
nurse since early in the war, her
sympathy was so keenly aroused by
the sufferings ang herpoism of the
people that, when hospital units
were broken up during the great re-
treat of October-November, 1915,
she obtained permission to enlist as
a private in the rearguard that pro-
tected the withdrawal of the re-
treating.army.

Before the army Teached the
Adriatic shore she had deserved and
won promeotion and became Sergeant
Sandes. She stood high in the re-
gard of both officers and men of the
erack regiment to which she still
helongs.

With it she proceeded to Corful,
enjoyed the pleasant months of rest
and recuperation provided for the
exhausted army in that sunny isle,
came on with it to Saloniki, and
went up with it to the sector allotted
to {he Serbian army on the Mace-
dohian front. There she went
through the whole -r the arduous
and successful offensive campaign
that began on Sept. 12. .

For more than three months Mlss_
Sandes lived in an atmo'sphere of
bursting shells and whistling bullets,
through many a hand-to-hand en-
counter she passed scathless, clam-
bering up in the intervals each ‘of
those towering heights from which
the Serbs drove -the Bulgaro-Ger-
mans, steadily fighting their . . way,
northward from Gornitchevo and
Kaimackalan to the mountain  that

is known as Hill 1,212.

There, however, luck deserted
her. It was in the decisive asault on
the highest crest of that position
that the active career was temporar-
ily cut short. How this happened
and the strain was soon over.
Wonderfully deft and tender are
let her relate in her own, words:—

“We had been crouching and shiv-
ering in our little shallow pits for
hours, waiting impatiently for the
order to break' cover and attack.
At 7 a.m. the order came. Snow lay

on the ground. I was out of my pit
in half a second, and running as
fast as my legs could move. I am
gxlways the first to leave cover. It
is my duty as a petty officer.

.“But fortunately, I am not so
nimble as most of my men, and I had
nearly reached the brink of the Bul-
garian trench in which our men
were already at grips with the de-
fenders—I was one of a small group
of laggards, perhaps half a dozen—
when a well-aimed grenade fell in
our midst. A couple of men besides
myself were in the radius of its ex-
plosion, and fell wounded, but 5
seemed to have got most of the
scatter.

Dragged By Broken Limb.

“The shock was awful. Yet I
don’t cthink I lost consciousness for
more than a minute, and [ was not
left long unaifended.. A young offi-
cer of my battalion, standing behind
a rock close by, had seen me drop.
He crawled up towards me on all
fours over the snow, and, seizing my
hands, pulled me over its -sur-
face to the shelter of the rock.

“The torture of being drageed by
the hand of my broken arm was
acute; yet it was not very imuch
greater than what [ had already
heen suffering. It had to be borne,
Serbian soldiers in dressing wounds
on the field. A couple »f them, men
of my own company, did me up in
the quickest time imaginable, and I
was soon lying on a stretcher on my
way to the nearest {ield hopsital.”

Miss Sandes’ wounds will take
some time to heal campletely: there
are some twenty-five of them, and
one or two splinters have yot to bhe
extracted. But the surgeons tell her
she may rely upon reeovering the
use of her injured limhs. Her spirits
and general health are unimpaired,
and she yields to none of her {cllow-
patients in hogpital in impaticnce to
return to the fight,

As I took my leave Miss Sandes
begged me to procure for her a
volume of Kipling's verses, prefer-
ably one containing the couplets en-
titled ‘‘If.”

“That,” she said, ‘is the
poem that was ever written.”

There uscd
to be a pile of small rocks®hack o®
the catcher and if 1 wanted to
serateh the ball up T would cut loos>
with a wild pitch when there was
nobody on base and when the pitl
hit .the roecks it was cut up cnough
for me to throw the emery.

“When the emery was first used
the hurlers thought that the ball had
to te sceratched a great deal to throw
the ball! but that's all wrong. All
a nitcher necds is a little rough spol
on one side of the ball, and then e
wiil be able to throw the emery.

“The only way they'll ever be able
to stop the use of the ball is io give
the pitcher a new ball about every
five minutes, and watch every bail
that is thrown.”

