AN ALBERTA OPINION

Alberta’s lieutenant governor must
regret the day that Premier Scott in-
troduced his name into ihe public de-
bate. Previous to that respect for the
position had restrained many from ex-
pressing the general opinion of the
recent career of G. H. V. Bulyea.
When his close personal friend and
ally introduced the subject during the
debate in the legislature, the Leader
can scarcely blame others if they fol
low the example of its master. 3

As compared to Mr. Haultain, the
position of the two men furnishes all
the argument required. Bulyea is
governor’ of Alberta, an office obtain-
ed by sacrifice- of principle, Haultain
gave up a premiership for principle.

An Alberta opinion of Lieutenant-
Governor Bulyea may be of interest to
the Leader. The Calgary Herald,
although Conservative in politics, has
never been a critic of Governor Bul-
yea’s until he showed in Alberta the
utter disregard of principle that char-
acterized his Saskatchewan career.
Here is a former friend’s opinion of
the Leader‘s political model:

.“It is probable that the report from
Ottawa to the effect that Lieutenant
Governor Bulyea is to have another
term is correct. It is also probable
that a second term is the price paid
for his action last spring when he
used, or rather abused, his position: as
representative of the king to save the
Liberal party from destruction.

«“phe Herald has no objection to
Lieutenant Governor Bulyea personal:
ly. As a plain, ordinary citizen—very
plain and very ordinary—he would be
a success. As a lieutenant governor
he is a failure.

The duties of a provincial gepresen-
tative are largely social, and with all
due respect to his honor it may be
said that he has not given to that side
of his public office the .attention it
deserves. He has little idea of the
dignity of his position.

“IJt is, however, more in relation to
his public duties that his honor has
been subject to the severesi criticism.
The history of last spring in Edmon-
ton is now an open book. Everyone
knows of the secret meetings in the
governor’s house. Everyone knows of
the intimate and partizan part which
he played in the incidents of that
period. Everyone Tecognizes the
biassed character of his dealings with
the present premier. Everyone real-
izes that his honor’s chief object at
that time was not to fulfil his duty as
a representative of the crown with
impartiality ,and dignity, but to use
his influence and his official power to
the advantage of the Liberal party
as represented by those who had
placed him in office, and who
had the power to continue him in office
if he did what suited them.

“Should the present Lieutenant-
Governor be continued in his posit-
ion, it may be assumed that his con-
duct at that time had much to do
with it. There will probably be mno
use in protesting: Our Liberal rulers
in Ottawa and Edmonton have reach-
ed a point where they only smile at
public protests. The Herald, how-
ever; voices the opinion . of a great
many impartial people in this pro-
vince when it expresses the belief that
a change in lieutenant governor would
be acceptable to the gemeral public.”

These figures show that, except as
to lumber and mineral products, we
are largely independent of the mar-
kets of the United States, and that we
are running no great risk if negotia-
tions for a treaty were delayed for an
indefinite period, as every year im-
proved our position in other markets
which are capable of"absorbing much
more of our antural products than we
are capable of supplying. At best the
advantages of the free entry of many
products of Canada now, charged with
a heavy duty would be local and spor-
adic. The border residents on both
sides of the line, and particularly those
continguous to large centres of popula-
tion, would no doubt profit by a larger
free list, or a lower duty in minor
products of daily consumption, and
their interests are worthy of consid-
eration. ‘But of the:staples, which con-
stitute the bulk of our national ex-
sorts, and which the United States
could not consume, the advantage to
Canada would be so trifling (if any)
as not, in my opinion, to warrant any
disturbance: of existing trade condi-
tions, for if these supplies were pur-
chased by the United States, it would
simply mean the displacement of
equal quantities of the native article
and the shipment from  the United
States ports of products now shipped
from Canadian ports. Is it not as well,
ander these circumstances, for us to
continue to be our own shippers?

