Strike Situation is Growing Worse

Washington, Oct. 3.—The president
is. preparing a statement on the ceal
conference which is -expected to be
issped shortly

Later—The ccnference broke up fif-
teen minutes aiter 5 o’clock. While
public statement _has yet been
made, it is known that no agreement
was reached. During the conference
Mr. Mitchell ofiered to refer the set-
tlement of the questions involved. in
the strike to a committee to be .ap-
pointed by the president. To this
proposition the operators vehemently
expressed disapproval and said they
would not listen to any proposition

Representatives of the railroads
likewise said the fight would con-
tinue as before. They said they

would demand protection and if that
were given, they were confident they
would have enough men.to mine all
the coal that is need.
