The parents in Nova Scotia who
have to buy school books for their
children gre paying nearly four times
for their ks as much as they pay in
Ontario. This means that the parents
of Kings county are being bled most
freely. Some one is getting the dif
ference while the Murray government
is looking on with a wide smile while
this ‘sweating’ procéss is being per-
formed.

Now don't any one imagine for a
moment that there is no remedy, be-
cause there is, The blame lies right
at the feet of the Murray government,
and they alone are responsible for this
robbery in the price ot our school
books. They could remedy the evil
immediately if they wished to, but in-
stead of that they protect the school
book ring of Halifax and permit them
to get the parents’ money. When
elections come on the ring are all
too ready to help the government,and
the help is human and not in prayers.

When the old. Ross government was
defeated and the Whitsey govergment
tame into power, almost . the first
thing they did was to appoint a com-
mission to investigate the question of
cheaper school books. The result was
revelations of a system of graft and
stealing almost unbelieveable, and
when the present Murray government
is cast away an unearthing will take
place in Nova Scotia.

Ontario is to-day selling its school
books from 30 to 40 per cent, cheaper
than they were sold under the previ-
ous government, and almost identi.
cal with the experience of Ontario,
was that of New Brunswick, immedi-
ately the old government was defeat-
ed, so that to-day their school books
are 40 per cent, cheaper than previous
to 1908,

And yet the government at Halifax
has not, will not and dare not move a
finger to solve the hardship. Is it not
about time for a change?

I~_As the provincial campaign in No-
va Scotia progresses some interesting
sidelights are being developed.

E. M. Macdonald, the federal mem~)|
ber from  Pictou county, can be put
down as the next judge to be appoint-
ed in this province, where a vacancy
is said to be pending.

The political pot has been boiling of

K. C., is absolutely ‘out of it’ tora
time at least, and in the meantime
there‘hmy be a new king over Egypt
which knew not Joseph.

There is the best evidence for stat-
ing that the member for Pictou has
been on the point of bolting trom his
party on the reciprocity question. At
the federal capital he has not opened
his mouth in favor of it, but was
known to be really in sympathy with
his political friends, Sifton, German,
Harris and Sealey. He kept away
from the House on various pretexts,
It was a too bitter pill for him to di-
gest in more ways than one, If we
Wwere to say that Mr. Macdovald bad
denounced the pact o his itimate
friends it might be bard to prove, be-
cause these friends would not go back
on their friend Macdonald. If it were
alleged that for a loug while he and
Mr. Fielding were on anything but
friendly terms, another denial might
be produced, but one that wouldbring
a smile even to the face of the Prem-
ier of Canada himself, than whom no
one knows better the relations exist-
ing between these two leading Liber-
als from our little province.

Murray, and,
above all, throughoat loyal Nova Sco-
tia there was a sestiment showing
that our pros perity, so boasted about
by Premler Murray, bad been brought
about und:r a self respecting Canadi-
an policy, despite hostile American
tariffs and the too plsin aims that lay
behind these tariff enactments, And
beside, there was no necessity for such
a radical departure, when the trade
relatious between Capnada and Great
Britain were on the point of being
urther afeaded in the gemeral inter-
ests of the empire.

But a still further element eropped
up to spoil the little plans so nicely
laid by Mr. Fielding, and of course
seconded by Premier Murray, While
