ALBANY, N.Y., May 27. —Inspector Arthur
Hollick’s report to she State Board of Health
shows a shocking condition of matters at
Blissville, Queen’s county. In one place four
or five hundred cattie were housed and
fed on distillery swill, fattening for
slaughter. One of them was diseased
with pleuro-pneumonia. In another place
there were five cases of acute pleuro-
pneumonia in the stables, and three
outside were just dying. They bad been
milked that morning, and the milk. dis-
tributed to customers. Inanother stable out
of 128 cows nine were diseased. Outside the
city limits were several smaller dairies with
about the same percentage of disease. The
Brooklyn commissioner suspects when
diseased cows are no longer able to furnish
milk they are slaughtered and smuggled to
New York and Brooklyn for food.

A doctor, in the Landes, as in Sologne or
Vendée, has no bed of roses to lie upon. He
isin constant antagonism with a rival pro-
fessional, the sorcerer, or witch healer, who
cures ague and fever by the aid of simpies
and charms ; and he finds himself etcrnaliy
thwarted by those maleficent hags, the ‘‘ wise
womep,” or *‘disuses,” who are the pest of
rural France, and who negative every vrecept
he can utter as to {r&h air, cleanliness for the
sick, and especiaily the hygenic conditions
necessary for the rearing of weakiy coildren.
It may seem scarcely credible that in the
nineteentn century there should be crones
who make a living by preaching dirt, ver-
min, and neglect as essential for the health
of the young ; but every village practitioner
{rom Tours to Bayonne knows, to his vexa-
tioh, that such 1is the case. edical science
does not receive, in the country, the unhesi-
tating respect which it meets with in the
great towns, If a rural doctor is also a skilled
veterinary surgeon, as sometimes happens,
well and good, The cure of alame hoise or a
sick cow does more to influence the bucolic
mind than the most eloquent of expositions.

Our Debt to the Ideal of the Virgin Mary.

Not so, however, with the essentially
feminine type of Christianity, which finds its
natural expression in the ideal of tenderness
and pure emotion represented by the Virgin
Mary. For, whatever may be our opinion as
to the theological soundness of the Roman
Catholic veneration for the Virgin, there can
be no doubt that the elevation of this
womanly ideal has proioundly influenced
the course of civilization. In other ages of
the world great respect has been paid to the
idea of perpetual virginity, butin the Catholic
reverence for the Virgin Mary a redeeming
and ennobling element has been supplied
with throws a halo around the name of
woman, and lifts us into a higher sphere of
emotéon. Of course, the woman of the future
cannot be molded eatirely in accordance wita
the saintly ideal of the Roman Catholic
Churcb. But it must be conceded that the
exalted conception which has enabled this
beautiful 1deal to traverse the ages unob-
scured by the clouds of earth is of very great
value to us in estimating the quality of
woman's influenze. If it does no more, it
plainly shows how important has been the
change produced by Christianity ; and it
also shows how closely related are the ad-
vancement of Christianity and the emancipa-
tion of women.

Smilpoz Scare in London.

The city of London, since
the outbreak of smalipox last November, has
expended £250,000 for additional accommoda-
tion for the constantly inereasing number of
affected persons. It is now proposed. $o
erect new metropolitan smallpox hospitals at
acost of £75,000.

Two Dynamiters Captured.

LoxpoN, May 26.—Two men from Calais
were arrested at Charing Cross railway sta-
tion this morning. Their luggage contained
a quantity of explosives, with what gre sup-
posed to be infernal machines. The men de-
clare their property was intended for a per-
fectly legitimate purpose. The dynamiters
eluded the detectives at Dover until the train
was about to start, when they rushed into
the station, and attempted to board the
train. The deétectives then seized the men,
who clung to the running train, and a des-
perate struggie ensued, the officers and men

eing dragged a considerable distance. The
detectives finally secured their prisoners and
brought them to London.

Vanderbiit Makes a Stir,

Loxpox, May 24.—Mr, Wm. H. Vander-
bilt came to the surface yesterday, and ac-
companied by Mr. J. P, Bigelow quietly
strolled down the Strand. The day was the
hottest of the season, and Mr. Vanderbilt
made himself remarkably conspicuous by
wearing an overcoat. Passers-by smiled,
boot-blacks piped their chaff, and the whole
street turned and looked as the perspiring
miillionaire made his way. Mr. Bigelow be-
came 1mpatient at the attention wnich he and
his companion attracted. He could not tell
whether it was them or the cpat, so he finaliy
called a cabin’which they disappeared.

