It is reported in Washington that General 
Swain will be asked to render an account of 
the Garfield Fair fund.

A severe hailstorm visited Rabun County, 
Ga., "Wednesday. Hailstones as large as eggs 
fell and drifted to the depth of 12 inches in 
some places. The crops are ruined and trees 
stripped.

Mary Schenck, the servant girl who was 
criminally assaulted in the streets of New 
York on Wednesday night, died Thursday 
from her injuries. She had been beaten, 
choked, and stabbed.

Reports from all parts of the United States 
indicate the largest apple crop ever known 
and a verv good prospect for an enormous 
crop of small fruit. Peaches, however, will 
be only about half a crop.

At the funeral of Thomas Crouch, a fire­
man ia Williamsburg, N. Y., Thursday, Miss 
Crough charged her stepmother with murder­
ing her father. Toe body was placed in a 
vault pending an investigation.

Owing to daily applications for the incin­
eration of bodies the trustees of Lemoyue 
Crematory, Washington, Pa., have decided 
after August 1st to limit the use of the 
crematory to residents of Washington county.

The lynching of Miles Petley, a" negro, at 
Elizabethtown, Kv., for an alleged assault, 
causes gr at excitement among the coloured 
people. Three hundred coloured men held a 
secret meeting and resolved to leave the 
country.

Eight Welsh choirs, aggregating a thousand 
singers, from neighbouring counties com* 
deted at the Eisteddfod at Wilkes barre, Pa., 
recently. Prizes fr m one to three hundred 
poll .rs were awarded. The attendance was 
enormous.

In tnc Iowa MedicalConvention Wednesday 
President Robinson urged the enactment of 
more stringent laws governing the qualifi­
cations of practitioners. He said the action 
of other States had made Iowa too congenial 
for quacks.

Un Friday at Vicksburg, Mich., a stranger 
was found lying in a shed near the Chicago 
and Grand Trunk track in an unconscious 
condition. He died yesterday. A book was 
found on his person with the names of John, 
Robert, and Mary Bigham of Canada therein, 
but no furtner clew. He is about fifty-five 
years old.

The St. Patrick’s Alliance of America held 
a special national convention in New York 
yesterday afternoon. Delegates were present 
from many States. Matters connected with 
the increasing benefit fund to be paid at the 
death of members were discussed, and a reso­
lution passed expressing confidence in Parnell 
and approval of his course.

Murder by an Octogenarian.
Grand Isle, Vt, May 21.—Jacob Kent, 

aged 80, yesterday attacked his grandson's 
wife, and when her husband came to her 
rescue the old mân stabbed him fatally with a 
pocket knife. The parties lived together un­
pleasantly. It is believed Kent was insane. 
He was arrested.

Excommunication for liquor Deader».
Pittsburg, May 26. —In the Synod of the 

Reformed Presbyterian Church to day the re­
port of the committee condemning the liquor 
traffic licensed by Government and providing 
for the excommunication of such Church 
members as deal in spirituous liquors and 
rent property to tavern-keepers was. after a 
heated debate, unanimously adopted.

Arrest of a Bank President.
New York, May 26. —Mr. James D. Fish, 

late president of the Marine Bank, is now in 
custody. He was arrested to-night on a 
warrant issued by United States Commis­
sioner Shields on application of the United 
States District Attorney R00L This 
warrant is the outcome of Mr. Rool’s 
investigation into the hitherto impenetrable 
fnystenes surrounding some of the affairs of 
the Marine National Bank. John C. Eno, 
late president of the Second National Bank, 
has not yet been found.

Death of a Prominent Mason.
New York, May 21.—Mr. Horace S. Tay­

lor. of the firm of F. P. James & Co., bankers 
at No. 35 Wall street, died suddenly in his 
office to-day of heart disease. Mr. Tavlor 
was sixty-five years old, and was prominently 
identified with the Masonic fraternity. A 
year ago he was the Grand Master for the 
State of New York. At the time of his 
death he was the treasurer of the Holland 
Lodge and a member of several other lodges. 
When he dropped dead Mr. Taylor was stand­
ing talking to his physician.

Pleuro-Pneumonia among Cattle in New 
York.

Albany, N. Y., May 27.—Inspector Arthur 
Rollick's report to the State Board of Health 
shows a shocking condition of matters at 
Blissville, Queen’s county. In one place four 
or five hundred cattle were housed and 
fed on distillery swill, fattening for 
slaughter. One of them was diseased 
with pleuro-pneumonia. In another place 
there were five cases of acute pleuro­
pneumonia in the stables, and three 
outside were just dying. They bad been 
milked that morning, and the milk dis­
tributed to customers. In another stable out 
of 126 cows nine were diseased. Outside the 
city limits were several smaller dairies with 
about the same percentage of disease. The 
Brooklyn commissioner suspects when 
diseased cows are no longer able to furnish 
milk they are slaughtered and smuggled to 
New York and Brooklyn for food.

GREAT BRITAIN.

Murder and Suicide by an Ex-Convict.
New York, May 26.—John Carpenter, an 

ex-convict, murdered his wife, Mary A. Car­
penter, iu a saloon this afternoon. x-He had 
previously tried to kill his sister-in-law, 
Delia Ambrose, who is supposed to be dan­
gerously, 11 not fatally, wounded, and then 
attempted to put an end to his own life by 
stabbing himself several times in the abdo­
men, He has slight chances of recovery.

Attempted Suicide by a Coloured Girl.
Detroit, Mich., May 26".—Minnie Johnson, 

coloured, attempted to commit suicide yester­
day by swallowing an ounce of laudanum. 
Doctors were called, and by use of a stomach 
pump they succeded in saving her life. The 
girl claims she has been betrayed by a young 
coloured man who promised to marry her. 
Minnie is 18 years old, and her parents live in 
Windsor.

A Murderer’s Confession. —,
Detroit, Mich., May 26.—Wesley John­

son, who is to be hanged in Napoleon, Ohio, 
on the 29th for the murder of Geo. Williams 
and wife in Fulton county, Ohio, has con­
fessed that he became enamoured of the 
woman, who threatened to elope with a rival 
unless he could raise a certain sum of money. 
.Johnson then committed the crime, which 
was one of the most horrible on record, to 
obtain money. He is only 23 years old.

Philadelphia Mpthodist Conference.
Philadelphia, May 26.—In the Metho­

dist conference to-day the report of the 
Committee on Episcopacy recommended the 
establishment of episcopal residences at 
Boston, New York, Philadelphia, Washing­
ton, Cincinnati, Chicago, St, Louis, San 
Francisco, Minneapolis, Atlanta or Chatta­
nooga, New Orleans or Austin, DesMoines, 
Denver, and Buffalo. A motion to strike 
out Buffalo and insert Topeka was made, 
when the conference adjourned.

Doomed Phipps.
Detroit, May 27.—As the time for his 

execution approaches Luke Phipps, the wife 
murderer, does not seem to lose any of the 
fortitude which he has displayed since his 
sentence. Phipps was recently visited by his 
lawyer, Mr. Collier, of Detroit, to whom 
Phipps said he was resigned, and would stand 
upon the scaffold with a rope around his neck 
without a tremor. The only time the con­
demned {nan expresses any emotion is when 
thinking or speaking about his children.

A Basque Doctor.
A doctor, in the Landes, as in Sologne or 

Vendée, haâ no bed of roses to lie upon. He 
ifc in constant antagonism with a rival pro­
fessional, the sorcerer, or witch healer, who 
cures ague and fever by the aid of simples 
and charms ; and he finds himself eternally 
thwarted by those maleficent hags, the “wise 
women,” or “disuses,” who are the pest of 
rural France, and who negative every urecept 
he can utter as to frlfeh air, cleanliness for the 
sick, and especially the hygenic conditions 
necessary for the rearing of weakiy coildren. 
It may seem scarcely credible that in the 
nineteenth century there should be crones 
who make a living by preaching dirt, ver­
min, and neglect as essential for the health 
of the young ; but every village practitioner 
ifçgk Tours to Bayonne knows, to his vexa­
tion, that such is the ca^e. Medical science 
does not receive, in the country, the unhesi­
tating respect which it meets with iu the 
great towns. If a rural doctor is also a skilled 
veterinary surgeon, as sometimes happens, 
well and good. The cure of a lame hoise or a 
sick cow does more to influence the bucolic 
mind than the most eloquent of expositions.

Our Debt to the Ideal of the Virgin Mary.
Not so. however, with the essentially 

feminine type of Christianity, which finds i$s 
natural expression in the ideal of tenderness 
and pure emotion represented by the Virgin 
Mary. For, whatever may be our opinion as 
to the theological soundness of the Roftian 
Catholic veneration for the Virgin, there can 
be no doubt that the elevation of this 
womanly ideal has profoundly influenced 
the course of civilization. In other ages of 
the world great respect has been paid to the 
idea of perpetual virginity, butin the Catholic 
reverence for the Virgin Mary a redeeming 
and ennobling element has been supplied 
with throws a halo around the name of 
woman, and lifts us into a higher sphere of 
emotion. Of course, the woman of the future 
cannot be molded eatirely in accordance with 
the saintly ideal of the Roman Catholic 
Church. But it must be conceded that the 
exalted conception which has enabled this 
beautiful ideal to traverse the ages unob­
scured by the clouds of earth is of very great 
value to us in estimating the quality of 
woman a influence. If it does no more, it 
plainly shows how important has been the 
change produced by Christianity ; and it 
also shows how closely related are the ad 
vancement of Christianity and the emancipa­
tion tof women.

A Gander as a Witness.
A very singular case, which reminds us of

The de- 
feudant was then recalled and ordered to 
take awtfy the bird. But no sooner did he 
approach the table than he was assailed with 
every symptom of a gander’s utter abhor­
rence. The plaintiff was now admitted,and the 
bird at once rushed to his bosom. The judge 
was affected, pleaders shed tetft*s, and the 
bird was at once restored to the happy home 
from which it had been so ruthlessly ab­
ducted.

Bradlaugh Will Not Visit America.
London, May 22.—Mr. Charles Bradlaugh, 

the Radical Freethinker, whose hostility to 
the pious oath of the House of Commons has 
cost him his seat, thinks that he will be un­
able to visit America this year. He says he 
has received a number of very enticing invi­
tations to lecture at Chicago, Milwaukee, 
and other cities in the North-western States, 
and would very gladly undertake the trip, 
but believes that his duty at present lies in 
England. Although his mouth has been 
gageed in Parliament, he believes, that he 
owes a duty to his Northampton constitu­
ents and to tbe masses of England by fight­
ing what he considers the abuses of the pen­
sion and civil lists, and he says he intends to 
devote himself to this work for at least the 
remainder of the present year.

The Pall Mall Gazette says in recent cor­
respondence with France Earl Granville 
agreed to the principle of a mtiitiple control 
for Egypt providing it was disguised. The 
Cabinet has decided to accept the French 
proposal to evacuate Egypt in three years 
and to allow an international board supreme 
authority over Egyptian finances.

Revival Services

which has been erected for tbeir use on the 
Thames embankment. Mr. Moody told a 
cable news correspondent that the Lord had 
wonderfully blessed the work in which they 
had been engaged during the past winter and 
spring in London. During that time 
they held missions varying in dura­
tion from one to four weeks at Wands­
worth, Islington, Stepney, Ciapham, 
Battersea, Stratford, New Cross, Hammer­
smith, and Hampstead, and thousands of 
souls had been brought to the Saviour. Mr. 
Sankey had been forced to absent himself 
from the Lord’s vineyard for several weeks 
on account of illness, but he was now happily 
recovered, and they believed that the present 
series of revival meetings would be the most 
successful of all their work in England. 
After these meetings they expect to rest a few 
weeks, and to return to the United States 
early in July. Mr. Sankey reappeared to­
day and led the singing at the afternoon ser­
vice, which had a congregation numbering 
ten thousand persons.

Smallpox Scare in Ijmdon.

London, May 24.—The ciàÿ is threatened 
with a smallpox scare. The malady is alarm­
ingly prevalent in several of tie metropolitan 
districts, and is spreading froda the city to 
adjoining villages, several of Which are already 
badly infected. The city of London, since 
the outbreak of smallpox last November, has 
expended £250,000 for additional accommoda­
tion for the constantly increasing number of 
affected persons. It is now proposed tO 
erect new metropolitan smallpox hospitals at 
a cost of £75,000.

Two Dynamiters Captured.
London, May 26.—Two men from Calais 

were arrested at Charing Cross railway sta­
tion this morning. Their luggage contained 
a quantity of explosives, with what ^re sup­
posed to be infernal machines. The men de­
clare their property was intended for a per­
fectly legitimate purpose. The dynamiters 
eluded the detectives at Dover until the train 
was about to start, when they rushed into 
the station, "and attempted to board the 
train. The détectives then seized the men, 
who clung to the running train, and a des­
perate struggle ensued, the officers and men 
being dragged a considerable distance. The 
detectives finally secured their prisoners and 
brought them to London.

Vanderbilt Makes a Stir.
London, May 24.—Mr. Wm. H. Vander­

bilt came to the surface yesterday, and ac­
companied by Mr. J. P, Bigelow quietly 
strolled down the Strand. The day was the 
hottest of the season, and Mr. Vanderbilt 
made himself remarkably conspicuous by 
wearing an overcoat. Passers-by smiled, 
boot-blacks piped their chaff, and the whole 
street turned and looked as the perspiring 
millionaire made his way. Mr. Bigelow be­
came impatient at tbe attention wnich he and 
his companion attracted. He could not tell 
whether it was them or the epat, so he finally 
called a cabin which they disappeared.

A Convert to Theosophy.

London, May 24.—The Countess of Caith­
ness who is wealthy and socially famous, as 
well as a noble dame, is the last important 
person who is bitten with the doctrines of 
theosophy, which Mme. Blavatsky and Cob 
Oleott are preaching here and in Paris.

[Theosophy is a religioüe belief in which 
peculiar views are held retarding the mani­
festation in man of the wisdom of God. It is 
a modern adaptation of some of the views of 
Paracelsus, a Swiss alchemist, born at Ein 
siedein, Schwytz, in 1493. The soul, accord­
ing to him, was united to the body by an 
animal fluid, and that man was an image of 
the Trinity, his intellect representing God, 
his body the world, and tbe fluid the stars. ]

Nihilistic Proclamation.
London, May 27.—The Russian Nihilists 

have renewed their activity and begun a new 
campaign of terrorism in the Province of Mos­
cow. They have placarded that province 
and its capital with hundreds of copies of 
a manifesto conveying a threat of death to 
the Czar. As these placards were all posted 
on the same night, and as each man engaged 
in the work could have posted bat very few 
of them, owing to the necessity of dodging 
tme police, it is evident that Yhc Nihilists 
must count among their members a large num­
ber of men willing to risk their liberty in the 
prosecution of such an enterprise. The pro­
clamations are well printed on good paper, 
and are headed “ The Executive Committee 
to the Emperor Alexander III.” They hâve 
neither date nor signature, but each copy 
bears the usual seal of the Executive Com* 
nAttee impressed upon the paper after it 
had been printed. The proclamation reminds 
the Czar that he was warned in May, 1881, 
that, if he would avoid the fate which had 
befallen his father two months before, he 
must grant a constitutional form of govern­
ment, and organize a Parliament composed of 
representatives of the people. During the 
three years that have followed this warning, 
the proclamation says, the revolutionists 
have suspended their agitation, but now that 
their warning has been so long unheeded, they 
inform the Czar that he must prepare to be 
dealt with as his father aud removed, and as 
suddenly as his father and predecessor. The 
police tore down the placards before most of 
the citizens were stirring, and have made 
strenuous efforts to find the persons who 
printed and posted them. Many students of 
both sexes have been arrested on suspicion, 
and a thorough search has been made of the 
offices of all newspapers, and printers sus­
pected of disloyalty, none of the peculiar type 
used in printing the placards has been dis 
covered, and tbe police believe that it was 
melted up immediately after being used.

