Mr. Mitchell devoted In 
paper, the Montreal Herald. to the 
advocacy of Mr. McIntyre’s cause, 
and Mr Mitchell himself canvassed 
and spoke in his favor all over the 
constituency. Hut, alas ! the uncer­
tainty of human hopes and calcula­
tions turns*their joyous anticipations 
into bitter disappointment. Mr. Fer­
guson, the Government candidate, is 
elected with a majority ol over one 
hundred and twenty votes. This is 
the ‘‘most unkindest cut of all.” A 
constituency which has always sent a 
Grit to the House of Commons with

So much for the bye-elections, the 
chief means by which the Grits hoped 
to overthrow the Government and 
come into power themselves. Another 
means by which the Opposition hoped 
to increase their numbers was the 
result ol the contested election cases ;

had been guilty of bribery in securing 
their elections, in many places. VVell, 
the first of these cases was tried at

The indications furnished at 
recent bye-elections in Coventry and 
Paddington, that Gladstonian princi­
ples were fast gaining ground in 
Great Britain have been confirmed 
by the election in Glasgow, on the 
and inst, of Sir George Otto Trevel­
yan, by over thirteen hundred 
majority.

It will be remembered that 
Mr. Trevelyan succeeded Sir Freder­
ick Cavendish as Chief Secretary for 
Ireland, during Mr. Gladstone’s Ad­
ministration. He continued a faith­
ful follower of Mr. Gladstone until 
the latter introduced into Parliament 
his measure for the relief of Ireland. 
He then in company with many more 
life-long adherents of the Grand Old 
Man, joined those who have since 
been known in British politics by the 
name of Liberal-Unionists. Of late 
there appears to have arisen, through 
out the country a revulsion of feeling 
against the Salisbury Administration, 
and the popularity of Gladstonian 
principles seem to be rapidly increas­
ing. In the tneantirtfe the Liberal- 
Unionists are, one after another, return 
ing to their former allegiance, and are 
recei zed with open arms by Mr. Glad­
stone. Mr. Trevelyan is one of tht 
repentent Unionists who has returned 
to his first love.

The Glasgow election is regarded 
as a fair test of popular feeling, at the 
present moment. Mr. Trevelyan’s 
opponent, Mr. Evelyn Ashley, Union­
ist, is a man of much ability and influ 
ence ; both sides took a very active 
art in the campaign, and the result 
shows that the people of Glasgow, a*, 
least, are strong in their adherence to 
Mr. Gladstone's views regarding the 
legislative enactments now or recent­
ly under consideration by the Impe­
rial Parliament. There can be ver> 
little doubt that this election will i»a.e 
considerable ta do in shaping the 
course of the Government ; and, 
happening, as it does just at the time 
the Coercion Act is about being en 
forced in Ireland, will greatly modify 
the Administration's actions regard­
ing that uncalled for measure. Nor 
arc its effects likely to be confined in 
the present ; they will doubtless 
extend lurcher than, at first sight 
may appear. One thing is certain, 
the Unionists who seceded from Mr. 
Gladstone, may have a moral certain­
ty that their only hope of re-election 
lies in their return to the told. This 
will result in a weakening of Salis­
bury's following and a proportionate

Hie field of labor comprised the whole 
of Prince County- He ministered to 
the spiritual want* of tlie people of 
Tignish, Ca*cumpec, Kgrnont Bay, Fif­
teen Point and Miwouche He built 
Churchee and Parochial House* at each 
of them* places ; those at present in 
Kgrnont Bay and Fifteen Point won- 
erected by him.* In 1843 he was re­
lieved of the missions of Tignish and 
Cascninpec, and made his home at 
Misvouvhe until I860, when he remoreil 
to Egmont Bay. He moved to Fifteen 
Point in 1869, where ho remained in 
charge of the Church «if our I July of 
Mount Carmel until 1875, when he be- 
<-aine blind, an«l was obliged to retire 
from the active duties of the ministry. 
Hu celebrated the golden jubilee of bis 
ordination to the I’riestlmod on the 3rd 
of July, 1878, in St. Joseph’* Convent. 
Charlottetown.

The fnneral took place at Fgrnont 
Bay, on Friday morning last. The 
Summersiile AgrieuUmriM say*: “The 
mournful procession accompanied tin- 
l**lv from Mr. Felix Perry’s resilience, 
au«l, to the strain* of the mar­
t-bed to the church, where a solemn 
Requiem Mas* was ««lehrated hy Re 
F- X. Gallant, of Charlottetown, a*si*tc«l 
hy Revil*.ti. Bouiireaultand J. Chaisson, 
l>. I as Deacon and *ul»-lK«acou re 
spectively. The Rev. P. Doyle, P. P 
of fiummentide, a< ted a* Master of 
1 ereiuonie*. There wa* an i 111mcam 
concourse of |ample iu attendance from 
all the neighlN>ring parishes, and many 
tear» fell to the memory of a departed 
friend an«l lYiest. After Mans the Rev 
I ‘ugald Mrlfonald, of Tignish, «l«di voted 
the funeral oration, reviewing, in hanp\ 
language, tlie sixty years of tlie late 
Father Perry’s missionary life, enumer­
ating tlie various «-hureliee lie bail Iniilt 
recalling tlie good and wise counsel* 
which he gave, and urging ui*»u the 
Acadian* ever to rememlier him with 
gratitihle if only for having ftwteml 
and propagated among them the grand 
old Gregorian chant. After the con­
clusion of the sennon l»i*hop McIntyre, 
who, during tlie Mas* bad «M-eiipied hi* 
throne, assieUal by the Very Rev. Jam*** 
McDonald and Rev. Angus Mclkmsld. 
pronrwncud tlie abmlutions. In a«l«li- 
tion to the clergymen already namwl, 
there were in attendance the Rev. Pins 
McPhee, of Charlottetown; Rev X. C. 
A Ikmdreault, of Miscouche ; Rev. Ja* 
Incas McDonald, of De Sable ; and 

Rev. D.J. Gillis, of Fast Point.’
The venerable Priest’s remain* were
