IRELAND.

'The Daily News says:—The secene
witnessed in Cork yesterdy was not oply
brilliant and exciting as a spectacle, but
was full of cheering hope tor the eountry.
It was a magniicent demonstration of
national energy of national resources, and
coming ae it did so soon after the seven
years of desolating famine, seemed speci-
ally designed for tie purpose of showing |
the world that the national vigor was as far |
us ever it was from being exhausted. The
whole was the result of the briefest prepar-
ation. It is only afew months since the
first idea of the exhibition was conceived,
and it was then proposed that it should be
confined to the mere produce of the locali-
ty itself. It was first mentioned as a sim-

- ple exhibition for the province of Munster,
when our late Viceroy, the Earl of Claren- |
don, who perhaps took more interest in the |
industrial improvement of Ireland than any
other man that ever lived, suggested at once
that it should be made national, and handed
in his own generous contribution to encour-
age the promoters. His suggestion was
unhesitatingly adopted, and acted on, and
the result has told successfully for it.
Never was anything of the kind better
managed. Committees were formed in the
principal towns of Jreland to co-operate
with that of Cork, and funds and the
warmest  and most cordial aid were
poured in from every quarter. Like its
great prototype in London, the exhibition
building sprung into existence as it were by
magic, and the contributions with which it
has been filled bave been more numerous
and more beautiful than even the most en-
thusiastic ventured to anticipate.

T'he Grand Saloon of the Exlibition, in
which the ceremony of the inauguration
took place yesterday, is 182 feet in length
53 feet in breadth, and 50 feet in  height.
It is covered with an arched roof, which is
composed along the centre of glass. The
entige structure is built of yellow pine wood
the fralls and arched ceilling being divided
into\compartments by richly tresselated
girdérs. With consummate taste, the wood
work has been left of its natural color, hav-
ing been simply planed and varnished, thus
showing the rice grain and mellow tint of
the timber. 'The south end of the building
is occupied by a splendid organ by Telford.
‘This noble instrument is erected on a lofty
platform, approached by a series of steps,
whereon the orchestra 13 disposed. The
sides of the hall, to one-hall their height,
are covered with fine paintings, exclusively
the production of Irish art. They have
beep contributed by the Natural Art socie-
ties, and by individual artists.

Each picture is let into a panel suitable
to its size, the whole forining an indescriba-
bly rich and grand effect. Grouped along
the entire length of the hall are placed the
choicest triumphs of the sculptor’s art, from
the o!udiuu"(ﬂl Hogan, M’Dowall, Kirke,
Yoley, and other Irish artists of eminence.
Iu the centre of the hall is erected a hand-
somely designed hydraulic fountain, from
which springs a jet d’cau, making sweet

each of the several townshipe, snd that the
excess of taxstion crealed thereby amounts
1o £22 18s. 3d. —that the Treasurer was
well aware that the lands. so charged be-
tonged to the Canada Cimpany, and made
the charge agains: the Company in respect
of them==that he hns refused to receive the
amount that would be due, i charged upon
the aggregate value of lande in each town

ship, and insists on the commu ation tax
being paid upon the value of each lot or
parcel of land as valyed separately.

A similsr rule, on the same groum!, has
been granted to show cause why a mandas
mus shou'd not iesue to the Treasurer of
the County of Kent, in order tocorrect anal-
lege 1 overcharged of the same kind.

The question bronght up by these appli
cations 1# whether, under the Assessment
Act, 14 Vic. chap. 67, the lands of a non-
resident owing eeveral lots or parcels of
land in a township, aro necestarily charge-
able, on account of statute labor, with the
ra‘e of commutation estimated with refer-
ence to the value of each It or parcel of
land separately, as they would be in th» case
of a resident, & nop-resident proprietor
owning but one lot in tho township, or
whether the non resident proprietor having
declared himsell 1o be ‘the owner or being
otherwise known by the Treacurer of the
County to bo the owner of the several lots
which may belong to him in any cne town-
ship, can insict upon their being rated for
statute labor, according to the scale laid
down in the 22nd clduve of the s'atute, up:
on an cstimate of the aggregata v lue.

The 7, 8, 9, 17, 20, 22, 23. apd 32
clauses are tiose which Lear upon this
question, and baving considered their lan-
guage and examined all other parts of the
Statute, we think it ie clear (whatever may
nave been conjrclurad (o have beenikiie in
tention of tho legislature) that the scale of
charge laid down in the 22nd clause ¢¢ ords
irg to which the asscssed resident inhabi
tants of a township are to be rated to »
certain number of days Sratute labor, in-
creasing with the amount of their assessed
property,-bot with the ratio of increase di~
minishing as ihe fcale of value increases,
can only be applied to the case of parties al-
so assessed up.n the aseeesment rolls, in
other words resident proprictore.

In regard to non-resident ownors of lands
in any township, the act edmits of no other
course of rating them in the respect of

| Statute labor than by fo.lowing out the

provieione of the 32nd clause, which makes
the tax in their case a charge against the
several parcels of land which ttey may own,
and not againet themselves in reepect to
their landx, Then each cistrict lot or par-
cel of land being required in such cases to
be rated by itsell according to its value,
witnout regard to the owner, whose name
cannot appear on the list. We see no au-
thority for making an aggregate estimate of
their value, in cunsequence of ita being
sliewn apart frum the assessment roll that
they do in fact all belong to one proprietor.
‘T'hey must all be treatrd wo think, as if
they be'oaged to different proprietors, and
must contribute according to the value of
each particular lot.

The effect of this will be that if A, living
in the County of York owns one lot of land
in each of rix several towrships of the
County of Midlesex, or six lots in one
township of that County, his lots willin
reither case be rated for Statute labor] c-
cording to their valuation, and the act
bears no more hard!y upon him in the one
cage than in the other. Where any one lot
or parcel of land of a ron-resident propries
tor in a certuin tuwnship 18 valued at any of
the larger enms mentioned in the 22nd
clause, that eingle propesty will have the
gradvated scale given in that clanee, bes
cause it 1s only according to that ecale that
the charge against the lut can be made, and
#0 the preprietor in si.ch 8 case gets 1n efs
fect the benchit of the reduced rate of
charge in proportion to the value of the
preperty.

At 9 o’clock, A. M., when four
of the blacks bad been sent on an errand to
the Cave House, they were attacked by the
whitee, "The hlacks turned to defend them-
selves, when: one of the whites, named
Robert W. Canton, stepped forward and
plunged a knife into the breast of Williams.
Williams had just cried out, * Look out,
Ben; he’s got a knife!” and immediately
afterward be exclaimed “ Oh, my God! I
am a dead man!” These were the only
words spoken by him after the blow. He

Tue Armies o EuroreE.—A late
London letter says: “ We have very
good authority for stating that in 1851 there
were no fewer than 2,773,833 men under
arms in Europe as regular soldiers, and
if to this number bé added the various corps
of volunteers, national guards, &c., the ag-
gregate would swell up to 3,000,000—the
popuiation of Jlurope was then estimated
at 271,403,000. According to the usual
ratio of calculation, one person out of every
twenty of the adult and able male popula-
tion of Europe was at that time a soldier,
Besides this immense army, there was an
aggregate fleet of 2,773 vessels, carrying
44,105 guns, manned by at lcast 150,000
seamen. We cannot compare these fig-
ures with any previous statements, but we
feel warrented in asserting that never since
the commencement of peace movement,
did the face of LEurope present so belliger-
