Preparation of White Wash.

Whitewash is one of the most valuable
articies 10 the world, when properly appli-
ed. It not only preveuts the decay of
wond, but conduces greatly to the healtn-
fulness of all buildings, whether of woud
or stone.  Out-buildings and fences, when
not painted, should bo' supplied ouce or
twice every year with a good coat of white-
wash, which should ba prepared in the
fnllnwmg manner : Take & clean water-
tight barrel or other suitable cask,aud put
into it half a bushel of limo. Slake it by
pouring builing hot water over it, and in
sufficient quantity to cover it five inches
deep, and stir 1t briskly until thoroughly
slaked. When the sluking  has been
thorotghly effocted, dissolve it in water
and add two pounds of sulphate of rine
and one of comumon salt ; theso will cause
the wash to harden, and prevent its crack-
ing, which gives an unseemly appearance
to the work. If desirable, a beautiful
cream color may be communicated to the
above wash, by adding three pounds of
yellow ochre ; or a good pearl or lead
color by the addition of lamps, vine or
ivory black. For fawn color, add four
pounds of umber, Turkish or American—
the latteris the cheapest- one pound of
ludian red, one pound of common lamp-
black For common stone color, add four
rmnds of raw umber, and two puumll of
awp-black. This wash may be applied
with a common whitewash brush, and will
be found much superiorbothin lppuannoe
