PROJECT TO DAWSON

English Capitalists Propose to Build Railway Be-

tween Dawson and

Approximately 1,400 Miles.

Begin in New York.

Edmonton. “Distance is
Negotiations to
Expert Pronounces the

Winnipeg, Sept. 18,—To construet a
rallway, which will penetrate a coun-
try as yet absolutely wundeveloped,
reaching *from Dawsen City to Ed
monton, an approximate distance of
1,400 miles, i8 the latest project which
will come to the fére in the history
of railway development in the west.

Indebd, go iar has the scheme pro-
gressed, that promoters are now. on
their way to New York in order to ‘ob-
tain the assurance of sufficient capi-
tal, which, by the way, will be contri-
buted entirely by monied men of Eng-
lish finaneial centres. Within two
weeks’ time ‘an attémpt will be made
to get the Dominion Government to
make an endorsation of the bonds.

May Begin Next Year,

If successful in th's another year
will see the beginning of operations
in building a railway line, which will
ultimately bring the farthest corne:
of the Yukon within fourteen days
communication ef the British Isles
and continental Europe.

R. A. Lawthar, London, of the firm
of Lawther. Latta and Company, is
the representative of the finanecial in
terests which are devoting attention
to the piroject.

year, and reached Winnipeg a few
days after the latter passed through
on his way to New York. Interested
parties, hé says, have taken immenss
precaution to obtain all possibile in

formation on the route and general
conditions of the country, and are
satisfied with the feasibility of the
undertaking. Accordingly immediate
attention is being made to secure the
neceéssary capital, and as soon as this
is completed, the promoters will wuit
upon the government officials at Ot-
tawa. Endorsation of bonds will be
asked .for, and following this, if sue-
cessful arrangements are made, pre-
parations for placing more experts in
the country and for securing more
data will ensue.

Across Stewart River Country Here

Then active measares, preliminary
to a full construction, will take place,
and the beginning ot this scheme,
which will penetrate to the farthest
regions north, will - be commenced.
Lawther is already heavily interested
in the Klondyke mineg railway, where
he has two milions invested. Tha
proposed route line will cross through
the Stewart river country, thence
across the mountains and down to Ed
monton through a prairie country,
which is claimed to be exceedingly
fertile. Through the latter 700 miles,
it 15 claimed that with the present
rate of immigration and advancement
of agricultural interests, the railway
line would be self-supporting from the
moment it would be placed in opera-
tion.

Mr. Douglaﬂq states that great dif-
fioulty -is~ bemg encountered by -the
baffalo boys” in rounding up the buf-
falo. In two days 656 were driven into
the corral. The great body of the
herd have crossed the Poudera river
in search of grass and are scattered

through the mountains, making it dif-

has been eaten off by the grasshop-
pers, A bunch of 100 were rounded
up and driven across the Pondera.
The drivers were unable to hold them
together and the whole bunch have
escaped to the mountains again. Fifty
mounted men are engaged in the
round up.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH.WEST

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS,

Any even numbered section of Do-
minion' Lands in Manitoba or the
North-West Provinces, excepting 8
and 26, not’' reserved, may be home-
steaded by any person the sole head
of a family, or male ‘over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry
must be made in. person by the ap-
plicant at the office of the local Agent
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may,
however, be made on crrtain condi-
tiong by the father, mother, so.,
daughter, brother, or sister of an in-
tending homesteader.

An application ‘for entry or inspec:
tion made personally at any Sub-
agent’s office may be wired to. the
local Agent by the Subagent, at the
expense of the applicant, and if the
land applied for is vacant on receipt
of the telegram’ such application is
to have priority and the land will be
held until the necessary papers to
complete the transaction are receiv-
ed by mail.

In case of ‘““personation™ the entry
will be summarily cancelled and the
applicant will forfeit all priority of
claim,

An application for inspection must
pe made in person. The applicant
must be eligible for homestéad entry,
and only one application for inspec-
tion will be received from an indivi-
dual until that application hag been
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in
good standing, and not liable to can-
cellation, -may, subject to approval bf
Department, relinquish it in favour
of father, mother, son, daughter,
brother or sister, if eligible, but to
no one else, on filing declaration of
abandonment.

Wheére an entry is summarily can-
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub-
sequent to institution of concellation
proceedings, the applicant for.inspec-
tion will be entitled to prior right of
entry.

Applicants for inspection must
state in what  partieulars the home-
cteader is in default;.and if subse-
quently the stitement is feund to be
incorrect in material particulars, the
applicant will lose any, prior right of
re-entry, shouiu -the land -become
vacant, or if entry has been granted
it may be summarily cancelled.

Duties.—A settler is required to
perform the conditions under one of
the following plans:—i

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and -cultivation of :the land in
each year during the;term of three
years.

(2) If the father (or motner, ii the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of
the land entered for by such home-
steader the requirement as to resi
dence may be satisfied by such per-
son residing with the father or
mother.

(3) If the settler has his péermanent
residence . upon farming land owned
by him in the vicinity of.his home-
stead ,the requitement may be satis-
fied by residence upon such land.

Before making  application. for
patent the settler must give gix
months’ notice in writing to he Com-
qissioner of Dominion Lands at Ot-
tawa, of his intention to do so.
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.

Coal.—Coal mining rights' may be
leased for a period of twenty-one
years at an annual rental of $1 per
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres
«hall be leazed to ome individual or
«ompany. A royalty at the rate ol
tive cents per ton shall be collected
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of
age, or over, having discovered
mineral in place, may loecate a claim
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.

At least $100 must be expended on
the claim®each year or paid to the
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When
$500 has been expended or paid, .the
locator may, upon having a survey
made, and upon complying with other
requirengents, purchase .ne land at
$1 per acre,

The patent provides for the pay-
ment of a royalty of 2 12 per cent. vn
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are
100 feet square; entry fee $5, renew-
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases
to dredge for gold of five miles each
for a term of twenty years, renewable
at the discretion oi the Minister of
the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge ' in
operation within one season from the
date of the lease for each five miles.
Rental $10 per annum for each mile
of river leased. Royalty at the rate
of 2 1-2 per cent. collected on the
output after it exceeds 810 000.

TWENTY-FIVE ARE KILLED IN
- WRECK.

Concord, N.H., Sept. 15.—Twenty
five persons were killed and thir
injured in a wreck on the T. B. & M
road at West Canaan, sixty mile:
north of here at 4.26 o’clock this
morning, It was a head-on collisior
between a freight and a passenger,
the latter being bound from Quebe:
to Boston., The cause of the accident
according to a statement given out b
the railroad officials here, was the
misunderstanding of orders sent
the erew of the freighit. Both engine
ercws escaped by jumping, the engin
eer of the passenger tran spraining
his ankle,

The impact was terrific.. The engin¢
of the passenger train telescoped th
baggage car, day coaches and part o
a smoking car. The engine and g
c¢ars of the freight were piled in a
beap. The greatest loss of life oc-
curréd (in the first coach of the pas-
senger train immediately behind the
bBaggage car. The occupants of the
evach were for the most part French
Canadians bound for Manchester.
Nassau and Lowell, to work in the
mills.

As soon as word of the wreck reach
ed“this city, two wrecking trains wers
made up and hurried to the scene.
Onr them were sent all the doctors
and nurses availblae. The French-
Canadians killed and injured in the
wreck nearly all came from towns i
New Hampshire "and Massachusectts
They had been up to the Sherbrooke
Que., fair and were returning on the
last day that their tickets were good
Two coaches filled with them had
been added on to the regular train
from Quebec ecity. These French:
Canadians came originally from Sher-
brooke and vicinity, and the fair eacl
year is the occasion for family reun-
ions. The occupants of a combinatior
smoking car and sleeper on the rear of
the train escaped with only a shaking
up- Those in the first eoach behind
the baggage care were all killed. This
car crumpled like paper when telé
scoped by the baggage car and engine
and the escape for the occupants was
impossible, The railroad officials
gave out a long statement to explain
the accident and amnounced that a
rigid investigation would be made in
the hope of fixing the blame.

MAYOR OF VANCOUVER TALKS
THROUGH HIS HAT.
Ottawa, Sept. 16.— “When the may-
or of Vancouver threatened to scnd a
epecial train with Hindus to Ottawa
1 wired to Dr. Munroe, Vancouver,
and to Dr. Miln2, Victoria, to give me
a statement as to the condition of the
new arrivals and as to the necessity
for any deportations,” said Hom.
Frank Oliver today. And the tele-

grams I have received clearly show
that the mayor was, to put it plainly
talking through his. hat.”

The following ar: the replies: ‘“Hin-
dus have beén subjected to rigid
physical examination. All old men
and- those physically unfit were reject-
ed and ordered deport=d. There are
about 25 in all. About 35 are detain.
ed for treachoma, some of whom will
be deported. None are destitute. Tuey
have in their po:session about $95.-
000. No aecommodations are to be
bought at any price and ths Hindus
are compelled to nve in tents until
they erect buildings which they say
they will do. A. 8. Munroe,. Van-
couver.”

“Bince the first of April, 4,000 Hin-
due have arrived at this port. None
came recently.” G. L. Milne, Vie-
toria.

)

Hindus Not Paupers.

..The prime minister received the fol-
Iowing from Vancouver’s chief magis-
trate: ““Hindus are not paupers, bat
the health officer declares the situa-
tion serious: from a sanitary stand
voint. The drill hall is the only sani-
tary building available.”

To this Sir Wilfrid replied as fol-
lowss . “‘T had urderstood from you
telcgram asking that the Hindus be
housed at government’s expense in
drill"hall that tney were paupers. 1
am glad to hear such is not the case.”

Premier and Ishii Talk.

Otiaw,a Sept. 16—Jhe Japanese en-
voy, Mr. Ishii, had a half hour’s talk
vith Sir Wilfrid Laurier concerning
he influx of Japanese into British Co
lumbia. The prime minister insisted
that the arrangement. that no mors
than 6C0 persens should arrive in Can-
wda. from Japan in dne year should
be maintained and that .reeent ar-
“vals greatly exceeded this number.

