Rec1procity will

Western Liberals Have En-
tered Campaign With
Utmost Enthusiasm.

Hon. Frank Oliver, minister of in-
terior arrived in ' Edmonton yes-
terday on the C. N. R. leaving Ot-
tawa Saturday evening. Mr, OBNver
stayed Tuesday in Winnipeg, ad-
dressing an enthusiastic meeting of
Liberals there in the evening, and
afterwards proceeding west. He will
spend the time until the elections
chiefly in Alberta, spending the next
few weeks in this constituency.

To the Bulletin yesterday. M.
Oliver expressed the utmost - confi-
dence that reeiproc¢ity would = carry
by a good majorily, despite = the
frantic efforts being ‘made to defeat
it. In the Maritime provinces the
sentiment is overwhelmingly favor-
able, and the Opposition contingent
from those provinces will likely be
substantially reéduced.

Ontario and Quebec Campeigns,

In Quebec - the Opposition have
handed over their campaign to the
Nationalists, and these are waging a
fierce war against the Government
on the ground that it #8 too much
inclined to co-operation with Great
Britain in maintaining the golidarity
of the Empire. In Ontario the at-
tack on the naval issue is made from
ithie ‘opposite direction, and the Gov-
ernment is assailed on thé ground.

West Favors Freer Trade.

In the West the conditions are most
encouraging for the friends of freer
trade. Strong candidates gre every-
where offering tc earry the banner of
reciprocity. In fact, the only dan-
ger here apparent is-in the possibility
of the favorablé vote being divided
between ' candidates favoring the
agreement, while the anti- -reciprocity
vote will go solidly for the Opposi-
tion candidate. Public sentiment
is, of course, predominently in favor
of the agreement, and if a straight
fight can be brought on between
strong candidates representing the
favorable and opposing sentiments in
each constituenéy the - chances are
tgood for a sweep of the prairie coun-
ry.

In British Columbia.

In«British Columbia the epponents
of the agreement have been!counting
with confidénce on the fact'that the
Opposition ‘had 3 majority ' of the
members from ‘the province ‘in the
last House. The issue on which the
election of 1908 was held,” however,
was not reciprocity, and there are
signs that the intcrjection of this
issue will materially alter the com-
plexiofi ' of the representation  from
that province, The lumbermen are
said ‘not_to ‘be averse to the agree-
ment, ‘and the ‘fruit growers are
showing a disposition 10 support;

Banking Circles in East are Most In-

A reporier yesterday
made a tour of thre grain -houses in |
the city and was surprised to note—thel
extent of the feeling~of optimism re-
garding the erop outlook in the West,
based on reports from their own men
in the fleld. The concensus of opin-
fon is that the crop will even surpass
the big estimates made ,by ‘such au-
thorities as Sir Willilam" Whyte, of the
C.P.R., who stated th#t the yield
should approximate nearly 200,000,-
000 bushels. Estimdtes far and
abpve this were the rule rather than
the exception among the grain men,
and an average struck from a round
?')Zen of estimates ran into 217 mil-
ion.

Toronto, Aug. 9-~The campaign in the eastern provinces is rapidly
shaping itself. Within a week the convention nominations will be prac-
tically ‘completed. It is ‘becdoming’ increasingly evident that the Conserva-
tives haye 1ittle to hope for east of the Great Lakes. In the Maritime
Provinces the latést Treports indicatefurther Liberal gains all down the line.

. The -Ccnservatives now admit R. L. Borden's own seat in Halifax is in

danger and are counselling the leader to save himself by again running in
Carleton, where the local Conservatives are squabbling for the nomination.

In Digby A. E. Wall, who won a brilliant victory in the provincial
election, is the Liberal candidate and the defeat of Clarence Jameson, late
Conservative member, i8 canceded. Cape Breton and Colchester will prob-
ably be likewise redeemed. Halifax Ccnservatives will nominate Mr. Bor-
den and A. B. Crosby tomerrow.

Prince Bdward Island Looks Seolid.

The Liberals expect all five seats in Prince Edward Island by a record
majority. The ‘non-political patato-growers organizations have all pledg-
ed themselves to support reciprocity candidates In' New Brunswick the
latest reports only allow ‘one Conservative in York county. The anti-reci-
procity landslide pre@licted by the oppesition in Ontario, has failed to ma-
terialize. ‘The Liberals are gaining ground daily and count material gains
all through the rural districts. The manufacturers are now convinced that
it is hopeless to oppose the sentiment of the people and several are making
public declargtions of support or neutrality. The Conservatives are exert-
ing. strenuous' efforts-ta ‘prevent the increasing swing te the Liberal policy.
Urgent instructions have ‘been sent to rural candidates to now keep reci-
proéity in the background and attempt a slander campaign on the govern-
ment.

ToNRBedeem South Simcoe.

A huge convention at Simcoe tcday nominated W. A. Charlton, who
will redeem the riding, and made extensive preparations for the opening
of the campaign there by Sir Wilfrid Laurier next week, President John-
son, of the Norfolk Fruit Growers, a life-long Conservative and former can-
didate, ptedged support-on reciprocity. Lennox and Addington Liberals ncm-
inated Dr. Vrooman. The constituency is strongly reciprocity and Charles
Wilson, the Conservative member for twenty-five yearns has retired, re-
fusing t6 run.

Hon. Measts, ‘Graham, Patterson, Fisher and Murphy speaking at
Ontario conventions, all report the provincial sentiment fer Treciprocity
developing everywhere. In feverish anxiety to offset the Liberal swing the
opposition organization is imploring the members of the Conservative leg-
islature to resign and comltest federaleseats.

against James Conmee and secured his acceptance, but most of the members,
follewing the lead of Premier Whitrey and Hon. Messrs, Cochrane and
Hanna, of the government, are.d:clining to sacrifice themselves.

