Most of us are 
c o n t 1 n ually 
regretting some­
thing in our 
past. I don’t 
mean actually 
suffering from 
remorse, but sim­
ply realizing that 
we might have 
acted much more 
wisely. ~It is 
strange that we 
do not more oft- 

- en reflect that
we are making a new past, even at 
the very moment of our regrets, and 
probably making it more wisely than 
we did before.

By your leave. I’ll take my own 
case for an instance. My besetting 
sin is hurrying. I have always hur­
ried too much, tried to crowd too 
much into my days. I look back over 
my past and I say; “How foolish I 
was; how much better off I should 
have been if 1 had not tried to do so 
much. How much happier and health­
ier I should be to-day if I had not 
hurried so. And so few of the things 
I did were vital I might have left out 
half of them and not affected my hap­
piness or welfare at all.” And yet. 
when I stop to think. I realize that 1 
am hurrying to-day. This year, this 
month, this very day I am making a 
past of which I shall probably say 
much the same thing ten years from 
now.

I look over all my activities and 
say: “But all these are vital. I could 
not spare any of them." I remem-, 
her ten yfars ago I said the same 
thing when anyone warded me that I 
was trying to do too much.

That is my personal experience, 
tell you about that because it is the 
one with which I am the most familiar. 
But does it not find a parallel In your 
own life? Perhaps your besetting 
mistake is not planning far enough 
ahead. You look back and say; "If I 
had only planned my life wisely and 
methodically five years ago, how much 
farther ahead I might be to-day.” 
True, my friend, but very unimport­
ant as compared with the fact that if 
you plan your life wisely and methodi­
cally to-day, you will be much farther 
ahead five years from now.

Perhaps the weakest point in your 
character is procrastination. “Ah,” 
you bewail, as you look back five or 
ten years, “If I only hadn’t put off 
taking that course in advertising, I 
might have as good a position as C 
to-day. I know I have just as much 
brains as he." Come back, my friend. 
Come back to the present past, and 
look into your life, and see what you 
are procrastinating now.

Experience is a good teacher, but 
we are all poor scholars. The past 
of five years ago is unimportant com­
pared with the past you are making 
now. If we could only look at this 
present past with the unprejudiced, 
clear-sighted eyes which we turn on 
the buried past, how differently we 
should live.

Perhaps such detachment is impos­
sible. but surely we might take more 
interest in this vital pest which we 
are making now and "’which we have a 
chance to influence than In that unim­
portant dead past, which no regrets 
can change.

LONDON, March 29.

A meeting of the suffragettes was 
held to-night to protest against what 
the speakers describe as their base 
betrayal by the Commons. Mrs. Des- 
pard. who was sentenced to prison in 
1909. and was arrested for picketing 
Asquith’s house, said the time had ar­
rived for the suffragettes to adopt 
more effective methods. She urged a 
boycott. Women, she said, should not 
buy hats, which would hurt the work­
men worse than window smashing. 
She declared they should not go to 
seaside resorts represented in Parlia­
ment by men of anti-suffragette ten­
dencies; they should not subscribe 
funds for charities or institutions, nor 
invest their money in England.

Editor Evening Telegram,
Dear Sir,—I see the Bdltof ef the 

Chronicle is coming to life again, as 
evidenced by the mud and filthy slime 
which appears on the pages of that 
champion mud slinging paper to-night. 
The idea of the Editor of the Chron­
icle venturing Into the realm of poli­
tical economy science is about as in­
congruous a proceeding as one can 
well imagine. As well expect a lesson 
on the solar system from an Esquimo 
as to expect light from the Editor of 
the Chronicle on the subject of poli­
tical economy. The writer of “New­
foundland In 1B1V to have the eon- 
8v,mate cheek to deride the reasoning 
of Mr. Refit shbws an amount of gall 
on his part which is truly amazing.

