Shortly after the .opening Mr.
Grimes took the floor. He then talk-
ed 'of the need for a Reformatory
herg and wished to. aecquaint the
House that he had' reéelved a’ réply
from the Colonial Secretary in refer-
ence to collection of private fees at
the General Hospital by Dr. Keegan.
In the Doctor’s letter to the Colonial
Secretary, which was read to the
House, he stated that he had not re-
ceived any fees on a public ward but
he ‘had on private wards. In 1916
he received one fee of $15 or $20 from
Johni Ashley, cable operator; in 1917
a Mrs. Finn of Carbonear had paid
him $50 for services; also a Mr. Butt
of Bay Roberts had been charged for
an operation on his wife, though the
fee had not yet reached him. The
Doctor intimated in his report that
he understood when he was appointed
Superintendent that the Hospital was
only intended free to laborers, fish-
ermen and their wives and families,
but that persons who he knew could
afford should pay. Mr. Grimes con-
sidered that was Dr. Keegan’s own
interpretation, but it was a gross de-
flance of the law and Legislature, as
there was an Act passed two years
ago stating that all such fees collect-
ed should be handed over to the gen-
eral revenue of the Colony. He (Mr.
G.) did not see anything to hinder
other heads of departments from act-
ting similarly. He said that - Dr.
Keegan was now being paid, all things
considered (except extra fees), $4,000
a year. Continuing, Mr. Grimes said
that the High Cost of Living Com-
mission had not justified itself, as the
food dealers were making greater
profits now than ever before. He then
advocated compulsory education.

Mr. Stone followed virtually along
the same lines, though his main point
of argument was the wonder why
the toy steamer (Wren), 46 tons net,
should receive the same subsidy as
the s.s. Ethie of about 200 tons and
with splendid accommodation. He
said it was in the best interests of
the country and Empire that an elec-
tion should be held this year. At this
juncture Mr. Coaker rose to a point
of order, pointing out that there were
not sufficient members present to
form a quorum. In the Government
benches were the Premier and Messrs,
Piccott, Woodford, Higgins and Dev-
ereaux, whilst on the Opposition side
were Messrs. Coaker, Stone and Jen-
nings.

Mr. Jennings spoke of' the Prime
Minister’s trip to the Old Country and
thought that the Premier's ‘“senti-
mental platitudes” were not good
enough. He then dealt with the re-
port of the Logging Inspector.

Dr. Lloyd stated that the reason for
the present attitude of the Opposition
was the Government’s refusal to state
what their intention was concerning
an election. He said it was the duty
of the Colonial Secretary to have the
list of voters taken and that it was
illegal for him to accept a salary as
Chief Censor and Colonial Secretary
and to retain his seat in the House,
just the same as it was unlawful for
the member for Placentia (Mr. Mor-
ris) to be .in the House and at the
same time be paid as Acting Judge
of the Central 'District Court. He
thought that there should be a salary
cut out for the Premier. He didn’t
mean to say the Premier was work-
ing without pay, as he went on to
read to the House under the head of
Contingencies the following entries:
From July 1st, 1916, to end of March,
1917: —

Tackling the
Food Question.

We' “have read carefully

the arguments which the

Herald set forth yester-

day against the proposed

policy of a Governmental
commandeering of all_flour stocks in
the country, but we find ourselves
more interested than convinced. by
them. We shall endeavour to show
briefly why this is so. If our own
views are unsound, the exposition of
their unsoundness may’ itself help to
discover those that are sound. and to
solve a° solution 'of ' the . difficulty.
That there is need of some action the
Herald itself seems to be thoroughly
convinced; that' no action is being
taken everyone knows, and no action
in the proper place is likely to be
taken as long as those lately demand-
ing it loudly themselves block the
way to it, and every:other action, by
an exhibition of childishness which
would be unbelievable if the exhibit-
oi's were not known.

If we accept the assumption of the
Herald that flour prices are high and
ought to be lessened, we cannot see
the force of its arguments against
the proposed method of Ilessening
them. It details a number of diffi-
culties that at once confront an at-'
tempt to do this.
practically insuperable,

the Herald

seems to us to leave the matter ex-‘

actly where it stood before. It .up-
holds the suggestion of a Food Con-

trol Board, but does not attempt to |certain dealers, to whom

explain how such a Board would not
have to face precisely the same diffi-
culties as the Governme#t. Appar-
ently the objection to comiplete Gov-
ernment control is not the actual
commandeering of the flour but the
difficulty of fixing the price. But how
else would the Board control prices
and.profits than by fixing them? And
if it attenipts 'to fix them, ‘how will
it not meet the very problems which
the Herald details so fully? The ob-
jection to the report of, the Food
Commission ‘is that, while it set forth
these problems very well, its propos-
al to solve them, through the offices
of this Board, was in the vaguest
possible terms. We may not have
understood the report very well, but
the whole® public would certainly
welcome a detailed statement of the
exact duties which the Board would
have to perform.

