Get Thin in Summer

Summer Is “Reducing Time,” ac­
cording to Marion Bailey, who writes 
on this subject to the “Hatee Hygiene
and Economics" department of Good 
Health (Battle Creek, Mic.). Individ­
uals burdened with an excess of *▼-
dirdupote should greet the coming of 
summer with delight, she says, rather 
than with dread of discomfort The 
reason is that summer time la tii ideal 
time to “reduce," for the body re­
quires less food than to whiter, fresh 
fruits and vegetables art easily pro­
cured; and waking and smlmming are 
pleasant She writes;

“Diet, of course, Is the most Impor­
tant feature, and since the overweight 
la usually caused by taking an ewer- 
supply of food, the first essential is 
that the amount of food taken he ma- 
terielly reduced. This would, of 
dbufth, be unwise In ease of elderly 
people or children, and no attempts 
at rapid reduction Should be made in 
their case then. For the average in­
dividual who lv considerably over­
weight, the diet may be reduced -.n 
amount to three-fourths of the nor­
mal Intake without disc Wort, and by 
careful planning, reduced to otte-ha'.f 
the usual amount With only alight dis­
comfort.

“Fasting is not a safe way to re­
duce—In this method the proteins, 
iron, lime and vitamins are all neg­
lected, and the starving body meet 
not utilize not only -its excess tot, hit 
must draw upon the m isoles and the 
other body tissues, thus lowering the 
vitality and weakening the heart and 
other Important organs. Frequently, 
too, rapid loss of fut Is not accom­
panied by equally rapid loss of tissue, 
particularly skin tissue* and sagging 
folds of akin will be left. Reduction 
may be rapid for a week or two at 
the beginning—amounting even to a 
pound a day—but then, reduction must 
be gradual, and depend upon exer­
cise, sweating or sun baths as wdl 
as diet regulation. X

“When the diet'is decreased, the 
lessened amount of food causes the 
fat reserves of the body to be attack­
ed first, and reduction starts at once. 
Only a email amount of salt should 
be taken. When an individual who Is 
overweight eats salt In excess, water 

Ils retained In proportion, and excess 
weight Is thus caused.

“Bulk must occupy a very promin­
ent place to the reducing dietary for 
two reasons—bulk gives a sense of 
fullness which Is usually asoctatod In 
our minds with being ‘well fed'—It 
satisfies the appetite, the* avoiding 
that most objectionable feeding of 
hunger, and also regulates the action 
of the eliminative organs. -

Constipation is apt to prove A ser­
ious menace when the amount of food 
eaten Is so materially decreased, aed 
bulk will prove of great value here. 
Good elimination must be obtained in 
order to achieve desired result». Glu­
ten bread is useful In this ̂ connection, 
as is also the coarsest bran bread, for 
they supply bulk With A low amount 
of food value.

The vegetables eaten" should be 
steamed or bolle.l. and served with 
is little butter as possible—cream 
sauces being entirely restricted.

"In order to promote variety Is a 
necessarily rather restricted diet, sal­
ads may be used It made of fresh 
vegetables or fruits and served with 
‘special” mayonnaise. This Is made 
by substituting paraffin oil tor olhc 
oil, and the taste Is not the least ob­
jectionable—it will, to fact, pass un­
noticed. Raw cabbage can be used 
liberally in salads tn'Thls way, and 
also string beans and asparagus.

One at a Time

TORONTO, Ont, Aug. IX—Errors 

may be Introduced when bacteria are 
(jealth with In batches, It was ehoVn 
by Dr. B. C. Young of Dalhousle Uni­
versity at the Physiology Section of 
the British Association to-day.

Ordinary, bacteria are kept grow­
ing in a laboratory by transferring 
many millions at a time on a small 
platinum loop from one tube of cul­
ture medium to a fresh one, hut of 
late years, a technic has been devel­
oped by which single bacterial cells 
can bo separated out under‘the mic­
roscope and planted in a fresh med­
ium. .

All the bacteria of thé resulting 
growth, therefore, are known to 
come from a single cell, a fact which 
Is significant from the standpoint of 

: heredity. Dr. Young has made a 
number of single ceU isolations, of 
the colon bacillus, of which he ob­
tained several different types from 
the point of view of the manner in 
which they fermented glucose.

