JAPAN AND SPAIN.

London, >July 1$.—A dispatch from 
Paris to * newspaper here says : In­
quiry at the American embassy here 
has elicited a confirmation of the rumor 
that the governments of Spain and Ja­
pan have arranged an offensive alliance 
against the United States.

The terms, which are for the mutual 
protection of Cuba and Hawaii, provide 
that in event of an active aggressive 
movement on the part of the United 
States toward interference in Cuban 
affairs or persistence in the annexation 
of Hawaii, both Spain and Japan shall 
declare war simultaneously against the 
United States, and shall make hostile 
demonstrations along both the Atlantic 
and Pacific coast lines of that country.

Mr. A. E. Mille, who was one of the 

party with Mr. J. C. Cal breath building 
the trail from Telegraph creek to Teslin 
lake, is back in Victoria. This trail is 
the one to which the government gave a 
grant of $2,000 to assist in building. The 
party le.t Telegraph creek on May 26 And 
got the trail through to the lake on June 
28. The intention had been to cross the 
plateau to the east and build the trail by 
that line, as more direct, but there too 
much snow was encountered, and so the 
party took the old Hudson’s Bay Co. 
trail, which runs 60 miles, worked along 
it and then finished to the lake, the dis­
tance being some 160 miles. The route 
was found on the whole level, with 
clumps of scrubby woods or some swamp 
lands to. encounter in places, but is pro­
nounced by Mr. Mills to be a very good 
trail and a very feasible way into the 
Yukon. At the lake a large scow had 
been built by men in Mr. Calbreath’s 
employ, and some supplies were ship­
ped on it to Klondyke before the party 
started on the return. It took the party 
nine days to get back to Telegraph creek, 
though they could have made it in a day 
less if they had wished. Sixteen miners 
went £n to Klondyke on the scow.

Mr. St. Oyr, the surveyor sent out by 
the Dominion government to examine 
the various routes into the Yukon, was 
met two days’ journey from the lake as 
the Cal breath party came back. He had 
followed their trail in, so be will be in a 
position to report upon it, and he will 
come back by some other route. Bv this 
time there is now a very good road 
the Yukon if steamers would connect at 
Teslin lake. Bonding goods at Wrangel 
they can be taken by steamer up the 
Stickeeo to Glenora where the bond can 
be lifted. Then, at Telegraph Creek, 10 
miles further on, goods can be taken over 
the 160 miles of trail to Teslin Lake, and 
from there it is all plain sailing by water 
to Klondyke. This route would only be 
some 10 or 12 days travel from Wrangel. 
All along the trail the feed for cattle is 
excellent, which means that beef on foot 
could be driven in by that route with 
advantage.

Charles Hackett’s,store at Ahousett 
was burned a few days ago.

The rules adopted recently by the 
Provincial Board of Horticulture to pre­
vent the introduction of new fruit peats 
and to destroy those already in existence 
in this province, are published in this 
week’s British Columbia Gazette.

It is provided that all persons owning 
trees infected with any pest shall notify 
some member of the board. All import­
ers of nursery stock must give notice to 
some member of the board before the

A couple of weeks ago a man who is 
known all over the Pacific Coast by the 
title he gives himself of ex-Priest Ruth- 
ven appeared in Victoria. By means of 
sensationally worded handbills distribu­
ted widecast through the city, Ruthven 
advertised extensively that "he would 
lecture at A.O.U.W. hall against the 
Roman Catholic priesthood. The hand­
bills made broad assertions, charging all 
sorts of crimes as being taught by the 
priests, and the result of these handbills 
brought a crowded audience to hear the 
lecture.' It was somewhat along the 
lines of “ Father ” Slattery’s lec­
tures, a vituperative attack upon 
Roman Catholicism, and, in par- 
ticular the priesthood. The line: of 
sensationalism Was highly resented 
by the Roman Catholics of the city as 
well as strongly disapproved by people of 
other faiths. Still Ruthven was not in­
terfered with when, next day, he gave 
another lecture on the same subject. 
From here Ruthven went to Nanaimo, 
and a few days ago returned to Victoria, 
where another lecture was advertised to 
take place on Sunday, July 18, at 3 
o’clock, “ for ladies and gentlemen,” 
while in the evening the lecture 
under a sensational heading was to be 
given -" for men only—boys Under 17 
years not admitted.” This was to be 
followed on Monday with a lecture for 
“ ladies only—girls under 17 years of 
age not admitted.” The wording of the 
titles of the lectures was made as glar­
ingly sensational as possible. Ruthven 
had already been denounced by the 
priesthood here, Father Nicolaye 
stating over bis signature in the 
press that the man had never been a 
priest and publishing a dispatch from 
the district attorney of. Buffalo in 
support of hie letter.

