LoUGHREA, County Galway, Ireland,
July 14.—Seven absentee landlords take
81,000,000 a year rent out of this county
and spend it all in England, The largest
owner in this. part of the county is Lord
Clanrickard." Hig income 1s $150,000 a
year, and oat ot that, during all the distress
of the last five Yyears, he bas not given one
penny to the poor. He is g sample of the
average nbsentee landlord, A year ago his
agent, a man named Blake, was shot and
killed, about 8 quarter of a mile from this
fown, when he was on his way from home
to church. 1t is said by competent and
reliable witnesses that less than a year be-
fore his demise he cruelly evicted a man
and family from a small farm which had
been rack-rented three times within

fifteen years, The man was sober
and industriows, The rent has always been
more than the land was worth, as subse-
%uent gi:vemn:;nt valuation has shown,

0 PAy 1t was always & struggle, and often
the husband had to go to E?ngland in the
spring and remain away from his family
six months in order to send enough money
to pay an exorbitant rent whic the land
could not by any means produce, When
the bad time came and crons failed in Eog-
land as well as here the resource of going
over to work in England six months was
cut off. At the time the tenant’s wife was
about to be confined, but her condition
Was no ples to soften Blake's heart and
they were evicted, the house being unroof-
ed to prevent their return, Before they
were turned out the woman, about to be-
come a mother, went down on her knees
and cursed Blake and prayed God that he
might die eating the gravel of the highway,
where she in her delicate state had to go,

The priest, who happened to be near the
very spot where Blake was shot, told me
about the affair, The father had been to a
small country parish, where he sung mass,
and was on his return to say high mass in
this town, Blake wag always under the po-
lice guard, . Two constabulary accompanied
him from his house to abridge one mile from
here. There two Loughrea police met him
and brought him to town, His hour for
being on the bridge was 12 o'clock noon,
This fatp} day he was a quarter of an hour
ahead, of time and the town police did not
m%et him. Ag it was only a mile he ventured
to come alone, On his car were kis wife, fifty
yecies his funior—he was 72 years old—and
ois driver. When he canse to a turn in the
road near here several shots were fired rape
idl‘{. Two struck Blske and ome steuck
and killed insuntli the driver, who fell
across the car with his head on the young
wife’s bosom, with his brains 0ozing over
her, The wife was wounded slightly in the
Jeg. Blake fell off the car,, When the
priest went up to him, not three minutes
from the time he was shot, and gave him
conditional absolution, the man who had
vvicted the unfortunate mother was lying
stretched across the highway spitting gravel
from his mouth ; and so he died,

SRITING A DISLOCATAD NECK.

The Delicate Operaiion Performed on a
Pennsylvania Man Who Was Given up
te Die.

READING, Pa., July 31,—One of the most
remarkable cases on record came to light
yesterday in Dover township. Edward
Swartz of that place was out in the wood.
land during' the severe storm of last week,
and could find no shelter except under the
large trees, He was standing close to a
large oak tree, and when the storm was at
ite highest a large limb was wrenched
of & tree near by and precipitated
across Mr, Swartz'’s neck, dislocating
it.  Physicians were at once - summoned
and made an examination of ' the injuries
sustained by Mr, Swartz, They were satis-
fied that he could not live in that condi-
tion, and the only hope for him was to have
the break set. The operation was a dang-
erous one, All present expressed their be-
lief that the man would die, The doctors
informed the unfortunate man of the
dangerous condition he wag in, and wken
asked if he was willing at onbe to have the
operation performed, he replied in the
affirmative. The family of the man
were summoned to his bedside, amd
he bade good by to each one, ex.
pecting that he would not survive
the operation, The parting scene with the
family was an affecting one, not soon to be
forgotten by those present, Meanwhile
Mr. Swartz was perfectly comscious and
talked freely, He replied to the physicians
when questioned about the critical nature
of the operation, that he was in their hands
and in the hands of God, and that they
should do their best they could for him, It
was found that the fourth joint of the neck
had been fractured., Rey. J, ,C. Deininger
was also ‘called in. He held religious ser-
vices in the room, committing @ unfortu-
nate man into the. hands of thé 41]'wise
Father, and extending the blessing ot God
upon the work to be done, apd praying
for a suceessful result of the opération,

One of the physicians took hold of the pa-

tient’s heud, two others at the neck and
shoulders, and the fracture was successfully
reduced, The patient said at oncs he feit
better ; that he had more feeling 1n his
bodv, which had been compietely paralyz.d
at this time. ‘I'he doctors cannot say what
the result of the operation will be, [f the
spinal cord was not i1 jured the patient, it
is thought, will recover, He is doing as
well as can be cxpceted,and at last acconnts
hopes of his ultimate recover y were enter-
tained, The cass attracts considerable at.