SOW SEDITION' IN' INDIA

From the First ot the War German
Agents Have Plotted There

Simla, India, Jan. 23.— (Corres-
pondence of The Associated Press)
—For a time early in the war right
up to the present moment Germany
has never ceased attempts to stir
the Indian Empire to revolt, accord-
ing to Sir Charles Cleveland, Direc-
tor of Criminal intelligence in this
country, who made this statement to
a4 correspondent of The Associated
Press/ Sir Charles characterized
the plots as “clumsy, belated, too
theoretical, and based on a misun-
derstanding of Indian character,”
and declared that the scheme failed
chiefly because of “the sanity of the

Indian public which has withheld its |

support.”

Sir Charles is reputed to know
more about those in whom the Se-
cret Service naturally would be in-
terested than any other man in In-
dia. For yéars he has made a study
of that class which favors the dark-
ness of night for its comings and its
goings, and now as head of the se-
cret service, the government relies
upon him to check untoward occur-
rences in any section before they
have grown into a serious menace.

‘“There has been some trouble in
India,” said Sir Charles, “but it has
fallen very far short both of the pic-
ture drawn in enemy publications
and of the enemy’s desire. The state
of India all through the war seems
to have exposed a very big miscal-
culation on the part of the Germans.

“It would be interesting to ex-
amine how far this misealculation
wag due to a misunderstanding of
normal Indian affairs and How far
to a misecarriage of plans for causing
trouble in India and among Indians
outside India during the war. My
own impression is that Germany
thought India would need very lit-
tle extraneous prompting and assis-
tance to rise against the British if
the latter were in serious embarrass-
ment owing to a big continental war
and that therefore not very much at-
tention was paid by the German gov-
ernment to instigation in India be-
fore the war. Where and how did
the German government get that
idea. Was it conveyed to them by
secret unknown agents or by their
consular officers in India or by some
over confident Indian Extermist or
by British panic mongers? It is dif-
ficult to say for certain but I re-
member that some years ago an In-
dian Extremist leader used the fol-
lowing words to me:

“ ‘We shall certainly try to em-
barrass you actively in India if you
have a war with a continental power
or with Afghanistan. Our feelings
are firm on that point unless, indeed
self-interest or some special reason

dictates a passive aititude to some
or all of us. But never again will
you find such positive assistance as
we gave you at the time of the Boer
War.’

“My Extremist friend went on to
tell me that we were foolish to think
we could count on the Iudian army.
At the time I thought my friend’s
attitude was pathetic in its self-de-
Iugion and time has shown that 1
was right.

“After the war broke out the Ger-
man government showed a willing-
ness to spend money lavishly on In-

dian trouble but there was no sign
of S/financing’ of troublesome schem-
es or individuals before the war. In
1913 and 1914 a German viewing
the situation in. India with patriotic
anti-British eyes would have ohserv-
ed the following phenomena: An
approachment befween a section of
Indian Mohamedans and the Young-
Turk party in Europe; an anarchical
revolutionary movement in Bengal
with some ramifications in the north
of India; a latent movement of ex-
treme nationalism in the Bombay
Presidency and some other places;
an unrestrained ‘Ghadr’ movement
among Indians in the United States
and Canada, and o certain amount
of Moslem dissatisfaction in the
north of India and along the North
West Frontier. 1 think it was be-
yond the power of any German to
decide whether these phenomena
were the signs of a deep and wide-
gpread unrest or merely local sur-
face disturbances and I feel sure
that in order to interpret them the
Germans consulted exiled and par-
tisan Indians who were out of touch
with India as a whole and who there
fore magnified their own views and
feelings and those of their friends
and associates out of all reasonable
proportion. :

“For the, first few months of the

1 PR

war the (Jermans waited for the In-
dian stont to come of itself, as they
had bheen led to believe that it would
come. To' begin with, our enemies
based extravagapt hopes in Turkey’s
intervention, but the Indian Moham-
medans as a whole, took this with
extraordinary calm and resignation.
Then came the Ghadr invasion from
the United States, Canada and the
Far East, but that broke itself hope-
lessly on the good sense and feeling
of the Punjab public and on the re-
sourceful administration of that
province.

“DPisappointed by these failures of
the Indian trouble to arrive auto-
matically, the Germans realized that
they must attempt direct assistance

and turned their attention to the