* *® *

As to freer access to the markets of
Canada for the mnatural products of
the United States, or indeed for pro-
ducts of any kind there need be no
difficulty. If in the opinion of the
people of Canada it would be an ad-
vantage to lower the rate of .duty on
imports from the United States, Par-
liament has the power to give expres:
sion to that opinion. Already nearly
50 per cent. of our imports from the
United States are on the free list.
Already our tariff on dutiable goods is
about onehalf that of the United
States, or indeed, for products of any
kind there need be no difficuity. If in
the opinion of the people of Canada
it would be an advantage to lower the
rate of duty on imports from the
United States. Both the free list and
the dutiable list are subject to revi-
sion by Parliament without a” treaty.
If the duty on agricultural implements
or any other article is too high, in the
interests of the whole people, Parlia-
ment can reduce it without a treaty,
and so all along the line. If we can
afford to do without the revenue from
coal, by all means let the duty be re-
moved, and cheapen that article for
the general benefit of the country,
exported to the United States still
remains.

And what
applies to natural products applies
with even greater force to manufac-
tured goods. From 2a statement made

Brown and Bulyea for Saskatchewan

title thereto.

What is the position today ? - Phe

Police and civil officers believe
that at least three men were concern-
ed in the outrage which cost the lives
of more than a score of Times em-
ployees, and the city has placed a price
‘of $10,000 upon the head of each. The
county today voted an additional re.
| ward of $5,000 for every man cap-
tured and convicted, and on top of all
the members of the Merchants’ ‘and
Manufacturers’ Association decided to
offer a reward of $50,000. Twenty-five
thousand of this amount has already
been subscribed, The rest, it is predict-
ed, will be subscribed tomorrow. Up-
on the presumption that at least three
men were responsible, the combined
offers of reward thus approximate
$100,000.

SUPPORT FAMILIES

A New Recommentiation Towards The
Keeping of Prisoners

Washington, Oct. 3. — Payment of
prisoners according to their industry
to insure protection for their families,
and their own rehabilitation on Tre-
lease, was recommended by the Indus-
trial Prison Congress today by the
section on “preventive means.”

The resolution provoked heated dis-
cussion in the congress, not because
the principle of caring for prisoners’
families was opposed, but because it
was not so worded as to fit adoption
in several countries, including the
United States, where prisoners are
unable, under the existing law, to
earn anything. The subject was re-
ferred back to the section on motion
of Mrs. Young, superintendent of pub-
lic schools, Chicago. -

A resolution favoring the provision
of productive work for prisoners, in-
cluding those in houses of detention
and county jails, was adopted. It
was recommended by the section on
“prison administration” which spent
the morning in discussing it. It pro-
vides for central control of work and
officials specially trained to direct
such employment. While not opposing
the addition of the resolution Senator
Pieranont of Italy, pointed out the
diffieulties in the way of procuring
suitable employment for prisoners
without incurring the opposition of
labor unions. .
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NEW SYSTEM
OF FARMING

Dry Farming a Necessity in

- Certain Regions—The New
System Is the Best Yet
Introduced . :

e

Kansas City, Mo., Sept. 25.—To the
farmers in the East- who consider
nothing less than 30 inches of rain a
reasonable year, and less than 20 a
droughts, the work of R. Branagh, in-
ventor of a new dry farming method,

sounds like fiction, but he has the
proof to back it up. Mr. Branagh is
a “dry farmer” in every sense of the
word. A few years ago the science
of “dry farming” was announced. It
really was seientific farming. That
is what Branagh’s is, but he has gone
a step farther than the most optimistie
“dry farmer.”