Revival Services

Loxpox, May 27.—Messrs. Dwizht L.
Moody and Ira D. Sankey, the American
Evangelists, began a three weeks’ ifarewell
mission to-day in an immense tabernacle
which has been erected for their use on the
Thames embankment. Mr., Moody told a
cable news correspondent that the Lord had
wonderfully blessed the work in which they
had been engaged during the past winter and
spring 1n  London. During that time
they held missions varying in dura-
tion from one to four weeks at Wands-
worth, Isiington, Stepney, Ciapham,
Battersea, Stratford, New Cross, Hammer-
smith, and Hampstead, and thousands of
souls had been brought to the Saviour. Mr.
Sankey had been forced to absent himseli
from the Lord’s vineyard for several weeks
on account of illness, but he was now happily
recovered, and they believed that the present
series of revival meetings would be the most
successful of all their work in England.
After these meetings they expect torest a few
weeks, and to return to the United Stites
early in July. Mr. Sankey reappeared to-
day and led the singing at the aiternoon ser-
vice, which had a congregation numbering
ten thousand persons.

Nihilistic Proclamation.

Loxpoxn, May 27. —The Russian Nihilists
have renewed their activity and begun a mew
campaign of terrorism in the Province of Mos-
cow. They have placarded that province
and its capital with hundreds of copies of
a manifesto conveving a threat of death to
the Czar. As these placards were all posted
on the same mght, and as each man engaged
"n‘thg work could have posted but very ‘few

t them, owing to the “Hecessity  of dodging
: it is. eVident that Vne Nihilists
‘must connt among their members a large num-
ber of men willing to risk their liberty in the
prosecution of such an enterprise. The pro-
clamations are well printed on good paper,
and are headed *‘* The Executive Committee
to the Emperor Alexander 1II.” They have
neither date nor signature. but each copy
bears the usual seal of the Executive Com-
nfittee impressed upon the paper aiter it
had been printed. The proclamation reminds
the Czar that he was warned in May, 1881,
that, if he would avoid the fate which had
befallen his father two months before, he
must granf a constitutional form of govern-
ment, and organize a Parliament composed of
representatives of the people. During the
three yearsthat have followed this warning,
the proclamation says, the revelutionists
bave suspended their agitation, but now that
their warning has been so long unheeded, they
inform the Czar that he must prepare to be
dealt with as his father and removed, and as
suddenly as his father and predecessor. The
police tore down the placards before moet of
the citizens were stirring, and have made
strenuous efforts to find the persons who
printed and posted them. Many students of
both sexes have been arrested on suspicion,
and a thorough search has been made of the
offices of all newspapers, and printers sus-
pected of disloyalty, none of the peculiar type
used in printing the placards has been dis-
covered, and the police believe that it was
melted up immediately after being used.

A Sensational Execution.

Loxnox, May 26.—A horribly sensational
hanging occurred to-day at Lincoln. The
vicim was Mrs. Leflley, who poisoned her
husband last fall. She was convicted at the
Lincoinshire sessions. She had acquired
some money by her husband’s death, and she
spent liberally in ?ressing an appeal to the
Home Secretary for a commutation of her
sentence to imprisonment for life, or, if that
were refused, for a reprieve of a few weeks.
To the very last moment Mrs, Leffley be-
lieved that a reprieve would be granted, and
she was not by any manner of means recon-
ciled to her fate. When she first saw the
hangman in the pinioning-room she shrieked
with terror and fainted. She was restored to
consciousness, and the hangman began to
prepare her for the gollows by pinioning her
elbows and fixing a strap loosely around her
skirts, to be tightened about her ankles after
she had walked to the scaffold. Mrs,
Leffley fought desperateiy to prevent these
restraints, and gave utterance to frightful
yells, which were heard even outside the
massive walls of the gaok _ On the way to the
scaffold the screams of th®condemned woman
were aimost maniacal. and drowned the
voice of the prison chaplain, who was recit-
ing the prayers for the dying. When she
was placed upon the trap she coutinued
to screamn and incoherently avow her inno-
cénce until the white cap was pulled down
over her mouth and stitied her voice, Then
the trap fell, the woman was drooped into
the well, and in a few minutes was pronounc-
ed dead. The usual inquest was held, and
the corpse was buried in the gaol-yard, and
covered with quiqklime, Contrary to the
usual custom, no representatives of the press
were admitted to the gaol-yvard. and very
contradictory  stories are told by the medi-
cal men and other official witnesses of the
execution, All the facts as stated are ad-
mitted by all the witnesses, but some of them
state in addition that hamgmau Binns was
unnecessarily’'and barbarously brutal in his
treatment of the unhappy womau. According
to their statements, he knocked her down in
the pinioning-room, and chocked her until
her face was livid, iu order to stop her
screammng.. The London papers generally con-
demn the exciusion of the press, and say that
this disgraceful scene fnrnishes another and
qumite sufficient reason for the dismissal of the
drunken brute Binas from his office of official
hangman,

Lands.