Woman Suffrage Question.
London, May 25.—A political difficulty 

for the Opposition has devfcloped itself out of 
the woman suffrage question. The leaders of 
the Suffrage Sisterhood claim that Sir Staf­
ford Northcote during a recent visit to Bel­
fast gave a distinct pledge to sustain the 
amendment to the Franchise bill, which was 
intended to extend its benefits to female rate­
payers. Sir Stafford Northcote virtually 
acknowledged this promise in a speech 
which tie made after a dinner at the 
Carlton Club. The opportunity to prove his 
friendship occurred during the debate on the 
Franchise bill last Tuesday evening. The 
ladies' gallery was packed that evening with 
prominent advocates of female suffrage, who 
evidently exoected that the Conservative 
leader of the House would redeem his pledge 
by championing their cauke. The debate,

A Sensational Execution.
London, May 26.—A horribly sensational 

hanging occurred to-day at Lincoln. The 
victim was Mrs. Leffiey, who poisoned her 
husband last fall. She was convicted at the 
Lincolnshire sessions. She had acquired 
some money by her husband’s death, and she 
spent liberally in pressing an appeal to the 
Home Secretary for a commutation of her 
sentence to imprisonment for life, or, if that 
were refused, for a reprieve of a few weeks. 
To the very last moment Mrs. Leffiey be 
lieved that a reprieve would be granted, and 
she was not by any manner of means recon 
ciled to her fate. When she first saw the 
hangman in the piniomng-room she shrieked 
with terror and fainted. She was restored to 
consciousness, and the hangman began to 
prepare her for the gollows by pinioning her 
elbows and fixing a strap loosely around her 
Skirts, to be tightened about her ankles after 
she had walked to the scaffold. Mrs. 
Leffiey fought desperately to prevent these 
restraints, and gave utterance to frightful 
yells, which were heard even outside the 
massive walls of the gaol. On the way to the 
scaffold the screams of tn^condemned woman 
were almost maniacal, and drowned the 
voice of the prison chaplain, who was recit­
ing the prayers for the dying. When she 
was placed upon the trap she continued 
to scream and incoherently avow her inno- 
cënce until the white cap was pulled down 
over her mouth and stiffed her voice. Then 
the trap fell, the woman was dropped into 
the well, aud in a few minutes was pronounc 
ed dead. The usual inquest was held, and 
the corpse was buried in the gaol-yard, and 
covered with quiqklime. Contrary to the 
usual custom, no representatives of the press 
were admitted to the gaol-vard. and very 
contradictory ^stories are told by the medi 
cal men and other official witnesses of the 
execution. All the facts as stated are ad 
mittecl by all the witnesses, but some of them 
state in addition that hangman Binns was 
unnecessarily and barbarously brutal in his 
treatment of the unhappy woman. According 
to their statements, he knocked her down in 
the pinidning-room, and chocked her until 
her face was livid, iu order to stop her 
screaming..The London papers generally con­
demn the exclusion of the press, and say that 
this disgraceful scene furnishes another and 
quite sufficient reason for the dismissal of the 
drunken brute Binns from his office of official 
hangman.

A Paris despatch says it is stated that

A Vienna despatch says M. Wolowski, 
editor of the Messager de Vienne, declares 
the report of Bismarck sent to the commis­
sion at Leipsic which tried Krazewski and 
Hentsch, that the late M. Gambetta employed 
Poles to collect and treasonably circulate the 
military secrets of Germany is altogether 
untrue.

Crusade against Piano Playing.
Berlin, May 24.—A crusade against piano 

playing has been begun here. The crusaders 
have circulated petitions among the residents 
of portions of the city, and they have been 
presented to the municipal and police authori­
ties. They set forth that the constant and 
monotonous practising of scales and exercises 
by piauo pupils has become an intolerable nui­
sance. causing much suffering to invalids, and 
depreciating the value of real estate. They 
pray that a municipal ordinance be enacted 
restricting the time of piano playing and 
practising to the hours between 11 a. m. and 
noon, and between 8 and 11 p.m.

German Prison Cruelties,
Berlin, May 26.—The German Socialists 

are very indignant over a senes of alleged 
barbarities in the Saxon State prison at 
Halle, which has resulted, it is declared, in 
the death of three prisoners and tbe hopeless 
insanity of a fourth. They* with five-others, 
were tried and convicted at Leipsic in Oc­
tober, 1881, on charges of treason, and sent 
to Halle to serve their terms of imprisonment. 
TAe five survivors of the party were released 
ye»terd*y an^ell .U^oi frwhtfai eraektoe* 
to which ytieyU&ffirm ^fcuey were ^abject d. 
They say that the iron discipline at Haile 
absolutely prevents sleep and compels the 
w retched prisoners to labour until they drop 
down from exhaustion. The opponents of 
the extension of tbe anti-Socialist laws pro­
pose to use this incident as an argument 
against these laws when they are again 
brought vup for discussion in the Reichstag.

The Morganatic Scandal.
Rerun, May 26.—Another crop ofscandal is 

promised in connection with the left-handed 
marriage of the Grand Duke Louis IV. of Hesse. 
Mme. De Kalamine, the morganatic spouse, 
whom Louis wishes to divorce, now threatens 
tight, and promises some ugly revelations. She 
says that the Grand Duke’s life, since the 
death of his wife, Princess Alice, would not 
bear close scrutiny, and that she has the best 
of reasons for knowing of some of his lapses. 
She also says that if she has committed such 
anti nuptial sins as are charged by the Grand 
Duke, she did not sin without a partner, and 
that if there were any sin and any partner­
ship therein, the Grand Duke knows who the 
partner was. She declares it the height of 
ungenerosity to tax her with such offences, and 
she threatens to “tear the whole Darmstadt 
court to pieces ” morally, if the Grand Duke 
persists in his attempt to secure a divorce on 
account of any charges to be alleged against 
her.

[Mme. De Kalamine comes of a stock in 
which the bar sinister played a prominent 
part. She is descended from the illegitimate 
offspring of Marshal de Saxe and the fascinat­
ing actress Adrienne Lecouvreur. Saxe was 
the natural son of Augustus the Strong, 
Elector of Saxony and King of Poland, by 
the Swedish Countess of Konigsmark, and 
Philip Christopher, brother of this lady, 
selected as his mistress Sophia, the wife of 
George I. of England, whom she left on 
account of his gloomy and jealous character 
for the gallant Swedish adventurer.]

He served under Charles 
II., James II., William III., and Queen 
Anne. Tne battle of Blenheim, which he 
won in 1704, elicited the gratitude of both 
the Queen and the nation at large. He was 
created a duke, Blenheim palace, at Wood- 
stock, was erected for him by the Govern­
ment, and £5,000 a year conferred in per­
petuity. The duke left no male heirs, and 
iis title passed to his eldest daughter, Hen­
rietta, from whom it descended to Charles 
Spencer.

The name of Mahmoud Pasha has not been 
prominently before the public for some time 
past, but he played an important part in the 
foreign affairs of Turkey, and in the re-organ- 
ization of her navy some twenty years ago. 
He was a disciple of Rechid Pasha, and 
commenced his career in the office of the 
Grand Refendary, and rose to the post of 
Mektonbchi in the Hardjié (Foreign office), 
Thence in succession to those of Grand Chan­
cellor of the Imperial Divan and Musteschar, 
or Under-Secretary of State for Foreign 
Affairs.

William Penn, whose heirs also enjoy & 

tension from the English Government, was 
aorn in London in 1644, and died at Rus- 
combe, RerKshire, in 1718. He was the son

An Interesting Patent Case.
An Interesting patent case is pending in 

the Chancery Division. The suit is one 
brought by the Massey Manufacturing Com- 
pany, of Toronto, against F. W. Glen and 
the Joseph Hall Manufacturing Company, of 
Osbawa, for an injunction to restrain the 
manufacture and sale of “ Champion” reap­
ing and mowing machine».

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Serious Stabbing Case.
John Howard, 55 years old, was brought to 

the Toronto hospital on Sunday morning from 
Lembton Mills suffering from a severe knife 
wound in the abdomen, just below the liver.

He told them that he had been stabbed 
by Joshua Glover and that he was dying, and 
begged them not to let him dia In reply to 
questions, he said that he had been having a 
glass of whiskey and that Joehna took ont 
the knife and stabbed him. The woman de­
clared that there had been a grudge between 
the men for twelve months She struggled

In Victor’s restaurant in Montreal the 
other night by a young Englishman named W. 
H. Hughen, who has been acting aa a junior 
reporter on a local'daily paper. He called at 
the restaurant, where be'has been taking his 
meals and after drinking two bottlee of 
wine he pniled out a revolver and fired, the 
ball lodging in the muscle» of the neck.

Pastoral on Secret Societies.

on thg^iUaod river here to-day, re­
lui ting ip tb,e rjfpwmng of three persons. 
The«first accident haopened aome time thia 
morning, auq see usa to have been caused by 
two young girti„pged about twelve and nine 
respectively,.getfcpg into a rowboat that waa 
lying partly up shore and partly mihe water. 
Their movement! while playing in the boat 
caused it to float ont into the river, and the 
elder child, named Mary Morton, becoming 
frightened, jumped and sank immediately, 
never rising again..: The body was recovered 
shqftiy afterwards life being extinct. The 
other child remained in the boat floating 
around until rescued. *

The second accident occurred about six 
O’clock this eveninng. Abner Davidson, aged 
about 20, and Minnie Paltridge, about 17, 
were out together on the river in a rowboat, 
and while rowing around m the neighbour­
hood of the dam were noticed to reach a 
point where the current ia very strong, caused 
by a broken down aiuice-gate at the end of 
the dam. They were drawn through the 
opening in a moment and dashed' into the 
boiling waters below. The water is aboot 
twelve feet deep at this point, and the river 
bed rooky, making it extremely improbable 
that any human being could come through 
the sluice way alive. The bodies were eeen 
once after pawing through the rapids but 
sank before anyone could reach them. Over 
a dozen boats have been ont for the past five 
hoars with grappling hooks and rakes but un 
to this time tfae, bodies have not been re­
covered. •

Foul Crime Oommitted in Toronto 
on Tuesday.

ARREST OF THREE RERSOHS OH SOSRICIOM.

A terrible murder was committed In St 
John’s Ward at an early hour Tne.-day morn­
ing. A few minutes before four o'clock a man 
named William Mitchell » prewman re­
siding on Baldwin street, was going to 
hie work. While proceeding along the 
north side of Edward street be ob­
served the body of a man stretched across the 
sidewalk. When be reached the prostrate 
form he found it was lying in a pool of blood, 
and saw that a murder bad been committed. 
The man was still living, bnt was apparently 
at his last gasp. He ran for a policeman, and 
finding Constable Mnnns communicated the 
startling intelligence to him. The pair re- 
turned towards the scene of the tragedy, be­
ing joined by Constables Slemin ana Macdon­
ald. Dr. Macdonald was hailed aa he waa 
passing in a cab on hia return from a visit to a 
patient to whom he had been hastily 
summoned, and in a few moments 
the party thus formed were _ bend­
ing over tne evidently murdered1 man. fié 
was identified as Samuel Kerr, a labourer, 
who until Monday was employed in a drain 
on Parliament street Blood waa Hoping 
from a out in the neck immediately below the 
right ear, the hole being of sufficient aize to 
enable the doctor to place his finger within it 
The jugular vein had been severed. One of 
the police officer» present knew that Kerr 
had been boarding at No. 160 Elizabeth street 
a distance ot about 100 yard» away, aud going 
to that houae brought back with him Mrs 
Elliott, the proprietress The woman identi­
fied Kerr as the man woo had been 
boarding in her house, and gave some other 
information concerning hie recent movements 
When the doctor first examined Kerr he 
stated that the man conid not live for more 
than twenty minutes longer, and the correct­
ness of hia opinion was quickly maniiested. 
Mrs. Elliott was called at five minute» paat 
four, or about fifteen minutes after the body 
had been discovered, and Kerr waa still 
alive when the reached his aids A few 
momenta later he had

Serious Accident in Chatham.
Chatham, May 26.—The celebration here 

to-day, osying to a serious accident which 
oocurred by toe breaking down of the grand 
stand and a number of people being injured, 
was only a partial aucoess About four 
o’clock the grand stand, ou which were 
•eated about 400 persons fell with a crash, 
and the ocoopanto of the seats precipitated 
to the ground. The excitement and con­
fusion was intense.

Of the 180 injured, the following are among 
the persons who were seriously hurt :—Mr. 
W. H. Davey, jeweller, arm broken ; Mr. 
John Simpoon, thigh broken ; son of H. Mer-

THE METHODIST CONFERENCES

The season has arrived whan the ecclesias­
tical parliaments of Canada i are to meet. 
Time was when there were only two Metho­
dist conferences in the whole Dominion of 
Canada but, in 1874, when the Wesleyan 
and New Connexion Churches were merged 
into the Methodist Churoh of Canada six 
annual and one general conference were 
formed, in addition ' to those of the bodies, ttiacnni A- t-s. «mro* o-i >

In September, 1893, a further union Was 
effected, by four branches of Methodism being 
united under one autonomy, the Methodist 
Church, which dates from the first day of 
Jnne of the present year. Instead of six 
annual conferences there will now be ten in 
the Dominion of Canada including one in 
Newfoundland. The Toronto Conference em­
braces within ite bounds British Columbia 
and the Empire of Japan. -

All those conferences are to meet in Jnne, 
and the mode of proceeding thia year will be 
somewhat unique, tnaemnch as" the various 
conferences ot the respective Churches first 
meet, and wind up their affairs and then 
divide into the various conferences "of the 
new organization, which will consist of an 
equal number of minister» and laymen, and 
thus constituted they will.hold their first 
annual sessions

The first conference, or ecclesiastical par­
liament, which meets is

THAT OF MONTREAL, 
which embraces the whole of the Province qf 
Quebec, and Eastern Ontario aa far weat as 
Kingston. Napanee district la separated to 
form a part of the Bay of Quinte Conference. 
Brockville is the seat of tile Montreal Con­
ference this year, and is the first with which 
we have to do. Onr readers no not need to 
be told that Brockville is the county town of 
the united counties of Leeds and Grenville, 
and ia beautifully situated on toe banks of 
the noble- St. Lawrence, aome forty-eight 
miiea below Kingiton.

Methodistically, Brockville has long been a 
place ot considerable importance. The first 
missionaries who were sent to Canada from 
the United States preached in.the locality, 
and from that time (1792) the Methodist 
Church haa grown and multiplied aa the 
population of the country has increased. Not 
tar from Brockville ia -

THE BURIAL PLACE OF BARBARA HICK, 
who took an active part in the formation of 
the firat Methodist society in New York, aod 
removed to Canada with thousand» of other» 
of U. E, Loyalist fame, and thus she became 
identified with Methodiam in its incipiency in 
Canada as ahe had done in the United States.