Japan says she is unable to control
‘he arrivals from Honolulu. Mr. Tshii
*xplained that Japan is still carrying
ut the old arrangement as far as pos-
sibl2, although forced to admit the
argain is violated by arrivals from
Honolulu. The premier suggested a
hange in the treaty so that the same
7ower would be given Canada as is
‘ontained in the United States treaty
vith Japan, giving power to control
‘mmigration.

Mr. Ishii showed that there would
92 great difficulty in the way of ob-
‘aining amendman% to Ahe treaty
it the present time and the first min-
ster admitted that a thorough under.
standing on both sides, if lived up to,
vould be even better than a written
bargain. Mr. Ishii was pretty much
f the same opinion and will report
t> his government to that effect.

Personally Mr. Ishii has no power
‘o make any arrangements with Can-
wda. He can just report to his gov-
srnment. Negotiations between Can-
wda and Japan in regard to this mat-
t2r have been going on for some time
wnd it is antieipated that the visit of
Mr. Ishii will aid in bringing these
negotiations nearer a successful con-
clugion,

Has Corifidence in Canada.

London,: 8ept. 16.—Baron Komura
he Japanese ambassador to Great
Britain, “who has just returged after
wn absence in the country, called on
Sir Edward Grey at the foreign office
‘his afternoon and discussed the anti-
Oriental disturbanees at Vaneouver.
The ambassador took with him long
despatches which he received from the
Japanese consuls at Vancouver and
Ottawa and it is understood that he
issured the foreign secretary that
Tapan had the greatest confidence that
the Canadians would punish those
who were responsible for the attacks
on the Japanese and was satisfied
with the steps in that direction al-
ready taken.

BRICK CO. STRIKE GAS AT THE
HAT.

Mc<dicine Hat. Alta., Sept. 16.—The
Red Cliff Brick Co., which is install-
ing a $150,000 brick-making ‘plant
across the river from Medicine Hat,
has struck gas at a depth of 1,200 feet.
The well has been capped and already
shows a rock pressure of something
cver 600 pounds with a daily flow of
1 million and a half cubic feet.

Large Armoury Building.

The plans and specifications, for the
squadron armoury which the gevern-
ment propo:e to erect, have arrived,

‘and are on view at the R.N.W.M.P.

barracks. The building is to be-of
pre=sed brick and stone, and will be
about 50 by 50 feet, and 30 feet in
height, making a handsome and im-
posing structure. The basement will
be for the furnaces, while the plans
show a large vestibule and hall on the
ground floor with lavatory and clean-
ing room on the right, and a surgeon’s
rooin on the left. The rear iz divided
in‘o twe large rooms, for the storage
of herness, swords, belts, carbines,
clo‘hing, ete. Upstairs there are
rooms for the commanding officer and
the clerk, with a big l:cture room in
the back.

MILLS TO CLOSE IN DECEMBER.

Vancouver, B. C., Sept. 16.—Owing
to the comparatively poor demand for
lumber in the Northwest, the coast
miHs will probably shut down about
December 20th and remain closed for
a month or six weeks—the time de-
pending entirely upon the state of the
Northwest trads. The shutdown at the
time mentioned will make it possible
for the various mills: to carry out their
annual overhaul of equipment dur-
ing the slack period.

It was stated to-day by a millown-
er that there was every likelihood of a
general reduction in  wages at the
mills on Octobef¥ 1st, the cut mention-
ed being from ten to twenty per cent.
It was stated that although there was
no -agreement among the millmen to
this effect, thers was a general under-
standing on the matter.

Another millman declared that he
had no knowledge of the proposed re-
duction, bnt he- sgid that a cut in
wages had been-distussed by the mills
from the early part of the year, but
no action had eéver b2en decided up-
on. Some of the larger millowners
were opposed to any reduction what-
soaver.

Somé weeks ago the mills rcealled
their travellers from the Neorthwest

owing to the slackness of business.
Since that time orders have been very
few from east of the mountains, and
stocks have been gradually piling up
in the yards of the mills. Now the
travellers will once more take a run
through the Northwést and on their
success altogether depands the length
of time the mills will remain cloded
at the ¢nd of the year.

B FB. JOHNSTON : %
ON ASIATIC LABOR.

Toronto, Sept. 17.—Oriental labor on
the Pacific slope and western financial
considerations are touched upon in an
interesting interview with Mr. E. F. B.
Johnston, K.C., wh ¢ has just retutned
from a someéwhat extended visit a -ross
the continent.

“When you ask me what my impres-
8ions are of western Canada, you are
asking something which is more or less
difficult to answer,” said Mr. Johnston.
“To say that it has a great future is
stating’ a mere commonplace. The pres-
ent commercial aspeet of the country and
its - financial condition, however, are
matiers of importance.

“Po be brief, Winnipeg is overdone.
It has reached a stage of development
which in an ordinarily healthy course, it
ought not to mave reachéd for some years
to come. A large amount of Winnipeg
business is done on mortgages and bank
redits. The faculty with which people
cotild, up to a short tinie ago, get money
from the banks, had the_wusual result.
3peculation became prevalent, and to-
day nothing is mdving in properties that
were very active a year or two ago. I
isked several men in Winnipeg if they
could point to a large real estate trans-
retion within the present year where a
substantial pertion of the purchase mon-
'y was actually paid by the purchaser
rut of his own funds, and I reecived the
veply that the most, if not all, of such
transactions were put through subject to
large mortgages and with the assistance
of bank credits. Winnipeg will some day
be a very large city, but it cannot force
its growth. It has opposition from many
promising places like Calgary, Edmonton
ind intermediate towns. The population
if the west, and therefore the demand,
is very limiited. Wealth is nut increas-
ing there as it is in Toronte or Mentreal
One reason is that the profits of many
of the largest concerns, including the
large profits made by banks, are all tak-
en out of the country and sent to the
head eoffices in- the eastern cities. 'l'ake
the earnings of the banks for an exam-
ple—the net profits, amounting to a
very large sum annually, do not remain
in the country. These moneys go to
the shareholders, few of whom live in
the west. . The C. P. R. business; the
outside wholesale houses having agencies
in Winnipeg (and there atre many) a
large place like Katon’s on Portage ave.
nue, ete., all earning a large amount of
money in Manitoba and the west, do
not increase the wealth of the Province
very much, because the profits earned
on capital do not remain in the country.
This will be remedied  in . time when
the west gets its own banks, its own
local railways, its own manufacturers
and its ewn wholesale and distributing
horses.

Decline of the Big Ranch.
“Ranching in the far west seems to be
decreasing for the simple reason that
vacant property is being taken up and
mixed farming carried on. The rancher
with 1,000 acres has no longer a hundred
thousand acres of free prairie to utilize
for his cattle as he had formerly. He is
limited to his own  holdings more or
less, the adjoining lands being taken up,
and I was told by several of the ranchers
that it no longer pays to raise cattle
alone. The. only thing that will pay is
mixed farming.
Question of Oriental Labor.
“Speaking of the labor troubles, I
heard a great deal from both sides om
the question. The labor men object to
the Chinese and Japanese being engaged
in any kind of work. That position is,
of course, unreasonable, because if car-
tied out it would mean that no work
would be done at all, except at the die-
tation of the unions. Canadians who
can get all the work they want refuse
to do it. Strikes and other difficulties
have occurred, and it seems rather anm-
omalous that men who will not do the
work themeslves except on their own
terms should object to other people doing
it. There is plenty of work for every-
body who is willing to undertake it. The
cry against the Orientals is largely from
he working element, and the neutral
position taken by the Provincial poli-
ticians is due to the item of votes. The
whole Japanese and Chinese residents
in Victoria put together and set to work
on various undertakings ‘would not in-
terfere for one hour with the privileges
or the earning power of the white man
who is willing to work on a reasomable
basis.
Condition of the Householder.

“Then look at the position of the
householder. Tlundreds of Canadians
keeping house in Vancouver and Vie-
toria would be glad to employ female
servants at $20 or $25 per month, but
they cannot get them. They are actu-
ally forced to employ Chinese and Jap-
anese servants at more than double these
wages. They have to employ them neot
by echoice, but by nccessity. If men
were so plentiful and so willing to work
that there was an excess of supply over
demand, and if white servants could be
got, even at high wages, I could under-
stand the attitude of the rioters of the
other day. It is not a very likely thing,
however, that a householder would em-
ploy a Chinese servant at $45 or $50 a
month if he could get a servant for $20
who would answer his purposes equally
well, if not better. The Hindus are ar-
riving in large numbers. They happen
to be British subjects, and I supposé will
have votes later on. You hear very lit-
tle about tiiem, and yet it is admitted
that the Chinese workman is infinitely
preferable,

Trade With the Orient.

“There is a large trade being built up
between Canada, China and Japan, and
it strikes me as being very unreasonable
for us to make profits and beneficially
increase our commeree with -these coun-
tries and endeavor at the same time to
shut out or injure the people we are
dealing with. 1 do not think for a mo-
ment that cheap labor ough?! to be
countenanced by the“government, no1
do I think that ,unduwe_ “Tompetition
should be encouraged as against skilled
labor in Canada ,but 1 have no hesita-
tion in saying that the type of Oriental
in Vancouver is infinitely preferable té
many of the foreigners who are settling
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on lands in the Northwest, and certain
ly: more mseful to the community than
the  inliabitants of the Himalayas, of
whom oneé sees so ‘much on the arrival
of éach ship. I believe that to a very
large extent if not wholly, the presemt
trouble arises from the attitude of many
of the British Columbia politicians. If
the Chinese and Japanese had: votes 1
think you would see a'different state of
affairs, I have no. doubt the Dominion
iovernment will be able to deal with
the matter in a satisfactory way, as it
has done in other labor difficulties. 1
think that a moderate restriction, not
as regands the entering of these people
into the country, but a restriotion so as
to prevent unfair competition with skill-
ed labor, would meet the situation. The
most of these Orientals are ‘engaged in
menial occupations, .except. where they
are in business for themselves in a
small way. They appear to be honest in
the shops. ' The price of a small piece
of pottery in a Chinese shop was fifty
~ents. In the shop of the very superior
dealer the same article was $1.25.
Not Difficult Problem.