Bourassa refuses to m ike reci-
procty an igstie and is fighting 1 remier Iaurier on the nav al and ant:-Brit-
isb grounds. The remarkable gpeciacle ¢f Conservatives in the Englisn-
speaking provinces attacking the government for the alleged breaking up
of imperial bends and abetting Bourassa’s anti-imperial campaign. The in-
consistency and shame of the whole thing provides a boomerang. Post-
mastér General ‘T.emieux ‘will meet Bourassa in joint debate at St. Hya-
cinthe Sunday ‘and much ‘in Quebec hinges on the issue. The ' Liberals,
however, are confident ‘that'the province will give another sweeping ma-
jority ‘and have big expectations from the premier’s tour there. Discount-
ing ‘the natural optimism ‘which dominates Liberal headquarters, present
indications point to a government net gain 'of at least fifteen seats east of
the Great Lakes.

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FAIL TO STAMPEDE THE
FARMERS AND ARTISANS
Blatant AntiQReciprocity Campaign in Ontario is With-

out Effect—Permanent Swing Sets in
Toward Liberalism.

Bulletin Special.

Tronto, August 10.—Ontario Liberals are jubilant The political
meetings of the past few days indlcate pronounced progress in the reci-
procity campaign, instead of the anti-reciprocity sweep, which the Con-
servatives predicted. It now looks as though a permanent swing had set
in towards Liberalism. This was no; unexpected by a shrewd diagnosis
of conditions. The nolse of the campaign centred in the cities where
the corporation backing, with lavish funds, produced more blatant. early

anti-reciprocity demonstratwns Thess, however, tailed to stampede the
public and the farmers'and artisans set themselves quietly to study the
schedules for themselves. Rural Ontario is undemonstrative, slow but
sure. It is now recognized that a remarkable reaction towards recipro-
city has set in, and indications multiply that the Liberals will capture
many unexpected seats.

Are Holding Ominously Aloof.

Party lines are somewhat lightly drawn in older Ontario districts,
and Conservative farmers, anxious to secure the advantages of the agree-
ment and unwilling to be branded as party turncoats have heldi ominously
aloof from the campaign. As.a result, while the Liperal conventions
are thronged and enthusiastic, those of the Conservatives, even in the
districts held by the Opposition as safe, were slimly attended and lacked
heart. All accounts now indicate that Charlton will redeem Norfolk;
McCarthy, North Simcoe; Hislop, East Huron; Smith, Halton; Caldwell,
North Lanark, and Vrooman, Lennox and Addington, all rural ridings.
The farmers and labor men are uniting in support of reciprocity.

A mammoth meeting at the railway and manufacturing border
town of Sarnia re-nominated Chief Liberal Whip Pardee amid scenes of
wild enthusiasm. The workers paraded :and cheered - for “Fred
Pardee,” while Hugh Guthrie, the prospective minister of justice, deliver-
ed a great address.
affected .by reciprocity, while the ordinary people in every station would
reap the benefit. Concluding, Mr. Guthrie stated the Liberals were as-
sured of the outcome, ag the farmers and wage-earners from east to
west were united for tariff relief and larger markets.

Canadian Hog Superior to the American.

Speaking at Athens, Secretary of State Murphy demonstrated that
the Canadian hog product was better than the American,” and showed
that although the Canadian packers paid -less for thig superior hog than
was paid in the States, the Canadian consumer was charged more. Mr,
Murphy scored the Canadian packers fighting reciprocity. They feared
that the competition of American packers under reciprocity would raise
the price paid the Canadian farmer. That one Canadian packing firm
averaged profits of fifty-two per cent. per year for thirteen years. was
demonstrated by figures.

Mr., Murphy also made the important statement that the Nation-
alists, Ied by Henri Bourassa, are receiving financial aid from the Con-
servative party.

More Money to Be Poured Into Campaign.

In Quebec, despite the coalition of Conserva.tnes and Nationalists,
the Liberals are ¢onfident that the personality of Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
the advantages of reciprocity to the Canadian fdrmer Dd.;tx(’u].ar]y in hay,
‘will result in - practically undiminished support to the government. The
Conservatives are practically wiped off the map in this province, and the
battle is solely beitween the Liberals and Nationalists. The latter state
that they have no expectation of a sensational sweep, but hope to make
gains, as candidates are not coming forward very fast. At present, Bour-
assa has only eight in sight—Morien, in L’Assumption; Norman, in Three
Rivers; while other six were in the last parliament: Paquet, in L’'Islet;

Hotel Elément Working With Conservatives.

The liguor and hotel element of Winnipeg, working as usual, hand in
glove with ‘the Conservative machine, were busy all day yvesterday. Long
lists of questionable names were submitted at many registration booths.
They were defeated all along the line. The machine, however, is showing
fight, It has even taken such drastic action as tc issue five summonses
against Herbert R. Welsford, registration clerk at the Water street booth, in
Centre Winnipeg, who éarly in the morning rejected several names submitted
by Sam Spence, proprietor of the Commercial hotel. The summonses
charge him with refusing to place five names on the list, and calling him to
appear before Magistrate McMicken at the provincial pclice court at eight
o’clock this morning. This early hour has been set in order that he may
retul_'n to the regisration booth in time for the opening at 9 o’clock.

Conservatives Are Very Wrathy.

The early morning trial will be interesting, for the Conservative clan
is exceedingly wrathy. During the day Welsford was visited by a string of
Conservative lawyers who sought to show him the error of his ways. He
was threatened that a summons would be served upon him if he persisted in
rejecting the names, and when it was seen that he was obdurate this threat
was carried into effect. It is possible that action may be taken against the
attorney general for attempted intimidation of a public ofticial. Welsford
stated last night that he refused to register’ absentees because the appli-
cations of Spence did not comply with the election law, and in accordance
with the powers conferred on him by the act..