He must have been reading some 
since he wrote the travesty : “New­
foundland in 1911,” for I notice some 
high-sounding terme copied from some 
work on political economy. The Edi­
tor of the Chronicle, In the world of 
words, Is like an infant in the world 
oi sounds. The one producing a temp­
est of sound laughs with glee at his 
hootefer moosic, the other, getting up 
a din of fine words, thinks he is giv­
ing out reason.

I think he is very dense indeed who 
cannot grasp the fact that when a 
country is importing vastly more than 
she Is exporting she Is at a great dis­
advantage. A citing of figures show­
ing how the imports of Canada ex­
ceed her’exporte is no argument, and 
does net apply to our case at all. The 
fact of Canada being in that position 
is no argument against the position 
advanced. That a country to be trul; 
end substantially prosperous must a; 
least balance imports with exports.
To be in a position to purchase we 
must have produced something that 
can exchange for what we require. It 
our requirements exceed our ability 
to provide those requirements we are 
in poverty. I think any person of any 
reason can see the truth of that. Now 
internal trade has nothing whatever 
to do with the question in the light 
in which the Minister of Finance and 
the Chronicle would use it That in­
ternal trade cannot be separated from 
our external trade, but is dependent 
upon it. The factors that product 
that internal trade are not all suf­
ficing but must rely on our imports 
and exports, just as though they were 
directly engaged in creating the ex­
ternal trade. We will take the lum­
ber trade, because the Chronicle se­
lects that trade as an instance in sup­
port of his illogical position. The men 
who produce 'lumber cannot directly 
clothe tbemselves in lumber, neither 
can they feed on boards or sawdust. 
They, exchange their lumber for 
clothes and food. The grocer and the 
tailor give them clothes and food for 
their lumber; the grocer and the tail­
or build houses of the lumber. Another 
kind of exchange now takes place and 
the lumber te changed into money. 
The carpenter who builds the houses 
receives money in exchange for his 
time. The lumber, as lumber, no long­
er exists. The carpenter sends his 
money out of the country for com­
modities, he becomes an importer. 
Now you see how internal and extern­
al trade are but one trade manifesting 
themselves in different directions. The 
lumber man gives his lumber to the 
tailor and grocer in exchange for im­
ported articles ; the tailor and grocer 
hire the carpenter who converts the 
lumber of the tailor and grocer into 
time and receives money for his time 
or labor. The money which he re­
ceives again goes out for articles that 
are imported, and thus the articles of 
trade are made to1 pulsate, through 
ali the different phases of our activ­
ity.

A newspaper article is scarcely the 
medium through which such tyros as 
the Editor of the Chronicle and our 
Finance Minister can be educated in 
the principles of political economy, 
therefore, I suggest that the C. H. E. 
should adopt a paper on that science. 
However even the most stupid may 
learn a little even though it be to re­
spect those who have acquired know­
ledge.

The Government Minimum Wage 
Bill became law yesterday and re­
ceived the Royal Assent, simultan­
eously. Balloting by coal miners 
throughout British Isles Is proceed­
ing to settle the question whether 
strikers should return to work or let 
the mines lie idle, pending the decis­
ion by the District Boards provided 
for in the Bill, as to what the rate of 
wages shall be in various coal mine 
districts. ^ While the result of the 
balloting will not be known officially 
until next Thursday, there was pre­
valent everywhere, a feeling of optim­
ism that the vote would favor a re­
sumption of work and that In the 
meantime thousands of miners would 
return to work in anticipation of 
such a decision. The only stumbling 
block In the way of a speedy termin­
ation of the strike seems to be the at­
titude of the surface men who still 
have some grievances unsatisfied. 
Their National Federation has issued 
a manifesto in all its branches to the 
effect that there must be no resump­
tion of work by any section of the 
Federation, until the owners have 
conceded their demands. It is believ­
ed, however, that this dispute will be 
settled before the result of the gener­
al balloting is announced.