But these difficulties themselves—
are they so insuperable after all?
They seem to rest merely on the fact
that the flour, if taken over, would be
of different grades and have to be
bought from the owners at different
prices. This, the Heraald argues,
would involve the most difficult and
intricate problem of adjusting differ-
ent sale prices among different buy-
ers,. Why? If any flour is com-
mandeered it must all be comman-
deered. Let there be no mistake

about that. Half measures would be
worse than none. If it is all bought
at a fair profit, the owners could have
no complaint. Why need it be sold at
different prices? All the flour in the
hands w©of the wholesale dealers at
any time is ‘usually sufficient for the
needs of the country for a good peri-
od ahead, certainly for one long
enough to permit future supplies to
be provided for. If, then, the flour is
bought by the Government, any suit-
able average can be struck for the
selling price. The question of profit
or loss to the treasury should not be
considered for a moment. There
would be little possibility of a loss,
but even that should not matter in the
least. The Government would be
using the money of the whole coun-
try to buy a commodity which the
whole country consumes. Moreover,’
these first deals would be merely the
preliminary step in a procedure ex-
tending over months, and even if they
involved a little discrimination it
would only be the most trifiing draw-
back. But we repeat that no dis-
crimination need be made. If one
person then happens to buy flour
cheaper than another, it will be for
the same reason that he does so now.
We are quite unable . to understand
the common argument that judgment
must be made between two appli-
cants, or two classes of applicants.
The rule “first come, first served” can
apply, and in fact.- must apply, as
well in war as in.peace times.

But there is one qualification of
that rule, which shows the chief ad-
vantage of Government control of the
food supply. We cannot too often re-
peat that the supply is far more im-
portant than prices. Under the pre-
sent system, hundreds of selfish indi-
viduals are buying more flour than
they need and far more flour than the
serious conditions entitle them to.
Government control could stop this

Accepting them as | at once and most effectually. In a

population as small as ours rationing
would be a comparatively simple
matter. The publi¢c could be com-
pelled, as in England, to buy through
the flour
could be supplied in accordance with
the estimated needs of each commun-
ity. The greatest economy would be
effected, speculation stopped (and a
shameful amount of this has been
going on in the outports) and the
people brought sharply to a realisa-
tion of the real seriousness of the
whole ‘matter. In no other wayawill
this ‘be “done, unless some day" litéle
or mo flour ¢an be had for lova; tor
money.

In what we have 'said we do not
necessarily advocate Government
management of the flour business: we
have endeavoured merely to answer
the objections the Herald has raised
to it. But though there are other
objections to it—and we think the
greatest would be found in provid-
ing the machinery for the change,
not in the change itself—it may soon
be the only course to take. It is cer-
tainly preferable to the present state
of things. In any. case, we do not
think the Commission or anyone else
has properly or fully considered the
pro’s and con’s of this method. It is
surprising how mountains can resolve
themselves into molehills when a
problem like this is attacked earnest-
ly and with courage.

Mr. Gibbs, K.C., Cecunsel for the
Defendant, in an exhaustive address,
during which he quoted from several
authorities, asked for the dismissal of
He defined the term
“Spirituous” as meaning distilled,
distinguished from fermented and
ardent as applied to a ‘liquer for
drinking. ‘< “Liquor” is defined as an
alcoholic or spirituous liquid . either
distilled or 'fermented. Liquor was
distilled, and ales, wines and beers
fermented. He contended that Beef,
Iron and Wine was not an ale, it was
not a wine, it was not a malt, it was
not brewed, it was not spirituous be-
cause’ it was not distilled. He suab-
mitted that it did not come withia the
provisions of the Act, and the case
against the defendant should -there-
fore be dismissed :

Mr. Dunfield, B.L., who “appedred
with Mr. Hunt, summed up for 'the

Prosecution, and -after treviewing-the

evidence, and certain sections of the
Act, contended that a' clear violation
of the law had been proven against
the defendant, and she should be con-
victed.

Section 4 of the “Intoxicating Ll-
quors Prohibition -Act” is as follows:
“If anyone not licensed in accord-
ance with the provisions of the #aid
“Prohibition Plebiscite Act” sells, af-
ter the First day of January, 1917,
any intoxicatinn liquors, he shall-be
lable to & penalty of not less _than
One Hundred Dollars, and not more
than Five Hundred Dollars, or, in.de-
fault of payment, imprisonment net
exceeding three months.”

The definition of “Intoxicating Li-
quors” is found in Section 7 of the Act
under consideration.

The term  “Intexicating Liquors”
shall be construed to signify all ales,
wines, malt bfewed or spirituous li-
quors _containing. two per cent. or
upwards of alcohol in volume, except
such . drugs and medicines as may be
excepted by the Governor in Council,
and wines for Sacramental purposes.
The compound sold by the Defend-
ant as Beef, Iron and Wine has not
been excepted by the Governar in
Council, and therefore is not exempt
as a drug or a medicine. The Defend-
ant is not licensed under the Act to
sell intoxicating liquors. The com-
pound sold by her to Patrick Grey
contained over 16 per cent. of Alcohol
by volume.

The steady continuance of the sub-
marine eampaign despite. the decrease
in 3d‘estmying tonnage admitted in the
Admiralty reports for May will, in the
opinion of Capt. Hue Plewetter, Naval
expert of the Berlin Lokal Anzeiger,
ultih}:ite in a general naval battle be-
tween the British and German fleets
as the only means of ending the sub-
marine menace. Captain Hue Plew-
etter blames good weather for the
falling off in the number of submatie
victims.