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The Children's
Playgrounds

Largely through the interest 
and the practical work of the’ 
Rotarians St. John’s has discov­
ered its children, and has realiz­
ed that of all its possessions they , 
are by far the most precious. 
Hitherto many of them were as 
sheep without a shepherd, ex­
posed to all kinds of dangers and 
temptations, uncontrolled when 
once beyond the precincts of 
their homes, and in some cases 
uncontrollable, not, however, be­
cause they were inclined to be 
vicious, but because their super­
abundant energy had nothing 
else on which to expend itself.

Rotary suggested playgrounds 
and the Municipal Council read­
ily cooperated. As a result the 
parks have been turned to prac­
tical account for the children. 
Their enthusiastic response is 
the highest testimony of the 
success of the movement and ex­
presses their gratitude to' the 
promoters in the best kind of 
way. This summer the idea has 
been further developed, and un­
der the capable and sympathetic 
supervision of Mr. Barton; the 
youngsters have been taught to 
play, and indirectly, the pleas­
ures of duty and service.

The movement has grown to 
such an extent that it is no 
longer possible to cope with all 
the work that it entails without 
further assistance and support. 
With that end in view a meeting 
has been arranged in the In 
stitute this evening, when it is 
hoped that the help pf citizens 
in general may be enlisted. It is 
safe to say that the response 
will be even greater than the 
promoters anticipate.

Anyone who has seen the chil­
dren at their games in the parks 
cannot but recall many of those 
same youngsters searching 
through the strefets for some­
thing to occupy them and gen­
erally finding it in an in­
salubrious back street, or in 
some form that was an annoy­
ance to residents or a danger to 
themselves. To-day they are en­
joying themselves amid pleasant 
surroundings and unconsciously 
are learning the first little les­
sons in citizenship—to respect 
property, to consider others and 
to play the game.

We wish that the movement 
could be extended, and that 
vacant lands in the vicinity of 
some of the crowded slums were 
made available for similar pur­
poses. Why not suggest to the 
owners that, provided the ground 
can be so used, the vacant lands 
tax will be remitted?

From many indications such 
as the Playgrounds Movement, 
the Child Welfare work, the im­
provements being made to the 
drains and pavements on Duck­
worth, New Gower and Casey 
Streets, and the decision of the 
Government to provide better 
harbour facilities, it would ap­
pear that the citizens of St 
John’s are at last awakening to 
the needs of the city, are desir­
ous of paving the'necessary im­
provements ma*, and are will­
ing to lènd a helping hand in the

The speaker was introduced by the 
President of the Boerd of Trade, who 
Intimated that It was through the of­
fices of hls Excellency the Governor 
that Mr. Taylor came out to make In­
vestigations Into the dtiferent aspects 
of our Industry with a view to sug­
gesting Improvements either , to the 
catch, cure or marketing. Mr. Taylor, 
outlining hls activities since hls ar­
rival, stated that the more he looked 
into the Industry the more difficult 
appeared the proposition with which 
he was dealing. Regarding the cod- 
fiqhery three points for Improvement 
suggested themselves, viz., to Increase 
the catch, Improve the cure, and the 
utilisation of waste products. With re­
gard to the first point, the fishery was 
not prosecuted as Intensely as might 
be. Very often the fishermen were not 
ready for the trap fishery when the 
fish struck to. A second ‘ observation 
on this Ashing was that the majority 
of our traps do not fish to deep 
water. In England It had been ascer­
tained, he said, that 72 p.c. of the 
large fish and 62 p.c. of the medium 
are "caught to between 26 and 60 
fathoms tot water. The motor boats at 
present to use here are not suitable 
for deep water fishing, and he recom­
mended those of the size of a steam 
drifter. In this connection he thought 
It was a great mistake for onr fisher­
men to give up the use of sail. In Eng 
land motor boats used sails at every 
opportunity.

Regarding line fishing he would 
like to see otter trawls adopted, which 
possibly would show us that we had 
many valuable species If fish around 
our shores. He di<^ not think that 
any private Individuals would Invest 
to drift trawlers, although they 
conld now be secured cheaply from 
the British Government.

Speaking of the cure of fish, Mr. 
Taylor expressed his surprise at find­
ing that the fishermen made their own 
fish. . This method has long been 
dropped in England and shore crews 
are employed. The result is that the 
fisherman can devote him whole time 
to catching and the shore crews, be­
coming adepts in the work, were able 
to tarn out the best product possible. 
Grading for size and quality was also 
a matter calling tor particular at­
tention. and one which would no 
doubt Increase-the value of the catch 
considerably. The speaker however 
thought It would not be wise for the 
Government to fix the grades for fish 
and all round the lese government 
interference with the business there 
was the less drag there would be on 
the Industry. In England they had 
three or tour grades tor quality and 
three grades tor size.