Since Ruthven’s return to Victoria it 
has been expected that some legal pro­
ceedings would be taken to prevent him 
from lecturing or distributing printed 
pamphlets aimed against the prlesth.ipd, 
and yesterday these legal proceedings 
were instituted. Mr. S. Perry Mills 
and Mr. Gordon Hunter were retailed to 
take steps to prevent the dissemination 

books Ruthven had in his posses­
sion, on the ground that they were inde­
cent literature,and information wassworn 
ont by Joseph Hall accusing Ruthven of 
publishing indecent literature. The 
publishing and selling of indecent liter­
ature is an indictable offence, punish­
able with two years’ imprisonment.

SICKWeather conditions were not favorable 
for the launching of the steamer Willapa 
from Tnrpel’s ways yesterday, and the 
event has therefore been postponed until 
this evening.

Forty mechanics 
have been steadily employed ever since 
the vessel left the water. They have re­
moved part of her keel, given her a new 
fere loot, erected two or three new 
frames, added several new planks where 
damaged ones appeared, placed in her a 
new ceiling, renewed her staterooms and 
made many other improvements total­
ling up a bill of between $5,000 and 
$6,000. The ship has been entirely re­
caulked and refastened and while her 
hull has received a great deal of atten­
tion, her machinery has not been neg­
lected. The Albion Iron Works have 
had this job and the machinery now 
looks as resplended as new. One of 
the important features of the Wil­
lapa’s repairs is the placing of 
rolling chalks on the steamer’s 
bottom to remove the only objection that 
has ever been found with the steamer. 
She is a remarkably roomy craft for her 
size. She possesses twenty-four state­
rooms and can accommodate comfort­
ably almost a hundred people not to 
speak 6f her steerage quarters. To these 
cabins now there is nothing to be done 
apart from the hanging of the doors and 
windows and the furnishing. When the 
Willapa leaves the ways the government 
steamer Earle is to be hauled out for an 
overhauling.

THE OUTS RESOLVE.
Salt Lake, July 15.—The Trans-Mis­

sissippi congress was called to order 
promptly at 9 o’clock this morning, with 
a large audience in the galleries and the 
delegates’ seats well filled. The large 
attendance was due to the fact that Hon.
W. J. Bryan, president of the congress, 
was to be present. At the afternoon ses­
sion the report of the resolutions com­
mittee that it bad drawn a substitute for 
the free silver resolution which was pre­
sented by Mr. Thomas yesterday, was re­
ferred, and is as follows :

“ Whereas, The Trans-Mississippi con­
gress has at its last six.sessions declared 
in favor of the free and unlimited coin­
age of both «ild and silver at the ration

*• WhereaÉ^Weh action “by this con- < 

gross has proved a most potential factor 
in arousing the nation to the necessity of 
a return to the former wise and benifi- 
cent coinage system, and the success of 
the efforts call for redoubled efforts in 
this behalf; therefore, be it

“ Resolved, That we commend the ac­
tion of President McKinley in appoint­
ing a committee to try to secure an in­
ternational agreement, and most 
earnestly hope that success may crown 
their efforts. We further affirm that 
such efforts are proof of the failure of the 
gold standard to advance the interests 
and prosperity of the people, and the 
fact that the restoration of bi-metallism 
is universally demanded by them.”

Papers on irrigation were read by F.
H. Newell, hydrographer of the United . 
States geographical survey ; L. H. Tay­
lor, of Nevada ; W. H. Moore, of St. 
Louis, and C. L. Stevens, of Salt Lake. *

The following resolution was adopted :
“ Resolved, That we are in favor of such 
legislation by congress as will insure the 
prompt construction of the Nicaragua 
canal as an American enterprise, to re­
main forever under American control, 
and that we memorialize congress to this 
effect.”

The Hawaiian question then came up 
in the form of a resolution as follows :
“ Resolved, That the Trans-Mississippi 
congress favors the prompt annexation 
of the Hawaiian republic to the United 
States on grounds of national policy, 
irestige and commercial necessity,there- 
)y removing the possibility of this 
great stronghold in mid-ocean being 
controlled by any foreign power 
constant menace to onr country.” 
was adopted.