The first “dry farmers” began to
teach scientific cultivation of the
soil to retain its moisture. They estab-
lished the fact that by properly plow-
ing the ground, then harrowing it and
keeping it when it fell, and that by
further treatment of the top of the
soil in a sort-of mulch, that the rain
would soak in well when it fell, and
that by further treatment of. the. top
of the soil to keep the earth in a
mulch, evaporation could be prevent-
ed. This was given a scientific test
and proved truthful. :

The United States Government—
first reluctantly — established sta-
tions throughout the west, then the
various states, particularly Western
Kansas, Wyoming, Colorado;, Utah
Idaho and North and South Dakota—
established state *“dry farm ‘gtations”
and demonstrated the ‘value of scien-
tific cultivation—of the conservation
of the rainfall and the 'snowfall, and
thousands of farmers have been made
prosperous, and througﬁout the west
“dry farm” associations flourish and
the International Dry Farm congress
has branches DNOW in South Africa
Egypt, Australia, Brazil, Mexico and
everywhere where the rainfall is so
light that a crop, after the old method
of cultivating it without regard to
sclence and trustingyto the rain to
bring resuls, was not possible. Even
in the rainy regions this secientific
method of cultivation has brought
splendid results in the “off years.”

Not Successful Everywhere

But in most of the places where it
has been a success—the only places
in the arid belt where it has been a
guccess every year—is where there is
a winter snowfall. Then the scientific
soil culturist has been able to conserve
the winter moisture till spring, whep
he planted his seeds. and allowed the
summer rains to bring them up—for
it always rains the heaviest and al
ways without fail in the summer time
in the semi:arid and arid regions. Ir
the extreme southern part of the “arid
west,” however, there is no winter
snow and seldom are there winter
rains. When it did rain or snow the
“dry farmers” made successful crops
but when it failed to rain in the
winter—which was oftener than other-
wise—they made nothing. The spring
planting time -found them with very
little; if any, moisture, and even if
they had enough to bring up a crop
the summer rains generally were too
late to do the young plants any good
and in nine cases out of ten the plants
had withered and died before the
rains came down. The result was that
the farmhers began to get di'sg_usted.
This applied particularly to New Mexi-
co, Arizona, Southern California, West
Texas and northern Mexico, and in
many sections of Utah and Idaho.

R. Branagh was living ir. Southern
California, and he tried the “dry
farm” methods. He had the same
experience as others. If there was
enough rain in the winter and the
rains came early enotgh in the sum-
mer, he made good crops, but when this
was not the case he made nothing. He
gave it a thorough trial. For years he
labored and for years he had varying
experiences, but on the whole he had
not made a success of “dry farming.”
Further north, where they had winter
snows, the “dry farmers” were prais-
ing the discoverer of “scientific soil
culture,” but all around him Branagh
heard the same experiences as his
own. Then he heard that it rained
more in northern Mexico than it did
in Southern California, and he moved
to Sonora, near Cananea, but he found
practically the same conditions. He
decided to try a new tack.

Tries a New Plan

He knew that only certain crops
would grow in a few months, but he
selected some of these for his experi-
ment, those that he believed would
grow most easily and net the most
money. He procured summer wheat
he got some frijole seed (Mexican
beans, always marketable at a good
price, and he gsecured sorghum, milo
maize and a few other crops that will
mature quickly. Then he sat dowr
that winter and let his land alone. He
plowed it and when it rained, after
the ground .,had begun to dry, he har-
rowed it, but was not doing it to hold
the moisture. He was getting as much
moisture into it as possible merely tc
pulverize the earth, that was all. He
paid little attention to the land, ex-
cept to keep the surface in such a
condition that it would receive any
rain that fell, so that the big clods
would be pulverized.

Then in the spring when the winter
rains had ceased, if there had beep
any—if not, he did it, anyhow—he
plowed his ground and left it open to
dry. He let it get as dry as a floor
the dryer the better. In the past he
had planted his seed at this time, if
he had any moisture at all; sometimes

there was just enough to rot the seeds
and spoil them. But with this new
experiment he wanted to get all the
moisture out of the ground; he had a
scheme of his own. As the hot sun
beat down upon the land it got dryer
and dryer, and Branagh smiled as he
worked as a day laborer at whatever
he could get to do to make a living
for his family. Then along about the
middle of June Branagh - went out.
plowed furrows in that dry ground and
planted his seed. The natives wag-
ged their heads and said softly, “loco,”
which translated out of pigeon Span-
ish means “crazy.” But Bra.xiagh had
an inspiration.