EUROPE,

A Paris despatch says it is stated that
Belgium and Holland have agreed to exclude
the German princes from succession to the
Dutch throne.

A Paris despatch says the rupture between
Prince Vietor and his father 1s complete.
Victor has fallen heir to £40,000 willed him
by an unknown person.

The floods 1n the south-eastern provinces of
Spain are becoming alarming. Whole towns
are cut off and the crops destroyed. Many
families are homeless,

The Emperor William will lay the founda-
tion stone of the new House of Parliament in
Berlin June 6th. The event will be celebrat-
ed with great ceremony.

If he remains President of the Council he
will give up the functions of Minister of
Foreign Affairs and Minister of Commerce
and Industry.

Italy supports France in her demands tor
an internasional control over Egypt. The
Egyptian conference will open with the
power to decide all questions in regard to
the control in Egypt, the reform of the
present administration, and the term of the
Engiish occupation.

A Vienna despatch says M. Wolowski,
editor of the Messager de Vienne, declares
the report of Bismarck sent to the commis-
sion at Leipsic which tried Krazewski and
Hentsch, that the late M. Gambetta employed
Poles to collect and treasonably circulate the
military secrets of Germany is altogether
untrue.

Crusade against Ptano Playing.

Beruriy, May 24.—A crusade against piano
playing has been begun here. The crusaders
bave circulated petitions among the residents
of portions of the city, and they have been
presented to the municival and poiice authori-
ties. They set forth that the constant and
monotonous practising of scales and exerzises
by piano pupiis has become an intolerabie nui-
tance, causing much suifering to invalids, and
depreciating the value of real estate. They
pray that a municipal ordinance be enacted
restricting the time of piano playing and
practising to the hours between 11 a.m. and
noon, and between 8 and 11 p.m.

German Prison Cruclties,

BerLIN, May 26.—The German Socialists
are very indignant over a series of alleged
barbarities in the Saxon State vrison at
Halle, which has resulted, it is declared, in
thedeath of three prisoners and the houveless
nsanity of a fourth. They, with five others,
were tried and convicted #t Leipsic in Oc-
tober, 1881, on charges of treason, and seut
to Halle to serve their terms of imprisonment.
The five sutvi ub! t‘hc’pfnty were released
to which "Yheyfaffirm tney aemﬁahjectz-d.
They say that” the iron discipline at Haule
absolutely prevents sleep and compels the
wretched prisoners to labour umtil they drop
down from exhaustion. The oppouents of
the extension of the anti-Socialist laws pro-
pose to use this incident as an argument
against these laws when they are again
brougbt up for discussion in the Reichstag.

The Morganatic Scandal.

BeRLIN, May 26.— Another crop ofscandal is
promised in connection with the left-handed
marriageof the Grand Duke LouisIV.oi Hesse.
Mme. De Kalamine, the morganatic spouse,
whom Louis wishes to divorce, now threatens
fight, and promises some ugly revelations. She
says that the Grand Duke’slife, since the
death of his wife, Princess Alice, would not
bear close scrutiny, and that she has the best
of reasons for knowing of some of his lapses.
She aiso says that if she has committed such
anti nuptial sins as are charged by the Grand
Duke, she did not sin without a partner, and
that if there were any sin and any partner-
ship therein, the Grand Duke knows who the
partner was. She declares it the height of
ungenerosity to tax ber with such offences, and
she threatens to ‘‘tear the whole Darmstadt
court to pieces ” morally, if the Grand Duke
persists in his attempt to secure a divorce on
account of any charges to be alleged against
her.

[Mme. De Kalamine comes of a stock in
whicn the bar sinister played a prominent
part. She is descended from the illegitimate
offspring of Marshal de Saxe and the fascinat-
ing actress Adrienne Lecouvreur, Saxe was
the natural son of Augustus the Strong,
Elector of Saxony and King of Poland, by
the Swedish Countess of Konmigsmark, and
Philip Christopher, brother of this lady,
selected as his mistress Sophia, the wife of
George I. of England, whom she left on
account of his gloomy and jealous character
for the gallant Swedish adventurer. ]

Death of Mahmoud Pasha.

CoONSTANTINOPLE, May 21. — Mahmoud
Damad Pasha is dead. He was interred at
the same time as Midhat.

The name of Mahmoud Pasha has not been
prominently before the public for some time
past, but he played an important part in the
foreign affairs of Turkey, and in the re-organ-
ization of her navy some twenty years ago.
He was a disciple of Rechid Pasha, and
commenced his career in the office of the
Grand Refendary, and rose to the post of
Mektonbchi in the Hardjié (Foreign office).
Thence in succession to those of Grand Chan-
cellor of the Imperial Divan and Musteschar,
or Under-Secretary of State for Foreign
Affairs. He was subsequently promoted to
the rank of Muchir, and served as Governor-
General of Syria, and of Smyroa, thea as
Minister of Commerce, and after the death of
Rechid Pasha, as Governor-General of Tripoli
and Barbary.