The first conference ever held in Canada 
waa in 1817, not far from Brookviile, at Au­
gusta, in Elizabethtown. Bishop George pre­
sided, and thia conference waa ao remarkable 
that it waa known ever afterwards as the 
"Revival Conference,” though the aeeaion 
only lasted five days and there were not 
more than sixty ministers present,

Brockville had toe honour of being the 
seat of the XVealeyan Methodist Conférence 
in 1844, 1850, and 1856» At the first-named 
the Rev. Richard Jones who stili linger» on 
the shores of time, was president, aud the 
Rev. Hemy Wilkinson secretary, He haa 
long ainoe joined the great majority. At the 
oonierence of 1850 the Rev, Dr. Richey waa 
president and the Rev. Aaahel Hurlburt, 
secretary, both of whom have long since 
ceased to work and live. At the conference 
of 1866 the Rev. Drs Wood and Elliott were 
the chief officers. Happily they both still 
survivs At thia conference the Rev. Drs 
Hannah and Jobeon, representatives from 
the Weeleyaa Conference in England, to 
the General Conference of the M. E. Church, 
which met in Indianapolis were in attend­
ance, and added greatly to the interest 
thereof by their diatinguiahed services in the 
pulpit and wise counsels in 'eonterenee. 
When tne Methodist Church of Canada waa 
formed in 1874

WITH SIX ANNUAL CONFIRXNOX8, 
one of these was known aa Montreal which 
comprised Brockville. In 1678, the fifth aee- 
aion of the «aid conference was held in Brock- 
ville, the Rev. John Borland was elected 
president, and the Rev, W. ■ J. Shaw, now 
Professor Shaw, secretary. On the 29th inet. 
—this day—Montreal Conference meets again 
in Brookviile. The seaaion will probably be 
brief, and at ite eloee the first session of the 
new organization will be held. There will be 
ministers end laymen in attendance from the 
Methodist and Methodist Episcopal divisions 
The new conférante will contain about 220 
ministers and 22,000 members. Great interest

The murdered man had been found lying 
on the sidvwalk between Noe.

A reporter of The Mail commenced en­
quiries on his own account, and firat called at 
Na 118 Edward street, already referred to aa 
the houae opposite which the blood mark» 
commenced. The keeper of the house, Mrs 
Jeffrey, waa readily seen, and although 
apparently very communicative seemed to 
have very little to tell She acknowledged 
that the blood etains outaide of her door 
placed a very bad aspect upon the- affair aa 
far aa ahe and her house were concerned, but 
asserted very positively that ahe knew nothing 
about it until informed by the police that a 
murder had been committed. She further, 
stated that; „ no men were in her 
houae after a quarter to twelve Monday 
night, and that at the hour named 
6bt*»noup4-drivers had left the place..-The 
tieporter then examined th# step» leading tip I 
tottutdopT. and dieoovered on the feUrMakf ; 
df the three step» the outlines of a foot mark­
ed in blood. It wae facing towards the door 
and not from it He remarked it to Mrs 
Jeffrey, and ahe explained that she had, at an 
earlier hour, endeavoured to sweep away the 
pool of blood in front of her door, and that 
in do ng so bad trod in some of it. No blood 
stain» could be discovered in any part of the 

- house, and only in the hallway was anything

found. The hallway is covered with oilcloth, 
and in a corner immediately behind the door 
there wae a large spot which had recently 
been carefully washed. The washing had 
not been limited to the flooring, but extend- 
ing np the woodwork at the side had inoinded 
a part of the wall for the wall paper waa etill 
quite wet. The woman claimed that she 
waa" ignorant of the tragedy until informed 
about it, but that she had not heard any noiae 
or qearral during the night or morning.

The reporter next paid a visit to No. 150 
Elizabeth street, the houae at which Kerr bad 
been boarding. Mrs. Elliott answered the 
knock, aud subsequently the enquiries pnt to 
her. She stated that Kerr, and a woman 
who waa known as his wife, but 
whose name was really Fannie John­
son, had been boarding with hot for about 
twelve months. A short time ago they 
quarrelled, and the woman went to live next 
door, No. 148, with a Mrs. Cross Mon­
day morning he went to his work aa usual 
returning shortly after six o’clock. After 
ten he went out, and ahe did not see him 
again until called to identify him at four 
o’clock in the morning. A call waa then 
made at No. 148, the house next door, and 
an excitable and not toe sober young wo­
man was very voluble in telling all she knew.

looking for Fannie Johnson. She did not admit 
him, but told him that the woman ne was 
seeking was not in the bouse. He refused 
to believe her, and declined to go away, 
although Mrs Vincent threatened.to send for 
a policeman. Finally hi went away

and did not return. A» Mrs Jeffrey's houaA 
is next door to that kept by Mrs Vincent it 
would seem improbable that Kerr would visit 
one in his search for his paramour and 
neglect to call at the other; bnt aome ex- 
ilanation is offered in the fact that Fannie 
ohnson atone time lived with Mrs Vlnoent
Fannie Johnson then offered to oondnet the

EXCiïlHC SCENES AMD DARING DEEDS.

Thousands of Spectators Line the 
Streets.

Defective Pressure of the Water 
System.

It is not often that the répertoriai staff of 
this journal have an item so near at hand a« 
was furnished them on Saturday morning, 
nor do they ever want another of its kind. 
About half past nine o’clock smoke waa no­
ticed issuing from the bottom of the elevator 
shaft, situated in the central portion of The 
Mail building near to the Bay street en­
trance. Flames immediately followed, and 
with great rapidity they spread up the ele­
vator shaft, being fed by the well-oiled run­
ners in which the cage works. Robert Gal­
lagher, the caretaker, was sweeping the «taire 
which wind round the elevator, and noticing 
the ascending smoke he went down to

that the « fire brigade were ne- 
occordingly' the alarm was at

once struck. Someone in the meantime had
rnshed to the Bay street fire ball, and the 
men of that section were quickly on hand. 
Within two minutes of the alarm being 
struck the Court street men had their 
hose attached to the hydrant The 
fire appeared to have started in the paper- 
room in the basement of the building, imme­
diately under the offices tenanted by the 
New York Assurance Company. The flames 
met little to feed upon until thqy reached the 
top flat the northern portion of which is oc 
cupied aa The Mail composing-room, and 
the southern wing by the Bell Telephone 
Company. Only two or three lads were in 
tbe composing-room at the time, and they 
were in . no danger ae iron doors divide this 
art of the building from the elevator stairs. 
Ibe Bell Telephone Compeny employs about 

eighteen yonng women to answer calls and 
make telephone connections, six of whom 
were on duty at the time of the outbreak, 
their names being Mias Clarke, Misa Mac­
kenzie, Mies Murphy, Misa Leitch, Misa Por­
ter, and Mias McCarthy. Naturally they 
were very much alarmed at seeing the smoke, 
and did not care to leave the office. Had 
they done so and passed by tbe elevator to 
the iron doors leading to the compo-ing-roum 
which were closed bnt not locked, they 

COULD EASILY HAVE ESCAPED
by tbe north stairs without going through the 
experietK* which they afterward» met with. 
Mr. Hambly, of the editorial staff; was at 
work in hia room on the third flat, and on 
detecting the smoke he immediately rushed 
towards the elevator to get to the telephone 
girls, bnt dense volumes of smoke drove him 
back. He thereupon closed the iron doors 
and passed down the north stairs to give the 
alarm. On returning to tbe editorial depart­
ment again be found that the iron doors had 
been opened and the fire jnst making its en­
trance. Once more he managed to get them 
closed and fastened, thus saving the rooms 
from further damage. Re-entering his room, 
he found the telephone girl» at the window» 
of their office, which overlooks hia, bnt one 
floor higher np. They called to him for help, 
and he begged of tgem to keep 
calaa and. he would get assistance. 
Borne of them were preparing!- So .-Sake 
» jump diagonally to the roof of the white 
building adjoining The Mail building, and 
knowing the terrible risk they ran, for if 
they had missed the roof they would have 
fallen a distance of one hundred feet, Mr. 
Hamblv urged them not to do it One of 
them, Mias McCarthy, made-the leap, and by 
clutching at a batch of wire! and sliding 
along them she reached the roof in ’safety. 
The other girls then went to the windows 
overlooking King street, and screamed for 
help. No need to call for volunteers, as a 
score of them were ready to respond. Five or 
six, including Mr. J. J. Quinn, hotel-keeper. 
King street west; Mr. T. J. Mvera, 113 
Simcoe street ; Mr. 8. H. Henderson, St, 
Patrick street ; Mr. F. Thompson. The Mail 
business department, got a ladder on the roof 
of the white building, and rearing it against 
the parapet of The Mail building, the girls 
were enabled to creep along one by one and 
passed into safety. The men were only jnat 
in time in doing this, ae the girls had become 
terribly excited, and one of them waa pre­
paring to jump into King street, which had 
she donejsne would have met with certain de­
struction. The reaction on her waa 
•nch shat when she waa got down 
in safety . she immediately fainted. 
Mr. Howard, the American Consul made hia 
exit from the building by means of a ladder 
placed to the window of his office* on King

.heard the telephone girh calling M fire.” He 
took no notice of the cry until the amoke 
began to make its way underneath the door 
of his office, and then be began to bestir him­
self. On going to the door he found the 
smoke so dense that he waa compelled to 
retreat into the office again. Railing the 
window he made a daring spring outwards 
over a yawning gulf one hundred feet in 
depth for the coping stone of the white build­
ing, which he jnat managed to reach with hie 
hands, and then pqlled himself pn*he root 
Mr. Row, the sporting editor, also came in 
for a cloee shave. He had jnat commenced to 
ascend tbe stairs, tbe elevator not being 
running owing to the day beiqg a public holi­
day, when the flames «hot upward» past him, 
and he thought it more prudent to descend 
than ascend. While all these thing» were 
transpiring

THE FIREMEN WERE WORRIES 
like Trojans. It was at once seen that the 
proportions of the conflagration necessitated 
the attendance of the entire brigade, end a 
general alarm waa therefore given. As nsual 
the water pressure waa defective, and 
probably some ground was lost by not 
taking the hose np the stairway, instead of 
trying to reach the fire on the roof from the 
outside of the building. This hsd to be done 
eventually, as even with the assistance of the 
steamer “J. B. Bonstead, ” a stream of water 
dispersed into spray before reaching the roof. 
It waa at this latter point where the tire raged 
the worst. The roof is of mansard shape, and 
thew fire getting among the heavy beams it 
was difficult to dislodge. The flames spread 
rapidly until they got to the tower of the 
building, then higher and higher they ascend­
ed, until the whole tower waa enveloped. 
Far above the flames the British ensign, 
hoisted in honour of the Queen’s natal day 
floated gaily in the breeze, looking down in 
grim mockery aa it were on the raging ele­
ment Bnt it appeared as if tbe old flag 
moat come down. A gentleman in the crowd 
on King atreet offered $60 to any person who 
would get it for him, while manv cries of 
“Save the flag ! ’were heard. The bottom 
of the flag-staff and the halvsrda were noticed 
to be blazing, and at length the whole top­
pled over towards King atreet In 
its descent the pole struck the edge 
of the roof,. broke in twain, the 
ensign came away and fluttered down until it 
alighted on the wires running across King 
atreet, where it bang in safety. The public 
then breatned freely. Shortly after this

was rapidly approaching, the Worthy Alder­
man stuck to his self-imposed task. With 
his coat off, a cigar in his mouth, and wearing 
hie glossy silk hat, he assisted the men to get 
the hose to work, and when it was found 
that the water would not reach the roof 
he piloted the men up the north stairway to 
the composing-room, from the door of which 
they were enabled to play directly on the 
flame». About eleven o’clock a portion of the 
roof and tower fell in, bnt shortly afterwards 
the brigade got the maatery and farther dan­
ger waa over. The damage ia estimated at 
about $20,000, fully covered by insurance.

Th epress-room is in the basement of the 
north wing, and immediately on the outbreak 
beingdiecovered, the valuable Webb pressée 
were covered with tarpaulin, so that they 
received no injury, and to-day’s paper ia run 
off on them. Above the press-room ialHE Mail 
job department ; Alexander, Clare A Cable’s 
engraving establishment, The Mail editorial- 
rooms, and the composing - rooms. The 
damage in none of these ia aenoua. water 
doing the most injury. One corner ot the 
composing-room was a little ruined, but the 
men were enabled to work last evening with­
out inconvenience.

It may be obeerved with regard to the ob­
jection urged that there should have been a 
tire escape from $he telephone office, there 
was as, already stated, the means of escape 
through the composing-room, beside* which 
the necessary material waa obtained three 
weeks ago for an escape to the white build­
ing, and this would have been fixed in posi­
tion ere this had it not been ior the dilatorineaa 
of the man engaged in its construction.

THE LAND HUNGER
Immense Influx of Immigrante to the 

North-West,
Ottawa, May 26. —The onward march of 

the North-West still continue». Since the 
eeason of 1879 the areas surveyed and set out 
for settlement amount to 51,210,000 acres, 
equal to 313,800 farms of 160 acres each. 
Previous to 1879 the areas surveyed and set 
out for settlement only amounted to 66,590- 
such farms. It haa become necessary in con­
sequence of the demand to divide tne North- 
West into a number of land agencies. The 
Regina district, which was one agency, ia 
now divided into three district», and for the 
south or Coteen district J. J. McHogh, 
formerly Indian farm superintendent in the 
North-West Territories, has been appointed 
Dominion land agent For the north or 
Touchwood district, Mr. McTaggart, of 
North Victoria, Ont, basbetn appointed land 
agent West of Regina district the Swift Cnr- 

-reatdistrict haa been laid ont end Mr. Wm. 
fit- Httliard, who haa been for some time ifi 
the-Brand on land office, haa been appointed 
agent' at Swift Current on the line of tbe 
Canadian Pacific railway. West of Swift 
Current district is

CALGARY DISTRICT,
to which Mr. J. MacDonald Gordon, agent 
at Regina, has been promoted ior bis efficient 
services, his place at Regina being taken by 
Mr, W. H. Stevenson, who was at one time 
agent in tbe Turtle Mountain county, and 
has for sfhne time been acting at Nelson. 
These districts are in the South Saskatche- 
wan and Qu’Appelle plains region, north of 
Calgary. The region on the North Saskat­
chewan, from east of Edmonton to the 
Rockies and north to near the parallel of the 
fifty-fiftb degree, has been erected into the 
Edmonton lande district, and Mr. P. V. 
Ganorean, for some time connected with the 
Prince Albert agency, haa been appointed 
agent. Hast of the Edmonton district is the 
Battleford district, and east of tbit is the 
Prince Albert disirict.

Other appointment» are Mr. J. A. Hays, 
assistant agent, Turtle mountain district, 
promoted to be agent in the same district, 
and Mr. W. H. Hiam, assistant- agent at 
Nelson, appointed to be agent in the same 
district vice Stevenson, promoted.

In 1877 there were three agencies of Do­
minion lands in aj> Manitoba and the North- 
West, one at Winnipeg, one at Emerson, and 
the third at Portage La Prairie, In 1878, 
on account of settlers pushing their way to 
the Pembine mountain" and the Little Saskat­
chewan river regions, two more agencies were 
opened. They were on a "limited scale and of 
a primitive character. One man carrying his 
tent with him, set itnp at what ia now called 
Nelson, and looked with ease after the

of that region. Another man pitched his 
tent at a place called Adana, then known a» 
Tanner’s Croeaing, where two trails crossed 
each other, and from that convenient 
locality looked after the , land want* 
of settlers choosing the Little Sas­
katchewan river region. Since then the 
Emerson and the Portage Laorairie agenciea 
have been closed, the lande having been dis­
posed of. There are now in Manitoba six 
Dominion Lands agencies, tbe one in Winni­
peg, the agency for Dufferin district, with 
beadqoartera at Nelson, the agency for Tur­
tle Mountain district, with headquarters at 
Delorme, the Sonria River agency with office 
at Brandon, the Little Saskatchewan River 
agency, with office at Odana, and the Birtle 
district, with office at Birtle. The original 
three have become thirteen, and of the origi­
nal three two have been closed in conséquence 
of the lands within their circuit having been 
disposed of.