“The labor problem does not appear
fo me to be either a difficult or a very
serious one if dealt with on a sensible
baris. The grave part of the situation
s that the whole Dominien can be dis-
turbed and the peaceful condition of the
citizens upset by 50 or 100 rioters, who,
I venture to say, have little or no stake
in the country, and many of whem
judging by their actions, are not a credit
to it or to themselves. I am strongly
in favor of giving Canadians all reas-
onable labor proteetion, but I cannot as-
sent to the proposition that the demands
of any particular class must be granted,
vegardless of conséquences to the coun-
try at large. -The present condition on
the coast is entirely due to the exigen-
cies: of local politics and the misguided
followers of a few ““bosses” who are not
anxiously engaged in looking for em-
ployment. After all, the west will right
itself, but the Government.may have tc
exercise a guiding hand in the meantime.
Such a country cannot be blocked in its
uftimate progress and development™ by
any set of men, native or foreign.”

Paris, Sept. 18—The Wellman ex-
pzdition to the North Pole has been
he talk of the aeronautical world in
Paris of late ,and it may be said that
while all admire the courage and re.
solution of Wellman himself, even
he most audacious explorers, like
Santos-Dumont, Catsillon de Saint-
Victor and others belizve that the at-
tempt to reach the pole at present by
v steerable balloon is almost a mad
:nterprise.

The example of the Patrie has been
sited. Tt is said that the Patrie can
travel at the rate of nearly forty
miles an hour ,and that, making a
‘alculation of distance, Mr. Wellman
night arrive at the pole in twenty-two
wurs.  Then there is the journey
ack,

All this is a little too simple. The
Patrie has hitherto made its trials in
rery calm. weather, always selecting
it3 times and seasons, and up to the
ores>nt it mav be said that it has had
10 real.test of its wlility under chance
ronditions, even for very small jour-
2eys. It has accomplished -at most
some sixty miles at a time.

But Mr, Wellman must multiply
his feat by twenty-two, and that with
the possgibility of encountering one of
those storms that rage so furiously in
Arctic regions.

The balloonists here suggest that a
trial should be made of steerables
Jver a considerable traet of Europe,
in order to see what nature of acci-
lents they might be liable to under
idverse conditions. Then if a break-
fown happened it could be repaired,
whereas a breakdown in the Arctic
;egions . means almost certain death to
the voyagers.

M. de Castillon de Saint-Victor
‘hinks Wellman has only one chance
n ‘ten, and that will depend not on
the capacity of his steerable to con-
ront any weather in the Arectic reg-
ions, but on finding a favorable cur-
vent that will land him over the pole
wnd-finally land him in Alaska or Si-
yeria,

The steerable qualities of his bal-
‘oon will be affected by the capricious
coonditions of the atmosphere in Polar
tegions, so that the balloon will lose
gas2 rapidly, and will be sometimes
swelled out, sometimes flattened.

SERIOUS CHARGE
AGAINST WOMAN.

Nanton, Sept. 17.—At Nanton yes-
terday before- Mr. Robertson, J.P..

Sergt. Piper produced the plan of
the premises and gave the rdsults of
e€xperiments of shooting at pieces of
fur at the same distance as the win-
dow from which it was suggested the
shot had been fired.

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ABANDONING HIS ALLIES.

The Orange Sentinel goes after Mr.
Borden for his abandonment of the
Orangemen after they served his pur-
pose in aiding the attack on the-Gov-
ernment over the autonomy ktills. The
Sen\ﬁnel points out that Mr. Borden
maintdins in his new platform the ob-
jections he made to the land pro-
visions of the bills but has omitted
both in his speeches and his program
all mention of the echool clauses
against which he inveighed quite as
strongly, and against which he re-
ccived the assistance of the Sentinel
in an attempt to arouse the Orange-
men of Ontario with the ery that the
Protestants of the West were being
trodden upon. The Sentinel puts it
thus :— z

“The silence that Mr. Borden
maintains regarding the educational
clauses of the autonomy bills is in
the last 'degree disappointing. It
would not be so obtrusive if he re-
frained from attacking that measure
at other points. He gives a definite
pledge in his new platfgrm that if
he is returned to power he will am-
end the act, and give the control f
the public lands to the provincial
legislatures. This puts him in a
most equivocal position.

“Mr, Borden has argued on the
floor of the house that this part cf
the autonomy “bills is unconstitu-
tional. Yet he seems to have con-
sented to accept it as the final word
in federal legislation on the school
question in the west. If he is sat-
isfied with the worst feature of this
law, why should he desire t¢c amend
those of lesser importance?

“By all precedents of party gov-
ernment it is reasonablz to expect
the Conservative leader to make the
autonomy bills the chief issue cf
the. approaching contest, and to em-
phasize the educational clausss.
His own action regarding the Grand
Trunk Pacific railway bill requires
him to raise the school issue. It

- will be remembered that the govern-

ment introauced tha bill to con-
struet the Grand Trunk Pacific rail-
way without having a mandate from
the country.. Mr. Borden and his
followers in parliament fought that
measure as vigorously as- they
could. They were defeated in the
house. That did. not._satisfy Mr.
Borden. He did not accept that
legislation as a finality., In the
“eampaign that followed he made it
the issue of the election, * * * *

‘The inconsistency of Mr. Bord-
en’s present course is susceptible «f
explanation only upon the theory
that he wishes to maintain a friend-
ly attitude toward the French heir-
archy., Having opposad the bill in
parliament, he seems to think he
has*done his whole duty to the west,
and gone far enough to satisfy his
Ontario followers. This would bhe
most convenient if it could be man-
aged. It would leave him in a posi-
tiomw to eclaim the support of the
Frenich Romanist and the Ontario
Orangomen, and coalesce these di-
vergent elements of the electorate,
No doubt he counts upon the loy-
alty of the Orangémen to the Con-
servative party being stronger than
their loyalty to the basic principles
of the order. He evidently expects
them to condone the encroachments
of the Church of Rome in the mat-
ter of the schools bf the new prov-
inces for the sake of the party.
Some-of them will. It is our opin-

ioon, however, that more of them|

will not. As we have said in a prev-
isus issue the Orangemen of Can-
ada, if they had to make a choice,
would prefer Mr. Borden to Sir Wil-
frid Laurier. But his new platform
is ealculated to sap their enthusiasm
and make them careless as to which
party wins at the polls.”

From the standpoint of the Orange
Sentinel that paper is undoubtedly
correct. So long as the educational
clauses could be used as a club with
which to belabor the Government Mr,
Borden was tireless in wielding it
himself ‘and in inciting the Orange
Sentinel and those with whom it car-
ried influence o do likewisé. But
whén the west endorsed the school
clauses in a way-that left Mr, Borden
no hope of political advantage from
continuing his assaults upon them

A "“SAMPLE SCANDAL.”

Some time since the Department of
Militia wanted to purchase a rifle
range at Kentville, N.8.; $12,460 was
offered for a shitable property but the
owners dzclined the offer. Arbitra-
tors were appointed and appraised the
land at' $20,00. A referee was ap-
pointed before whom the owners ra-
presented the property as being worth
$45,000 and the referee allowed them
$38,000. The Department appealed to
the Exchequer Court and Judge Bur-
bidgz awarded the owners $29,000. The
Supreme Court was appealed to and
the judgment was reduced to the
amount. originally offered by the
crown, $12,400, which was paid over
and the range secured.

Now the transaction is paraded by
the Opposition press as ‘“A Sample
Liberal Scandal.” That $12,400 was
paid for the property valued by arbi-
trators, referees and courts at sums
ranging from $19,000 to $38,000 is point-
ed out as a shining but typical illus-
| tration of how the Government is held
up in the purchase of property. And
that sooner than pay more than the
$12,400 the Government fought the
case through successive awards and
from court to court to the highest tri-
bunal is represented as showing how
willing the Government were to be
held up. For having paid one-third «f
the referee’s valuation the Govern-
ment is denounced as enriching their
“friends’’ at the expense of the pub-
lic; and for evidence of the Govern-
ment’s anxiety to enrich their
“friends” we are reminded that they
went to law to prevent being held up
and did so prevent being held up. On
the whole this is a pretty {air
“sample” of the ““scandals” invented
to discredit the Government; the as-
sertion that it is a ‘“scandal” is not
farther than usual from the facts.

INVESTIGATE THE MILK
BUSINESS.

The announcement that the ecity
dealers will hereafter give only twelve
instead of fourteen quarts of milk for
a do'ar is anything but pleaszmi news
to hundreds of homes where every in-
crease in ‘the cost of living is keenly
felt; and it is especially bad news in
homes where milk is a necessity for
the little ones, the aged and the in-
valid.

In making the advance the dealers
appear to have acted with singular
unanimity or with remarkable coincid-
ence. That the advance should have
been the same and made at the same
time at least suggests that the milk
business is in no immediatz danger of
being demoralized = through undue
competition., Tne present occasion
might be as good as any for a com-
mittee of the city council to find out
whether the dealers pursue their sev-
eral ways splendidly regardless cof
each other’s doings, whether they just
happenéd to simultaneously advance
prices to the same extent, or whether
the advance was the result of collu-
sion and mutual agreement. If the
latter, there would be then the further
question whether or not their aection
constituted a combine either in re-
straint of trade or for the undue en-
hancement of prices.

The reason advanced for the in-
crease is that the cows are drying up
and the supply consequently falling
off. On the faee of it this looks much
more like an eXcuse than a reason.
The dairymen’ were surely aware «f
this habit of the cows and might rea-
sonably have been expected to make
provision to continue business by ex-
changing them and securing others
which would supply milk during the

The recent advanecs makes the Ed-
monton price 8 1-3 cents per quart.

It will be argued of course that the
prices of other commodities in Ed-
monton are higher than in Eastern
Canada and the Eastern States. True,
but not the prices of commodities
which erter into the produection of
milk. The standing complaint of the
farmers of Alberta is that beef is too
cheap—a standing claim that cows do
not bring here the price they should
in comparison to the prices in East-
ern Canada. Moreover the high prices
now prevailing in the eastern cities are
due, on the claims of the dairymen, 1
a scarcity of fodder. No such ele.
ment enters or can enter into the en-
hancement of the cost of milk produc-
tion here, for whatever else Alberta
has or has not we have an abundant
supply of hay and green feed. Cattle
and fodder being both cheaper here
than in Ontario it is surely not un-
reasonable to claim that the price oi
milk should be no higher here than
in Ontario cities.