THE SCARCITY OF MARTYRS,

In Ontario the anti-reciprocity party are having
trouble te find candidates willing to stand for defeat. On
Tuesday, three nominating conventions failed to nominate,
for the splendid reason that they could not find men wil-
ling to be nominated. Two of these constituencies, Halton
and London, were represented in the last Parliament by
Oppositibn members, strong opponents -of reciprocity. That
these gentlemen find the prospects such that they do not
want to! run again is sigriiﬂcant. Ontario is the province
in which the opp})‘nents of the agreemémt are counting on
a landslide to defeat.the agreement and bury fhe move-
ment fc freer trade of which the agreement is an outcome
and the election an incident. If they are experiencing
difficulties’ there in finding men willing to stake their
chances of election on their opposition to the agreement,
it is a fairly safe’ surmise that their course elsewhere wiil
not be e);actly plain sailing, i

If thé Ontario oppdnehts of the agreement are lcok-
ing: for the consolation which comes from seeing others
in the same fix'they-may find it by lookinz to Alberta. In
Edmonton the party-managers have been searching ihe
woods for weeks, with the net result that cne gentleman
has congented to run|if no one else will so so. In the
neighboting” constitue[lcy of Strathcona, the antis are in
an even worse fix, and Have as vet no possibility in sight.
In Red Deer the nomihating convention cculd not find
any loecal man .who seemed to have a ghost of a show,
and decided to appeal to a Calgary lawyer to come and
hold .thé banner for the tariff against Caneddian products
going into the United States. In Calgary, Mr. McCarthy,
the member of the late House,‘ has not evem ventured to
say what he thinks about reciprocity, but has hinted thut
another nomination is not for him. Down in Pincher, Mr.
John. Herron has been bobbing abcut on the reciprocity
question like a weasel in a wood pile, and his supporiors
are ‘reperted to--have made up their minds to give the
nomination to .some one else, if anyone else dan be found
to take“it.” Of the seven geats, in cnly two arre anti-reci-
procity candidates deﬁni‘te!y in sight.

Opposing candidates will of course be found for all
these constituencies, for'thé mandate has gone forth that
reciprocity has to be defeatnd and the promise has 1ilso
gone forth that the money will be pravided to meet all
the expenses found necéssary Lo secure its defeat. Frieads
of the agrecment would be foolish to count om a sup-
position that an opposing candidate will not »e found in
any ccpnstituency. They must be found. The enemies of

A BACKSLIDER.

The Montreal Herald says: “The Toronto Telegram
is caﬁ]ing fiercely upon the Cockshutt Plow company to
explain if its products are sold to American farmers at
lower prices than tc Canadian farmers, and if so, why s,
The Toronto Telegram does not 'partlcularly care how
much money is unnecessarily lifted from the Canadian
farmer provided only that it goes into the pocket of a
Canadian manufacturer. If a few cents of it should han-
pen tc go across the border to an American farmer the
tking becomes an infamy.”’

Commenting upon this the Winnipeg Telegram savs:

United States farmers at a certain price, it is quite g)z.’f-
ous that it can afford to sell to the Canadian farmer at
the same price. The Cockshutt Plow company wculd rot
sell at a loss in the United States market, so that if it is
selling at the higher prices in Canada, the conclusion that
it is abuslng the protection it enjoys is irresistible.’”

It i& notwﬁle that the Telegrams did not get concerné\
about what the Cockshutt Plow ccmpany are doing in the'
United States or elsewhere until the necessity {;ose of
finding something to say to divert the attention of the
farmers away from the reciprocity agreement. To offset
the unpopularity cf the Opposition stand against the in-
terests of the farmer, something must be said that wouid
seem to indicate a concern in his welfare as this is af-
fected by the tariff. It may be of course that the anxi:ty
of these papers for the downtrodden farmer coincides
with the party’s predicament purely through accident, but
the circumstances are such as to suggest the strong pcs-
sibility of something different.

It is to be observed too that thé leader of the pa™iy
which the Telegrams are laboring to put into power has
not delivered himself of any opinicn as to what the Cozk-
shutt Plow company are or may be doing across the
Border. Not even in the West, where something of ‘lLa
kind might have been expected if anywhere, did he s.y
that if returned to power he would take a lock into the
doings of the Cockshutt Plow company or any other farm
implement-making concern. The most he said was that
he would appoint a commissicn with power and authority
,to' Yook into the operation of the tariff. And as the Gov-
ernment’ appointing the commission would be a protec-
tiunist government, it goes without saying that the memb-
ers of the commission would not be chosen for their oui-
spoken hostility to the depredations committed by the
manu[acturérs of plows or ciher things under the shelt>r
of the tariff, and that having been appointed they would
not be enjoined to exert themselves to find out where a1d
how much the tariff could be reduced in the interests of

the farmer.
1f tne Cockshutt Plow cocmpany or other manufa tur-

ers in Canada are supplying the United States consumer
with their goods at lower prices than they charge ihe
Canadian consumer, then the fact should be found out
and the tariff reduced. And whether or not they are doing
s0, the tariff on farm implements should be reducad, «nd
undcubtedly will be reduced, as it has been reduced by
the Laurier Government in the past. Whether or nost 'ney
have resorted to the practice of which they are .a>cused,
these concerns have ﬁOW' reached a stage of devel)pment
where they should be able to stand up against compzti“ion;
either so, or it is uselgss tc hope that they will ever gitain
that stage or to extend them further protecticn in that hope.
And as between the Government which has red21tedly re-
duced the tariff on manufactured soods, and the pirty

RECIPROCITY OR llEh’f‘RICTION ?

In his tariff act of 1879—the act which created the
“National Poliey’’—Sir John A: Macdonald included this
standing offer of reciprocity:—

“Any or all of the follcwing articles, ,that is to say:
animals of all kinds, green fruit, hay, straw, bran, seeds
of all kinds, vegetables, inciuding potatoes and other
roots, plants, trees and shrubs, coal and coke, salt, hops,
wheat, peas and. beans, ' barley, rye, oats, Indian corn,
buskwheat and all other grains, fiour of wheat and .flour
of rye, Indian meal and oatmeal, and flour meal of any
other grain, butter, tallow, meats, fresh, salt or smoked,
and lumber, may be imported into Canada free of duty
or at a less rate of duty than is provided by this act
upon preclamation of. the governor-intcouncil, which
may be issued whenever it appears to his satisfaction
that imilar articles from Canada may be imported into
the United States free of duty or at a rate of duty not
exceeding that payable on the same under such pro-
clamation when imported into Canada.”

WHAT ABOUT RECIPROCITY?