An important petition forwarded to 
Mr. Clapp, M. H. A., for St. Barbe, by 
the Rev. J. S. Richards representing 
some 1,500 constituents from Pistolett 
Bay to St. John's Bay. Mr. Clapp 
asked that the petition be read by the 
Clerk of the Assembly. The petition 
sets forth that the law respecting the 
netting of herring be altered and that 
they be allowed the use of seines on 
that part of the coast, giving for their 
reason that the swiftness of the cur­
rents in the Straits and the shallow 
water makes the sea so rough that it is 
impossible to set out the nets without 
running the risk of their, being de­
stroyed.

The second prayer of the petition 
asked for the right to take seals after 
the 31st of May. There is no law pre­
venting the taking of seals except in 
steamers or vessels; and the 3rd, to ; 
extend the law for killing deer from 
the 31st January to the 10th March.
The introducer of the petition dwelt 
very strongly upon the request of the 
petitioners re shooting of caribou and 
pointed out that that of the District of 
St. Barbe was differently situated 
from any other parts of the Island for 
the reason that the main herd of cari­
bou begins to move south about the 
early part of October, therefore there 
could be no wholesale destruction lot 
the animals even if the people desir­
ed it, but there need be no fear of 
that as the fishermen merely kill for 
their own consumption. It isn’t the 
fishermen who destroy the deer but 
the sportsmen who come here from 
abroad; we have seen it in the past.
The hoti. member then referred to 
some cases tried before Magistrate 
Duder at Port Saunders in 1907 where 
these men had hunted deer on several 
occasions in the open season and fail­
ed to find them, and from dire neces­
sity and from want of fresh meat for 
themselves and their families went 
out during the close season and shot 
several deer and divided them up 
amongst themselves. They were tried 
by Magistrate Duder and although the 
strongest testimony was adduced at 
the trial and with the law giving the 
Magistrate discretionary power in the 
case of settlers shooting for their own 
consumption, yet they were each fined 
$10 and costs. Mr. Clapp here read 
affidavits from these fishermen in 
proof of their condition at the time of j 
the trial. He said you must consider 
that these fishermen are cut off from 
any other civilized place during the 
long winter months. He referred to 
the discussion which took place in 
this House over the establishment of 
sanatoria, but now the Government 
were afforded an opportunity of tak­
ing a step in the way of helpng to 
stamp out tuberculosis by granting the 
people an extension of the law and 
allowing them to secure fresh meat for 
themselves and their families in an 
almost Arctic climate where fresh 
meat is a primary essential to that 
good vigorous blood which is the life 
and stability of the race.

Society Woman 
Suicides

After Being Arrested for Alleged 
Smuggling.

New Y'ork, March 20.—Mrs. Blanche 
Carson, of San Francisco, who was 
arrested here for smuggling several 
thousand dollars’ worth of jewellery 
on her arrival from India, committee 
suicide early to-day by hanging her­
self out of the window of her hotel.

Mrs. Carson is socially prominent 
in San Francisco. She was returning 
from a tour of the world. She had 
attended the Duf-bar in the course of 
her trip and had bought some Indian 
pearls.

Mrs. Carson reached here the day 
before yesterday on the steamship 
George Washington. She was arrest­
ed on the charge of gross undervalu­
ation and smuggling after having con­
fessed that she had smuggled jewelry 
which the authorities valued at $20.- 
000. On her arrival Mrs. Carson had 
declared a package of unstrung pearls 
but had undervalued them so grossly 
that the customs inspectors decided 
that she had not told the truth.

On her appearance for examina­
tion she broke down and told of the 
large amount of jewelry that she had 
brought Into the country concealed 
in her hat and elsewhere in her bag­
gage, She was released on $2,000 
bail for further examination on Fri­
day, registering at the hotel as Mrs. 
Edward Carson, of Paris. She was 
about 50 years and making a trip 
around the world alone.

Mrs. Carson had evidently sat up 
all night, and some time after five 
o’clock untied a rope from a large 
package in her room, and fastening 
cne end to a radiator she slipped the 
noose around her neck and dropped 
out of the window.