Touching on the handling of fish, 
Mr. Taylor observed that It required 
very careful washing and cleansing 
before'it le salted, and It we adopted 
the method of having shore crews, 
this matter could be given particular 
attention. Some of the stages he had 
visited were not bad as regards sani­
tation; others he' thought were not in 
such condition as one would care to 
show to customers. In most countries 
Inspectors watched how food products 
were handled, and the time le touting 
when we will have to give more at­
tention to this matter. On the point of 
utilisation of the offal, Mr. Taylor 
noted that little or no attention Is 
given to this matter, although It Is 
the source of valuable by products 
such as glue, gelatine, fertilisers, etc.
It would be difficult to suggest where 
to set up plants for the utilisation of 
this valuable waste, the difficulty 
being the lack of means of collecting 
to centre», hut much could be dene It 
good roads were available. In Bone- 
vista he noted that large quantities of 
offal were going to waste which It 
would Be possible to collect and con­
vert Into a valuable asset New meth­
ods have been devised within the peat 
•lx months tor handling fish offal 
which reduces the cost of production 
by one half, so that attempts at 
utilisation which hitherto had been 
failures may yet he made successful 
here. The new method has the ad­
vantage that the/plant can handle 
large or email quantities of offal.

FRENCH CHAMBER RATIFIES 
TREATY OF,LAUSANNE.

PARIS, Aug. 2fl.
Thé Chamber of Deputies last night 

ratified the Lausanne Treaty after 14 
hour debate. The vote was 410 to 171. 
The Treaty of Lausanne was signed 
at Lausanne, Switzerland, July 14th, 
1328, by representatives of Turkey on 
one side, and Great Britain, France, 
Italy, Japan, Greece and Rumania, on 
the other.

will be seen for Cuban raws before the 
new crop becomes available. American 
refiners have shown normal reluctance 
to stock raws In absence of pressure 
from consumers, because what slight 
demand there has been at lower prices 
was supplied mainly by Porto Rican 
and Hawaiian sugars.

Cuban companies realise the appar­
ent Impregnability of their posltldh 
and adopting a strong attitude and no 
longer press sale of their sugars.

While a portion of the anticipated 
large European beet crop will be ex­
ported, it will not be ready In time to 
supply present growing demand.

More than half a million people 
have been carried on the Never-Stop 
Railway at the British Empire Exhi­
bition, and the efficiency with which 
It can deal with the large numbers of 
passengers who are now using it Is 
shown by the fact that at no time are 
crowds to be Seen on the stations.

As soon as a passenger reaches a 
platform, he Is able, without waiting, 
to step into a carriage and be carried 
away, and K has been computed that 
the system can handle at least 40,000 

' passengers at SÉch station each hour:
The Never-Stop Railway Is the In­

vention of Mr. Yorath Lewis, - and 
Wembley is the first place where it 
has been tried for the practical pur­
pose of carrying passengers. The 
system was an experiment, and, as 
with all experiments, it took a con­
siderable time to get every detail 
right.

The principle was new. All sorts of' 
difficulties had to be overcome. The 
driving power transmitted by a con­
tinuously revolving spiral operating 
between the rails. An arm attached 
to the car Is in contact-^ with this 
spiral, and as the spiral turns, so the 
car is propelled forward. At the sta­
tions the spiral Is closely wound and 
between the stations It Is widely 
wound. Thus the speed Is automati­
cally regulated, and' the cars, in con­
sequence, require neither driver nor 
conductor. As the cars reach a sta­
tion they slow down to almost zero, 
and, having passed out, attain a speed 
of twenty-four miles an hour. All the 
difficulties that were encountered 
were In evolving a way of driving the 
spiral. Those difficulties were over­
come, hut not without considerable 
experiment Bach car can carry 
twenty-four passengers.

The railway starts at the north-west 
entrance and, travelling through the 
Amusement Park, past the Palace of 
Engineering and the Coal Mine, finish­
es at the Stadium. The round trip, 
which extends roughly to three miles, 
can be done In about ten minutes.

The 
nse of powdered fuel has developed 
rapidly in recent years, Prof. Guess 
told the chemists, citing improved 
methods of preparation, and apprecia­
tion for its Increased popularity.