The Cuban question was taken up, the 
resolution being as follows : “ Resolved, 
That we heartily sympathize with tb'e 
people of Cuba, in their heroic straggle 
for civil liberty ^and we request congress 
and the President to recognize Cuba as a 
nation, and if necessary to render it sub­
stantial assistance in securing and main­
taining its independence.” The resolu­
tion was adopted by a rising vote.

Collector A. R, Milne has been for­

warded all the money coming to and all 
the personal effects belonging to the late 
Joseph Comoi, who died of consump­
tion, and James Collinson, A. Hodgins 
and W. Henneberry, who are supposed 
to have been lost at sea, for distribution 
among Victoria friends. The schooner 
Geneva arrived at Hakodate 
the 17th of last month with her 
flag at half-mast. Captain O’Leary 
in reviewing the incidents of his cruise 
reported that on the 3rd of March, 
Joseph Comoi, a hunter, died onboard 
of consumption. On the 14th of April a 
boat containing James Collinson, hun­
ter, and two sailors left the ship at 
noon. They did not return that night 
and although Capt. O’Leary searched 
for the boat for two weeks he could not 
find them and they are in all probability 
lost. On the 25th of May »t noon the 
Geneva ran across a fishing boat in lat. 
39.14 and long 144.30 full of water con­
taining three dead bodies and one dying 
Japanese. The last was taken on board, 
and although everything possible was 
done for him he died two days later. 
Through a Japanese sailor on board the 
Geneva Capt. O’Leary found out that 
the boat had been blown off shore dur 
ing a gale, and that the men, eight 
originally, had been for twelve days 
without food or water.

THE SALMON RUN IS FAIR.

A speedy run to Northern British Col­
umbia ports was finished late last night 
by the C.P.N. steamer Princess Louise, 
Capt. Sears, which left here eight days 
ago. The steamer brought down very 
little cargo and but few passengers, the 
complete list being M. King, Dr. 
Bell-Irving and two Indians. Capt. 
Sears reports the biggest run of salmon 
known of for years at the Naas. The 
pack of the Naas harbor cannery was 
something like 3,000 eases when he left, 
and that of the other canneries was not 
far behind. At the Skeena the Captain 
says only an ordinary year was 
being experienced, while at Rivers 
. were doing excep­

tionally small business, the leading 
cannery there not having over 2,200 
cases when the Louise called. At Alert, 
Spencer’s cannery had 1,500 cases,, an 
amount greater £han the total put up at 
the place last year. On Sunday and 
Monday last no fishing whatever could 
be done on the Skeena owing to a 
strong southeasterly gale which blew 
steadily for 48 hours. The steamer Cale­
donia was several days overdue at Port 
Simpson on her return from the bead 
waters of the Skeena, but no anxiety 
was entertained regarding hir. While 
the Louise was in port an Indian named 
Harry Pierce was found dead on one of 
the village streets, having breathed his 
last while bending over a bucksaw, cut­
ting wood.

That order English thought can 
transmit in a moment. It runs at the 
bottom of tbe sea on English cables. 
Above and beneath the sea the two net­
works of iron, that which orders and that 
which executes, are well riveted round 
the planet. The world is fast held in 
the double net of the Saxon fishermen, a 
world, an Empire in comparison with 
which the Roman Empire was but a 
little State. .... Let 
us not grudge this noble people nor her 
who rules it oar tribute of admiration 
and respect. Were the collision of "this 
mass to crash us, he would not be wor­
thy of the name of man who did not feel 
a little more proud of that name in the 
presence of the spectacle offered us by 
the English nation, in the presence of 
the greatness of these men, who have 
carried human genius to such a height.”

M. Paul Bourgot in the Figaro (fives 
his reflections on the Diamond Jubilee, 
which he thus sums up :

“When yon see that a rival people is 
very great yon do not envy it—which 
wonld be unworthy; you do not deny its 
greatness—which wonld be useless ; you 
do not copy it—which would be slavish. 
You try to comprehend what'laws 
of Si political nature it has> learned to 
observe in its development ’ and when 
you think you have perceived them you 
endeavor to practise them in the limits 
of your own traditions and race. .... 
Let us compete with the English in 
what is most to be respected and envied 
in them, and in what reveals the secret 
of their force and genius—namely, civic 
duty.”