By July ‘1 he had planted his fri-
joles, his kaffir cornm, his milo maize;
his summer wheat and his sorghum in
that dry soil. When the July rains
set in, the freshly ploughed ground
—which he had harrowed and smooth-
ed after the planting—drank up the
rain like a sponge. Then Branagh
went over it with the harrow again
to break up -~the top and keep the
moisture from escaping. He wanted
to hold all”he could get now. In a
t&w days his fields were green. The
seed had been perfectly preserved in
that hot, dry ground; they were hot
when the rains fell, and it took only
a few hours for them to sprout and
come up. Rain followed rain, and
Branagh followed each summer down-
pour with Lis harrow as soon as the
ground had dried and the plants he-
gan to scpriiis up unde¢ the warm gmn-
mer sun and grow like the proverbial
bay tree.

In short, the rains continued and at
the first of September Branagh har-
vested the biggest “dry farm” crop he
had ever made. He found a ready
market for his frijoles. His wheat
made bread for the family for the
winter, with some to spare, and the
forage crops he stored in his barn
were sufficient to keep the cows and
horses through the winter months and
more. This was six years ago. Every
year aince that time Branagh has pre-
pared his ground in the same manner,
and every year he has made a crop.
The rains always fall in the summer;
they have never been known to fail,
and Branagh always has the seed in
the dry ground when the rains come.
The ground, being dry, the seed will
not spoil no matter how long it has
to remain there, and the heat to which
it has bee nsubjected assists in sprout-
ing when the grain does fall.

New Glasgow, N. S., Sept. 29.—The
body of Litutenant-Governor ‘Fraser
reached New Glasgow yesterday after-
noon, via Mulgrave, from his sum-
mer home at Fort Point, Guysboro.
There had been a funeral service in
the early morning at Fort Point, where
many of the friends and old political
supporters met to pay a last tribute
to his memory. The clergymen of the
town, of every denomination, were
present. As the mourners -walked
solemnly along the shore to the boat
for Mulgrave the bells of the churches.
Protestant and Catholics, tolled a
golemn requiem. At New Glasgow
friends assembled en masse at the
railway station to receive the body
and accompany it to the house of his
nieces, the Misses GFraham. This af
terngon the remains wre buried with
the simple rites of the Presbyteriar
church in the family lot in/ the River
gide cemetery. At the governor’s re
.quest there was 1o official funeral, nc
display, but there was an impressive
scene, an outpouring of people no’
ouly from New Glasgow, but surround
ing towns, while many came in on the
regular and special trains.

year. . The distriet covered in the re-
 port is that part of Saskatchewan and
Alberta north of the surveyed area
and bounded by Green lake, Beaver
river, and conecting waters to Port-
age La Loese, thence down the Clear
water to the Athabasea and up the
latter to the north limit of the sur:
veyed ‘area. The  expioration work
was done by a party of seven men,
under the leadership of F. J. P. Green
C. E.

It is believed that 10,000,000 out cf
the 21,000,000 acres is a conservative
estimate of the land available for set
tlement in its present state. The
greater portion of the remaining area.
o rabout 9,000,000 acres, could Dbe
drained, and it is considered would re-
pay the expenditure. .

Throughout the whole tract there
is an ample fall, which would allew
of drainage being successfully car
ried out. Not over 2,000,000 acres is
covered with water. Climatic condi-
tions prevailing; it is stated, offer nc
obstacle t® farming, and experiments
in agriculture attempted there have
peen successful.

Egg Preservation

(By R. M. West, University Farm,
St. Paul, Minn.)

The primary principle to be observ-
ed in the preservation of eggs is the
protection of the interior from contact
with the air. The most effective way
of doing this is to emerse them in a
water solution of soda ‘silicate, usnally
known as «“water-glass.” Sodium sili-
cate can be obtained from any drug-
gist at from 45 to 60 cents per gallon.
One gallon should be sufficient for-
about 50 dozen eggs.