STATE PENSIONS.

Bradlaugh Attacks the Memory of Marl-
borough and Peun,

Loxpox, May 27.—In reference to the
commuting of the Duke of Mariborough and
Wm. Peon pensions, Bradlaugh writes a let-
ter to the Treasury, stating that Marlborough
betrayed England, embezzled £400,000 of pub-
lic moneys, and accepted bribes from bread
contractors, who were thus permitted to sap-
ply the army with such poor food that many

soidiers were sickened by it and died. He

recognized the Penns were compensated for
their claims by the payment of £130g000,
given in instalinents of £15,000 yearly with
interest. The Penn pensicn when originally
granted was a fraud on the nation, and the
present recipient is not a direct blood heir 6f
William Penn.

Jonn Churchill, afterwards Duke of Marl-
borough, was born in 1650 and died 1722.
He early entered the army, and owed his
rapid promotion not alone to his military
talents, which were undoubted, but also to
his diplomatic intrigue and the influence of
his wife at court. He served under Charies
II., James II., William IIL, and Queen
Anne. The battle of Blenheim, which he
won in 1704, elicited the gratitude of bota
the Queen and the nation at large. He was
created a duke, Blenheim palace, at Wood-
stock, was erected for him by the Govern-
ment, and £5,000 a year conferred in per-
petuity. The duke left no. male heirs, and
bis title passed to his eldest daughter, Hen-
rietta, from whom 1t descended to Charles
Spencer, Earl of Sunderland.

WILLIAM PENN,

William Penn, whose heirs aiso enjoy a
pension irom the English Government, was
born in London in 1644, and died at Rus-
combe, Rergshire, in 1718, He was the son
of Admiral Sir Wiilliam Penn, and baving
joined the religioas sect known as Friends or
Quakers, be several times underwent impris-
onment for his peculiar views ; but owing to
tbe influence of his father and by his own
power, he obtained many concessions of civil
and religious liberty for his co-worshippers.
In 1681 he obtained from the Crown, on pay-
ment of a debt of £16,000 due to Sir William
Penn,thendeceased, the State of Pennsylvanias
His title to this he aiterwards surrendered to
the Englisn Crown for £12,000. For services
rendered to James II., principaliy iu connec-
tion with the rebeliion of the Duke of Mon-
mguth, which, if not dishonourabie, were open
td suspicion, he was granted the pension 1n
question amounting to £4,000 a year for
ever. Referring to tnis biot upon tue
character of a man whose name has hecome
almost a synonym for upright integrity, Lord
Macaulay savs:—*‘ Unhappily, it cannot be
concealed that he bore a chiei part in some
transactions condemned, not merely by the

ter, and Miss McCarthy. Naturally they
were very much alarmed at seeing the smoke,
and did not care to leave the office. Had
they domesoand passed by the elevator to
the iron doors leading to the compo:ing-rovm
which were closed but not locked, they
COULD EASILY HAVE ESCAPED

by tbe north stairs without going through the
experietit® which they afterwards met with.
Mr. Hambly, of the editorial staff, was at
work in his room on the third flat, ard on
detecting the smoke he immediately rushed
towards the elevator to get to the telephone
girls, but dense volumes of smoke drove him
back. He thereupon closed the iron doors
and passed down the north stairs to give the
alarm. On returning to the editorial depart-
ment again he found that the iron doors had
been opened and the fire just making its en-
trapce. Once more he managsd to get them
closed and fastened, thus saving the rooms
from further damage. Re-entering his room,
he found the telephone girls at the winodows
of their office, which overlooks his, but one 3
floor higher up.

Some of them were preparingotos: takes

The men were only just
in time in doing this, as the girls had become
terribly excited, and one of them was pre-
paring to jump into King street, which had
she donefsne wouid have mef with certain de-
struction.

'THE LAND HUNGER.