It may be added that these land divisions 
have been arranged so that at any future 
time they may be subdivided, a* has been 
done in tbe esse of the original Regina dis­
trict, whenever it is felt that the convenience 
of settlers demands such subdivision.

I* ADDITION TO THESE CHANGES, 
rendered necessary by tne influx of popula­
tion, tbe Government, finding that there is an 
important movement of population to the 
mining region of the Rockies, and conse­
quently anticipating considerable develop­
ment of mining industry, have decided upon 
appointing Mr. Wm. Pearce, heretofore In­
spector of Dominion Land Agencies, to the 
position of Superintendent of Sines. Under 
the mining regulations authorized last ses­
sion, be will hare the sett ement of all dis­
putes among tbe miners, aa well as the gene­
ral supervision of the mining properties. As 
a number of miners are finding their way to 
the rich anriferons regions of tne Rockies, 
the provisions of the Peace Preservation 
Act will be put in force early in June.

When we last took leave of the reader We 

had jnst reached Port Arthur. Before the 
departure of the train for Winnipeg there 
waa an opportunity offered for examining the 
town, end noting the wonderful progress 
whieh has, this spaing, been made in the de­
velopment of the place. As far as building 
operations are concerned there ia no difficulty 
in forming an opinion ae to the extent of 
these. Port Arthtfr, as many readers of The 
Mail are no doubt already aware, ia beauti­
fully situated on a gentle declivity facing 
Thunder bay, and a glance at the town from 
the deck of an approaching steamer affords a 
fine opportunity for noting the number of 
new bnildingi in the place. To inch an ex­
tent have building operations been carried on 
lately that tbe town presents quite a new ap­
pearance. The supply of lumber has been 
temporarily exhausted, and many who 
contemplate building are only prevented 
making a start through an inability to get 
material. Meanwhile the want of accom­
modation is being keenly felt. Stores can 
scarcely be had at any price, and many new- 
come* are fain to content themselves with » 
window m which to display their whree at 
a rental of from fifty dollar» upwards per 
month. Every piece of ground on the main 
street* is oconpied by a building of acme sort, 
and no matter bow insignificant the struc­
ture, it brings in a revenue of say from two 
to four hundred dollars per month. More 
pretentious buildings bring in rentals pro­
portionately larger. Many tenta are to be seen 
on all bande, also, and some portions of the 
town resemble tbe flats at Winnipeg daring 
the exciting times there in 1882. Indeed, 
the

GENERAL APPEARANCE OF PORT ARTHUR 
at present greatly resembles Winnipeg at the 
height of tbe “boom” in that city. There 
ia not accommodation for all who desire it, 
and many find a difficulty in getting under a 
root at night, let alone securing a good bed. 
And yet there are forty licensed hotels in 
Port Arthur. No doubt this inconvenience 
will only be temporary. Good servant girla 
are in demand, and are being paid a high rate 
of wages, $25 per month, not being an ex­
ceptional figure. The prices of all articles of 
consumption are also high. Hotel accom­
modation. thereiore, which, in the present 
crowded condition of the town, ia not, as a 
rule, as satisfactory as one could wish, costa 
three dollars per day.

Port Arthur is very favourably situated for 
a summer resort. After ten o’clock a. m. 
there i* a grateful breeze always, even in the 
warmest weather, with fine cool evenings. 
The residents of Winnipeg will no doubt 
frequent Port. Arthur during tbe heated 
months, now that the trip between the two 
places can be made so expeditiously and with 
so much comfort.

The present excitement haa extended to 
Fort William, and a good deal of property is 
changing hands in that place alio. Prices 
of real estate

ARB RISING RAPIDLY
in Fort William and building operation» are 
exceedingly brisk. The demand for accom­
modation is iar in excess of the anpplv, and 
to meet present wants, until building ma­
terials are more plentiful, many shantiea are 
being run np around town, and tenants are 
found for them as soon as they are completed. 
Rente have risen very considerably of late. 
The Ontario hotel brings in $336 per month, 
enÿ. a very «mail cottage which would 
bring in about $5 » month in Toronto 
rente for $18 in Pert Arthur. The 
population of the town, oouuting from the 
mouth of the river up, is at present esti­
mated at from 600 to 600. The Kamaoiatiquia 
is 300 feet broad at tbe town and from 
18 to 20 feet deep. There is a bar at the 
month of tbe river whieh reduces tbe depth 
to nine feet ; but this point the Government 
have decided to dredge to the same depth ae 
is to be found np above. Deep draught 
steamers will then be able to sail np to the 
town and beyond it The banks of the river 
are almost perpendicular, and are admirably 
adapted for' the building of wharves. Tbe 
Canadian Pacific railway switches and sidings 
here are from five to eeven miles in extent, 
and are continually being added to. It is 
said, too, that thescompany intend erecting a 
large grain elevator here. They have one 
already at Port Arthur, and there is talk of 
another being put no at that town. Pending 
the completion of the C. P. 8. around the 
north chore of Lake Superior, there will bq 
plenty to do for these elevators if hut a fifth of 
the grain whien the North-West ®xpeeted to 
produce comes over the company's lines on its 
way to the seaboard. The/ people of Fort 
William are strong in the belief that there ia 
a great fntnre for their towù.

THE TRIP TO WINNIPEG,
The train which carried the Algoma’s pas­

sengers to Winnipeg started about half-past 
two on the Monday afternoon. Many of 
those on board the cars were anticipating a 
rough ride to the North-West capital. Bnt 
they were agreeably disappointed. The train 
sped along very smoothly, slowly at first on 
the up grade, bat at considerable speed for 
the rest of tbe journey, and Winnipeg was 
reached at 11.30 a. m. on Tuesday. The dis­
tance from Toronto to Winnipeg therefore 
was covered io less than seventy-two hours. 
This is ahead of the average time by the all­
rail route, and anyone who baa gone to the 
North-West by both routes wiil not in future 
hesitate about going by the lakes. The good 
accommodation is not confined to the boats, 
bnt extends to tbe rail portion of the trip aa 
welL The cars on tbe Port Arthur section 
of the C. P. R. are equal to those on any 
other road, and through sleepers are attached 
to every train.

• CONDITION OP THINGS IN WINNIPEG,
In view of the fact that a great deal haa 

been written lately on tbe busineae depression 
which exista in Winnipeg, it is not necessary 
to dwell upon the subject in this article. 
One redeeming feature in the outlook is the 
prospect of there being a good crop this year. 
In a conversation with Mr. McTavish, land 
commissioner for the C.P.R., that gentleman 
stated that the reportsjrom the company’» 
experimental firms, of which there are ten 
between Mooaejaw and Calgary, are very en­
couraging. There had been a slight frost one 
night, bnt the latest advices were that the 
crops had not suffered from it If tbe country 
is blessed with favourable summer weather 
the indications are that the wheat yield will 
be a very good one. With a good crop a 
much better feeling will be aura to mriee, and 
business wiil experience an improvement

The Game Preserves.
London, May 21.—A new land reform is 

being agitated in England. It haa its motto 
the diotnm, “ The game preserves must go. ” 
The organization of a society is proposed 
to secure laws to compel the cultivation of all 
lande suitable for agriculture and .nunecess- 
sanly withheld from tillage in England and 
Scotland, for the purpose of “making 
Great Britain more nearly self-sustain­
ing and less dependent upon American 
and other foreign markets for cereals, 
fruits, and vegetables.” The movement 
is aimed chiefly againat the immense pre­
serves for deer, grouse, psrtridees, and 
pheasants, in Perthshire, Argyleshlre, and 
Inverneaahira, in Scotland, and in Yorkshire 
and all over the west coast in England. In 
these shires such proprietors as the Duke of 
Argyll, the Marquis of Breadalbane, Lord 
Willoughby D’Ereeby, Mr. Williamson, of 
Laweri. and Mr. James.Duncan, of Ben more, 
each bold many thousands of acres, which 
are kept fallow a ,lely to provide sport for
aristicratic huntsmen. The,

ed out as an iniquitous" nod absurd in­
equality in the laws that these lands, aggre­
gating hundreds of thousands of acres, do not 
pay a shilling of taxes towards the poor rates, 
while the farmers and householder! are taxed 
more heavily in consequence. It is argued 
that if these immense tracts of land were put 
under cultivation their yield would go far to­
ward supplying the present deficiency in 
Great Britain’s food supply, while tbe tilling 
of the land would furnish employment for 
thousands of farm labourers, whose condition 
is now bne of great hard*hip,-owmg mainly to 
lack of work.

Condensed Report of t 
Speeches.

The following is en intelligent summary of 
the pointa of tbe two chief speeches on the 
Egyptian question, in tbe House of Commons. 
The division left the Government with only 
28 of a majority.

From London Times o/ May 13
In the Honte of Commons,

SIR M. HICKS-BBACH, IT 
pursuant to notice, moved a rote of censure 
on the Government for their fhilnrd to take 
the neceisary steps to secure the success of 
General Gordon’s mission, and especially to 
provide for his personal safety. Reviewing 
at the outset of his speech the history of the 
mission, he recalled the feeling of gratifica­
tion with which the country, quer its experi­
ence of the Ministerial policy in Egypt, had 
heard that he waa to have a “freehand,” and 
that he waa to carry out hia minimi of rescue 
and retire without the interference of the 
Government. But he contended from the 
papers that from the very beginning the Brit­
ish Government had thwarted all hia sugges­
tion», even at the time when they . ere de­
fending themselves against the reproach of 
having abandoned Siokat by the neeeesity of 
not disturbing his plans. For instance, they 
foroed him against his inclination to accept 
office from the Egyptian Government, they 
declined to allow him to seek an interview 
with the Mebdi or to go to the Equatorial 
districts, and they

REFUSED TO SEND HIM ZEBEHR PASHA, 
altbongh this step was recommended by Sir 
E. Baring. On this last point the right hon. 
baronet said he admitted the difficulty in 
which the Government were placed, but their 
deeision threw additional responsibility on 
them; whereas they not only neglected to 
suggest any alternative policy, bnt utterly 
defeated any chance of hie mission being 
pacifically accomplished by their useless mili­
tary operations in the neighbourhood of Sin- 
aat. Bui he maintained from General 
Gordon’» memorandum in accepting his mis­
sion that he contemplated receiving military 
assistance if he could not accomplish the 06- 
jects for which he waa sent pacifically, and 
that the British Government fully understood 
and acquiesced in this. Tbe last chance of a 
pacific success was destroyed by the military 
overations in the neighbourhood of Sinkat, 
which he showed

GENERAL GORDON DID NOT APPROVE, 
and which, unies» they had been intended to 
lead no to assistance being sent to Khartoum 
involved unnecessary bloodshed. Gordon 
expected that there would be a march to 
Berber ; and, whatever might be the opinion 
of the Government, both General W ood and 
General Stephenson were of opinion that it 
was a feasible military operation, and he be­
lieved that General Graham would not have 
objected to undertake it. Instead of this, 
tbe Government, in an open telegram, inti­
mated thatino assistance weald be sent, and 
in what be characterized aa a disgraceful 
despatch, invited him td retire the best way 
he could, and desert those whom he bad in­
duced to put their trust in flint. This “in- 
deli Lie disgrace” Gordon Bad refused to 
submit to. Then, amid loud, cheers from the 
Oppposition.

HE READ THE LAST DESPATCH, 
in.which General Gordon had expressed hia 
opinion of the situation in which he was left 
and of the advice which haiiy been given to 
Aim, declaring that the Government had been 
compelled.ta submit to this sflmng " 
from a subordinate because they I 
country held ft to be true, "96 ed 
that even yet the Government, with the 
obstinete optimism which bed always dis­
tinguished them, refused tie'Believe that 
Gordon was in any dang# at Khartoum. 
But the country, recognizing.tbe true state 
of the case, would demand that he should be 
saved with thoee who*ad trusted them, and 
the Government ought at once tbr announce 
their determination to take thé necessary 
steps to relieve him. peacefklly' if possible, 
bnt by military mean» if those were neces­
sary. It the Government could not satisfy 
the country that they wool* save its honour 
from the intolerable eharae which would rest 
on it if Gordon were endangered, they would 
not long escape the condemnation of an out­
raged people.

MR. GLADSTONE,
contrasting the pale and oolonrlese motion 
with the valonrous speech in which it had 
been moved, drew the inference that the 
leaders of the Opp sitinn were not willing to 
endorse the aims of the right hon. baronet, 
which, hemaintained,wereneith'ermorenorlese 
than an immediate'despatch of British triiops 
to Khartoum, without any regard to climate, 
the supply of water, the state of the river, 
&c., and the putting down of the Mehdi, 
which meant the reconqneat of tbe Soudan. 
Examin ng the allegations of the speech, he 
denied that it was against hia will that the 
General had received a commission from the 
Khedive, or that the Government had abso­
lutely negatived the visit to the Mehdi or to 
the Équatorial region. Before discussing the 
terms of the motion, he made some general 
remarks on the question of Egypt, which, he 
said, amid acme expressions of dissent, was 
v ONLY A SECONDARY QUESTION
in the eyes of the mass of the population, bnt 
which had presented more difficulties in the 
way of the executive than any q fleet ion with 
which he had been acquainted. Passing 
then to a verbal criticism of the motion, he 
contended that the Government had not failed 
to take any steps which could “ tend” to the 
success of the mission, which he agsin main­
tained was solely and entirely pacific, and 
under no contingency contemplated military 
meaenres. On March 11, General Gordon 
had expressed hia gratitude for the manner 
in which he bad been supported, and if in 
April he wrote the strong telegrams which 
had been published, he had not at that time 
received the later telegram» from her Ma­
jesty’s Government It was tone that the 
Government had declined to send troops to 
Wady Haifa and to Berber, but they had 
acted on military advice, and bearing in 
mind not merely the great military risk and 
the email military advantage which would 
have resulted. Gordon, he said, had

NEVER ASKED FOB BRITISH*SOLDIERS, 
he had never stated that he could not leave 
Khartoum, and he bed never represented that 
he waa in any danger from -Without In sup­
port of this «intention, and to illustrate hie 
statement thatGordomsinnC military danger, 
be read the telegrams received from Gordon, 
including one jnat received from Dongola de- 
acatbing the state of affaira at/ Khartoum. 
He complained that the case stated by Sir M. 
Hicka-Beach had been supported by piece­
meal and inconsequential extraota, and that 
the motion suggested no alternative policy, 
but bad simply for ita object the transfer of 
powet from one side to the other. He ad­
mitted to the fall tbe obligation» of the Gov­
ernment to General Gordon, and by the de­
spatch of April 23 he conceived that the Gov­
ernment had entered into a covenant with 
him that on reasonable proof of danger he 
would be assisted. The country would never 
grudge any reasonable effort for the protec­
tion of ita agente ; but it was the duty of the 
Government to consider the treasure, the 
blood, and the honour of the country, and 
the circumstances of the time, the season, the 
climate, and the militsny difficulties. Con­
scious of what their obligations were, they 
would oontinne to use their best endeavour» 
to fulfil them, unmoved by the threats and 
the captiqna criticisms of the Opposition.