Then too, Edmonton is not Ottdawa
or Toronto, There the complicated
conditions and the volume of the bus-
have divided the trade
between the milk-producers and the
milk dealers—each of whom of course
must collect a profit, In Edmonton
the dairymen are both the producers
and dealers. - They should be able to
effect an economy in operation by this
combination and deliver the goods a*
a lowar figure than the Ottawa ani
Toronto price.

COERCION FOR THE SETTLER.

Eventually the truth will come to
the surface. Mr. Borden and the
newspapers which support him have
duly advertised that gentleman’s wil-
lingness to “cede’ to Alberta and Sas«
katchewan the control of the public
lands, but they have studiously sup
pressed the other half of the proposi-
tion that if the Dominion ‘“‘ceeded’ us
the lands we must “cede’” to the Do-
minion the subsidies we now get in
place of the lands. At Chatham, On-
tario, last week however Mr. Borden
let the cat out of the bag. According
to the Mail and Empire his proposal
was to turn over the lands “upon 3
reasonable readjustment.” The To-
ronto World says he declared, “It
“was the policy of the Conservative
“party to cede these lands to thz pro-
“vinces and readjust the provincial
“‘subsidies accordingly.”

Mr. Borden has made it clear there-
fore that so far as he expresses the
policy of the Opposition that policy is
to reduce aur provincial subsidies
and force us to derive our provincial
revenues from the sale of public lands
With the speculator in Toronto this
policy should be popular. It would
open up to him-a glorious opportunity
for a carnival of land speculation in
a country far enough removed that its
disastrous consequences would not di-
rectly and vitally affect his other in.
terests, He would be able to invadsz
the West, clean up a fortune and go
home leaving a few scores of unfortu-
nate settlers pledged to pay tribute to
him for a decade or so. The Fosters
and the Fowlers should worship at
the feet of Mr. Borden. The adoption
of his land policy would mean mil-
lions to them. Perhaps—just perhaps
—that is why Mr. Borden preaches
this land policy.

From the settler, the man who
wants to become a settler, and the
man whose business welfare depends
on the success of the settler, however.
Mr, Borden can hardly expect en-
thusiastic approval. The settler in
Western Canada is not usually encum-
bered with surplus capital; he is us-
uvally able to find circulation for the
capital he has in purchasing stock
and implements and in supporting
his family until the homestead be-
comes productive, without having to
enrich the coffers of a speculator wha
has interposed between him and the
land he wants to cultivate. Nor are

ern business man, too, must be pard-
oned if he fails to enthuse over the
proposal to export a few hundred mil-
lions per year from Western Canada.
He will have good reason for his
lukewarmness. Those millions mean
the difference between business ex-
pansion and bankruptcy for him.

Meantime the westerners who regard
the proposal from the standpoint cf
the provinees will have equal cause
for objection. Ontario controls the
public land—and Northern Ontario is
a wilderness, wealthy in resources of
timber and soil coveniently situated
to the cheapest known form of trans-
portation, but still- a wilderness.
British Columbia has control of the
public land—also a string of annual
deficits and a chronic complaint of ‘“no
funds.”” TUntil some more convincing
illustrations are produced the new
provinces will stand pat for subsi-
dies they can use instead of land
they could not advantageously admin-
ister,

Mr. Borden has declared his pur-
pose of cutting down our subsidies
ana forcing us to exploit the land for
revenue. He would coerce hoth the
settler and the provinees into com-
mercial slavery to the speculator,

“THEY CANNOT GET THE LANDS
AND RETAIN THE FEDERAL
ALLOWANCE.”

Mr. Borden has declared his policy
to be to cut down the provincial sub-
sidies of Alberta and Saskatchewan
and turn the Provinecial Governments
out on the prairie to hunt for money
with which to carry on business. The
Montreal Gazette, the senior news-
paper supporter of Mr. Borden now
rises to tell us why this should be
done. As frequently suggested before,
this proposal finds origin not in any
overwhelming spirit' of generosity to-
ward the new provinces, but in a spir-
it of parsimonious regard. for the fed-
aral treasury. There is no money in
administering the lands, argues the
Gazette, therefore the Dominion would
gain if the land was turned over to
the provinc2s and the $375,000 sub-
sidy now paid each province in lied
of the lands, should, be cancelled.

On September 9th :in. the course ~f
an editorial on ‘“Western. Province
Lands,” the Gazett: said:— .

“There is no great profit to Can-
ada in the administration of the

Lands of Manitoba,Saskatchewan and

Alberta. They weye surveyed and

reported on and brought to the at-

tontion of settlers/all of which cost
much money, asidé from the outlay
on immigration work which was in-
curred largely because of the West
being in need of people.-- With the
lands will naturally go much nf the
outlay on their account. Then, there
is not so much land available as
there once was. The Hudson’s.Bay
company retained’ a large portion
when it transferred its rights in the
territory to Canada. The railways
received large grants, and coloniza-
tion companies got. some, besides
what settlers have purchased  cr
homestcaded. This has ecome mostly
out of the best, the area of which
open for occupation is now consid-
erably reduced. "Tn the northern
parts of Saskatchewan and Alberta
there is untouched a great region,
some of it timbered, some of it pos-
sibly rich in minerals, but no great
part of it yet known to be in every
way classable as first quality agri-
cultural land. . It may be highly
valuable. No one will care to ven-
ture a specific opinion that outside
of known, deserts and within the
temperate zone any land in America
is worthless, The Dominion can
afford to taka the risk of loss, how-
ever, if the provinces will assume
the burden of administration. This
burden Manitoba, with its present
bounds, and with most of its best
land occupied, can hardly be expect-
ed to assume in return for what ‘t
would receive, also giving up its al-
lowance out of the federal treasury.

“demand.”” That they are in Opposi-
tion is sufficient assurance that they
did not “demand” it with the ap,
proval of the “provinces.”

The Gazette’s warning that we ““can-
“not get the lands and retain the fed-
“eral allowance for them also” is a
candid statement of fact for which the
Gazette is not likely to get much
thanks from its friends. It strips the
glamor from his phrases and shows
us the underlying meaning of Mr.
Borden’s Ontario talk of “ceding’’ the
lands to the provinces. It abolishes
the oratorical flights, brings the mat-
ter down to a cold business proposi-
tion and puts it “in a nutshell.” It
tells us exactly what Mr. Borden
means but what it does not suit his
purpose  to say that he means. When
he talk of “turning over the lands to
““the provinces,” what he really means
is turning over $750,000 of the pro-
vincial subsidies to the Dominion. As
compared to Mr. Borden the Gazette
has at least the advantage of candor.
We may have either the land or the
money, it says in effect, but we can-
not have both, and as we have now
the best of the bargain we would be
eminently foolish to. give -up the
money and take the land.

The logic of the Gazette is irresist-
ible.. It cost money to survey the
iands. Then we gave away enormous
%racts of the best of them to railway
(}ompﬂnies and other corporations. We
have expended enormous sums in at-
tracting settlers and they again have
secured a large area of the choice cf
the lands. Thus while the Do-
minion has been steadily increasing
the total expenditure for administer-
ing the lands, the land remaining has
been steadily decreasing in area, and
that most easily available has been
culled over by corporations and set-
tlers, If we took over the land now
we would get only a small part of the
original area; and if there has been
“no great profit’”’ to the Dominion in
administering the larger area how
could there be any ‘“great profit’ -to
the provinces in administering the
smalle2r? The Dominion would be
“money in”” by giving us the land
and keeping the subsidies; therefore
the provincez would be ‘“money out”
by taking the land and giving up the
subsidies.

“TO WHOM MUCH IS GIVEN.”

A missionary who has recently vis
ited Corea contributes to the Toronto
Globe an article on his observations
there which turned him from a pro-
Jap to an anti-Jap. In large measure
this reversal of feeling appears to

have been caused by the indignities
and humiliation to which Coregns are
subjects by the lower elements of
the Japs. That the incidents he re-
lates .are correct and that they are
typical of the conduct of Japanese
toughs toward the subject race there
is no reason to doubt. Perhaps in this
however the Japanese is only copying
his pattern. Who that has dwelt long
in "Western cities has not seen an
inoffensive Chinaman knocked into
the gutter by a drunken brute of our
more ‘“‘civilized” race? It is mourn-
fully true that in no one is race pride
and prejudice more dominant than in
the tough who discredits and disgraces
the race from which he springs; and
that none prate more of ““civilization™
than those who least exemplify it in
character and conduct. But as Can-
adians would refuse to be held ac-
countable for the insults and outrages
inflicted on the stranger by the thugs
whose nationality we cannot diselaim,
neither should they hold the Japanese
nation responsible for assaults on in.
dividual Coreans by individual Jap-
anese, If there are brutes among us,
why expect .a race whom we regard
as inferior to be without them? If
the Japanese civilization is lower than
our own why expect their conduct
to be superior? It must be remember-
ed too that the Coreans are by mno
means perfect and are quite as likely
to give offence to the Japanese as is
the Chinaman to a Canadian. If
the machinery for the preservation of
order and the punishment of offences
does not work as smoothly and as
surely in Corea as in Canada, neither
should we expect it ta do so. Wel
have only to maintain the nmehiner_vl
among pﬁpplo whose ancestors have
been familiar with it; Japan has to
extend that machinery in a land
where heretofore it has been un-
known.

INSU-BORDEN-ATION.

In his speech at St. John, N.B., Mr.
Borden insisted that Hon. Wm. Pugs.
ley be opposed in the approaching
bye-election. A day or so after it was
announced that the seat would not
be contested. When nomination day
came Mr, Pugsley’s name was the
only one suggested and there remains
only the legal formality of declaring
him returned by acclamation.