If cur friends opposite have anything to say on the
reciprocity question this would seem to be an appropriate
time to say it. Of course when one has nothing to say
that will stand fire, on the matter of controversy, his
better plan is to shift the discussion to some cther sub-
ject. That is precisely what the opponents of reciprocity
would like to do, and are trying to do. Reciprocity aside,
they are ready to talk about anything—except perhaps
Avhat they were saying three years ago about Hcm. Clif-
ford Sifton; but in reciprocity as a theme of debate they
have lost interest—or heart. Unfortunately for them,
however, there is to be no changing af the subject, try
as they may- They said they wanted to discuss this reci-
procity question in a general election campaign, and let
the voters judge which side has the best of it. Well, the
general election campaign is on. Suppcse the discussion
proceed. 1

THE KASTERN CAMPAIGN AND THE WEST.

The object of forcing a verdict on reciprocity before
the West was given the proper voting power in Parlia-
ment to which it is entitled, was simply that the agree-
ment if it was to be defeated had to be defeated in.the
eastern provinces, and‘that every member stolen frcun the
West made the possibility of defeating it that much bet-
ter. So runs the official explanation as published in the
Ottawa Journal. And in answer to the appeal that they
make full use of the advantage thus given them, the
enemies of reciprocity in the eastern provinces have fallen
into line and are assailing the measure by every weapon
within reach, fair or unfair, legitimate or otherwise. All
that unlimited money can do, both in influencing public
opinion and in organizihg the hostile forces is being done
and is to be done. In Quebec the navy policy of the
Government is assailed because it is too Imperialistic; in
Ontaria the navy policy. is assailed because it is not Im-
perialistic enough; the aim and object in both cases being
to secure the return of a majority of members of Parlia-
ment opposed to the passage of the reciprocity. agree-
ment. And of  the outcome of their campaign in those
pravinces the enemies'! bf the agreement are expressing
confidence, real or feighed. They claim to think, sincerely
or otherwise, that they are going to reverse the .Gove\a-
ment’'s majority in Quegbec, and to hold the Ontario line-
up pretty much as it was before dissolution.

That being the case, it surely is the best of all rea-
sons why every western ‘man who wants reciprecity
should, regardless of party affiliations and every other
consideration for the time, do what lies in him to secure
the election of a supporter of reciprocity for his con-
stituency. It wauld be reasonable to argue that it is the
duty of every western man, whatever he thinks of reci-
procity to do his best; for the electiofg’ of a Government
supporter as a protest against the brutal and unjustifiable
robbery of thirty seats to which the western country has
been subjected by the enemies of the reciprocity agree-
ment. That aside, it surely is the part of ccmmon sense
for 2very one who wants reciprocity to get promptly into
harness ‘and make sure that a supporter of the agreement
{s returned for his riding. The enemies of the agree-
ment have seen. fit to make this a sectional issue. They
have decided to play off the Kast against: the West. To
do sc -hey have forced the fight at a time when the West
has not its proper measure of representation and cannot
express the weight of opinion to which its population en-
titles it. If the agreement is being fought in the East on
the ground that the West should not have what its people
want, and shculd not have the chance even to say what
they want, that surely is the best possible reason why the
western people should exercise to the limit the power of
expression given them, and exercise it in the way their
assailants do not want them to exercise it.

And precisely the more confident the enemies of reci-
procity are of defeating it in the eastern provinces, pre-
cisely the more anxicus should the western people be
that the entire company of western members shall be
supporters of the agreement. Should the opponents of
the agreement do as they Jhope to do and say they will
do in the eastern provinces, then the fate of reciprocity
rests with the West. The Government is cammitted to
the measure, and must proceed with it if they are re-
turned by a majority, regardless of what part of the
country that majority comes from. Should it turn out
that the Government:would be dependent for its majority
—and therefore for its existence—on the members frcm
the West, that would not be a situation western people
need grieve over. The more vigorous the war against
the agreement in the eastern provinces, the more resolute
should be publiec opinion in the West to express itself as
fully at thie pells ag’'the enemies of the agreement have
allowed it to do. And the more confident its enemies are
of winning the East, the more resolute should be the de-
termination that they shall not win in the West. The elec-
tions nave-been forced at the height of the farmers’ busy
geason, and under circumstances unwarrantably unfair
to the West. But if reciprceity is worth fighting it. is
worth fighting for; and as the rights of’ the West have

teen denied them that it may be defeated in the East,
the West should see to it that the robbery does not go

without reproof, or the agreement be lost through failure
to express western opinicn as fully as is allowed.

THE QUEBEC CAMPAIGN.
Attacking the naval policy of the Dominion Govern-
ment with all the weapons of ridicule and reason which
it can muster, Le Devoir, the Montreal newspaper of

making the Cana navy the paramount issue in the
Federal electloni in the provinece of Quebec. Reciproc-
ity is relegated tNe background with an airy grace,.as
a question of secondary naportance. Yet, fearful lest it
might prove a stumbling block in the path of the National-
ist party, Le Devoir takes no chances of losing support. It
takes a stand neither on one side mor the cther, but sits
astride the tariff wall. ‘“Hold of the retiprocity agree:
.menlt what opinion you .will—we are ready for our part

Henri Boura.ss daily renews its devotion to the task.of-

ito support its honest advocates or antagonists, pronded,
‘that they accept the essential part of our program,” was
the editorial declaration last Saturday of this extraordin-
ary Jjournal., The reciprocity agreement, it pronounced,
in explanation of its attitude, a question ‘“purement eco-
‘ncenique,” on which it was permissible to hold the most
contradictary gpinions. Having thus championed neutral-
ity, it goes to say: “It may prove a real advantage
to the farmer to be able to send his grain to the United
States, free of duty, or to find there a free market for his
“horses. But his neighbour will perhaps find it a hardship
that tomatoes grown in the cpen land in the states of the
south come to compete on the Canadian market with veg-
etables which he will have laboriously made to grow under
‘glass.”” Thus excusing himself from taking sides on the
reciprocity question, Mr. Bourassa with his associates,
Messrs. Mcnk, Lavergne, Blondin and Sevigny are cam-
paigning Quebec on the anti-British ground, seeking to
arouse the prejudices and passions of the “habitant” and
t> completely engage the attention of French-speaking
Canadians with the cry that ‘“Laurier is too British.”