“ If the British nation owed its incred­

ible good fortune $o the"brutal haz-rds 
of war, that immense display of its power 
would have been a provocation to hu­
man conscience and its proud challenge 
would have been an odious act. But, 
seeing that it has reached its present de­
gree of prosperity by tbe exercise of 
the rarest qualities, tbe most practical 
and the most loyal intelligence, the 
most unremitting energy, and the most 
resourceful and at the same time most 
deliberate activity of which history gives 
an example, it would' be absurd to be 
offended with it. If one examines the 
course followed respectively by France 
and by Great Britain one is compelled 
to admit the superiority of the British 
character. The Imperial Jnbilee is more 
the glorification of individual energy 
than a celebration of a date in British

It must 
carefully reduce to powerlessness the 
noxious royalty of the Stuarts to benefit 
by the incomparable services of the con­
stitutional royalty of Victoria. It must 
be the first to adopt a legislation pro­
tecting labor, the first to recog­
nize the legality of trade unions, 
in order to be the last to tumble 
into the sanguinary rut of class strug­
gle. It must expose itself to the accu­
sation of being a power of disorder and 
disturbance in the tflne of Louis XIV., 
in order to deserve the renown-of being 
a conservative state in the time of Na­
poleon. It must outstrip all other peo­
ples in the daring of its innovations, in 
order to give them later on, when they 
are finally entangled in the revolution­
ary machinery, the spectacle of the bliss­

To the Editor : After reading your 
editorial in your issue of this morning, 
July 16, under the above heading, per­

You say a government must take 
some responsibility on the strength of it 
possessing the confidence of a parliamen­
tary majority ; such being the case, I 
think here is the opportunity to continue 
to do so.-»

Owing to the unfortunate muddle in 
the building of the V. V; & Eastern 
railroad and the Heinze, Columbia & 
Penticton line, I believe I voice the 
sentiments of fully two-thirds of the 
people from the Columbia river to the 
west coast of Vancouver Island, south of 
the C. P* R., that the provincial govern­
ment should at once undertake the im­
mediate construction of this much 
needed sou them ly and most direct route 
to the coast. That a railway through 
this most remarkably rich mineral as 
well as agricultural section of our pro­
vince would be one of the best1 assets of 
the country I believe will be verified by 
all having a personal knowledge of the 
country that this road would open up.

Should the government take this in 
hand, I believe it would lead to a per­
haps very favorable proposition from 
the C. P. R. to make Victoria a second 
terminus by building the line as a con­
tinuation of the Crow’s Nest Pass rail­
road, which would give the people the 
option which to choose. That a road is 
wanted to the coast can not be disputed 
from the meetings held in the interior 
as well as on tbe coast endorsing the 
project. Such being the case let us all 
pull together.

States, the reason being that United 
States silver dollars are legal tender over 
the whole Union, while the moment a 
Mexican or ânÿ other foreign coin crosses 
the boundary of the United States it 
becomes so much bullion.

We in British Columbia take United 
States silver currency for its face value ; 
but if a man should take a hundred 
United States silver dollars and melt 
them up in a crucible, the lump of 
metal would only be worth about $46, 
and there is no way by which he could 
get it back into coins again. In other 
w.ords, the United States government 
takes 46 cents worth ot silver, puts the 
Mint stamp on it, and it ,must be taken 
anywhere within ■ the country in pay­
ment of debts as $1,00. There is nothing 
dishonest about this. Twenty Canadian 
silver half dollars, melted into a lump, 
would hot be worth $10. Neither would 
four British crowns, melted into a lump, 
be worth a sovereign.

India, the Orient, Mexico, Central 
America and South America do busi­
ness on a silver basis. In most of these 
countries the conditions are not such 
that it would be possible to use a paper 
currency, and the sums dealt with are 
as-a rule so small that a gold coinage is 
out of the question. By far the greater 
portion of the 4world’s population does 
business on a silver basis, and the coun­
tries to which this observation applies 
are. steadily becoming more important 
factors in commerce. There is little 
doubt that it is to this fact that the 
ability of Argentina and other silver- 
using countries to take away from Canada 
and the United States the çnpply of the 
European markets with farm produce, is 
due.

The restoration of silver to its ancient 
monetary position would work an indus­
trial revolution the world over. Its 
effect in this Province, where such vast 
silver ore are to be found would be most 
profound. In short, from whatever point 
of view the question is regarded the 
views above referred to is of absorbing 
interest.

Similar advice 
may profitably be given to Canadian 
dairymen, No one line of indnstr/ is of 
greater benefit to â community than 
dairying, for it practically takes nothing 
out of the country ; that is, a country 
can go on indefinitely yielding dairy pro­
ducts without becoming exhausted, for 
butter and cheese are littleVmore than 
atmospheric products.