Mix one part of the sodium silicate
with from ten to twelve parts of water.
Some water glass is so thick that, with
this dilution, the eggs will float. In
such a ‘case add enough more water to
make them settle to the bottom of the
liguid. Use only clean water, from
which the air has beem removed by
boiling. Be sure that it is cold be-
fore mixing it with the water-glass.

Pack the eggs in a jar or clean
wooden keg, and add the preserving
solution in sufficient quantity to cover
the eggs. No part of the shell should
be exposed to the air.

The packed eggs should be kept
cool.. A cellar is the best place for
storing them. Pack only strictly fresh
eggs. Stale eggs will not keep: for
any length of time under any condi-
tions, and they may affect the fresh
eggs which are packed with them. Do
not wash eggs before packing them.
Washing removes the shell from the
mucilageneous coating which npature
provides for their temporary preserva:
tion. f

Eggs preserved in ‘this- way retain
their original flavor perfectly, they are
not discolored, the yolk retains its
normal consistency for several
months. 3

Other methods of preservation
though less satisfactory in their re
sults, will keep eggs from three to
four months in such condition that
they may be used for cooking -pur
poses. A preserving mixture whieb
has given fair results is made up of
31, pounds of fresh lime mixed with

Eggs may also be preserved fairly
well for a few months by packing dry
in a mixture of equal parts’ salt and
sawdust.

A Right and a Wrofig Way—Best of |
Fods ‘If Properly Taken
The Dairy (London, Eng) ¥ives the
following advice on drinking milk:
Thereisarlchtmandnmm
way to drink milk, and the great maj
ority-of people drink it in’ the _ll!ﬁtlr
way. This is the real reasom why
milk disagrees with so many people;
at least it is one of the chief reasons.
Milk contaids all the elements neces
sary for maintaining the physical
health of those who know how to use
it properly. Indeed, (says a writer in
Health), most people would be better
off physically if milk and entire wheat
bread formed their ordinary diet. Be-
pecially is this true of delicate persons
whose powers of digestion have be
come enfeebled. Persons suffering
from enrvous prostration are not able
to digest meat, and will find great
benefit from a purely .milk diet, but
the milk must not be imbibed 1like
draughts of water—it must be sipped
slowly, a teaspoonful at a time. There
is a seientific reason for drinking milk
very slowly and in very small quanti-
ties. ’ s this: Milk curdles as soon
as it comes in contact with the juice
of the stdmach. If a long draught of
milk is taken into the stomach, the
result is a large curd through which
the gastric juices cannot readily pene
trate and act with solvent power.

A small sip of milk .makes a tiny
curd, so if a tumbler of milk is taken
sip by sip, it will readily be seen th';t
the result will be a number of little
curds, each one of which can speedily
be acted upon and. digested by the
gastric juices of the stomach. ;

Where specia] nourishment is de
sirable, as in ‘the case of very weak
persons, or convalescents from wast:
ing diseases, beef and wheat peptones
may be added, or some one of the
infant foods which are known to be
absolutely free from starch.

1t is unwise to add starch foods like
farnia or arrowroot or cornstarch tc
the milk for weak people or invalids
under the impression that the foods
are more delicate and easily digestible
for they are, on the contrary, very daif
ficult of digestion. Milk alone is ‘far
better for persons Wwho have weak
digestive powers, but the one great
need which must be impressed is-th
need of drinking slowly and in very
small sips with intervals between the
sips. In nine cases out of tem, milK’
taken in this manner will agree with:
people unless there is some fault in:
the milk. =~ - :

Water may be taken in ‘long"
draughts without danger, provided the
system is not weak, and overheated
by running or other exercise, but milk:
should always be imbibed slowly.

TRAPPERS

Melfort, Sask., Oct. 1.—Some phe-
nomenal yields of wheat are being re-
corded in this district..