Immense Influx of Immigrants to the
North-West,

Orrawa, May 26.—The onward march of
the North-West still continues. Since the
season of 1879 the areas surveyed and set out
for settlement amount to 51,210,000 acres,
equal to 313,800 farms of 160 acres each.
Previous to 1879 the areas surveyed and set
out for settlement only amounted to 66,500
such farms. It has become necessary in con-
sequence of the demand to divide the North-
West into & number of land agencies. The
Regina district, which was one agency, is
now divided into three districts, and for the
south or Coteau district J. J. McHugh,
formerly Indian farm superintendent in the
North-West Territories, has been appointed
Domrinion land agent. For the north or
Touchwood district, Mr. McTaggart, of
North Victoria, Ont., hasibeen appointed land
agent. West of Regina district,the Swift Cur-
|, rentdistrict has been laid out, and Mr. Wm,

the-Branfion land office, has been appointed 4
agent at Swift Courrent, on the line of the
Canadian Pacific railway., West of Swift
Current district- is

CALGARY DISTRICT,

to which Mr, J. MacDonald Gordon, agent
at Regina, has been promoted for his efficient
services, his place at Regina being taken by
Mr, W. H. Stevenson, who was at one time
agent in the Tuartle Mountain county, and
has for sdme time been acting at Nelson.
These districts are in the South Saskatche.
wan and Qu’Appelle plains regiom, north of
Calgary. The rogion on the North Saskat-
chewan, from east ofi Edmonton to the

In 1877 shere were three agencies of Do-
minion lands in al} Mauitoba and the North-
West, one at Winnipeg, one at Emerson, and
the third at Portage La Prairie. In 1878,
on account of settlers pushing their way to
the Pembina mountain and the Little Saskat-
chewan river regions, two more agencies were
opened. They were on alimited scale and of
a primitive character. One man carrying his

tion, the Government, finding that there is an
important movement of population to the
mining region of the Rockies, and conse-
quently anticipating considerable develop-
ment of mining industry, have decided upon
appointing Mr. Wm. Pearce, heretofore In-
spector of Dominion Land Agencies, to the
pesition of Superintendent of Mines. Under
the mining regulations authorized last ses-
sion, he will bave the sett.ement of ail dis-
putes among the miners, as well as the gene-
ral supervision of the mining properties.” As
a number of miners are fiuding their way to
the rich auriferous regions of tne Rockies,
the provisions of the Peace Preservation
Act will be put in force early in June.

And yet there are forty licensed hotels in
Port Arthur, No doubt this inconvenience
will only be temporary. Good servant girls
are in demand, and are being paid a high rate
of wages, $25 per month, not being an ex-
ceptional figure. The prices of all articles of
consumnption are also high. Hotel accom-
modation, thereiore, which, in the present
crowded condition of the town, iz not, as a
rule, as satisfactory as one could wish, costs
three dollars per day.

Port Arthar is very favourably situated for
a summer resort. After ten o'clock a.m.
there is a grateful breeze always, even in the
warmest weather, with fine cool evenings,
The residents, of Winnipeg will no doubt
frequent Port. Arthur during the heated
months, now that the trip between the two
places can be made so expeditionsly and with
s0 much comiort.

The present excitement has extended to
Fort William, aud a good deal of property is
changing hands in that place also. Prices

in Fort William and building operations are
exceedingly brisk. The demand for accow-
modation is iar in excess of the supply, and
to meet present wants, until buiiding ma-
terials are more plentiful, many shantiss are
being run up around town, and tenants are
foand for them as soon as they are completed,
Rents have risen very considerably of late.

The
population of the town, counting from the
mouth of the river up, is at present esti.

There is a bar at the
mouth of the river which reduces the depth
to nine feet ; but this pomnt th: Government
have decided to dredge to the same depth as
is to be found up above. Deep dranght
steamers will then be able to sail up to the
town and beyond it. The banks of the river
are almost perpendicular, and are admirably
adapted for” the building of wharves, The
Canadian Pacific railway switches and sidings
hereare from five to seven miles in extent,
and are continually being added to. It is
said, too, that theecompany intend erecting a
large grain elevator here. They have one
already at Port Arthur, and there is talk of
another being pat up at that town. Pending
the completion of the C. P, R, around the
north shore of Lake Superior, tnere will be
plenty to do for these clevators if but a fifth of
the graiu whicn the North-West fixpected to
prot?uce comes over the company’s lines on its
way to the seaboard. The/ people of Fort
William are strong in the belief that there is
a‘great future for their town.

THE TRIP TO WINNIPEG,

The train which carried the Algoma’s pas-
sengers to Winnipeg started about half-past
two on the Monday afternoon. Many of
those on board the cars were anticipating a
rough ride to' the North-West capital. But
they were agreeably disappointed.

| ADVANTAGE IN FAVOUR OF MONTREAL
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Low Price of Wheat: in England the Cause
of the Diffioulty.

THE FEELING IN NONTREAL OX THE SUBJECT.

Orrawa, May 27.—The following notes re-
specting the question of the abolition of the
caval uﬁh way be useful in the way of assist-
ing the readers of THE MAIL to arrive at a
sound conclasion.