Ottawa, May 27.—The following notes re­
specting the question of the abolition of the 
canal tolls may be useful in the way of assist- 
irig the readers of The Mail to arrive at a 
round conclusion. Montreal haa direct rail­
way communication with Chicago. The 
Grand Trunk is in the pool with the other 
trunk lines Tbe present rates from Chicago 
on a bnshel of wheat are :—Chicago to Mont­
real, 74-5c, ; ditto to Boston, 9c.; ditto to 
New York, 9c. ; ditto to Philadelphia, 7 4-5a ; 
ditto to Baltimore, 7 l-5c. Montreal, with 
one and one-fifth cents a bnshel in its favour 
over Boston, exported to Liverpool and Glas­
gow, for the week ended May 10, 40,933 
bushels of wheat in three steamers. Boston, 
with longer mileage and higher freight rates, 
exported to Liverpool, Glasgow, London, and 
other ports, in four steamers and three sailing 
vessels, for the week ended 9th May, 124,344 
bushels of wheat and corn. Phila­
delphia, with tbe seme rail rate, 
exported to British and other ports,
154,230 bush, of wheat and corn for the week 
ended May 9th. Baltimore, with three-fifthe 
of a cent, in its favour as compared with 
Montreal, bnt with a longer ocean voyage 
and higher freigtft, exported daring the week 
ended May 9th to British and other porta 
623,500 bush, of wheat and corn. These 
American ports have

NO FREE ERIE CANAL,
nor do their merchant» request their respec­
tive States to give them a " bounty on each 
bushel of grain exported to enable them to 
compete with New York and its free canal. 
Daring tbe same week New York exported 
474,197 bush, of wheat and corn leas than 
Baltimore, with no canal or waterways.

Leaving the waterways ont of tne question, 
Montreal has as cheap rail transport as Am­
erican cities. She has, it is stated, the cheapest 
ocean freight rates this spring. Why does 
she only export some 40,000 bush, to Boston's 
124,000, Philadelphia's 164,000, and Balti­
more'* 623,000! Taking into consider­
ation insurance (which is assumed by 
the carrier and charged the grain 
by water), interest on property, etc., rail 
rates are as cheap ae water transport. Ac­
cordingly this year transport of grain has 
been chiefly by rail, in which Montreal has 
no disadvantage of canal tolls. Why does 
she not do the business ? Boston has this

au paid the canal toll». What, 
then, ia to hinder Montreal doing the same ? 
The answer must be sought in the general 
condition of the bn«:ness. Tbe prices of grain 
in the English market are down lower than 
can be remembered within a period of thirty 
years. The railways have cot rates to the 
lowest point, end the rate ha» this year 
fallen from 30 cents per 100 pounds down to 
15 cents between Chicago and New York. 
That is, the railways have been

CARRYING WHEAT BELOW COST 
of haulage, and the export of wheat from New 
York has been largely wheat bought by steam­
ship companies to provide freight without 
prospect of profit. The Erie canal, without 
tolls and with the boat men carrying at a 
lose is doing little business, the business ia 
admittedly demoralized in Cbidlgo and New 
York owing to the low price-in England, 
TheSè reasons are sufficient to snow that the 
canal tolls nave nothing to do with the diffi­
culty in Montreal.

Chicago dealers assert that they do not 
care about the canal tolls, but wanted the 
can* s deepened to 14 or 16 feet, so that they 
would be able to send steamers through it 
carrying 60,000 bushels instead of at present 
30,000 bushels. They would not mind the 
canal tolls even if they were higher than at 
present provided they could handle doable 
the quantity of wheat at not much greater 
cost of transport than for the smaller quantity. 
Possibly this is the real solution of the trouble 
experienced by Montreal. A good ebarp ad­
vance in the price of grain would do more 
than anything else for Montreal shippers and 
others interested.

MONTREAL VIEW OF THE SUBJECT.
Montreal, May 27.—Tbe information ap­

pearing in The Mail yesterday ae to the in­
tentions of the Government in" regard to the 
canal toils created a great deal of excitement 
among tbe commercial men generally here to­
day. It waa tbe absorbing theme of all en- 
gagfli in mercantile pursuits. In interviewa 
with tbe leading classes who are directly in­
terested in the question The Mail corre­
spondent found they were entirely agreed 
that if the Government baited at toe com­
plete abolition of the tolls this year at least 
a blow would be «truck at toe trade of the 
country from which it could scarcely ever re­
cover. It ia only justice to the veteran experts 
in the shipping of grain from here to state 
that one and all declared their disbelief in 
toe report of the Government only taking 
half measures to meet an
UNPRECEDENTED AND PERILOUS EMERGENCY 
in toe commercial history of the country. 
One of tbe most extensive forwarders of pro­
duce to the other side ana an influential sup- 
porter of the Administration remarked, that 
a proposition such as is mentioned Se coming 
from Ottawa would be only trifling with toe 
most momentous question that has probably 
ever come up for settlement beiore the Govern­
ment. If carried into effect he held it would 
prove absolutely that the Government did not 
appreciate or understand the importance and 
gravity of the situation and toe" full bearing 
of toe question submitted for ita considers^ 
tion. ■

Messrs. Hngh McLennan, F. W. Henshaw, 
John Torrance, and many others of similar 
standing and experience here, expreseed their 
opinions that there ie no use or benefit to be 
derived by the St. Lawrence route from the 
Government tampering with the rate unies» 
it is abolished altogether. This latter coarse 
they all urged to be

AN IMPERATIVE NECESSITY 
if toe Canadian water route is to hold its 
own with the Erie canal. A good deal 
of spirted comment has been called 
forth by toe Government apparently giving 
more oorieideration and weight to the 
arguments of theorists who have figures at 
their fingers' end rather than accepting coun­
sel and advice from practical expert» who 
have apent their lives in the shipping and 
forwarding business, like the members of 
tbe deputations from this and other cities 
which have laid all tbe facta and argument» 
available before the Premier and other mem­
bers of the Cabinet. As msny of the local 
expeite said to-day, tbis is not a question of 
revenue at all. If the Government allows 
the rate to stand or reduces it fifty per cent, 
there will be practically no traffic on this 
route this year, and as a matter of course 
under such circumstances there will 
be no receipts to go into tbe treasury of the 
country. This state of affairs will be 

RUIN TO THE COMMERCE 
of the Dominion without sny corresponding 
benefit to toe public exchequer. Is it not' 
then far better, said a veteran mercantile 
man, to abolish the rate altogether and keep 
the wheels of commerce moving by stimulat­
ing traffic, from which toe country would 
largely benefit through its inland and ocean 
fleets, employing thousands of bands all the 
season.

Up to a late hour tbis evening nothing 
official haa been received from Ottawa 
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eponaence is published from toe’capital this 
evening takes the view that tbe Government 
will certainly acquiesce in the demand for the 
total abolition of the canal imposts this year.

* h® 8tlted that the memorials pre­
sented from all the commercial organizations 
of the country ask oely the snepension of the 
tolls daring the present season of navigation, 
lfsnsnswerls not soon received of a favour­
able description there will be

FURTHER DEPUTATIONS ORGANIZED • 
to go to Ottawa, as valuable time ia being lest 
whrah cannot be compensated for hereafter. 
The interest in the subject ia really ao intense 
here that nothing else is spoken of by throe 
engaged in commerce. The elevator com­
panies are prepared, as well as the harbour 
commissioners, to make toe necessary reduc­
tions that will give all the advantages re- 
qnired on toe toile being enspended by the 
Government, although the commercial situa­
tion here is under a cloud of dnlness as well 
ae everywhere else.

QUEBEC AUTONOMY.
The Resolutions Submitted by Mr. Joly.
Quebec, May 27—Mr. Joly moved the 

following resolutions in toe Assembly on 
Saturday ;—

That whereas by address to the Queen, the 
Imjperial Parliament was asked to pass and 
did pass toe Act known as the British 
North America Act, for the union of the 
provinces on the basis of certain accompany­
ing reaolntiona known as the Quebec reso­
lutions ;

That short as toe trial haa been to whieh 
the new constitution had been subjected, it 
haa been already shown that

GERMS OF DISCORD
exist between the provinces and the Federal 
power, toe origin of which may be traced 
back to changes made by toe British North 
America Act in tbe resolutions upon which 
the said Act was to have been baaed.

That clause 43 of said resolutions gives con­
trol over licenses without any restriction 
whatever to the province» on the following, 
namely, «hop, saloon, tavern, auctioneer, and 
other licenses, while the British North 
America Act declares that each control may 
be exercised by the Provincial Legislatures in 
order to the raising of a revenue for provin­
cial, local, or municipal purposes ;

That this radical change made ifl one of 
the conditione of the Federal^compact is one 
of toe sources of discord between toe pro­
vinces and the Federal power ;

That tbe said resolutions, while setting 
forth the subjects which are under the control 
of our Federal Parliament, assign to it all 
such works as shall, although lying wholly 
within any province, be especially declared 
by the Acts authorizing them to be for 

THE GENERAL ADVANTAGE, 
while the British North America Act goes 
much further, and gives to the Federal Par­
liament jurisdiction over such works aa, al­
though wholly situate within a province, are 
before or after their exeetttion declared by the 
Parliament of Canada to be for the general 
advantage of two or more of the provinces;

That the direct result of this change has 
been to take from the Pros ince of Quebec its 
control over all the railways built within its 
limita with the aid of provincial grants, ex­
cept over one, whose oontrol it may also lose 
at any day ;

That these changea, and others whose in­
fluence have not been as yet practically feU, 
neutralize the precautions taken to ensure 
harmony between the provinoes and the 
Federal power ;

That in order to avoid in future any cause 
for a conflict between the provinces and the 
Federal power, it is expedient to adopt tbe 
necessary measures to have the British North 
America Act modified, ao as to meet the 
views ot all parties as expressed in the 
Federal compact.

After a heated discussion from both sides 
of the House on Monday, the resolution was 
lost by a vote of 34 to 13.

London, May 21.—A festival in celebra­
tion of the five hundredth anniversary of the 
death of John Wycliffe wap inaugurated to- 
^*y.

John Wycliffe, the Engliah reformer, was 
born probably in a village which bears hi» 
name, near Richmond, Yorkshire, about 
1324, and died at Lutterworth in 1384. He 
was educated atQueen’s and Merton Colleges, 
Oxford.

THE EARLIEST PUBLICATION 
attributed to* him ie a pamphlet entitled, 
“ The Last Age of the Church,” toe design 
of which waa to prove that the Black Death 
that had recently decimated Europe was a 
warning of the impending day of judgment. 
In 1360 be entered into a controversy with 
the mendicant orders, upholding the author­
ity of the parochial clergy against the friars. 
This dispute gave tone to his fntnre conduct, 
and in successive pamphlets and sermons he 
maintained the supreme authority of the 
King over all persons and property in Eng­
land, and he opposed the holding"oFEnglish 
benefices by foreigners, which diverted the 
revenues to Rome or Avignon. This made 
Wycliffe

OBNOXIOUS TO POPE GREGORY XL,
who demanded that he should be tried for 
heresy. He had powerful frienda, notably 
John of Gannt, duke of Lancaster, and Lord 
Percy, and was popular with the people, so 
that although he was tried in 1382 at Ox­
ford and fonnd guilty of erroneous views re­
garding the Sacrament of the Mass, no sen­
tence was passed upon him. The moat im­
portant of hie writing was an English ver­
sion of the whole Bible from the Latin Vul­
gate, finished about 1383, in which he was 
probably assisted by pupils and learned 
friends, and of whieh he multiplied copies 
by the help of transcribers.

London, May 22.—The Wycliffe celebra­
tion was concluded last evening with a great 
meeting at Exeter;Hall,at which Earl Shaftes­
bury presided, a number of distinguished 
clergymen and other persons being present

Canon Taylor moved “ That toe quin-cen­
tenary of Wycliffe’» death affords a suitable 
opportunity to commemorate hie work ass 
patriot Church reformer, translator, anti 
preacher of the Holy Scriptures. ” He said 
tbe izreat work which Wycliffe did for the 
Chnflch is now in danger of being overthrown. 
We should beware of thoee who-are trying to 
lead ne back to the'darkness and blindness of 
idolatry and medieevaliem.

The motion wae earned without a dissent­
ing voice.

A MEMORIAL APPEAL.
A motion was also carried instructing the 

Memorial Committee to appeal for £10,000, 
to be used in the publication and circulation 
of Wycliffe'» Writings, and for the erection of 
a memorial statue in London.

Rex-, Mr. Hughes said in his belief the 
principles which Wycliffe proclaimed have a 
firmer and wider hold upon the country now 
than ever. The great Baptist preacher 
Spurgeon, the famous revivalist Moody, and 
General Booth, the controlling spirit of the 
Salvation Army, wielded more influence than 
all toe priests in Churches of England put 
together. (Loud cheers.)

0Ü& OWN FIRE.
We are sure that our readers will be 

sorry to learn that on Saturday morning 
The Mail building was badly damaged by 
fire. For a while it seemed as if 
total destruction was inevitable, and 
we grievdB to reflect that the 
handsome structure, which had cost 
us not only a large sum of money but 
much labour and anxious thought, was 
being suddenly and irretrievably swept 
away. But the fire brigade, whose 
efforts were ably and intelligently 
directed, worked nobly and with 
a most self-sacrificing spirit, and through 
their efforts we are enabled this morning to 
pay our usual compliments to the people of 
Canada, and to place before them the 
news ,of the world as fully as if no mis­
fortune had befallen us.

THE LIVE 8T0QK TRADE.
The interest taken by Great Britain in 

the live stock trade with Canada increases. 
This is not to be wondered at ; for the Do­
minion, yrhila preparing to supply Eng­
land’s millions with beet and mutton, also 
offers a market to the English cattle- 
breeder for the best of hie stock for breed­
ing purposes and a home for those British 
farmers with capital who desire to enter 
into stock-raising upon a large scale. Our 
imports of the better breeds from England 
have of late years been very large. That 
they wjll not immediately diminish is 
clear. Professor Bbown, of the Guelph 
Agricultural College, who is in Aberdeen 
now, gives in in address issued by him to 
the farmers of Britain the reason for this. 
Great Britain, owing to the peculiar physi* 
cal condition of the country, has been able 
so far to do what other countries have 
failed to do, that is, to originate and 
maintain breeds of cattle fitted 
in every essential to the world’s 
markets The cattle when taken 
abroad kee in their successors, as time 
progresses, the qualities for which the 
original stock was celebrated, and it is 
necessary to return to England and Scot­
land for new blood from the old sources.

It is not to be supposed, however, that 
this condition of affairs will be permanent 
As Mr. Brown says, the day may come 
when time, with skill and changed physi­
cal conditions, will provide a breed that 
may fill the bill as well, if not better, for 
a particular country than anything Britain 
possesses. In new of this and of the in­
creasing demand for the superior breeds 
of cattle on this aide of the Atlantic, Mr. 
Bbown recommends the British cattle 
raiser with capital to transfer the scene of 
his operations to Ontario, where "he will 
find an invigorating climate, a purifying 
winter, and all the crops which are essen­
tial to animal life at all seasons. Stock 
raising can be carried on here at about 
half the expense involved in England j and 
thoroughbred stock sells at one-third 
higher than at home. These should be 
strong arguments in favour of the emigra­
tion to Ontario ot moneyed farmers whose 
special line of business is cattle breeding.