Mr. Borden toured Ontario denounec-
ing the Government and all its works
and it is announced that Hon. Geo.
P. Graham will b2 the only man nom-
inated in Brockville.

Thus while Mr. Borden tours and
talks Liberals are returned by accla-
mation in constituencies declared

“doubtful” by no less authority tl,
the Winnipeg Telegram, and even
constituencies where Mr. Borden |
spoken and has demanded that a can,.

The crux of th
whole matter, according to Mr. Anstic
is that the government is endeavoring
to prove a combination between the
lumbermen of this province and the
Alberta Retail Lumber Dealers’ as-
sociation. It was asserted that ro
lumber would be sold to any retailer
of Alberta unless h& was a member f
the retail association. This point came
out in the evidence of Mr. Wells and
Mr. Anstie, both declaring emphatic-
ally that the Mountain Lumbermen’s
association had sold impartially to
members and non-members of the Al-
berta Retail association. This fact,
Mr, Anstie complains, has been delib-
erately suppresse. by the Edmonton
prezs, There has been mno attempt,
says Mr. Wells,-who.is not now associ-
ated with the lumber industry, to
prove that the prices of lumber are
too high, the Alberta government con-
tenting themselves with striving to
prove the alleged combine aforesaid.
The full trial will come up for hearing
early in November.”

L Business.

Geo. Balfour, English Capitalist, Makes Offer to Take Street Railway
System Off City’s Hands—A Idermen will Hold Special Meeting to
Decide Whether or Not They Will Consider a Proposition to Sell—
New Principle Approved Referring to Remission of Taxes—Other

Like a bolt from the blue the an-
nouncen:2nt was made in the form of
a communication, at the regular meet-
ing of the City Council Tuesday night
that an established and recognized
Erglish capitalist was prepared to
take over the street railway project of
the city.

The letter was as follows:

Proposal of George Balfour, of the
City of London, England, Civil En-
gineer and Contractor; to the Mayor
and Council of the City of Edmon-
ton.

Gentlemen,—I will purchase from
you at actual cost that portion of
the street railway construction now
under way, or upon which outlay
has been made, along and upon the
track allowance of the proposed line
on Jasper avenue, and the material
in your hands or contracted for, and
will. without. delay resume and com
plete lines according to plans to be
agreed upon between us, upon con-
ditions of receiving a workable fran-
chise for myself and associates; pur-
chase money as above to be paid by
me in full within thirty days aiter
agreement between us shall have
been signed.

It would be part of my final agree-
ment with you that such extent of
lines within your municipality, also
a connecting line with Strathcona
shall ‘be placed in operation within
a period also to be defined between
us, permission to make the inter-
urban connection over the proposed
high level bridge being first ob
tained.

If above basis of an agreement be
satisfactory to you, I am prepared
to meet you and go into all details
of franchise.

In behalf of Geo. Balfour,

P. CRONIN..
P. Cronin is a Toronto (Ont.) man,
and is the Canadidn agent of Geo
Balfour, who is an English civil en-
gineer, contr.ctor and capitalist, and
who owns half a dozen street ra:lway
systems in England and Scotland.
Mr. Cronin was in Edmonton re-
cently to investigate the situation,
and as a result has submitted the pro-
position of his principals to the
Council. He is now in Vancouver,
and will not return to the city for
three weeks.

From the tenor of the remarks of
the nldermen when the communica
tion was read, and the disposition of
it was to be decided, it was apparent
that there was no decided opposition
to considering the proposition.

“We’ll have to give this matter
some  considerable - consideration,”
said -Alderman - Manson. - “There are
many details connected with it, . such
ns ascertaining the city’s position as
to its charter and its franchise.”

“If 'we can secure the right terms;”
said Alderman Manuel. “I know ex-
actly my -position. I'd sell-it. As a
city. we_do not want the street rail-
way for:the reason that we can’t get
the money to build it, But if"the rail-
way. were built at once it would be a
great boon to the city?”

“Is there any advantage to be gain-
ed by taking immediate action on the
question whether or not 'the -city is
prepared to talk business with this
man >’ asked Ald. Gariepy.

“Only this,” said Commissioner
Kinnaird, “that the applicant is pre
pared to go ahead to build immediate-
ly in the spring.”

“Then I'm prepared to meet Mr,
Cronin at once, and would favor tele-
graphing ‘'him to return to the city.
This action would not commit us to
anything, and by meeting him we
could better learn his proposition.”

“I think this matter should be al-
lowed to stand,” said Ald. Walker.
“We have not decided that we will
consider selling our franchise, and if
we did decide to do so, I have no
doubt there would be many other
capitalists prepared to make us pro-
positions.”

It. was finally decided to hold a
special meeting of the Council on
Wednesday, Sept. 25, to discuss the
whole question. At this meeting a
statement of the cost of that portion
of the railway already constructed, as
well as -other data, will be brought
down by the commissioners, and the
city solicitor was asked to have all
papers relative to the city’s charter
and iranchise on hand.

No Remission of Taxes.

The commissioners presented an im-
portant report in connection with the
application of the Whitelaw Co, fof
remission of taxes on business assess-
ment. The importance of the report
arose from the fact that this recom-
mendation of the commissioners in-
volved the adoption of a new princi-
ple, and the establishment of a pre-
cedent, in recommending that no tax
remissions should be granted in the
case where a business is merely trans-
ferred. The report was as follows:

The facts in this case are as fol-
lows:

The Whitelaw Company retired from
business on or about the middle of
May, presumably a month or more
after- the business assessment had
been fixed at $9,610 upon floor space
measurement, the tax levy wupon
which amounts to $128.13. :

C. "'W. Campbell, confectioner, im-
mediately, moved into the premises
vacated by the Whitelaw Company,
and is now occupying them and car-
rying on :a grocery business therein.
Mr, . Campbell’s business assessment
upon his previous premises amounted
to $6,370 only (including the old bake-
shop -which he still retains, -assessed
at $686), taxes $84.93. Under his new
conditions, the business taxes would
amount to $137,28 (813,296 at 13 1-3
mills) for full year.

A. Archibald, druggist, moved into
the premises formerly occupied by C.
W. Campbell on 1st July, having leas-
ed them whilet his new stbre is under
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| construction. Mr. Archibald’s old
store was considerably smaller, the
business assessment being  $3,270,
taxes $43.60—the classification: being
the same for confectioners and drug-
gists. In his present premises the
taxes for the full year would be $75.79
(85,684 at 13 1-3 mills),

The  solicitor advises us that the
letter, or intention, of assessment law
does not contemplate business changes
of this nature, and that it is imprac
ticable to provide for adjustments
during the year, the intention being
that assessment fixed and ‘taxes levied
upon conditions = pertaining at_ the
time of assessment should be deemed
sufficient for the full year, and any
changes taking place during the term
siouid be the subject oi agreement
between the parties affected. All pre-
vious claims for remissions of this
nature which have been considered.
and invariably granted, by the coun-
cil have been upon businesses which
have entirely ceased, the premises be-
ing closed or diverted to another pur-
pose, and in the present instance al
though the Whitelaw Company have
eeased to do business, the premises
are still occupied by Mr. Campbell,
who for all purposes of assessment
and taxation may be regarded as theis
successor. A new principle is there-
fore involved, and a new precedent
will be established by the decision of
the council on this matter.

The council adopted the report anc
passed a motion refusing to grant th
request %r a remission of taxes.

Land Slide Report.

The report oi the commissioners re
commending memorializing the Do
minion to construct a retaining wall
along the river bank at the foot o
Kinistino avenue, where, at the corne
of Grierson street, a land slide re
cently occurred, was adopted by
the council.

Beaton & Mallet Dispute.

Wallbridge & McDonald, solicitors
for Beaton & Mallett, contractors fo
the Isolation Hospital, wrote ‘stating
that their clients would not agree t«
accept $400 in settlement oi thei
claim for damages. The award of the
arbitrators of $1,200 was not accepted
by the council. Wallbridge and Me
Donald pointed out that it would be
preferable to settle this dispute ami
cably rather than go into the courts.

In view of this suggestion, Alder-
man Gariepy moved that City Solici-
tor Beck should meet the solicitors
for Beaton & Mallett to ascertain op
what basis a settlement independent
of the courts could be effected, and
to report at the next meeting of the
council.

Chimney Sweeping. ¢

J. 8. Scott, whose vocation is thai
of a chimney sweep wrote asking the
city to pass an ordinance governing
the .sweeping of chimneys. His letter
stated that in other cities there were
by-laws which required the regula:
sweepifig.'of c¢himneys as-a question
of fire protection, In Prince Alber{
the ordinance requires two sweepings
annually. The commissioners were
asked to report,

Two Petitions.

The members of the syndicate ave
nue Baptist church petitioned for a
sidewalk and crossing on Morris
street. The petition also asked for a
I'ght at this section oi the city. The
matter was referred to the commis
siomers for report. Commissioner Pace
stated that a crossing was certainly
required.

A petition was received asking for
a crossing on Namayo avenue at the
corner of Isabella street. It was
pointed out that this crossing was
Hlargely used by scholars attending
Queen’s avenue school. The commis-
sioners recommended placing a two-
plank crossing at this point. The re-
port was adopted.

Two Agreements,

An; .agreement between the city and
the Edmonton Ineline Railway Co.
relieving the company of all furthe:
damage in reference to the sewer and
water on First street, the company
having paid the city $600, the amount
required to move the sewer and watex
pipes -on the street. The agreement
was adopted. The deed transferring
that portion of the street used by the
railway was authorized also.

An agreement transferring the
agreement between the city and P. O.
Dwyer, -in reference to concessions
granted the packing plant, to the J.
Y. Griffin Co., was endorsed.

On Monday the employees re-
sponsible for this was reprimanded,
and the defective lights attended to.

Alderman Anderson—What is the
cost per day for running the steam
roller?

Answer—The cost of operating the
steam roller per day is $6.50. As the
engineer is paid only whilst running
the roller, no expense is occasioned
whilst it is unemployed. ~Whilst op-
erating, the engineer’s wage is $3.50
per day; -consumption of coal, oil and
waste ig approximately $3.