' If Mr. Bourassa and his associates were carrying on
this campaign on their own account it would not be
worth much attention in other parts of the Dominion, save
ithat it must be a matter of regret to loyal Canadians
everywhere to have such doctrines promulgated anywhere
anu by anybody. But they are not waging war on their
awn account. They constitute the Quebec wing of the
JOpposition party, and the success-of their efforts, if they
;have any success, will inure to the political advantage of
that party. When Mr. Bourassa quit the Federal arena
for the Provincial he did it with one idea in mind: that
of breaking the infiuence of Sir Wilfrid Laurier in Que-
ibec, and thus defeating the Government of which he is
\head. Not many weeks have gone since Mr. Bourassa
Luld in an interesting way through the columns of his
paper of the advances that had been made to him by
licutenants of the Opposition party—and hinted that if
the controversy were not dropped he would come out
plainly and tell who the men were who conducted these
negotiatiopns with him. That aside, his course speaks fcu
itself; and the meaning of it is that while Sir Wilfrid is
being assailed in the English-speaking provinces as want-
ing in regard for the unity of the Empire, and even as in-
different to the maintenance of the British connection, he
is being assailed in Quebec as altogether too anxious to
preserve Imperial unity and as spending the money of the
Canadiun pecple improperly in the éifort to preserve the
British connection. In this campaign Mr. Bourassa is
not meeting with any rebuke from Mr. Borden and his
friends. So tar as the appearances go he is to fight his
campaign in Quebec with their approval—at least without
their interference. And if that campaign should be suc-
cessiul, what? The downfall of the Government and the
defeat of reciprocity. And the better to accmplish that
end Mr. Bourassa is carelul to keep thé end hidden from
the readers of his puper. While proclaiming that they
may think what they please about reciprocity and still
vote for him and his candidates, he pursues a course
whose end if successful would be the defeat of the reci-
procity agreement. In Quebec, as elsewhere, reciprocity
is tco popular to be fought by fair and open means. It
is assailable only by the arts of the trickster and the de-
ceiver. Yet the man in whose interest it is being so fought
parades s the particular champijon of the cause” of 1lm-
perial unity and even dares to intimate a want of loyalty
on the part of the opposing leader and party. There must
be little to' be said against reciprocity when its enemies
are ‘driven to accept an alliance which exhibits them in
one Province as the fces of the British cqnnection.

THE QUEBEC CAMPAIGN.

London Advertiser—Sir Mackenzie Bowell, the Toronto

Mail and Empire, the Toronto News, and other Ontario
sipokesmen of the Oppositicn, have given their blessing
to the Nationalists, but it is not likely that they will help
to circulate in this province the utterances of their Que-
bec allies. To reproduce anti-Laurier tirades of the Quebec
brand in the anti-Laurier press of Ontario, would be to
give the game away. But it is desirable that both Lauri-
er's friends and opponents in Ontaric should know the
nature of the campaign waged against him in his native
province. His Quebec enemies had a field day on Sunday
tiast at Saint Hyacinthe and Terrebo, The speeches
were exclusively directed to the nav¥él question. Our
quotations are from Mr. Bourassa’s own paper, Le Devoir.
The chairman of the St. Hyacinthe meeting, Dr. Cartjer,
the warden of the county, is reported thus:

' “The naval law puts the pecple under the yoke of mili-
tarism. He urged the electors to signify by their votes
Ithat the money of the country should be spent for the
development of the country, and not for participation in
the wars of England.”

Mr. Ernest Guimond urged his compatriots ta show
that on the soil they wrested from barbarian, they were
not a race of helots. Quoth he:

“This navy will have simply for effect the lightening of
the budget of the mother country, and will enable her
to get rid of ships that have become obsolete, and to re-
cruit marines for future wars.”

Mr. Tancrede Marsil referred to the Government “which
‘will demand of you tomorrow the blood of your child-
ren.” It was all very well to deny that the naval law
involved conscripticn, but had not Lord Rosebery de-
clared that conscription was inevitable in England in two
years? Mr., Marsil waxed eloquent over this one pros-
pect:

“Whatever they say, I love better the iron of the plow
which sérves to work the soil than the iron of the can-
non; I love better the iron which traces a fecund furrow
than that which carries death on the field of battle.”

Mr. Bourassa, as predicted ,found.fault with the deci-
sion ta fly the white flag, the symbol of the authority of
the crown, at the rear of the Canadian ships, and the
Canadian flag in front:

“At first sight, it seems that the Canadian flag has the
place of honor,  But according to the maritime code the
flag which determines the nationality of a vessel in time
of war is that behind. The Canadian flag will merely
make an ornament, nothing mcre nor less. Our vessels
will be imperial in time of peace as well as in time of
war.”

Mr. Bourassa was equally scornful of the principle of
Canadian naval zones, and the transfer of the Canadian
ships to the control of the admiralty outside these Zones.

At Terrebonne, M. Paquet, theConservative member for
L’Islet, coupled an attack on the reciprocity agreement
witn this savage denunciation of Great Britain and the
Canadian naval law:

“As for this marine law, it is England who demands
of us not only an impost of money, but an impost of
blocd.”

This shameful language was heard approvingly by Mr.
Nantel, the Conservative member for Terrebonne, who
also- attacked the reciprocity pact and thé naval bill

‘Do decent Conservatives want such allies? Do they
think it consistent with their professions to aid and abet
the men who are fighting against any form of imperial
cc-nperation?

In 1908 the Conservatives threw mud at Clifford Sifton,
charging that he had allowed the cbuntry’s resources to
be given away. Now they will pat him on the back be-
cause he says reciprocity is going to rob us of our natural
resources.

Winnipeg, Aug. 9—'I am ' quite
willing to allow parliament or a com-

WORK HORSE PARADE
WILL BE MILE LONG

Total Number of Entries Up to Last
Night Was Three Hundred and Scv-
enty-Six—Marshals. Chosen for Va-
rious Divisions—Route of Proces-
sion

Final arrangements for the mile-
long procession of horses on Aug*;s't
17. were made at the meeting af the
work horse parade committee held st
the offices of the Exhibition Associa-
tion last evening. From 9 'o’'clock till
11 on the morning of next Thursday
the streets from Founth to Seventh and
from Jasper to Peace will be reserved
from all other traffic for the assemb-
ling of the teams and horses-taking
part in the parade.