As illustra­
tive of what can be done in the matter 
of dairy products from a small area, it 
may be added that the little kingdom of 
Denmark, which is about as large as 
Vancouver Island, ships to Great Britain 
alone about $30,000,000 worth a year. 
British Columbia could readily supply 
Australia with all it needs of these 
articles.

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THE GOVERNMENT CAN DO IT,

The Colonist will not go to tij& Van­
couver World when it feels the necessity 
for lessons either in sense or courtesy. 
Neither will it be deterred from agitat­
ing for what it believes are the rights of 
the Province and for the advancement of 

. its most pressing interests for fear of in­
curring the displeasure of its Mainland 
contemporary. In passing, we may say 
further, that the exhibitions of personal 
animus displayed by the World in con­
nection with the proposed railway into 
the Boundary Creek country indicate 
that personal rather than public consid­
erations influence its course.

The World asks the Colonist to tell it 
how the Dominion government can pro­
vide for the construction of the Pentic- 
ton-Bonndary railway without a vote of 
parliament. Can the World be as 
ignorant as it pretends to be? 
Does the World not know that 
the terms on which the Canadian Pa­
cific was built weré settled without par­
liamentary sanction, subject, of course, 
to subsequent ratification? It would be 
possible to find scores of precedents in 
which the government has incurred 
obligations in cases of emergency sub­
ject to parliamentary approval, and the 
first case has yet to be cited where such 
approval has been withheld. A govern­
ment must take some responsibility on 
the strength of its possessing the confi­
dence of a parliamentary majority. If 
nothing was ever done by the British or 
Canadian governments, against which 
no one could object that parliamentary 
sanction had not been obtained, the 
record of statesmanlike achievements 
would be much shortea^Tnd less bril­
liant than it is. We repeat, that if the 
Dominion government wishes to do so, 
It can find a way to co-operate with the 
local government and secure the im­
mediate construction of the railway in 
question. Mr. Hewitt Bostock, M.P., 
in an interview in this paper, takes the 
same position.

The eeriee of events which in 1873 cul­
minated in the demonetization of silver, 
will prove, when analyzed in the clear 
light of history, one of the most interest­
ing chapters in the record of this inter­
esting century. What is meant by the 
demonetization of silver is that in the 
countries of Europe known as the Latin 
Union, Le. the leading continental coun­
tries, except Russia and some of the 
minor elates, and the United States per­
mitted silver and gold to be coined in­
discriminately as money at, approx­
imately, the ratio of 16 to 1. That is to 
say, 16 ounces of silver coined were worth 
as much as 1 ounce of gold. For reasons 
which we shall not stop to give just now, 
and perhaps it would not be possible to 
give the true reasons, first one and then 
another country closed its mints to silver, 
except for subsidiary coins, the last 
country to do so being, as we 
remember, the United States. Up
to this time , silver was 
point of fact worth slightly higher than 
the legal ratio, the consequence being 
that not much of it was taken to the 
mints of European countries and the 
United States. What was not absorbed 
in the arts was not more than sufficient 
to supply the demand of India and the 
OrienL The consequence was that sil 
ver varied from $1.24 to $1.26 per ounce. 
As soon as the policy of demonetization 
took effect the price of'the metal began 
to fall. It has fluctuated between 60 
and 65 cents an ounce for a year or two 
that is, it is worth not half as much as it 
was in 1873.

Coincident with this fall in the price 
of silver there has been a fall in the 
price of most commodities. It is not 
true, as many of the advocates of bimet­
allism allege, that silver’and wheat have 
dropped pari paeeu ; but the fall in the 
price of farm products and farming lands 
has kept pace with the declination of sil 
ver so closely that it is impossible not to 
be impressed with the idea that there is 
some necessary connection between 
them.

The closing of the Indian mints a few 
years ago was the last blow which the 
white metal received, and taken in con­
nection with the repeal of the pur­
chasing clause in what was known as 
the Sherman - law in the United States, 
reduced silver from the position of a 
precious metal to that of a mere com­
modity. Consequently silver' coins have 
a value that is largely artificial. Thus 
a Mexican dollar contains more silver

Hops from British Columbia are being 
tested in Australia and there are hopes 
of their being able to compete with the 
Tasmanian hop which is now the favorite 
there. Canadian malt should also find 
a market; for the climate of Australia is 
not suited to malting, and the article is 
imported, the best coming from Eng­
land. Before a quantity could be ^hipped 
experiments would have to be made as 
to how it could be safely carried. Eng- 
lish hops come over in iron tanks, but 
these would be too expensive in the 
Northwest, and Canadian malt is sent in 
double bags, but it is said occasionally 
to slack in transit. Experiment only 
would determine whether malt could be 
carried safely in close cotton bags from 
Canada, and failing this, whether it 
could be shipped in tallow casks which 
would find a good market on arrival.