During the same week New York exported
474,197 bush. of wheat and corn less than
Baltimore, with no canal or waterways,

Leaving the waterways out of the guestion,
Montreal has as cheap rail transport as Am-
erican cities. She has, it is stated, the cheapest
ocean freight rates this spring. Why does
she only export some 40,000 bush. to Boston’s
124,000, Philadelphia’s 164,000, and Balti-
more’s 623,000? Taking into consider-
ation insurance (which js assumed by
the carrier and charged the grain
by water), interest on property, etc., rail
rates are as cheap as watér transport. Ac-
cordingly this year transport of grain has
been cﬁieﬂy by rail, in which Montreal has
no disadvantage of canal tolls. Why does
she mot do the business? Boston has this
spring exported quantities of corn which was
brought through the Welland canal to Og-
densburg, thenee shipped by rail to Boston,
This corn all’ paid the canal tolis. What,
then, is to hinder Montreal doing the same?
The answer must be soughtin the general
condition of the business. The prices of grain
in the English market are down lower than
can be remembered within a period of thirty
years, The railways have cut rates to the
lowest point, and the rate has this year
fallen from 30 cents per 100 pounds down to
15 cents between Chicago and New York.
Thatis, the railways have been

 QUEBEC AUTONOMY.

The Resolutions Submitted by Mr, Joly,

Quesec, May 27.—Mr. Joly moved the
following resolutions in the Assembly on
Saturday :—

Thag whereas by address to the Queen, the
Imdperisl Parliament was asked to pass and
did pass the Act known as the British
North America Act, for the uuion of the
provinces on the basis of certain accompany-
ing resolutions known as the Quebec reso-
lutions ; d

That short as the trial has been to which
the new constitution had been subjected, it
has been already shown that

GERMS OF DISCORD

exist between the provinces and the Federal
g:c'ﬂ, the origin of which may be traced

k to changes made by the British North
America Act in the resolutions upon which
the said Act was to have besn based.

That clanse 43 of said resolutions gives con-
trol over licenses without any restriction
whatever to the provinces on the following,
namely, shop, saloon, tavern, auctioneer, and
other licenses, while the British North

be exercised by the Provincial Legislatures in
order to the raising of a revenue for provin-
cial, local, or municipal parposes ;

That this radical change made in one of
the conditions of the Federallcompact is one
of the sources of discord between the pro-
vinces and the Federal power ;

That the said resolutions, while setting
forth the subjects which are under the controi
of our Federal Parliament, assign to it all
such works as shall, although lying wholly
within any province, be especially deslared
by the Acts authorizing them to be for

THE GENERAL ADVANTAGE,

while the British North America Act goes
mach further, and gives to the Federal Par-
liament jurisdiction over such works as, al-
though wholly situate within a province, are
before or after their exectition declared by the
Parhiament of Canada to be for the general
advantage of two or more of the provinces;

That the -direct result of this change has
been to take from the Province of Quebec its
control over all the railways built within its
limits with the aid of provincial grants, ex-
cept over one, whose control it may also lose
at any day ;

That these changes, and others whose in-
fluence have not been as yet practically fels,
neutrelize the precautions taken to emsure
harmony between the provinces and the
Federal power ;

That in order to avoid in future any cause
for a conflict between the provinces and the
Federal power, it is expedient to adopt the
necessary measures to have the British North
America Act modified, so as to meet the
views of all parties as expresseq in the
Federal compact.

After a heated discnssion from both sides
of the House on Monday, the resolution was
lost by a vote of 34 to 13. ‘

In '1360 he entered into a controversy with
the mendicant orders, upholding the author-
ity of the parocmal clergy against the friars,
Tgil dispute gave tone to his fature conduct,
and in successive pamphlets and sermons he
maintained the supreme authority of the
King over all persons and gro rty in Eng-
land, and he opposed the hol m‘g of English

THE LIVE STOCK TRADE.

TaE interest taken by Great Britain in
the live stock trade with Canada increases.
This is not to be wondered at ; for the Do-
minion, (hilo preparing to supply Eng-
land’s millions with beet and mutton, also
offers a market to the English cattle-
breeder for the best of his stock for breed-
ing purposes and a home for those British
farmers with capital who desire to enter
into stock-raising upon a large scale. OQur
imports of the better breeds from England
have of late years been very large. That
they will not immediately diminish is
clear. Professor BROWN, of the Guelph
Agricultural College, who is in Aberdeen
now, gives in an address issued by him to
the farmers of Britain the reason for this.
Great Britain, owing ta the peculiar physi~
cal condition of the country, has been able
so far to do what other countries have
failed to do, that is, to originate and
maintain  breeds of cattle  fisted
in every essential to the worlds
markets. The caftle when taken
abroad -Jose in. their -successors, as time
progresses, the qualifies for which the
original stock - was ocelebrated, and it is
necessary to return t6 ‘England and Scot-
land for new biood from the old sources.