While attention is being turned to the 
subject of exporting thoroughbred cattle 
to Canada, equal interest is taken in Eng­
land in Canada’s export of live cattle for 
the English meat markets On the other 
side of the Atlantic our cattle export trade 
has friends and enemies, and the Utter are 
always to the front with stories to the ef­
fect thit Canadian cattle are diseased. 
They made themselves very ridiculous last 
summer when they rumoured that a Cana­
dian consignment was suffering from Texan 
fever. Sir Charles T upper proved the 
report to be untrue. A fortnight ego they 
alleged that Canadian cattle sold in Cam- 

s had foot-and-mouth disease. The 
nt was promptly investigated by 

officials at home, and it was 
l that the cattle were inspected before

It is pretty clear that the disease, if the 
Canadian cattle really did catch it, was 
contracted in England. This statement 
has been made in the most forcible manner 
by our officials in England, and in conse­
quence the excitement has subsided.

Our live cattle export trade, which has 
risen from $36,000 in 1877 to <43,600,000 
last year, promises, it is pleasing to note, 
tutassurae still larger proportions. It is 
gratifying also to be able to say that Mr. 
Dyes, the Dominion agent at Liverpool, 
who haa done so much to forward it, is 
now, under the authority of the Dominion 
Government, turning his attention to the 
horse trade. It is proposed to secure first- 
class stock in England for breeding pur­
poses in Canada, and to establish in the 
Dominion an export horse business. The 
opinion on the other side is that such a 
business will rapidly grow, and that in a 
short time its stoppage will be regarded as 
the stoppage of the cattle trade would be 
regarded now, namely, as a national ca­
lamity. __________

... THE COE LAND CRAB.
Aa a preliminary to further discussion 

of the North Hastings job, in which 
Messrs. Pakdss & Cos are the parties 
chiefly interested, it will be well to examine 
critically the return which was so reluc­
tantly produced by the Government On 
the 6th of February Mr. Wood moved for 
an order for a return showing

1. The several Jots in the townships of 
Tudor, Wollaston, Limerick, and Faraday, 
in toe county of Hastings, which had basa 
sold, located, disposed of, or spplied for 
since January 1st 1880. 2. The data of said 
sales, tile persons to whom sold, the prices 
paid, and terms of payment 3. The dates 
of the several applications for the purchase or 
location of said lots. 4. Copies of all corre­
spondence with reference to any of said lots 
to which conflicting claims have been made. 
Mr. Pardee objected to the fourth par­
ticular on the ground that it would make 
the return too voluminous. An order was 
fihally passed on the same day .for a return 
respecting the first three particulars. The 
work could have been done by one clerk 
in a few days. The return, however, was 
not laid on the table until the last working 
day of the session. It is now before us, 
and there are several peculiarities about it 
which are worthy of notice.

The first portion consists of a memoran­
dum of lots in the township of Tudor, sold 
to miscellaneous parties. Among them 
are 2,171 acres, purchased by Mr. Cob at 
SI per acre cash. Mr. Cos next appears 
as toe purchaser of 1,523 acres in Wollas­
ton at SI per acre cash, and then again of 
102 acres in Faraday at $1 per acre oath. 
The return is so far complete, and 
the terms of the order are satisfac­
torily complied with. Then follows a re­
turn of lots located under the Free Grant 
and Homesteads Act, in which Mr. Cox’s 
name does not appear. The succeeding 
memorandum, however, gives a list of lots 
in Wollaston disposed of to Mr. Cos. 
These comprise some 16,336 acres, but, 
strange to say, there is no information as 
to date of sale, price, or terms. Then 
follows a list of 22,922 acres in Limerick, 
disposed of to the same Mr. Cos, with the 
same omissions. Then a list of 10,787 
acres in Faraday, disposed of to the same 
Mr. Cos, but with the same omissions. 
Theto come lists of 5,905$ acres in Wollas­
ton, 23,201 in Faraday, 6,309 in Limenck, 
and 9,448$ in Tudor, applied for since 
January let, 1880, but not disposed of.

It will thus be seen that the only in­
stance in which the qrdmdias been strictly 
complied with^ye sales oFXbe lots—com­
prising 8,796 acreii Tile>iiSéMioned. i The 
fact is there pared ed ’the*^! per acre was 
paid for these by Mr. Cob. When the 
large transaction is touched, however, we 
find the very suujMar omission of all men­
tion of date, time, and terms, though full 
particulars were expressly ordered. The 
total number of acres in this purchase is 
—hastily reckoned—60,045. We are in­
formed that these were sold at 76 cents, 
and m some cases. 60 cents per acre. The 
next sub-division of the return displays an­
other peculiar omission. It is a memoradum 
of lots applied for but not disposed of. 
There is no mention of the name of the 
applicant, nor of the date, price, nor terms. 
It comprises 43,864 acres in Wollaston, 
Faraday, Limerick, and Tudor. The 
statement that these have been “ applied 
for” virtually means that they have been 
purchased on time, ae the applicant has 
the prior right of purchase. We have 
reason to believe that the applicant in this 
case is our modest friend Mr. Cob. There 
is also reason to believe that the same 
humble individual haa likewise secured in 
his grasp an equally large area of land in 
the townships of Lake and Dungannon in 
Hastinga, and Chandos, Methuen, Bel­
mont, and Cardiff in the neighbouring 
county of Peterborough.

The nature of the return is thus ap­
parent A show of honesty is made in an 
important and insignificant portion of it. 
The information really sought after, beyond 
the number of acres sold, is purposely 
withheld. The transaction will not bear 
the light of day. Messrs Pardee <t Cob 
may be patriots, with no other thought 
than to advance the interests of the pro­
vince, but the stubborn facts are against 
the supposition, and they know it We 
shall have more to say on other aspects of 
the affair on a future occasion. In the 
meantime we call attention to the letter of 
“ Anti-Monopoly,” which appears on this 
subject in another column.

INFORMATION WANTED.
The organ has been finding “ points’’ in 

Sir Richard Cartwright's speech. There 
is still a point it needs to discuss, viz., the 
Point as to Independence and the Point 
as to the Conglomeration of Anglo-Saxon- 
dom. We have already taken the liberty 
—no doubt the very great liberty—of 
making it clear to the Globe that Sir 
Richard Cartwright's views ought to 
have some consideration at least from his 
own organ. But our contemporary has 
overlooked the point in question ; pos­
sibly, nobody in the Globe office has read 
Sir Richard’s speech as far as the Inde­
pendence paragraph.

la ths meantime the organ’s friends 
have some right to know what stand the 
organ takes on that question. It is a 
question of some importance. For more 
than a century the maintenance of the 
British connection has been a policy for 
which the vast majority of Canadians have 
been ready to pay and ready to fight. In 
our opinion the present generation of 
Canadians are just as ready to spend 
money and just as ready to spill blood to 
maintain the old bond of union with the 
Empire, against enemies from without or 
traitors from within.

It is of some importance to know what 
doctrine the organ of a political party 
wishes to be accepted by the young men 
who are growing into citizenship and pol­
itical activity in the ranks of that party. 
It is true that young men as a rule are not 
Grits ; they have too much sense and too 
much humour for that But there are 

no doubt, who call

contingent These have some reason to 
know what their organ's tiews are.

They would also like to know which par- 
ticular statesman is to be their leader. Is 
it to be Mr. Blahs, or Sir Richard, or 
Mr. Mills 1 They do not like to follow 
Mr. Blake, because Ae does not lead. 
They hesitate to follow’SIr Richard, be­
cause they do not know where he will lead 
them. They cannot follow Mr. Mme, 
because they wodld all die of laughing on 
the way to—nowhere. " It is therefore BW 
cumbent on the organ to give its readers 
wise counsel on the subject of our rela­
tions to the Empiye. Reticence on the 
subject of loyalty is apt to be misinter­
preted.

CANAL TOLLS
The canal tolls upon grain are equal to 

five-eighths of a cent per bushel Mr. 
Mull, the Commissioner of Inland Rev­
enue, investigated the question of the 
effect of that toll upon the transport of the 
grain through Canadian canals, and after 
examining a number of statistics bearing 
upon the point, came to the conclusion 
that the abolition of the tolls would have 
no appreciable effect in turning the grain 
carrying trade into the St. Lawrence route. 
However, the shippers’ delegation from 
Montreal affirmed most positively-that the 
increased cost of one cent a bushel occa­
sioned by the canal and other charges of 
the St. Lawrence route, as compared with 
the New York route, had produced; ^ " 
effect of drawing the grair 
away, and averred with equal posii 
that reductions of the cost of transport to 
Montreal to the extent of one cent a 
bushel would result in great activity in 
the business. >

There are many difficulties in the way 
of the total abolition of canal tolls. The 
canals have cost large sums of money, paid 
by the people of Canada. If the tolls are 
abolished for Canadian shippers they must 
also be abolished for American shippers, 
for whose benefit the people of 
Canada would, in such case, be 
paying money in order to assist them 
to become rivals of the Canadian wheat 
growers under more advantageous con­
ditions than Canadians would enjoy. It 
would never do to remove in perpetuity the 
tolls now received, because the free use of 
our canals by Americans might in the future 
be an available consideration for some 
treaty concession on the part of the United 
States to Canada.

In view of all these circumstances, in 
view of the fact that the shippers aver that 
the reduction of cost of transport by one 
cent a bushel will enable them to infuse 
activity into the grain transport business, 
the Government have resolved, as a tem­
porary expedient for this summer only, to 
remit onejtalf of the present toll of five- 
eighths .tif a cent per bushel, provided 
others interested reduce the charges so as 
to ma^e up the one cent per bushel The 
Government-rate for the present season 
will therefore be five-sixteenths of a cent 
per bushel It would appear from all the 
available statistics that the freeing of the 
Erie canal from tolls has had no apparent 
effect uponthecanrying trade,theproportion 
of the total volume of vegetable food carried 
by railways having lather increased than 
diminished.

CANADIAN AND AMERICAN 
FINANCES

The burden. of Sir Richard Cart­
wright’s complaint, according to t his, 
speech of last week, is that one debt, ear .' 
expenditure, and our taxation a^e in pro­
portion to the population far in excess of 
those of the United States. Sir Richard 
is worrying himself unnecessarily.

In the first place, our per capita debt, 
in spite of the immense additions Sir 
Richard himself made to it, is far below 
that of our neighbours. The united Fed­
eral and Provincial debt of Canada in 1882 
stood as follows :

This is an average of $37.76 per head. 

The American debt is made up of State 
debts ad* the Federal debt For purposes 
of comparison the State debts muse be. 
included in the calculation, because pur 
Canadian Federal debt is largely madenp 
of provincial or State debts, which were 
assumed by the Dominion in order to re­
lieve the provibces, and to make direct 
taxation unnecessary. The Federal and 
State debts of the United States stood as 
follows in 1882 :

State debts, funded................. 246,119,060
State debts, unfunded............. 33,045,524

Total.!................ ................ $2,196,477,578
This, reckoning the population of the 
United States at 60,156,000, is a debt of 
$43.80 per head.

The comparison of expenditures made 
by the two countries is equilly favourable 
to Canada. Our public expenditures are 
made up of expenditures by the Federal 
and the Local Governments The Ameri­
can expenditures are made by the Federal 
and State Governments To contrast the 
Federal expenses of Canada with those of 
the United States would be manifestly un­
fair, and would lead to no just conclusion 
as to the relative expenses of governing the 
two countries, because in Canada many of 
the expenditures, which on the otfier side 
fall upon the States, do not fall upon the 
provinces, but upon the Federal Govern­
ment. Thus, our Federal Government 
pays the militia expenses, the salaries of 
the Lieutenant-Governors and judges, 
the expenses of maintaining thé 
canals, and public works, and the 
penitentiary expenses, which expen­
ditures in the United States fall 
upon the States. Our Federal Govern­
ment also pays large subsidies for the sup­
port of the Governments of the various 
provinces, while in the United States no 
such contributions are made from the 
Federal treasury. It is, therefore, neces­
sary in making the comparison of expendi­
tures to compare not the Federal expendi­
tures alone of each country, but the Federal 
and the provincial or State expenditures 
combined. In 1882 the united expendi­
tures of the State and Federal Govern­
ments were :

MANUFACTURING in the soute.
Tax manufacturing industries of the 

Southern States, though in their infancy, 
appear to be in a highly promising condi­
tion. The cotton mills at Piedmont, 
Georgia, have paid, during the last year, a 
half-yearly dividend of ten per cent, on 
the invested capital, besides adding several 
thousand dollars to their rest fund. If 
this may be taken aa representing the 
average success of this class of industries 
in that region, the people of the Gulf 
States will soon find that the manufactur­
ing of their cotton at home will pay them 
better than sending it abroad in iu raw 
state, and we may expect to see the cot­
ton industry there almost indefinitely in­
creased.

Should this be the case it would work a 
revolution at the South which would not 
only be in the interest of that region 
itself but of the whole country. So far as 
Ahefloutii ie eefsaetned it would increase

u»g the interests ot, the Southern 
States identical with those of the North, it 
would promptiMhe homogeneity of the

The free trade sentiment, in the past, 
has always had its home at the South. 
And so long as it had no manufacturing in­
dustries of its ovp this sentiment was likely 
to remain with undiminished strength. 
But the manufacturers in that part of the 
country do not need to be taught that the 
protective tariff is in their interest. The 
farmers, miners, and others, who find 
remunerative employment for their capital 
and labour in furnishing the raw materials 
for those great and growing industries, 
and food for the multitudes engaged in 
them, will soon learn, too, that their 
interests are identical with those of the 
manufacturers ; and that the tariff which 
protects the industries which create a 
market for their products and their labour 
is putting money into every one of their 
pockets. These manufacturing industries 
at the South are, therefore, full -of hope, 
not only for the South itself, but for thé 
whole of the United States.

THE EGYPTIAN LAOCOON. .
The opinion expressed in one of the de-, 

spatehes which appeared in the news 
columns of The Mail on Monday, to the 
effect that the Egyptian business will most 
likely result in the strangling of the Glad­
stone Government in its “Laocoon knots” 
.is probably correct If the true function 
of a Government under the British Con­
stitution is to give effect to the will of the 
nation, it is evident that so far as this 
question is concerned this particular Ad­
ministration has forfeited its right to exist. 
Whether tight or wrong in the views which 
it entertains, and the policy which it has 
adopted in respeet to the whole question of 
Egypt and the Éjondan, there can be no 
doubt that it is dirt of harmony with the 
British people. It is impossible to read 
the leading organs of public opinion with­
out coming to this conclusion. News-

?ipers like thé London Tima, the 
aU Matt Goutte, and the Glasgow 

Herald, which have distinguished them­
selves as the most thorough and 
consistent supporters of the Govern­
ment, have at best given their Egyptian 
policy but an undecided and half-hearted 
support, and from many parts of it they 
have repeatedly expressed their decided 
dissent The Criticisms of the conduct of 
the Administration and the warnings as to 
the consequences to which it was likely to 
lead, which have been almost continuously 
indulged in by these journals for many 
months past, afid in which they have been 
more outspoken than ever during the last 
few weeks, show how impossible they found 
it to be to sot the*part of out-and-out sup­
portera of the Government and at the 
same time give expression to the sentiment 
of the better part of the nation.