FTHE PROVINCIAL JUDICIAL ACTS
WENT INTO FORCE TO-DAY.
Monday’s Bulletin. :

Three acts of parliament passed.by
the Legislative Assembly of Alberta
last session go into force today by
oroclamation. These are the acts es-
tablishing the Supreme Court of Al-
berta, the District Courts Act of “Al-
berta, and the Act to Amend the
Statute Law. These acts, which were
1ssented to last March, contained
clauses that they come into force by
the proclamation of the executive
council. The limits of the judicial dis-
tricts ‘created by  the District Courts
Act have been fixed by the Alberta
Government. The occasion of the ap-
scointment of the judges- by the Do-
minion government has been deemed
. suitable time to put the new acts
into force.

The proclamation at the same time
abolishes the old Territorial Supreme
Court. Today the old judges were
sworn in again by His Honor Lieu-
tenant Governor Bulyea. These are
Chief Justice Sifton, Hon. Justice
Scott, Hoon. Justice Harvey and Hon.
Justice Stuart. All officers of the Su-
oreme Court of the Northwest Terri-
tories in the severdl judicial districts
continue to hold office under the new
act.

The' efiect of these measures is to re-
model the judicial system of the Pro-
vinee of Alberta.

In thc act, known ds the Alberta
act, which came into force in Septem-
Her, 1905, constituting this-province, a
provision was made that the legisla-
ure of the Province of Alberta might
abolish the Supreme Court of the
Northwest Territories, and a further
revision was made whereby the legis-
lature of the Province of Alberta
would have the right to constitute new
courts.

Purvose of the Act.

The purpose of the District Court
Act, in conjunction with the Supreme
Court Act, is to establish in Provinee
of Alberta the judicial machinery
which was contemplated in the orig-
inal constitution of the province, and
as the formation of the two courts,
which are provided for in these acts
s & whele go to make up the judicial
nachinery in Alberta.

The principle involved in the Dis-
trict Courts Act is the distinguishing
feature between the judicial system of
the province as it exists today under
the territorial system and the system
inaugurated by the proclamation. - .

Up to the present time there has
been but one court of justice in the
Northwest Territories, known as the
Supreme Court of the Northwest Ter-
ritories, and constituted as a -court
under the Northwest Territories Act,
the act undet which for a number of
years the whole of the Northwest Ter-
ritories ,including the present Prov-
nces of Alberta and Saskatchewan,
)perated -until the passing of the aect,
commonly known as the Autonomy
bills. ’

The Supreme Court of the Northwest
Territories dealt with all manner of
actions, large or small, An action for
one dollar; an action .for $10, or an
action for $1,000, was brought in the
same court.

i

Result of Old "System.

Owing to the large increase in pop-
ulation during the last three or four
years, the territory now constituted
as the Province of Albetta has been
rapidly settling up, and as a result
tha time of the judges of the Supreme

Court of the Northwest Territories was
to a very large degree occupied in the
trial of small debt cases. At the last
sittings of the Supreme Court in the
city of Edmonton considerably more
than ene-hali of the cases on the
docket were cases which in any other
province in Canada would have been
relegated to a court of inferior jurig-
diction. As a result of this the judges
of the Supreme Court of the North-
west Territories were not only in the
first instance overworked, but they
were unable to devote a proper share
of their time in the consideration of
judgments in cases of great import-
ance to the Ntigants. This advant-
age was felt very keenly not only by
the litigants and the judges them-
selves, but from a standpoint of pub-
lic convenience, a very much more
serious state of affairs existed in con-
sequence of the pregent state of ‘the
court system,

Present Small Debt System Defective.

The disadvantages referred to are
the impracticability and frequently
the impossibility of persons in the
outlyiing districts of the province and
even in the more settled and thickly
populated districts and ulong the lines
of railway obtaining speedy justice
in small debt cases proper provision
for the trial of small demt cases is the
important feature of a well regulated
judicial system. It was a matter of
common knowledge in the Province of
Alberta that a very great number of
cases in which parties felt themselves
aggrieved were never brought to trial,
because the amount involyed would
not justify the beginning of an action
at law which might have to be carried
to a place some hundreds of miles
distant from the place where the cause
of action arose and where the litigants
were residing.

Object of District Courts.

The principal object of establishing
the District Courts in the Province is
to inaugurate a system whereby the
judges of that ecourt will travel
through their districts and hear the
complaints of any. persons who think
themselves agrrieved, and give jus-
tice to such persons. It will be ar-
ranged that the judges make circuits
of their districts every six weeks or
two months, covering all the import-
ant points within such districts and
hearing at the place where the dis-
pute arose any causes brought before
them for trial. )

The primary difference between the
old judicial system and the new one,
as set forth in thése’ acts, is to make
it as easy, cheap and quick as possible
to obtain'speedy justice.

A Larger Judiciary Needed.

Upon  the basis ‘of population the
Province of Alberta is entitled to ten
judges. Up to the present there were
only four Supreme Court judgep. It
is quite clear to anyone who is intel-
ligently ‘informed sasto the condition
of affairs-in the. Proyince:ef Alberta,
that it requires K a larger number of
judges to cover this grovince in an ef-
ficient way than perhaps in any other
province, for the refison that the set-
tlement in this province is very wide-
ly diffused.  Settlerg, are taking up
land in far distant places from the
railways in the well grounded hope
that before very long these places will
be tapped by a ‘railroad and thereby
rendered just. as accessible as any
other part of the province. The re-
sult of this has been that small com-
munities have grown up, and today
are growing up all over the province,
oftentimes long distances apart, and
in order to serve a province so settled
properly, it is perfectly clear that a
larger judiciary in proportion to its
population is required than in such a
province, as for example, British Co-
lumbia, where the population is cen-
tralized to a great extent in the cities
of Vancouver and Victoria, and in a
number of smaller cities and towns
immediately along the line of railway.

It might be of interest ta compare
the number of judges in British Co-
lumbia with the number of judgee
which we are asking the Dominion
Government to give us under the Dis-
trict. and* High Court Acts. In the
year 1901 the population of British
Columbia at the taking of the census
was some 7,000 less than the present
population. of Alberta, and at that
time there were in the Province of
British Columbia five Supreme Court
judges and ten County Court judges,
making in all fifteen judgs or one
each to every 12,000 of a population.

Will Now Have Ten Julges.

By the proclamation issued today
Alberta ‘will"have ten judges—five Su-
preme Court judges and five District
Court judges for the judicial districts
of Lethbridge, Macleod, Calgary, We-
taskiwin and Edmonton.

District Courts Unique.

In one very important particular
the District Courts in Alberta will be
unique. They will be able to try all
classes of cases of every nature, kind
and description, so long only as the
claim or demand for relief does not
exceed $400. In Ontario for instance,
as in the other provinces, there are
certain very important exceptions to
the jurisdiction of the County Courts.
They cannot for example try actions
for libel, slander, malicious prosecu-
tion or action against a juscice of the
peace for anything done in the execu-
tion of his office unless he consents to
the trial of such action. In Saskatch-,
ewan the new law provides forrestric-
tions upon the character of'the action
within the jurisdiction of the -district
courts.

Under the Supreme Court Act Sur-
rogate courts are also established,with
the jurisdiction in probate matters
which has hitherto been exercised by
the Supreme Court judges. The other
regulations follow closely the-lines of
those which govern similar courts in
Ontario and Manitoba.

Many Changes in the Law.

The codification and bringing up to
date of the old Territorial law has in-
volved many changes with regard to
particular,phases of the legal system.

the district courts. One feature is
that the provisions of the present Land
Titles Act with reference to caveats
are adapted to the enforcement of
liens. In the acts of the other pro-
vinces of Canada a person filing a
lien is compelled to proceed by action
within a certain fixed time to secure
its enforcement. The new act provides
that a claim for a lien remains good,
upon being registered, for an indefi-
nite period. The owner has the right,
however, by a very simple procedure,
to require that an action be entered
to enforce the. lien.

The Jury System.

Other subjects which have received
careful consideration by the legisla-
ture have been wills, the devolution
and descent of property,witnesses and
evidence, the property of married wo-
men, and the form and interpretation
of the statutes. With reference to
juries and jurors an effort has been
madz to meet the peculiar conditions
of a large and comparatively sparsely-
settled area in the summoning and
qualifications of the ‘““good men and
true.”

Until the province is more densely
populatad the present law relating to
juries will obtain.

New Provincial Law Society.

The act respecting the legal profes-
sion provides for the establishment of
a law society in the province to re-
place th2 Law Society of the North-
west Territorries which up to this date
has had jurisdiction over the  legal
profession. The control of the society
is to lie with a -governing body of
nine benchers. All barristers and so-
licitors at present practising jn "Al-
berta will have the right to practise
under the new law,

NEW READER FOR PROVINCES.
Monday’s Bulletin.

John C. Saul, of the Morang Pub-
lishing Co., Toronto, is in the city to-
day. The object of Mr. Saul’s visit
is to confer with the committee that
is superintending and arranging for
the compilation of the proposed new
readers for the public schools of Al-
berta and Saskatchewan. This com-
mittee, which is composed of Dr. Mec-
Intyre, of Winnipeg, and two repre-
sentatives from the Normal schools at
Calgary and Regina, have drafted a
scheme which will be followed as
closely as possible by the Morange
company. Mr. Saul states that his
company will be ready to submit the
readers to the education departments
of both provinces by the last of Oc-
tober. If the readers are approved
they will be introduced into the Al-
berta schools next January. The use
of the new books, if adopted, will be
optional for the first six months as
classes promoted now would be at a
disadvantage to be forced to use new
readers in the middle of the academic
year.

IS DOWN FROM FORT VERMILION.
Monday’s Bulletin.

F. L. Wilson, who is a son 'of F. D.
Wilson, the. Hudson’s Bay factor . at
Fort Vermilion, arrived. in the city
last night, from an 800 mile journey
by boat and stage. He left the fort
on the steamer Peace River and tra-
velled to the Crossing, and then on
to Dunvegan. From there he went
to St. John’s, where both the Hud-
son’s Bay Co. and Revillon’s have
posts.” At St. John’s, he hired teams
and started on a ninety mile portage
to Slave Lake. The roads were in
bad shape.