LAURIER AND LARGER MARKETS
. WILL SWEEP THE ENTIRE COUNTRY.

Toronto Globe: The end of the first ten days’ campaigning finds
the Conservatives bragging in a most Falstaffian fashion, but. when
the texts from which the new book of the prophets has been compiled
are examined there seems to be 2 repetition of the conditions of 1908.
The Tories of Ontario expect a sweeping victory in Quebec, and the
Tories of Quebec expect a sweeping victory—in Ontario. It is always
on some distant horizon that the &sun of victory is rising.

It is worth while getting a grip of the essential facts of the
political situation as a preliminary to passing judgment on the work
of the election prophets. The standing of the parties in the House
of Commons at dissolution was as follows:—

Ontario—Liberals 35, Conservatives 51. !

Quebec—Liberals 53, Conservatives 12.

New Brunswick—Liberals 11, Conservatives 2.

Nova Scotia—Liberals 12, ;Conservatives 6.

Prince Edward Island—Liberals 3, Congervatives 1.

Manitoba—Liberals 2, Conservatives 8.

Saskatchewan-—Liberals 9, Conservatives 1.

Alberta—Liberals 4, Conservatives 3,

Yukon—Liberals, 1.

This gives:the Government & majority of 43. To wipe out this
majority and bring about political chaos the Conservatives must win
22 seats. To get enough of a majority to organize the House they
would need -to add 25 to their present representation of 89. This
would give them 114 members in a House of 221, or six of a majority,
with the Speaker in the chair.

Where are they going to get them? Mr, Fielding recently said
that on a reciprocity issue there was not g single safe Conservative
seat in the three Atlantic provinces. No one who knows - anything
of the situation there expects more than nine Conservatives, the pre-
sent representation, out of 35 seats. This gives a Liberal majority of
seventeen.

In the provinces west of the Great Lakes there are also 35 seats
held at present by eighteen Liberals and seventeen Conservatives.
Without going into.details we. may express the view that the Liberals
will hold twenty of these western seats when the contest ends—a
majority of five.

In Ontario and Quebec, the real fighting ground, the Conserva-
tives must secure twenty-two more seats than the Liberals to equal
the latter in the new House. ‘Ask the election prophets to give you
a list of those probable Tory wins, and watch them try to figure it
out. ;
In Quebec it is probable that the alliance of Monk and Bourassa
will somewhat increase the Conservative strength. The highest
estimate we have seen is that of The Ottawa Citizen: 27 Conserva-
tives and Nationalists out of 65 seats. This looks like a rather steep
order for Monk and Bourassa to handle. Here is the Conservative
membership for Quebec at the various elections since Laurier be-
came leader of the Liberal party: 1891, 30; 1896, 16; 1900,..7;. 1904,
FEF-T008; 117 To jump from 11 to 27 would be a good deal of a
political revolution. But, conceding that, there would still be a
Liberal majority of 11 from Quebec to add to the twenty-two from
the eastern gnd western prowvinces. N

The Conservatives, therefore, at the best, and on their own
estimates, will ccme into Ontario with an adverse majority of 33.
They must get 60 out of the 86 seats in this province to equal the
Liberals, and 64 before they can organize a government. Now, what
are the facts as to Ontario? Even in 1878 the Tories carried only
59 seats—a majority of 30. At dissolution their majority was 16.
They have among their present holding of 51 seats no less than 20
with majorities of less than 250. ‘Here is the list: East Algoma 41,
West Algoma 209, South Bruce 193, East Elgin 247, North Essex 84,
North Grey 146, Hal@imand 246, Halton 212, East Huron 83, West
Huron 62, North Lanark 6, Lennox and Addington 154, Lincoln 249,
East Middlesex 249, Nipissing 21, East Northumberland 196, North
Ontario 200, North Simcoe 51, Centre Toronto 187, Centre York 45.

The Liberal seats held by majorities of less than 250 are six-
teen in number: Brant 245, Brantford 205, Brockville 144, South
Grey 87, South Huron 154, West Kent = 82, West Lambton 246,
North Middlesex 63, West Middlesex 156, West Northumberland 130,
South Ontario 243, North Oxford 124, South Oxford 93, North Perth
41, South Perth 29, Prince Edward 137.

Let anyone glance over these two lists and see who is going to
make gains in Ontario on September 21. It looks like a pretty safe
estimate to increase the Libera]l representation from 35 to 40 or 42
on an' issue like reciprocity. A ‘clear Liberal majority in Ontario is
expected by some who have proved themselves good prophets in the
past.

An average gain of 40 per cent., re-
presenting a total investment of $1,-
992,258, as against $10,364,478 in the
corresponding period of last year,
priefly summarizes the building situa-
tion as based on operations undertaken
jn the “thirty-one cities reporting to
«“Construction” for the month of June,
Taking into account the tremendously
heavy ifivestment of _thg preceding,
month, the showing made clearly indi-
cates that as regards structural devel-
opment, the country in general is mov-
ing on ‘apace. Twenty-two gains in
all were noted in the thirty-one cities
referred to, the totals in a large num-
ber of instances denoting a decidedly
marked increase. .

Winnipeg’s total of $2,790,250 is the
largest amount registered; Toronto’s ex

" penditure of $2,384,400 shows the next
heaviest investment;
comes third with an amount of $1,-
826,250, The west in fact moved along
with it- characteristic stride; the enly
two places to suffer a loss being Bran-
don and Vancouver, their respective
decreases being 69 and 22 per cent
Vancouver’'s set-back can be attribut-
ed to a i great extent to labor'troubles
affecting several branches of the build-
ing trades.

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LAW OF KANS

. E. House Sdys That Prehibitory
Law is Merely a Biuff — Attorny
General,K Says That Cenditions Not
Too Unfavorable.