British Government Overlook the

I JgTLE, July 15.—The open tourna­
is of the Seattle Tennis Club will 

commence next Wednesday and con­
tinue during the remainder of the week.
It is, in reality, the only big tournament 
that will be held in Seattle this season, 
and will bring together all the crack 
plavera of Washington and British Col­
umbia. In one respect it is much more 
than an “ open tournament,” because it 
will carry with it the title to the state 
championship.

The seventh annual contest for the 
championship in singles of the Pacific 
Northwest will take place at Tacoma 
August 11 under the auspices of the Ta­
coma Tennis Club and with the sanction 
of the United States National Lawn Ten­
nis Association. Up to this year the 
open tournament of the Seattle Tennis 
Club, formerly Olympic Club, while 
fully equal to the big Tacoma tourna­
ment in point of play, has never had a 
place in the “ fixture ” list published by 
Wright & Ditson in their official guide. 
This year the guide announces officially 
that the Seattle tournament carries with 
it the state championship.

Last year J. F. Foulkes, the champion 
of British Columbia, won the singles at 
the open tournament in this city, de­
feating George A. Hurd after a brilliant 
struggle. Foulkes was thought to be a 
a trifle stronger player than Hurd, but 
when the Pacific Northwest champion­
ship was ended the British Columbia 
champion was compelled to doff his cap 
to Mr. Hurd of Seattle. People who saw 
the match for the big championship 
have said that it was as brilliant an ex­
hibition as was ever played in this part 
of the country. After that Foulkes 
went East,xand to the surprise of the 
talent gathered at Niagara, won the 
international handicap singles.

Presuming that Mr. Foulkes and Mr. 
Hurd will meet in the singles next week 
for the championship of Washington, it 
follows that the match will be of great 
importance. Mr. Foulkes has tbe ad­
vantage of Mr. Hurd in height, reach, 
probably strength, and certainly speed 
of foot. If Mr. Foulkes is not actually, 
he comes very near being the amateur a 
champion 100-yard foot racer of British 
Columbia. Mr. Foulkes is very anxious 
to beat Mr. Hurd, because it would give se 
him the championship of Washington, 
even if he does live in British Columbia, 
the honor of winning the open tourna­
ment in Seattle twice in succession, and 
leave him the equal of any other player, 
if he should chance to be beaten for the H 
championship of the Pacific Northwest 
at Tacoma. Champion Hurd is playing 
good tennis, and he is as anxious to win 
the singles in the Seattle tournament 
next week as Mr. Foulkes is to beat him.

It will not do to figure too much on 
Mr. Foulkes and Mr. Hurd, leaving out 
other propainent players of British Col­
umbia and Washington. Mr. L. Pelly 
may have something to say. The entry 
list for next week’s tournament will be 
the largest ever known, and the playing 
will undoubtedly be of a higher grade.
In addition to Mr. Foulkes, British Col­
umbia will send Mr. Card and Mr. Spike, 
players of marked ability. It is proba­
ble that Mr. Cuppage, who was Mr. 
Foulkes’ partner in doubles, may also 
come. Tacoma will be represented by 
Dr. White,-Mr. Remington, Mr. Ander­
son, Mr. Sternberg, Mr. Fransioli and 
others. Olympia will probably send one 
or two representatives. The appearance 
of several of the lady players of Victoria, 
Irtish Columbia, will also add interest 
to the tournament.