It is not to be supposed, hcwever, that
this condition of nﬁm will perm;nent.
As Mr. BRowN says, the day may come
when time, with skill and changed physi-
cal gonditions, will provide a breed that
may fill the biil as well, if not better, for
a particular country than anything Britain

. In view ofthis and .of the in-
creasing demand for. the superior breeds
of cattle on this side of the Atlantic, Mr.
BrowN reco; the British cattle
raiser with capital to transfer the scene of
his operations to Ontario, where "he will
find an invigorating climate, a purifying
winter, and all the crops which are essen-
tial to animal life at all seasons.

The
statement that these have been ‘‘applied
for” virtually means that they have been
purchased on time, as the applicant has
the prior right of purchase. We have
reason to believe that the applicant in this
case is our modest friend Mr. Coe. There
is also reason to believe that the same
humble individual has likewise secured in
his grasp an equally iarge area of land in
the townships of Lake and Dungannon in
Hastings, and OChandos, Methuen, Bel-
mont, and Cardiff in the neighbouring
county of Peterborough.

Exposure of the Outery of Want of Work—
The Experi of a Phil hropi

MoxsTREAL, May 22, —The hollowness and
absurdity of the outery made by a few con-
firmed loafers who ianded here as immi-
grants from England has been most thor-
oughly exposed by thé Rev. Jno, Nichols,
pastor of the Presbyterian church here. The
reverend gegtleman is particularly well quali-
fied for the duty he bdas performed through
the local press, inasmuch as he is one of the
most energetic labourers in the philantropic
field that is to be found in the city. The
following are a few excerpts from Mr.
Nichols’ letter, which has had a powertful in-
fluence 1n gqualifying the opinions of the
public, which were being led astray by a

Sir J. B. Lawes says that of dry food eaten
by sheep it has been found that these animals
stored up in increased weight twelve per
cent., while cattle only laid up in increased
weight eight per cent.; or, in other words,
eight and a halt pounds of dry foods inereased
the live weight of sheep as mach as did
twelve and a half pounds she live weight of
cattle.

Professor Henry says :—I would urge that
our farmers give more oats to ypung stock,
colts as well as calves. There is no food so
easily ‘attainable that will so well correct
acidity of the stomach and keep the whole
system in good order. To those who wish

Wheat Rust,

It is now popularly known that wheat rust
propagatesupon the barberry. Nine species
of barberry, natives of varions countries, are
now known to harbour the pest. The common
caltivated evergreen mahonia or ilex-leaved
barberry, is one of the hosts “of wkeat rust.
Wheat rust is common where barberries are
not keown, however, and some other plant
must breed it. Perhaps it goes through its

grass, where it is known to be common, In
1755 Massachusetts Colony passed ‘ an Act
to prevent damage to English grain .risi:s
from barberry ‘bushres.” The "law provid
for the removing of bushes from pablie high-
ways, from undivided property, division lines
and lands of catless tensnts or proprietors.
Any person, after giving due notice, might
extirpate any remaining ‘bushes, and charge
the expense to the owner of the land upon.
which they stood. Upon refusal or peglect
of the owner to pay such charges, the law im-
posed a fice of twice the sum rendered,—

How Neufehatel Cheese is Made.

The late X. A, Willard gave in the Coun-
iry Gentleman the following directions :—
**The Bonden, or Neuichatel cheese, of which
considerable quantities are sent to England
and to this country, is made as follows :—<The
rennet is added to the milk, in pots holding
about three galions, at its natural tempera-
ture, as it comes from the cow. Various de-
vices are resorted to for preserving this tem-

erature in winter without warming the milk,

he rennet being added to the milk, it is left
for many hours—even as many as forty-eight
—for the eurd to be deposited ; the ourdg is
afterward placed in a linen cloth, which is
suspended from the four corners of askeleton
box, and is then left for several hours to
enable the whey to drain off Tt is
then transferred to a clean clodh, in
which. it is carefolly folded up, and is
submitted to pressure for about twelve
hours, or at least vntil the whey ceases to run
out ; but the _Frouurh is peither very %:'eat. or
very even. The curd is not passed through
cylndrical moulds, and the small cylindrical
cheeses thus formed are .at once salted ; the
cheeses being made, are put into a ceilar on
boards,each one being 3!11&9 separate from its
neighbours. In a few days, more or less, ac-
cording to the temperature, the first mould,
thick and white, makes its appearance and
soon afterwards, especially in summer, the
cheeses are sold fresh. * * When it is
desired io increase the richness of these soft,
small cheeses, the curds, (after being pressed,
to expel the whey (are broken up with ' the
hand and worked into a smooth paste. To
this is added as much cream as the paste or
curd will absorb. In this way the .delicions
cream cheeses sold in Paris as ‘Fromege
Gervals,’ are made,”

ENGLISH HISTORY AND LITERATURE,

WHAT THE DELEGATES ASKED FOR.