Unfortunately for Mr. Gladstone and 
his friends the knots of the Laocoon are 
tightening around them, and they are 
becoming more painfully involved in the 
deadly folds of this monster of their own 
creation. The state of things in Egypt 
and the Soudan is probably more unsatis­
factory and menacing than it ever was 
before. The prospect of the proposed 
conference ia regarded by the most 
thoughful men of the nation with 
apprehension. The civil administra-

ikd is a result *f the

absence of anything approaching to 
good government, and the uncertainty 
in which the part which England is to play 
there in the future is involved, tfie trade 
and commerce of the country is prostrated. 
In the meantime the influence of El 
Mehpi, there is only too good reason to 
believe, is beng confirmed and increased, 
not only in the Soudan, but also in Egypt. 
It could scarcely be otherwise in view of 
the attitude of apparent helplessness in 
which the British Government has stood 
in its relation to that fanatical leader. 
No wonder if, after what has occurred 
during the last few months, not only 
the Egyptian people, but the whole 
Mohammedan world, should come to 
the conclusion that England is actually 
afraid to try conclusions with the Prophet 
In view of these facts, there is nothing at 
all improbable in the idea of a wholesale 
mutiny of Egyptian troops, accompanied 
by a massacre of British officers, such as 
seems to be predicted by military experts. 
On the effect which anytliing of this sort 
would be likely to have upon fanatical 
Mohammedans, and Mohammedan com­
munities in India and elsewhere, who have 
been looking for a great Pan-Islam move­
ment, which is, they believe, to put the 
crescent in the ascendent in every part of 
the world, we are not disposed to specu­
late. The state of things ia certainly not 
assuring. And there is only too good 
reason to believe that the difficulties with 
which this question is beset are considera­
bly increased by French intrigue.

Consideration of the Value of 

Good Settler.

SIR RICHARD’S FIGURES INCORRECT.

Grit Statements Tested by Sworn 
Facts and Figures-

THE IMMENSE MONET VALUE OF IMMIGRATION.

From Our Oum Correspondent.
Ottawa, May 26.—The statistics given in 

The Mail recently showed : let, that if we 
took the death toll established in Scotland 
when her population was the same as that of 
Canada in 1870, and when the births were 
the same per thousand of the population, the 
result was that the five provinces of Canada 
east of Lake Superior lost during the ten 
years between 1870 and 1880 not lea» 
than 256,000 persons, who went ont of 
those five provinces ; 2nd, that, of these 
266,000, 228,000 went to the States and the 
balance to the North-West ; 3rd, that since 
1881 the country had turned the corner, and 
that in consequence of the fourfold policy of 
the present Government, viz., fiscal policy, 
Canadian Pacific policy, North-West land 
policy, and immigration policy, the depletion 
of our population had ceased, as was proved 
by the returns supplied by the Grand Trunk 
officials covering toe whole ground from 
•Gaspé to Sarnia, and by investigations made 
by experte in the Maritime section ; 4th, 
that under the old policy, the reenlttof which 
was that Canada lost 228,000 persons in ten 
years, who went to swell the population of 
the United States, the country lost $228,000,- 
000, reckoning each person at a value of 
$1,000. That since Sir John's fourfold policy 
has been fully in operation 100,000 people 
have remained m Canada who, under the 
Cartwright-Mackenzie-Blake policy, would 
have gone to the United States, and that 
therefore the policy of Sir John bad resulted 
in keeping $100,000,000 worth of people with- 
in the borders of Canada.

THE VALUE or A MAN.
Some of your local contemporaries think it 

“idiotic ” to value a person at a thousand 
dollars. And also aver that the evidence of 
their eenees proves to them that more people 
go to the United States from Canada than 
come to Canada from the United States. 
Whether it is “idiotic "or not, it ia a fact 
that the beat statists in the world after full 
study of the question aver that the value of 
an able-bodied immigrant, male or female, ia 
equal to $1,000, .if not very much greater. 
Engel estimated the value at £200 sterling, or 
about $1,000. In the United States toe value 
of an immigrant was some years ago pnt 
down at $830, and more recent investigations 
have led statists to increase the value to 
$2,000 ahead. Dr. Farr placed the value at 
$1,230. Professor Hay ter, of Australia, one 
of the ablest statists of the age, has arrived 
at the conclusion that the value of an able- 
bodied immigrant, male or female, to the 
Australian colonies is $1,300. In Australia, 
where the facilities for obtaining an accurate 
estimate are the best possible, each immi­
grant, big and little, is calculated to increase 
the revenue by $16 a year, equal to $50 a year 
for those between 20 and 60 years of age.

by averring that it is “ idiotic ” to contend 
that the 228,000 persons who went from 
Canada to the United States between 1870 
and 1880 were worth $1,000 a head to toe 
country to which they went, and were con­
sequently a loss of the earns amount to the 
country from which toey went.

IMMIGRANT LOAFERS.
Exposure of the Outcry of Went of Work— 

The Experience of a Philanthropist.
Montreal, May 22.—The hollowness and 

absurdity of the outcry made by a few con­
firmed loafers who landed here aa immi­
grants from England haa been most ttor- 
oogbly exposed by thé Rev. Jno. Nichols, 
pastor of the Presbyterian church here. The 
reverend gentleman ia particularly well quali­
fied for the duty he has performed through 
the local press, inasmuch ae he is one of the 
most energetic labourers in the philantropie 
field that ia to be found in the city. The 
following are a few excerpts from Mr. 
Nichols’ letter, which has had a powerful in­
fluence in qualifying the opinions of the 
public, which were being led astray by a 
few Grits and people here who are easily im­
pressed with the utterances ot the hardened 
outcasts who will not work for a living.

MR. NICHOLS SAYS ;— a $
“ Let me give my own experience for owe 

day. On the 6th of the present month I had 
rearon to visit the immigration office on 
Craig street.

The mai 
seemed satisfied with the arrangements, put 
on a cheerful face, and thanked me for my 
kindness. Immediately after I left him, how­
ever, he declared he would not work for $15 
par month.

The Experience of a Philanthropist.

Montreal, May 22.—The hollowness and 
absurdity of the outcry made by a few con­
firmed loafers who landed here as immi­
grants from England has been most thor­
oughly exposed by th* Rev. Jno. Nichols, 
pastor of the Presbyterian church here. The 
reverend gentleman is particularly well quali­
fied for the duty he has performed through 
the local press, inasmuch as he is one of th, 
most energetic lsbonrers in the philantropie 
field that is to be found in the city.

In the fight between Jem Goode and Dalton 
in Chicago, Dalton shoved Goode off the high 
platform. Goode had to run round about 
fifty feet to get to the steps up, aud the 
referee declared thst he took eleven seconds 
to do it, snd awarded the fight to Dalton, 
who was getting the worst of it.

Sonny Pams has returned to Goelph from 
Milwaukee. He played eight games whils 
there, playing right field three times with no 
errors, and third base once with two errors, 
snd caught four games with only two errors 
He also led the reserve team at batting. He 
asked for his release and got it.

Fred. Archer continues his extraordinary 
career, eclipsing nil hie previous records. At
Chester, May 7th, he wqp every raoe—five_
in which he rode. Up to May 9th he had 47 
winning monnte in 114 starts. Wood had 24 
in 97, 8. Loates 16 in 97, and J. Watte 14 in 
49. Archer had not up to that date accepted 
a mount for the Derby.

The (treat race horse, Doncaster, jnet sold 
in England to the Hungarian Government for 
£5,250, won the Derby of 1873 after starting 
■with the betting at 40 to 1 against him. The 
victory netted a large sum for his owner, Mr. 
Merry. In the following year he won the 
Goodwood cap by a neck. The betting was 
2 to 1 against him. In 1875 he ran twice, 
winning the Gold onp at Ascot by six lengths 
and the Alexandra plate by a length. On his 
retirement from the turf he was spld for 12,000 
guineas.

THE DERBY,

A Dead Heat Between Gatien and Har­
vester.

London, Eng., May 28.—The Derby race 
to-day was a dead heat between Gatien and 
Harvester, Queen Adelaide coming in third.

The race did not excite as great interest as 
usual, as many of the best horses took no 
pret in it Gatien was ridden bv Wood, 
Harvester ty Loates, and Queen Adelaide by 
Webb. The betting was 2 to 1 against 
Adelaide, 10 to 1 against St Gatien," with 
Harvester not quoted. The stakes were 
divided between the owners of Gatien and 
Harvester.

The Derby, the most important raoe on the 
turf in the world, and to three-year-old horses 
(chits or fillies) was first run in 1780, one hun­
dred and four years. Only onde before in its 
long history hhs there been a dead heat in the 
race. This was nearly sixty years ago, in 
1828, when the Duke of Rutland’s borse Cad- 
land ran a dead heat with Hon. E. Petre'e 
The Colonel. Csdland beat The Colonel in 
the rnn-off. The Derby is usually worth 
•bout $30,000 to the winning horse ; apart, of 
coarse, from what its owner may win in bets, 
usually a large amount

Harvester, one of the two running the dead 
heat to-day, was bred by Lord Falmouth, and 
was bought this spring by Sir John Wil­
loughby for $43,000; He is proving himsell 
one of the best colts in Englsnd, and has 
chances for e lot of valuable races this year. 
Bt Gatien, his rival in the Derby, was never 
so highly thought of as Harvester, and his 
performance must have been a surprise. The 
latest betting reported by mail waa 22 to 1 
against him.

Sir John Willoughby, the owner of Har­
vester, also owned Queen Adelaide, who ran 
third, and had backed her so heavily in pre- 
fereferenee to Harvester, that notwithstand­
ing the amount won by Harvester, he is likely 
to be out $100,000 or more.

Victoria. The atmosphere is charged with 
ozone, which ia caused by the salt air from 
the Pacifie Ocean passing over the snow-olad 
Olympian mountains (about sixty miles south­
west of the city, in Washington Territory), 
and again taking up saltneas from the waters 
of Puget Sound.

Whet I have said 
about the climate of Victoria (excepting that 
portion respecting the health-giving air) will 
apply to all the east coast of the island, 
though in some portions it is a little warmer.

No weevil, midge, wire 
worm, potato bugs, or in fact any farmers' 
pests exist here. There are no scorching hot 
days and sultry nights, no deep enow, or no 
frost to impede work, consequently yon 
are not driven like a slave for six months 
and frozen in for the other six, but have 
steady, easy work all the year round. With 
all its advantages the country has, however, 
one drawback, the scarcity and high price of 
labour.

In mild cases frequent batbidg in tepid water, 
with friction after each bathing, often effects 
a care. In severe cases the water should be 
as hot as the animal can endure. Cathartics 
should always be given when the swelling is 
obdurate, and frequent and thorough milking 
in all oases and a spare diet allowed. Rubbing 
the bag frequently with some penetrating oil, 
like oil of turpentine, diluted with linseed 
oil to a strength that will not be injurious, 
or using iodine salve, are valuable ails, and 
are often, all that need be dope.

Gel on the work horse and ride 
him aroaud" awhile, leading the oolt along* 
side until it gets used to the other horse and 
the harness. Then hitoh the work horse to 
the waggon or sled, as the case may be, and 
hitch the colt ip carefully. Get on the work 
horse/take the colt’s hitching or coupling 
strap in yonr^ ri^ut^ band, ^fasten a line or
h<$d of the line and walk alongside the celt,
and then you are prepared for any emergency.
After drilling the oolt in this way for some 
time, put on the check lines. After 
working this way for a while, unhitch and 
pat the colt on the near side. If it has a good 
disposition yon will soon have it ready to 
work in almost any place. Some think 
it not necessary to go to so much trouble, bat 
I like to get a oolt started right, if it does 
take a little more time and trouble. I helped 
a neighbour break a oolt this spring on this 
plan, and he ssid it was the first colt he ever 
had broken to please him.—PitUburg Slock- 
man.

The limited size of onr terms, and the neces­
sity of providing fodder during six months in 
the year have tended to discourage this in­
dustry, although the climate is much more 
favourable than that of England.

1 Prof. Brown, of the Guelph Agricultural 
College, says in his experience Leicester» are 
ahead of aR others in putting on flesh in the 
shortest time. In early maturing he gives 
the following aa the results of personal obser­
vations :—Leicester*, Southdown, South­
down cross, Leicester cross, ' Oxford Down 
cross, Cotswold being the slowest.

3. There is always a good market in To­
ronto for good mutton, but those who buy 
here for the English market prooer say the 
Southdown or a Southdown cross command 
higher prices there than any other strain. A 
good erosa for wool and mutton combined is 
said to be Leicester with Southdown.

4. Will depend entirely upon the nature of 
the toil and what yon mean by ordinary pas­
ture, whether natural or cultivated.

LITE STOCK. iMÉIbjMm H
It Is » bad sign for a farmer when M feeds 

little or ao grain except to his horses. It 
will pay to give some grain daily to sheep, to 
cows, and to hogs. If well managed, the 
poultry will usually pay better for the grain 
they consume than any other stock on the 
farm.

If the harness be thrown over a draught 
horse, or the saddle be placed on the back of 
a rider, he may be led out of a burning 
stable as easily as on ordinary occasions. 
Should there be time to substitute the bridip 
for the halter, the act of reabne will be more 
easy.—Farm and Home.

Boiled rye is in ho way injurious to a mare 
in foal bat it is not advisable to overfeed a 
mare in this rendition. Oats .are she best food 
for Ü mare, and at this season, if the mare is 
in good pasture, no grain will be needed. If 
the mare is working, a mess of cat grass or 
clover once a day would be beneficial.

A correspondent of the Kama* Farmer says 
that the following sbeep-dip recipe has been 
used quite successfully One pound of sal- 
phnr to one-half pound of lime and one gallon 
of water ; boil one boor ; when ready to nee, 
add three gallons of water to one of the liquid, 
then dip hot The cost of this dip is two 
rents per bead.

Sir J. B. Lewes says that of dry food eaten 
by sheep it has been found that these animals 
stored up in increased weight twelve per 
cent., while cattle only laid np in increased 
weight eight per rent ; or, in other words, 
eight and a half pounds of dry foods increased 
the live weight of sheep as much as did 
twelve and a half pounds the lire weight of 
cattle.

Professor Henry says I would urge that 
our farmers give more oats to young stock, 
colts as well as calves. There is no food so 
easily 'attainable that will so well correct 
acidity of the stomach and keep tne whole 
system m good order. To thou who wish 
to raise Calves on very little milk, I would 
•ay, ere oats and oil meal freely, and by 
studying the wants of the calves yon will be 
able to raise fine animals on a small allow­
ance of milk.

String halt ia a nervous disease, and is very 
difficult and sometimes impossible to cure.
It ia caused by failure of certain nerves to 
act, by which the contraction of the muscles 
ia oat controlled and the limb is lifted np in- 
voluntarily. This excessive moscular action 
wearies the hone and interferes with bis use­
fulness. It may he beneficial to give 10 grains 
of nnz vomica duly for three days, then to 
stop for a week and repeat, and do this for 
three weeks. Brisk rubbing of the limb, es­
pecially from the stifle downwards, with a 
rough woollen cloth for 15 minutes night and 
morning may be useful.

Scratches is a disease of the blood, and 
cannot be cured by outkrard applications 
alone. It consists of an eruption of watery 

•blisters which break and exude a yellowish 
serum, which sticks to the hair aad forms 
croate, under which the inflammation still 
continuée, causing the limb .to swell, the 
swelling at times continuing op ward from 
the heels to the back. ' The treatment should 
be to give a pound of epeom salts, and if it 
does not operate freely to repeat it the second 
day- " After that to give one ounce of hypo­
sulphite of soda daily for two or three weeks; 
or even longer, and apply a wash of sulphate 
of zinc, one drachm dissolved in a pint of 
water, to the diaeased park This should be 
carefully protected against wet, mud. end a(l 
irritant liquid filth, which are sometimes the 
original reuse of the disorder.