“It rained steadily for three days,
and of course that did not help them
any,” said Mr. Wilson.

At Slave Lake Landing he took a
steamer to the mouth of the Little
river, hoping to find the boat that
would take him to Athabasca Land-
ing there. After waiting five days he
decided to get on as best he could.
After making a sixteen mile portage,
he built a raft of logs, and placing
his baggage on it, started on an eighty
mile trip down the river. It took two
days. The intervening night he spent
on the beach. Reaching Athabasca
Landing to took stage to Edmonton.

Fort Vermilion is a Hudson’s Bay
trading post about eight hundred
miles north of Edmonton. There are
about fifteen people at the post, and
the company have established a flour
and saw mill, and supply the country
for miles around with flour and dress-
ed timber, The Indians and half-
breeds are employed in these mills,
and are declared to be splendid work-
ers. The mills and chief factor’s
house are lighted by eleectricity.

‘““The red men have had a very poor
year,”” said Mr. Wilson, “and the
trade has been greatly curtailed. The
Indians had a hard time last winter.
The snow was deep, and the cold se-
vere. The wolves were plentiful and
ravenous, and. killed nearly all the
young moose. The result was.there
was a great scarcity of moose this
summer. But they are a hardy race.”

In speaking of the surrounding
country he said: ‘“The land around
the Fort for miles is magnificent farm-
ing land, The soil is rich and 1)r0(_iu_0
tive. There is a fine open prairie,
readily adaptable to cattle raising.
There ig no scarcity oi water. - The
settlers are coming in fast, and last
year they raised about 35,000 bushels
of No. 1 wheat., The Hudson’s Bay
Company paid $1.50 per bushel, so
grain growing in that district is 'a
good money proposition. Before 1
left, the greater part of the wheat had
been harvested.”

Mr. Wilson told of having acciden-
tally shot himself with a shot gun,
laying bare the nerves and muscles of
the forearm, from the wrist to the
elbow. There was no doctor within
a radius of 200 miles, and it rested
with his mother to dress the wound.
The arm took three months to heal.
Some time after, a doctor passing
through the Fort said that had Mr:
Wilson been in ecivilization, the arm
would have been amputated.

Mr. Wilson’s father is one of the
old timers of the country. He was in
Edmonton during the rebellion of ’85,
and has been in the north for eigh-
teen years, with only two short trips
south in that time. The “Lure o’ the

THE IDOLATRY OF SUCCESS.

In the McDougall Methodist Church
Sunday evening, Rev. Edson E. Mar-
shall preached on the subject, “The
Idolatry of Success.” This was the
first oi a series of three sermons to
be delivered by him on successive
Sunday evenings. The subjects o3
the remaining two are ‘The Idolatry
of Pleasure” and the ‘“Idolatry of
Novelty.””

In his treatment of the worship of
Mammon, the preached was effective-
ly daring and fearless, He demon-
strated the folly of pursuing riches at
the sacrifice of health. “Wherein
does a man profit in the attaining of
wealth if in the effort of doing so he
lose the capacity to enjoy it,” was one
of his forceful conclusions.

A large congregation heard the ser-
mon.

‘rhe text was taken from the first
chapter- of Habakkuk, a part of the
sixteenth verse: “Therefore they sac-
rifice unto their net, and burn in-
cense unto their drag.”

The modern man is not prone to
worship the sun, the moon, the stars,
or the myriad of other gods to whom
the ancients paid tribute, he said, but
the temptation to worship idols re-
mains. Idolatry is the worship of
anything which comes between God
and us. The modern idols are free
thought, Mammon, fame, honor, ap-
plause, pleasure and countless others.
The most pronounced of the idols of
to-day are success, pleasure and nov-
elty.

The market is full of books enun-
ciating the essentials to success. Sue-
cess may keep the wolf from the door.
but what of the tiger Success is not
a barrier to sorrow or a defence
against temptation, but is a poor shel-
ter in a time of storm. There’s &
vital question whijch must be asked

of the man-who gets on., Tt is did he|

get up. . An honest man is preferable
to a rich man. - There are men who
get on, and who fail to get up. There
are others who do not get on, but get
up. They are pronounced failuressby
the world. But are they? The man
who retains his principles even at
the sacrifice, of the opportunity to
acquire wealth is not a failure. He
is a crowning success.

A man does not need to despise
wealth, but in the pursuit of it, he
should not let his honor and his hon-
esty be sacrificed. A man is a pauper
who_has nothing but riches. The man
who bears an unspotted name ranks
infinitely higher than the .man who
possesses only millions.

The creed of the man who is looking
to get on is that the chief.end of man
is gold. .Death is the end of specula-
tion. Heaven is paved with gold and
hell is a place for the retention of the
shiftless of this world. It has been
said that the fear of poverty among
the educated classes is the greatest
menace  to modern_ civilization. = The
creed of to-day is mnothing wants
something, enough desires more, and
opulence demands the earth. In every
case it is give, give, give.

The desire %o get is a deadly octopus
fastening itself on man’s soul. A man
may have an immense bank balance,
but an empty soul. The selfish, un-
spiritual rich man is often empty
within, He cannot transfer his wealth
into assets of happiness amd char-
acter.

The folly of the worship of success
is apparent if men will but remove
the glare which blinds them. There
are men who are so busy getting on
that they have no thought for else.
The saddest thing in life is to see the
man with money bags in place of
God.

What is success ecompared with
health? If in the attaining of wealth
a man is deprived oi the capacity to
enjoy it, what does it profit him?

“Don’t allow  business to put its
foot on your neck,” said the preacher
in conclusion. “Be a man. When the
final test came Baal was powerless
to help the worshippers who called in
[agonizing cries.” He was deaf, dumb
and dead. Believe me, there is' a
time at hand when you’ll need the
consolation of Elijah’s God.- In your
soul’s hunger, you canf®t feed on
bonds. That is sustenance for mice.
In the soul’s thirst you cannot drink
from the dry cistern, and when sor-
row is in your home, only God ean
still the aching heart with the peace
which  passeth all understanding.

SITUATION AT PRINCE RUPERT.

Winnipeg, Sept. 10.—‘The future of
Prince Rupert as a great ocean port
is assured. not only by its location on
the map of 'this continent, but also by
the gplehdid ' accommodation which
its spacious harbor will offer to the
shipping of the world, said Mr. Chas.
Guein, a Montreal newspaper man,
who has taken considerable interest in
colonization matters in northern Que-
bee and New Ontario, during the last
few years, and who is returning from
aa trip, up the Pacific coast. ‘““Mat-
ters are quiét-now because the Grand
Trunk Pacific people wish it to be so,
but great things were expected by the
small population on the ground, and
by those who would like to be, but
cannot, from the approaching visit of
theé railway officials, when I was there
at the end of August. Perhaps I had
better expla&in. . You eannot buy land
on the Grand Trunk Pacific town site
of Prince. Rupert nor c¢an: you squat
there, because the official of the com-
pany on the spot does not allow it
unless you have a spe¢ial permit from
the head office in Montreal. A few of
these permits have been issuéd, and
perchance  you may Have among the
privileged settlers a friend who will
allow you to visit:-him. But the com-
pany’s poliey seems to have been to
start slowly and deliperately, 8o as to
have a model city wheén it gets ready
to use it. The engineer who is being
employed by the ¢ity is F. G. Todd,
who has made the laying out of town-
sites a specialty.  He has beén em-
ployed by the British Columbia gov-
ernment for that purpose elsewhere
and will no doubt succeed in prepar-
ing a plan that will meet the views
of that ‘government, although of
course, the first consideration will be
to provide ideal terminal facilities: for
the Grand Trunk. Adfter the plans are
definitely aecepted, however, the pro-
viricial - government «will have first
choice oi-oné-fourth of cach block of
lots. It is hoped that the provincial
government will dimmediately put
these on sale at auction so that Prince
Rupert will not be a ¢ity at the mercy
of the railway.

Compétition inevitable.

Of course all great railway corpora-
tions wish to protect their terminals
from the encroachments of rivals, and
that may have something to do with
the present policy of the G. T. P., but
the time will inevitably come when
there will be many lines of railway
running dinto Prineé Rupert, for the
possibilities of traffic with the Orient
are unbounded, and this island port
has unlimited room, with 30 feet of
water evervwhere dt low tide, which
rises 18 feet, - 3

Railway Building Started.

Railway building' has actually com-
menced at the mouth. of Copper Riv-
s, ‘on what is now lealled the Kitmat
branch: of the Grand Trunk Pacific.
The object -of starting at this point
is to-earn a cash: subsidy of  §5,000 a
mile which was voted by the provin-
¢ial legislature, ‘on - condition . that
$100,000 ‘- shall ‘ha¥e 'been- speut on
actual “construetiv’s work befare  the
end -of the: year; 5/This. branch may
become part «of the main line, which
would considerably shorten the dis-
tance, if grades can bhe made satisfae
tory. Ninety meny with horses, sup-
plies. and railway  building plant;
were unloaded at Port Essington on
August 13, and from there went up
the . Skeena river;on the - steamer
Northwest. The mouth of the Copper
Mineé river is four miles below the Kil-
solas cdnyort, 4nd the country be-
tween it and Prince Rupert is known
to be rich in coal’and mincrals.

Building Operations,

This is not the time for those with-
out means to go to Prince Rupert, as
theie is very little work being done
there. Men are .on the ground to do
what work there is. This consists of
the erection of two hotel buildings,
one of which is already nearing com-
pletion, and the erection of a ware-
house on the G. T. P. wharf. There
is already a Centre street traced out!
and sewers will be laid as soon as the
necessary material is on the ground,
so- that it: will- be seen that the sani-
tation .of . Prince Rupert will be syste-
matic from the start. p

“Despite the reasons given’ above,
Prince Rupert is already a husy port.
Its general gtore does a good business
with. the numerous visitors who are
going further and there ig always one
or more ships in the harbor.. The B.
C. Tie and Timbér company is only
two miles. from Prince Rupert. and
has & capacity oi 50,000 feet a day.
The Skeena steamers lead to the im-
portant salmon cannerjes of that riv-
er, the cateh this year having been
not less than 128,000 cases. The stim-
ulus te prospecting has been gonel'al
and an important American syndicate
has ‘undertaken to develop the re-
sources of the Charlotte islandg, spe-
cially Graham island,>on which it is
proposed to create a new Victoria.