Topeka, Aug. §—THe - correspon-
dence between J. E ' House, a news-
paper Writer, and John Dawson, - at-
torney-general, growing out of
House's ;alleged visit to the club at
Erie and drinking near-beer and
thinking it was real beer, and which
precipitated the row between Gover-

nor Stubbs and the attorhey-general
regarding the summoning of House
in an inquisition wag given out Sat-
urday. House is quite cynical regard-
ing the Prohibitory Law, while the at-
tornéy-general is quite optimistic. In
his letter Mp. House says:

«I am not cad = enough to reveal
either the location or identity of a
private club at which I was enter-
tained. Even if I were disposed to do
so it would be unfair to select one
club from the list of dozens that are
running all over Kansas and enforce
the penalty against it. I am glad to
know you Have no disposition to @p-
ply the screws. to me, since applying
teem would ‘give you no information
and result only in an unpleasant epi-
sode; Let us tinderstand each other:

“I have no-fight to make on your
personality, no unkindly feeling to-
ward you—I am simply disgusted
with the game of bluff and bunk that
has been put up in the name of the
enforcemerit of the Prohibitory Law
in Kansas in the last four or five
yvears. The cowardice, or whatever
it is, of the newspapers in counten-
ancing and lending color to this game
of bluff and bunk nauseates me.

The Law Absurd, House-Says,

“The Prohibitory Law hdg been
used simply as a medium to ephance
private reputations and fill—"private
purses, although, so far as I know,
you are not in the game for the
money there is in it. At least, it is
the last thing with- which I would
charge you. But ihe law has never
been enforced, is not enforced now,
and, in my judZment, it never will be
enforced. A population in which any-
where from 60 to 75 per cent. of the
men adults drink in moderation, or
otherwise; will always find a way to
nullify a law which trenches on its
individual liberty.

‘“Despite the constant. asservations
of the statesmen and the newspapers,
the Prohibitory Law is a failure in all
of its various aspects. It does not les-
sen either drinking or drunkenness
and because of that trait in human
pnature which .prompts me to desire
the thing that is tabooed by daw,
drinking is more general now than it
was twenty years ago. And the more
difficult it is to obtain the more per-
sistent the search of it.

“Take  the young man of Topeka
running through the various grades
from bachelors of middle age to the
members of the waders’ union—and 1
speak here of the men of the assumed-
ly better class. My acquaintance in
this class comprehends practically the
entire town.. 1 do not know a single
one who is a teetotaller. Under pre-
sent conditions they make drinking an
exploit rather than an incident.”

Situation Not Se Bad-—Dawson.

To this the attorney general re-
plied:

“I note what you say about the large
amount of liquors that are drunk in
Topeka and elgewhere. 1 have yet to
learn that the drinking of liquors by
gentlemen is .a violation of the law.
The enforcement of the Prohibitory
Law only makes it more inconvenient
for,men who drink liquors to sprocure
them. So long as the shipment of
liquors into the state of Kansas is pro-
tected by interstate commerce it never
can be known how affective or inaffec-
tive the enforcement of the Kansas
Prohibitory Law really is.

“Meh will got just as drunk on liquor
shipped by interstate commerce as they
will if purchased from a local retailer
and it is undoubtedly true that under
the gulse anhd prétense of interstate
commerce a vast amount of illicit sales
actually are made, . I hardly agree with
you, however, that the states as a
whole 18 given over largely to the
drinking of intoxicants. For a number
of years I moved in an humble circle
of society where the use of intoxicat-
ing liquors in Kansas was absolutely
unknown and looked upon with the
same awe and dread as you would look
upon the use of opium. The sale of
liquors in any considerable quantity in
violation of law in Kansas does not, in
my judgment, affect more than about
a dozen counties, In the beer drinking
settlements. of cur agricultural regions
the common practice is to have the
liguors shipped direct to the persons
who use them.

‘“The United States revenue officers
are reasonably active and the number
of persons engaged in illicit‘selling of
intoxicants is kept pretty fair tab of
by the revenue records of the United
States government at Lieavenworth.”

THE FRANGO-GERMAN

SITUATION 1S BETTER

Germany No Lounger, Comsiders Her
Original Proposition as Beyond
Modification—oth Sides Compell-
ed to Concede Weighty Points.

Paris, August 10.—~—Accofding to a
statement issued tonight, the Franco-
German gituation over Moroceo ghowsg
a tendency to ameliorate, Gérmany
since the last interview between Am-
bassddor Cambon and Foreign Sec-
retary Von Kiderlen ‘Waechter hav-
ing ceased to. coasider her original
propositions as beycnd medification.
It is. certain that a relaxation in the
situation ‘hds resulted. Neverthe-
less it cannot be disguised.that there
still is a considerable margin petween
Germany’s pretensions and the con-
cessions France is disposed to make,
and that while the fufn taken by the
negotiations evdkzs satisTaction, ex-
dggerated oplimism is out of place
until further interviews Detween
Ambassador Cdambon and Major
Von Kidlerlen Waechter result in &
complete agreement.

Germany is Hopeful.

Berlin, Aug. 10.—The prospects of
a speedy settlement of the Moroccan
question  between Germany . and
France is welcomed on every hand,
but the terms of the agreement,
when they become known, probably
will cause considerable dissatisfaction
in various quarters in both Germany
and France. = 'The negotiations bet-
ween M, Camboh,.the ¥French -am-
bassador, and Foreign Minister Von
Kidlerlen Waechter have been most
difficult, and that French people even
yet are not quite so optimistic as are
the Germans over the final outcome.

Details still remain to be arranged,;
and it is recognized generally that
these are most _important, Both
Germany and France have been com-
pelled to concede a .numbér of
weighty ‘points, because neither was#
prepared to -press matters too far.
Major Von Kidlerlen Waechter is
thoroughly wearied of the whole inci-
dent, especially 8o because he
not secured a fulfillment of his de-
sires, and even the French diplomats
are prepared for the outburst of a
storm of indignation among patriots
on both sides of the frontier,

From Reliable Source—FPhenomenal
Growth During Last Ten Years—
Over 100 Per Cent Increase.