Sas Francisco, July 15.—The Asso­
ciated Press has received a letter from 
H. A. Stanley, president of the Bing­
hamton, N.Y., Evening Herald Com­
pany, telling of the wonderful gold dis­
coveries of Alaska. Mr. Stanley wrote 
fyom St. Michael’s, where he stopped on 
bis way to the Yukon mining region. 
Writing under date of June 30, he says :
“The steamer Excelsior, of San Fran­

cisco, was the first vessel to push her 
way through the ice to the island. The 
Portland from Seattle arrived four hours 
later. From these vessels we learned 
for the first time of McKinley’s élection, 
the result of the Corbett-Fitzsimmons 
fight and other news of the fall and win­
ter. The ice went out of the Yukon 
about June 15, and the river steamer P. 
B. Weare, which wintered at Dawson’s, 
225 miles up, reached St. Michael’s June 

The Weare brought authentic news 
some wonderful gold strikes and 

brought also some 45 miners, every man 
bringing in from $5,000 to $100,000 of 
duet, an aggregate of more than $1,000,- 
000. '

“ The àteamer Alice arrived at St. Mi­
chael’s on June 25, bringing twenty-five 
miners and half a million in gold fer 
them and much on its own account.

“The richest gold strike the world has 
ever known was made in the Klondyke 
region last August and September, but 
the news did not get even to Circle City 
until December 16, when there was a 
great stampede over the 300 miles inter­
vening between there and the new 
fields.

“On August 12George Cromack made 
the first great strike on Bonanza creek, 
and on August 19 seven claims were filed 
in that region. Word was brought to 
Forty-Mile and Circle City, but tbe news 
was looked upon as a grubstake rumor. 
On December 15 authentic news was car­
ried to Circle City by J. M. Wilson, of 
the Alaska Commercial Company, and 
Thomas O’Brien, a trader. They carried 
not only news, bat prospects, and the 
greatest stampede ever known in this 
part of the world commenced.

“ Of all the 200 claims staked otit on 
Bonanza creek, not one has proved a 
blank. Equally rich finds were made 
on tbe'6th to the 10th, on Dominion 
creek. Not less than 300 claims have 
been staked out on Indian creek, and tbe 
surface indications are that they are as 
rich as any of the others. The largest 
nugget yet found was worth $257. The 
next in size was one found by J. Clem­
ents, worth $231. The last four pans 
Clements took out were worth $2,000, 
and one went $775. Bigger pockets have 
been struck in other regions, but no­
where on earth has so rich a general find 
been made as in this section.

Mrs. Mary Ferry, aged 38, a widow ; 
William Ferry, aged 9; John S. Buka, 
28 years of age; and Philamenade Luka, 
6 years old. The missing are: John 
Conroy, aged 2 years ; Julia Conry, aged 
6, and an unknown Hungarian.

There were two reeérvoirs in the 
mountains, the lower one a mile distant 
from the 'other. The upper one gave 
way, letting a volume of water into the 
ravine. The Van Buren & Timonin 
brick yard, on the Hudson, just below 
Duchess Junction, is a mile distant from 
the site of the lower reservoir. Without 
warning the flood reached it through a 
ravine and caused general havoc. Build­
ings were torn to pieces, and their 
occupants carried away in the raging 
flood.

Most of the mine have been searched, 
and it is possible that some bodies have 
been swept into the river. The water 
still runs' through the yard, which is 
covered to a depth of several feet with 
debris. Three buildings in which the 
laborers had quarters were totally 
wrecked. In the ravine .there are great 
rocks, some of them weighing five to ten 
tons each, which were rolled down the 
mountains by the current.

About 1,000 yards above Murphy’s 
boarding house, directly in the centre of 
the ravine, was a small settlement of 
Arabs,thirty or forty in number, occupy­
ing half a dozen hats. There is not a 
vestige of the settlement left, but so far 
as known no Arabs lost their lives.

The wave was about fifteen feet high. 
This is shown by traces along its pas­
sage. When it reached a point about 
700 feet'above the buildings it had spread 
out until it was 200 feet wide and ten 
felt deep, moving with 
tore ont by the roots trees that were one 
to two feet in diaipeter. - .. —

Engineer John Conroy, who lost his 
wife and two children, states that they 
were not in the building when the flood 
came.

BOTTLE OF London, July 13.—The parliamentary 
South African commission which has 
&en inquiring into the Transvaal raid 
has agreed upon a report. This report 
will express an emphatic opinion that 
whatever justification there might have 
been for action on the part of the people 
of Johannesburg, there was none what­
ever for Cecil Rhodes’ conduct in subsi­
dizing, organizing and stimulating an 
armed insurrection against the govern­
ment of the Transvaal. A heavy respon­
sibility remains with Rhodes, despite the 
fact that at the last moment Dr. Jame­
son invaded the Transvaal without 
Rhodes’ direct sanction. Tbe gravity 
of Rhodes’ transaction is weightily ex­
pressed by the committee’s report, 
which, in referring to Rhodes, uses the 
following language : 4

“ That he seriously embarrassed both 
the Imperial and Colonial governments; 
that the proceedings resulted in an 
astounding breach of international 
comity ; that he utilized hie position 
and the great interests he controlled to 
assist and support the revolution and 
deceived the High Commissioner, as 
well as concealed his views from the 
members of the colonial ministry and 
the Chartered Company.”