The delegates, as instructed by the House,
asked, when negotiating with the Federal
Government, for, first, the control of the
public lands of the province ; secondly, the
the control of the school lands ; and thirdly,
a rearrangement of the financial terms so
that the province might be placed on the
same footing as the other provinces, The
delegates aléo suggested the desirability of
removing the duties on canned goods and
agrictltural implements, of extending the
boundzries of the province to Hudson’s bay,
of giving the province control of the rail-
ways, and of securing the construction of
branch lines in various parts of Manitoba as
they might be required. The subjects were
referred to two committees of the Privy
Council, ohe of which took into consideration
the financial question and the other dealt
with the general questions. The, Finan-
cial Commistee, after consultation with the
delegation, came to the conclusion that it
would have to recommend a change in the
financial status of the province.

THE FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENT,

The improvement in the  finances of the
province will be effected in this way. The
‘eighty cents per head subsidy has of late been
‘E‘-id upon a lation 150,000 souls,
'This gave a revemue of $120,000. This
| éapital debt, however, is only calculated upon
17,000 souls, It is pro that the debt be
icalculated upon a basis of 150,000 souls also.
At $32.40 per head this would give the pro-
vince @ capital of $4,860,000. This of
course includes the $583,000 already allowed.
Deduoting so much of the original capital as
has been spent $4,402,000 remains. The
arrangement, however, contemplates the

assumption by the ince of the amounts
which have Lnoz | ‘by the Federal
Govergment,. on . purely:s ‘loeal im
ments, such ss the Rarliament buildings
and the Government house, which ex-
penses have in the other provinces been
met out of the local revenues. . It is
calcnlated that the Dominion expenditares
on local works have reached $150,000. This
sum will therefore have to be deducted, and
upon its deduction the capital is $4,252,000,
which sum, at five per cent., will yieid the
rovince an additional annual revenne of
‘211.000. This, with the subsidy and the
other allowances, and the local revenue from
bonuses, etc., will be suffictent to enable us
to pay our way.

ANOTHER CHANGE

which is to be made .in the arrangements
between the Dominion and the province will
be this: Hitherto the province has been
entitled to a moiety of the swamp lands or
of the lands capable of being brought into
use by means of drainage. For the future
the province is to enjpy these lands, or the
receipts from their sale, in their entirety,
Still another arrangement effected by she
delegation 18 one under which 150,000 acres
are to be selected jointly by the Govern.
ments and given as an endowment for the
University of Manitoba.
THE PUBLIC LANDS,

The delegates asked that the public lands
and the school lands of the province be hand-
ed over to the Local Government to be locally
managed. - The committee, however, favour-
ed the retention of the management of these
lands by the Federal aushorities. They
wished to keep control of the public lands,
because these lands are offered to the world
on the faith of the Dominion for homestead-
ing and pre-emption. The scheol lands, it
was held by the Dominion Government, were
a sacred trust for eddcati purposes, and
they couid not be transferred to the province
without a violatioh of trust. It was, how-
ever, decided that they wonld be managed
subject to the recommendation from time to
time of the Provincial Government as to, the
expediency of selling. The provincial right

CHARTER RAILWAYS

was also discussed by the delegates and the
Government. While it was admitted the old
province of Manitoba had the zj

i within its own limits Yet it was held
that 3: Domimion. Government had the
er to veto and that as a mattet of policy
1t should veto such charters as might inter-
fere with the national highway. < It was
hinted, however, that as soon as the Canada
Pacific railway is completed the right to
veto may not be exercised or that at least it
may be exercised very sparingly. An exten-
sion of the boundaries of the province north-
ward to the 60th parallel, so as to embrace
within the J)rovinoq the mouths of the
Charehill and Nelson rivers on Hudeon's bay,
was asked for brv the delegates ; but it was
claimed that this wotld add e. to the
province while it could not facilitate the con-
struction of the Hudson Bay railway because
arrangements, which it was hoped would be
satisfactory, for the early building of that
line had aiready been entered into. Under
the circumstances the Dominion Government
did not see its way clear to adding to the
territory of Manitoba.  The tariff question
was left to the Province of Manitoba to deal

MOTION FOR A COMMITTEE.

Mr. NorQuAY moved for the appointment
“of & committes from both sides of the House
to conasider the proposition of the Federal
Government, but Mr. Greenway objected,
and urged that the usual notice should be
given. Objection being taken the rule could
not be suspended and .notice was given.

The House adjourned till to-morrow.