It will be found a good plan to teach young 

salves to lead, and will save a world of trouble 
afterward when the calf it a cow or a boll 
It ia not an easy task, however ; not nearly 
so easy as to teach a calf to drink. The 
writer has dune the latter in two days, but 
two months will hardly be sufficient time for 
the former. Kindness will 0ot do it. A 
calf is a frolicsome animal and when it does 
not hang back and refuse to go forward wid 
go dff with a rath and tax a stout person to 
bol3 it To teach this duty to a calf a 00

tool of tbs^frisky gnimst, but with a rope six 
or eight feet long one would be curried off hie 
fast or be forced to let go when struggling 
with a 200-pound calf. It is necessary to 
make the calf friendly by kind and gen tie 
treatment, or the owner will not get within 
handling distance of it ; bat when this is done 
long and patient training is required, end 
sometimes » little judicious chastisement, be­
fore the calf will Teed like a colt The habit, 
too, in inherited, and » calf of a now that has 
been used to tethering and lending will be 
taught to lead much sooner than another one. 
—H. T. Times.

Horn to Break e Colt.
I noticed not long since some one asking 

how to break a oolt to the lead or single line. 
Before giving instructions bow to break a 
colt to the lead line I will first give my plsn 
of breaking a colt from theetart, ai I have not 
seen anything of the kind in your valuable 
paper. I tike to begin to break a colt when 
it ie about two weeks old. Put a baiter on it 
and learn it to stand tied in the stable, or 
wherever yon wish to tie it. By commenc­
ing when it is young you can easily put 
something on it that won’t break. By being 
careful at this time the colt rarely ever 
acquires the habit of breaking. Afterwards, 
then, if yon wish the colt to go along when 
working the team, tie it to the side of ite 
mother, being careful at first; and in less than 
aldgfr-ffoo have tauehtit to lead. Then when

When well broken up and exposed to the 
raine in heaps Corn cobs make a valuable 
manned. They are very rich in potash end 
are therefore especially helpful on sandy soils. 
Unless well rotted, however, they do more 

_harm than good.
Potatoes intended for planting should be 

pnt in a dry, tight, and cool place to prevent 
sprouting. There is now no danger ot freez­
ing if tbey are brought ont of the dark cellar, 
which is the wont of all places to keep them 
at this time ^f the year.

Where there are more ears of seed corn 
stored away than will be needed, as there 
always should be to provide against accidents, 
it is important to nse those that have a 00b 
nearly as small at thebutt as at the middle. 
These ears give corn that will ripen earlier, 
busk easier, and yield more shelled corn per 
bushel of ears.

The liability of potatoes to rot is increased 
by tne use of barnyard manures, especially if 
the season he wet. If it is too ary, cosne 
manure will aometimes increase the effects of 
drought Mineral iertiliseia, in which there 
is a good percentage of potash, have the beat 
effect in producing smooth, merchantable 
tubers, free from acabbinesa and disease.

Cow peas is the great crop for ploughing 
under as green manure in the South. In this 
respect it occupies the" same places» elover in 
the North. The seeds wilP' not ripen in dor 
northern latitudes, bat they can always be 
cheaply procured, and the crop may be aotrn 
for ploughing under. It will rfredttëé a large 

ass of vegetable matter the first season, and- 
is rgebibty better for ploughUjy<*5ë£'tHÏ 
any other annual.

It is found in practice that beans are not a 
good crop to precede wheat. One reason 
possibly is that they leaVfe* the soil in too 
loose a condition or the roots will not bold u 
winter. But the chief objection to beans as a 
fallow crop is that they rob the soil of pre­
cisely the food that the wheat plant requires, 
phosphate and nitrogen. Farmers who grow 
beans this summer should save their land for 
spring grain, which will give opportunity for 
more plant food to accumulate beic 
roots are started in search of it.

Wheat flint *
It is now popularly known that wheat mat 

propagates upon the barberry. Nine species 
of barberry, natives of various countries, are 
now known to harbour the pest. The common 
cultivated evergreen mahonia or ilex-leaved 
barberry, is one of the hosts of wheat rusk 
Wheat mat is common where barberries are 
not known, however, and some other plant 
most breed ik Perhaps it goes through its 
successive stages on the wheat itself, or on 
grass, where it ie known to be common. In 
1765 Massachusetts Colony passed “an Aet 
to prevent damage to English grain arising 
from barberry bushes.” The ' law provided 
for the removing p{ bashes from poblie high­
ways, from undivided property, division lines 
and lands of earless tenants or proprietors. 
Any person, after giving dne notice, might 
extirpate any remaining bushes, and charge 
the expense to the owner of the land upon 
which they stood. Upon refusal or neglect 
of the owner to pay such chargee, the law im­
posed a fine of twice the sum rendered.— 
American Cultivator.

A Good Word for tho Crow.
The time has again come around when the 

crow, after 11 months of faithful and valu- 
able service, becomes an object of hatred and 
a subject for abase and denunciation ; and If 
be were not too wary a bird he would be de­
stroyed from off the face of the earth. For 
one supposed fault we ignore aU the crow’s 
good qualities and condemn him for an un­
proved grime. He ie supposed to pull up the 
young corn, and no doubt at times in partait 
of cut-worms he dosa clumsily take the corn 
with the worm, not being able to do one very 
easiy without die other. A fariner once shot 
a crow in the act, aa he believed, of palling 
np the corn. To relieve his mind of 
doubt he opened tbe bird, and found 
within it a number of cat-worms 
and but one grain «f corn, frobably several 
grains of corn might have been found lying on 
the ground where they had been pulled up 
by the crow in the search for cut-worms, as 
this is tbe unfortunate habit of the bird. But 
it ia a question how much good might have 
been done to balance this small evil It is 
weil that this matter should receive attention 
just at this time, when agricultural writers, 
who only know the erbw from hearsay, are 
advising all sorts of ruthless methods of 
slaughter against it ; and farmers should be 
sure when they adopt these recommendations 
that they are not making a serions mistake.— 
M T. Time*.

THE DAIRY.

Wooden dairy utensils, says an exchange, 
should first be washed' in hot water, then in 
cold, and lastly in hot, and should always be 
thoroughly dried.

Shorthorn and Herefo-d having been bred 
for the produotioh of beef, are not well fitted 
for the dairy, hut when united with the 
smaller breeds the offspring are more active, 
and while serving well for the dairy still 
oombina many points possessed by the beef- 
producing breeds.

Says the Lie* Sleek Journal —There is a 
limit to which milk may profitably be car­
ried. If the secretion is crowded too bard 
the prodoot becomes vitiated, more watery, 
and decays sooner. Scattering globales of 
blood are of frequent occurrence in the larger 
yields of milk, and the larger the yield the 
more numerous they are apt to be. Occa­
sionally, at the last end of the milking the 
blood will flow ont nearly pure. When this 
extreme has been reached the secretion is too 
large, and it may be remedied by leaving 
b»f\ * P*rt of the milk at each milking 
till tne now dries down to an amount the 
food and vigour of the cow can sustain.

Perfect Better,
Mr. Robert Hall, ah Ohio batter inspector, 

says that where butter ia properly churned, 
both as to time and temperature, it becomes 
firm with very tittle working, and it is 
tenacious ; but its most desirable s’tate is 
waxy, when it is easily moulded into any 
shape, and may be drawn ont a considerable 
length without breaking. It is then styled 
gilVsflgs- It is only in this that batter 
possesses that rich nutty taste and smell, and 
shows np a rich golden yellow colour which 
imparts ao high a degree of pleasure in eat­
ing it, and which increases its value mani­
fold. It is not always necessary, when it 
smells sweek to taste butter in judging ik 
The smooth unctuous feel in rubbing a little 
between the finger and thumb expresses at 
once ite rich quality ; the nutty smell and 
noh aroma indicate a similar taste ; and the 
bright, goldee-elis toning, cream-coloured 
surf see, shows its height of cleanliness. It 
may be necessary at times to nse a tryer, or 
use it Until yon become an expert in testing 
by taste, smell and robbing.

Bow Jfoufehatel Chooto ie Made.
The late Xi A. Willard gave in the Coun­

try Gentleman the following directions :—
“ The Bonden, or Nenfohatel cheese, of which 
considerable quantities are sent to England 
and to this country, is made as follows —The 
rennet is added to the milk, in pots holding 
about three gallons, at its natural tempera­
ture, as it comes from the cow. Varions de­
vices are resorted to tor preserving this tern- 
perature in winter without warming the milk. 
The rennet being added to the milk, it is left 
for many hours—even as many as forty-eight 
—for the card to be deposited ; the card is 
afterward placed in a linen cloth, which it 
ins pended from the four corners of a skeleton 
box, and is then left for several hours to 
enable the whey to drain offi It is 
then transferred to a clean clo\h, in 
which it ia carefully folded np, and is 
submitted to pressure fop about twelve 
hours, or at least ontil the whey ceases to run 
out ; bat tile pressuré is neither very greet or 
very even. The card ie not passed through 
cylindrical moulds, and the small cylindrical 
cheeses thus formed are at once salted ; the 
cheeses being made, are put into a cellar on 
boards, each one being quite separate from its 
neighbours. In a few days, more or less, ac­
cording to the temperature, the first mould, 
thick and white, makes its appearance and 
soon afterwards, especially in summer, the 
cheeses are sold fresh. * * When it is
desired in increase the richness of these soft, 
small cheeses, the cards, (after being pressed 
to expel the wbey (are broken up with ' the 
hand and worked into a smooth paste. To 
this is added as mneh cream as tbe paste or 
card will absorb. In this way the delicious 
cream cheeses sold in Paris as ‘ Fromege 
Gervals,’ are made. ”

ENGLISH HISTORY AFO LITERATURE.

BETTER TERMS,

An Outline of Manitoba’s New 
Financial Arrangement

PREVIOUS CONDITION OF THE PROVINCE-

How the New Terms will Affect 
the Revenue- (

BOUNDARY NOT TO BE EXTENDED.

Winnipeg, May 27.—The Legislature re­
assembled this afternoon, pursuant to ad­
journment to hear the report of Mr. Nor- 
qnay, Mr. MiUer. and the other delegates 
who were sent to Ottawa to make representa­
tions regarding tho financial condition of the 
province, and to secure, if possible, a better 
arrangement from the Federhl authorities. 
Mr. Norqoay stated the results of the mis- ’ 
•ion, which are regarded here as highly satis­
factory. The condition of the province 
financially may be briefly stated in this way : 
When Manitoba went into Confederation it 
waa allowed a subsidy on a,population of 
17,000 souls, and was credited with a capital

Snal to $32.40 per bead. This capital was 
owed to the province in order to place it, 

at regards the Dominion, in a position similar 
to that of the other provinces, whose debts 
had been assumed by Canada. The canital 
debt, as it was called, was equal to $583,000. 
As the revenue, although the subsidy is now 
calculated on a population of 150,000, has 
been so ranch below the necessary expendi­
ture, this capital has been drawn upon until 
to-day there remains of it but $288,000. This 
year $145,000 more of the capital will have to 
be taken for current expenses, aa the esti­
mated expenditure is half a million, while 
the total revenue is but $350,000, so that 
there will be but $93,000 left, It was in order 
to meet this difficulty in making both ends 
meet and to make representations on some 
other matters, that the Legislature appointed 
the Ottawa delegation.

WHAT THE DELEGATES ASKED FOB.
The delegates, aa instructed by the House, 

asked, when negotiating with the Federal 
Government, for, first the control of the 
public lands of the province ; secondly, the 
the control of the school lands ; and thirdly,
» rearrangement of tbe financial terms so 
that tne province might be placed on the 
same footing aa the other provinces. The 
delegates also suggested the desirability of 
removing the duties on canned goods and 
agricultural implements, of extending the 
boundytes of the province to Hudson’s bay, 
of giving the province control of the rail­
ways, and of scouring the construction of 
branch lines in various parts of Manitoba as 
they might be required. The subjects were 
referred to two committees of the Privy 
Council one of which took into consideration 
the financial question and the other dealt 
with the general questions. The. Finan­
cial Committee, after consultation with the 
delegation, came to the conclusion that it 
would have to recommend a change in the 
financial status of the province.

THE FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENT,
The improvement in the finances of the 

province will be effected in this wav. The 
1 eighty cents per head subsidy has of late been

Çiid upon a population of 150,000 tools.
his gave a revenue of $120,000. Ibis 

Capital debt, however, is only calculated upon 
17,000 sonls. It is proposed that the debt be 
calculated upon a basis"of 160,000 souls also. 
At $32.40 pe"r head this would give the pro­
vince * capital of $4,860,000. This of 
course includes the $583,000 already allowed. 
Deducting so mneh of the original capital as 
has been spent $4,462,000 remains. The 
arrangement, however, contemplates the 
assumption by the province of the amounts 
which have been expended by the Federal 
Government, on purely, loeal improve-- 
meats, such as the Bad lament buildings 
and the Government house, which ex­
penses have in the other provinces been 
met out of tbe local revenues It is 
calculated that the Dominion expenditures 
on local wprks have reached $160,000. This 
sum will therefore have to be deducted, and 
upon its deduction the capital ia $4,252,000, 
Wnich sum, at five per rent, will yield the 
province an additional annual revenue of 
$211,000. This, with the subsidy and the 
other allowances, and the local revenue from 
bonuses, etc., will be sufficient to enable us 
to pay onr way.

ANOTHER CHANGE
which is to be made in the arrangements 
between the Dominion and the province will 
be this : Hitherto the province bas been 
entitled to a moiety of the swamp lands or 
of the lands capable of being brought into 
use by means of drainage. For the future 
the province is to enipy these lands, or tbe 
receipts from their sale, in their entirety. 
Still another arrangement effected by the 
delegation is one under which 160,000 seres 
are to be selected jointly by the Govern- 
mente and given as an endowment for the 
University of Manitoba.

THE PUBLIC LANDS.
The delegates asked that the public lands 

and the school lands of the province be hand­
ed over to the Local Government to be locally 
managed. The committee, however, favour­
ed the retention of the management of these 
lands by the Federal authorities. They 
wished to keep control of the publie lands, 
because these lands are offered to the world 
on the faith of the Dominion for homestead­
ing and pre-emption. The school lands, it 
was held by the Dominion Government, were 
a sacred trust for educational purposes, and 
they coaid not be transferred to the province 
without » violation of trust It waa, how­
ever, decided that they would be managed 
subject to the recommendation from time to 
time of tbe Provincial Government as to the 
expediency of selling. The provincial right

CHARTER RAILWAYS
was also discussed by the delegates and the 
Government While it was admitted the old 
province of Manitoba had the right to charter 
railways within its own limits Jet it waa held 
that the Dominion Government had the 
power to veto and that as a matter of policy 
it should veto each charters as might inter­
fere with the national highway. It was 
hinted, however, that as soon as the Canada 
Pacific railway is completed the right to 
veto may not be exercised or that at least it 
may be exercised very sparingly. An exten­
sion of the boundaries of the province north­
ward to the 60th parallel so as to embrace 
within the province the months of the 
Churchill ana Nelson rivers on Hudson’ebay, 
was asked for bv the delegates ; bat it was 
claimed that this wodld add expense to the 
province while it oould not facilitate the con­
struction of the Hudson Bay railway because 
arrangements, which it was hoped would be 
satisfactory, for the early building of that 
line had already been entered into. Under 
the circumstances the Dominion Government 
did not see its way clear to adding to the 
territory of Manitoba. The tariff question 
was left to the Province of Manitoba to deal 
with.

MOTION FOR A COMMITTEE.
Mr. Norquat moved for the appointment 

of • committee from both sides of the House 
to consider the proposition of the Federal 
Government, but Mr. Vreenway objected, 
and urged that the usnal notice should be 
given. Objection being taken the rule oould 
not be suspended and notice was given.

The House adjourned till to-morrow.