I. fully believe that the climate as
well as the resources of the island will
justify sthe -enlerprise,

Groham lIsland.

The development of the ccal mea-
sures of Grahamisland, of the Queen
Charlotte group;‘is to be undértaken
this fall by the Graham Island Coal
company, Mr.. Grahamy president of
the B. ¥. Graham Lumber Company,
of - Victoria, recently . organized the
Graham Tsland Lumber company, and
to it- has transferred a tract of 130,000
actes of Graham Island timber limits
recently acquired by purechase. The
ecompany owns a mine and a smelting
plant.

In addition the contractors
are building a wagon road from Kitimaat
to the canyon, a distance of forty-five
miles, as well as clearing the right-of-
way along the line of railway survey.

Details of the progress of the work
were furnished today by J. W. Stewart
who arrived last night from Montreal
My: Stewart spent a fortnight in the
cast on business with the Grand Trunk
Paeific offieials. During his stay theve
ho kept.in telegraph communication with
his- assistants in the North. Mr. Stew-
arti and party leave to-night by the C.
P. R. boat for Port Essington and will
thence ascend the Skeena river to Kit-
selas Canyon to inspect the work. Mr.
Stewart will also be accompanied by Mr
Pat Welch of Spokane. Both are mem-
bers of the firm. They expect to return,
to Vancouver in about three weeks.

First Rock Dislodgea.

“The work of corstruction 1s progress-
ing satisfactorily.” said Mr. Stewart
to-day. ‘“With a force of between
hundred and three hundred men we are
now busy grading the ten-mile section
from Kitimaat summit to Kitselas Can-
von where the Copper River joins the
Skeena. - The rockwork there is the
heaviest on the entire 180-mile branch
axtending from Kitimaat Arm to Hazel-
ton. Enormous quantities of explosives
will have to be used in securing the pro-’
per grade. In addition we are building
a wagen road from Kitimaat to the can-
yon, a distance of forty-five miles. The
right-of-way between these points-is now
being cleared.

“Axemen’ were actually put to work
along the route on July 31. and the first
rock on the ten-mile section was dis-
lodgéd on' August 17, two days after dur
railway gang reached the scene of oper-
ations.  With the c’ompletion of :the forty
five mile seetion between Kitimaat and
the canyon we will have greatly solved
the problem of getting in supplies for
the: upper section of our contract. - Of
course, we shall get grading outfits scat
tered along the ‘entire:line to Hazelton
as soon - as' possible. Progress at the
outset will be necessarily slow owing to
the limited transportation facilities on
the river. The M. & T. Company which
owns the steamboat Northwest, has
agreed to co-operate with us in every
way to facilitate our pians.

Two years will likely be occupied in
completing the line to Hazelton.

Bringing Outfit From East.

“Men, horses and grading outfits are
now on their way here from our con-
tract on the Grand Trunk Pacific sec-
tion between Saskatoon and Edmonton.
That work is nearing completion; in fact
the graders will reach BEdmonton this
fall. We are also arranging to ship men
and rock plants from our contract for
double tracking the 420-mile division of
the C. P. R. between Winnipeg and
Fort William. - That contract likewise
8 nearing completion. = Then again, we
will secure additional forces and plant
from our contract for building the 200-
giile branch of the Grand Trunk Pacific
from ‘ Kort -William north %o the. main
line..

MEN AT WAR ON RIVAL RAIL-
ROAD.

Seattle, Sept.. 10.—The +ero of the
great railroad war now being waged
in Alaska by the Guggenheims and
the Bruner company is in Seattle.
Tony Pascall is the man, and for
heroi‘sm displayed in one of the many
conflicts between the con&truction
gangs of the rival roads he was given
$2,000. by- the Guggenheims. Pascall
was shot on July 3, and since that
time he has beén in Katalla and Val-

dez doing all he could to hamper the

work of the Alaska Home Railway,
which is building out of Valdez into
the immensely rich copper fields of
Alaska.

Dynamite as a Weapon.

It was Pascall that led the small
band of laborers who crept through a
swamp during a heavy rainstorm one
night and laid the tracks of the Cop-
per River and Northwestern road over
a; right of way which the Bruners
claimed was theirs. A volley of bul-
ldts was fired at them, but none were
Killed: The battles between the rival
forces have frequeniiy been character-
ized by the throwing of or explosion
of dynamite. By - exploding heavy
charges oi powder or dynamite the
work of the rival road is greatly im-
peded, and this is done frequently,

Men Get Battle-Prizes,

Deeds’of valor on the field of battle
are quickly recognized by the Guggen-
heim road, and amountg all the way
from a couple of hundred dollars to
about $2,000 have been given the men.
The Copper River road is not experi
encing as much difficulty now a:s it
did a few months ago in getting men
to work for it, according to Paseall.
The Guggenheims have shipped live
cattle, sheep-and hogs to the northern
camps dnd kill them there, so the con-
struction gangs have all the fresh
meat they want.

The Copper River road does not ov-
erlook the least opportunity to make
itself popular with the men, and it
had that in view when it sent to the
East for men to go to Alaska and
take charge of the catching of fish
ff the halibut banks of Alaska, which
have just been discovered near Ka-
talla, the sea terminus oi the road.

QUEBEC BRIDGE WILL BE
REBUILT.

Hon. John Sharples, Quebec, presi-
dent of the Union Bank; G. H. Bal-
four, general manager, and H. B.
Shaw, western superinténdent, and »
number of the dir:ctors and officials
of the bank, including Geo. Thomp
son, of Quebee, president of the Que-
bec and Montmorency Power Co.;
Wm. Shaw. Messrs. McDougall, Le
Moine, and Pentland, of Quebec, ar-
rived in. the city last night on the
private car Calcutta.

The party left Quebec over three
wezks ago for a trip of inspection of
the western branches and to gather
information regarding the financial
situation. They hav> toured th
southern part of Alberta as far south
as Cardston and as far west as Banff
The whole party leave this evening by
the C.N.R. for the east on the return
journey.

Mr. Sharples, Mr. Baifour and Mr.
Shaw spent the forenoon in the
offices of the Union Bank here, with
Mr. Anderson, the manager of the
Edmonton branch. The party, in-
cluding a number of invited guests,
had luneheon at the Alberta.

Hon. Mr. Sharples, who is a mem-
ber of the Quebec Legislative .Coun-
cil. and a director of the Quebée
Bridgz Company, when interviewed by
the Bulletin this afternoon spoke en-
thusiastically of the great pleasure he
and the other members, of the party
had enjoyed on their trip through Al-
berta.

‘“You may say,” said Mr. Sharples:
“we have been charmed with Alber-
ta.”’

Snzaking of crop prospects. he stat-
ed that after every deduction had bzen
made Western Canada wounld still
have a considerable -crop.

“The present rate of discount -of
417 per cent. of the Bank of England,
which is really equivalent to 9. per
cent. in this country, is an index of
the: stringency of the situation across
the sea,” said Mr. Sharples.

“Money ‘is as tight in the east as
it is here,” gaid he, “but when the
western c¢rop-loosens up, money will
loosen up too.”

When questioned by the Bulletin
with respect to the latest aspirant to
banking circles in Canada, namely,
tha National Bank of Canada, which
iz being talked of in Winnipeg. Mr.
Sharples said that he wouldn’t like to
sav anything, but gave it as his
opinion that no bank could choose
that name and that the present bank-
ing facilities were commensurate with
the needs of the country,

Speaking of the Quebec bridge, Mr.
Sharples -said that the bridge would
be rebuilt on the present plans as
soon as the commission of engineers
appointed by the government had
made their report.

Nothing will be done this year to-
wards enlarging the premises of the
Union bank in Edmonton but the di-
rectors are considering plans for a
modern banking building in the near
future.

BRAKEMAN DEAD

AT WINNIPEG

John Campbell Died of . Injuries
Received in Ballast-Pit—His
Mother Lives in Edmonton.

18—A distressing
accident, resulting in less than an
hour in the death of John Campbell,
145 Donald street, occurred yesterday
afternoon between 4 and 5 o’cloek on
the C. N. R. between Assinaboine and
Norwood bridges, on a portion of
track being ballasted with sand.

18d been employed latterly as a
brakeman was standing on a flat car
at the end of the train which was be-
ing pushed by the engine.

Thrown From Car.

It seems Campbell gave a signal to
slow down to the engineer and the
latter applied- the brakes and shut of
steam more sharply than dsual
Campbell was thrown off the end of
tha car; the train then went forward
again passing over Campbell’s body
The poor - fellow . got- -beneath the
wheels and™ had his leg broken, be-
sides sustaining severe injuries to his
chest. A doctor administered first
aid, after which Campbell was remov-
ed to the hospital, where he suecumb-
>d " to his injuries’ in less than an
hour. Death ensued from hemorrh-
age of the lungs as a result of chest
wounds.

The one troubla has been that the
builders have put up houses this sum-
mer that are really beyond the reach
of the people who need them. ’‘Lne
result is that these houses will either
be vacant or the price have to come
down. There is one way around the
difficulty and that is for two or even
three families to take such a house.

In Canada the pro-
vinces are given charge . of certain

variety of subjects and though its
character is that of record and regis-
tration it reflects in a most interest-|
ing and instructive manner the phen-
omenal development of the provinee.
A comparison of ‘the first sixteen
months of our provinelal history is
made with the last twenty months of
the history of the Northwest Terri-
tories and the 1esult is calculated to
stimulate emulation and pride in
every citizen of the province. In this
connzcfion the introdue’ion of Harold
W. Riley, deputy provincial secretary,
who compiled the report, is interest-
ing.

“While T have not been able to get
any very definite statistics,” reports
Mr. Riley, sufficient has be2n secured
to warrant the statement that an in-

HOW CANADA IS GOVERNED.

There are many people in the city
who are tace to face with the problem
of securing houses for the forthcoming
winter.