From a secret, thougn absolutely
reliable source, it was learned, says
the Strathccna’Plaindealer, that the
recent Dominion census will give
Strathcona a population of not less
than 5,600 and in all probability the
fisures will actuaily total above 6,000.
This information was not obtained
frem any of the enumerators who were
engaged in the work since they were
all sworn to secrecy, and naturally re-
fuse to verify or refute any of the
estimates mentioned. While it is
learned that the pcpulation within the

A BIG SYNBICATE TO
DEVELOP COAL AERAS

Winnipeg Capitalists Will Put Mil-
lions in Mines at the Headwaters
of the McLeod River, 43 Miles

+ From the Yellowhead Pass.

Development of the Beaver Dam

coal areas at the headwaters of the
McLeod river, it is learned, is to be
commenced at once by a big Winni-
peg syndicate, headed by Hugo Ross,

He
was accompanied by another cadet,
Bernard Brown, of Edmonton. These
two lads are the representatives of
Central Alberta in the Canadian navy.

Cadet Hcule is proud of his naval
apprenticeship and looks forward to
a naval career. 7

“I would not have joined,” he said,
“had it been merely for the training I
would get. We must stay seven years
after the age of eighteen as cadets,
and it would not be worth while to
keep on that long and then quit. There
are about 200 men in all. cn the Rain-
bow. There are 25 cadets, nearly all
of them from the Maritime provinces,
and with few exceptions they like the
life very well. - A number of the cadets
went to London to be present at the
coronation celebration. They are now
on their way back, and when they re-
turn real training will start.”

Cadet Houle showed much interest
in the European disturbance over
Germany’s intrusion in Moroecco, and
wanted to know just how Germany
and France were now disposed to-
wards each other. “&ermany would
be foclish to go to war with France
just now for she has not nearly as
gtrong a navy,’™ remarked the em-
bryonic admiral.

SEEK AMENDMENTS
T0 THE GITY GHARTER

Committec Appointed by Council to
Deal With Question of Securing
Amendments Desired by Strath-
cona SecCtion of° Amalgamation
Committee.

(from Thursday’s Daily.)
At the adiourned meeting of the

city council held yesterday a com-

mittee ‘'was appointed to consider -the
desirability of making amendments to
the city charter. When viewed in re-
lation tc the declaration by Mayor
Armstrong at the recent uunicipal
meeting that the charter should be so
amended as to give council greater
contrul’ over tne commisisoners, the
motion is significant of the possibility
of tar-reaching changes in the system
of government established when Ed-
monten was incorporated as a city in
1904,

The appointment of a committee
was suggested 'in a communication
trom tie Strathcona sectipn of the
amalgamation committee. Without
specifying desired amendments they

sary before the charter can be adopt-
ed as that cf the Greater Edmonton
and ask that the matter receive care-
ful consideration. 5

Took Objection to Certain Clauses.

Mayor Armstrong stated that
trouble had arisen in the course of the
negotiations for amalgamation and
that objecticn had.been taken by the
Strathcona delegates to certain pro-
visions in the Edmonton charter.

“I dont blame them,” said Ald.
Grindley. “Do you?” he added, ad-
dressing fiimself to the mayor.

“No,” said Mayor Armstrong. s §
think a committee should be appointed
te look into the matter at once.”

The committee was appointed ac-
cordingly and will be ' composed of
those members of the council who are
also members of the amalgamation
committee, namely, Mayor Armstrong,
Ald- Hyndman, MclInnis, Lundy and
City Solicitor Bown. Ald. Hyndman
and MclInnis are out of the city at
present and it is therefore probable
that the work wil be done by Mayor
Armstrong and Ald. Lundy.

Several of the aldermén have ex-
pressed themselves asg favoring such
amendments as will give the cowncil
greater power and it is practically cer-
tain that reccmmendations of this
charater wofild readily obtain a ma-
jority of the board.

# To Enetertain Footballers,

An application rrom the Edmonton
Football association for a grant to-
wards the expense of entertaining the
Corinthians, the famous English
team that will visit Edmonton in the
course of the next few weeks, occa-
sioned some discussion.

Acting on the opinion of the city
solicitor that it is questionable whe-
ther the council has pawer to make a
grant of this character, Ald.- Gowan
urged refusal of the request.

Ald. Grindley, who was supported
by Mayor Armstrong, declaring that
.. had been the practice here and in
other cities to make such grants, con-
tended that if such power was lacking
application should be made for it from
the legislature, as the city could not
affard to withhold inducements to
visitors which were offered by all other
cities. i

Finally a compromise was effected
by the appointment of a committee
composed of Mayor Armsirong and
Ald. Grindley with power to co-oper-
ate with the board cf trade in the en-
tertainment of the visitors,

Not to Limit Height of Buildings.

The proposal to limit the height of
buildings was the subject of a brief
discussion. Alderman Grindley de-
clared that the proposal ‘was child-
ish and worthy only of some back-
woods community. There was no
difficulty, he urged, in providing ade-
quate fire protection in high build-
ings, as the provision of an auxiliary
pumping plant to boost the water
‘supply would meet this.

No action was taken on the matter,
though it is probable that the council
will refuse to adopt the recommen-
dation made by the mayor and com-
missioners to impose a height limit.

The amalgamation agreement was
laid on the table for consideration
in eommittee of the whole.

The tax rate for the year 1911 was
fixed at 13.70 mills.

On the recommendation of the
commissioners the problem of the
future water supply for the’city will
be taken up 1n  committee of the
whole at the next regular meeting.

This is
given as a practical demonstration of
the advisability of turning the ccarse
products of the farm into finished
products of high value easily pla:ed
on the market ,and thus securing a
large portion of thg highly increaszd
markeét value which the double freight
charges now cause. Owing to the
geographical situation of the province
of British Cclumbia it is the natural
outlet, and with the completion of
the transcontinental roads now under
construction, Alberta will have ready
access to the best markets of the Do-
minion. With satisfactory prices‘a.nd
markets, with grain at first cost, with
climatic and other conditicns favor-
able, and with the province so well
adapted to mixed farming, poultry:
keeping should be profitable to ‘all
who undertake it in a practical way.
1t should be doubly so to those making
dse of the latest scientific knowledge
available today em poultry keeping.