The committee is of tbe opinion. that 
of the Chartered Company directors who 
were examined only Mr. Beit and Mr. 
Magnire were cognizant of the plans of 
Rhodes and as Beit was entrusted with 
the money to promote the revolutionary 
movement, he must share the fall re­
sponsibility for the consequences.

The members of the committee, in 
conclusion, unite to-condemn the raid, 
but at the same time they express the 
opinion that nothing will be gained by 
proceeding with the proposed ex­
tension of inquiry into the ad­
ministration of the Chartered Com­
pany. They declare Lord Rose- 
meade and Mr. Chamberlain and the 
under secretaries of the colonial 
office to be blameless, on the ground 
that there is no evidence that any of 
them, was in any sens^, cognizant 
of the plans for tbtrraid; but 
they pronounce Sir Graham Bower, Im­
perial secretary of the high commission­
er, guilty of a grave dereliction of duty 
in that he failed to decline to receive 
from Cecil Rhodes confidential com­
munications wholly incompatible with 
the duty he owed the commissioner.

It would be 
unwise to embitter the negotiations/by 
answering Secretary Sherman according 
to his indiscretion.”

While among the general public here 
the tone of Secretary Sherman’s letter 
to Ambassador Hay regarding the 
Behring sea seal regulations is greatly 
resented, the correspondent of the Asso­
ciated Press is in a ‘boteitipfi - to, say that 
whatever criticism the British govern­
ment have to make on the phraseology 
of the communication, the letter has not 
in any way affected unfavorably the 
negotiations which Colonel Hay has been 
conducting. A confetence is to be held 
in Washington during the antnmn, at 
which the United States, Great Britain, 
Russia and Japan will be represented. 
Since the presentation of Secretary Sher­
man’s note to Lord Salisbury, Ambassa­
dor Hay has had repeated conferences 
with His Lordship, all of which have 
been of a most friendly character. It 
may also be taken for granted that 
Canada does not oppose the decision. 
Sir Louis Davies, Canadian minister of 
marine, in an interview with a corre­
spondent of the Associated Press to-day, 
said : “ We regard the latest proposal of 
the United States as entirely reasonable. 
There is the friendliest feeling in regard 
to the negotiations between the .two gov­
ernments, and in view of this the two 
peoples should not be resentful.”

The Pall Mall Gazette says: Mr. 
Sherman’s tone is not what it might be 
but the nastiest feature of the affair is 
the publication of the dispatch at all.

The Westminster Gazette refers to 
Mr. Sherman’s “ eoméwhat ugly dis­
patch ” and says : “ Seals like silver, get 
into American politics. It is an ugly 
symptom that seals should bemused to 
provide the new government with a 
means for a demonstration against Eng­
land. The McKinley government will 
inevitable disanpoint the American jin­
goes in the matter of silver and thinks it 
necessary to clear itself of pro-British 
suspicions by striking a too heroic atti­
tude in the matter of seals.”

San Francisco, July 14.—Because she 
wae tired of life and hated poverty, Vio­
let Foster Clowes, a girl of 22 years, 
drowned herself near the Cliff house this 
morning.

There are no limits to its possibilities.
From the siege of Troy until to-day 
fewer years have elapsed than would fiU 
the span between the time when the 
King of the Euphrates people caused his 
triumph to be ascribed on the tablets 
and the buildings of the great city of 
Babylon, whose foundations we have 
been taught were laid very near the be­
ginning of time.

This year when O. M. Black 
headed a party for the same country, 
Mr. C. L. Behnsen, who deeply in­
terested himself in his friend’s dis­
appearance, asked Mr. Black to do his 
best to learn the fate of Ben Wrede. 
The following letter tells the story: 
" Your letter of the 22nd reached me in 
due time, and I am sorry to say I have 
news for you regarding Ben Wrede. He 
left Fort Graham, on the Findlay river, 
prospecting on March 10,1896, and was 
never seen afterwards. About the end 
of February some roaming Stickinees 
found his camp and lots of provisions 
cached there, bnkeverything looked old, 
eo they examined! around the spot and 
at last "found his remains.
